Migration of 1916-17
Passed at the Conference on Negro 

Migration Held Under the Aus- 
Pices of the National League on 

rban Conditions Among Ne­
groes at the Rusnell Sage Foun­
dation Building, Corner 22d St. 
and Lexington Ave., New York 
City, January 26, 1917.

Negroes are migrating to the 
North in unprecedented numbers 
and are preparing to come in great­
er numbers in the spring. They 
are attracted by the larger wages 
offered and by the opportunities 
to enjoy larger personal, political 
and civil freedom. In some sec­
tions of the South they stand in 
constant dread of personal violence 
and are leaving to escape oppres­
sion.

This Conference of Negro Mi­
gration, assembled under the aus­
pices of the National League on 
Urban Conditions Among Negroes, 
wishes to go on record as believ­
ing:

1. That this is the time of all 
times for Negroes of the South and 
whites of the South to arrive at a 
better understanding of each other 
and of the value of the two races 
to each other. .

2, That the Negroes’ industrial 
opportunities in the North are un­
usual; that Northern employers 
are securing and can secure Negro 
labor, dependable, loyal, constant 
American labor, and that this la- 
x>r should not be abused or ex- 
doited, but should be cared for as 
■veil as any other labor.

3. That, although thousands of 
Negroes in excess of the normal 
nigration have left the South 
dnee April last, and more are to 
follow, still the great mass of^the 
Negro population of the United 
States will remain in the South­
land.

Therefore be it resolved:
1. In the South—That wher- 

sver possible, whether in the city 
or rural community, organizations 
be formed with the following pur­
poses:

(a) To foster good feeling be­
tween the two races. ,

(b) To study the health, school 
ana work needs of the Negro pop- । 
ulation.

(c) To develop agencies and 
stimulate activities to meet those 
needs. ,

(d) By training and health pro- . 
tection to increase the industrial . 
efficiency of Negroes and to en- , 
courage a fairer attitude toward . 
Negro labor, especially in regard , 
to Iioura, conditions and regular- . 
ity of work and standard of wages.

(e) To increase the respect for ; 
law and the orderly administra­
tion of justice. ,

2. In the North— That similar 
organizations be formed or exist- i 
ing organizations urged to take i 
action which, in addition to the , 
purposes already mentioned, shall 
leek to instruct the Negro mi- i 
grants:

(a) As to the drees, habits and 
methods of living necessary to 
withstand the rigors of the North- 1 
ern eJimate.

(b) As to the efficiency, regu­
larity and application demanded 
of workers in the North.

(c) As to the danger of dealing 
or going with unscrupulous or vi­
cious persons and of frequenting 
questionable resorts.

(d) As to the opportunities of­
fered by the towns and cities of 
the North in schools? hospitals, po­
lice protectio nond employment.

(e) As to facilities offered by 
the church, Y. M. C. A. and Y.

to do organically with the publishing 
house, which was established in 1896. 
It is admitted by every well-informed 
Baptist that the publishing house was 
established in 1896 under a specific 
instruction of the National Baptist 
Convention held in September of that 
year in St. Louis, and the Home Mis­
sion Board carried out that instruction. 
In Boston, in 1897, the Home Mission 
Board reported that it had carried out 
the instructions of the Convention, and 
gave details of the progress made by 
the publishing house. The charter 
was obtained in August, 1898, and ap­
proved by the Convention the next 
month in Kansas City. These are 
matters of record that cannot be ques­
tioned. If the Convention established 
the publishing house, how did it get 
from under the control of the Con-, 
vention? Every year from 1697 to 
1915 reports of the Publishing Board 
were made to the Convention and the 
authority of the Convention was recog­
nized. In 1913 at t|ie Nashville ses­
sion the report of a special committee 
was submitted and adopted, claiming 
that the Convention had full authority 
to control the Publishing board under 
the constitution and rules of the Con­
vention. But in 1915 this authority 
is challenged by the Publishing Board, 
and to settle this Question the matter 
’• “in8 _ judicially determined.— 
American Baptist.
