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Help That Helps
Miss Levee, chairlady of the Relief Conjmittee of Charities, ad­

dressed our ministers’ meeting last Monday. She made a statement 
which bv no means is new to many of us, but is of great significance. 
She said: "The greatest help you can give any one is to give them 
a chance to help themselves.’’ Let each one of us heed this statement. 
The Negro race needs only that help that will give him a chance to 
help himself. The circumstance that, brought forth this statement 
from Miss Levee is worth noting. Among the great number of people 
corning from the South we have a family known as the Hargraves 
family, with 15 children and the mother and father. This family 
was reported in very needy condition, whereupon all the societies and 
many of the churches and people made a rush to their relief. The 
results arc that this family now feels that there is no need of their 
working since their needs will be supplied by the generosity of the 
good people of the city. This kind of help is a positive injury to the 
parties receiving it. Let the churches and socities help these people! 
that are coining to us to the end that they may help themselves and 
no further. We should not encounv? the spirit of dependence, for | 
every man should eat bread from the sweat of his own brow. No 
church or group of people who depend on other people to build their 
houses and provide food and clot lung amounts to very much.

When we look upon the 
scores of men calling themselves doctors, and who are realty insulted 
if you should, address them other than Doctor So-and-So. who can 
scarcely state correctly one sentence in the King’s English, we are 
forced to ask the question, What will the end be? The Banner wishes 
to ask, When “will the conferring of these degrees upon men of this 
-tripe cease? We must strive to be real if we would make as substan­
tial progress os other races have‘mode. On the 22nd of last month 
in the Academy of Music the faculty of the University of Pennsyl­
vania conferred but three degrees at this meeting, and we ask our 
readers to note the character of men honored, and this is what the 
Philadelphia Inquirer has to say about them:

HONOR TO WHOM HONOR WAS DUE . .
Yesterday’s distribution of academic honors by the University 

of Pennsylvania included but three recipients, an unusually small 
number but high in those qualifications which deserve recognition. 
President Schurman, of. Cornell University, was not in special need 
of another doctorate. He holds a large number of them from insti­
tutions here and in Europe. He is one of those educators who do 
things os well as teach. His services in the Philippines will long be 
remembered and he was for a time minister to Greece. Our Univer­
sity has honored him especially because of his contributions to litera­
ture, which are many and of high rank.

No one will begrudge the honor given Mr. Stokowski, whose five 
years of directorship of the Philadelphia Orchestra have endeared him 
to the musical public of the entire country. He is the only local man 
recognized, and this is his first academic degree so far as his official 
biography discloses. He deserves recognition from great university 
because music is not only a branch of its curriculum but is funda­
mental in all culture.

Unquestionably the honor conferred on Mr. H. C. Hoover will 
be indorsed by the people of several nations. Dr. Hoover is a college 
man, one who woi'keu his way throngh college, invaded Australia 
with seventeen cents in his pocket and was, inside of twenty years, 
one of the greatest and richest of mining engineers, connected with 
many corporations whose headquarters were in London, at the open­
ing of the great war. It would be idle to say one word in praise of 
what he has accomplished nt the head of the Committee on Belgian 
Relief, That is his monument, which no academic honor can affect, 
but it is to the credit of the University of Pennsylvania that it has 
chosAl for distinction a man who has done so much for humanity.

In honoring these three distinguished men the University has 
honored itself.—Philadelphia Inquirer.
