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Spirit of Negro Pres* Home Hints
l.KTH >UKK AS INVKSTOKV

The status of the race in. the North 
I* today a problem far more serious 
than the one facing the race in the 
South. We of the North face both an 
economical and aoclal, discrimination, 
and a political ignoring. In the South 
the race has accumulated in spite of 
any and every handicap, nearly a bil­
lion dollars in property, while the race 
in the North has accumulated loss 
than <25,00(1.000. A people that can ac­
cumulate a billion of dollars In prop 
erty. starting half a century ago with­
out even the rudiments of education, 
can point proudly to an unmatched 
achievement, financially.

Twenty-live years ago there wan no 
segregation or discrimlnat'on In the 
hotels, cafes, park and theatres' of 
most of the cities north of th« Mason 
and Dixon line- from the Ohio River 
to that one-time "Cradle of Liberty," 
Boston. Today It Is rampant in Cin­
cinnati, Dayton and Columbus, and 
even Cleveland and Toledo, where 
until recently racial prejudlvcs was 
at the minimum, today erstwhile priv­
ileges for the Negro are but reminis­
cent of other days.

Todsy there are too many ten-dol- 
lar-a-week Negroes In the North imi 
fating the luxurious mode of living 
and entertaining enjoyed by white 
millionaires.

Today wc of the North have too 
many fifty-cent heads sauntering laxlh 
about under five-dollar hats: too many 
idly basking in the sun and not enough 
maidng hlTy while the nun shines; too 
many consuming and too few pro 
dndng.

Visit the police courts in any and 
all of the larger cities of the North, 
and particularly in those cities where 
there Is a congested Negro population, 
on Monday morning, and observe, with 
depression—with feeling of sorrow 
And regret, the all too long line of 
Negro offenders against the lawk, and 
compare the number ararigned today 
with the few arraigned twenty-rtvo 
years ago, and then ask yourself thr 
question. "How Is this affecting the 
race's status in the North!”

Twenty-five years ago the police 
courts of our Northern cities did not 
present a sorrowful "study In black" 
on Monday morning. Tweptyfive 
years ago Monday was a day of labor 
following a day of religious observ­
ance and rest. Today, with far too 
many of the race. Monday is a day fol­
lowing a Sunday of disrespect for con- 
sotvatlon of right living.

Around our churches cluster all our 
interests, religious, moral and educa­
tional, Until the potency of the Negro 
ehnreh is restored to Its once strong 
influence we may expect decadence in 
the North. When a people lose In­
terest in the church, immorality and 
crime stalk unrobed in their midst. 
Take away from the majority of Negro 
people the restraining and uplifting 
influence of the church and they run 
madly down the avenue of Immorality 
and crime.

The progress the Negro people 
made in the South, under the most ad­
verse circumstances and surroundings 
and restrictions was due largely io 
conserving their moral and religious 
Interests rather than excessively In­
dulging In pleasure and ignoring the 
laws of right living.

Today, in the South, thr. young 
among the race are eager to enter 
school and eager to remain until their 
education is complete. In the North 
our young boys and girls are loath tv 
enter chool. but are eager to leave 
school before their education has 
hardly begun.

If young Negro peoplb in the North 
would devote more of their time to 
hterary societies, musical clubs, de­
bating societies and sewing circles, as 
was true of twenty-five years ago, and 
less to pool playing, dancing, card 
playing and other virtue-robbing 
pleasures, when Indulged In to excess; 
if they would stop their mad rush for 
pleasure and give more, attention to 
the serious aide of life; if they will 
prepare themselves, perhaps the pen 
dulunu for us in the North", will swing 
back and the privileges wo once en­
joyed 1n the North be restored.

Why not take an inventory of our­
selves before we Initiate bankruptcy 
proceedings against the white man?— 
Cleveland (Ohio) Advocate.

MINISTER CURTIS
UiaiMED BY DEATH

Dr. A. M. Curtis l» in receipt of ■ 
telegram front the State Department 
announcing the death of hia brother. 
Lawyer James L. Curtis, of New 
York, United States Minister to Li­
beria. A cablegram to the State De­
partment from Sierra Leone. West 
Africa, told briefly the story of Minis­
ter Curtis' passing. It appears that 
an operation had-been performed upon 
the nit later in Monrovia, but the pa­
tient not rallying satisfactorily was 
tel.cn to the more salubrious climate 
of Sierra Leone. Despite the best of 
attention, death ensued. Beyond these 
meagre details no further data is at 
this time available.

Minister Curtis was appointed Min­
ister Jo Liberia by President Wilson 
about two years ago. succeeding Dr. 
George W. Buckner, of Indiana, who 
resigned, and was the only colored 
man holding a ministerial commission.

.Methodist Hl«hops on War.—Atlan­
tic City.—The Bishops of the Metho­
dist Episcopal Church addrrss the 
church as follows: "The Bishops es 
semblrd In the regular session of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church express 
the conviction that the fate of civili­
zation hinges upon the outcome of the 
present war. If the doctrine that 
might makes right, the acceptance of 
military autocracy as the most effi­
cient means of organising' might the 
use of diplomatic duplicity to corer 
its ddbigns, and the resort to inhuman­
ities to spread terror and lead to sub­
mission. all triumph In -this struggle, 
our civilization sinks back fqr cen­
turies.

We rejoice in the manifest determi­
nation of the cotfntry to keep the 
struggle up to the high plane of ideal­
ism with which we entered the war. 
It gives us the greatest satisfaction to 
note the moral seriousness which we 
find everywhere in the attitude of men 
turned toward the great contest

“The war was entered upon by a 
people devoted to peace until longer 
continuance therein upon the terms 
offered Imperiled the safety of the 
nation and of the human race. We re­
joice in the practical unanimity with 
which the people now stand back of 
the .war. epeclally In the response to 
appeals for loans and to acceptance of 
heavy taxation, and our hearts are 
thrilled by the quick response to the 
call of the Government and the ap­
peals to patriotism by the young men 
of the nation.

"We urge a heavier taxation. If need 
be. of the profits of busines. so that 
the coming generation may not be 
handicapped under a too henw t»tr. 
den of war debt. We call especially 
for a stern outlawry of all forms of 
vice which sap the strength of our sol­
diers and of the manufacture and use 
nt strong drink, which saja the 
strength of the nation at home.

We desire to express our most 
earnest hope that the. appeal of the 
President to the people of the Ger­
man empire may find ultimate re­
sponse."

The address calls for the creation 
of sentiment for arbitration and the 
limitation of armaments, after the 
war. • ’ *

Carfare by the Mile
There i? now in experimental u«c on 

the I'cmrord, Maryland and Hudson 
Street* Railway a system of fare col­
lections ba»ed on one mile zone* of two 
cents e^ch with a minimum fare of six 
cent*.

The main Une i* approximately four- 
fecn mile* in length, the terminal being 
Cnncc d and Hudson, nnd a branch ex- 
•rmh about five miles from Maynard to
West Acton. '

At exactly each mile, measured from 
the Concord cud nf the line, is a mile 
board which Mates the miles distant 
imm that terminus, and below, the fig- 
tire* representing the cash fnre at the 
two-cent rate. The Izards are about six 
<ecl high above the ground, except that 
at locations in the centers of the town* 
she fare of a telephone, or electric light 
pole is utilized, instead of a special mile 
post.
