BILLY SUNDAY IS RIGHT

Ever since the great influx of Ne- 
gruea from the South to tho North I 
have stood alon*! as to opposing the 
migration of the Negro from tho 
South, but 1 think the readers of the 
Banner are aware of the fact that I 
never giro up until I am convinced

many are guilty. There are Negroes 
who look upon tho white woman as 
an angel and tho black wfiuil n as a 
devil, and he makes rapid plunges to 
heli to become acquainted with the 
white woman. Wo have ninny jood. 
honest, upright. Christian men and 
women here from the South, but If 
tho ministry and Christian communi­
ty will tell the whole truth, they will 
admit ihat the greater number lb no 
benefit to tho cause of God nor hu­
manity. Tho class of Negrons by 
whom the real status of the Southern 
Negro Is to be measured will not 
come North, and there arc u few, not­
withstanding the bitter prejudice 
against them, who cling to thuir 
homes, where they have made them- 
velven worthy citizens and represen­
tatives of the race, while a few have 
been forced to leave. Again 1 say 
that the Negro should remain South, 
because he is best fit tea for agricul­
tural work than any race on earth, 
and to take away tho agricultural In­
dustry of the country, where will the 
propelling force derive ot the indus­
tries of the country? Every industry 
of the country depends upon the agri­
cultural.

Those who are proclaiming the de­
plorable condition of tho ' Negro 
South hero in tho North, and setting 
themselves up as advorattui of the 
cause of the Negro, could find some 
other solution for the problem than 
talk.. I think it would be belter for 
the Negro, and for thn communities 
where ho Jives and oblorphobin exist. 
Why not a dozen of these advocates 
go through the South and uppniQ to 
the eqbaeloncd ot the haters of their 
race until they shall have touched 
their pathetic nntnro in his behalf? 
If this was done throughout tho 
South there would be few lynchings 
and the like. But to talk big. crifl- 
rlso and ridicule the white man of 
tho Routh stirs up hh feelings against 
thn Negro, and as he cannot reach 
yon. he takes It out of your Southern 
brother.

1 have traveled very extensively 
South. I have lived and pastured In 
tho extreme South. 1 have stopped 
mobs who were carrying to the place 
of inhuman execution my race 1 
have gone to court, and in the face of 
Southern lawyers, and championed 
bls cause. I have never been Ivnched. 
nor has there over gathered a mob 
In the attempt. No! When any fol­
low gets too big for his pants he is 
liable to tear them; and If too small, 
they win not tit him: so wo must be

Not only In 
tho South, the Negro cannot live any­
where In this country independent of 
the whtto man. and need uul.

HU coming to the 
North will not bettor his condition 
materially, because the majority of 
the Negroes who come North are not 
thu thrifty Negro, with high ethical 
attainments of the Routh. We have 
the moat degenerate element of sable 
humanity who comes North, and that 
(dement is the class which stirs up so 
much hell in the Mouth, while many 
of tho crimus with which they am 
charged, and put to death for. they 
are not guilty of; on tho other hand.

I »ay 
again, that in no city where this 
great influx of Negroes baa come can
a pastor, or missionary, say that their 
churches have bcefi 10 per cent, bet­
tered numerically, noy 5 per cent 
fin^Oy.

rhirty-nx of the comore here have 
loft for their homes, leading from 
three to nvo dollara a day, suylng 
that they had rather be home in tho 
Routh at a dollar and a half a day 
than the wages they receive. Again, 
the climate la not eungonlal to their 
haallh, tho result of which will be 
tho contracting of that lothsome <i(g- 
eaw, couaamption. (or which there H 
no cure, and their children will in­
herit It and pcdaoii a whole genera­
tion. Ton Negroes die In the North 
from consumption to every ope in the 
South, and yet you are urging them 
to come here to din. rather than live 
in thu South. Adjust gouraolres to 
conditions, my friends, and comu- 
cratn yourselvorf to Gad, and niny ut 
home. God I* fighting yuur battles. 
Walt on Him!

