Revised Constitution of the National
Baptist Convention, U.S. A.

PREAMBLE

Whereas, it was the sense of the Negra Baptists of the United Stales as rep-
resented in several Baplist organizations canvened in Atlanta, Georgia, September
28, 1895, and known as the Raptist Fareign Mission Conventian hitherto engaged
in missionary work an the West Coast o# Africa; thq National Baptist Convention
which had heen doing missionary work in the Unilad States; the Natiopal Baptist
Educational Convention, ¢harged with the educational interest of the Negro
Banptists, that these organizatians should unite inle one arganization far the purpose
of putting inta effect the hencvalent institulions of their constituents by eliciting.
camhining, and directing the cnergies of the denomination; Thereto, said organi-
2atiuns did unitc and agree vpon certain fundamental principles and arganic rules,
which as amended irom time to time are as follows:

HISTORIC BACKGROUND

Three Negro Baptist organizations, claiming national slatus, existed in the
United States grior 1o 1805, These three organizations in their separate conven-
tions voted ta mect in Atlanta, Geargia, Septemher 28 1805, and ferm one bady
far the purpose of more effectively carrying an the benevolnet activities for which
‘B:nmis}s stand, The organizations so uniting were as follows:

1. The Baptist Foreign Mission Conéention, which up to that time had been
duing missionary work on th West Coast of Africa.

2. The National Haptist Canvention which had dane jts tissionary work in
the United States up 10 this time.

3. The National Baptist Educational Convention which was directing ils cforts
in Christian cducation among Negroes in the United States.

PREAMBLE

We, the messengers fram Negro Baptist Churches and other related Baptist
arganizations in the Uniled States, desiring to mare effectively carry on the work
of the Kingdom, do_herehy ordain and establish this Constitution whose provisions
shall be as follows:

Dear Brethren: April s, 1836, an open letter to the Baptist clergy and laymen
wag issued by Rev. Wm. J. Simmons, an American Baptist, asking ify we should
have a National Convention to discuss questions of interest to our beloved de-
nomintions. At that time the following reasons were given:
