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Revised Constitution of the National 
Baptist Convention, U.S.A.

PREAMBLE
Whereas, it was the sense of the Negro Baptists of the United States as represented 

in several Baptist organizations convened in Atlanta, Ga., September 28, 1895, and 
known as the Baptist Foreign Mission Convention hitherto engaged in missionary 
work on the West Coast of Africa; the National Baptist Convention which had been 
doing missionary work in the United States; the National Baptist Educational Con­
vention, charged with the educational interests of the Negro Baptists, that these or­
ganizations should unite into one organization for the purpose of putting into effect 
the benevolent intentions of their constituents by eliciting, combining and directing 
the energies of the denomination; therefore, said organization did unite and agree 
upon certain fundamental principles of organic rules, which as amended from time 
to time, are as follows: ,

ARTICLE I—NAME
This organization shall be known and, styled as the National Baptist Convention of 

the United States of America.

ARTICLE II—OBJECT
This Convention by uniting Baptist churches and other Baptist organizations, such 

as may desire an organization of this kind, shall undertake to promote home and 
foreign missions; to encourage and support Christian education; to publish and dis­
tribute Sunday-school and other religious literature; and to engage in whatever other 
Christian endeavor is required to advance the Redeemer’s kingdom throughout the 
world.

ARTICLE in—MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. The membership of this Convention shall be representative, annual, and 

life.
Section 2. Representative membership shall be had in this Convention by Baptist 

churches, district associations and conventions, district state conventions, and state 
conventions, all known to be in harmony with the object of this Convention, by paying 
into the treasury of this Convention at the annual meetings thereof, such sums as 
are stated in Section 3 of this Article; provided that any of the above mentioned 
organizations that have contributed money to any of the Boards of this annual meet­
ing may have additional representation for ten ($10.00) dollars, thus contributed upon 
presentation of an official receipt for same.

Section 3. Any regular Baptist church shall be entitled to one (1) messenger upon 
the payment of ten ($10.00) dollars; any district association or convention, to one (1) 
messenger upon the payment of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars; any district state con­
vention, to one (1) messenger upon payment of fifty ($50.00) dollars; any state con­
vention, to one (1) messenger upon payment of one hundred ($100.00) dollars pro-
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vided that any or all of the above mentioned organizations may be entitled to one (1) 
additional messenger for every additional five ($5.00) dollars paid, all of which shall 
be for the work of this Convention. (See amendment.)

Section 4. Messengers representing district associations, district or state conven­
tions, shall be elected at the annual meeting of these organizations for the session of 
this Convention next following such an election and said election shall be regularly 
certified to the secretary of this Convention, so that said messengers may participate 
in the annual meeting of this Convention.

Section 5. Any person who is a member of a missionary Baptist church known to 
be in harmony with the objects of this Convention, and who is in good and regular 
standing with said church may become a Hfe member of this Convention upon the 
payment of one hundred ($100.00) dollars at any session of this Convention provided 
that Any person with the same qualifications may upon the payment of ten ($10.00) 
dollars at any session of this Convention, become an annual member thereof.

ARTICLE IV—OFFICERS AND THEIR ELIGIBILITY
Section 1. The officers of this Convention shall be a president, a vice-president-at- 

large, three (3) regional vice-presidents, and a vice-president from each of the states 
and territories from which messengers to this Convention may come, a secretary, four 
(4) assistant secretaries, a treasurer, a statistician, a historiographer, an editor and an 
attorney, all of whom shall be elected at each annual meeting of this Convention and 
shall hold office until their successors shall have been elected.

Section 2. The Convention shall have the right to try the officers of the Executive 
Board and to dismiss them.

Section 3. Any messenger in good and regular standing with any church holding 
membership in this Convention shall be eligible for any of the offices of this Conven­
tion, provided that he possesses sufficient learning and ability to insure competency 
for the position to which he aspires.

' ARTICLE V—BOARDS
Section 1. BOARD OF DIRECTORS. The Board of Directors shall consist of the 

president, vice-president-at-large, the three regional vice-presidents, the vice-presi­
dents elected by the Convention, from the various states and territories represented 
at each annual session, the secretary, the treasurer, the attorney, the editor, historiog­
rapher, statistician, and the assistant secretaries of the Convention; fifteen of whom 
shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. The Board of Directors 
shall organize by electing a chairman and a secretary, who shall perform the duties 
usually assigned to like officers. It may, if so desired, create from among its own body 
such sub-committees as it may deem proper and make such rules and regulations not 
inconsistent with the Constitution of this Convention as it may deem necessary.

It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to complete the unfinished business of 
the Convention; and to adjust such matters, as may be referred to it by the Conven­
tion and to fill any vacancies which may occur in the roster of the Convention, to 
nominate and fix the time and place of the meeting; to enforce the orders of the Con­
vention or any of its Boards; to examine and pass on, and recommend all claims 
against the Convention; and during the recess of the Convention have entire charge 
of its affairs.

Executive Committee of Board of Directors. There shall be an Executive Committee 
of nine (9) consisting of the president, secretary, treasurer and six others whose duty 
it shall be to look after any unfinished business of the Board of Directors or of the 
Convention, and to transact any urgent matters demanding immediate attention of the 
Board, and report same to the Board of Directors.

The chairman and corresponding secretaries of the several Boards shall be accorded 
the floor of the Board of Directors and the privilege^ speak on and discuss all ques­
tions, but not to vote.

The Board of Directors shall meet at 8:30 a.m., the first day of the Convention: first, 
for more perfectly arranging for the sessions of the Convention; second, to hear any 
suggestions from any state convention looking to the good of the work of the Conven­
tion; third, the newly elected Board shall meet during the recesses or. after the ad­
journment of the Convention to wind up any unfinished business of the Convention.

Section 2. OTHER BOARDS. The work of this Convention shall be done by boards. 
There shall be elected at each annual meeting as many Boards as may be necessary 
to carry out the objects which this Convention may undertake to foster, all of the 
members and officers of which Boards may remain in office until their successors shall 
have been elected. Each of these Boards shall consist of one member from each state 
or territory from which messengers to this Convention may come, and eight (8) 
additional members from the state or territory in which the Board is located, pro­
vided that the twenty-four (24) members of the Controlling Board and the four (4) 
members of the Holding Board of the American Baptist Theological Seminary, and 
who are appointed by this Convention according to the plan of cooperation between 
the Southern Baptist Convention and this Convention, and by which plan said Theo­
logical Seminary is operated, shall by virtue of their office, be, and the same are 
hereby made members of the Educational Board of this Convention and provided 
further that a Board of Managers may be constituted under this section for the pur­
pose of conducting the affairs of the national organ of this Convention, and that the 
status of said Board of Managers shall be the same as that of other Boards of this 
Convention. Each Board is hereby given power to nominate its own officers; and to 
appoint its own employees, subject t'o the approval of the ConventiQn or the Board 
of Directors.

The compensation of its officers and employees shall be fixed by the Boards. But the 
salaries of the officers of the Boards shall be passed upon by the Board of Directors, 
and before becoming effective shall be ratified by the Executive Board of this Con­
vention. During tile interim of the Convention, each Board shall have sole manage­
ment of the affairs connected with the business for which it is created; but such 
management shall be in strict accordance with the constituted provision adopted by 
this Convention and with such other instruction as may be given by the Board of Di­
rectors of the Convention or by the Convention. Each Board is hereby authorized to 
make its own by-laws and to fill" any vacancy occurring in its membership during 
the interim of this Convention. But all such by-laws must be in harmony with the 
laws and regulations of ahd approved by the Convention.

ARTICLE VI—DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 1. The duties of the officers of this Convention shall be in general terms, 

such as recognized custom devolves upon them, and which are suggested or indi­
cated by the name of the office together with such other duties as may be required 
of them by this Convention.

Section 2. The treasurer of this Convention shall receipt for all money turned over 
to him and shall pay out the same only upon order signed by the president and at­
tested by the secretary. At each annual meeting he shall submit a written itemized 
report of receipts and disbursements;

Section 3. An auditor sha^l make annual examination and audits of the books and 
accounts of all Boards of the Convention and such officers that have the handling of 
the finances of this Convention. For this purpose he shall have full and free access to 
all books and records in the custody of the same and shall report his findings to this 
Convention at its annual meetings. But nothing in this section shall be so construed 
as to prevent Boards and officers involved from having a survey and audit of their 
accounts when in their judgment such a survey and audit may be necessary.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the statistician to gather statistical data for the 
denomination as represented by the Convention by procuring such statistics from 
churches, district associations, and state conventions participating in this Convention 
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and from denominational schools within the domains of this Convention as will con­
tribute to this end, and report the same to this Convention, annually.

Section 5. It shall be the duty of the historiographer to gather all historical data 
bearing on the rise and progress of the National Baptist Convention and publish the 
same. He shall work in harmony with all Boards in pursuance of the ends set out 
above. j

ARTICLE VII—SUBSIDIARY BODIES

Section 1. The Woman's Convention, Auxiliary to the National Baptist Convention, 
Sunday School and B. Y. P. U. Congress, and the Baptist Laymen’s movement are and 
the same are hereby recognized as subsidiary bodies to the Convention. These sub­
sidiary bodies shall work in harmony with this Convention, contributing as they are 
able to the general needs of said Convention.

. <
Section 2. The subsidiary bodies shall make annual reports to this Convention and 

said reports are hereby subject to the approval of said Convention.

ARTICLE VIII

All Board members and missionaries and agents appointed by this Convention or 
by any of its Boards shall be members of some church in union with the churches 
composing this Convention.

ARTICLE IX

The churches, district associations, state conventions, and other Baptist organiza­
tions composing this Convention, shall have the right to specify the object or objects 
of which their contributions shall be applied. But when this right has not been exer­
cised the Convention shall make the appropriation at its own discretion.

ARTICLE X

Missionaries appointed by this Convention or by any of the Boards must, previous 
to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in the Master’s 

V cause and talents which fit them for the service for which they offer themselves.

ARTICLE XI

There shall be an annual meeting of this Convention, the same to be held at the 
time and in order stated in the by-laws of this Convention.

This Constitution may be altered or amended at any annual session by a two-thirds 
vote of the members present, provided that.such a vote is taken without regard to the 
total enrollment, and provided further that no amendments may be considered after 
the second day of the session. All amendments before being presented to the Con­
vention for adoption, must have been presented to the Executive Board of this Con­
vention for its consideration.

All constitutions and laws or parts of constitutions and laws in conflict with this 
Constitution are hereby repealed and are of no force and effect.

This Constitution shall take effect upon its adoption.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

The committee considered Article V, Section 1 of the Constitution with reference to 
the Executive Committee, and recommended that the above Article V, and Section 1, 
shall be so amended as to read:

"The Board of Directors shall have power to create from its own body an Executive 
Committee consisting of nine members to wit: President, secretary, treasurer, and six 
others to be selected out of the Board, with full power and authority to transact such 
business as may be referred to it by the Board, reporting their action in detail to the 
directors for information and approval. The Executive Committee shall not have 
power to transact any new business not referred to it by the Board of Directors.”

Further:

The office of auditor is hereby discontinued.

The following Constitutional amendments were presented by the Board of Di­
rectors and approved by the Parent Body in the September, 1939 Session at Philadel­
phia, Pennsylvania:

Article III, Section 2—Amended to read: Churches shall be entitled ,to one addi­
tional messenger for every additional five ($5.00) dollars paid.

Article IV, Section 2—Provides "That the Board of Directors shall also have the 
power to investigate and suspend any officers or members of the Board when deemed 
necessary for the good of the service, subject to the approval of the ConventjQn in 
annual session.” **

Article V, Section 2—This article reads "The work of this Convention shall be done 
by Boards.” Amended, “The work of this Convention shall be done by Boards subject 
to the will of the Convention.” / ‘

>
Article VI, Section 2—Further, the article states, “The compensation of its officers 

and employees shall be fixed by the Boards etc.” Amended to read “The compensa­
tion of officers and employees of Boards shall be fixed by Boards, subject to review 
and approval by the Board of Directors whenever it is deemed necessary.”

Article VII, Section 1—Amend by changing "B. Y. P. U.” to “B. T. U.”

AMENDMENT—ARTICLE VUI

Article III, Section 3—MEMBERSHIP amended to read as follows: That any regu­
lar Baptist church with a membership of 200 or less shall be entitled to one (1) mes­
senger upon the payment of ten ($10.00) dollars; from 200 to 500 members, one (1) 
messenger upon the payment of fifteen ($15.00) dollars; all over 500 members, one (1) 
messenger upon the payment of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars; any district association 
or convention, one (1) messenger upon the payment of thirty-five ($35.00) dollars; 
any district state convention, one (1) messenger upon the payment of fifty ($50.00) 
dollars; any state convention, one (1) messenger upon the payment of one hundred 
fifty ($150.00) dollars provided that any or all of the above mentioned organizations 
may be entitled to one (1) additional messenger for every additional five ($5.00) 
dollars paid, all of which shall be for the work of this Convention.

MINUTES 9

Dear Brethren: April 5, 1886, an open letter to the Baptist clergy and laymen was 
issued by Rev. Wm. J. Simmons, an American Baptist, asking if we should have a 
National Convention to discuss questions of interest to our beloved denominations. At 
that time the following reasons were given: T

1. To promote personal piety, sociability, and a better knowledge of each other.

2. To be able to have an understanding as to the great ends to be reached by the 
denomination.

3. To encourage our literary men and women, and promote the interest of Baptist 
literature.

4. To discuss questions pertaining especially to the religious, educational, indus­
trial, and social interests of our people.

5. To give an opportunity for the best thinkers and writers to be heard.

6. That, united, we may bamore powerful for good and strengthen our pride in the 
denomination.

Having been solicited to write the Call by many whose names and endorsements 
are hereunto affixed, the Call is hereby made by their advice and solicitations for said 
convention to meet in St. Louis, Mo., August 25,1886,10 o’clock a.m., in the First Bap­
tist Church, and the pastor thereof is hereby requested to serve as a Committee of 
Arrangements, with power to select his associates.

Wm. H. Steward, Louisville, Ky., and Rev. R. H. Cole, 2609 Goode Avenue, St. 
Louis, are hereby requested to serve as a Committee on Transportation.

There was no convention of such national scope as the National Baptist Conven­
tion, 1886. The Foreign Mission Convention, however, having been organized in 1880, 
the National Baptist Convention accepts that date as the starting point.

PRESIDENT J. H. JACKSON MADE THE FOLLOWING 
RECOMMENDATIONS

I. Some Recommendations Concerning the Sunday School Publishing Board
1. We recommend that the Sunday School Publishing Board will so adjust its 

program as to be able to turn over to the National Baptist Convention twenty-five 
thousand dollars ($25,000.00) for the American Baptist Theological Seminary for the 
academic school year of 1958-59. Fortunately, I believe the convention itself will be 
in a position to pay the allotted amount for the 1957-58 session in advance before 
this convention closes.

2. We recommend that the recording secretary of the convention will complete the 
manuscript of the minutes of the convention proper and get them to the Publishing 
Board early enough so that this work may be done without over-taxing or rushing 
too much in the printing department of the Publishing Board, and that the minutes 
of the convention will be printed by the Sunday School Publishing Board as a 
service to the National Baptist Convention, Incorporated.

3. In order that all of us will understand what is required and what is expected 
of the departments and parties involved, we recommend that the Executive Board 
of the National Baptist Convention through the assistance of an attorney, if need be, 
will become acquainted with the laws of Tennessee as they are related to our cor­
porate rights in dealing with a Tennessee corporation, and that a thorough study will 
be made of the charters both of the National Baptist Convention itself and the Sun­
day School Publishing Board, and then give to the Board of Directors and the 
National Baptist Convention a clear, specific and direct report as to the rights of the 
Sunday School Publishing Board in the state of Tennessee, and the rights and con­
stituted authority of the National Baptist Convention itself.

If we are to carry forward the type of program that the times demand, we must 
become more thoroughly acquainted with our convention and fits departments, and 
discontinue loose talk and slanderous and sometimes libelous Statements about the 
servants of the convention, based on misunderstandings and mis-construction of 
facts. The sure cure for ignorance is knowledge, and the saving tonic of falsehood 
is truth, and a sure way out of the practice of jealousy and envy, is honesty of 
purpose and charity towards others.

II. Some Recommendations Concerning Our Foreign Mission Board
We commend the Foreign Mission Board and its leadership for the fine work that 

it is doing. The National Baptist Convention work in Liberia stands out and holds 
its place among the best Foreign Mission Agencies in that country. We hope this 
will continue for years to come.

1. We recommend that we continue our whole-hearted support of our Foreign 
Mission Board, giving liberally of our resources to help in this great program.

2. Because the money given for Foreign Missions is sacred, we recommend that 
the Foreign Mission Board will no longer be embarrassed with individuals or organ­
izations asking it to make loans to them. That if such requests are made to the 
Foreign Mission Board, they will pass the matter on to the Board of Directors of 
the National Baptist Convention for their scrutiny and advice.

We further recommend that if they have not paid already, the pastors whose 
names appear on page sixty-nine of the 1956 audit, will pay back the money bor­
rowed from the Foreign Mission Board immediately.

3. In 1955 our convention voted to create a Department of Missions with head­
quarters at the Foreign Mission Board in Philadelphia. According to this convention 
order, the Home Mission Board, the Benefit Board, and our Educational Board would 
have been moved to the headquarters in Philadelphia. This would give us a unified 
program, and these agencies would organize their appeals so that our missionary 
giving could be done by reporting our funds to one headquarters. This would have 
meant a tremendous amount of savins for the boards and the convention in over-
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head. But up to now nothing has been done about this. Some of our boards and 
agencies do nothing more than spend their time soliciting money. They solicit money 
in order that they might exist to continue to solicit money that they might spend 
and solicit more money without showing in their respective reports the causes they 
have supported. This applies only to those boards in whose reports little or nothing 
has been given to causes.The headquarters of boards and departments must no longer be under the hats 
of agents and secretaries. If we are to develop a unified program; and we must, then 
we must secure a headquarters to which the respective churches can make their gifts 
during the year. I would urge that the Board of Directors of the National Baptist 
Convention will supervise the execution of the convention’s order regarding a De­
partment of Missions immediately. It is my understanding that the Foreign Mission 
Headquarters which has recently been renovated, has space where these boards can
be housed.

As a convention, we must not only urge upon our constituents to make greater 
gifts for denominational support, but we must seek to get as much out of a denomi­
national dollar for the cause as possible. The National Baptist Convention is a mil­
lion dollar corporation. It is one of the largest organized bodies among Negroes in 
the United States of America. We owe it to ourselves to demonstrate our ability to 
manage ourselves and to use wisely and constructively the resources that have been 
entrusted to us. There are no restrictions set upon us as a denomination as to how 
efficient we may become in the dispatch of our business.

I still believe there is an urgent need for our Retirement Program for ministers 
and Christian workers. The life span in the United States is increasing, and more 
and more churches and institutions are turning their attention to a program for 
older people. In the light of this fact, we may expect more ministers in our denomi­
nations to live beyond the years of their usefulness and when the sunset of their 
ministry approaches, they should not be left alone to wander from parish to parish 
at the mercies of impatient congregations and awaiting small gifts of charity. It is 
true that the government has included ministers in their social security program, 
but this will not be sufficient to care for retired ministers. Other denominations have 
accepted the social security offered by the government, but they are still maintaining 
and developing their retirement program.

