Rricamonn, Va., Juve 10, 1846.

The first triennial meeting was held in the meeting house of the
First Baptist Church.

At 11 o’clock, A. M., the Convention was called to order by Rev.
W. B. Johuson, D. D., President.

J. Hartwell and J. C. Crane, Secretaries.

Prayer by Brother J. B. Jeter.

The Coostitution and Rules of Order were read.

The delegates presented credentials, and on motion it was

Resolved, That a committee of five members be appointed, to be
called the Committee on Delegation, to examine the credentials, and
report the names of the members of the Convention.

Brethren A. Thomas, G. W. Gunn, J. Divver, H. L. Pettus and J.
H. Bagby, were appointed. '

On motion,

Resolved, That the officers of this Convention he chosen fiom
among the members belonging to this body.

The Convention then proceeded to elect officers. Brethren W.
Carey Crane, R. Reins, G. F'. Adams and A. Snead, were appointed
Tellers.

During the absence of the Tellers in counting the ballots, the time
was occupied in singing and prayer. At 1 o’clock, adjourned to meet
at 4 o’clock, P. M.

Resolved, That it becomes us ag a religious body, assembled to
transact business intimately connected with the welfare of Zion, the
destiny of immortal souls, and the glory of God, solemnly to acknow-
ledge our utter helplessness, and the necessity of attending to all our
deliberations under the influence of the divine sentiment, “not by
might, nor by power, but by my Spirit, saith the Lord.”

Resolved, That it becomes the duty of every member of this Con-
vention, in view of the vastly important subjects which claim our
consideration, and the momentous results, either injuricus or salutary,
which may be expected to flow from our present course of action, to
cultivate an humble, serious and devotional frame of mind; to look
constantly to God for the abundant and powerful influences of his
blessed Spirit, that we may be enabled to prosecute our deliberations
with christian courtesy, gentleness and love; that nothing may be
done through strife and vain glory; that the honor of the great Head
of the church may lie very near our hearts, and that we may be ena-
bled to act in harmony, and in accordance with the divine will.

Resolved, T'hat before the final vote upon questions of vital import-
ance, (and at such other times as may be deemed suitable by the
body,) the business of the Convention shall be suspended, and prayer
offered up to Almighty God, for the special guidance of his Spirit.

The following preamble and resolution were, on motion of Brother
Stocks, adopted:

Whereas, in the 5th Art. of the Constitution of the Southern Bap-
tist Convention, it is provided, “that the Convention shall elect, at
each triennial meeting, as many Boards of Managers, as in its judg-
ment will be necessary for carrying out the benevolent objects it may
determine to promote.” Therefore,

and the District of Columbia, be appointed to consider and report
upon the expediency of organizing Boards of Managers, for Bible
and Publication operations,

Resolved, That Brother T. Simons, missionary to Burmah, being
present, be cordially invited to a seat with us,and the President be re-
quested to extend to him the hand of fellowship and christian affec-
tion.

Resolved, That a committee of five brethren be appointed, to nomi-
nate a suitable person to fill the office of Corresponding Secretary for
the Foreign Mission Board.

Brethren A. Hall, J. McDaniel, N. M. Crawford, G. Tucker, C.
C. Couner, and R. Holman, were appointed the committee.

A communication from B. F. Farnsworth, in reference to a Uni-
versity located at Memphis, 'T'enn., was read and laid on the table.

Brethren Jeter, Magoon, Taylor, Smith and Ryland, were appoint-
ed a committee to arrange ihe religious services during the meeting
of the Convention.

The following was adopted as one of the rules of order: All com-
mittees of the Convention, unless otherwise ordered, shall be appoint-
ed by the President.

8 o’clock, P. M.—According 1o appointment the Annual Sermon
was delivered in the First Baptist Church, by Brother R. Fuller, to a
large and attentive audience.

Thursday Morning, 9 o’clock.

The Convention met. Prayer by Brother Bacon.

The Report of the Board of Foreign Missions, was read by Brother
Taylor, Corresponding Secretary. After which, it was

Resolved, 'That committees, of [ive members each, be appointed on
the subjects presented in the Report, as follows, viz: 1st.

On
the China Mission ; 5th. On the African Mission ; 6th. On obtaining
suitable Missionaries, and a "Theological Instructor for the China Mis-
sion,

On motion, the Report was accepted, and ordered to be published
with the minutes.

The Report of the Treasurer of the Board of Foreign Missions’
was presented, and referred to the Committee of Finance.

On motion, the reading of the Repott of the Board of Home Mis-
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sions was deferred, in order to allow an opportunity to introduce
Brethren J. L. Shuck and Yong Seen Sang to the Convention.

These Brethren were, according to the resolution adopted yester-
day, introduced by the President, who, in a brief and affectionate
manner, addressed to each a cordial welcome, and tendered to them
the hand of fellowship and christian affection.

