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PREAMBLE AND CONSTITUTION.

WE, the delegates from Missionary societies, churches, and other religious
bodies of the Baptist denomination, in various parts of the United States, met in
Convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into
effect the benevolert intentions of our constituents, Ly organizing a plan for
eliciting, combining and directing the energies of the whole Denomination in
one sacred effort for the propagation of the Gospel, agree to the following rules,
or fundamental principles: }

ArricLe I. This Body shall be styled the “ Southern Baptist Convention.”

ArricLi IL Tt shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign and
domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the Redeemer's
kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Baptist Denomi-
nation in the United States as may desire n general organization for Christian
benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights of the
churches.

ArticLE III. The Convention ghall consist of members who contribute funds,
or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the basis of one dele-
gate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds at any time within the
twelve months preceding the meeting of the body; provided, however, that in
case of great collateral societies, composed of representatives receiving contri-
butions from different parts of the country, the ratio of representation shall be
one delegate for every thousand dollars paid within the current year; but the
number of such representatives shall never exceed five,

ArticLE IV. The officers of this Cenvention shall be a President, four Vice
Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual
meeting, and hold their office until a new election ; and the officers of the Con-
vention shall be, each by virtue of lis office, members of the several Boards.

ArticLe V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying out the
benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which Boards shall con-
tinue in office until a new election. Each Board shall consist of a President,
Vice President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other members:
seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall form a quorum for
the transaction of business. To each Board shall be committed, during the recess
of the Convention, the entire management of all the affairs relating to the object
with whose interest it shall be charged, all of which management shall be in
strict accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this Convention
and such other instructions as may be given from time to time. Each Board
shall have power to'make such compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as
it may think right; fill the vacancies occurring in its own body, and enact its
own by-laws.



8 RULES OF ORDER.

Anrticte VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and disbursements,
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session, and
to his Board as often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of
his office, give competent security to the President of his Board for all the stock
and funds committed to hLis care. His books shall be open at all times to the
inspection of any member of the Convention and of his Board. No moneys
shall be paid out of any of the trcasurics of the Board, but by an order from the
Board from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which urdu shall be

signed by its presiding oflicer.

ArticLe VIL The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall
maintain intercourse, by letter, with such individuals or public bodies as the
interests of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such communica.
tions, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on file.

AnticLe VIIL The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep a
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com-
mitted to them for the purpose.

AnticLe IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries and agents appointed by the
Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some regular church,
in union with the churches composing this Convention.

Arricne X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention
must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent
zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fi¢ them for the service for which
they offer themsclves.

Artrcre XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention shall
have the right to specify the object or objects to which their contributions shall
be applied. But when no such specification is made, the Convention will make
the appropriation at its own diseretion.

ArticLi XIL The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but extra
meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of any one of the
Boards of Manugers. A majority of the attending delegates shall form a quorum
for the transaction of business. The Pregident, or in the event of his death, any
of the Vice Presidents of the Convention, may at therequest of two of its Boards,
postpone or alter the place of the meeting of the Convention, when it may be
deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place appointed.

ArtreLe XIIL Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made
in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members present, at any annual
meeling of the Convention,

AFTERNOON SESSION.

In pursuance of adjournment, the Convention assembled.

W. C. Crane,
of Texas, proceeded to business.

A. F. Crane, of Maryland, former Secretary of this
Body, having declined to serve any longer as such, the Tellers
appointed to ascertain the vote for Secretaries, reported ¢“That
Brn. J. Russell Hawkins, of Kentucky, and E. Calvin Williams,
of Baltimore, Md., were chosen Secretaries.”’

Bro. Brewer, of Alabama, moved the following preamble
and resolution :

Resolutions relating to the Home Mission Society.

Wuereas, The report of the Committee of Visitors or Delegates to the
Home Mission Society, from the Southern Baptist Convention, adopted by the
said Convention, at its late session in Macon, Ga., does not express the feelings
and views of the Baptists of the South, and was, doubtless, adopted without
mature reflection upon the attitude of hostility in which it placed us toward
certain plain and express teachings of the Word of God, therefore,

. Be it Resolved, by this Convention, That we dissent from, and disown all that
part of said report (found on page 21 of Minutes for 1869,) following the words
“ May last,” and that we emphatically reply to the Home Mission Society, that
we cannot respond favorably to her overture “ To unite, heart and hand, . . . .
in raising up millions of freedmen to the exercise of all the rights and du-
ties of citizenship,” without violating the plain teachings of God's Word. This
we have no right to do, for we must neither add to nor take from that Word.
Neither can we recognize as exponents of true Baptist sentiments, those who

do either,

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On motion of Bro. Renfroe, of Alabama, said preamble and
resolution were laid on the table.

