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PREAMBLE AND CONSTITUTION. 

W E , the delegates from Missionary Societies, churches, and other religious 
bodies of the Baptist denomination, in various parts of the United States, met 
in Convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into 
effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents, by organizing a plan for 
eliciting, combining and directing the energies of the whole Denomination in 

one sacred effort for the propagation of the Gospel, agree to the following rules, 
or fundamental principles: 

A R T I C L E I. This Body shall be styled the " Southern Baptist Convention." 
A R T I C L E II. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign and 

domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the Redeemer's 
kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Baptist Denom­
ination in the United States as may desire a general organization for Christian 
benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights of the 
churches. 

A R T I C L E III. The Convention shall consist of members who contribute funds, 
or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the basis of one dele­
gate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds at any time within the 
twelve months preceding the meeting of the body; provided, however, that in 
case of great collateral societies, composed of representatives receiving contri­
butions from different parts of the country, the ratio of representation shall be 
one delegate for every thousand dollars paid within the current year; but the 
number of such representatives shall never exceed five. 

A R T I C L E IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four Vice-
Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each an­
nual meeting, and hold their office until a new election; and the officers of the 
Convention shall be, each by virtue of Ms office, members of the several Boards. 

A R T I C L E V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many 
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying out the 
benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which Boards shall con­

tinue in office until a new election. Each Board shall consist of a President, 
Vice-President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen • other members; 
seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall form a quorum for 
the transaction of business. To each board shall be committed, during the 
recess of the Convention, the entire management of all the affairs relating to 
the object with whose interest it shall be charged, all of which management 
shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this 
Convention and such other instructions as may be given from time to time. 
Each Board shall have power to make such compensation to its Secretaries and 

Treasurer as it m a y think right; fill the vacancies occurring in its own body, 

and enact its o w n by-laws. 



o RULES OP ORDER. 

ARTICLE VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all 
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and disbursements, 
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session, 
and to his Board as often as required. H e shall also, on entering upon the 
duties of his office, give competent security to the President of his Board for 
all the stock and funds committed to his care. His books shall be open at all 
times to the inspection of any member of the Convention and of his Board. 
N o moneys shall be paid out of any of the treasuries of the Board, but by an 
order from the Board from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which 
order shall be signed by its presiding officer. 

A R T I C L E VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall 
maintain intercourse, by letter, with such individuals or public bodies as the 
interests of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such communi­
cations, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on file. 

A R T I C L E VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep a 
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com­
mitted to them for the purpose. 

A R T I C L E IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries and agents appointed by 
the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some regular 
church, in union with the churches composing this Convention. 

A R T I C L E X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention 
must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent 
zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fit them for the service for which 
they offer themselves. 

A R T I C L E X L The bodies and individuals composing this Convention shall 
have the right to specify the object or objects to which their contributions shall 
be applied. But when no such specification is made, the Convention will make 
the appropriation at its own discretion. 

A R T I C L E XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but extra 
meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of any one of 
the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending delegates shall form a 
quorum for the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of his 
death, any of the Vice-Presidents of the Convention, may, at the request of two 
of its Boards, postpone or alter the place of the meeting of the Convention, 
when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place 
appointed. 

A R T I C L E XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made 
in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members present, at any annual 
meeting of the Convention.

L. Burrows, of Richmond, Va., by invitation of the President, responded 
in a few remarks, on behalf of the Atlantic States. 

The Convention then adjourned, with prayer by Bro. Davis, of Ala.

MORNING SESSION.

THE NORTH STREET BAPTIST CHURCH OP CHRIST AT TUNG CHAU. 

To the Brethren of the Southern Baptist Convention, Greeting: 

In 1869 we addressed you a letter, in which we informed you of our organi­
zation and manner of conducting our work, and appointing Dr. Burton our 
Delegate to your body. W e have since received your letter, informing us that 
Dr. Burton, being unable, on account of pressing engagements, to attend your 
meeting, requested Dr. J. A. Broadus to represent us, for which we are exceed­

ingly thankful. 

From this letter we learn that your affection for us is as if we breathed the 
same breath, and as of branches united to a common stem. W e have received 
your instructions, given so largely in Scriptures aptly quoted. Pastor Hartwell 

" translated your letter clearly into Chinese, and all the brethren and sisters 
hearing it were exceedingly rejoiced. Thank the Lord above for this union 
begotten of the Spirit. This is the beginning of making all the world one 

family, and all within the four seas of one surname. 
Unfortunately, our unworthy communication in 1870 failed to reach its desti­

nation in time for your meeting, so that we were not favored with a represen­
tation, nor had we the means of knowing your doings. At your next meeting 
it will be convenient for Rev. Mr. Hartwell, who is returning to his native land, 

to represent us. 
In 1869 we contributed to the girls' school $37, to the Hwang-Hien Chapels 

$34, to the Chan Yuen Station $29.60; and in 1870 to the Hwang-Hien Chapel 
$12, Chan Yuen Chapel $13, Chefoo $2—making a total of a little over $127. 
Below is respectfully presented a summary of our doings for the present year, 

(1870.) For further particulars we will request Pastor Hartwell personally to 
attend your meeting, and communicate by word of mouth; and we shall be 
exceedingly thankful to have from Mr. Hartwell's own hand an account of 
your deliberations: 

1. Though, on account of the disturbances at Tien-Tsin, many of our brethren 
were scattered hither and thither during the 7th and 8th months, we have been 
all gathered together again without the loss of one. 

