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PREAMBLE AND CONSTITUTION,

WE, the delegates from Missionary Societies, churches, and other religious
poc]ies of the Baptist denomination, in various parts of the United States, met
in Convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into
effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents, by organizing a plan for
eliciting, combining and directing the energies of the whole Denomination in
one sacred effort for the propagation of the Gospel, agree to the following rules,
or fundamental principles:

ArrroLe I. This Body shall be styled the “ Southern Baptist Convention.”

ArticLE II. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign and
domestic missions, and other important objeets connected with the Redeemer's
kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Baptist Denom-
ination in the United States as may desire a general organization for Christian
benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights of the
churches,

ArTicLE III. The Convention shall consist of members who contribute funds,

or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the basis of one dele-
gate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds at any time within the
twelve months preceding the meeting of the body; provided, however, that in
case of great collateral societies, composed of representatives receiving contri-
butions from different parts of the country, the ratio of representation shall be
one delegate for every thousand dollars paid within the current year; but the
number of such representatives shall never exceed five.
. ArticLE IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four Vice-
Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual
meeting, and hold their office until a new election; and the officers of the Con-
vention shall be, each by virtue of s office, members of the several Boards.

ArTicLE V. The Convention shall elect at each annnal meeting as many
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying out the
benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which Boards shall con-
tinue in office until a new election. Each Board shall consist of a President,
Vice-President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other members;
geven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall form a quorum for
the transaction of business, To each boapd shall be committed, during the
recess of the Convention, the entire management of all the affairs relating to
the object with whose interest it shall be charged, all of which management
shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this
Convention and such other instructions as may be given from time to time.
Teach Board shall have power to make such compensation to its Secretaries and
Treasurer as it may think right; fill the vacancies occurring in its own body,
and enact its own by-laws.



8 RULES OF ORDER,

ARTIcLE VI, The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and digbursements,
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session,and
to his Board as often as required. e shall also, on entering upon the duties of
his office, give competent security to the President of his Board for all the stock
and funds committed to his care. His books shall be open at all times to the
inspection of any member of the Convention and of his Board. No moneys
shall be paid out of any of the treasuries of the Board, but by an order from the
Board from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be
signed by its presiding officer.

AnticLe VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall
maintain intercourse, by letter, with such individuals or public bodies as the
interests of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such communica-
tions, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on file.

ArricLe VIIL The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep a
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com-
mitted to them for the purpose.

Artiere IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries and agents appointed by
the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall he members of some regular
church, in union with the churches composing this Convention.

Arrrene X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention
must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent
zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fit them for the service for which
they offer themselves.

ArricnE XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention shall
have the right to specify the object or objects to which their contributions shall
be applied. But when no such specification is made, the Convention will make
the appropriation at its own discretion.

ArrrcLe XIL The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but extra
meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of any one of
the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending delegates shall form a
quorum for the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of his
death, any of the Vice-Presidents of the Convention, may, at the request of two
of its Boards, postpone or alter the place of the meeting of the Convention,
when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place
appointed.

ArricLE XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made
in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members present, at any annual
meeting of the Convention.

To the Honorable Delegates of the Southern Baptist Convention of America :

Our country is far distant, our people grope in darkness. Having from
ancient times learned the doctrine of self righteousness, we could not know
there was a Saviour. Dwelling in the region of death, how could we see the
Great Light? We were born and have grown up in this benighted land ; there-
fore we were ignorant, without hope and without salvation. But now, having
heard the true doctrine, rejoicing we travel to the heavenly country. This we
have obtained through the heavenly Father's great mercy, and also through the
kindness of you, leaders of His cause.

‘When we think of this, we do not fail to thank and love you, and wish we
could see you in person; but that is impossible because of the great sea which
separates us.

O that our heavenly Father may bless us, and o prosper our church that we
may some day be able to send a delegate to see your faces and thank you.
But az we now can send letters, we will write to you concerning the affairs of
our little church, that you may know us, and thus (all being members of one
body) we may sympathize with each other.

