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PREAMBLE AND CONSTITUTION.

We, the delegates from Missionary Societies, churches, and other religious
Bodies of the Baptist denominations in various parts of the United States, met
in Convention in the city of Angusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into
effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents by organizing a plan for
eliciting, combining, and directing the energies of the whole denomination in
one sacred effurt for the propagation of the gospel, agree to the following rules
or fundamental principles:

ArTicLE I. This body shall be styled the * Southern Baptist Convention.”

ArticLe II. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign
and domestic missions, and other important objects coonected with the Re-
deemer’s Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Bap-
tist denomination in the United States as may desire a general organization for
Christian benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal
rights of the churches.

ArTicLE I1I. The Convention shall consist of members who contribute
funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the basis of
one delegate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds at any time
within the twelve months preceding the meeting of the body; provided, how-
ever, that in case of great collateral societies, composed of representatives
receiving contributions from different parts of the country, the ratio of repre--
sentation shall be one delegate for every thousand dollars paid within the cur-
rent year; but the number of such representatives shall never exceed five.

ArticLE IV, The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four
Viee Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each
annual meeting, and hold their office until a new election ; and the officers of.
%10 (Slonvention shall be, each by virtue of his office, members of the several

Oardas.

ArTicLE V. The Convention shall elect, at each annual meeting, as many
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be neecessary for carrying out the
Benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which Boards shall con--
tinue in office until a new election. Kach Board shalt consist of a President,
Vice President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other members;
seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall form a quorum for:
the transaction of business. To each Board shall be committed, during the
recess of the Convention, the entire management of all the affairs relating to
the object with whose interest it shall be charged, all of which management
shall be in striet accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this-
Convention, and such other instructions as may be given from time to time.
Each Board shall have power to make such compensation to its Secretaries and
Treasurer as it may think right; fill the vacancies occurring in its own body,
and enact its own by-laws.

ArTmicLeE VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dishurse-
ments, and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in
session, and to this Board as often as required. He shall also, on entering upon
the duties of his office, give competent security to the President of the Board
for all the stock and funds committed to his care. His books shall be open at
all times to the inspection of any member of the Convention and of his Board.
No moneys shall be paid out of any of the treasuries of the Board, but by an.

order from the Board from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which
order shall be signed by the presiding officer.

ArticLE VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall
maintain intercourse, by letter, with such individuals or public bodies as the
interests of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such communi-
cutions, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on file.

Anrticte VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep
a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be
committed to them for the purpose.

ArricLe IX.  All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents appointed
by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some regular
chureh, in union with the churches composing this Convention.

ArTieLE X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Conven-
tion must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety,
fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fit them for the service
for which they offer themselves,

ArrticLe XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention shall
have the right 1o specify the object or objects to which their contributions shall
be applied. But when no such specification is made, the Convention will make
the appropriation at its own discretion.

ArricLe XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but extra
meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of any ope of
the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending delegates shall form a
quornm for the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of his
death, any of the Vice Presidents, of the Convention may, al the request of two
of its Boards, postpone or alter the place of the meeting of the Convention,
when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place
appointed,

ArrticLE XIII.  Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made
in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members present,at any annual
meeting of the Convention.

These genfleraen were original members of the
Board; both of the medical profession; alike graced by humility of character
and urbanity of manners; and equally esteemed as wise counsellors and ardent
friends of the Foreign Missions. They fell asleep about the sametime. Lovely
and pleagant in their lives, in their death they were not divided.

The Domestic and Indian and Sunday School Board have given an order on
the treasurer of the Baptist General Association of Virginia, for $942.36 of
their indebtedness. The payment of the order is contingent oncontributions
to that Board by the churches of Virginia. The amount paid to date, on ac-
count of this order, and included in the $391.04 above,is 116.04. The publish-
ers of the paper hold the Foreign Mission Board, as contractors for the print-
ing, responsible for the whole debt. The Board, equal only to our own obliga-
tions, respectfully solicit some satisfactory settlement with the publishers, by
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which we may not be burdened by the obligation of the co-ordinate Board of
the Convention.

OUR FINANCES.

It will be seen by our treasurer’s report that $32,770.13 have been received for
general missionary purposes. This is some four thousand dollars more than
was received last year for such pﬁrposes, and some ten thousand dollars more
than the average receipts for the six years preceding.

For the amount ($4,414.14) due our missionaries April fst, 1874, the Board
authorized them to negotiate drafts upon us, which drafts, with the exchange,
the Board will have to meet probably before the first of July.

In the meantime, we hope to be able from the receipts at this meeting of the
Convention and those currently coming in, to remit during this month the
amount for the April-July quarter, which will be a full settlement with our
missions to the 1st of July. The Board owes no other debt.

MISSIONARY APPLICATIONS.

Before the Board are applicants for Missionary work from eight States of the
South. The prayers for laborers have been heard; and shall we now refuse to
send them into the field ? To our earnest calls each has said, “Here am I, send
me." And who will take the responsibility of saying, “Thou canst not go "
But if the means are not afforded to send them, does not the fearful responsi-
bility of forbidding them rest upon us all?

AFRICAN MISSIONS,
SUSBPENSION OF WORK.

The Convention, at its Jast meeting, commended the Beard for suspending
most of our missionaries in Africa, but encouraged a resumption of the work,
when practicable, by the expression of sympany with our laborers there, and
thie hope of “a rich harvest from this field of prophesy and destiny.”

NOBLE CONDUCT OF MISSIONARIES.

