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Preamble and Constitution.

We, the delegates from Missionary Societies, churches and
other religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various
parts of the United States, met in Convention in the city of Au-
gusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into effect the benev-
olent intentions of our constituents by organizing a plan for
eliciting combining, and directing the energies of the whole de-
nomination in one sacred effort for the propagation of the gospel,
agree to the following rules or fundamental principles :

ArticLe I This body shall be styled the “Southern Baptist
Convention.”

Art. IL. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con-
nected with the Redeemer’s Kingdom, and to combine for this
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benevo-
lence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights
of the churches.

ArT. ITI. The Ceonvention shall consist of members who con-
tribute funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing
funds, on the basis of one delegate for every hundred dollars con-
tributed to our funds at any time within the twelve months pre-
ceding the meeting of the body; provided, however, that in case
of great collateral societies, composed of representatives receiv-
ing contributions from different parts of the country, the ratio of
representation shall be one delegate for every thousand dollars
paid within the current year; but the number of such represen-
tatives shall never exceed five.

ARrT. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President,
four Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall
be elected at each annual meeting, and hold their office until a
new election; and the officers of the Convention shall be, eack
by virtue of his office, members of the several Boards.

Art. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting, as
many Boards of Managers, as in its judgment will be necessary
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro-
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mote—all which Boards shall continue in office until anew election.
Each Board shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secreta-
ries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other members; seven of
whom, including one or more of the officers, shall form a quorum
for the transaction of business. To each Board shall be com-
mitted, during the recess of the Convention, the entire manage-
ment of all the affairs relating to the object with whose interest it
shall be charged, all of which management shall be in strict
accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this
Convention, and such other instructions as may be given from
time to time. Each Board shall have power to make such com-
pensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it may think right;
fill the vacancies occurring in its own body, and enact its own
by-laws.

ArT. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account
for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts
and disbursements, and make report of them to the Convention
whenever it shall be in session, and to this Board as often as
required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of his office,
give competent security to the President of the Board for all the
stock and funds committed to his care. His books shall be open
at all times to the inspection of any member of the Convention
and of his Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any of the
treasuries of the Board, but by an order from the Board from
whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be
signed by the presiding officer.

ArT. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards
shall maintain intercourse by letter, with such individuals or public
bodies as the interests of their respective bodies may require.
Copies of all such communications, with their answers, if any,
shall be kept by them on file.

Arrt. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards
shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other
documents as may be committed to them for the purpose.

ArT. IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents ap-
pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be
members of some regular church, in union with the churches
composing this Convention.

ArT. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this
Convention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence
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of genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and talents
which fit them for the service for which they offer themselves.

Art. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven-
tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which
their contributions shall be applied. But when no such specifica-
tion is made, the Convention will make the appropnatlon at its
own discretion.

ArtT. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually,
but extra meetings may be called by the President, with the ap-
probation of any one of the Boards of Managers. A majority
of the attending delegates shall form a quorum for the transaction
of business. The President, or in the event of his death, any of
the Vice Presidents, of the Convention may, at the request of two
of its Boards, postpone or alter the place of the meeting of the
Convention, when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to con-
vene at the time or place appointed.

ARrt. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may
be made in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members
present, at any annual meeting of the Convention.



PROCEEDINGS.

CuarLesTON, 8. C,, May 6, 1375.

According to appointment, the delegates of the Southern Bap-
tist Convention met at the Citadel Square Baptist Church, Charles-
ton, 8. C,, and were called to order by President J. P. Boyce, of
Kentucky. After singing, led by brother L. B. Fish, the Presi-
dent read the tenth chapter of Luke, and prayér was offered by
brother W. S. Webb, of Mississippi. :

Thirtieth Aunual Report of the Home Mission Board to the
Southern Baptist Convention.

Marion, ArLa., April zoth, 1875.
OBITUARY.

Since our last annual report, the Board of Managers have lost
one of its most useful and devoted members, David R. Lide, a
native of South Carolina, who died, after - brief and painful illness,
September 24th, 1874, from a railroad accident, near the town of
Columbiana, Ala, He was a man of affable marners, amiable in
disposition, earnest in piety, decided in principle, and active in the
service of his Master. His memory is a rich legacy to his family,
and an incentive to his surviving associates.

