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PEE AMBLE AND CONSTITUTION. 

W e , the delegates from missionary societies, churches arid other reli­
gious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United 
States, met in convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the pur­
pose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents 
by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining and directing the energies 
of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propagation of 
the Gospel, agree to the following rules or fundamental principles: 

A R T I C L E I. This body shall be styled the " Southern Baptist Con­
vention." 

A R T . II. It shall the design of this Convention to promote foreign 
and domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the 
Redeemer's Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of 
the Baptist Denomination in the United States as may desire a general 
organization for Christian benevolence, which shall fully respect the 
independence and equal rights of the churches. 

A R T . III. The Convention shall consist of members who contribute 
funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the 
basis of one delegate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds 
at any time within the twelve months preceding the meeting of the body; 
and of representatives, on the terms hereinafter specified, from any of, 
the following bodies, viz.: the Maryland Union Baptist Association, the 
Baptist General Association of Virginia, the Baptist General Association 
of West Virginia, the North Carolina Baptist State Convention, the 
Baptist Convention of Western North Carolina, the State Convention 
of the Baptist Denomination in South Carolina, the Baptist Convention 
of thp State of Georgia, the Florida Baptist State Convention, the Ala­
bama Baptist State Convention, the Mississippi Baptist State. Conven­
tion, the Baptist General Association of South-eastern Mississippi, the 
Louisiana Baptist State Convention, the Baptist State Convention of 
Texas, the Baptist General Association of Texas, the Baptist Convention 
of Eastern Texas, the Arkansas Baptist State Convention, the Baptist 
General Association of Western Arkansas and Indian Territory, the 
Tennessee Baptist State Convention, the Baptist General Association of 
Kentucky, the Missouri Baptist General Association, the South-west 
Missouri Baptist Convention, which bodies shall be allowed one represen­
tative in this Convention for every five hundred dollars which, during 
the twelve months ending December 31, previous to the session of this 
Convention, may have been expended by them for objects similar to those 
in the prosecution of which this Convention may be actively engaged, 
which objects are at present those of Foreign Missions, Home Missions, 
Indian Missions and Sunday-school work; Provided, that the official 
organs of such State Convention or General Association shall, by the 1st 
day of March preceding the annual session of this Convention, have 
communicated to the Home Mission Board of this Convention the 
amount expended by the body in question as above indicated; Provided, 
also, that the representatives of these bodies shall be formally appointed 
by the organs thereof in the manner which may by the said bodies be 
hereafter directed, and that their appointment shall be duly certified to 
this Convention. 

A R T . IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four 
Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected 
at each annual meeting, and hold their office until a.new election; and 
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the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, m e m ­
bers of the several Boards. 

A R T . V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many 
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying 
out the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which 
Boards m a y continue in office until a new election. Each Board shall 
consist of a President, Vice President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, 
and fifteen other members; seven of whom, including one or more of 
the officers, shall form a quorum for the transaction of business. To 
each Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, 
the entire management of all the affairs relating to the object with 
whose interest it shall be charged, all of which management shall be in 
strict accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this 
Convention, and such other instructions as may be given from time to 
time. Each Board shall have power to make such compensation to its 
Secretaries and Treasurer as it may think right, fill the vacancies occur­
ring in its own body, and enact its own by-laws. 

A R T . V I . The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all 
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dis­
bursements, and make report of them to the Convention whenever it 
shall be in session, and to his Board as often as required. H e shall also, on 
entering upon the duties of his office, give competent security to the Presi­
dent of the Board for all the stock and funds committed to his care. 
His books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of 
the Convention and of his Board. N o moneys shall be paid out of any 
of the treasuries of the Board, but by an order from that Board from 
whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be signed 
by the presiding officer. 

A R T . VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall 
maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public bodies as 
the interest of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such 
communications, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on 
file. 

A R T . VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall 
keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents 
as may be committed to them for the purpose. 

A R T . IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries, and agents appointed 
by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some 
regular church, in union with the churches composing this Convention. 

A R T . X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Conven­
tion must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine 
piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fit them 
for the service for which they offer themselves. 