On noting the forethought, gener­
osity and charity of certain churches 
of our denomination that have re- 
enaHy Increased their pastors' sal­
ary, I thought It opportune to drop a 
line to congratulate them, and, If 
possible, to arouse in others, a like 
sentiment. Among the churches 
that have raised recently tho salary 
of their ministers may bn especially 
noted the Ebonexer Baptist Church, 
of Pittsburgh, that has just Increasod 
its pastor's salary to $300 per month, 
and the Bethel Baptist Church, of 
White Plains. N. Y., that has just 
raised Ila pastor's salary to 1100 per 
month. Those churches, and others 
of similar mind, dederve to he con­
gratulated. These are pressing times 
In which we are now living; and it Is 
strange that our officers do not see 
that It Is really more pressing on the 
minister than It lit on even the labor­
ing man. For, almost all kinds of 
labor, from tho highest to tho lowest 
has received in the Inal twelve 
months or two years a decided In­
crease In pay. It Is nothing now to 
see teamsters drawing more per week 
than the average colored minister, 
notwithstanding the fact that liia 
outlay of expenses, present or past, is 
about one-third or one-half that of 
the minister. The minister baa spent 
years in school, often going in debt 
to prepare for his work, and has to 
use stationery, books, periodicals and 
wear clothes in keeping with bU pro­
fession, none of which is needed or 
required by the laboring man. Thon, 
too, it ill becomes the minister, how­
ever pressed financially, to make a 
direct appeal for more salary, even 
now. In tho face of tho fact that liv­
ing has advanced 50 per cent, in cost 
within the last year. The laymen 
and officers of our churches often 
have both vocations and avocations, 
while the minister has only one 
source from which his money comes. 
He cannot add to his incomo by tak­
ing on some other ''job" on the side, 
if ho is able to teach, and could get 
a position In an institution, his 
church would object, on tho ground 
that they need his whole time. They 
would, in all likelihood, be right; 
but then they forget that clothing, 
groceries, medicine, insurance, are 
sold tn th<* minister at the same 
prices as they purchase those things; 
so. then, if they need a raise in their 
wages, why is it not deemed neues- 
sary that tho minister also needs a 
raise to meet the demands of the 
high .-oat of living of today? Nor 
does it obviate the fact by saying 
that the minister---in some case*—In 
furnished with house and fuel. To­
day, in the light of what the minister 
is to tho community, what his prep­
aration has cost, the standard of life 
that he tpust maintain, and the pres­
ent high coat of things. 1100 and par­
sonage and fuel is a reasonable esti­
mate for the rare and comfort nf 3 
minister of a church of 250 to 3«0 or 
more members. Too many churebts

to the pastor so encourages him ami 
rids him of tho burden and worry 
over how he is to mett his bins, that 
he, with the officers, can readily de­
vise plans by which the added 
amount can be easily raised to the 
hurt of do one. in my own former 
pastorates 1 hare seen this done on 
two specific occasions. In conclusion, 
Mr. Editor, my church, your church, 
or anybody else's church, with 30ft 
members, should pay their pastor at 
least 11000 a year, if not 1100 per 
month. And I am not mercenary nor 
worldly when I say th*', the time has 
come when the prepared minister 
will no longer be content to see his 
family and himself not only in need 
of adequate subsistence, but also liv­
ing on a plane fur below that of his 
parishioners. The present-day min­
ister no longer wishes to be com­
pared in salary with the man on tho 
wagon or the street sweeper. He, 
knows himself to ho worth more to ' 
the community, and knows that it 
costs him more to live decently: and 
hence it is high time that our 
churches be awakened to the new 
sense of things like tho Ebenexer 
Baptist Church. Pittsburgh, and tha 
Bethel Baptist Church. White Plains. 
N. Y. A debt-ridden, "seedy" minis­
ter on the streets or in the pulpit Is 
a disgrace to any church. Hut such 
will, and must be. until our ehunhes 
come to realize that they are "mux- 
xling the ox that treadeth out tha 
corn.”