The National Baptist Convention should invest heavily in a reserve fund from the 
which it can make loans to struggling churches and free many of our churches from 
the slavery of loan sharks and exorbitant interest rates. As many churches as we 
have in the United States of America, our denomination should take the lead in 
producing and furnishing pews and other equipment for our church buildings. We 
must begin to explore our resources with all seriousness, and to harness our avail­
able capital for the promotion of our work and for the blessings of our race and 
community. The age old challenge is upon us and we cannot escape it. The oppor­
tunity to prove ourselves confronts us, and we must not let it slip, and the historic 
test of a people’s greatness summons us to act now. For what Joshua said to the 
Tribe of Joseph when he was allotting each tribe their heritage, may be equally said 
of us as a denomination and as a race; “If ye be a great people, go up to the wood 
country and cut down for yourselves.’,’

It is not enough for us to meet once a year and debate on constitutional issues 
and to differ as to who shall hold office. We must give some time to building a con­
structive organization that would help our people in the problems of better housing, 
better job opportunities, and a more constructive use of our economic resources. We 
must not spend all of our time seeking our rights. We must spend a portion of our 
time investing our acquired rights in constructive and creative efforts. The National 
Baptist Convention is a great organization. It must render a great service to its 
people, to the people of*the United States of America, and to the people of the world.

III. A Directory for the National Baptist Convention
A study of the church life within the National Baptist Convention reveals a need 

for a clearer understanding and a more concise statement of principles as to the 
government of the church and the discipline of the same. While it is true that every 

Baptist Church is an independent and autonomous body, and has the right and 
privilege to make its own laws and its own rules; it seems the day has come when 
the National Baptist Convention should write a directory for the use of any church 
that desires to adopt it.

Therefore, I recommend that a committee on the writing of a Church Directory 
for the National Baptist Convention be set up. Said committee is to do research and 
make a careful study of the problems and needs of church administration and man­
agement, and then lead in the writing of the document in question. If this is ac­
cepted, I recommend the following committee:

The Baptist Jubilee Advance
From 1959 to 1964 we are to participate with other Baptists of the United States in 

the Baptist Jubilee Advance. The emphasis for this five year period will be on 
Evangelism, all of which is very important. But it seems to me we should go a 
step further and make an attempt to deepen Baptist fellowship and Baptist par­
ticipation in our national life.

U. S. A. Baptist Alliance *
I call for a permanent alliance of all the Baptists of the United States of America. 

We should be close enough in our fellowship to hold periodic meetings similar to 
those held by the Baptists of the world. In order to make this type of fellowship 
possible, Baptists must seek to heal the little breaches between them. Therefore, I 
would suggest the two first steps to be taken in the interest of such an Alliance:

Unity of Negro Baptists
I would suggest that steps be take^^for the union of the two National Baptists 

Conventions among Negroes. Since we were separated over a publishing house 
forty-two years ago, it seems in this lenth of time we ought to have enough grace 
to overcome the problems of real estate, forgive the blunders of the past, and form 
one big family of Negro Baptists throughout the nation.

Unity of White Baptists
In 1845 the Southern Baptists and the Northern Baptists, now American Baptists, 

split over the subject of slavery. Since that time there has been much growth in an 
understanding of the true meaning of democracy and freedom, and one hundred and 
twelve years of Baptists experience and Baptist participation in the work of the 
kingdom of God should have generated enough strength to enable these two white 
Baptist groups to come together in one great family.

When nations of the world are struggling to win the battle for freedom, when 
democracy is threatened even in our own country, Baptists need to bring their 
united witness in the support of the ideals of liberty for which Roger Williams lived 
and died. The need for this type of fellowship among Baptists across the nation is 
further highlighted when we observe how much ground has been lost in the last 
three years in America’s struggle for freedom. The strongest religious group in the 
South is the Southern Baptist Convention. It would have been impossible for the 
White Citizen’s Council to make the great strides they have made against the highest 
court in the land if Southern Baptists had been stronger in their witness for freedom. 
But now, the White Citizen’s Council is a fact of history in the United States of 
America. And what a sad fact it is;
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These recommendations were made by President H. Jackson in annual address 

at Louisville. All were unanimously adopted.
A Plea To the White Citizen’s Councils of the South

On July 11th, 1954, upon the call of Mr. Robert Patterson, fourteen men met in 
the home of Mr. D. H. Hawkins, in Indianola, Mississippi and organized the first 
white citizen’s council of the South. The purpose of this organization was to oppose 
and work against the implementation of the Supreme Court’s Decision of May 17, 
1954 outlawing segregation in public education. Since that eventful night these coun­
cils have sprung up all over the South, and according to the report of Mr. John 
Bartlow Martin in an article in the Saturday Evening Post, June 15, 1957, they have 
already won their battle against this historic decision. For in many places, lawyers 
and doctors, religious leaders and the better class of white citizens of the South 
have joined heart and hand to carry out their purpose against the highest court in 
the land. In many cases they have used the weapon of economic boycott and intimi­
dations; and in some cases, violence has been done against the helpless Negroes of 
the community. Some leading white citizens who have differed with the White 
Citizen’s Council have also been pressured, and many have bowed to the mandates 
of this group. This is an organization within the state itself and is a government 
within a government. It seems that these councils have not only taken the law in 
their own hands, but in many respects they have become a law unto themselves, 
sitting in judgment on the innocent, punishing the helpless and the weak, and setting 
up their own standards in opposition to the voice and vote of the highest court of 
the land. We know well if the victory of the White Citizen’s Council stands, the 
verdict of the Supreme Court must be defeated; and if this is the case, democracy 
fails and our great republic is brought into disrepute. What then, is our plea to 
the White Citizen’s Council?First, can we not trust the laws of our land? Are there values in our culture 
that will not be preserved intact if we obey the courts and live according to the 
principles of the Federal Constitution? Why do you fear the Negroes of your com­
munity? The great majority of them seek not your hurt, and are not desirous of 
possessing that which rightfully belongs to you. They simply desire the best possible 
education, the best possible jobs, and the best possible security for themselves and 
their families. They are not your enemies, and they do not desire to be. They desire 
to exercise all of their God-given rights under the stars and stripes.

Members of the White Citizen’s Council, before you boast of your victory and 
take too much pride in the battle you have won, ask yourself the question, “what 
have you gained that you did not have before?” You had control of the courts, 
judges and juries, the banks, the economic resources, and the political patronage 
and power of the South. You have gained nothing more in the victory of the White 
Citizen’s Council. In your victory, the poor white citizens of the South are no richer, 
and their children are given no better economic advantage and cultural opportunities.

The cultural level of the South in this act has been lifted no higher. Education 
is no finer, and your communities not one bit safer against the crimes and evil deeds 
of white crifhinals. White criminals are still robbing banks, kidnapping chidren and 
slaying the innocent and helpless. White Citizen’s Councils. what abiding victory 
have you gained? You have not increased your political power and influence in 
the nation. The number of your Congressmen and your Senators is the same, and 
in many instances you still lag behind other sections of the country both in political 
power, economic resources and the quality of education. Members of the victorious 
White Citizen’s Council, what have you destroyed in your psuedo victory? In many 
cases you have destroyed respect for law and order, and you live in open contempt 
of the highest court of the land, and you are teaching your sons and daughters to 
do the same.What is the future of a nation whose citizens accept a criminal act as a virtue, 
and a sin against the Federal Constitution as acts of righteousness and heroic deeds 
to be praised? There are many white men of the South today who are less free 
than they were before the night your council began. Remember honorable sirs, he 
who makes chains for others must first of all bind his own soul with cords of hate 
and fetters of envy and strife. He who would hold others in prison must himself 

live a prisoner’s life and find his place behind bolts and bars. You have already 
victimized your sons and daughters with a false interpretation of human life, and 
have deceived them into thinking that color is a content of character and position 
is an essential part of lofty personality, and they fear almost daily the ghost of 
insecurity that your doctrine of segregation has created, and many of them will 
go through life looking for a type of greatness that they shall never find or enjoy. 
Remember, ye members of the distinguished White Citizen’s Council of the South, 
that this is a moral universe, and moral law has its place, and force and oppression 
have never won an abiding victory, and prejudice has never given birth to the child 
of lofty principles and segregation has never added one element of truth and right­
eousness to the segregators. Remember that time and history are on the side of 
right, and every man somehow, in this wide universe, must reap what he sows. 
If a defenseless King Duncan is slain, a Lady Macbeth must writhe and weep be­
cause she cannot wash the innocent blood from guilty hands. Intrinsic values do 
not depend on the destruction of human personality, and true worth never relies 
on tragic wrongs. The Democratic way of life dictates that we obey the laws on the 
statute books until they are repealed, and accept the verdicts of the courts until 
the rulings have been reversed, or we must be classed with law-breakers and crim­
inals and un-desirable subersives working for the overthrow of the American gov- 
erenment. Therefore, America is fighting the battle of freedom today on the last 
frontier of democracy.

The Last Frontier of Democracy
America is known in history as the country of vanishing frontiers. At first a few 

scattered colonies on the atlantic sea-board constituted the very heart of the new 
community. All of the rest was unknown swamps and unconquered wilderness in­
fested with hostile red men and lurking germs of dreadful diseases. But step by step 
the pioneers braved the threats, endured the solitude and faced the dangers of death 
and continued their westward march until the last physical American frontier was 
pushed into the sea.

But today there remains still another frontier. It is a threat to America’s security 
and a deadly enemy to the cause of freedom. This last frontier is not confined to 
foreign soil, neither is it the point where the military might of Russia confronts the 
boundary lines of the countries of the West. It is not the Mason and Dixon line 
that divides this country roughly into North and South; for in many respects, 
North is South and South is North. It is not in the field of geography, but in the 
realm of axiology and within the confines of psychology. This last frontier of democ­
racy is that attitude of mind among htunan beings that leads them to destroy the 
sacred rights of others and to ignore the divine quality of every human personality. 
It is that attitude of mind which for the cheap testimony of prejudice, men will 
find an excuse for building around the lives of worthy people the hindering and 
hampering walls of segregation, to the detriment of both the segregator and the 
segregated. This last frontier must be conquered and subdued, or the cause of 
democracy is lost. And if this sacred cause is lost, we shall see the hallowed flag 
of this great Republic lowered to the dust of shame, and her honored laws trampled 
beneath criminal feet, and the sacred halls of our Congress shall be filled with 
traitors whose hands are stained with the blood of the innocent, and whose souls 
are haunted by the groans of the slaughtered. And justice shall lay wounded in 
the streets of our cities, and the rattle of the shackles of slavery shall be heard 
above the once golden notes of patriotic hymns, and the ugly and tyrannical demons 
of force shall dispel the longed for beauty of freedom. The battle to destroy segre­
gation and discrimination, and to give full and unrestricted freedom to every de­
serving person under the stars, is America’s battle; and we are fighting today on 
this last frontier.

As colored Americans, we deserve our rights; we desire our rights, and we will 
always struggle to get our rights. But more than our rights as a race, we must 
struggle to help win the battle of America. The respect for the courts of the land, 
the keeping of our laws, and the holding high all the lofty principles of the Federal 
Constitution is America’s responsibility. This nation must practice freedom, and 
preserve the principles of democracy, and give every citizen his full right to vote 
and his right to live, and his right to security.

The meeting of the Board of Directors of the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., 
Inc., met in the Zion Baptist Church, Louisville, Kentucky, Dr. D. E. King, Pastor, 
Tuesday, September 3rd, at 2:00 P. M., with Vice President Charles H. Hampton 
presiding. Devotional services were conducted by the Rev. E. Miles Kaigler and 
Mrs. Johnny Howard Franklin. At the request of Vice President Hampton, many 
of the brethren led in sentence prayers. The devotional was very inspirational and 
enjoyed by all present.

Following the opening service, President J. H. Jackson arrived and was presented 
to the Board in well chosen words by Vice President Hampton. After brief wordsyoF^- 
greeting, the President called for the reading of the minutes of the last meeting. A 
motion was made and seconded, (that the minutes would be approved. At this point 
Dr. J. Pius Barbour rose for an unreadiness, and stated that he wanted to know 
about the convention badges. The President stated that convention badges had noth­
ing to do with adopting the minutes of the Board that was held last June. The motion 
for adoption of the minutes was made by Dr. C. B. Knox and seconded by Dr. 
W. R. Matthews. The motion passed.

The Rev. R. W. Norsworthy offered a motion that the Board of Directors members 
only, would be allowed to vote, and that all others present would be allowed to look 
on. After much discussion by some of the brethren, a standing vote of the members 
of the board favored this decision. The motion passed.

Dr. J. E. Nance of Missouri raised the question as to whether or not Presidents 
of District State Conventions were eligible to hold voting membership in the Board 
of Directors. The President stated that in the past these Presidents had been granted 
the right to vote even though they had not paid as much as some of the larger 
conventions. There was an insistence that the constitution be followed on this matter.

At this point, President Jackson requested the Secretary to read the Constitution 
on this matter. When the Constitution was read, the President said we must follow 
the Constitution to the letter. If we have violated it unconsciously, that is no excuse 
for not correcting the mistake now. This was the sentiment of the Board and the 
Presidents of the smaller State Conventions were barred from voting membership.

Dr. Marshall L. Shepherd offered a motion that a halt be made in the business 
before us, and that the constitution be adhered to in this matter. This motion was 
duly seconded by the Rev. R. W. Norsworthy. The motion was adopted unanimously.

A request was then made that the body would be given a chance to ask the at­
torney of the Convention, Attorney A. T. Walden, questions on the constitution. Dr.
C. C. Scott, Richmond, raised the question as to whether or not we would stipulate 
what phase of the constitution we would discuss. The President ruled that the whole 
constitution would be discussed or any phase that the brethren wanted to discuss. 
The motion was made by Dr. J. Pius Barbour and seconded by the Rev. R. W. 
Norsworthy that the Attorney be asked any question on the constitution. The motion 
carried unanimously. Dr. W. H. Borders then asked Attorney A. T. Walden to clarify 
the second of the constitution relative to tenure. There was objection to this on 
ground that the convention in Denver, 1956, had passed a motion to table all matters 
pertaining to the constitution. The President ruled that this was right, that it was 
laid on the table and that the Board of Directors had not the power to lift it from 
the table. The President ruled that inasmuch as the matter will be discussed for 
information only, it was all right. The President called for Attorney Walden to come 
forward to answer the question that had been raised by Dr. Borders. Attorney 
Walden read from a well prepared document giving his opinion and interpretation 
of the matter of tenure.

The President then called for Secretary Jemison to read Article XI of the Con­
stitution of 1951. This article dealt with the time of adopting amendments for the 
convention.

Vice President Hampton recognized the Rev. Owen D. Pelt who moved that the 
meeting be adjourned, the motion was seconded by Dr. A. L. Davis. The motion was 
carried. The benediction was pronounced by the Rev. J. H. Parker, Mississippi.

A very spirited song service was led by the devotional leaders and the song di­

rectors. Mrs. E. W. Williams, Mrs. Majorie Olive Gordon and Mr. Thomas Shelby 
served at the organ and pianos, respectively.

President J. H. Jackson was presented in well chosen words by Vice President! 
Charles H. Hampton. President Jackson stood amidst tumultuous applause and in 
fitting words declared the 77th Annual Session of the National Baptist Convention, 
U.SA., Inc., opened for business.

A brief memorial service was held for our deceased brethren who had passed 
on to the great beyond since our last meeting. Following this brief memorial period, 
the Rev. Cleavant Derricks, Jackson, Tennessee, sang an appropriate solo, “The 
Unclouded Day.”

President Jackson asked Secretary Jemison to read the program as prepared for 
this session. After the reading, Dr. T. S. Harten offered a motion .that the program 
be adopted as read. The motion was seconded by many, an unreadiness was called 
by Dr. J. Raymond Henderson. His unreadiness was to the effect that the eection 
of officers would be held at the time stated on the program, and that no motion 
would be made to suspend the rules to elect anyone. President Jackson ruled that 
this is a democratic body and that it can suspend its rules whenever it chooses. The 
President’s ruling was sustained by the convention.

President Jackson presented Dr. W. N. Ballew, General Chairman of the Enter­
tainment Committee for the welcome program. The program was as follows: Selec­
tion, Convention Chorus; Invocation, Rev. M. B. Lanier; Selection, Convention 
Chorus; Remarks, Dr. D. E. King, Co-Chairman of Entertainment Committee; Greet­
ings, Dr. H. E. Nutter, Moderator, General Association of Kentucky Baptists; Dr. 
J. C. Cunningham, Louisville M. & D. Meeting and Moderator of Central District 
Association; Solo, Mr. Estill Glenn, Covington; Presentation of the Commonwealth 
of Kentucky, Mr. Mark Anthony; Greetings, Honorable A. B. Chandler; Greetings, 
the Honorable Andrew Broaddus, Mayor, City of Louisville; Solo, Miss Gladys 
Watts; Greetings, Jefferson County Judge, Mr. Van Arsdale; Greetings, Dr. W. C. 
Boone, Executive Secretary of Kentucky Baptists, and the closing selection by the 
Convention Chorus.

President Jackson presented Dr. W. Herbert Brewster, Memphis, to give the re­
sponse on behalf of the Convention.

Following the response Dr. T. S. Harten lauded President Jackson and the local 
entertainment committee for a wonderful welcome program, and moved that we 

_ extend a special vote of thanks to the local committee for a job well done under 
■the emergency condition in which it worked. The motion was properly seconded by 

■•many and passed unanimously. Mrs. Grace Cobb was presented to sing “The Name 
of Jesus.”

President Jackson presented the Rev. W. T. Liggins who in turn presented Dr. 
M. C. Williams, Denver, Colorado, to preach the Introductory Sermon. Dr. Williams 

*read as his text, Acts 27:22-25 and chose as his subject, “Structure Bound Destinies.” 
KThe sermon was well prepared and timely and set the pace for the convention. The 

Rev. W. O. Mays was presented to lead the prayer following the sermon. President 
©Jackson called for a partial report from the Finance Committee. At this time it was 
reported that 3,465 messengers had registered and $33,313.50 had been received.

Following this report, the State Convention delegations were called and the conven­
tion adjourned until the afternoon session.

WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON

2:30

The song service was led by the Rev. E. Miles Kaigler and Mrs. Johnnye Howard 
Franklin. The devotional mesage was delivered by Dr. J. H. Hester, New Jersey, 
from the theme, “Faith for Great Living.” The Scripture basis was Colossians 2:6, 7. 
The message was very uplifting.Vice President E. Doyle Billoups, presiding, presented Dr. Victor E. Washington, 
Louisiana for an inspirational address. Dr. Washington delivered an inspiring mes­
sage from his assigned topic, “The Way of Christ in a Modem World.”

Vice President Billoups presented Dr. J. A. Bacoats, President of Benedict College, 
Columbia, South Carolina, for his assigned task. Dr. Bacoats gave introductory state­
ments relative to his report and' passed prepared copies among the delegates, “The 
Study of the Needs of Baptist Institutions of Higher Education Affiliated With Negro 
Baptist Church Organizations.”Vice President Billoups then presented the Rev. Paul A. Fullilove, Massachusetts, 
to make the report of “The Bombed Churches Committee.” Reverend Fullilove re­
ported that contributions to this committee amounted to $5,378.56. This entire amount 
was given to churches in Montgomery and Birmingham, Ala.