Brother Shuck responded in a few words. His feelings would not
allow him to say more than that he felt great pleasure in mingling in
the devotions and deliberations of so many brethren, assembled under
circumstances so pleasing, but that at a proper time he desited to pre-
sent in detail, such facts and information as would be interesting to
his brethren, in regard to the mission in that great land of darkness
where he had been laboring.

Yong Seen Sang also briefly replied, expressing his pleasure in
meeting so many disciples, saying that he was once a worshiper of
idols,but now a disciple of Jesus Christ,and a worshiper of the true God.
He expressed his gratitude to God, and to the christians in this country,
for sending the gospel to China. The disciples here had manifested so
much interest in China, that it would cause him, when he returned
home, to devote himself with renewed zeal to the preaching of the
gospel and instructing his countrymen. The harmony of the disci-
ples was pleasing, they were one here and would be one in heaven.
He had one request to make, and that was, “ that all the disciples
in their prayers, morning and evening, would remember China.”

On motion,

Brother Buck led the Convention in offering up devout thankful-
ness to God for the success of the missionary enterprise, after which
all united in singing the hymn commencing, “ Hail sweetest dearest
tie that binds.”  And the President offered prayer.

Resolved, That Brother Shuck be requested to address the Con-
vention at some suitable time, on the following topics, viz : The
seclusive policy of the Chinese Empire, and the causes of seclusion ;
the recent openings in China, and the causes of these openings; to-
gether with the prospect of success in the missionary operations pre-
sented by these openings.

Resolved, That Brother Thomas Sinons, recently from the for-
eign field, be requested to address the Convention on the prospects of
the Burman Mission, at some hour to be named by the Comnmittee on
Religious Services.

T'he Report of the Board of Domestic Missions was read by Bio.
Holman, Cortesponding Secretary, which was accepted and ordered
to he printed.

Brother Fuller, Chairman of the Committee on the China Mission,
presented a report, which was accepted and ordered to be printed:

The Committee on the China Mission can scarcely employ the calm language suita-

ble to a report, in speaking of this department of our noble enterprise.

Never before

has there been presented to the eye of christian philanthropy, such an inviting field

for labor.

The history and character of the Chinese have been too little studied, and

ought at once to engage the attention of every member of our churches.
Centuries ago an Almighty hand interposed, and arresting the victorious arms of

Tamerlane, thus rescued this people from the degrading curse of Mohammedanism.
Afterwards, when the ambition of Rome seemed about to enslave them in the chains
of popery, God again interposed and frustrated Jesuitism by its own duplicity. Late
events have conspired to break down that strange policy which hitherto sealed up
China from the influences of the truth, and to throw open her teeming millions to the
zeal and love of christendom. And lastly, the act of Toleration has, within a few
months, secured for the heralds of the Cross, advantages which are really denied them
on the continent of christian Europe, so mis-called.

B
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Tn the severe morality of the Confucian philosophy, your missionaries will find 2
source of pharasaical pride in the Chinaman ; but they will also find an overwhelming
argument to convince him of guilt, by his own standard. And if Tacuism and Budh-
ism bow the people under a debasing yoke, these modifications of superstition are, in
truth, far less baleful than the forms in which idolatry exists in most other heaﬂ}en
lands. Add to all this, that the Chinese are preéminently an enquiring and reading
people; that the very events which have unlocked their Empire to other nations, have
opened their hearts to the citizens of the United States; that they are not under the
bondage of priests; above all, that no distinctions of castes oppose their iron barriers
to the conversion of souls ;—unite these facts, and your committee will be justified in
affirming, that never before was a Missiunary Board solicited by such a harvest.

The efforts of Baptists in China have hitherto been limited, but in proportion to the
labor, there has been more success than in any other part of the Asiatic continent.
Your committee cannot but remark, too,—with no complacency, but with profound
gratitude, and as indicating the leadings of Providence,—that the operations of our
denomination have been peculiarly blessed by God in this country, and that many of
the converts—unlike the first-fruits in other places—have been men of fine education,
of literary habits, and well fitted to become native preachers. .

Your committee regard China as the province where our forces ought chiefly to be
concentrated. They will be pardoned for expressing the hope, that your body will
confine its attention to a very few fields, and not divide, and thus weaken your ener-
gies. They recommend the most prompt and vigorous measures for prosecuting your
enterprise in this land of promise; respectfully advising your body to send out as large
a band of missionaries as possible, and with them, men qualified to become theologi-
cal instructors to the Chinese candidates for the minisiry ; that, thus, your power may
be increased, and your efficiency, as well as economy, may be consulted, by large ac-
cessions of native talent and piety to the work of the mission. .