On motion of Bro. Poindexter, of Virginia, the following
preamble and resolutions were adopted :

Wuergas, For the correctness of our judgments, and the success of out plans,
we are dependent upon the guidance and blessing of God, and on occasions c:;f
this kind, there ghould be a profound feeling and suitable expression of this
truth, therefore,

Resolved, 1, That we, the members of the Southern Baptist Convention, will
endeavor, throughout the sessions of this meeting, to maintain a devout and
prayerful spirit.

Resolved, 2. That the time from hal-past 9 to 10 o’clock of each morning session
shall be spent in devotional exercises.

The Tellers, in the election of Viee Presidents, reported
that the following brethren had been chosen to fill said office,
viz: W. (. Crane, of Texas, J. 8. Coleman, of Kentucky, J.
P. Boyce, of South Carolina, and A. Sherwood, of Missouri.

Bro. M. T. Sumner, of Alabama, the Corresponding Secre-
tary of the Domestic and Indian Mission Board, then presented
and read the Annual Report of said Board. (See Appendix B.)

Bro. Sumner also presented and read the report of the Trea-
surer of said Board,

On motion of Bro. Sumner,

Ordered that said report be printed with the Minutes of the Convention.

On motion of Bro. Sumner, of Alabama, it was

Resolved, That the following Committees be appointed on the report of the
Board of Domestic and Indian Missions:

1. On the work of the Domestic Department, past and future.

2. On the work of the Indian Department, past and future.

3. On the action of the Coliseum Place Baptist Church, New Orleans, La., in
reference to the transfer of the property.

On motion of Bro. A. F. Crauve, of Maryland, visiting
ministerial brethren were invited to seats in this Body.

On motion of Bro. Graves, of Tenu., visiting lay brethren,
were also invited to seats. Their names were recorded. (See
List of Delegates.)

Bro. James B. Taylor, of Virginia, the Corresponding Secre-
tary of the Foreign Mission Board, presented and read the
Annual Report of the Board. (See Appendix A.)

Report of the Committee on Co-operation.

The committee to whom was referred that portion of the report of the Sunday
School Board which relates to co-operation, respectfully report as follows:

This subject embraces two distinet topics, © the hearty co-operation of all the
Sunday School organizations within our bounds,” and “ co-operation with North-
ern societies in our Bunday School work.” With reference to the former there
exists little, if any, necessity either for further argument or persuasion. Your
committee would, therefore, merely commend to the consideration of all who
are employed in this sphere of Christian action the facts and reasonings of the
report itself, and to the practical suggestion, which is submitted in one of the
resolutions appended to this report.

As to the other topie, co-operation with Northern societies, your committee
would express their judgment with the frankness becoming so grave a matter.
The Union of the disciples of Christ rests exclusively upon their concurrence in
the interpretation and practice of revealed truth. It is clevated far above the
turbulence of human passions, and the collision of temporal—and therefore
transient—interests. To permit the feeling engendered by political dissent, or
sectional strife, or unextinguished personal animosity, to intervene between those
who love and serve one Lord, and thus to keep them apart, would be a grievous
wrong done to our common Christianity and the sacred name wherewith we
are called. It is, therefore, our duty to “follow after the things which make for
peace’ with all Christiang, and especially with thosze of them who agree with us
in the faith and practice of the Gospel. Co-operation to this extent we have
hitherto maintained, and desire to do so for the future.