2. W e have commenced holding service in Chefoo two nights every week 
under the preaching of Bro. Ki Tong Tai, whose services are gratuitous. Our 
other services are as heretofore. 

3. W e have received by baptism during the present year eight persons, 
excluded two, and two have died. Of the last named one was an aged sister of 
eighty years, who did not think 200 li too far for her to come to hear the Gospel • 
the other was that earnest toiler in the Master's work—the exemplary manager 
of household affairs, the model teacher of girls—Mrs. Eliza H. Hartwell, who 
was sent to us by your honored Board. The arm of our Pastor is broken and 
in this affliction it is not our own church alone that has been mournfully 
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afflicted. Happily, for our comfort, she has left of sons and daughters two 
pairs, and the excellence of her last hours no pen can describe. 
4. Our present number of members, male and female, is 56. 
5. This year we have collected for the purchase of a Christian burying 

ground $55, and our monthly contributions amount to $36.95. 
6. W e have this year called to the ministry our brother, Woo Tswun Chaw, 

and have invited him to be our pastor in 1871, we, ourselves, paying his salary. 
W e have also elected as deacons our brethren, Ysang Yuin Ye and Chew 
W u n Yuen. 

May the Triune God give grace and peace till all the people of God in the 
whole world become one in such endearing fellowship as now binds together 
you and ourselves. Amen. Our respectful salutations,

by treaty between China and the United States.

It is eminently desirable 
that these laborers shall, as far as practicable, be furnished from among them­
selves ; and hence it is much to be desired that schools for general education, 
and especially for the education of ministers, be provided for them. But your 
Committee do not deem it expedient for your Board at present to attempt this 

work. 

Your Committee most earnestly recommend that the Board prosecute its 
Mission W o r k among these people with all practicable vigor and liberality.

Report on Religious Interests of Chinese in the South. 

Your Committee, to whom was referred the subject of the Religious Interests 

of the Chinese in the South, beg leave to report as follows: 

Owing to the derangement of the former labor-system of the South, na­
tives of China have been introduced into our country as laborers. This immv-

gration has been chiefly to Texas, Louisiana, Arkansas and Alabama, in which 
States the Chinese now number some two or three .thousand. As the causes 
which led to the introduction of these heathen into our land still exist, the im­
migration is likely to increase in years to come. 

As Christians, we cannot shirk our responsibility to this class of our fellow 
men whom God, in His Providence, is placing in our midst. H o w can we best 
benefit their immortal souls, so that our children may be preserved from the 
contaminating influence of heathenism, and these men return to their native 

land converted to Jesus, or at least kindly disposed towards Christianity? 

Your Committee suggest: 

1st. That efforts be made to reach the Chinese through the medium of the 
English language. The Chinese are all anxious to learn English, and the suc­
cess which has already attended the attempt to gather them into Sunday Schools 
in California encourages us to hope for like results. 

2d. That as far as possible returned Missionaries who can speak their dialect 
be encouraged to labor among them. 

3d. That as soon as the number of the Chinese makes it advisable, a native 
Chinese Colporteur from Canton, or from California, be employed to labor 
among them.

planting a Christian mission in~Northern Italy. The opening of Rome has per­
mitted the preaching of the Gospel, the conversion and baptism of several 
promising young men, and the organizing of a Christian Church after the 
model described in Paul's epistle to the Romans, in that ancient city. Our 
earnest and devoted Missionary, Dr. Cote, has gathered a class of candidates for 
the Gospel ministry, and has initiated an extended plan of colporteur and mis­
sion work throughout the entire length of the Italian peninsula. These facts 
sufficiently indicate the resolution which ought to possess our spirit as those 
called to sustain the men whom Gocl has raised up for so signal a work. Your 
Committee, therefore, suggest the adoption of the following resolutions : 
Resolved, That the Foreign Mission Board be desired to consider the expe­

diency of the appointment of a General Superintendent of European Missions. 

Resolved, That our churches be urged to take means for providing the support 
of the young brethren already gathered by Dr. Cote at Rome ; the sum of $200 
annually being requisite for each of these young men.

Report on Enlargement of Work of Board of Foreign Missions. 