It is now six years since Pastor Crawford came among us and our little
church was established. Notwithstanding reviling and persecutions, men and
women have believed and entered the church: we have had forty-eight native
members. :

There have sinned and been put away from us three persons. Death has
taken two, and a few, having met with persecution, have grown cold. But, on
the other hand, we have some who are giving their strength and time to study,
that they may be able to preach the Gospel.

Having collected sufficient money, we, in the early part of last year, purchased
a lot for a burying ground. We hLave since collected §23, and have rented a
room for a chapel in the village of “ Hoong-Go-Mung-Gia,” thirty 1i (ten miles)
Southwest of this city. At “ Toong-Fong-Sway,” a village fifty li to the South,
there is a temple where some of our members meet together on the Sabbath, and
there the Gospel has been preached to such an extent that but few come to burn
incense. The idols are neglected, and this heathen temple will surely become a
Christian church.

Mrs. Holmes has a female school, and Mrs. Crawford teaches the women of
the church to read, so that already we have a number of women who can read,
and explain the doctrine to others. o )

Several persons are enquiring and desiring to hear the doctrine, and this
cauges us truly to rejoice. Our place of worship can only seat a few tens of
people. Wef{eel it small and crowded, but we are too poor to build a large place.

The Sabbath School is an efficient instrumentality to bring the young to
Jesus, and edueate the generation of Christians who shall succeed us to be more
benevolent and self-sacrificing than any who have preceded them. Future
plans for the attainment of such ends demand the careful thought of the most
wise and prudent Christian minds. The responsibility is too vast for hasty ac-
tion. The plans devised should be commensurate with this great work, and
made as nearly perfect as possible. The friends of the cause must exercise
patience in the sttainment of the good desired.

It is the opinion of your Commitiee that the Sunday School Board can be
made eminently efficient and successful, and 1hat it is an instrumentality well
calculated to promote the interests of the Redeemer's kingdom. It ought to be
munificently supplied with all the means necessary for the most enlarged pros-
perity.

Every Sabbath School within our bounds should be encouraged to contribute
to its treasury, and it should share liberally with our other Boards in the annual
contributions of the churches, and be treated with ingenuous confidence as a
child of the Convention.

Our “Kixp Wonrps"” affords great pleasure to the children, and probably
makes more human hearts glad than all our other work combined. As the
editor of this paper, Bro. 8. Boykin is doing a noble work.

We have examined © Plans of the Board,” as presented in their anoual report,
and find nothing which we would change, while we invite special attention to
items 2, 6 and 7, and recommend their adoption by the Convention, provided it
is the sense of Artiele II. that the Missionary Agent is not to be considered as
%n a(llll‘itiuna,l sularied officer of the Board. We append the “Plans of the

While deploring the bereave-
ment by which we have been chastened, this Convention ought to thank God
that one of our most honored and useful officers is still sparved to us.

_The annual Report of this department of onr Missionary enterprise attests the
vigor and faith of the workmen engaged in it; bat the Board, with all their
economy, are in debt; and the urgent cries from every portion of onr beloved
native land demand, not retrenchment, but an increase of financial, pastoral and
Sunday School resources. No comparison ought ever to be made as to the im-
portance of our wmissionary fields. In the New Testament, churches are all
missionary organizations for the salvation of the world. Still the examples of
Jesus and of the Apostles requires us to begin at home, and never was there a
period when our own Zion so tenderly appealed to all who love her, not only to
weep as they remember her former glory and behold her present desolution, but
to come up to her help, and to the help of the Lord, with promptness, energy
aad noble liberality.  The Committee recommend a mass-meeting at the earliest
hour, and speakers from different parts of the land, so that this great cause may
be commended to the brethren present, and to the churches of Jesus.

Report of Committee on Indian Missions.