Notwithstanding the suspension, the missionaries have continued their labors,
at their own charges and with much suffering. This spirit of self-denial for
the cause, we specially represent, is a loud call to the churches, not merely for
sympathy, bat for generous and speedy action ; the refusal of which will be a
dark spot in the history of Southern Baptists.

APPEAL.

The following appeal and remonstrance from these forsaken servants of God
needs no word of ours to carry it to the heart of every true friend of missions,
and of Africa:

At the request of the Soutbern Baptist Board, we relinguished our means of
support, and entered on the work among the heathen. The sacrifices were
great, but we copsidered it the voiee of God. It was not our fanlt that some
of the fields, through the disagreement of the natives, must be deserted. We
tried to do our duty, and have still tried. The suspension reduced us and our
families to the point of nakedness and starvation. We have continued to
preach to the natives. We do not deem it right to omit duty because the Board
has neglected us ; and again, woe is us, if we preach not the Gospel. Qan you
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not give us some relief? Do you not think it just that you should? Do you
not think we have a claim on you ?

APPROPRIATION.

The Board appropriated five hundred dollars “to meet the present distressed
condition of our suspended missionaries;” and Bro. B. P. Yates, of Monrovia,
was directed to draw for one hundred and fifteen dollars, which was all that
our Treasury contained, for African Missions.

CHURCHES AND SCHOOLS.

Brother Yates, who with Bro.J. J. Cheeseman was retained in our employ
writes:

* Bro. Cheeseman and myself are holding on, and using our best exertions to
keep up an interest among our brethren.

“We must urge the importance of a good school for the thorough education
of boys and girle. It ought to be established on the St. Paul's river, so as to
be accessible to the mass of the natives, who, on every haund, are crying for in-
struction, We want to raise up teachers among themselves, so as to scatter
throughout the half million of heathen, who look to us for help, the facilities
for moral and mental training.”

' BOOKS SENT.

The following is an extract from a report of the Standing Committee of the
Board of African Missions:

“The chairman is about to send to Africa, some three or four hundred vol-
umes bought and collected for Sabbath-schools there; and the readiness with
which these donations have been made, encourages the conviction that, with
proper effort, all that is needed for the support of the missions may be raised.”

BRO. YATES' ADDRESS TO THE COLORED PEOPLE OF AMERICA.

Colored Baptists should feel a special interest in this work, for they are his-
torically the pioneers of missiouary work in this part of Africa. The first
church which was established in Liberia, is the present Providence Baptist
church of Monrovia. From this germ have originated about twenty churches
and the Liberian Baptist Association. A peculior claim then rests wpon wus.
White men cannot do this work. Their efforts to introduce the Gospel in thiz
land have been devoted and self sacrificing ; but they have heen a series of dis-
asters and death. )

The work must be done by usand done by you, brethren in America, who are
enjoying the glorious advantages of education.

You are one in origin with us, and with the benighted tribes,in whose behalf
we plead. Come and help to make them one in our most precious faith and
glorious hope, that they may be one with us throughout eternity.

RESPONBES TO 'I‘I[lé ADDRESS.

Brethren W. W. Colley, and H. B. Bunts, Theological Students of the Rich-
mond Institute, and highly recommended by the President, Rev. Mr, Corey,
and their fellow students, and by two of the colored churches of Richmond,
have applied to be sent as missionaries to Africa. The Board approve their
application, and only await some action of the Convention, authorizing them
to accept their needed services.
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Brother W. J. David, of Mississippi, has applied for the same work; and
the Board have agreed to employ him, “to excite interest and raise funds in be-
half of African Missions, as preparatory to such further appointment, as may
be deemed advisable.”

BRO. J. J. CHEESEMAN'S LETTER.
Edina, Liberia, 9th Feb'y, 1874.

We are hard at work in this great field, fully ripe for the sickle. Native
Chieftains call upon me to know the cause of the sudden withdrawal of your
Board. I hope the speedy resumption of the work will enable me to give them
glad news. I am arranging to take under my instruction Native youths from
sections so distant as to have them free from family influence. If the Board is
disposed to foster this scheme, I shall be much pleased ; if not, I will carry it on
at my own expense. I have now a very interesting Missionary Society, con-
nected with my Sunday School, and from penny collections from the infant
members we have now over $30 in our treasury.

It may be of interest to know that the Baptists number 1,570 in Liberia, ac-
cording to reports from th2 various churches to the Association held in Decem-
ber.

SHALL THE WORK BE RESUMED.

The Board would have the Convention to direct the appropriation of some
five thousand dollars to our African Missions; and to call upon the churches
to provide the means for the vigorous prosecution of this work, which belongs
to none, so peculiarly, and so emphatically, as to the Baptists of the South.

CHINA MISSIONS.
CHEF0O.

J. B. Hartwell, as stated in our last report, deemed it expedient to muve from

Tung Chow to Chefoo. The following is from his pen:
Home.

I bave rented a house in Chefoo, which is large, commodious and airy, but
quite separate from the native population. Sometimes, however, we have at
our evening faw ily prayers a company of twenty Chinese.

Chapel.

I availed myself of the kind offer of Dr. William Brown, of the English
Baptist Missionary Society, to use the chapel connected with the new hospital
he has just opened in Chefoo.

Sister Hartwell's Health.

Mrs. Hartwell has been ill for many months, By the doctor’s advice, we
took a trip to Canton. The change apparently did goed, but the good was
only apparent. Bhe suffers as much as she did a year ago, and she desires the
prayers of God's people for her speedy and entire restoration,

Hopeful Work.

I conduct services in the morning, and the native assistant in the afternoon,

except on Sundays, when I take both services. Iam gratified by the attend-

ance at the chapels in the place, and am very hopeful of good results from our
labors.