Rev. Andrew Porter, a Chickasaw native preacher, ir the service
of the Board, died August 16th, 1874. * He was about 45 years of
age, and like Zacheus, small of stature, but a Boanerges in preach-
ing and working. He was a very useful man, and our Mission has
sustained a great loss in his death.” So writes one of our Mis-
sionaries, who was intimately acquainted with our deceased
brother. May the Lord of the harvest raise up some one to take
his place. Only one Chickasaw native preacher survives him,

THE MISSIONS.

The obligations of the people of God to send the Gospel into
all the world does not grow less as the years multiply, or as
Eternity approaches, The command of the Saviour is imperative,
and can never diminish in force. To the “ Home Mission Board”
of the Convention, has been committed the work of furnishing
the Gospel to the destitute of these Southern States and adjacent
Indian Territory. To view this field with its vast population,
scattered over such an immense area of country, and representing
so many nationalities, might intimidate the boldest, but for the
blessed promise, “I am with you.” At no time, in the history
of the Convention, has been presented such a demand upon your
treasury for the “bread of life” as now. From a succession of
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causes your feeble churches have struggled for an existence, new
and inviting fields for Missionary enterprise have opened on every
hand, from Maryland to Texas, and from Florida to the Pacific
coast. The Indians west of Arkansas and south of Kansas, have
responded to the invitations of the Man of Peace; and thriving
under the benign influences of Christianity, have impressed their
western neighbors, of the wild tribes, with the value of a
Christian faith; and even among these, not a few are knocking at
the door of mercy, and demanding that the Man, Christ Jesus,
shall be made known to their people, also, that with others they
may rejoice in the earnest of that inheritance which is incorrupt-
able and that fadeth not away. For the last thirty years your
Board has sent forth the ambassadors of Christ on their holy
embassys into every portion of the land, proclaiming the salva-
tion of God to thousands not otherwise brought within the sphere
of Christian influence, Christian churches have been organized,
the institutions of God’s house have been established to feed the
flock of Christ. Should this report close the record of such
labors under the dirction of your Board, already are to be found
in almost every district of these Southern States, monuments
more durable than brass, of the fidelity and fervent zeal of the
men of God, who have successfully hazarded all for Christ, and
upon whose labors rests the seal of the divine approval.

THE HOME AND FOREIGN JOURNAL,

The balance, $943.22 of our deficit for the publication of the
Journal, including the additional expense of publication for the
months of May and June, 1874, as reported by the Foreign Board,
has been fully paid, and it has since been issued under the sole
direction of the Richmond Board.

—EDUCATION OF COLORED MEN FOR THE MINISTRY.
//;ppropriations for the board of Emanuel Love at the “Augusta
Institute,” were continued to the close of the academic year, June
30, 1874, and to Taylor Frierson, at “ Leland University,” New
Orleans, La., to the same period. Total amount expended,
$43.30. These funds had been donated for this special object,
and we regret that the amount was so small. It is to be hoped
that this worthy objet will claim, as it deserves, a larger share in
the liberality of our brethren. These young and promising men
have been able, however, to prosecute their studies with com-
mendable results, through means secured from other sources.
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MISSIONARY LABOR FOR THE YEAR.

During the year, 51 Missionaries and Agents, have been under
appointment, including the native Indian preachers, the result of
whose labors is as follows: Weeks labor performed, 1,810; Ser-
mons and addresses made, 4,682 ; Religious visits to familes, 5,679;
Prayer and other Meetings a‘tended, 2, 363; Miles traveled in
performance of labor, 78,170; Baptisms administered, 436 ; Bap-
tisms administered by others in connection with the labors of the
Missionaries, 6og; Total Baptisms, 1,045; Number of Sunday-
schools organized by the Missionaries, 150; Number of teachers
and pupils in attendance in the Stinday-schools, 466; Pages of
religious tracts distributed, 25,755 ; Number of churches organized
during the year, zo; Number of Meeting-houses built, 13; Num-
ber of Churches and Stations supplied by the Missionaries, 204,