A R T . X L The bodies and individuals composing this Convention 
shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which their con­
tributions shall be applied. But when no such specification is made, the 
Convention will make the appropriation at its own discretion. 

A R T . XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but ex­
tra meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of 
any one of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending dele­
gates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for tbe transaction of busi­
ness. The President, or in the event of his death, any of the Vice 
Presidents, of the Convention, may, at the request of two of its Boards, 
postpone or alter the place of the meeting of the Convention, when it 
may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place 
appointed. 

A R T . XIII. A n y alterations which experience shall dictate may be made in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members present, at any annual meeting of the Convention.

CHINA MISSIONS. 

The Committee on China Missions make the following report: 
1. In their judgment, China is the most important field for missionary 

work to be found in the world. In support of this broad proposition, 
they appeal to the wonderful influence and power of the Chinese people. 
They are four hundred millions in number. They occupy a vast terri­
tory that stretches from the snows of Siberia, on the north, to the torrid 
plains of Burmah, on the south; from the Pacific, on the east, to the 
mountainous ranges of Central Asia, on the west—a land fertile by 
nature and cultivated with an assiduity and a success equaled by few of 
the peoples of the earth. They possess a civilization which thousands 
of years ago had well nigh reached its present development a sound sys­
tem, which has lived through long ages of the past, surviving the dis­
aster of revolution and the overthrow of political institutions. 

The diffusion of education among the male population is excelled by 
that of few of the nations of Europe, while a spirit of enterprise, carry­
ing them far and wide in all the countries of Eastern Asia and even 
into America, entitles them to be called the Anglo-Saxons of the East. 

The conversion of such a people to Christ would insure the speedy 
conquest of the world. 

2. This field is already whitening to the harvest. During the past 
year, with only three white male missionaries, the baptisms into our 
churches have been ninety-eight. This m ay at first sight seem to be a 
small number, but had the Baptist ministers of the United States sus­
tained and assisted by a membership of two millions, averaged as many 
baptisms as did our missionaries in China, the number added to our 
churches at home would have been more than five hundred thousand, 
whereas they baptized less than eighty thousand. 

W e have all read in our periodicals how the kindness shown to the 
sufferers during the frightful famine which recently prevailed in some 
parts of that empire, by foreigners, and especially by missionaries, soft­
ened the prejudices of the people, and opened many minds to hear of 
Jesus and the Resurrection. 

The testimony of our own missionaries confirms the statement that 
China is, as never before, opening wide her gates to the Gospel. 
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Brother Yates, who has been a missionary for thirty years, says: " Be 
assured, ye friends of missions, I never was more encouraged in m y 
work than now." 
Brother Graves, of Canton, says: "The past year will be known in the 

history of our Canton Mission as one of marked advance in several di­
rections." 

Brother Crawford, of Tung Chow, says : " The Gospel is striking its 
roots deep into Asiatic society. Much seed has been sown, and we would 
call our Southern Baptists to come over to the reaping." 

Members of this body have in years gone by united with those who 
have ascended to heaven, lifting to God the imploring cry that the Lord 
would open China to the herald of salvation. 
It is come. It is done. This is the day for which we and our fathers 

have prayed. China, from the mountains to the sea, lies open before us, 
and the dark land so long closed against the men of God, invites us now 
to enter and fill it with the story of redeeming love. 

Your committee is deeply impressed with the conviction that this Con­
vention ought now to re-enforce every Mission station there, and mul­
tiply new ones in that vast empire. The dear brethren and sisters who 
have given their lives to the work of Christ there are laboring faithfully, 
abundantly, for the salvation of those crowded populations—but what are 
they among so many? 

W h y should not the millions of Baptists at the South count their mis­
sionaries there by scores and by hundreds? W h y should not the appeal 
of Crawford and Graves and Yates be answered by a hundred voices, 
saying, " Here a m I; send me? " W h y should not our churches recog­
nizing in the breaking down of every barrier there not only the full 
answer to their prayer, but the promise, the perfect assurance of suc­
cess, give abundantly of their means to support those who will go there to 
tell of H i m who died for their sins and rose again for their justification? " 

W e conclude this report by submitting the following resolution: 
Resolved, That our Foreign Mission Board be instructed to use all dili­

gence to increase year by year the number of godly men and women 
who labor in China, and never to relax their efforts until a hundred mis­
sionaries, under the patronage of this Convention, shall be engaged in 
preaching Christ to its dying millions.