HONORING NEGRO RECRITTS

Theri* was abundant testimony to 
the fact*that the Negro troops proved 
themselves good soldiers in the Civil 
War. and there cannot be any doubt 
that the Negro will maintain his rep­
utation in tho present war.

The Charleston News and Currier 
says:

A very line spirit han marked the 
departure of the Negroes from their 
homes in various parts nf South Car­
olina fur Camp Jackson to begin 
service in arms under the selective 
draft act. Large crowds have been 
seeing them off at the railway sta­
tions, both whites and blacks assem­
bling for this purpose. In a number 
of places patriotic rallies have been 
h<dd and speeches have been made 
which have amused great enthusi­
asm.

It Is gratifying that this should ba 
the case, k is especially gratify Ing 
that the white people ot Sou th Caro­
lina are showing a thorough uppre- 
bituion of the manner In which tho 
Negroes are answering this call to 
duty. There would have been uijr.v 
NegrocH to volunteer if it had simpiv 
bben an appeal which the Govern­
ment had (.ent opt for men. ft was 
not left optional w|th thorn, but thee 
are going In a spirit of service as well 
as of obedience. and their leaders, 
without exception in thes.- parts. *0 
far as we have noted, are advising 
them sensibly and patriotically. if 
there has been u Single protest 
against the War. or against ■•(impell­
ing the Negro to do service. from any 
Southern Negro it hu« not come to 
our attention.

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CURRENT EVENTS
Washington.—The hanging of thir­

teen Negro troopers tor complicity in 
the Houston riot was unknown to vir­
tually all officials of the War Depart­
ment until it was announced at Fort 
Sum Houston. Doubtless the death 
sentence of the court-marital and the 
preparations for the executions were 
known to a few high officials, but so 
fur as rati be learned the department 
commander curried out the execu­
tions us u routine affair, as he Is war­
ranted to do in time of wur, and only 
made the usual formal report, which 
was received here after the news dis­
patches.

Were the country at peace the exe­
cution* would have required the ap­
proval of the President. In time of 
war. however, all such authority is 
decentralized and placed with re­
sponsible commanders.

No such wholesale execution In the 
army has occurred within the mem­
ory of the present generation. The 
last of Ils kind was the execution of 
members of the so-called "St. Pat- 
rick’s Battalion” by General Scott 
during the Mexican War. Members 
of the battalion deserted. Joined the 
Moxk-un forces, later made their 
homes in Mexico, marrying native 
women, and many of their descend­
ants now are found there, natives of 
that country in all respects, but bear­
ing names quite foreign to the lan­
guage they speak.
, A large number of them -were exe- 

A u ted by General Seott ut the battle 
of rhupultepec. and their last 
glimpse of life was the right pf the 
American flag breaking out to the 
breeze us Scott's legions stormed the 
ramparts.

The swift manner in which the 
Houston rioters were tried und exe­
cuted without much publicity, wua 
the subject of remark at the War Des 
partment. The last Incident involv­
ing rioting umong Negro troops was 
the celebrated Brownsville affair, as 
the result of which President Roose­
velt summarily dismissed a whole 
battalion from the army.

The-good teacher win be unfailing­
ly present ifnd unfailing prompt. Ono 
of the Principal rbasonf (fir (he nerv- 
oua ptbstfatlons’ of the Clergy is the 
Irregularity of Sunday-school teach­
er#.