The report of the May 17th Celebration was made by Dr. A. B. Coleman, Florida, 
and on motion by Dr. Coleman and seconded by many the rd|>ort was adopted.

THE BUSINESS PERIOD:The Auditor, Mr. J. B. Blayton, made his annual report. The report was adopted 
on a motion of Dr. C. C. Coleman and seconded by many. The report of the Statis­
tician, the Rev. R. W. Norsworthy, was made and was adopted by the body.

The report of Secretary T. J. Jemison was made and was adopted by the body.
The report of Treasurer L. G. Carr was made and adopted by the body.
The annual report of Attorney A. T. Walden was made and was adopted by the 

body.Following the various reports of the officers of the convention, Dr. Charles H. 
Williams, Detroit, Michigan, rose to a constitutional point of order. That, in light 
of recent observations and a more careful study, he had observed that 1952 amend­
ments of the constitution occurred on the wrong day. It was a matter of curfew. 
The 1951 constitution provided that no amendments be considered after the second 
day. In light of this, the whole constitution of 1952 is null and void.

The President in giving his ruling asked that the records be checked first for the 
information of the delegates. He called upon Secretary Jemison to read Article XI 
of the 1951 Constitution which says in part that, “No amendments may be con­
sidered after the second day.” The President then asked the secretary to read the 
action of the convention of 1952. The record showed that the amendments were 
considered on the third day. The President then apologized to the convention for 
the ruling that he gave in 1952, stating that he assumed the convention had acted 
properly and did not discover until July of 1956 the convention had acted on the 
wrong day. The President at once wrote Attorney A. T. Walden concerning this 
matter. The letter we quote,

Dear Attorney Walden:
Please advice me on this legal matter.If any phase of our constitution is amended or altered contrary to the constitutional 
provision by which such amendment is to be perfected, is such an amendment valid?
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Second, if it is not valid, does the use of it by the Convention on the assumption 
that it is valid establish its validity?
This is very confidential information and I am sure you will treat it as such. Please 
feel free to make any suggestion to me regarding the convention that you think I 
ought to have. You need not wait until I seek the information. As our Attorney I 
shall expect you to give it whenever you think I need it.
I would appreciate a reply to this letter within the next week for the reasons given 
on the phone to you today.

This letter showed that the President was desirous of getting correct information. 
The reply from Attorney Walden showed that the Constitution was not valid. Presi­
dent Jackson wrote to Attorney W. S. Bodman of the Law Firm of Wilson and 
Mcllvaine in September of 1956 for further information.

We quote in part from that letter,
“The first matter we talked about was the Construction of a provision in the 

constitution of a church or lodge or private club which provided that amendments 
could not be “considered” after the second day of a convention. You posed the 
question as to whether or not an amendment presented on the second day of the 
convention but not acted upon until the third day or a later day would be prop­
erly adopted. Based entirely upon our understanding of the ordinary meaning 
of words, we should think that the amendment would not be properly adopted. 
It seems to us that the amendment would necessarily have to be “considered” dur­
ing the third day in order to be acted upon on that day.”
Then President Jackson referred to Robert’s Rules of Order which states, and I 

quote, “Any measures adopted contrary to the constitution of the body are null and 
void.” Therefore, said the President, that in light of the constitution of 1951 as read 
by the Secretary, and in light of the 1952 record which shows that the so-called 
revised constitution was adopted on the wrong day, and in light of the opinions 
of Attorney Walden and Attorney W. S. Bodman and a ruling from Robert’s Rules 
of Order, that the constitutional point of order raised by Dr. Williams was well 
taken, and in the light of the foregoing information the President ruled that the so- 
called Revised Constitution was null and void and the only valid constitution the 
Convention has is the constitution of 1951.

i Following this ruling by the President, the huge delegation was delirious with 
joy over the fact that they were now free to select the man of their choice.

For a few minutes there was a brief demonstration in the auditorium by the 
supporters of Dr. Jackson. Following the demonstration, Dr. T. S. Harten moved 
that the rules be .suspended and Dr. Jackson be re-elected President. The motion 
was seconded by Dr. C. C. Coleman and Dr. Morris Burrell and many more. The 
President was elected by acclamation. The voting was by standing vote and an 
overwhelming majority of delegates stood in favor of the motion.

Following the election of the President, the afternoon session adjourned with the 
benediction being pronounced by Dr. A. L. Davis.

WEDNESDAY EVENING

7:30
The evening session was opened by Vice President E. Doyle Billoups. The evening 

devotions were led by the Rev. John F. Williams, Virginia. Dr. S. D. Ross, Michigan, 
Chairman of the Commission on Race Relations was presented for his report.

The Commission on Denominational Co-ordination, the Rev. James E. Cook, Mis­
souri, made his report. The Reverend J. E. Latson offered a motion for the adoption 
of both reports. The motion was seconded and adopted by the body.

Dr. T. T. Lovelace, Secretary of the Home Mission Board, Chicago, was presented 
and gave brief remarks concerning the work of the Board. Dr. C. C. Coleman, Mis­
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sissippi, made the financial appeal. After the reading of the report by the Secretary, 
Rev. D. Edwin Johnson made the motion that the report be adopted. The motion was 
seconded and adopted. The Reverand M. C. Cleveland, Alabama, Chairman of the 
Home Mission Board, was presented to deliver the sermon. He chose as his subject, 
“The Living God and His Divine Message.”

Thus the evening session came to a close with the benediction being pronounced 

by Dr. M. C. Cleveland. Dr. J. H. Jackson, President
T. J. Jemison, Secretary

THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 5, 1957

9:30
The Thursday morning session, was called to order by Vice-President Charles H. 

Hampton. The song leaders led m singing, “Jesus, Keep Me Near the Cross.” Vice 
President Hampton presented the Rev. R. J. Gordon, Elyria, Ohio, for devotions. 
Rev. Gordon read from Matthew 11:29-31. The devotions leader spoke from the 
theme of the Convention, “Learning the Way of Christ.” Following the message, 
Mrs. Geneva Smith, St. Louis, sang, “Precious Lord, Take My Hand.”

Vice President Hampton presented the Rev. I. H. Henderson, Jr., to give a brief 
report of the Trustee Board of the American Baptist Theological Seminary. At this 
point there were cries to have the Secretary to read the journal of the previous day's 
session. Rev. Henderson at the close of his report, presented Dr. Maynard P. Turner, 
newly elected President of the Seminary. Dr. Turner presented himself in a very 
fine way and gave highlights of the Seminary and also spoke of the fine cooperation 
of the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., and the Southern Baptist Convention. 
Rev. Henderson presented Mr. L. S. Sedberry, Southern Baptist, for a few remarks. 
Miss Primrose Funches, Promotional Director of the Seminary, gave a progress report 
on the Seminary Drive. She reported that last year the Convention constituents gave 
to the Seminary $48,458.36. Dr. Morris Burrell, Trustee .of the Seminary, assisted Miss 
Funches in raising the Seminary offering. The amount raised, $1,688.67.

Following the Seminary offering, the cry for the journal of the previous day’s 
session be read. A few men of the convention who were quite persistent about having 
the previous day’s journal read, caused a disturbance and the Convention for a few 
minutes was in disorder. A call to the delegates on the floor as to the acceptance of 
the procedure, showed that a majority wished to follow the program that didn’t 
call for the reading at this time of the previous day’s journal. The entire disturbance 
was‘caused by just a few of the men present.Vide President Hampton recognized Dr. D. E. King to make a motion. Dr. King 
movtjd that because of the unchristian like behavior of the Rev. L. Evans, and 
because of the disorder caused by him, that he be dismissed from the Convention. 
The motion was seconded by the Rev. J. H. Harvey, Taylorville, Mississippi. The 

motion passed.Vice President Hamption presented Mrs. Hattye Miller of the Olivet Baptist 
Church, Chicago, to sing, "Bye and Bye.” Vice President Hampton presented Dr. 
B. F. Paxton to present President J. H. Jackson for his Annual Address. In well 
chosen words Dr. Paxton presented Dr. Jackson as a world Churchman, a leader 
of men and our President. The President arose amidst tumultuous applause and pro­
ceeded to deliver a well-prepared address. Following the address, it was moved by 
Dr. C. C. Coleman and seconded by many that the President’s address and recom­
mendations be adopted. The motion passed. Following the address the Olivet Church 
also made a presentation to Mrs. J. H. Jackson. Among others who made presenta­
tions was the Rev. Louis Boddie, Chicago.Vice President Hampton presented Miss Mahalia Jackson who sang, "I Want 
Jesus to Walk With Me.” Benediction was pronounced by Dr. B. F. Paxton.

THURSDAY AFTERNOON, SEPTEMBER 5, 1957
The Committee on Nomination of officers for 1957 and 1958, made its report. On 

motion by Dr. T. S. Harten and seconded by Dr. C. C. Coleman, the Committee’s 
report was adopted without debate.

The President then recommended that in order to have more pastors and laymen 
participating in the making of the Program, and the formation of policies of the 
Convention that an Advisory Committee of fifteen be authorized and appointed, said 
Committee be granted the right to share equally with the Board of Directors in 
discussing and in voting on Convention Programs and Policies in all Board Meetings.

On motion by the Rev. Owen D. Pelt, seconded by Rev. R. E. L. Hardmond, that 
this Recommendation be adopted, it was carried unanimously.

Then the members of the Business Committee were recommended along with the 
members of the Advisory Committee. These recommendations were also unanimously 
adopted.

Then, the President of the Convention Dr. J. H. Jackson, called for the reading 
of the Journal of the previous day’s Session. The entire Journal was read and' 
adopted without opposition.

The President recommended further, that presidents of district conventions be 
considered as members of the Board of Directors and be granted the same privileges 
as presidents of larger conventions, notwithstanding these small State Conventions 
are not financially able to contribute as much as the larger Conventions.

A motion was made by Dr. Morris Burrell and seconded by Rev. R. E. L. Hard­
mond that the recommendations be approved. The motion passed unanimously.

At this point, the President of the Convention, being desirous of permitting dele­
gates to express again the attitude on all issues that had been acted on previously, 
and because there was being circulated in the Public Press statements that there 
were some delegates who did not approve all of the actions of the Convention, asked 
for a standing vote of all of those who did approve Convention actions up to this 
time. Approximately 5,000 delegates stood in the affirmative. When the negative was 
put, 16 people stood in the opposition.

The Benediction was pronounced by Rev. Sylvester A. Kelly of California.

• THURSDAY EVENING, SEPTEMBER 5, 1957
7:45 P. M.

The evening session opened with a* spirited song service led by Mrs. Johnnie H. 
Franklin. Vice President C. H. Hampton presided. The Rev. G. H. Parrish of Des 
Moines, Iowa, was presented to deliver the Inspirational Address for the hour. He 
read Matthew 11:29 as a basis for his message and chose as his subject, “Learning 
the Way of Christ.”

Dr. Marshall L. Shepard of Philadelphia, Chairman of Foreign Mission Board, was 
presented and gave remarks relative to the work of Foreign Missions. Dr. Shepard 
presented Dr. C. C. Adams who gave the Annual Report of the Foreign Mission 
Board. (See Report) The financial appeal for Foreign Mission was made by Rev. 
A. A. Banks, Jr., Detroit

The evening sermon was delivered by Rev. C. S. Stamps, New York, who chose 
as his subject, “The World’s Greatest Gift.” The basis for the sermon was from the 
Gospel of Mark 16:15, 16. The message was well prepared and well delivered.

Closing remarks were made by Vice President Hampton and the benediction was 
pronounced by Rev. Stamps.

FRIDAY MORNING, SEPTEMBER 6, 1958 

9:00 A. M.
The Friday morning session opened with a song service led by the Rev. E. Miles 

Kaigler and Mrs. Johnny Howard Franklin with Mrs. E. W. Williams, Mrs. Marjorie 
Olive Gordon and Mr. Thomas Shelby serving at the organ and pianos.

Following the song service, Vice President C. H. Hampton presented Dr. J. H.
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Allen, Louisiana, for devotions. Dr. Allen read from the 25th Psalm and used as his 
theme, “Teach Me Thy Way and Show Me Thy Path.” He concluded the message 
with prayer. The hymn, “Savior, Lead Me Lest I Stray,” was led by Harvey H. 
Herron. A

Vice President Hampton presented the Rev. M. L. Scott, California, for an In­
spirational Address from his assigned topic, “The Way of Christ in Human Relations."

Outstanding visitors were presented by Assistant Secretary M. K. Curry, Jr., by 
direction of President Jackson. Visitors were: Bishop Luther Stewart of the C. M. E. 
Church; Dr. W. R. Griggs, North Carolina, representative of Home Mission Board of 
Southern Baptist Convention; Mr. Robert S. Denny, D. C. Associate General Secre­
tary Baptist World Alliance and Rev. E. J. Odom, Jr., Church Secretary, National 
Association for the Advancement of Colored People, New York. Greetings were 
given by each one.

Dr. H. R. Stephenson of Chicago was invited to the platform to deliver the morn­
ing sermon. Before Dr. Stephenson was presented the Rev. O. V. Phillips of Chicago 
sang as a solo, “Jesus, Oh How Sweet His Name.” The minister chose as a basis for 
his sermon, Matthew 11:27-30, using the Convention theme as the theme for his 
message.

COMMENTS

The National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated is a District of Columbs 
Corporation. It is the parent body of several subsidiary corporations. The principi 
functions of these subsidiary corporations are suggested by the names which they 
bear. Important among these subordinate corporations are the Sunday School M 
lishing Board, Incorporated under the laws of the State of Tennessee; The Baptit 
Training Union Board, also a Tennessee Corporation; The Foreign Mission Board,i 
corporate creature of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and the Woman’s Conven- 
tion (Auxiliary to the National Baptist Convention).

In addition to the functions assigned to these subsidiary corporations, much of th 
work of the Convention is assigned to many boards, commissions and department 
which are not incorporated; hence, do not exist legally except as departments of th 
Convention. Among units of this classification are the Sanitarium-Bath House in f 
Springs National Park, Arkansas; The Home Mission Board whose headquarters 
located in Milwaukee, Wisconsin; The Laymen’s Convention (sometimes called 
Laymen’s Movement) with executive offices in Louisiana; The Ministerial Ben 
Board of Chattanooga, Tennessee; The Moderators’ Conventional^ Education Bo 
and others. / '

Important among unincorporated commissions of the Convention, is the Finana 
Commission of Nashville, Tennessee whose only remaining function is that of winding 
up (after locating holders) of the Debenture bond situation. These bonds werecalW 
many years ago, but some holders have not submitted their certificates for redone 
tion. Also the Commission on the Bath House is made responsible for the supervisa 
of the Convention’s investment of nearly a million dollars in Hot Springs, Arkansai

Still other functions of the Convention are delegated to permanent or temporary 
committees. The constitution and by-laws of the Convention require all person 
boards, commissions, subsidiaries, and others who handle funds or credit of the Con­
vention or of any of its units to submit their records for audit. Some of these uni 
never submit records. Some others submit them occasionally. Some units submit tha 
records for examination and audit every year.

Among the units which always submit their records for audit are The Sunday 
School Publishing Board, The Baptist Training Union Board, the Foreign Missa 
Board, the Home Mission Board, the Bath House Commission, the Editor of the Void 
The Finance Commission and the Woman’s Convention. The Ministerial Benefit Boar 
has for many years submitted its records for audit, but failed to do so for the fiscal 
year just closed. The Laymen’s Convention (Movement) usually submits its recora 
for Examination, but did not for the year just ended nor for the next preceding fiscal 
year.

Your auditor’s files do not reveal that the Moderators’ Convention or the Educa­
tional Board has ever submitted their records for audit. These units do receive funi 
in the name of the Convention.

The Sunday School and Baptist Training Union Congress uniformily has its boob 
audited by the auditor of the Convention or by some one delegated by him. Yoe 
auditor points out here that all those who are required to submit records for audit 
but who do not are in violation of the constitution and by-laws of the Convention as 
well as of modem business practices.

All Convention executive officers required to submit records for audit make avail­
able their records for this purpose. During the year just closed, the Convention pres- 
dent does not appear to have received any payments for his own account nor for the 
account of other persons or purposes.

The National Baptist Training School in Nashville did not operate as an edt 
tional institution during the school year, 1956-57. Certain of the functions of 
school were absorbed by the American Baptist Theological Seminary. Other ft 

ns were discontinued. Certain previously committed financial obligations of the 
bool are being honored by the Sunday School Publishing Board on behalf of the 
nvention. Important among these commitments are the obligations of the School- 
ice, of the Convention, to provide tuition and the like elsewhere for scholarship 
dents in attendance at the School at the time of its closing. This is particularly 
e with respect to the School’s obligation to its foreign students who were receiving 
ir education at the invitation of the Convention; hence, its guests.

The Treasurer is the fiscal officer'of the National Baptist Convention, USA, b 

corporated. His office is resident in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. He receives fund 
from the financial secretary or his designate or equivalent. During fiscal 1957, th 
Treasurer received a total of $83,03629, which when added to the cash in his custcc 
at the end of fiscal 1956 amounted to $90,138.17. His expenditures, supported by propc 
vouchers (except those marked with an asterisk (•) in the schedule following tbs 
comments) amounted to $88,179.52. Thus, this officer expended all but $1,958.65 of ti 
funds for which he was accountable. This residue was found by your auditor to b 
resident in banks as are set forth in an appropriate schedule.

Among other expenditures made during fiscal 1957, this officer, upon proper au­
thority paid to the Reconstruction Finance Corporation $11,000.00. This $11,000.00 w 
for the purpose of liquidating an installment on the Arkansas Bath House of $8,3331 
together with interest. It will be noted from an appropriate schedule in the Sanitar­
ium-Bath House section of this report that the $3,333.33 was paid over to the Convec­
tion from that unit.

Among the assets held in the custody of the Treasurer were $40,000.00 worth of 3i 
Treasury Bonds, 1995 maturity, issued by the Government of the United States. Yoc 
auditor inspected these bonds and found them to be intact. These bonds are or 
rently selling on the New York stock exchange at approximately 87. Thus, these bom 
which cost $40,000.00 last year had a market value at June 30, 1957 of only $34,8000.

Your auditor is still not satisfied with the system which renders his first audit pa 
sibility against the records of the Treasurer rather than against those of the officii 
who receipt the messengers and delegates for their fees.

The 
uditor in addition, required further funds. He therefore secured a loan or loans 
ggregating $2,000.00, all of which was unpaid at the end of fiscal 1957.
All vouchers for expenditures of this office were examined by your auditor or his 

ubordinates and found to be in order. Even after allowing for the borrowed money, 
tie edtior spent some $235.00 more than he received from all sources. Including the 
perating deficit for fiscal 1957, the Convention is indebted to this officer, office, or 
urpose in the total amount of $2,935.00.