In conclusion, your committee submit to your body the necessity of at once erecting
a neat chapel in the city of Canton. No argument can be required as to the propriety
of building sanctuaries for the worship of God. We all feel this to be our duty in our
own country. In China, such an edifice is more indispensable than in our own coun-
try, since the narrowness of the streets, and the crowded population, forbid preaching
in the open air; and the people have been educated to regard a public edifice as the
proper place for religious instruction. Nor ean their women be brought into the as-
semblies, except in a house for public devotion.

Brother Buck, chairman of the Committee on Agencies, for the',
Board of Domestic Missious, presented a report, which was accepted

and ordered to be printed :

The committee to whom was submitted so much of the report of the Board of Home
Missions as relates to the subject of Agencies, having had the same under considera-
tion, beg leave to make the following report:

Your commiitee concur in the sentiment, that the churches are the proper primary
missionary bodies recognized in the New Testament, and that pastors and ministers
are the proper agents; and they are ready to admit, that when all the churches shall
be brought up to the standard of the New Testament churches, in sentiment and ae-
tion, that the necessity of employing agents for the prosecution of benevolent enter-
prises will be mostly, if not entirely, obviated: but until the churches and ministry
shall arrive to this state of primitive holiness, self-denial and zeal, agents are indis-
pensable to the success of our benevolent operations. Indeed, your committee regard
the present system of agencies as the chief instrumentality, available to benevolent
socielies, not only for the carrying out of their several specific objects, but for the pur-
pose of effecting the desired reformation in the churches themselves. Your committee,
therefore, recommend the employment of suitable agents by the Board of Home Mis-
sions, who shall be charged with the duly of not only collecting funds for the society,
but, especially, with the promotion of religious and missionary zeal among the minis-

try and churches. Respectfully submitted. W. C. BUCK, Chair'n.

Brethren Babeock, Taylor and J. C. Crane briefly presented the
claims of that Institution, recommending its publications, and its noble

objects, to the attention and prayerful interest of all the friends of
evangelical education.

Brethren Shuck and Simons, also addressed the Convention in
favor of the S. S. Union.

Brother W. Crane, Chairman of the Committee on the African

Mission, presented a report, which was accepted and ordered to
be printed.

The committee appointed on the subject of Missions to Africa, submit the following
brief report:

Whether we look over the history of prophets and apostles of ancient time, or the
labors of modern missionaries of the Cross, the redemption of the African race has
ever been an object of deep solicitude. More than one hundred years ago, the pious,
self-denying Moravians had attempted in several places to preach the gospel in Africa.
Immediately after the beloved Carey was sent to India, two missionaries were sent by
the English Baptists to the west coast of Africa. And twenty-five years ago, two col-
ored Baptist missionaries were sent from this cily, by the Board of the Triennial Con-
vention, to disseminate the word of life in the same region, supported mainly by the
African Missionary Society of this city. Since which time, brethren Holton, Skinner,
Crocker and others, have labored and died on this missionary field. The Great Head
of the church has, however, for inscrutable reasons, suffered all these efforts, in a great e
measure, to fail in producing any apparently extensive harvest. Twenty-five years ago, L
a little church of only seven members, with Lett-Carey as pastor, was organized in an! i
upper room of a private dwelling in this city. That church is now the First Baptist
church in Monrovia. It has been the mother of some seven to ten other churches, and
also of the Providence Baptist Association in Liberia. Since that period, hundreds of
colored Baptists have emigrated from this country and settled permanently in the land
of their forefathers, who will gladly cosperate with the Board of this Convention, and
particularly with the vast numbers of their colored brethren in the southern States, in
spreading the gospel over that benighted country. And whether we view this great
subject in the light of simply sending the gospel to the heathen, or in the light of re-
pairing the wrongs of oppressed Africa, or in the light of employing and benefiting
the piety and zeal of probably one hundred and fifty thousand cold-hearted Baptists
in our own country, your committee cannof but earnestly urge that our enquiries,
our prayers, and our efforts, may be energetically employed in this behalf. Expe-
rience has demonstrated, that missionaries from the north eannot hope to be permanently
useful in a sultry African climate, while such men as Lott Carey have settled and la-
bored there without even suffering from an acclimating sickness, and your committee
deem it of the first importance that colored missionaries should be sought and called
out from our southern churches to be employed in our African Mission. These would
deeply interest our colored brethren, and doubtless be vastly useful to them. Itis be-
lieved, that with proper effort, from five to ten colored missionaries might be support-
ed by the colored brethren in this country. But your committee deem it peculiarly
important that at least two well educated, well qualified missionaries, fitted for the
work, should be employed there as leaders in an African Mission; and they would
affectionately inquire, whether some of our good southern pastors cannot feel that God
has called them to this important service.

In conclusion, your committee submit the following resolution :

Resolved, That in view of the present condition of the African race, and in view of the
indications of Divine Providence towards that portion of the great family of fallen
maun, we feel that a solemn obligation rests not only upon this Convention, but upon
all christians, to furnish them with the gospel, and a suitable christian ministry.