If, however, by co-operation be meant the amalgamation of the Sunday School
Board with any other Board or Society, or its withdrawal from any portion of
the field intrusted to it by this Convention, your Committee cannot advise it.
For reasons apart from the action of any other body, past or prospective, and
growing solely out of the condition and wants of the South, it is deemed emi-
nently wise and proper to maintain our existing organization, and devote our
energies to the development and nurture of our own resources. Our people
need the training which your Board supplies, and the animation and zeal which
it infuseg; whilst the very restriction of its operations within the bounds of the
Convention is well suited to enlist the sympathy and combine the activity of
your constituents in promoting the religious instruction of the young.
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In a denomination like ours, diffusion—not centralization—is the true law of
progress. The advance of the Baptists of America has been marked, not by the
collection of their forces at a common centre, but by the erection of new centres
of influence, from which the light and power of truth have radiated and spread
over their ever-widening domain. A healthful growth in the future may de-
mand the increase, but never the diminution, of the number of such organizations.

Your Committee recommend the adoption of the following resolutions:

Resolved, That the Sunday School Board be instructed to solicit the co-opera-
tion of all the Sunday School workers within our bounds ; obtain reports of their
doings; and prepare, annually, a table of statistics, showing the number of
schools, teachers, scholars, &c., actually engaged in this work.

Resalved, That the Board be encouraged and urged to cultivate the entire field
intrusted to them by this Convention, by supplying the wants of Sunday Schools,
including both teachers and scholars, and furnishing them with all the imple-
ments which are needed for successful work. ’

Resolved, That the Board be requested to maintain, as heretofore, {raternal re-
lations with those of our brethren beyond our hounds who are devoted to the
cause of Sunday Schools, to be always ready to reciprocate acts of Christian
courtesy, and to give and receive connsel and aid so far as may be compatible
with the work assigned them by this Convention.

South, tend rather to keep up strife among the brethren.

Resolved 2. That while we desire to cultivate fraternal feelings towards our
Northern brethren, we recommend to the several organizations now existing in
both sections to prosecute their own work by such means as the Providence of
God may put into their hands, bidding each other God speed in the work of
spreading the Gospel throughout the whole earth.

Bro. P.S. Jones, of Tennesseé, then moved the following
3 .
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as a substitute for the original preamble and resolution, (Dﬁ'ered
by Bro. Jeter,) and the amendment proposed by Bro. Broaddus :

Resolved, That the question of co-operation with our Northern brethren, be
referred to a Committee, to be composed of one from each State, embraced under
the operations of this Body, with instructions to report the character and
method of co-operation, if any, that may be desirable or practicable.

After considerable discussion on the merits of the several
propositions, in which Brethren Jeter and J. Wm. Jones, of
Virginia, W. C. Crane, of Texas, Dr. Winston, of Tennessee,
W. D. Thomas, of South Carolina, William F. Broaddus, of
Virginia, Culpeper, of South Carolina, and Poindexter, of Vir-
ginia, participated.

Bro. Boyce, of South Carolina, moved the previous question.

The call was sustained, and the question being taken, ¢“shall
‘the main question be now put?’’ it was decided in the affir-
mative.

The question was then taken on the adoption of the preamble
and resolution offered by Bro. Jeter, (the amendments being
cut off under the operations of the previcus question,) and it
was decided in the affirmative.

MORNING SESSION.

MoxpAaY MORNNG, 9 o'cLock, A. M.,
May 9, 1870.

In pursuance of adjournment, the Convention assembled,
was called to order by the President, and after singing the
472d hymn of the Psalmist, and prayer by Bro. Kelsay, of
Maryland, proceeded to business.

The Minutes of the proceedingsof Saturday, were then rcad
and approved.

The devotional exercises of the morning were conducted by
Bro. D. E. Burns, of Tennessee, Brethren Robert Ryland, of
Kentucky, Kone, of Alabama, and Kennedy, of Tennessee,
participating in the services.
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Bro. James B. Taylor, Sr., of Virginia, presented and read
the following communication : _

The Board of Foreign Missions are profoundly impressed with the necessity
of a greatly enlarged influence in the work committed to their hands, and regard
it as worthy of the special and prayerful consideration of all the churches of the
South. Were a score of men, properly qualified, now presenting themselves for
appointment, the positions are ready to be occupied. God is opening a wide
and effectual door in anti-Christian and Pagan lands for the proclamation of the
Gospel, He is thus calling upon his servants to exercise the true spirit of their
Redeemer in an unselfish solicitude for the saving of millions who have no
knowledge of His mercy. It is His will that repentance and remission of sins
should be preached in His name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. We
Fuve begun at Jerusalem. Jerusalem is filled with the doctrine. All our popula-
tion have heard of Christ and His salvation, and now we have need to spread the
tidings in regions beyond ; that to whom He was not spoken, they shall see; and
they that have not heard shall understand.