Your Committee are impressed with the magnitude of the work which, in the 
providence of God, is imposed upon the lovers of Jesus and His truth, and the 
increasing responsibilities that a wider door of entrance in fields already par­
tially occupied, and that new and unexpected openings are laying before us. 
The progress of events is almost startling, and demands a watchfulness quick 
to discover the foreshadowing of their approach—a faith that shall catch fresh 
inspiration from every new development in the mighty working of God towards 
the redemption of mankind, and an energy to grasp the opportunity and bring 
it under contribution to the glory of Christ. It is a course of congratulation 
and encouragement to this Convention that the Board have in the past year 
" more than doubled the number of their laborers in the foreign field," and your 
Committee recommend that " the same line of policy be authorized by the Con­
vention for the coming year." It is a time to " expect great things from God," 
and to " attempt great things for God." As to-day in the shadow of St. Peter's, 
in the Imperial city, the Epistle to the Romans is read without fear, where 
twelve months ago it had been a State crime; so in a period as brief other 
openings as unlooked for may invite the presence of your Missionaries. W e 
regard an enlargement of the Mission in Italy as speedily as possible, not only 
desirable, but imperative. Your Committee suggest for the consideration of the 
Convention and of the Board, whether it would not be well to anticipate the 
demands that shall be made upon us by selecting men of consecrated spirit, who 
are willing to give themselves to the work, and who possess the necessary 
qualifications for it, and putting them in a course of training that shall prepare 
them for it, upon whom the Board can lay their hands whenever their services 
are required. 
Believing that the Board are better qualified, from their more extended infor­

mation, to decide upon the reinforcement of laborers already in the field and 
when new fields are to be occupied, than either your Committee or this Conven­
tion, we are content to leave this matter with them, with the simple instruction 
to " go forward " as rapidly as the providence of God shall open the way, and 
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as they shall have the means and the men to justify aggressive movement upon 
the kingdom of darkness.

sionary W o r k of the Sunday School Board, made the following re­

Report on Missionary Work of Sunday School Board. 

Your Committee, to report on the Missionary work of the Sunday School 
Board, feel that we cannot too warmly commend this feature in the work of 
that Board. Above every other department of labor to which our Sunday 
School Board is devoting its energies, the Missionary work presents itself to us 
as that which most needs to be done,—promises largest returns, and is best 
adapted to the present resources of the Board. 
This is, indeed, a progressive age, in the matter of Christian activities. The 

providences of God, at home, not less than abroad, suggest the necessity of 
instrumentalities, many 'and various—in the use of which our people need 
greatly to be instructed if they shall attain their highest efficiency. 
The Sunday School work we reckon among the chief of these instrumentali­

ties. And while we gratefully recognize the fact, that our churches are arousing 
to its importance, your committee feel that there is most urgent need of the 
labors of pious and capable missionaries, who shall direct their efforts specially 
to awaken arid arouse our churches to the use of Sunday Schools, instruct them 
in the proper relation of the Sunday School to the Church, organize Sunday 
Schools, and make such suggestions of ways, means and appliances, as may 
best contribute to make these schools efficient and permanent. 
Your Committee have observed with great gratification, the efforts of the 

Board in this direction the past year as reported to the Convention. Some 
twelve or thirteen Missionaries have labored in nine or ten different States, 
giving more or less of their time, and with various success—accomplishing in 
the aggregate, an amount of good that demands our liveliest gratitude to God. 
But this, brethren, is not a tithe of what needs to be done. Let us seek to have 
our hearts warm with love to Jesus and to His cause, and then shall we have 
Views of duty large and liberal as the times and providence of God demand of 
us. Sabbath School Missionaries, no more than others, can be sent out and 
held to their noble work without a general and hearty response from our 

churches to the demands of the Board for means. W e urge, therefore, upon 
our brethren, that they rally to the support of their Secretary, realize the im­

portance and the magnitude of the work committed to his hands, and furnish 
him the means to supply the field so inviting—promising so rich a harvest for

Report of Committee on the Claim of Mrs. Cooper. 

The following item in the report of the Sunday School Board was referred to 
your Committee: 

W e have been importuned to pay to Mrs. Cooper, of Ga, consort of Elder 
W m . Cooper, deceased, the sum of $352.83. This claim is based upon the 
assumption that Bro. Cooper was regularly employed by the Board at Green­
ville, as Agent for the State of Georgia, at a salary of $100 per month and his 
traveling expenses; that he served in that capacity six months; and that over 
and above all his collections in his field, during the period of his agency, there 
was due him for salary and expenses when he closed his labors the sum above 
named. This claim was not turned over as a liability by the Board at Greenville 
to the Board in Memphis, and subsequent inquiry and examination have served 
to develop the fact that the claim never was admitted by the Greenville Board. 
Under these circumstances, our Board has felt that it would not be justifiable 
in assuming to pay so large a deficit in the collections of an Agent to meet his 

own salary in a field like that of Georgia, (especially as the Board that employed 
him has never endorsed the claim,) unless it should be especially instructed to 
do so by the Convention itself. 

Your Committee find, upon investigation, that the facts stated in relation to 
the appointment of Bro. Cooper and the work performed by him are correct; 
and although the claim was never "admitted by the Greenville Board," because 
never presented before the removal of the Board to Memphis, the justness of the 
claim is attested by the then acting Corresponding Secretary. Your Committee, 
therefore, recommend the following resolution: 

Resolved, That this Convention recognize the justice of the claim of Mrs. 
Cooper, and instruct the Sunday School Board to pay it as soon as practicable.