Your mission to the Indians has ever been an interesting one; how can ih_be
otherwise, when the only hope of escape, to that people, from earthly extinction
and eternal death, is found in the Gospel of Christ? The Gospel has saved
many of them from the power of the second death, even in their rude and un-
educated state; bat if we would expect a larger success, their minds must be
fortified by education and the indnstrial habits of civilized life, or they will be
swept away by the advancing tide of progress. The Creek nation, to whom our
mission is given, numbers 13,000 souls. ;[‘hel'e are also 13,000 bemmole‘s who
speak the Creek language. There are also 2,000 Freedmen among the Creeks,
and in all this population of nearly 30,000 souls, there are 5,000 helpless orphans,
The schools among them are very impel‘f'ec_t‘ a,_nd in the hands of mercenary
agents. Our Board, in its efforts of evangelizalion, have not as yet establisheid
a school of any kind among them, so that not one of their sons and daughters
has been educated by us ag a denomination. The Government of the United
States, with greater wisdom, has incorporated education as a principle in its
plan of Indian civilization, and has set apart large sums of Indian annuity, the
interest of which sums is annually appropriated to the support of schpols:-l.mong
the various tribes. Other denominations of Christians have established lurge
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mission schools, and have received subsidies from the United States Govern-
ment, as well ag from the Indians themselves. We have done nt)thing'. as yet,
in this direction. The treaty of 1866 gives to any religions denomination that
will establish schools among the Creeks, 160 acres of land; and the Territorial
Bill before Congress this spring, and which, doubtless, will be recfmsl‘dered and
become a law next December, provides that any religious denomination estab-
lishing a permanent school among the Creeks, shall be in fee simple entitled to
640 wcres of land. This land is very valuable, and in the States would sell for
$50 per acre.

The council of the Creek nation, in addition to the land grant, will pay §75
per annum for each pupil that we will board and educate in their territory, and
also $10,000 as a building fund.

In view of these facts, and for the additional reason that the Creeks greatly
desire the education o their 5,000 orplan children, the Committee recommend,
that the Convention instruct the Board at Marion to adopt guch measures as
may be necessary to secare the provigional subsidies, and all other funds neces-
sury for the establishment among the Creek Indiang, of a Creek Orphan House,
on the plan of an industrial school.

The Committee recommend the following resolutions for your adoption :

1st. That your Domestic and Indian Mission Board establish an Orphans’
Home among the Creck Indians, as soon as the necessary funds ean be obiained,
provided the Creek National Council will appropriate for that purpose as much
as they do for other schonls.

2d. That, should the Couneil fail to do this, then the funds collected for that
purpose shall be applied to the cstablishment of a select school for the education
of the children of Baptist missionavies and native preachers.

Report of Committee on China Mission,

As the most ancient, intelligent and populous empire of paganism, China
presents unqyestionably the grandest field for missionary enterprise.  That one-
third of the human family should have a single written langunge, is a wouderful

- providential preparation for the religion of Jesus Christ. The superior charac-
ter of this people—their tenacity of purpose, their patient endurance ol suffering,
their industry, their love of litérature, promise more permanent and influential
results when th y shall bave turned 1o the Lord, than the conversion of the
weaker and less cultivated nations of the earth.

. The success already achieved in this country is encouraging. In propertion,
in the two fields a larger nwmber of svuls were converted lust year in China thwe in
America,

The Board are wise in cultivating this portion of the vinevard with great
diligence.  The late increase of laborers is in clear acecordance with the dennnds
of the mission. The chapels and schools authorized, and the proposed advance
toward the interior, are cheering progress.  Alrexdy Bro. Crawlord seems lo see
the beginning of the end, when the vast multitudes shall be gathered iuto the
Redeemer's kingdom.

It is difficult to conceive of a spectacle more impressive than that of a handful
of men and women, without interfering with the policies o1 the nation, or wish-
ing to break the sceptre of its rulers, going forth among its hundreds of millions
to preach and teach the glorious news of salvation. In comparison with this
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work, the mightiest p'ans of human ingenuity and genius are cast into shade
Their mission rises into collossal proportions when viewed in the light of eternal