The Committee on African Missions deem it unnecessary to reargue 
the question of the importance of this work, about which there has been 
no difference of opinion from the very birth of this Convention. Dur­
ing all the years of our existence God has greatly blessed our labors in 
that field, and many benighted souls have been brought to Christ and 
prepared for Heaven. 
There is but one feature of the work which is in any respect new at 

present, and that has been repeatedly commended by our Board and by 
this Convention. W e would venture to emphasize it afresh, however, 
and to urge the prosecution of efforts for enlisting our brethren of the 
colored race among us in the work of missions to Africa, in conjunction 
with us. 
W e rejoice in the noble work which is in progress for the education of 

the ministry among them, by the schools and institutes under the direc­
tion of the American Baptist H o m e Mission Society. M a y we not hope 
that with the higher culture and increasing numbers of their ministry 
many will rise up among them who will desire to bear the gospel tidings 
into the center of the dark continent ? 
W e recommend that our Board of Foreign Missions be instructed to 

ase diligent efforts for securing the co-operation of our colored brethrea 
in all our States in prosecuting African Missions.

DOMESTIC MISSIONS. 

The Board has done a good work this year. Among other things it 
has employed in this work ten missionaries, who have served 18 churches, 
preached 1,065 sermons and baptized 132 persons. W h e n we remember 
the pressure of other work, the embarrassed condition of this work for 
many years, and the smallness of the means to cultivate so vast a terri­
tory, this will appear domestic mission work of no insignificant propor­
tions. 
The original name of this Board was the Domestic Mission Board, and 

to spread the Gospel in the South was its original work. Circumstances 
have caused a great enlargement of the scope of the Board's operations 
but the necessity and importance of this original work have not essen­
tially changed. 

Not to mention other States, in Florida, Louisiana, Missouri, Arkansas 
and Texas, there are many counties and hundreds of towns wholly 
without Baptist teaching. In these and other States are very many 
important centers with but monthly or semi-monthly preaching, while 
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•churches of other denominations are served all the time by resident 
pastors. 

In no one of our States is the Suuday-school work fully done; while 
in the great number of these States it is very inadequately done. The 
Raikes Sunday-school Centennial is upon us, yet our Baptist churches, 
as a rule, have not Sunday-schools. This is a grating sentence, but it is 
a true one. 

Now, inasmuch as several of our States are unable to do for themselves 
this much needed and very important work, they must have the help of 
other States, and this Board is the only means of co-operation between 
the States, we submit the following recommendations: 
First—That the Board endeavor greatly to enlarge its domestic mis­

sion work, giving special attention to aiding important points. 
Second—That the Board pay special attention to Sunday-school work, 

co-operating, where it seems best, with State Conventions and several as­
sociations in employing State Sunday-school missionaries.

INDIAN MISSIONS. 

Your Committee beg leave to report that they have read with approv­
ing interest the part of the report of the Home Mission Board whick 
refers to our missions among the Indians. 
The Board has done all it could in the circumstances to sustain our 

missionaries in the Indian Territory, and to send the Gospel to the wild 
tribes. The Lord's blessing has accompanied these efforts. The divine 
promise has been fulfilled. Those who in the years of discouragement 
and appalling difficulties went forth bearing the precious seed weeping, 
have joyously returned, bringing their sheaves with them. The churches 
and the ministry, and the general piety and evangelization of Indian Ter­
ritory are living and glorious proofs of the power of the Gospel, and the 
divine sanction of our missionary labors. 
Your Committee heartily approve of the Board's action in regard t» 

the manual labor school, and commend it to the fostering care of the 
brethren. The contributions of the Indians themselves is a hopeful siga 
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of the permanent succcess of the enterprise; but it must necessarily in­
cur increased expense, and it calls for increased contributions to the In­
dian mission work. W e beg to call special attention to a large class of 
scattered Indians, the remnants of the tribes settled in the Choctaw and 
Cherokee nations, who occupy large tracts of land between the Tombig-
bee and Pearl rivers, in Mississippi, from Aberdeen to Mobile Bay. These 
people number some two or three thousand; and are absolutely destitute 
of the Gospel, and are as completely heathen as are the tribes in Africa. 
They have no form of worship, and seemingly no conception of a Su­
preme Deity. W e are glad to report that a native missionary from the 
Choctaw Nation will soon be laboring among this strangely neglected 
people.