Forimpunctuallty includes a mul­
titude of kins. The unpunctual teach­
er Is lacking In the ability of disci­
pline. He In deficient in that sense 
of order whfth Is at (ho heart of dla- 
clpUhe. Even If ha is able to control 
a class, h hampers himself by an in- 

. I Hal disadvantage. He permits the 
class to make the first move. When 
he arrives upon the scene the schol­
ars have already opened the hour’s 
proceedings. In most tabes, youthful 
human nature helps what it Js. they 
have established u situation of cheer­
ful disorder. They have begun in 
a jplrlt which is defiant both of the 
service and of the lesson. The tardy 
teacher must regain a rocky mile of 
loat ground and this he rarely suc- 
reeds in doing. The meutai nnd 
moral defects *hlch make him habit­
ually late prevent him from taking 
the command. The wise teacher pre­
ludes his puplla. When they got tr 
their seats they find him there al­
ready. prepared to receive thorn ono 
by one, into an association of peace.

The unpunctual teacher Is com­
monly deficient, not only In the abil­
ity of discipline, but In tlfts sense of 
duty." He is not obedient to the com­
mands of conscience. Ho is not at­
tentive to the Inner voice. Ho will 
cheerfully take a class if ho Is asked 
to do so, but he does not understand 
that this act Imposes upon him any 
serious responsibility. He accepts, 
as It it wore an invitation to an after­
noon lea, and If the weather is pro­
pitious and he has nothing else to do 
he goes. The tombstone of Mary 
byon, in the midst of the beautiful 
grounds of the’ college which she 
founded, bears these word*: "There 
is nothing In the universe that I four 
but that I shall not know' all my duly 
of shall fall to do IL" It is a perfect 
expression of a Puritan conscience. 
That sentence will never be written 
on tho tombstone of un unpunctual 
ioaoher.

The ability of discipline and the 
Kon?e of duty are Initial and essential 
to the work of a teacher. Without 
the sense of duty he cannot be de­
pended upon to be prompt; without 
the ability of discipline he may not 
bn of much use even if he is prompt. 
And hath of these are Inherent In the 
grace of punctuality,—Dean Hodges.

The present rate of 
increase In the Sunday school mem­
bership of the world Is at least 
1,000,000 each year.

| Out of Mire and Clay |
THAT TOUCH ON THE

SHOI LDEH AND WHAT
CAME OF IT

A human wreck, freighted with 
sorrow, drifts aimlessly down the 
street of a New England city. Peo­
ple shun him. They need not! he 
thuna them. He has burlod a young 
wife and infant. Indirect victims of 
hla dissipation. Powerless to prevent 
It. his mother hus been laid in a pau­
per's grave, without shroud or serv­
ice. He calls himself "a disgrace, a 
walking disgrace." A loat soul! In- 
janity or suicide is near.

A man stands upon a platform In 
tho presence of the immense audience 
which the announcement of his name 
never tails to attract. Erect form, 
brilliant .-ye, clear complexion, gray 
hair, a crown of glory on hU brow! 
His attire is norft and elegant. Cir- 
curastanecs are affluent, friends num- 
berlCfa. With peerless oratory he 
runs al pleasure the gamut of emo­
tions.

Now it is a buret of eloquence, 
evoking" the thunder of applause. A 
touch of pathos brings tears in n 
shower. Inimitable mimicry makes 
laughter ripple llkp water on the 
bench. Beat of all. this genius Is de­
voted to a cause which, though de­
spised, has wrapped up in it the wel­
fare of millions.

How wide the distance between the 
town drunkard and the Idolized ora­
tor! East and west are cohesion 
compared with It. Paradoxical, but 
It is the same man. The abandoned 
wretch is the tongue of fire and silver 
on whose accents royalty hangs with 
delight and whose moral Influence 
upon vast multitudes of every station 
is immeasurable.

Here is challenge to the student of 
human experience. Whence this 
transformation? Approaching not 
merely psychologically, but philun- 
thropkally, Interest Is deepened and 
Intensified, for in this marked inci­
dent may be found the ways and ele­
ments of reformation for tho counl- 
1«m viciima of tho vice.