COMMENTS
This unit of the National Baptist Convention, U.SA, Incorporated is an unincor­

porated one. It operates under a hospital franchise of Hot Springs National Park Arkansas. te bath house is licensed by The Park Service of the Inferior 
of fte United States. Legally, the unit operates under the general supervision and 
authority of the Board of Directors of the National Baptist Convention U SA In 
corporated. The Board of Directors of the Convention has constituted An operAting 
Board which is called The Bath House Commission to which has been delegated 
supervisory authority and responsibility. The Commission is headed by a Chairman 
who actively supervises the management of the unit. The Commission names a gen­
eral manager to whom all managerial authority and responsibility are delegated. Be­
cause the bath house section of the unit performs quasi hospitAl functions and for 
other conforming reasons, its income is exempt from taxation in contemplation of the 
aws of the State of Arkansas and of the United States.
While titles to the real and personal properties employed by this unit reside in the 

Convention they are carried on the books of the unit for purposes of accountability. 
Assets in residence at the unit are divided on what your auditor regards as an equi- 
able basis between the hotel and the bath house. This is done in accordance with 
interior Department regulations so that assets and liabilities relating to the bath 
louse separately may be reported to that governmental agency. That agency does not 
joncem itself with hotel assets, liabilities, nor operations.

During the fiscal year closed on June 30, 1957, the report of operations shows a net 
oss of $9,346.45, but the unit remitted to the Convention the sum of $3,333.33 which 
as been included in expenditures. Properly, then, the actual business net loss for the 
nit was $6,013.12. If the remittance to the Convention is regarded as a Hotel’expense, 
io Hotel shows a loss for the twelve month period ended June 30,1957 of $11,906.79. 
he year ended June 30, 1957, from a profit and loss point of view, was the worst in 
le history of the unit in the ownership of the Convention. This will be seen more 
learly from the following comparative tabulation for the fiscal years ended in June of 
956 and 1957: x

ut that the general manager elected by the Commission died on February 1, 1957. 
he widow of the late general manager was selected to serve as interim general man­
ger in the place of her late husband.
Schedule two of the audit report of this unit reveals difference in amounts de- 

osited in designated banks from funds collected as shown by source data. Schedule 
jur of this section of this report under takes to segregate these differences by months 
i order to place the accountability respectively on the estate of the late general 
manager and that of his successor. It will be noted from an examination of these 
chedules that no credit has been allowed either of the general managers for their 
longages”. This, for the reason that longages do not necessarily (and usually do not 
t all) relate to shortages.
Schedule four of this section of this audit report has already been referred to. In 

bottom of that schedule, will be seen an amount of $1,300.00 as a credit against 
shortages charged to the late general manager. This credit arose out of the late

Accordingly, your auditor has assumed that the w 
never d“d own a station wagon; hence, was never entotled to insurance concent! 
whh the unpaid installments on one. On the other hand, your auditor has conclude 
that all advances of the funds of the unit are proper charges against the late gentd1 
manager- hence, against his estate during the tenure of his demise.

For the record die station wagon involved was purchased on October 6,1956. It ill 9 passengerCountryXdan (red and white)-Code Number 79C-VE-2-AU-2754«B- 
Motor Number C7DX-105557. The cost price of the station wagon was $3,747821ta 
was paid out of the National Baptist Conventions fund a down payment of $80W« 
this station wagon and later $325.89 as monthly installments on this vehicle Out i 
insurance (and a refund of two installments), the underwriter sent a cheek to ta 
unit in the amount of $245.66. Your auditor has expressed the opinion to the Chaims 
of the Commission that the administratrix of the estate of the late general manage i 
entitled to the proceeds of this check for the account of the estate; and further, th! 
the unit is fully justified in charging to the estate all expenditures occasioned by to 
unauthorized purchase. Your auditor is fully mindful of the agency relationship W 
existed in the premises. If the Convention attorney should not agree with the po­
tion of the auditor-then, in that event, the situation would be such as the Cona­
tion attorney would suggest, or as a court of competent jurisdiction might find propa 

During the latter part of this fiscal period, the Commission engaged the services a 
a local certified public accounting firm to prepare the return to the Park Serviced 
the U. S. Interior Department for the Calendar Year 1956 ONLY. Your auditor ta 
interviewed a member of that firm and has convinced himself that the firm under­
taking this assignment is highly competent to perform this service. Your audit! 
would call to the attention of the Board of Directors of the Convention, and to ta 
Commission, that his services for this exact purpose were refused by the late genera 
manager in January, 1957, and that this refusal was concurred in by the Chairman d 
the Commission in your auditor’s presence and in the presence of others. | N

The corresponding secretary of this Board has his and the Board’s office in Mil­
waukee, Wisconsin. The Board is an unincorporated department of the National 
Baptist Convention and is constituted as other comparable units of the Convention. 
Reference is made to pages 71-73 of the audit report of the Convention for the fiscal 
year ended June 30, 1956. Most of the comments made there are still applicable. 
Those pages of last year’s reoort are made a part hereof by reference.

During the fiscal year closed June 30, 1957, this Board collected (according to 
records) $15,490.28 and spent $15,179.67. Of the receipts $1,917.72, arose out of bor­
rowings, and $2,813.91 of the disbursements represented repayments of loans.

There is marked improvement in the bookkeeping of this Board. There is no 
noticeable improvement in Board cooperation with the executive in the encourage­
ment of increased revenue.

Your auditor does not know the extent of loan liability of this Board, if any, nor 
does he know names of loan creditors, if any.

WAMAN'S AUXILIARY—OFFICE OF THE TREASURER 
COMMENTS

This unit of the National Baptist Convention is owned and controlled by the Women 
of the Baptist Denomination. This unit operates under a charter which constitutes it 
as a legal entity under the laws of the State of its incorporation, and commands the 
respect of all other states.

During the fiscal period closed on June 30, 1957, this unit had receipts of some 
$64,000.00. Its disbursements were approximately the same as its receipts. This must 
not be understood to mean that no net revenue was received by the unit. For ei- 
ample, during the year, the Woman’s Convention completed its liquidation of the loan 
which it secured from the Foreign Mission Board some years ago. It also made sig­
nificant contributions to Education, Home Missions, Foreign Missions, and other 
purposes to which the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated is devoted.

Tins is the only unit of the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated which 
budgets its revenues in such a way that it knows in advance how much must be de­
voted to each purpose.

While no officer or employee of this unit claims any preeminence in the field of ac­
counting or record keeping, your auditor was able to determine precisely the sour® 
of all revenues and the disposition of the funds in the custody of responsible trustees

The exhibits and schedules pertaining to this unit together with the records of the
accountable and responsible officers arc sufficient to provide such intelligence as may 
be desired.

Your auditor suggests that reference lx? made to his report on this unit for fiscal 
1956. Now, that the full debt to the Foreign Mission Board has been liquidated, il 
would seem to your auditor that a deed should be provided to this unit of the conven­
tion or to the Foreign Mission Board or such other unit as the Board of Directors cf 
this unit might suggest to the property or properties on which such liens rested.

With further reference to the paragraph next above, your auditor has come into 
the intelligence that a Federal Savings and Loan Association in the Washington ara 
holds a mprtgage lien on the subject property. Your auditor does not know and your 
general counsellor has not revealed to him the extent of such obligation, if any. T* 
subject property does not appear in your auditor’s reports of any other units of the 
Convention; hence, not in the Consolidated Balance Sheet. This matter is again re­
ferred to counsel for the Convention and for the Woman’s Convention for such study 
as they may find appropriate.

3. You have asked whether the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated is 
insolvent.

I am advising that there are two generally accepted definitions of insolvency. One: 
immediate insolvency-^one is insolvent under this definition when he (she or it) can­
not meet his obligations as they mature. The other definition—and the one which ac­
countants have in mind when they speak of solvency—is that one is insolvent when 
the fair value of his assets is less than the total of his liabilities regardless of the ma­
turity dates of the liabilities or the liquidity of his assets.

If by “The National Baptist Convention, U.SA.., Incorporated” is meant conven­
tion, per se, and exclusive of its incorporated boards and affiliates, we have one an­
swer. But, if by that term we mean The Convention, (parent corporation) and its 
affiliates and subsidiaries, we have another answer.

If, also, we are to ignore the obligations of the Convention (parent) to its incor­
porated subsidiaries (affiliates), we get one answer, but, if we regard the obligations 
of the Convention (the parent corporation) and these affiliated incorporated units as 
separate entities which as a matter of law they are, then we have another answer.

Your auditor has determined that all real estate owned by any and all units whether 
incorporated or not are (ny-laws) the property of the Convention (parent corpora­
tion). Accepting this theory, the total assets of the Convention (parent corporation 
amounted to $2,083,414.72. Its total liabilities on that date amounted to $89,872.22, if its 
debts and those of its unincorporated units to incorporated affiliates (or subsidiaries) 
are ignored. But, if the debts of the parent corporation and those of its unincorporated 
units to incorporated affiliates (subsidiaries) are taken into account, then, in that 
event, the Convention’s liabilities (parent corporation) would amount to $2,593’,753.90 
and the resulting net worth position would be one of insolvency to the tune-of $510,- 
339.18.

(It is your auditor’s opinion that, whether legal or not, debts which the Convention 
owes to its incorporate affiliates (or subsidiaries) should be ignored—particularly, 
when the question of solvency of the Convention is placed under examination).

4. You have asked me what happened to the proceeds of the sale of the B. T. U. 
Board property on Gay Street in Nashville. I am advising that, in the first, place, the 
property belonged to the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated as a mat­
ter of law. Equity could have suggested that the asset was impressed with a trust in 
favor of the B. T. U. Board. Notwithstanding these theories, the proceeds of this sale 
passed to the Treasurer of the National Baptist Convention, U.SA., Incorporated. 
From the office of the Treasurer a relatively small amount was returned to the
B. T. U. Board for the removal of its effects from Gay Street to the Morris Memorial 
Building and for the purchase of suitable furniture, and the like, or its new environ­
ment. About $19,000.00 of this fund was paid over to the American Baptist Theologi­
cal Seminary. This is a conclusion drawn by your auditor since there was no other 
source of this remittance to the Seminary in this amount

I shall have with me at Hot Springs a copy of the June 30,1956 audit on which these 
conclusions are based. There are also in my possession certain working papers which 
may be useful.

5. You have asked me whether the fiscal position of the Convention (as a whole) 
has worsened or bettered under your administration. My answer is that the net worth 
of the Convention has continued to grow under your administration as under others.

6. You have asked me whether any other administration had, to my knowledge, in­
vested any substantial amount in Government bonds or other securities of that stature. 
I have answered that they had not. In February of 1956, the Treasurer of the Con­
vention issued a check which acquired $40,000.00 of U. S. Treasury bonds. These 
bonds were in existence in the ownership of the Convention at the time of our audit 
of the office of the Treasurer for fiscal 1956 and at that time had a market value of 
95.1. These bonds are non-callable and mature in 1995.

His passing from labor to reward has left a large gap in our great Baptist family 
throughout the country. We have lost a well-trained and conscientious worker and 
friend, but we have gained a heritage and new insights, which should help us who are 
left to face more fearlessly the battles of life and give ourselves in service to humanity.

'Twas at the Annual Meeting of the National Baptist Convention, U.SA., Incor- 
porated, in its Annual Meeting in Indianapolis, Indiana, September, 1920, Dr. E. C. 
Morris, President, upon Resolution unanimously adopted, E. M. Lawrence, A. M. 
Townsend, and M. M. Rogers, the auditor, were named a committee of three, with full 
power and authority, “To go to Nashville, buy and build a “New Publishing House,' 
to be the Home of the Sunday School Publishing Board of the National Baptist Con­
vention. This Committee was authorized to proceed at once to carry out the Order.

This “Command” was given without even a suggestion “how or where” the money 
might be coming from to carry out this order. The Committee however returned to 
Nashville and began negotiations to carry out the Order.

M. M. Rogers dropped from the ranks by death. The Committee was then increased 
to six, and later to nine (9) members, who stuck together until the task was com­
pleted in 1925.

The Building Committee was: E. M. Lawrence, Chairman; A. M. Townsend, Secre­
tary; Wm. Haynes, Treasurer; L. K. Williams, R. B. Hudson, J. D. Crenshaw, S. P.Har- 
ris, E. T. Brown, E. W. D. Isaac.

This award is given for work done within the framework of the Educational pro­
gram of the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Inc., and for Loyalty, and 100% 
co-operation with the Sunday School Publishing Board, in the use of its products, and 
the program of its Christian Education objectives.

OUR EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM A
By virtue of its function in the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Inc., the Sun­

day School Publishing Board is a service institution. Although it derives its income 
from the sales and distribution of its products, the reason for the Board’s existence 
is not finance per se, but to provide the constituency of the Convention with the best 
in curriculum and program services to enhance the educational program of the 
churches, districts and states.

This places an obligation upon the Board not just to produce material ?and sell 
literature, but to constantly seek to improve its offerings and make its services more 
useful to its constituency.

The time has come for expansion and advancement in the Board’s educational pro­
gram. The Board has adopted such a program, and the officers and administrators of 
the Board are working to implement the program/

Curriculum Development
One area marked for expansion and improvement is that of Curriculum Develop­

ment. The Board is planning extensive improvements in its publications. Beginning 
with the Fourth Quarter 1958, we will offer an improved curriculum for the Children’s 
Division in the Sunday School. At the same time, some improvements in other depart­
ments will also be made. In order to prepare for the improvements in childrens cur- 

I riculum, the writers have spent time in a special in-service training project for Chris- 
I tian writers. They have produced material which will be available and used experi­
mentally in a number of Sunday schools during the first quarter of 1958.

Our Editorial Department has been re-organized. We have secured the services of 
an editor of Adult Literature and an editor of Children’s Literature. We have *ml 
staff of writers for our publications, but there are still some vacancies which will be 
filled as rapidly as possible, to round out a complete program in the educational field.

When these improvements shall have been accomplished there will still be room for 
additional improvements in our curriculum offerings. The Board will produce im­
proved devotional literature, graded materials, story papers, elective curriculum units, 
Vacation Bible School materials, books and other publications.

Program Services
Through the Christian Education Department of the Sunday School Publishing
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Board guidance is offered to local churches, districts and states in the developmenttf 
their educational program. In a time when local church workers are becoming mon 
conscious of educational needs, and when many of our churches are building or pur. 
chasing educational facilities, guidance is needed in the proper use of these facilities 
for the best advantage of the Christian education program. Professional workers a 
our churches are few, which means that the great responsibility rests upon the Sun. 
day School Publishing Board to provide the manuals, program guides, leadership 
training opportunities and the like, which will enhance the effectiveness of Christian 
education in our churches, districts and states.

The Board will produce early in 1958 a program book for use by district andctata 
in their Christian education work. During the late Spring the Board will priducei 
Plan Book for guidance of local churches in their educational program for the suc­
ceeding year. Educational Resources

Through the Board’s contacts imthe Division of Christian Education of the National 
Council of Churches and the World Council of Christian Education, through attend- 
ance and representation at workshops and professional Christian education meetings, 
the Board maintains contact with the best in Christian education resources that these 
may be interpreted and made available to our constituency. The Board is also obli­
gated to seek the best trained persons, who .also feel the “spirit” of the work of the 
Board, to assume responsible positions in various phases of the Board’s work. In this 
way we will build the program side of the work of the Board that will not only enable 
us to compete favorably with other groups and publishers that are bidding for patron- 
age from our constituency, but that we can produce the program which will serve th 
peculiar needs of our people in times like these.

These developments in curriculum and program services must be provided for oc 
of the “profits” from the sale and distribution of literature. This means that as or 
constituency remains local and supports the Board in and patronizes its program, th 
Board will be able to accumulate the reserves, capital improvement and personnel 
which will keep the Board growing in its usefulness and service to the denomination

COMMENTS
This unit of the National Baptist Convention, USA., Incorporated is a Tennessee 

Corporation. Its charter is rooted in the National Baptist Convention, USA., Incor­
porated. This Board is under the general supervision of a Board of Directors approved 
by the National Baptist Convention. Its management is in the hands of an executive 
committee consisting of a chairman, an executive secretary, a treasurer, and one other 
member. Its active managing officer is its executive secretary.

The Board is well managed. Its accounting records are well ordered under the gen­
eral direction of a registered public accountant of the State of Tennessee. In its ac­
counting staff, is also one candidate for the certified public accountant degree under 
the laws of the State of Arkansas. Hence, records of this Board compare favorably 
with those maintained in the leading manufacturing corporations of America.

During the fiscal year closed on June 30, 1957, this unit sold merchandise iX>ith a 
sales value of $790,964.69. Of this amount, some $735,000.00 was manufactured by the 
unit itself. A little over $68,000.00 of these sales arose out of goods which were pur­
chased already processed. From these manufacturing and sales operations a profit of 
nearly $124,000.00 was brought down. At the end of the fiscal year, its total assets 
amounted to $3,084,05827. But of this amount, the National Baptist Convention,U.SA., 
Incorporated owed to this unit $2,471,587.99. This debt from the parent organization 
arose over many years and represents amounts paid for National Baptist Convention 
enterprises and/or directly to the Convention. Perhaps this team should be eliminated 
from the books, but your auditor has no authority todo so.

SECURING PARCEL B AND PARCEL B-l 
RE-DEVELOPMENT AREA-NASHVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY

In an Official Call Meeting of the Executive Committee of the Board of Directors 
of the Sunday School Publishing Board, National Baptist Convention, U.SA., Inc, 
November 1,1956, Secretary Townsend called attention to the Re-development Project 
of the State and City of Nashville, surrounding the State Capitol, etc., which has re­
sulted in condemnation of blocks of property which have been torn down to make 
way for those improvements, and since on account of the substantial and modem con- 
struction of the Morris Memorial Building, this building will be the only one left in 
this development area, and since, the property on the north and the east side of this 
building has been condemned and torn down, leaving no room for any expansion of 
our property, nor for any adequate means of access to and from the property, that il 
is absolutely mandatory that we purchase property adjacent to have an inlet and out­
let to our property; to facilitate the Board’s continued operation.

Thereupon, the Executive Committee unanimously voted to authorize negotiations 
with the Nashville Housing Authority for the purchase of this property.

Proper Resolution was adopted declaring the necessity for this property for use bv 
the Sunday School Publishing Board for continued operation, and authorized the 
proper officers to proceed to negotiate and secure same.

(See Resolution—herein considered a part of this report).
This action of the Executive Committee was unanimously approved by the Board 

of Directors in an Official Call Meeting: April 4,1957.

2 That the Auditor’s report which was read to the Convention last September in 
Denver Colorado, was either misunderstood or not fully and completely interpreted, 
The Dart of the report which referred to “Net Profits for the year ending June 30, 
1956 to be $152,596.50, was not meant to imply that there was a cash balance of that 
amount but that the Publishing Board had made that much profit1 from the sale of 
its products. At the time that this report was made file Mme report showed in ar 
other column that the actual cash balance of the Sunday School Publishing Boate lb 
be $39 720 09 as of June 30,1956. The facts also showed that the Publishing Board had 
pending at that time a payroll and other obligations which was due, in a sum which 
was slightly less than the cash balance here shown as of that date.