The Churches with which we are identified need this very exercise to develop
their resources. These resources are wonderful, but are as yet unknown to them-
selves. The slightest calculation will satisfy even the skeptical that an exceed-
ingly small average contribution on the part of each Church would avail to sus-
tain one hundred missionaries among the heathen, All history and experience go
to prove too, that in proportion as the world-wide spirit of benevolence suggested:
by the Gospel is cherished, will be the growth of every excellence in the Chris-
tian fraternity. If one hundred missionaries were sent by our Churches to
heathen lands, the reflex influence would be such that every department of the
home work would be prospered in a tenfold measure.

Impressed by these considerations, the Board agree to the adoption of the fol-
lowing resolutions:

Resolved, 1. That the Board of Foreign Missions regard it as their duty, in re- -
liance on the Divine blessing and on the contributions of the Churches, to ap-
point every well qualified applicant for service in the Foreign field.

Resolved, 2. That as suitable men for this service is now the great want of the
times, it he urged upon the Churches to pray the Lord of the harvest for an in-
creased number of laborers, and to foster the gifts which may be found among
them. .

Resolved, 3. That an endeavor should be made to interest every Church within
our limits in this work, so as to secure, as far as possible, a free-will offering
from each of its members; and that the influence of our brethren in the pastorate,
ought to be called into requisition in bringing about this result.

Resolved, 4. That the Southern Baptist Convention, at its approaching meet-
ing, be requested to take in special charge this whole subject, and to give it their
prayerful consideration.,

Bro. Taylor also presented and read the following communi-
cation :

Dear Brother—As Chairman of the Committee, I send you copies of the reso-
lutions adopted in Baltimore by the Ministers, and the Executive Board of the
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Maryland Baptist Union Asgociation, in reference to Ireland’s redemption. T
bresume it will be well for you, as Secretary of the Board of Foreign Missions,
o present them to the Southern Baptist Convention, to be adopted by that
Body, as I have no doubt it will cheerfully do. I need say nothing further in
commendation of the subject.

1. That, in view of the altered condition of Ireland, and the providential
openings presented there for preaching a pure gospel to the millions in Papal
darkness, we deem it of the highest importance that Baptist missionary labor
be vigorously prosecuted and greatly extended in that country, at the present
golden period.

2. We earnestly recommend that, if -practicable, at least one missionary be
sustained in that most promising field by the joint efforts of Baplist churches
in the Southern States.

3. That a copy of these resolutions be presented to the Executive Board of
the Maryland Baptist Union Association, at the first meeting of that body.

G. F. Adams, of Virginia, from the Committee on the
Past and Future of the Domestic Work, made the following
report, which, on motion, was recommitted to the Committee :

Report of Committee on Fast and Future of Demestic Work.

The Committee on * the Past and Future of the Domestic Work,"” feel that
the subject assigned them, is of such importance and extent, that it is impossi-
ble to do it justice within the limits usually allotted such a report. They beg
leave to condenee a few facts and thoughts for your consideration.
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1. As to the past of this branch of our work, who can contemplate it without
gratitude to God for the success that has attended the labors of your Missiona-
ries, and without deep regret that comparatively go little has been effected.

As to what has been done, it is sufficient to direct attention to such places as
Galveston, Austin, Houston, New Orleans, Memphis, Mobile, Key West, Helena,
Little Rock, St. Louis, Savannah, Charleston, Richmond, Washington, Baltimore,
Wheeling, and to the many country churches and localities throughout the field
of its operation. These and other prominent and important centres have
been aided in their struggles by your Domestic Board. Churches have been
planted, trained and sustained in some of them, where but for the aid thus ren-
dered, the cause of truth, if existing at all, must have had a bare existence, but
where now are active and useful churches, maintaining, and some of them
advancing, by the power of Ged, the Kingdom of our Lord Jesus Christ. And
yet with sadness we cannot but regard the fact that from almost innumerable
places the Macedonian cry is continually sounded in the ears of your Board,
“ Come over and help us,” without the means on their part to supply the de-
mand. )

I1. As to the future of our Domestic Work, what can we say? It is bright and
inviting. It is dark and discouraging.