The member­
ship in our churches increases rapidly each year, and we should strive to 
develop in them the grace of giving to the cause of Christ. The field 
for missionary operations is continually widening with each triumph of 
Christianity, and from every quarter we hear the cry for help. With 
larger resources and our duties to others vastly increased, it is time that 
there should be. a forward movement in our foreign mission work. 
The Women's Missionary Societies are doing a grand work, but it is 

needful that they enlarge that work. W e recommend that the Corre­
sponding Secretary urge upon the Baptist women of the South the im­
portance of this work until there shall be a Woman's Missionary So­
ciety in every church in the land. 
W e recommend the appointment by the Foreign Mission Board of \ 

Rev. T. M. Westrup as missionary in the State of Coahuila, Mexico, 
on the condition mentioned in the report of the Foreign Mission Board. 
For several months Brother Westrup has been supported by the contri­
butions of brethren in Texas, and his labors have been signally blessed. 
The Board of Directors of the Texas Baptist State Convention at their 
last meeting agreed to become responsible for his support until the next 
meeting of the State Convention, and will doubtless assume permanently 
the expense of the mission, and co-operate with the Foreign Mission 
Board. Mexico is our neighbor. It lies at our very door in helpless­
ness and want, and cries for aid. There are at present several Baptist 
churches established in that land of moral darkness, and the people are 
looking for some better way of salvation than that which is offered them 
by Roman Catholicism. As soon as the Board can be assured of a sup­
port for a missionary in Mexico it is desirable that one be appointed. 

China, Italy and Mexico are earnestly pleading with us for more 
workers. Shall they have them? Shall we be content to occupy our 
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present position, or shall we move grandly onward until the kingdoms 
ol this world shall become the kingdom of our God. Looking back over

FOREIGN MISSIONS OF THE SOUTHERN BAPTIST CON­
VENTION. 

The Committee to consider the Treatise on " Foreign Missions of the 
Southern Baptist Convention," by Rev. H. A. Tupper, D. D., report that 
the resolution of this Convention calling for the publication in book 
form of the articles that appeared in our religious press from the pen of 
the Corresponding Secretary of the Foreign Mission Board, has been 
most satisfactorily complied with in an elegant volume of 512 pages 
well printed on the best paper.

SOUTH AMERICAN MISSIONS. 

Your Committee to whom was referred the report on South American 
Missions beg leave to submit the following: It is surely a cause for 
great rejoicing that, at last, the attention of Southern Baptists has been 
called to the great countries of South America, and especially to Brazil, 
that beautiful land of the Southern cross. The evangelization of this 
wonderful country is a work of vast magnitude. The empire of Brazil 
is as large as the United States and all their territories, excepting Alas­
ka, and has a population of about ten millions of inhabitants. But this 
work, vast as it may appear, is yet within the range of possibilities, and 
offers so many inducements and facilities that your committee are fully 
persuaded that the work, though stupendous, is yet feasible and particu­
larly inviting. In our opinion there is not another country in the whole 
range of missionary labors that is more inviting, or that offers speedier 
and grander results, with the same amount of labor and expense. 
The advantages which this great field of labor offers, and the reasons 

that should stimulate our hearts and open our purses in this direction, 
are numerous and easily pointed out. 
First—The government is a just and stable one. wisely and firmly 

administered, and affords ample security to life, liberty, and preperty. A 
government where merit is duly rewarded and crime promptly punished. 
Industrious immigrants from every clime and country, but especially from 
these United States, are welcomed with open hearts and arms, and every 
facility and protection given them that may be" necessary to their ad­
vancement and prosperity. 
Second—The people of the country are polite, liberal-minded and 