It all’came of a top on tho shoul­
der. On the last Sunday of October. 
1842, as John B. Gough wandered 
the streets of Worcester, bo says la- 
qonlcally; "Some one tapped me. on 
the shoulder." It was not n paid or 
professional "saver of souls.' Only 
nn obscure waiter In a hotel who 
might easily hove excused himself 
from the obligation on the ground of 
bls lowly station. Gough declares 
that tho untoward circumslance 
"went right to his heart, and like the 
wing of nn angel troubled the water* 
in that stagnant pool and made them 
cure more reflect the light of human 
love." The touch and the subsequent 
gentle hut direct appeal and warning 
saved the dissipated bookbinder from 
it drunkard's grave. Suppose the 
loving touch had not been glveqf 
How bereft the causa of temperance 
would be if you ahduld take from it 
Gough's noble i-hampionahip; if you 
should tear from Its history the bril­
liant pages his career has made. Hon­
or to the humble instrument of his 
reformation. Wherever this gospel of 
temperance la preached there should 
Joel Rtratton's deed be told for a' 
memorial of him.

The tap on the shoulder has more 
than once proved a moral dynamic. 
Mr. Sturtevant touched a culprit in 
the jail al Portland, and Francis 
Murphy was transmuted Into an apos­
tle of temperance. William Martin, 
tho Qnaker, laid h|s band appealingly 
on the shoulder of Father Mathew.

One of the greatest privileges of a 
teacher Is hh pastoral relations tn 
his scholars. Hla position brings him 
In closer spiritual relations to those 
whom he teaches then cgn be easily 
obtained In any"-other way; and he 
is to make faithful use of hi* oppor­
tunities to bring hla scholars to 
Ckrfet- H 1* life that creates life. It 

the personal contact of a soul full 
of lore and faith which draws other 
soub to love and trust our Lord. All 
learning, all skill In teaching, will 
be a failure .without thia. As-the 
pastor of his class, the teacher can 
freely visit them at their bome». can 
speak to them of personal religion 
without offense, can get near to tho 
inner life and thoughts, and thus has 
peculiar opportunities of doing good.

On the other hand, this spiritual 
power wl’l ng; abide in those who arc 
intellectually ur.TWthful. who refuse 
to study the beat methods of apply­
ing the truth, and who neglect thn 
preparation of their lesions and the 
storing of their minds with biblical 
knowledges Not so much depends on 
thn amount of knowledge as upon ibn 
faithfulness which seeks to know all 
h <an. There. Is a basis In the char­
acter. and good senae and faithfulnesa 
for the spiritual gifts. "First the 
earthly, .then the spiritual-'’ That 
tree muiat ’bn well rooted tn tho 
ground which would flourish and 
bloom in the upper air. As Dr. Vin­
cent oaoe said. "Shouting ’glory* is 
nn aubetitute for knowledge of tho 
subject to bo taught." The greater 
the knowledge, the truer the char­
acter; the. stronger the mind, tho 
greater (other things being equal) 
will bo the Influence of the spiritual 
life over others.—Golden Huie.

the priest. Ip the Cork Workhouse, 
whither each'hud come on an errand 
of mercy, exclaiming: "Strong drink 
U the cause of this." pointing to an 
aggravated case. "Oh, Theobald 
Mathew! If thou wouidat only give 
thy aid much good could he done in 
this city!" That tap resulted in six 
million signatures to the Father 
Mathew total abstinence pledge.

Direct personal appeal to the dissi- 
matAd has Its complete justification in 
the incident. A high premium U^niso 
pul upon It. It will rarely be resent­
ed. It Is oflen highly valued. Its re­
sults can seldom be foreseen. When 
Stratton waa dying bp said to Gough: 
"When 1 laid my hand on your shoul­
der that night 1 never dreamed all 
this would come to puss.” Another 
tap may raise another Gough any 
day. Would It pot be enough If it 
only saved a soul from death ad&Jiid 
a multitude of sins?--Davis Wasgatt 
Clark, D. D., in Christian Advocate.