3 It is the Committee’s opinion that much of the misunderstanding and confusion 
existing in the minds of many of our state officers and members is due to the lack of 
information. Therefore, we recommend that as a means by which we may keep the 
members of our General Sunday School Publishing Board and the officers and mem­
bers of our National and State Conventions properly informed, that the General Sun­
day School Publishing Board will meet each year with a prepared agenda, pnor to 
the annual session of the National Baptist Convention, U.SA., Incorporated.

4. We believe that our Board, in the light of very keen competition, should im­
prove and expand all phases of its publications, laying special emphasis upon Chil­
dren’s Literature, and we endorse the plans of the Board to this end.

5. Recognizing need for more housing and equipment for expansion purposes a 
indicated in Dr. Townsend’s report, we deem it necessary that the Sunday School 
Publishing Board secure the properties described in Dr. Townsend’s report as Pared 
“B” and Parcel “B-l”, in the Capital Hill Area adjacent to the Morris Building, to­
gether with a plot of land to be used for housing the Boards mechanical plant

6. Recognizing the need for improvement in quality of literature and extension of 
services to the National Baptist Convention constituency by the Board, we heartily 
endorse the new expansion program as presented by the Secretary to the good of the 
work of the Board, and pledge our support that the Board’s resources may be used 
first to underwrite and project this program, in accordance with the responsibility as­
signed the Board by the Constitution of the National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc.

7. After hearing reports and examining the many phases of the work of the Sunday 
School Publishing Board, we express a new confidence in the leadership of our Secre­
tary, Dr. A. M. Townsend, and our Board of Directors, as they carry on the affairs of 
the Board.

This confidence includes unanimous expression of appreciation and thanks for the 
significant contribution made by the Secretary in past years, and that his valued 
judgment, his integrity, and business acumen are still at work in the Board’s program 
of expansion and development. And we hereby renew and pledge our unqualified sup- i 
port and assistance to the Board and its administration. |

REPORT OF THE BATH HOUSE COMMISSION
Report of the Bath House Commission to the National Baptist Convention, U.SA., 

Incorporated. In Session at Louisville, Kentucky, September 6,1957.
To The President, Officers and Members of the National Baptist Convention, U.SA., 

Incorporated;
We, your Commission of the Bath House, beg leave to submit the following report

and recommendations for your consideration:
The Bath House, located at Hot Springs, Arkansas, is a commercial unit of the Na­

tional Baptist Convention, U.SA., Incorporated, and has great potentials^for future 
progress and financial profits under the capable management of Mrs. C. H. Webster, 
the widow of the late Mr. C. H. Webster. As we all recall that our capable manager, 
Mr. Webster, passed February 6, 1957 and his wife was named manager to carry on 
the Bath House, which has been done in a very efficient way. Under her managemen 
she has promoted a “Journey To Vacation Land” contest, which was a success. Also 
convention bids were sent to several large National Bodies, inviting them to hold then- 
annual conventions in Hot Springs, using the Bath House facilities; of these, four have 
responded, namely

(1) Arkansas School Administrators and Principals—October, 1957 
(2) Nation Wide Hotel Association—October, 1957
(3) National Funeral Directors Executive Board—March, 1958
(4) Penecostal Assembly of the World (2000 persons)— August, 1958
The Bath House and Hotel have been kept in accordance with ™‘““d 5!?^°” 

of the Government and also the Chamber of Commerce of Hot Sp R ’ alrea’dv 
letter of approval, from the Chamber of Commerce, is m our files. We have already
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begun the task of air-conditioning the hotel; eight rooms have been completed and 
we are in the process of air-conditioning the entire hotel.

The Commission recommends to the constituents of the National Baptist Conven- 
tion, the following items: . . . , ,

(1) That a package-unit of six baths, a Ten Dollar meal-ticket book and room in
the hotel, for the small sum of Twenty-Nine Dollars and Ninety-Five Cents per per. 
son for one week. __ t , , . , ,

(2) That every Baptist sent to the Bath House Hotel be entitled to fifteen percent
discount on rent. . . .

(3) That whereas, the Bath House Sanitarium is a Baptist Enterprise and becaus 
of the fluctuation in financial intake because of the seasons, and the operational cost 
is greater than the financial intake which makes it difficult to meet the incurred 
monthly expenses and pay on the Bonded Debt, which amounts to about Eighty Thou­
sand Dollars ($80,000.00) payable at the rate of Eight Thousand Three Hundred Thirty 
Three Dollars and Thirty Three Cents ($8,333.33) to the R. F. C. annually, and 
whereas this unit is hard pressed to meet this obligation we recommend to the Coo-

) vention that the Commission will be permitted to launch a Financial Drive to raise 
Eighty Thousand Dollars ($80,000.00) to liquidate the entire debt on the Bath House 
and that a bank in Hot Springs vfall be named the Depository to receive all monia 
sent for the Drive, and that all drafts, money orders or checks will be made payable 
to the Bath House Commission, Hot Springs, Arkansas, and sent to the bank or the 
Bath House for deposit to this account.

l (4) We also recommend that whereas, the National Baptist Sanitarium Bath House ) was a unit of the Finance Commission of the National Baptist Convention and where­
as, the Bath House Unit is no longer under the Finance Commission and because 
there is no Finance Commission, but the' Titles of the Bath House property are still ia 
the name of the Finance Commission, we, the Bath House Commission, recommend 
that the Convention, through its legal staff, will look into this matter immediately and 
have the Titles to the property changed from the Finance Commission to the National 
Baptist Convention, U.SA.., Incorporated.

WE, the undersigned citizens of the United States, of full age, and a majority of us 
residents of the District of Columbia, having been authorized so to do by a resolution 
of the National Baptist Convention of the United States of America, theretofore an un­
incorporated voluntary association, being desirous of having said National Baptist 
Convention of the United States of America incorporated as a membership corporation 
for missionary; educational and religious purposes pursuant to and in conformity with 
the acts of Congress and the laws of the United States providing for and regulating 
corporations in the District of Columbia, have associated ourselves together for the 
purpose of becoming a body politic and corporate, and in order that we, and those 
associated with us in said National Baptist Convention shall hereafter be and become 
in a body politic <and corporate do make, sign, acknowledge and declare this certifi­
cate as follows:

ARTICLE I.
This Association shall be known in law by the name of
"THE NATIONAL BAPTIST CONVENTION OF THE

UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.”
A. This corporation shall have full power and authority to make, use and have a 

common seal with such device and inscription as it may deem proper, and may change 

or alter the same at pleasure; and shall have the right to sue and be sued at law or 
in equity, plead and be impleaded in any and all courts in all manner of suits, pleas, 
complaints, courses, matters and demands whatsoever, as fully and effectively as a 
natural person; and may make and adopt a Constitution and by-laws or either or both 
for its government and the government of its members, and may. do any and all. 
things needful for its government and the promotion of its affairs as fully and effec­
tively as though it were a natural person.

B: This corporation shall have the same right to take, receive, hold and enjoy all 
kinds of property, real, personal or mixed as fully and completely as a natural per­
son and may use and dispose of the same in accordance with the law and in con­
formity with the objects and purposes expressed in this Certificate.

C: This corporation shall take over all the rights, powers, privileges and propertier, 
interests, control, assets, claims, demands and liabilities of the former unincorporated 
voluntary association heretofore known as the NATIONAL BAPTIST CONVENTION 
OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, and all the former Boards created by and 
under the control of the said unincorporated association, whether said Boards be in­
corporated or unincorporated, shall be and remain subject to and under the direction 
and control of this corporation, and shall in every respect be subordinate to this cor­
poration and to its officers and directors.

ARTICLE II.
The term for which this corporation is organized shall be perpetual.

ARTICLE HI.
The particular business and objects of this corporation shall be to promote the 

growth and propagation of religion, morality and intelligence among races of man­
kind by engaging in missionary work in the United States of America and upon the 
Continent of Africa and elsewhere, by fostering the cause of education, and by pub- 
iisjiing and circulating religious literature, and in providing the necessary ways and 
means for carrying on such work.

ARTICLE IV.
That the number of Directors who shall have the management of the affairs of this 

corporation for the first year of its existence shall be seven (7).
.That at the first annual session of this corporation the number of such directors may 

be increased to such number as the corporation may decide upon, and the tim§, place 
and manner of their election shall be provided for in the by-laws.

Constitution of the Woman’s Convention Auxiliary to the
National Baptist Convention, U.SA., Inc.

PREAMBLE
We, the women of the churches connected with the National Baptist Convention, 

U.S.A., Incorporated, being desirous of stimulating, developing and transmitting the 
Missionary spirit of service and giving among the women, young people and children 
of the denomination, by prayer, study of the Bible and Missions, do associate our­
selves together in a national organization for the purpose of studying, promotirig and 
giving to the causes of missions and Christian education and human welfare at home 
and abroad.

ARTICLE I—NAME
This organization shall be known as the Woman’s Convention, Auxiliary to the Na­

tional Baptist Convention, U.SA., Incorporated.
ARTICLE H—OBJECT

The object of this Convention shall be to study and promote home missions; foreign 
Hussions; Christian education and general welfare of the women and children in the 
United States of America, in Africa and throughout the world.

ARTICLE III—MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. The membership of this Convention shall consist of state and district con­

ventions, missionary societies, other organizations of the church, young people’s or­
ganizations and children’s bands of Baptist churches—appointed by said organizations 
to attend and represent them in the Convention; and life and annual members.

Section 2. Any missionary Baptist woman’s state or district convention, local mis­
sionary society, young people’s organization or Children’s band of churches connected 
with the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated, may become members of 
this Conyention by paying the required representation fee.

ARTICLE IV—REGISTRATION
(a) The annual registration fee for each messenger shall be two dollars ($2.00).
(b) The annual registration fee for each officer, state president, member of the 

Board of Directors and each chairman and co-chairman of a committee, shall be five 
dollars ($5.00).(c) The registration fee for annual membership shall be two dollars ($2.00) and one 
dollar, additional, for special annual membership badge. An annual member shall be 
extended the courtesy of the floor, but not the privilege of voting.

(d) All officers and all members of the Board of Directors, shall receive, without ad-
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ditional cost, registration card, kit containing The Record, badge, program digest of 
reports, important recommendations and all general information about the annual 
m(?)UAil messengers shall receive registration card, a kit containing badge, program, 
digest of reports, important recommendations and all general information about the 
annual meeting without additional cost. , ~

(f) The life membership fee shall be twenty-five dollars ($25.00), and each life 
member shall receive a certificate and badge. Life members, who give one dollar 
($1.00) annually, shall receive program and The Record.

ARTICLE V—REPRESENTATION
Section 1. The following annual fees shall be paid:

(a) State Convention—fifty dollars ($50.00)
(b) District Convention—twenty-five dollars ($25.00)
(c) Missionary Societies—ten dollars ($10.00)
(d) All organizations are entitled to two (2) delegates for each five dollars ($5.00) 

Section 2. All representation, registration and enrollment monies brought to the
Convention, shall be paid through the Convention business office and receipted for bv 
the treasurer of the Convention. A Memorandum receipt may be given by committee 
chairman or committee member, but the official receipt must come from the treasurer 

Section 3. Representation money shall not be designated by the organization paying 
in the money. The Board of Directors or Executive Committee shall disburse equitably 
and in keeping with needs of the causes for which the Convention is responsible—ail 
representation money above the authorized expense of operating the Convention.

ARTICLE VI—OFFICERS
Section 1. The officers of the Convention shall be: a president; first and second vice 

presidents; a recording secretary; and assistant recording secretary; a corresponding 
secretary; treasurer; historian; parliamentarian; pianist; assistant pianist; organist 
legal adviser; director of music; national director of the Young People’s Department, 
Eastern, Western, and Southern regional directors; and Board of Directors, composed 
of presidents of state conventions.

Section 2. The officers shall be elected at each annual meeting of the Convention, 
and shall hold office until their successors shall have been elected and qualified.

Section 3. Officers shall be nominated by a Nominating Committee of seven-one 
from each of the five regions, a chairman and one selected at large—by the president 
and voted on by the Convention.

Section 4. There shall be a Board of Directors. It shall consist of the officers of the 
Woman’s Convention, heads of departments, chairmen of standing committees, and 
state presidents—fifteen of whom shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of bus­
iness. The president and recording secretary of the Woman’s Convention shall be 
chairman and secretary, respectively, of the Board of Directors of the Convention. 

. Elected officers of the Woman’s Convention (including the elected officers of the 
Young People's Department) and the State Presidents constitute the Board of Di­
rectors.

Section 5. Executive Committee. The Board of Directors shall have power to create, 
fr°m its own b<xly> an Executive Committee of twelve members, consisting of the pres­
ident, the vice president, corresponding secretary, recording secretary, treasurer, na- 
tibnal director of young people and five others to be selected out of the Board of Di­
rectors with full power and authority to transact such business as may be referred to 
it by the Board of Directors; to look after any unfinished business of the Board of Di­
rectors of the Convention, and to transact any urgent business demanding immediate 
attention of the Board. Five members shall constitute a quorum.

The Executive Committee shall report its action, in detail, to the Board of Directors 
at the next Directors meeting.
.The Executive Committee shall recommend compensation, salaries or honoraria to 

the Board of Directors for consideration and final action.
Section 6. The regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held as follow? .
(a) Duiing the mid-winter session of the Board of Directors of the National Baptist

Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated.

(b) At the same time and place that the Board of Directors of the National Baptist 
Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated, holds its meetings, for the purpose of making 
the program for the annual meeting of the Convention.

(c) The afternoon before the opening of the annual meeting.
(d) At any other time during the annual meeting when called in session by the 

president of the Convention.
ARTICLE VII—ANNUAL MEETING

The annual meeting for the election of officers and transaction of business shall be 
held each year at the same time and in the same city as the meeting of the National 
Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated.

Officers shall be elected Friday afternoon of the annual meeting.
The roster of officers to be elected shall be presented by the chairman or secretary 

of the Nominating Committee in the regular session of the Convention, Friday after­
noon, and voted upon in that same session by the registered delegates to the Conven­
tion.

ARTICLE VIII—CONDUCT OF MEETINGS
Every session of Woman’s Convention, shall be opened and closed with appropriate 

worship.
ARTIVLE IX—REGIONS

The National Baptist Convention, U.SA., divided the country into five regional or 
district groups, embracing the following states:

North Central
Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, Ohio, West Virginia

Southeastern
Alabama, Florida, Kentucky, North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, Georgia.

Western
California, Arizona, Colorado, Idaho, Iowa, Minnesota, Nebraska, Nevada, New Mex­

ico, Utah, Washington, Wisconsin, Wyoming. »
Southwestern

Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, Mississippi, Missouri, Oklahoma, Texas.
Northeastern

Delaware, District of Columbia, Maryland, Massachusetts, New Jersey, New York, 
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Virginia.

At each of the regional meetings of the National Convention, the Woman’s Conven­
tion will hold a Christian Worker’s Institute.

The presidents of the state conventions, included in each region, constitute a Re- 
gional Board of Directors, with a chairman, vice chairman, recording and correspond­
ing secretaries and a treasurer.

These officers shall be elected bi-annually, at the meeting of their respective re­
gional conventions.

Their duties shall be those usually performed by persons in similar positions. The 
Regional Board of Directors shall

(a) Help to select the church and arrange for the entertainment of the women who
attend the regional meeting. ,(b) See that information and publicity sent into the region, by the Woman s Con­
vention, Auxiliary to the National Baptist Convention, is given the proper cir­
culation.

ARTICLE X—SUBSIDIARY BODY
The Young People’s Department, consisting of Red Circles; Y. W. A.’s; Childrens 

Bands and other similar organizations shall be recognized as a subsidiary body to 
the Woman’s Convention. The subsidiary body shall be under the sponsorship and 
supervision of the Woman’s Con vention—guided and supervised by one National di­
rector and three regional Directors, elected by and out of the membership of the 
Woman's Convention.
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ARTICLE XI—OBJECT OF YOUNG PEOPLE S DEPARTMENT

The object of the Young People's Department shall be to enlist, inspire, train and 
prepare the youth of the denomination for participation and leadership in the various 
activities of our churches, and to bring them together in the bond of fellowship, w. 
operation and mutual interest that wifi make them a blessing to the world.

ARTICLE XII—MEETINGS
The annual meeting of the Young People’s Department shall be held at the same 

time and in the same city as the annual meeting of the Woman’s Convention.
The place of the meeting of the Young People’s Department shall be arranged by 

the Committee on Annual Convention—Arrangements in consultation and cooperation 
with the Committee of the Woman’s Convention on Annual Convention Arrangements.

ARTICLE XIII—MEMBERSHIP
The membership classification in the Young People’s Department shall be:

(a) Sunshine Band Circle (Ages 5-12 years)
(b) The Junior Girls of the Red Circle (Ages 13-15 years)
(c) The Senior Girls of the Red Circle (Ages 16-18 years)
(d) The Y. W. A.’s (Ages 19-25 years)
(e) The Young Women's League (Ages 19-25 years)
(f) The Young Matrons’ League—Married Women up to 25 years of age.

ARTICLE XIV—REPRESENTATION
(a) State Convention—Twenty Dollars
(b) District Convention—Ten Dollars
(z) Locai Circle—Five Dollars
(d) Children’s Band—Two Dollars Fifty Cents
(e) State and District Conventions and Local Circles shall be entitled to two dele­

gates for each Five Dollars.
(f) Children’s Bands shall be entitled to one delegate for each Two Dollars Fifty 

Cents ($2.50) paid in for representation.
ARTICLE XV—CAUSES

The causes to which the Young People’s Department shall devote its interests shall 
be Christian education; home and foreign missions; recreation and health (A national 
camp) and a scholarship fund. All contemplated projects shall be presented by the na­
tional director to the Woman’s Convention for consideration or action.

ARTICLE XVI—FINANCE
The national directors shall appoint a capable Business Committee of five (5) to 

supervise and direct the financial affairs of the Young People’s Department, to make 
full reports o$-all receipts and expenses to the young people in session; and to report 
to the Woman’s Convention in session on Saturday morning of the annual meeting of 
the Convention; to turn over all monies to the treasurer of the Woman’s Convention 
through the Finance Committee, to be paid out as designated in the report of the 
Young People’s Department. Funds raised by the Young People shall not be used to 
promote the general work of the Woman’s Convention.

ARTICLE XVII—OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS
Section 1. Directors. The directors of this department shall be a national director 

and regional directors. There shall be a director for each state who shall have general 
supervision of the work of their respective states in cooperation with their state con­vention.

Section 2. DUTIES OF THE NATIONAL DIRECTOR. The national director shall 
have general supervision over the work of the entire Department.

Section 3. DUTIES OF THE REGIONAL DIRECTORS. It shall be the duty of the 
regional directors to form local or state organizations and build up the work in their 
respective regions in harmony with the program and plans for the Young Peoples 
Department and in harmony with the Woman’s State Convention and local missionary 
societies of their respective regions. The responsibility for any special program or 
project may be assigned to a director for development or execution.

Section 4. OFFICERS.
(a) Officers of the Young People’s Department shall be a president; first and second 

rice presidents; recording secretary; assistant recording secretary; corresponding sec­
retary; treasurer; pianist; director of music and historian.