Bright, because “there is much land to be possessed,” and because the ex-
perience of the past as well ag the promises of God gives us such encouragement
to pray and give and work in time to come.

Dark, because the means now at the command of the Board are so inadequate
to the vastness of the field and the amount of work involved. All over the
South in old, as well as in new settlements, are feeble churches and destitute
neighborhoods, that are looking to your Board ag, under God, their only hope
of supply.

To produce arguments here in favor of the general principles of missions
would be almost an insult to the piety and intelligence of this body. How else
can we obey the command of our Sovereign Lord ?  How else follow the example
of Him who when on earth went into “the next towns” to preach His gospel ?
How else imitate His primitive apostles and disciples, who began at Jerusalem
and then went far thence to the Gentiles? How else stir up among our own
people, that wholesome reflex influence for the prosperity of Zion at home?
How else lay the foundation of active and useful churches in new places, espe-
cially for efficient enterprises for both home and foreiga evangelization ?

Your Committee conclude with an expression of their conviction of the im-
portance of not merely sustaining, but vastly enlarging this department of our
work.  We would urge upon all our pastors to bring this subject prominently
and carnestly before their people for their prayers and pecuniary support.

Lewis, of Kentucky, from the Committee on the
Past and Future of the Indian Mission Work, made the follow-

Ing report, which was adopted :

Rerort of Committee on Past and Future of the Indian Mission Work.

Your Committee, to whom was submitted the Report of your Board upon the
past and future of the Indian Missions, beg leave to report that the transfer of
the interests of the Indian Missions from the Board in Kentucky to the domestic
Board at Marion, took place at Montgomery, Ala., in 1855, since which time
they have been conducted as one department of our domestic missions.

When the war between the North and South was inaugurated, we had be-
tyween forty and fifty missionaries successfully and peacefully prosecuting the
work of evangelization among the Indians. But as those Indian tribes were
slaveholders and embraced the cause of the South, the Federal forces gradually
penetrated their territory and drove out the missionaries, and left this people
alike without the bread to sustain their bodies, and that necessary to their spir-
itual life. Many of the native preachers went into the Southern army, and in
proof of their real conversion to the religion of Jesus they withstood, ekcept in
a single instance, the temptations of camp life, and came out of the war with their
integrity intact. Struggling with the poverty superinduced by the war, and
with great difficulty obtaining a meagre supply of food and clothing, their peo-
ple have had much to try the strength of their religious principles, but with
them more than almost anywhere else has our missionary work been vindicated
and wisdom justified of her children.

Southern in their origin, affiliating with us in their principles in regard to
slavery, and drawn to us by the bonds of a common suffering, we are the people
not only pointed out by the hand of Providence to originate the missions among
the Indians, but now eminently fitted to approach them (ready to appreciate
our friendship) and to continue to give them instruction in the way of life.

Our success in the past, in our mission work among this interesting people,
gives ug every ground for encouragement to prosecute our labors among them
with redoubled zeal. The interest taken in their behalf by our brethren of
Georgia, who are just now, as appears in the report of “ the Board of Domestic
Missions,” sustaining nearly all the expense of our Missions among them, shows
that our Georgia people feel the influence of the true missionary spirit. But
more than this, that upon those especially who have possession of the once quiet
homes and hunting grounds of the red man, there rests a superior obligation to
give unto them the bread of life, while their present poverty brought on them
by embracing our cause, forbids their feeble churches from becoming either the
centres of efficient missionary influence or being self-sustaining.

Other people besides those of Gecrgia are occupying the places where once
burned the fire of the Indian’s wigwam, and are gathering abundant harvests
where once the hunting grounds yielded an unfailing supply to the Indian’s
rifle. Kentucky, the “ dark and bloody ground,” in its very name, gives proof
that we possess our happy homes and fertile lands, by the hands of violence,
and without entering into any discussion of our moral right to their rich inher-
itance, we, at least, acknowledge our obligation to give them some compensation
for that which we took from them by force, and for which they only yielded
their claim with much of their life’s blood. How poor tbat return would be if
measured by the dollars and cents which we give to send to them the Heralds
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of Salvation—but how wvast if it shall secure to them an inheritance which no