hospitable in an eminent degree, have a great admiration for our Ameri­
can people, and are evidently in a most favorable condition for the 
reception at our hands of a purer Christianity, and a more advanced 
civilization which we may carry them. 
Third—The climate is delightful, the country elevated and healthy, 

and remarkably free from epidemic diseases, and the soil is rich, teeming 
with all the varied products of that bountiful clime. Upon a survey of 
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the whole field the evidences to our mind are unmistakable that God, 
by His over-ruling Providence, has specially prepared that country and 
those generous people for the evangelizing armies of our denominatioa, 
and especially for the Baptists of the South. Your committee, therefore, 
believing that everything is propitious, and that the time has fully 
arrived when the Baptists of the South should do something in that 
direction worthy of their numbers and financial strength, recommend 
the adoption of the following resolution, viz.: 
Resolved, That the Board of Foreign Missions be authorized, if they 

deem it practicable, to appoint additional missionaries for the work in 
Brazil.

To write his history would, 
therefore, be to write the history of this Convention. N o member of 
this body at any session when he was present can have failed to be im­
pressed by Dr. Jeter's good sense, simplicity of character, elevation of 
aim, and earnest devoutness. But only now do we fully perceive how 
large a place he filled,In all our work, how commanding he was in abil­
ity, and how noble in character. This Convention has many precious 
memories of great and good men; may we all be moved to follow them 
as they followed Christ. 
The committee learn with great satisfaction that Rev. W . E. Hatcher, 

D. D., a kinsman of Dr. Jeter, a native of the same county, and of late 
years his pastor in Richmond, has consented to prepare a memoir, and 
that this will comprise the delightful " Recollections of a Long Life," 
which Dr. Jeter published in many numbers of the " Religious Herald."

welfare, if not to the perpetuity of their race," and recognize the open­
ing of the school as a most hopeful feature in our Missionary work 
among the Creek Indians.

EUROPEAN MISSIONS. 

We have reason, first of all, to be thankful to God that, n»twithstand-
ing the absence of our Missionary from the field during the past year, 
the Mission has not suffered, as we might reasonably have expected it to 
do. Brother Taylor writes from Rome, on his return, that he thinks 
these is evidence of progress in that city. And from the reports of the 
Missionaries at the various other points, if we can not mark especial pro­
gress, there does not seem to be any reason- for special discouragement. 
It is also matter for congratulation and thankfulness that Brother Taylor 
was able, while in this country, to raise sufficient money to finish paying 
for the chapel in Rome, and also a considerable sum toward building a 
chapel in the important town of Torre Pellice; and that he has been 
spared through serious illness and all the perils of travel to return agaia 
to his proper work. 

It will be seen from the above that the European Mission has made a 
decided advance since our last Convention, and we regard it not only as 
one of our most important and successful Missions, up to this time, but 
also as being in a more really hopeful condition now than it has ever 
been before. 

W e trust that a wider and more accurate knowledge of this Mission, 
as of all our Missions, may be given to the people, and that Brother Tay­
lor and his fellow-laborers may receive from the Convention, and from 
us all, the support, the sympathy, and the prayers which they so need 
and deserve. 
To one matter, in the report of our Corresponding Secretary on this 

Mission, we call special attention, namely, the appointment of a suitable 
young man as an associate with Dr. Taylor. • 
The report asks: "Shall some young men be called by the Board to 

this work, as Brother Taylor was ? " Let the Convention answer this 
question. Does the Convention believe that the only, or the most reli­
able, call from God to this work is a mere personal conviction of duty to 
go? Would Paul and Barnabas have entered upon their work when 
they did, and as they did, had not the brethren, as moved by the Holy 
Ghost, have set them apart to that work? And has any minister of Jesus 
Christ the right to ignore such a call as that which was made to our be­
loved Brother Taylor ? Your Committee recognize, of course, that the 
final decision of such a question must ever be with one's own conscience 
and that no Board can, as a rule, determine duty for another; yet thev 
are of the opinion that there ought to be always, with ministers of Jesus 
Christ, a readiness to look for calls from God, through the convictions of 
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their brethren, who know them best; and that no one ought to turn a 
deaf ear to any calmly-weighed and positive conviction, which trusted 
brethren may hold concerning their work for Jesus.