(b) The term of officers shall be two years.
ARTICLE XVHI—CONSTITUTION OF THE YOUNG PEOPLE’S DEPARTMENT
The Constitution of the Young People’s Department or any amendments, thereto 

shall be subject to the approval of the Woman’s Convention.
ARTIVLE XIX—AMENDMENTS

The constitution may be altered or amended by a two-thirds vote at any annual 
meeting,.sixty day previous notice having been sent by the corresponding secretary of 
the Woman’s Convention, to each state through its state president. The proposed 
amendment or changes shall bp definitely stated in said notice.

* BY-LAWS
The following by-laws are adopted for the government of the Convention and for 

efficient conduct of its business.
ARTICLE I—CONVENTION MANAGEMENT

The president shall notify members of the Committee on Convention Planning and 
Management when to report for work, at the place of the annual meeting. Preparatory 
to the opening of the annual meeting, said persons will arrange for registration and 
enrollment and other business that will insure the smooth and efficient running of 
the Convention.

ARTICLE II—DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 1. The president shall preside at the annual meeting of the Woman’s'Con­

vention and at all meetings of the Board of Directors; shall appoint all committees, 
not otherwise provided for; shall organize new societies; shall be an ex-officio mem­
ber of all standing committees. She may, through the corresponding secretary, call 
special meetings of the Executive Committee, whep^in her judgment needful, or at 
the request of at least five (5) members of the Executive Committee. In her absence, 
a vice president, or one of the state presidents may be selected to preside. State presi­
dents shall represent the interest of the Woman’s Convention and Boards in their 
states, in cooperation with state boards, or state conventions.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of the corresponding secretary to send to the cor­
responding secretary of each state convention and to local societies, three months be­
fore the annual meeting, a blank for the report of these organizations, and from their 
reports, the corresponding secretary shall compile her annual report for the National 
body. She shall conduct the correspondence of the Executive Board, and is authorized 
to organize local societies.

Section 3. The recording secretary shall keep a faithful record of all proceedings of 
the annual meetings. She shall prepare all minutes and records of the annual meetings 
for publication in the minutes. All persons or committees handling any funds of the 
Convention shall turn copies of said receipts or financial reports over to her, for in­
clusion in the annual financial report of the Convention. She shall read the printers 
proof to insure accuracy of the minutes. She shall have the minutes shipped to the 
place of annual meeting in time to put them in kits, and she shall mail out other 
minutes on order or request. She shall be assisted in this work by the assistant re­
cording secretary.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the assistant recording secretary to notify all chair­
men and members of standing committees of their appointments within thirty days 
“ter the Convention closes, oil printed forms, provided for that purpose.

It shall also be her duty to assist the recording secretary in the discharge of her 
secretarial duties, and in her absence, keep records of all proceedings; and attend to 
such other duties as her official relationship requires.

Section 5. The treasurer shall be adequately bonded by the Executive Committee 
and said bond shall be paid for out of the funds of the Convention, and kept in the
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office of the recording secretary. She shall receive all money collected on the field or 
at the ConvCTition. . . , ,. ,

She shall keep a regular account of all receipts and disbursements m well-bound 
records and report same to the Convention in regular session, to the Board of Di. 
rectors or whenever requested by the Executive Committee. Designated funds 
authorized bills shall be paid within thirty (30) days, unless otherwise ordered.

Any remaining representation money above the authorized expense of operatit. 
the Convention, shall be divided, as authorized by the Board of Directors, equally be 
tween the school at Nashville, Tennessee, and the school at Washington, D. C, and 
sent by the treasurer to said schools within thirty (30) days after said authorization 
The treasurer's books shall always be open to the inspection of the Executive Com.
mittee.

She shall pay out no money without an order from the recording secretary, signed 
by the president. Her accounts shall be audited annually by a certified accountant

Section 6. It shall be the duty o$ the historian to gather and record the facts per­
taining to the work, development and achievements of the Woman’s Convention, and 
also to present the stories of the lives of those women of the denomination who have 
made outstanding contributions in Christian service. She shall report or feature her 
work, as historian, bi-annually.

Section 7. It shall be the duty of the parliamentarian to instruct and guide the Wom­
an’s Convention in correct parliamentary rules and usages (according to Roberts' 
Rules of Order) when called upon, by the president or the body, for instruction or 
ruling.

Section 8. The duties of any other officers, elected by the Convention, shall be such 
as usually appertain to the office to which they are elected, together with any other 
duties that may be assigned to them by the Convention.

Section 9. Appointment to chairmanship of committees shall be made on the basis 
of the financial rating of the states and active interest, and participation in the gen­
eral or special work of the organization. As far as possible there shall be an equitable 
distribution of officers and committee appointments in the states. j

ARTICLE HI
The Convention shall support and operate the National Baptist Missionary Train­

ing School, Nashville, Tennessee; the National Trades and Professional School, In-1 
corporated, Washington, D. C.; and the “Carrie V. Dyer” Hospital at Monrovia, Li-1 
beria, West Coast Africa, and such other institutions, as have been endorsed by the I 
National Baptist Convention, U.SA., Incorporated. i

ARTICLE IV I
A full and concise report of the Womah’s Convention shall be made to the National I 

Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Incorporated, in annual session, through the president and I 
corresponding secretary, or someone empowered by the Woman's Convention to do so I 
in arrangement with the president of the National Baptist Convention, U.SA, Incor-1 
porated. |

American Life on All Fronts” upon which the following speakers were asked to speak: I

(1) Dr. Charles W. Kelley, Tuskegee Institute, Alabama, Pastor of First Baptist 
Church, Tuskegee, who spoke on the subject: “How or Why Goes the Crusade inTus- 
kegee.” He told us that “It is one thing to say, I’d Rather have Jesus than anythin?, 
but is another thing to be true to His name.” The condition in Tuskegee was pictured 
as stemming from voting; that the Negroes were seven times as great as white popu­
lation. The. white man knows the voting strength there. There are three things needed 
to succeed there: Cash, Courage, and Character. For ten weeks, Negroes have refused 
to trade in their stores (white); that Tuskegee is a ghost town. There must not be vio­
lence. Love is better than hate; Altruism is better than selfishness. It is not how peo­
ple treat us but what we allow their treatment to do to us. Englehardt did the Negro 
a favor. He closed by quoting, “I do not know where His Island lift . . .”, and “I know 
not what the future holds but I know who holds the future,” by Willis.

(2) Dr. Anna Arnold Hedgeman, Assistant to Mayor Robert F. Wagner, City of New 
York, who spoke on the question, “Are You Ready to Begin the New Crusade? She 
admonished us to teach the youngsters that we built this nation free; 300 years of free 
labor; get the story and tell the kids, that our struggle for freedom helped to build a 
“Nation.” Tell them of President Abraham Lincoln and the Supreme Court Decis® I 
of May 17, 1954. What are we going to do when we go back home? Are we ready w I 
Crusade? Begin right here on this campus. Women are responsible for the conduct«I 
the Men’s Convention. Every child in Sunday School should learn to read and wnte j 
there. Teach them that they are somebody. Know how to read and write before Ml 
get to school. They should know their history. Teach them how proud they are. Buy I 

them some brown dolls. These are the tough jobs for the “New Crusade.” Take up the 
song of the “New Crusade.” None of us is free until all are free. What do the mis­
sionaries mean to this city? Let’s clean up the Church! Then clean up the Community.

Let us watch our attitudes: Church people are the hardest people with whom to 
work. Some people need Emily Post—good manners. Pull your voices down, et cetera. 
We pray the Lord’s Prayer, “Thy Kingdom come” Where? On Earth. We are so con­
cerned about heaven that we do not think of earth.

(3) Miss Esther Davis, North American Baptist Home Mission, Christian Friendli­
ness Department, Chicago, Illinois spoke on the “Living Links.”

CHRISTIAN FRIENDS—FELLOW LABORERS, IN A GREAT CAUSE:
I greet you in the name of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.
In an organization such as ours, meeting in annual session, after accepting WEL­

COMES, we settle down to hear addresses and reports from officers, other speakers 
and teachers. In keeping with this responsibility, it is a pleasure to give you an ac­
count of our stewardship and the benefit of our experiences as they affect the work 
for which we are responsible.

This has been the most challenging year we have ever experienced; and the respon­
sibilities and needs of the Woman’s Convention can be read plainly—like the hand­
writing on the wall—by every woman who has interest, vision, imagination and con­
cern for the people of America and for the people of the entire world.

But, let us begin at Jerusalem, because Jerusalem is in a bad fix. People in America 
are frustrated, excited, furious, indifferent, ungodly and quite disturbed Mover what 
has been happening during the past three years of tension. In fact, Christians, through­
out the world, are doing much thinking and much re-thinking of their opportunities, 
responsibilities and challenges. They are thinking of these opportunities, responsibili­
ties and challenges in the fields of Education, Missions, Christian Social Service, Civic 
Welfare and Brotherhood. .

Two of the most forthright statements ever before made by white Baptists in As­
semblies were made and adopted by the American Baptist Convention—in session in 
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, June 4th, and Southern Baptist Convention—in session in 
Cincinnati, Ohio, were on Civil Rights and Race Relations.

Northern Baptists declared that their convictions, fellowship, conscience and faith, 
demanded that they speak out on the race issue, “because God made all men in His 
image, therefore all men have equal rights.”

Further, they said, their consciences demanded that they speak for we know that 
alienation from any of God’s people is a sin that alienates us from Him.

Lastly, they said, their faith demanded it. To implement these convictions, the reso- 
lution stated, every American Baptist church should be open to all persons regardless 
of race or national background; every church should choose its minister on the basis 
of character and ability without regard to racial background.

It called for assurance to all persons of the chance for equal education employ­
ment—housing and political activity. Under it, Baptists declare they will not align 
themselves with any group or movement that works to retain segregation m clubs, 
sororities, fraternities, property owner groups, the Klu Klux Klan or White Citizens 
Councils.

It called upon Baptist churches to join others in clear demonstrations of interracial 
understanding. . . ,

THE SOUTHERN BAPTIST statement termed racial conflict basically a moral and 
religious problem, not economic, political or cultural.”
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It condemned “the violence in all its forms that is being used against the Neon 
people in the current segregation issue.” It called for protection of their rights by law 
enforcement agencies, and demanded these agencies “bring to legal justice the per- 
petrators of these crimes.”

It ^declared discriminatory laws are futile and that “Jim Crow” laws cannot solve 
the race problem. *

It is strikingly significant that, in all these 92 years since freedom, no large white 
Baptist organization has ever spoken so frankly, fairly and forthrightly as Northern 
and Southern Baptists spoke in 1957 on Civil Rights and race relations.

Now that these two great religious bodies have at last given God a chance to sneak 
through them—the challenge is open for all men of Good Will to join in an intensive 
nation wide crusade for improvement of American life on all fronts. 1

These must be days for right thinking, and it is our purpose, prayer and hope that 
each Messenger will go down from this place, charged and supercharged with the de- 
termination to hear the voice of God—“Win Souls”—stop the violence of race preju­
dice; develop strength out of weakness; put laziness and indifference to flight; show 
people how to make, of their homes—little places of Paradise—fenced off on’earth, 
and of their sons and daughters—plants grown up in their youth and as cornerstones 
—“polished after the similtude of a palace”. J

This is God’s plan for His children on this earth, and we have no business here ex­
cept to carry out that plan.

Workers Went Home
Today, we are thinking of friends whom we used to know. Who labored and fellow- 

shiped with us here below. They have gone home to heaven, to their reward we 
know. They are happy, in glory, today.

Milton tells us that “Death is the golden key that opens the palace of eternity" 
Robert Shores says, “Our hope for eternal life, in the hereafter, does not spring for 
a longing for a spiritual existence, but grows out of our love for life upon this earth 
which we have tried and found good.”

Our Co-Workers found life “good” because they put much good into it. We are now 
enjoying the benefits of some of their love and service. I am thinking, today of- 
Mrs. Mamie Darden—the dependable President of the Missionary Society of the

Mount Zion Baptist Church, Indianapolis, Indiana.
Mrs. Cornelia Pius Reid—Los Angeles, California. A Life Member, who served for 

several years as Chairman of The National Baptist Missionary Training School 
in Nashville, Tennessee. We’ve lost other Life Members who were devoted to the 
work of the Convention.

Mrs. Susie Stuckey—Carbondale, Illinois
Mrs. Frances Young—Los Angeles, California
Mrs. Elizabeth Carey—Louisville, Kentucky.

Several members of our National Committees have passed. Mrs. Mary Christian- 
of Illinois, was among them. These women were like flowers in a garden. Each of 
their hves-eovered with the dew of Heaven-whach being shaken with the wind, 
they let fall precious drops that nourished many lives.

The Strength of the Woman's Convention
Since the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Inc has a membershin of FOUR MILLION FIVE HUNDRED THOUSAND, and siAee feXXEZS 

resent quite or over two-thirds of that membership—then the Woman's Convention 
Auxiliary National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Inc., represents quite three million 
Christian women in America.
ChHcfiln “ a fkCt’ thei j WoiPan’s Convention is the largest organization of Negro
Christians in the world. Then, there is another IF—IF this is a fact, God is certainly 
expecting us to do a great deal more than we are doing in the fields of Education, 
Missions, social welfare and race relations.
W^=,r'^'Ot O'T\n'ZL‘1lf?r “w“dow dressing” and “annual parade” and "talk fest". 
We are organized to build schools, support institutions, discover boys and girls, mm 
themWtemZ « u UCate Chrisfian svrvice. We are organized to find women and put 
them in the field as well-trained missionaries for service at Home and abroad; and-

we declare unto you that the fibld is “ripe unto harvest, and the laborers are few." 
G°This Convention should have ready, at least, two hundred highly qualified women 
for this service, and it should request the American Baptist and Woman’s Missionary 
Union, Southern Baptist Convention to unite with them, on the kind of program that 
will teach both races how to work—together—jointly, in America and in other lands 
as becometh Christians.

We have made some progress as Baptist women in the field of Interracial Coopera­
tion in the South, but the time has come for us to rethink the entire program as 
dreamed of by Mrs. Annie W. Armstrong and initiated by Miss Kathleen Mallory, and 
carried forward quite successfully by the Women of Virginia. The record will show 
that practically in all of the Southern states, Woman’s Missionary Union has been 
trying to do something definite in the field of Christian Cooperation. A new day is 

| dawning and for all of our work, we must—
“Enlarge the place of our (thy) tent, and . . . stretch forth the curtains of thy hab­
itation: spare not, lengthen thy cords, and strengthen thy stakes; . . . Fear not; 
for thou shalt not be ashamed”; Isaiah 54:2, 4.
It is our hope that in at least one strategic city of the South and one strategic city 

of the North, we can plan to open what might be called an “IDLE HOUR WORK 
SHOP”—the purpose and plan for which we would be delighted to discuss as a Co­
operative project with any group of Christians who would like to make a new ven­
ture in the improvement of under privileged teen-age boys and girls. To us, it seems 
like a dream that might become a challenging and rewarding reality.

Have we ever stopped to think that “all play and no work” is certain to make Jack 
a bad boy. We think we might have the answer to this problem of “all play”. Is there 
an individual or a group, interested in teen-agers, that will help the Woman’s. Con­
vention make this “IDLE HOUR WORK SHOP” experiment? For specific and in­
triguing reasons, we believe it would be most rewarding.

Literature
Have you ever stopped to think what the 27,000 local Missionary Societies would do 

without the WORKER and other literature that is published by our Literature De­
partment? Many of you will recall the fact that the Woman’s Convention has never 
ordered or supported the publication of materials for distribution—but the need was 
there.

It has not been adequately met, but we have done more to meet it than any other 
group in the Negro race. THE WORKER has reached the circulation of 95,000, and it 
is our hope that the readers of the magazine, in this session of the Convention, will 
cooperate with us in bringing the circulation up to ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND— 
by Christmas. Please say with us—that IT MUST BE DONE. In addition to 
THE WORKER, we send out from our office at least a dozen other of our own publi­
cations and the circulation of them runs into the thousands. Negro Church women 
are certainly reading more and more. This is as it should be—if they plan to get ahy- 
where.

The one promise that we have made for more than two years, now, is to publish 
the "Story Of The Services Of Negro Baptist Women In Africa”. The “MUST” work 
of the Woman’s Convention has been terrific. It grows, it compels, it fascinates and 
so this book has had to wait.

Negro Baptist women have given willing and sacrificial service in Africa. The story 
is really in the making and you will not have to wait much longer for it. But I wish 
to ask you a leading question at this Convention.

Do you know any capable, consecrated, dedicated Christian women who are 
available for the kind of work, that this Convention must do in the field of 
Missions, Institutes, Conferences, Christian schools and Churches?

An organization, as large as ours, and with the varied services which we must offer 
through this crisis in America, must have material and a staff in action that is equal 
to the needs and challenge. If you do—present them.

The National Committee Member Plan
Seven years ago this convention accepted the “Committee Plan”. It is a good one. It 

has four definite purposes:
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1. To engage the largest number possible, of the active members of the Convention,
the year around. j

2. To enlist the entire membership in definite causes and projects.
3. To keep the work of the Convention before the public and the constituency the 

year round.
4 To discover leadership possibilities and to encourage women with talent and de­

sire for development to work and achieve the quality of leadership that cannot 
be given by any organization.

Committee members are not window dressing for the Woman’s Convention. They are 
the advertising agents and field representatives. Neither are the officers of the Con- 
vention—the interior decoration. They are the servants of all, and the sooner we all 
realize what our positions are, the bigger the Convention will become.

Jesus said it in Mark 10:44. “Whosoever of you will be the chiefest, shall be the 
servant of all.” These positions in our organizations should mean work, dependability, 
service and joy in going on. God s work is too important to be “an on and off affair".

The majority of the women assigned to Committee work have been quite worthy 
of the trust. We thank God for their vision, interest and spirit.

We have gone to great expense to print a Hand Book and a Committee Book. Our 
entire constituency is informed as to what the work is; what every dollar of the 
money is raised for and who is responsible for raising it. So far as we are concerned, 
any woman of the Convention can serye on the committee of her choice. We ask the 
State Presidents to confirm the appointments. In the majority of cases, the State 
Presidents cooperate because they appreciate the fact that the National is furnishing 
literature, ideas and connections that give opportunities, contacts and values, which 
the women in the States need and must have, if they are going places and do’things, 
above the ordinary.

Without the National government, the states would be weak. Without our National 
organization, our state conventions would not have as much light, by which to walk. 
Between the States and the National—it is a clear case of—“Help us to help each 
other, Lord". What we need for the important work for which this Convention is re­
sponsible, is clear. •

We must have women on committee duty, who will carry out their assignment; 
raise their quota and make more friends for the cause of Jesus Christ in the great 
Crusade to which this Convention has committed itself. Of course, there are those 
who can not work, we shall be interested in their welfare, but—there are those who 
can work and there are those who can give and WE NEED THEM.

There are women, across this nation, who cannot get on any committee. They belong 
to our churches, but they are unknown. They are good women. For them I am fann­
ing a “WHOSOEVER WILL” Committee. They will report to you in September 1958. 
They are not going to beg. They are going to give out of their own earnings or sub­
stance. The'money will go for Scholarships to students in schools of their choice. Tie 
names of the Chairman and the Co-Chairman will be announced before the close of 
this Convention.

We are requesting that all persons who cannot continue their service on Commit­
tees will kindly pass in their names, not later than Saturday Morning, September 8th.