hand of violence can take away and which shall be to them an everlasting home.
Pushed off to a corner where the grudging eye of the white man still follows
them, and where the hand of his avarice is reaching out to grasp their lfist sad
resting place on earth, shall we not see to it that when the fire of the Wigwam
no more sends its curling smoke heavenward, and the voice of the redman is
hushed forever and forgotten among men, their spirits borne aloft upon the
angels’ wings, shall join that throng whose voice is like that of many waters,
and whose names are written in the Book of Life never to be forgotten of God.
To this end we would urge our pastors, our deacons, our agents and our people
all to listen to the Indian's appeal, and so to swell the contributions for our
Domestic Missions, that their destitution shall all be supplied and under the
Dlessing of God’s Grace their whole people be redeemed, and the redman who
before others greeted the light of heaven here, be the first to see the dawn of a

millennial light. .

Bro. Hawthorn, of Maryland, from the Committee on Ex-
tended Operations, made the following report :

Report of Committee on Eztended Missiens. .

Your committee to which was referred so much of the report of the Secretary
of the Board of Foreign Missions as relates to ¥ Extended Operations,” and the
communication of that Board, and also the communication of the Board of the
Maryland Baptist Union Association to this body, beg leave to report as fol-
lows:

At no time in the history of this Convention has the opportunity for extend-
ing our missionary work been so inviting as the present. The entire empire of
China is now accessible to our missionaries. Political difficulties have been re-
moved by wige treaty stipulations, and perfect protection of law is extended to
those engaged in disseminating the truths of the Christian religion.

Catholics and Protestants appreciate the golden opportunity, and Baptists
should bestir themselves and put forth their utmost exertions to have their
principles enstamped upon the minds and character of a people soon, we hope,
to be numbered among the civilized and Christianized nations of the earth. If
our Board can possibly command the means and the men for the work, we
would urge an immediate increase of our missionary force in China.

‘While we attach great importance to China, India and Africa, we believe that
Ttaly, Spain, Germany, Mexico and Ireland are not less inviting as fields for the
progecution of the work of the Board. Thousands of the people of these coun-
tries have recently thrown off the yoke of Papal superstition, and have em-
braced the true faith. In Spain, Baptists and Protestants are now preaching to
multitudes, sometimes too great to be assembled within the largest church or
hall. Thousands are renouncing Romanism, and turning with true penitence
and faith to the Lord Jesus Christ.

Through every part of Mexico our missionaries can now travel and preach
the Gospel without molestation. The people are tived of the degrading domi-
nation of a corrupt priesthood, and are giving us the most signal, startling, ang
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overwhelming proofs of their readiness to accepl the truth as it is in Jesus.
The American Baptist Publication SBociety, has made large donations of Bibles,
which they have most gratefully received and eagerly read. Through the in-
stirumentality of a sing]é individual, a large town has recently experienced &
mighty work of grace, and in which it has been wrested from the dominion of
the priests, and brought under the influence of Baptist principles. From many
portions of this distracted and afflicted country, there comes to us a cry for
Bibles and for preachers of a pure Gospel.

In Ireland there is a mighty revolution against priestly rule. Where but two
years ago, no one could, without imperiling his life, 1ift up his voice against
Romanism, the Missionary is now heard by eager, listening multitudes. Tn the
South and West of Ireland, where for centuries the darkness of superstition
was not relieved by a solitary ray of light, now day schools are established, in
which thousands of Roman Catholic children are taught to read the Word of God.

With these encouraging facts before us, we affectionately urge the Churches
represented in this Body, to increase their appropriations to Foreign Missions,
and recommend the Board, so soon as the necessary funds are placed at its dis-
posal, to appoint one or more Missionaries to each of the countries named in
this report.

‘We are happy to learn that the Board of Irish Missions in England, hag al-
ready twenty Missionaries in the South and West of Ireland, and that our
Brethren in the Northern and Western States of this country, have pledged
themselves to sustain nine in the same field. A communication is now before
the Board from the Baptists of Maryland, proposing to unite with the Churches
in Washington, in sustaining one Missionary in Ireland, under the auspices of
this Convention.

Brethren of the South, the grandest crisis of our Missionary Work is ‘mt. hand.
The probability is, that within the next ten years, more will be accomplished in
the civilization of the world, than has been done in the last half century. Let
us rise in our strength to meet these new and increasing demands, and the
period is not remote, when the whole earth shall resound with the acclamation,
“the kingdoms of this world have become the Kingdom of our Lord and His
Christ.”