The Retreat for Foreign Missionaries
In our 1956 Message, we express the desire to pay the balance we owe on “The Re­

treat For Foreign Missionaries", before the close of 1957. We have kept up the pay­
ments on the property, but the interest on the balance is costing us over Two Thou­
sand Dollars a year. The total amount due on the property is $39,500.00.

It is bad business to continue to pay that interest, when a denomination—as large 
as ours—should take pride in paying this valuable property out of debt'and making 
H °nG sa.cred spots owned by Negroes in the Capital of the Nation.

The Retreat is and must always be a place for rest for those who have given them­
selves in service in other lands. It is not a home for the RETIRED, but a temporary 
rest for those who come for refreshment.

It is a study center for those who are preparing to go. It is a haven for those who are 
seeking information to help them in their work. It is a place of fellowship for those 

who want to know more about the program—its needs and challenges. It is a light­
house— set in the midst of the needs of the peoples of the earth.

Our Challenge is to clear it of debt and to keep it as a sincere expression of our 
dedication and interest in peoples anywhere on this planet—who need the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ preached, taught and lived—according to the command of our Lord and 
Saviour Jesus Christ.

We appeal to every church to make a special contribution—between now and 
Christmas.

January, 1957, the Foreign Mission Board of the National Baptist Convention en­
tered in a contract with the Woman’s Convention to release Mrs. Sarah Williamson 
Coleman, from work at Suehn Mission, Liberia, to assume the Directorship of The 
Retreat, and the Missionary Education Program to be conducted at The Retreat for 
Foreign Missionaries, Missionaries from the Churches interested in Missionary Edu­
cation and classes set up for the Board or Convention for various features of Mis­
sionary work.

The Convention is responsible for half the cost of operating The Retreat. Of course, 
you know the Woman’s Convention is responsible for the cost of the property, fur­
nishings and equipment. In addition to paying the property out of debt, we are ask­
ing our churches and friends to give us—at least—One Thousand suitable Books— 
for The Library at The Retreat.

An interesting educational project for The Retreat will be set up in the early Fall. 
Most of the furnishings were shipped by Mrs. Coleman and is now waiting installa­
tion. Another educational feature that will greet visitors will be a Mural Painting of 
“Ghana”—the last free country in Africa—on the entire North Wall. We are asking 
twelve Churches to make a special gift of $25.00 each, to pay for the Mural, and 
twelve to give $25.00 each, with which to pay for setting up die “African Village”.

National Trade and Professional School for Women and Girls, Inc.
At our Denver meeting, we reported the completion of one of the most' beautiful 

dormitories that graces any campus in the world. This has continued to be the con­
clusion of everybody \yho has visited Lincoln Heights.

Our great disappointment came last Fall, when the building inspector would not 
issue the permit of occupancy—for the reason that there were a number of things in 
the contract, not completed, by the builders, and could not pass inspection. The build­
ing was not turned over to us until the latter part of December. In spite of this tre­
mendous disappointment, however, our Institution has value of comfort and challenge 
to women and girls who want to make their lives spiritual symbols of the Institute 
that gives itself—completely—to building Christian Womanhood.

Our high purpose is to “Go Forward” with a program of Christian Education that 
will furnish the type and quality of leadership that is needed in our churches, com­
munities, homes, business and Mission Fields.

For this program, we are asking that you make it your business to find at least two 
young women of character and capacity, and send them to us for training. We have 
some scholarship aid, for the most promising. Our second request is that women, who 
are already in position of leadership will improve their services by attending the 
Summer Institute on Lincoln Heights, in the month of July. We had a rich and satis­
fying experience this Summer, but the women in our churches must study more. Too 
many of them are trying to lead without adequate light.

When we complain about what the people are not doing, we must be fair and go far 
enough to find out—Why? What about the fitness of your leadership?—The freshness 
of their challenge?—The know-howness of their teaching?—The certainty of then- 
faith? The blind cannot lead the blind. We must KNOW MORE in order TO DO 
MORE, and more is needed to be done in thousands of our churches.

The Churches must become concerned about discovering young women who will 
make fine Christian leaders. Send them to us and we will prepare them for Christian 
Service. Business and Home-Making.

Summer Institutes on Lincoln Heights
This has been one of the busiest summers we have ever experienced on Lincoln 

Heights. We had three Summer Institutes and Conferences—serving about five hun­
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dred people. Aside from these most important meetings, more than five hundred peo­
ple came during the year in bus loads from Pennsylvania, Ohio, New Jersey, New 
York and nearby places to visit the School and The Retreat.

The C. M. E. Church, under the direction of Bishop Bell, held a large and successful 
Institute. They were delighted with Lincoln Heights.

The Baptist Ministers’ Conference, of Washington and Vicinity, under the direction 
of Dr. J. L. S. Holloman, and our own Annual Institute were held during July.

OUR WOMAN’S INSTITUTE is, beyond doubt, the most promising, refreshing and 
rewarding opportunity for study and fellowship that any progressive, Christian or 
social worker can attend.

The women who go there get more usuable material and meet more top people in 
the field of Religion, than would be possible for them to meet anywhere—for so small 
an outlay in so short a time.

Every progressive Church should have interest enough to have at least two or three 
of its leaders,—not only encourage them in attending a refilling Conference-bul 
should include in their budget at least a token of their interest in a Refresher Course 
for the people who are giving themselves in the service of the Church.

We are thoroughly convinced that our women in the churches, women, who are 
carrying major responsibilities in the church, should be prepared to bring new ideas, 
new techniques, new projects to enrich their programs, year by year.

In human relations, the Churches that do the same old thing in the same old way- 
year after year—lose people. The business of the Church is to GROW and they can­
not grow unless the leaders . . . KNOW.

Are the Presidents of the local societies, represented in our Convention, really ready 
with their Fall and Winter programs? Are those programs planned? Are they bristling 
with new ideas? Are the regular features geared to meet new challenges? Will the 
program be presented attractively? Will it be prosecuted with vigor and spirit? OR 
Are we ready to open and run or walk or drag or mark time—as usual? This is no 
day for that kind of performance—anywhere on the Christian Front.

“ONWARD!! CHRISTIAN SOLDIERS, MARCHING—AS TO WAR” Because-in 
this day of crisis—it is “FORWARD” or “NOWHERE”.

We Need a Chapel
This is not the first time we have called attention to the fact that we need and must 

build a Chapel on Lincoln Heights. The Lord wants us to have it and, for that reason, 
we are appealing to you to give it to us.

It will be suitable, worshipful—but not expensive. It must not cost over Fifty Thou­
sand Dollars. It will be a Memorial Chapel. The Memorial gifts may range from 
Twenty-Five Dollars to Five Hundred Dollars.

The gifts must be sent, promptly. Many of us have relatives and friends, whom we 
would like to memorialize in the Chapel at the Nation’s Capital.

Let us have your pledge—NOW.
Home Missions

Our direct gift to Home Missions has gone to the Baptist student Center at Howard 
University, Washington, D. C. This property is being paid for through the Home Mis­
sion Board of the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Inc. The two major problems 
for the Committee are—

1. Payment of the property of the Center.
2. Paying the Chaplain in charge of the Student Center.
It is our hope that these two responsibilities can be taken care of, promptly.
•n go forward with our Crusade, we realize that the entire Home Mission Field 

will not only be covered in an effective way, but that we will be helping our Home 
Mission Board do one of its major jobs. The Crusade is a Home Mission job—if there 
ever was one.

Young People’s Department
J°Ung Pt’°Ple’s Apartment passes its Thirty-Second milestone this month, 

mat means an entire generation has grown up in our midst. In these years, we have 

discovered some very fine young people. Some of whom are now leaders in Senior 
Church organizations, across the country.

The Young People have been going forward with a program of Education. Their 
National Director, Mrs. Etta Versa Frye, has been preparing the Quarterly Topics for 
the Department through the years. We are in definite need of more current material, 
and it is quite necessary that this need be considered and met, promptly.

Mrs. Frye has not been well for several months. For the Louisville Meeting, she re­
quested that Mrs. Bertha Winston—Director of the Eastern Division—take charge of 
the Program; Miss Primrose Funches—Western Director—the Reports; and Mrs. Cor- 
rene Watts—Southern Director—Visual Aid. We have requested Mrs. Susie Holly, our 
Second Vice-President, to Council with the Directors and report to us what we can 
do to help the three Directors in Mrs. Frye’s absence.

The Young People have been so trained that they are quite able to present a chal­
lenging program, when given the responsibility. Mrs. Frye suggested that the Young 
People present “The Challene Of The National Crusade” as their theme for the Louis­
ville Meeting. If the Young People’s Department catches on fire with this challenge— 
we are on our way to—VICTORY.

We have spoken elsewhere in this Message about discovering people for service. 
“The fullness of time has come” for our Young People’s Department to take a major 
responsibility for a Camp or for an “IDLE HOUR WORKSHOP”—as a year round 
project. When we shoulder something definite and constructive, we will gain new 
heights for Negro Baptist young women.

Let us pray for Mrs. Frye and accept definite responsibility for the kind of National 
Project that will engage the imagination, purpose and dedication of our young women 
—who want to give themselves, fully, to Christian service, and the faith of those 
thousands who are looking to the Christian Church for direction, challenge and de­
velopment.

Music in Our Churches
Our churches, choirs, quartettes and gospel trumpeters have about ruined many of 

our very best hymns, spirituals and songs of praise. They have jazzed and mouthed 
them out of the realm of the “spiritual” and thrown them into the aisle forv “rock an’ 
roll”. •

All of the worshipful devotional praise to God has been taken out of them and pros- 
stituted to sensual loping, moping mannerism. Nothing could be a greater .loss to the 
Christian church than to substitute and prostitute sacred hymns and heavenly music 
to earthly imagination and sensual emotionalism.z

The words for practically all of our best hymns are taken directly from the Bible, 
and choirs and quartettes and Christian people should know that in Music, as in any­
thing else, God is not mocked, and “You better mind what you sing^ if it belong to 
Him. The churches are directly responsible for this modem prostitution of great 
hymns.

We have any number of new hymn books in our churches. Some of us do not know 
the words of our very best old hymns and many more do not take the time to learn 
the new words to the new hymns. Christians should do both.

In this meeting, we shall have some new songs as well as many of the standards. 
1 Corinthians 14:15 tells us that we should sing with the spirit and with the under­
standing. The Devotions, Music and Teaching are as much a part of this Convention 
Program as the speaking and preaching.

What Shall We do About The World Day of Prayer?
Five years ago, many of you followed our suggestion to open every church door; 

ring every church bell at Seven O’clock in the morning and keep the church open 
until Nine O’clock at night—on the WORLD DAY OF PRAYER, in February.

The suggestion took well, but we found after several years advertising and urging, 
that the various groups of Christians have days of prayer, and this is asait should be— 
but it was difficult to get the kind of results, in interest and attendance, that the day 
should bring.

We sent out free material and asked no offering, unless the people desired to send 
gifts and to designate them. The full purpose was to get the people to assemble in the
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House of Prayer, and to pray in their homes or at their work. Wecontinued.to urge 
that where it was possible. We joined together with United Church Women, in the Dav 
of Prayer. WE STILL URGE THIS! .

Last year, many of our National Leaders planned a Prayer Pilgrimage to Washing, 
ton Thousands came. It was most effective. Our suggestion here is, that we do not 
waste time talking about the best day and the best place. The Bible reminds us that, 
“Men ought always to pray”. The important thing is that the people be led to a con- 
sciousness of the importance of praying for their tragic needs; of giving thanks for 
their marvelous blessings and for a feeling of each other m great distress. Let us never 
lose the value of the sense of God’s presence in the midst of the people—in victory 
and in trouble.

What Are Large Organizations For?
Statistics say that the National Baptist Convention, U.S.A., Inc., has a constituency 

of 4,500,000 Christians. That number of Christians,—if intelligent, concerned and dedi­
cated, could become mighty “leaven in the lump”. Their only business in the world 
is to do just that. Why do we become Christians, except to enlighten, inform and help 
God to transform men of every kindred, tribe and tongue. Religion is not the religion 
of Jesus Christ, unless it goes about cleaning up the human race. If our Conventions 
represent numbers only, we have missed the purpose of our creation.

The masses of Negro people, in America are passing through deep water. The race 
question, as it has been handled by unenlightened, self-centered leaders and unin­
telligent mercenary whites, is a mill-stone about the neck of over half of the Negroes 
of this country.

Today, the problems of mass (satisfied) ignorance, poverty, social degeneracy and 
ungodliness are staggering, and no comparable plans for their solution are being seri­
ously considered by Negro classes or white philanthropy or reformers. A concrete, 
definite, over-all, down-to-earth plan should be inaugurated to reach, enlighten, chal­
lenge, inspire and deliver.

Negro slums in the great cities are dens of iniquity. Blighted houses are bad enough, 
but blighted souls out-number them by the thousands. What is this talk about- 
building a Christian Democracy going to amount to, unless we put the souls of men 
first. There is no way on earth to save America, unless America decides to help save 
the Negro, and unless the Negro decides to make it his major business to save himself.

The Negro conventions, in America, should get together and decide to lead in a pro­
gram of service and not of self;—and the high purpose of that program will be to show 
the masses—the way out. This is not a small job, but it can be done—and nothing else 
is as important and challenging in Negro life at this time.

WHAT SHALL WE DO ABOUT IT? Shall we go on splitting or staying split? Shall 
we go on talking about who shall be greatest in the Kingdom when there can be no 
Kingdom—without people?

Race Acceptance
Perhaps you have noticed that most people are inclined to put their failuresand 

shortcoming ,pn someone else. That is too human, but it is not always true.
The time is come when the condition of the American Negro is embarrassing. This 

government is embarrassed by other nations, when brought face to face with the Ne­
gro situation in America. Excuses, apologies, explanations are made everyday. The 
fact of the matter is that both races are responsible. The White race is responsible for 
doing it, and Negroes are responsible for taking it.

This wrong doing has been going on a long time. It has become a habit. Both races 
have had time enough, experience enough and contact enough to know better and to 
do better. Taking a chance with God and Right and Righteousness is playing with fire. 
The recording day has come. God calls it—“the fullness of time”.

To begin with, the day for giving or accepting less than Justice, Cooperation and 
Goodwill is gone. If the Negro is satisfied with less than the fundamentals of no­
mocracy and Christianity, he does not belong in a country that is dedicated to these 
mighty ideals. And if the white race did not propose to share America with other 
races, that race should not have used other races to help lay America’s national foun­
dations in “blood and sweat and tears.”

The supreme business of the American Negro is to study to show himself a work­

man that needeth not to be ashamed in any field of service. This clinching of citizen­
ship in a democracy, is exactly what Frederick Douglass meant when he said, “If the 
time shall ever come when we shall possess in the colored people in the United States, 
a class of men noted for enterprise, industry, economy and success, we shall no longer 
have any trouble in the matter of civil and political rights”.

It is, therefore, up to the Negro to qualify for service “On All Fronts In American 
Ufe'C-ask no more and take no substitute.

What Is—“The National Crusade”?
Where have you been if you have not heard about it? What have you been doing 

if you have not read about it? How can you live in America unless you are going to 
do something about it?

Briefly, today terrible conditions and serious race tensions and conflicts are torment­
ing the lives of the people of both races in every section of America. The facts have 
been published for the Crusade Campaign by the Woman’s Convention—in twelve 
different tracts, ranging from four to sixteen pages each.

Sinde the First of April, 1957, we have published and circulated nearly a half mil­
lion of these tracts. There are women and men in this Convention who will report to 
you—“How Goes The National Crusade Improving American Life On All Fronts?” 
Suffice to say, we have sent out over a half million pieces of literature for free distri­
bution in this Campaign.

The Crusade is beyond doubt the largest social welfare Crusade ever undertaken by 
Negro people. Rejoice with us when we tell you we have just begun. People have 
been ordering Crusade material in all quantities—from one to five thousand! 4

We have invited Rev. Charles W. Kelly, of Tuskegee, Alabama, to tell us a word 
about “What Twelve Things The Negro Must Do For Himself’ and “Twelve- Things 
White People Must Stop Doing To Negroes” has been doing for the problem in Tus­
tin February, a representative of the North American Convention came to our office 
and saw two copies of CRUSADE material on our desk. She was struck by the titles— 

“DON’T LET ANYBODY FOOL YOU” ,
“TWELVE THINGS THE NEGRO MUST DO FOR HIMSELF”
“TWELVE THINGS WHITE PEOPLE MUST STOP DOING TO THE NEGRO”.
She asked that we send Five Thousand of each to her office in New York. She has 

been most cooperative ’in making friends and contacts since that visit. This is the way 
THE CRUSADE has been spreading—North, South—East and West.

Many of you are wearing THE CRUSADE BUTTON. They are attractive and chal­
lenging. It is our hope that from reports, suggestions and the picture of tragic needs— 
as they will be presented in this meeting—by women who have looked upon the field 
and seen human beings going to waste, streets teeming with neglected children, homes 
blighted and wrecked by parents—who have no more regard for marital vows than 
they have for the value of a drink of water;—a record of juvenile delinquency mat 
has never been matched in the history of mankind—It is our prayer that these dis­
turbing sights shall compel hundreds of messengers to rededicate themselves, sign up 
—and go down from this place to “CRUSADE” FOR IMPROVEMENT OF AMERI­
CAN LIFE ON ALL FRONTS” until the last, the least, the lost, shall be reached and 
we shall see a new light—a new day—breaking all over America.

It is hardly necessary for us to remind you that every church in America should be 
concerned and actively interested in this CRUSADE. The people need the Church and 
the Church needs the people. THE CRUSADE which we are pushing is a highway 
and hedges” CRUSADE. Christ was very definite about what should be done to high­
way and hedges” people.

Special Gifts

happens. You can always count on them. Their number is few, but their faithfulness is 
unfailing.

In a work such as ours, some days are terribly dark. There is only one assuring fact 
in our most tragic situation,

“Behind the dim unknown, standeth God 
within the shadows

Keeping watch above His own.”
For some reason, I have that rich assurance at times. It is so seldom that we receive 

gifts of any size for our work, that we know full well that God has been not onh 
keeping watch, but He has been speaking.

In May 1957, we deceived a gift of Four Thousand Dollars, from Woman’s Mission­
ary Union, of Virginia—Southern Baptist Convention. We acclaim “Praise God from 
whom all blpssings flow,” and said in the same breath, “Bank it for the Chapel!” These 
loving Virginia friends of mine have never failed me in any crisis. Furthermore, the 
letters that have come to me this year—letters of confidence, interest,- concern, faith 
and determination spell out more for the future than words can say. Christian women 
are believing, hoping, praying. White women are among them, strong and resolute. 
Negro women have re-dedicated themselves to the mighty task of making the world 
safe and just for Brotherhood.

We are on our way—together. The path is neither smooth nor the way clear, but 
we are facing in the right direction and together. Isaiah says, “The Lord shall make 
them see eye to eye”.

Christians Must “Go Forward” Together
At this time, in the world’s struggle, if leaders were not clear-visioned, just and 

courageous almost spiritually reckless in their pronouncements on Justice, Good Wil! 
an Human Brotherhood—they would be unfit for the trust. Somehow, in a crisis 
such as the one through which we are passing—God has always raised up men of stature.

Last year, we reviewed briefly for you the development of a plan of Understanding 
and Cooperation of the White Baptist Women of the South. But, before that, we had 
given you glimpses of the progress from year to year.

But now, it does seem to us that the time has come for the women leaders in the 
Northern, Southern and National Baptist Convention to meet—TOGETHER—and re­
think and to think out a revised plan of cooperation. That plan should cover every 
phase for Christian work for the children, Young People and women of the four Na­
tional organizations. The plans must be in keeping with the “New Day” that is dawn­
ing, and with a high purpose of Jesus Christ in Race Relations on this planet

You, who know the women leaders in the Conventions involved, are not at all skep­
tical about the outcome—nor of the re-study—nor the recommendations that must fol­
low.
^There are more Christian women in America, going God’s way than ever before, 
ur j . e.m hesitate at the Crossroad, because they do not know which way to turn. 
bU-k i 1S there sayinS to aI1 of us.—GO STRAIGHT!

The last sentence in our Message to you at Denver, last year, was—“That Creation 
and revelation, art and science, song and story, learning, genius, and all earthly rulers 

reach their noblest heights when they bow in reverence at the feet of Jesus Christ.” 
The scene was laid in Albert Hall, London. A mighty chorus had just sung Handel’s 
“Hallelujah Chorus”—“King of Kings and Lord of Lords” rose in celestial notes. Our 
appeal to you at Denver was, “Let us join the mighty crusade, around the world, to 
help make Jesus Christ real and regnant in the lives of the millions, from shore to

our mid-winter Board Meeting, at Hot Springs, Arkansas, we worked out some 
details essential to the launching of a Crusade—designed to “MAKE AMERICA 
CHRISTIAN ON ALL FRONTS”.

Today, we meet on hallowed ground, to report to you—how goes the battle on all 
fronts” in America, and tell you that—for world conquest in the realm of the educa­
tional, social, economic, political and spiritual—America MUST “Spare not, (race 
prejudice) but must lengthen her cords and strengthen her stakes”.

In 1954 someone,asked, “Who is that speaking to America?” The answer came back, 
“It is the Supreme Court of the United States.” I declare unto you, the Supreme Court 
of the United States was not speaking. “THE LORD OF HOSTS, in His name—the God 
of the whole earth”, spoke through that Court on MAY 17,1954.

The fullness of time had come, and when that time comes God always speaks. Our 
concern, here and now, is, that we know His voice and follow His command. God 
speaks again to the people who are called by His name in America—the people who 
are working with Him to make this nation Christian-, democratic and everlasting. He 
says, “No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper, and every tongue that 
rise against thee, thou shalt condemn.”

With these promises, hot from the Divine Anvil, it seems that God brought us in 
1957, to one of the fairest cities in America—to dedicate ourselves to the on-going of 
what the world will record as the beginning of the greatest year in the history of 
Christian Race Relations.

When you know what has never happened in Kentucky—no race riots; no seperate 
street cars; no bitterness between the races, ever; no violent protest against Supreme 
Court mandates;—and when the future Historian dips his pen in the ink of immor­
tality and writes these words, “and it came to pass”—no lion was there, nor any raven­
ous beast thereon. They were not found there, but the redeemed walked there. Ken­
tucky is, beyond doubt, one of the fairest states in the Union.

The President of this Convention got her start in public life here, and she owes an 
everlasting debt of gratitude to Kentucky blue-bloods of both races and to the famous 
“Courier-Journal” and “Louisville Times” for the generous encouragement they gave 
her . . . “In the beginning.” To that encouragement “in the beginning”, I state— 
without reservation—that I owe the results of any service that I have rendered to the
world.

The warm heart, the sincere desire, the unselfish wish could never be excelled nor 
regarded lightly. I am deeply moved by the scenes before me and around me. Ken­
tucky, in general, and Louisville, in particular, have been making progress during all 
of these years, while we have been absent “one from the other”, in body only. We 
have come a long way, but PROGRESS as been the watchword—not only in things 
material, but in things spiritual—in understanding and in good will.

It is no mere accident or convenience that the Woman’s Convention, Auxiliary Na­
tional Baptist Convention, U.S A., Incorporated, is holding its meeting on the Campus 
of the Theological Seminary of the Southern Baptist Convention. This is GOD— 

“Moving in a mysterious way, 
His wonders to perform,”

and what more grateful and effective words can we say, at this hour than,
—“Have thine own way, Lord, Have thine own way,

Thou art the potter, we are the clay.”
You, who are Chirtsians, know full well that,

“God moves in a mysterious way,
His wonders to perform.” ; ,

Oh yes! The “Age of Miracles” is opening, not only in Kentucky, but around the 
world. It is this mighty—moving miracle, moving period—to which we must dedicate 
our faith, our talents, our time and our substance.
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The day is past and gone when we must think and act in terms of race, country and 
man-made limitations. The fullness of time has come when we must “lay aside even­
weight—and the sin that doth so easily beset us, and gird ourselves as “Crusaders'" 
against ignorance, injustice and ungodliness, in America and throughout the world.

America cannot lift any race alone neither can she sink any one race without losing 
her own soul.

My Co-Workers: some will ask—can we of this Convention do the things we have 
mapped out in Christian Education; in Foreign Missions; in Home Missions; in Inter­
racial Cooperation; in Home Improvement; in helping make this a real democracy?

Yes, we can do it if we work TOGETHER. Speaking of the power that comes in time 
from working together, Lyman Abbott said, “I plucked an acorn and held it to my 
ear, and this is what it said to me: ‘By and by the birds will come and nest in me. By 
and by I will furnish shade for the cattle. By and by I will provide warmth for the 
home. By and by I will be shelter from the storm to those who have gone under the 
roof. By and by I will be the strong ribs of a great vessel, and the tempest will beat 
against me in vain, while I carry men across the ocean.’ ‘O foolish little acorn, wilt 
thou be all this?’ I asked. And the acorn answered, ‘Yes, God and I.’ ” That’s it

THE WISDOM FOR SUCCESS IN THIS TIME OF GREAT CRISIS"
Rev. Edward A. Freeman ,

Deut. 6:18-19—‘‘And thou shalt do what is well-pleasing and good in the sight of 
the Lord thy God; that it may be well with thee, and that thou mayest go in, and take 
possession of that good land, out of which the Lord hath, with an oath, promised your 
fathers to drive all thine enemies from before thee as the Lord thy God hath spoken.”
(Septuagint)

Dr. Howard Thurman began his address before the National Baptist Convention, 
U.SA., Inc., with this prayer: “Give me the strength to be free, and to endure the bur­
den of freedom and the loneliness of those without chains.” This prayer reminds us 
that we are faced by a colossal, and a very serious crisis in racial relations in America 
and the world. The great problem of freedom has many facets and we must see and 
understand them before we can make an intelligent approach towards its equitable 
solution. This is a must for all who are concerned and affected by this most formidable 
crisis facing mankind today.

Now just what is. a crisis? Let us look at it for a moment. “A crisis is the result that 
emerges when two fundamentally positive impulses, or forces are at work within the 
same situation.” This is the basis of conflict. One of these forces is characterized by 
the impulse to maintain the status quo in a rapidly changing order, while the other 
force is characterized by the impulse to move into the future, push on and spill over 
in new areas of achievement. (The crisis in a serious illness comes when the impulse to 
give up equals or nearly equals the impulse to keep living.)

Life and the future are on the side of that which remains to be fulfilled and 
achieved. Thus, a crisis is produced when the traditionalists and individualists of 
society meet in opposing camps and each fails to recognize those worthy aspects of the 
other and attempts to fully discredit and ignore the rightful place of each other in 
our social order. When there is an attempt to force adults to deal and react like chil­
dren, serious conflicts results. Yes, when an adult is forced to yield his manhood or 
womanhood and revert to the status of a child, this is the basis of conflicts and crises. 
If society is to find a proper balance between these opposing forces which produce the 
conflicts and crises within its framework, it must erect windbreaks behind which all

adults may deal and react like adults. And the Lutti ess for such windbreaks is the 
moral and ethical code found in the teachings of Jesus Christ and they should be 
reflected in the rules and laws which society builds for its orderly perpetuation and 
in the attempts to offer protection and security to all its members.

The Responsibility of Freedom
Freedom involves responsibility and not freedom from responsibility. It is mos1 

unfair for one group in society to shirk its responsibility and cast it upon the other 
groups to assume while it goes leisurely along. Now the basis of freedom isoption 
Every free man or woman in society should exercise a wholesome sense of option. 
This is basic to true freedom. For when option is withdrawn, freedom disappearsand 
whoever fails to exercise and maintain his sense of option fails to be really free. Thus, 
to be free means that one has and exercises a rhythmic sense of option and assumes 
full responsibility to the whole of society for his actions. Therefore, when one assumes 
option and fills his responsibility to society, only then does he earn the right to be 
free. If he does not assume option and fill his responsibility to society not only does 
he lose his right to be free, but he becomes the plaything of those who do exercise i 
option and assume the required responsibility.

In this great crisis and struggle for full freedom in the United States, more American 
Negroes must desist from soliciting guest privileges and charity, and begin exer­
cising a regular and persistent sense of option and assume their full responsibility in 
citizenship, in politics, in civic and community improvements, in business, in home 
and family life, and in their economic pnd religious life. At this point, I would like to 
repeat the twelve basic things which the Negro in America must do for himself if he 
is to prove himself worthy of his persistent demands upon the American society. These 
twelve things are suggested by Dr. Nannie Helen Burroughs in “The National Cru­
sade To Help Improve American Life on all Fronts.” “This Crusade is to work through­
out America to lick injustices, satisfied mass ignorance, race discrimination, laziness 
and standardless living.” I highly commend them to you and all Negroes in America:
1. The Negro must learn to put first things first. The first things are Education;

Development of Character traits; A trade and home ownership.
2. The Negro must stop expecting God and white folk to do for him what he cando 

for himself.
3. The Negro must keep himself, his children and his home clean, and make the 

surroundings in which he lives comfortable and attractive.
4. The Negro must learn to dress more appropriately for work, for business, for 

special occasions, and for leisure.
5. The Negro must make his religion an everyday practice and not just a Sunday- 

go-to-meeting emotional affair.
6. The Negro must highly resolve to wipe out mass ignorance. |
7. The Negro must stop charging his failures up to his “color” and to white people’.' 

attitudes.
8. The Nigro must overcome his bad job habits.
9. The Negro must improve his conduct in public places.

10. The Negro must learn how to operate business for people—not for Negro people 
only.

11. The average so-called educated Negro will have to come down out of the air. He 
is too inflated over nothing.

12. pie Negro must stop forgetting his friends.
“Remember”—America is brim full of opportunities. Go after them! It is not easy 
—its a “Rough and Rocky Road." “Stony the Road We Trod, etc.”

America Must Understand The Problem
If America is to remain a strong force for good throughout the world, she must 

learn the lessons of history that “In unity there is strength.” She must master the art 
of living together and face squarely the racial problems created by her heterogeruous 
citizenry. If democracy is to become a working force throughout the world, it must 
work here in America. We have one of the greatest opportunities in history to show 
that democracy and fair play can work. Our Christian heritage demands no less. This 
principle was unique only in the life and teachings of Jesus.

Let me give here for our clarification what is commonly called'the “Negro Mani­
festo” which reflects the heart and core of what the Negro wants and expects from his 
America and its society.

1 A voice in community planning.
2. Opportunities equal to all in acquiring trade skills and the honest privilege to 

compete for jobs in non-menial positions as well.
3. Education, equal in quality and that which is available to all.
4. Recreation, health and housing facilities corresponding to his community needs.
5 The strict and impartial enforcement of constitutional liberties.
6. To accrue a steadily advancing level of culture and understanding among all 

groups in our American life.
Thus, he must, and I believe, wants to share equitably in the price for an America 

which has an unlimited economic reserve; inventive geniusness unsurpassed by any 
country in history; an America with inestimable natural resources. This is a summary 
of what it will take in our American society to solve this critical racial situation with 
which we have come to grips, and our Supreme Court has pointed the way. .

The Wisdom for Success
In order to arrive at workable solutions for the present crisis which we now face, 

we shall now consider a few formulas which, I think, will bring America and the 
American Negro closer to an equitable solution. This injunction found in Deuteronomy 
6:18-19, is very applicable to both sides in this dilemma. “And thou shalt do what is 
well pleasing and good in the sight of the Lord thy God, that it may be well’with 
thee . . .” The primary lesson we must learn in America and practice is the art of 
working together. We must learn that a combination of colors make pictures. Yes, 
the proper use of different colors artfully applied gives us the greatest paintings of 
art. Thus, it takes varieties in colors to give us our choice productions in painting.

Accordingly, the skillful combination of only eight notes gives us all our music. Yes, 
all our music from Tin Pan alley to the Symphonies emerges from the skillful 
manipulation and arrangement of only eight notes in the musical scale. Lire is made 
up of varieties. Henry Van Dyke once said, “We are all alike in that we are all dif­
ferent.” The variety of colors in the beautiful flowers is developed by the white 
light of the sun. Now, the sun does not make- these colors, but it only develops 
them, Thus, the verities which we find in our American society can be so skillfully and 
artfully applied, that the very best in these varities may be blended to the extent 
that a rather unique society will emerge. (A woman never makes a fool of a man, she 
only giues him an opportunity to bring out what’s in him.)

Success is not an accident, but an ordinary incident made most of by an extraordi­
nary mind. Examples of this fact are clearly seen in the experiences of George Wash­
ington at Valley Forge; Abraham Lincoln and Slavery; Booker T. Washington and 
Education; George Washington Carver and Science, and Martin Luther King and the 
Montgomery Boycott. Ambition alone will not bring success. History reveals that 
Napoleon and Hitler are good examples of ambition but never of success. If the 
American Negro is to succeed in this crisis, he must know and show that success 
in this sense comes through the proper development of character—that which goes into 
the heart and plants itself there. Character, therefore, identifies itself. Thus, he will 
not have to go about with loud boastings about who and what he is. (The Johns­
town Flood—Fiery Furnace). He will soon learn that the world will soon find out if 
he has all his stock in the show-window and none in reserve. The character of his 
work and personality will identify him like Paul Gustave Dore.

Success in this time of great crisis will come when we exhibit common sense. Com­
mon sense is knowing what to do and how and when to do it. (One man and thirteen 
women). It is knowing where to go and how to get there. (Soldier in New York Book 
Store). Success will come in proportion as the Negro in America learns that it takes 
hard work and continuous service to achieve full freedom. He must engage in long 
periods of preparation, sacrifice, and faithful service to society. He cannot turn aside 
•md neglect his main goals and succeed. He must remember the laws of life, like the 
laws of chemistry keep right on working. (Student and experiment in chemistry).

Success will reward the Negro’s quest when he exhibits a “Faith” which sends 
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him searching—searching for those foundations upon which he may build securely 
for the future of his nation and his. posterity. Success will come when he is possessed 
of a “Hope” that anchors and holds steadfast, and secure—secure from outside or alien 
influences which would undermine his loyalty to those high moral principles and 
ethical standards advocated by Christianity and secure from those influences which 
will undermine an abiding faith in God, in mankind, and in himself. The Christian 
religion fortifies him with his faith and hope. (Browning’s “Pippa Passes”) (Tenny- 
son s “In Memorium”)

Finally, success will come as he maintains that vital relationship with his God- 
with “Jesus Christ who is the same yesterday, and today, and forever. Jesus is per. 
manent, steadfast, durable and eternal amid this transitory shakale, unstable order 
of things. He is the same Jesus who has outlasted the Roman Empire. These times 
of upheaval and cataclysmic unrest are but the sign of the breaking of day upon a 
newer order of things. (Travellers in the Perynese Moutains.) God’s inevitable will 
shall, and must be worked out. (“We Feel the Winds of God Today") However, we 
are to do our full duty and leave the rest to him. We must be motivated by his justice 
and will because we cannot escape his divine judgment if we fail him in this struggle. 
(“Amazing Grace, How Sweet the Sound”—John Newton).

NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCES
Following are words depicting impressions made and sentiments adopted by 

women of our National Baptist Convention, attending National and International 
Conferences during the year 1957.

The conferences attended were the Second Continental Assembly of the North 
American Women’s Union of the Baptist World Alliance, held at Toronto, Canada 
and the General Assembly of the National Council of the Churches of Christ in the 
U.SA..

The themes for the two conferences were “The Family Circle of God” and “Oneness 
in Christ” respectively.

The Baptist Women’s Conference was broken down into Conferences for Shar­
ing, namely: Spiritual Life; Missions; Program for Women’s Meetings; Christian 
Social Relations and Leadership Techniques.

Let us look at some of the sentiments expressed by the women attending these 
conferences.

Said Mrs. Lillian L. Hall, “Highlights from continental chairmen awakened us to 
our obligation to respond to the needs of others of the Family Circle of God. Reports 
from conferences for Sharing were informing and challenging. Dr. Burrough’s con­
ference, “Programs for Women’s Meetings” was a challenge to the entire Christian 
family to get busy. She stated, “Doing nothing is the most tiring job in the world, 
for you can’t stop to rest.” In the closing service, Dr. Applegarth used the three words 
of Jesus, “Remember Lot’s wife”, as a basis for meditation. She challenged us to
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use our influence for good as we returned to our wicked cities, thus closing the 
session on a high spiritual plateau.” .

Mrs. L. S. Weatherspool who attended both conferences mentioned, said, Both 
meetings were ecumenical in spirit. At the Toronto meeting, one could not help but 
feel a definite part was hers in the Family Circle of God. Space would not permit 
reference to all messages heard, but .may I mention one which was so very impressive 
to me. Mrs. Marguerit Applegarth in her message based on the story of Lot’s wife 
challenged her listeners to so live that one will never have to look back in remorse 
over deeds which one might have done to help make the world a better place in 
which to live.”

Attending the North American Women’s Union, Mrs. Bertha Winston reported, 
“The most challenging work reported was that of our own president, Dr. Nannie 
Helen Burroughs, United States of America. African highlights by Mrs. J. M. 
Ayorinda bespoke the effects of Christianity permeating the once dark continent of 
Africa. Robert S. Denny, Secretary of Youth of Baptist World Alliance, said, “Let 
no man despise thy youth” and depicted how the work has grown in influence 
around the world. Youth must catch from us and we must pass it on with con­
fidence. Baptist women around the world are important in showing the way to 
peace.”

Mrs. Mauddean Thompson Seward at the Toronto conference attended the group 
on Leadership Techniques. She reported:

1. “The Wise Leader works with her group to study common needs and problems, 
outline possibilities and decide next steps.

2. The Democratic Leader used group discussions for Leadership Development.
3. Leadership Education Enlists Leaders and helps them to—deepen Christian 

commitments; enrich personality, widen knowledge and the like.
4. How we can interest every woman who is a member of our missionary society— 

Give each woman a job; find out what each woman wants to do and make 
your program both interesting and challenging.

Others attending the conferences and reporting were Mesdames: Esther Walker 
Tyree, who was added to the executive board of the North American Women’s Union, 
Edna Bronson, Henrietta M. Gibbs, Correne Watts and Mary O. Ross.

All of us are deeply grateful to President Burroughs for the privilege of attending 
National and International Conferences.
