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PREAMBLE AND CONSTITUTION. 

W e , the delegates from missionary societies, churches and other relig­
ious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United 
States, met in convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the pur­
pose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents 
by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining and directing the energies 
of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propagation of the 
Gospel, agree to the following rules or fundamental principles: 

A R T I C L E I. This body shall be styled the " Southern Baptist Conven­
tion." 

A R T . II. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign 
and domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the 
Redeemer's Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of 
the Baptist Denomination in the United States as may desire a general 
organization for Christian benevolence, which shall fully respect the inde­
pendence and equal rights of the churches. 

A R T . III. The Convention shall consist of members who contribute 
funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the 
basis of one delegate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds 
at any time within the twelve months preceding the meeting of the body; 
and of representatives, on the terms hereinafter specified, from any of the 
following bodies, viz.: the Maryland Union Baptist Association, the Bap­
tist General Association of Virginia, the Baptist General Association of 
West Virginia, the North Carolina Baptist State Convention, the Baptist 
Convention of Western North Carolina, the State Convention of the 
Baptist Denomination in South Carolina, the Baptist Convention of the 
State of Georgia, the Florida Baptist State Convention, the Alabama 
Baptist State Convention, the Mississippi Baptist State Convention, the 
Baptist General Association of Southeastern Mississippi, the Louisiana 
Baptist State Convention, the Baptist State Convention of Texas, the 
Baptist General Association of Texas, the Baptist Convention of Eastern 
Texas, the Arkansas Baptist State Convention, the Baptist General Asso­
ciation of Western Arkansas and Indian Territory, the Tennessee Baptist 
State Convention, the Baptist General Association of Kentucky, the Mis­
souri Baptist General Association, the Southwest Missouri Baptist Conven­
tion, which bodies shall be allowed one representative in this Convention 
for every five hundred dollars which, during the twelve months ending 
December 3i~̂ >fevious"to the session of this C°nvention, may have been 
expended by them for objects similar to those in the prosecution of which 
this Convention may be actively engaged, which objects are at present those 
of Foreign Missions, Home Missions, Indian Missions and Sunday-school 
work ; Provided, that the official organs of such State Convention or General 
Association shall, by the ist day of March preceding the annual session of 
this Convention, have communicated to the Home Mission Board of this 
Convention the amount expended by the body in question as above indi­
cated; Provided, also, that the representatives ̂ pTjhese . bodjes sjiaU^be 
formally appointed by theToFgans^ the'reof in the majmeTwhich may by the 
sai"d~̂ ĉ ieTrre~h'ereafterdirected7"and that their appointment shall be duly 
certTnecrtfJ tfrtr Convention: """ 

ART."WT. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four 
Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected 
at each annual meeting, and hold their office until a new election; and

the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, m e m 
of the several Boards. 

A R T . V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many 
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying ou 
the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which Boar s 
may continue in office until a new election. Each Board shall consist ot 
a President, Vice President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and ^'teen 

other members; seven of whom, including one or'more of the officers, 
shall form a quorum for the transaction of business. To each Board shall 
be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the entire manage­
ment of all the affairs relating to the object with whose interest it shall 
be charged, all of which management shall be in strict accordance with 
the constitutional provisions adopted by this Convention, and such other 
instructions as may be given from time to time. Each Board shall have 
power to make such compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it 
may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in its own body, and enact 
its own by-laws. 

A R T . VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all 
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and disburse­
ments, and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be 
in session, and to his Board as often as required. H e shall also, on enter­
ing upon the duties of his office, give competent security to the President 
of the Board for all the stock, and funds committed to his care. His 
books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the 
Convention and of his Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any of 
the treasuries of the Board, but by an order from that Board from whose 
treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be signed by the 
presiding officer. 

A R T . VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall 
maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public bodies as 
the interest of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such 
communications, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on 
file. 

A R T . VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep 
a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may 
be committed to them for the purpose. 

A R T . IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries and agents appointed by 
the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some regular 
church, in union with the churches composing this Convention. 

A R T . X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Conven­
tion must, previous to their appointment, furaish evidence of» genuine 
piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fit them for 
the service for which they offer themselves. 

A R T . XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention shall 
uu uhe " 8 vl t0 sPecify t h e obJect or objects to which their contributions 
shall be applied But when no such specification is made, the Conven­
tion will make the appropriation at its own discretion 

A R T . XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but ex­
tra meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of 
S L 0 ! ! , , ^ managers. A majority of the attending dele­
gates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for the transaction of busi-
ness The President, or m the event of his death, any of the Vice 
Presidents, of the Convention may, at the request of two of its Boards 
postpone or alter the place of meeting of the Convention, when it rnav 
be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place appoint J 

A R T . XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate m K ' 
made in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members i ^ 
at any annual meeting of the Convention. " esent, 
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BY-LAWS. 

Recommendations of a committee appointed to consider a paper sub­
mitted to the Convention by a joint committee of the two Boards, 
ordered to be printed as by-laws. Paragraph 53, session 1881. 

Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to endeavor 
more energetically and systematically to elicit,, combine and direct the 
energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propaga­
tion of the gospel, for this purpose, we unanimously recommend— 

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the closest 
possible connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in such way 
as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such agency as 
each of the Boards may deem best; in both cases providing for necessary 
expenses incurred. 

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be instructed 
to secure frequent distribution of information relating to their work, by 
means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and otherwise, as may be found 
expedient, among the masses of the people; and, further, that each of the 
Secretaries be required to prepare, each year, or to secure without cost to 
their Boards, the preparation of a suitable address, containing such facts 
?nd points as they would prefer to make in a speech, could they catch 
the ear of all the people. They shall have a sufficient number of such 
addresses printed, and with whatever aid may be obtained from the agen­
cies at their command, they shall send a copy to every pastor within the 
bounds of the Convention, and request him to embody such facts and 
points in a sermon to his people, and to take a collection at or as near as 
possible to some specified time. 
3. That it shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretaries as speed­

ily as possible to prepare a roll of all the Associations within our bounds— 
stating under each which churches and Sunday-schools contribute to their 
Boards, and the amounts contributed—and to make systematic effort each 
year to bring over to this list the churches and Sunday schools 'which do 
not contribute. 

4. That the Committee on New Boards be instructed to nominate, as 
Vice Presidents of the Boards, men knoAvn to be identified with the inter­
ests of the Convention and of the State Boards, to whom definite duties 
shall be assigned at the discretion of the Boards. 
5. That the results of the efforts mentioned in these recommendations be 

reported at each session of the Convention. 
6. That so much of the second day of the Convention as may be neces­

sary shall be set apart for consideration of these reports, and of questions 
connected with them. 

7. That these recommendations may be altered at any time by a major­
ity vote, except on the last day of the Convention.

CHINA MISSIONS. 

Your Committee on China Missions present the following report: 
I. China is the grandest field for missionary enterprise on the face of the 

globe. It is the last great pagan empire remaining in the world, and 
here probably will be fought the last battle between organized heathenism 
and the hosts of God's elect. Its immense population, passing into eternity 
at the rate of ten millions a year without God and without hope, appeals 
to our Christian sympathy. China is not only a land of vast population 
and resources, but its people are the leading nation of Eastern Asia—the 
nation to which all the neighboring lands look up, and one which is rap­
idly extending its influence beyond its own bounds. Paul was not sent to 
some barbarous tribe of Central Africa, nor to the frozen regions of the 
North, but the Holy Spirit directed his footsteps to Greece and to Rome, 
the leading heathen nations of his day — nations which would carry 
Christianity, by their literature, their laws and their commerce, into the 
surrounding lands. So now, while we must give the gospel to all, our 
meager Vesources require us to give it to some first, and it seems to be a 
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point of missionary economy to give it first to those nations who not on y 
need it themselves, but will carry its influences to others. China is sUf 
a land. Its emigrants are rapidly occupying the countries around t e 
China Sea and going to far-distant lands. 

2. In the Divine plan for the evangelization of the world, China ŝ erns 
to be, like Africa, providentially assigned especially to America as the field 
for her missionary enterprise. The Christians, of England must ever feel 
a special interest in their fellow-subjects in India, and bear the chief re­
sponsibility with regard to their conversion ; while upon us will rest the 
duty of Christianizing the Chinese who are immigrants to our shores, and 
our next-door neighbors across the Pacific. When will the churches of 
our land awake to a sense of their responsibility to this numerous and in­
fluential race ? 
3. Though we may rest assured that Satan will never relax his grasp 

upon this vast empire without a severe struggle, and that much hard work 
lies before us ere China is won for Christ, still there is much to encourage 
us there. The number of converts to Christianity has increased 42 per 
cent, during the past three years; between 18,000 and 19,000 communi­
cants are connected with the various Protestant Churches in China, -V-tfl̂  
there are now some 3,000 Chinese Baptists. •! 
Our own missions have made encouraging progress during the past year. 
At Tung Chow, Bro. Crawford writes, "Public sentiment is turning 

more and more in our favor," and so remarkable has been the increase in 
the number of converts in that region that the British Consul has called 
attention to the fact in his annual report to his government. 
At Shanghai, Bro. Yates, our veteran missionary, has been suffering 

much from ill-health, but the work has increased on his hands, and a new 
station has been opened in the important city of Soochow. 

At Canton the work has been progressing under the care of Bro. Sim-
mons in spite of much opposition and persecution. Hong Kong, with a 
church of one hundred members and a good meeting house, has been 
taken under the care of our mission. 

4. W e rejoice to learn of the appointment of Brethren Stout and Bell, 
of South Carolina, to this needy field. More reinforcements are needed 
of both men and women. Our three stations near the mouths of the three 
great rivers draining the vast interior basin and the northern and southern 
sections of the empire, are very eligibly situated for further advances into 
the interior, and the Providence of God is loudly calling upon us to ad­
vance. This loud call for more laborers can not be longer neglected 
without guilt. W e need consecrated men and women who will offer 
themselves to the Lord who bought them, and consecrated silver and gold 
to be laid on the Lord's altar. W h o will go ? W h o will give ? 
W e can not better conclude the report than by reiterating the resolution 

passed last year, and which we hope will be passed every year until it is 
translated from sentiment into action: 

Resolved, That our Foreign Mission Board be instructed to use all dili­
gence to increase year by year the number of godly men and women who 
labor in China, and never to relax their efforts until a hundred mission­
aries, under the patronage of this Convention, shall be engaged in Dreach-
ing Christ to its dying millions. v

REACHING T H E MASSES. 

The Committee, to whom was referred the paper, on reaching the 
masses, submitted to the Convention by the Joint Committee of the two 
Boards, impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to en­
deavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, combine and direct 
the energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propa­
gation of the gospel, for this purpose unanimously recommend 

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the closest 
possible connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in such way 
as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such agency as 
each of the Boards may deem best; in both cases providing for necessary 
expenses incurred. 
2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be instructed 

to secure frequent distribution of information relating to their work, by 
means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets and otherwise as may be found ex­
pedient, among the masses of the people; and, further, that each of the 
Secretaries be required to prepare, each year, or to secure without cost to 
their Boards, the preparation of a suitable address, containing such facts 
and points as they would prefer to make in a speech, could they catch the 
ear of all the people. They shall have a sufficient number of such addresses 
printed, and with whatever aid may be obtained from the agencies at their 
command, they shall send a copy to every pastor within the bounds of 
the Convention, and request him to embody such facts and points in a 
sermon to his people, and to take a collection at or as near as possible to 
some specified time. 
3. That it shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretaries as speedily 

as possible to prepare a roll of all the Associations within our borders, 
stating, under each, which churches and Sunday-schools contribute to 
their Boards, and the amounts contributed, and to make systematic effort 
each year to bring over to this list the churches and Sunday-schools which 
do not contribute. 
4. That the Committee on New Boards be instructed to nominate, as 

Vice-Presidents of the Boards, men known to be identified with the inter­
ests of the Convention and of the State Boards, to whom definite duties 
shall be assigned at the discretion of the Boards. 
5. That the result of the efforts mentioned in these recommendations be 

reported at each session of the Convention. 
6. That so much of the second day of the Convention, as may be nec­

essary, shall be set apart for consideration of these reports and of questions 
connected with them. 
7. That these recommendations shall be printed in the minutes as by­

laws of the Convention, which may be altered at any time by a majority 
vote, except on the last day of the Convention. 0

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N E W ORLEANS. 

The Special Committee, to whom was referred so much of the report ot 
the Home Mission Board as relates to New Orleans, and also the Memorial 
of the State Mission Board of Mississippi Baptist State Convention, in 
reference to New Orleans, beg leave to report— 
That they have carefully considered the same, and they fully concur in 

the leading facts stated in each of said papers, of the great importance of 
at once setting on foot such measures as will enable this Convention to 
enter and occupy that great city at the earliest possible moment. 
W e are informed that of the two churches in N e w Orleans the First 

Church has no house of worship, and that they are occupying a house 
hired by the State Mission Board of the Mississippi Baptist State Conven­
tion. 
The pastor of that church, a most excellent and efficient one, receives 

his salary from the same source. 
Your Committee can not, in this report, undertake to set forth the 

reasons and the exigencies which demand the immediate action of this 
Convention in the premises, as these already appear in the report and 
memorial which have been laid before the Convention. 
They recommend the adoption ol the following resolutions: 
I. That we commend to the sympathies of our brethren everywhere 

the First Baptist Church of N e w Orleans, with the request that that 
church be aided in securing a house of worship. 

2. That the Home Mission Board be and are hereby instructed to send 
two or more competent and efficient missionaries to the city of New 
Orleans as soon as practicable. Respectfully submitted,

mittee on Mexican Missions as follows: 

MEXICAN MISSION. 

Your Committe, after such reflection as could be given to the cause of 
missions in Mexico, have reached some important conclusions: 

1. The position of Mexico, as the Southern border Sister Republic of 
the United States of North America, with an area of 761,640 square miles, 
a population of 9,276,079, and an annual commerce of $54,721,558, pre­
sents an interesting field for earnest Christian work by God's people. 

2. The fast advancing lines of railroad, soon to reach the Rio Grande, 
cross its waters, and course their way to the city of Mexico and the sea­
ports of the Pacific Ocean, opening new channels of commerce, attract­
ing fast expanding streams of emigration, carrying with them all the 
varied forms of human thought and ideas of God, Christ and a future 
state, direct the minds of the lovers of true religion to Mexico as promis­
ing results for Christ's cause, is encouraging to contemplate. 
3. The fact that the Roman Catholic Church, although dominating a 

large portion of the population, possesses no political advantages not en­
joyed by all other professors of any religion, presents hopes of success for 
Baptist Missions, which should be fondly cherished. While priestly intol­
erance may exhibit semi-barbaric cruelty in the persecution of evangelical 
missionaries, still the principles of civil and religious liberty which 
the rulers of the Republic afford a guarantee of all needed prote t' VC^n 

well-directed missionary effort. 
4. The cruel murder of Rev. I. O. Westrup, who had just entered 

his work, and the prompt expression of willingness to take his n] K* 
his brother, Rev. T. M. Westrup, together present indications that eE ^ 
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est work should be speedily entered on and encouraged in Mexico. Meth­
odists, Presbyterians and Episcopalians have established missions. Prot­
estant Christians number 10,000 souls. A few Baptists have planted five 
or six feeble, scattered but devoted, churches in the whole Republic. 
Texas, through its Baptist State Convention, has pledged $400 to support 
Rev. T. M. Westrup as a missionary. He is well adapted to the work, 
intimately acquainted with the Spanish-speaking population, and devoted 
to the Master's service. But he greatly needs co-operating missionaries, and 
our churches shouldprav for Mexico, work for-Mexico, give of this world's 
goods to support the Redeemer s cause in Mexico, and not cease exertion 
till the pure gospel is preached in power in that fertile field, so promising 
of glorious results. 
5. N o w is the time for faithful work in Mexico. With the advances of 

the railroad system, we should be ready with missionaries and Bibles to 
plant the banner of the cross at every suitable point of labor. The prom­
ise of grateful results exceeds that of any other territory on the Western 
Continent, where Catholicism governs the masses. Let us develop and 
strengthen this mission to the utmost extent of our means, till not only 
the fertile valleys of the Rio Grande and the grand historic mountains of 
Mexico shall resound with the glad tidings of salvation, but even the halls 
of the Montezumas shall echo the notes of the gospel song, and the true 
cross of Christ shall be cherished in every heart.

The costly mission established in Italy and those more 
recently opened in Brazil and Mexico call for as large an expenditure of 
means and labor as this Convention can at present devote to the spread of 
the gospel among the Latin people. Besides this it may be questioned 
whether the appointment of missionaries to labor in the city of New Or­
leans, which has such intimate commercial connections with Cuba, may 
not be the most available method of conveying the word of life to the 
Queen of the Antilles. E. T. W I N K L E R , Chairman.

J. M. Phillips, of Alabama. The report was adopted: 

BRAZILIAN MISSIONS. 

Brazil is a vast Empire, of three and one-fourth millions square miles of 
territory.and a population of nearly 10,000,000 souls. The prevailing religion 
is Popery, and over this growing Empire it has spread its mantle of darkness. 
To dispel the darkness of sin and Romanism in this wide field, Baptists, 
as in all papal countries where the ultimate issue is between Christ and 
Churchism, alone are qualified to antagonize all the errors of Romanism. 
Yet American Baptists have only two churches, with an aggregate mem­
bership of only forty-four souls, and three missionaries, under the appoint­
ment of the Board of this Convention. Two of these, Mr. and Mrs. 
Bagby, recently sailed for that country, and have just entered upon their 
work. 
This is a beginning, but only a beginning, of a grand work to which 

God in his providence has called us, and which under his blessing and 
guidance is destined to grow into a mighty river, whose streams shall 
make glad the city of our God. 
Your Committee, deeply impressed with the importance of this mission, 

would urge the necessity of its enlargement and vigorous prosecution, as 
we have means and Opportunities, for the following reasons: 

I. Brazil is a part ol all the world, to which we are bidden by our 
divine Master to preach his gospel. W e must, therefore, carry the gospel 
to the millions of this Southern Empire. 

2. Brazil is appropriately a part of the mission territory of this Conven­
tion. As in the building of the temple under Nehemiah, every man was 
commanded " to build over against his own house," so in relation to our 
work for God, we are to recognize the territory most nearly related to us as 
our appropriate sphere of missionary effort. If we neglect this field, no 
other body of Baptists is likely to occupy it. Naturally these people hold 
out their hands to us. 
3. The enlightened monarch who now rules the Empire, gladly wel­

comes missionaries and teachers among his people, and gives to them not 
only freedom of speech and protection of person and property, but the 
sustaining influence of official encouragement in this work. 

4. Brazil is a growing Empire. Its varied climate, fertile soil, mild and 
conservative administration of government and law, is attracting the 
attention of the crowded populations of the old world, and will at no dis­
tant day secure a L.rge share of the emigration to this continent. It is 
better to plant missions in growing communities. Churches planted now 
in Brazil will become centers of influence, which under the blessing of 
God will go on multiplying themselves through all time.

WOMAN'S WORK FOR WOMAN. 

Your Committee join most heartily in the commendation of our worthy 
Secretary of Foreign Missions bestowed upon woman's work in missions, 
done during the past year. W e are glad to report that the societies are 
doing much already in arousing the sympathy with and work for woman 
in a very efficient manner, and we hopefully look for largely increased 
results. 
There are now in operation in the several Southern States some 500 

societies; 350 of them have reported to Dr. Tupper, and show that 
$6,244.30 have been collected for Foreign Missions. The interest in the 
movtment is greatly on the increase, and we hope ere long to be able to 
report that all our membership are thoroughly organized for work, and 
are diligently addressing themselves thereto. W e offer the following 
recommendations: 

1. W e gratefully recognize the goodness of God in the work already 
done, and pray for his continued blessing upon its further prosecution and 
enlargement. 
2. W e recommend the formation of central committees in such of the 

States as have them not, and that these, together with those already formed 
enter into active correspondence with the church societies, imparting mis­
sionary information, and stimulating them to work diligently and faithfully 
in the mission cause. 
3. W e suggest that when the Foreign Mission Board shall deem it wise 

so to do, they appoint some competent woman as superintendent of this 
work, whose duty it shall be to collect and disseminate information, and 
in other ways to stimulate and strengthen woman's work for woman in 
mission fields, said superintendent to act under the direction of the Foreign 
Mission Board. 
4. W e earnestly urge our preachers to give direction and aid in this 

work. 
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5- W e recommend a more thorough organization of these societies, and 
that they report at least quarterly to the State Central Committee, and 
they in turn to the Board at Richmond, Va.

ed by the Sunday-school Board of this Conven­
tion in the year 1864, said Board being then located in Greenville, S. C. 
On the removal of the Board to Memphis, Tenn., the publication of the 
paper was transferred to that city, and under the editorship of the Corres­
ponding Secretary, T. C. Teasdale, entered upon a larger career of useful­
ness. At first a monthly, it was afterward made a semi-monthly, and in 
1872, when the present editor, Samuel Boykin, was elected, a weekly 
edition was begun. On the dissolution of the Sunday-school Board, and 
the transference of its work to the Home Board, the paper was moved to 
Macon, Georgia, and three editions issued, a monthly, a semi-monthly, 
and a weekly, besides weekly lesson papers. These different issues still 
continue, with a joint issue of about 70,000, making a total monthly issue 
of near 200,000. While these figures are encouraging they are not satis­
fying. Considering our numbers and our resources, and the unquestioned 
worth of M Kind Words " as a Sunday-school and family paper, its circu­
lation ought to be tenfold what it now is. It is ours—a Baptist paper, and 
a Southern Baptist paper. Other Sunday-school papers may be good, but 
there are none superior to '* Kind Words," and none equal in claims upon 
our families and our churches. W e take pleasure in giving special com­
mendation to the financial management of the paper. In the last five 
years, four thousand (4,000) dollars have been paid into the treasury of 
the Board; and by the new arrangement, which has just been consum­
mated, the net annual income from this source will be one thousand (1,000) 
dollars.

EUROPEAN MISSIONS. 

The Committee on European Missions beg leave respectfully to report. 
That having carefully examined the report of our Foreign Secretary, while 
they find much that is of the highest interest, they discover nothing that 
requires the special action of this body, further than the usual but neces­
sary and proper cry for more money. Bro. Taylor, writting from Rome 
in regard to the Torre Pellice Chapel, says: "To complete the edifice 
according to the plan, $2,000 more are required;" and with great em­
phasis he says: "I earnestly beg that it may be provided for during the 
meeting of the Convention." The call is reasonable and righteous, and 
ought to be promptly responded to. But before this report is read, the 
means of the brethren in attendance at the Convention will have been 
exhausted; the draft, therefore, so far as we are concerned, is made on an 
empty treasury; but there is a richer treasury in the heart which ought 
not to be, and with the true people of God, never can be exhausted. If 
every member of this Convention were in love with the cause, though 
destitute of means himself, he could and would find others among his 
people who would supply him with enough to meet his share of the obli­
gation. There are here about two hundred members in attendance; an 
average of $10 each would raise the amount of $2,000 called for. Your 
Committee must think that there are very few here who could not by 
special effort among their people at home raise the small sum of $10 to 
build a citadel in the very heart of the enemy's camp in Italy. A little 
co-operation, so easily brought about if brethren would only do it, is all 
that is necessary. Your Committee ask for no pledges, but they earnestly 
entreat every one present to resolve in his heart that on his return home 
he will make a determined effort to raise the sum of $10 for the Torre 
Pellice Chapel, and forward the amount promptly to Bro. Tupper in Rich­
mond. Your Committee pray God that their words may not be wasted. 
Last year a call was made from Rome for an assistant to Bro. Taylor in 

his field of labor. Your Committee notice with pleasure the fact that on 
the 12th of November last Bro. Eager, of Mississippi, and his wife 
arrived in Rome and entered at once on their duties. 
Your Committee, having looked over all the field of missionary labor 

and knowing that the field is the world, are impressed with the belief 
that no part of that field is more in need of a pure gospel, or more invit 
ing, or more promising than the superstition-smitten and priest-ridden 
countries of Europe. ^ 
It is matter of rejoicing that such grand results have been achieved bv 

brethren of the same faith and order with us, though not of our o • ' 
tion, in Germany and Sweden. Italy seems in the providence of G^'T" 
have been assigned to us. Let us be faithful to our trust. Your C ° 
tee, as already said, ask for no pledges, and they ask for no resoluf"1"1 *t~

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73- J- T. Freeman, of Mississippi, submitted the report of the 
Committee on the Death of Vice-President Espy, which was 
amended and adopted, as follows : 

DEATH OF VICE-PRESIDENT ESPY. 
In reference to the life and history of this eminently devoted and gifted 

man, your Committee would beg leave to say, that it is no affected demon­
stration of love and respect that we write this memorial to his memory 
and pronounce our eulogy, so fully merited and so justly earned. 
H e died at the age of forty. W e have no exact dates in this matter. 

At this age he had accomplished more than some men would, with equal 
advantages, but less devoted zeal, at threescore and ten. It is not days, 
but deeds, that clothe a man with honor and renown. He was emphatically 
"mighty in word and deed." 
H e was a native of Georgia—a State prolific in its production of enter­

prising and gifted men, whose galaxy increases with age, and is undimin­
ished by emigration. 

H e consecrated himself to the work of the ministry at an early age. His 
first permanent pastorate was at Athens, Ala., whence he moved some ten 
years since to Little Rock, Ark. H e there gave himself to the pastoiate 
and newspaper work combined, and was first among the workers of State 
Missions. H e was President of the Arkansas State Board of Missions at 
the time of his death, over which he had presided for several years, and 
through his indefatigable zeal and untiring industry he gave a new im­
pulse to that work so much needed in that State. 
In his death that State has sustained a grievous loss, and this Convention 

one of its most energetic members and ardent supporters. 
Under this great loss we may appropriately pray the Lord of the harvest 

to multiply such laborers a hundred-fold for the new ripening harvest fields 
in our territory and beyond the seas. 
W e present to the bereaved family our unfeigned condolence in their 

great loss. In this connection your Committee are gratified in hearing that 
sympathizing friends have contributed $1,000 for the relief of the imme­
diate wants of his family. Respectfully,

74. S. H. Ford, of Missouri, from the Committee on the Gen­
eral Work of the H o m e Mission Board, presented its report as 

follows: 

GENERAL WORK OF THE HOME MISSION BOARD. 

Your Committee beg leave to report the following facts: 
1. The older States co-operating with this Convention do their own 

work of "Home Missions," occupying, so far as their benefactions permit, 
all the missionary fields in their several States. Hence the general mission 
work of the Board does not include Virginia, with the exception of one 
missionary, Maryland, North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, with a 
similar exception to Virginia, Kentucky, Missouri and Mississippi. It is 
practically confined to Florida, Arkansas, Louisiana, Texas, Indian Terri­
tory, California. 

2. This field of practical mission operation, which is but partially occu­
pied, presents the most inviting area for missionary labors and triumphs 
beneath the sun. Florida, rapidly peopling with intelligent settlers, will 
soon be the Italy of America, and a center of influence throughout the 
Gulf States. There are eight missionaries now in this field; they ought 
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to be trebled. The Mississippi Valley, from N e w Madrid to Algiers, 
presents, with two or three green spots, a scene of religious desolation. 
Not a single Baptist minister that we know of gives himself to the work 
of the ministry from Helena to Port Eads, on the west side of the "ver-
While on the east side the rich bottom lands, peopled by thousands of 
money-making planters, are (with the exception of Friar's Point, Baton 
Rouge, Vicksburg, and a few other places), a moral waste. 

New Orleans, destined to be the center point of the great Mississippi 
Valley, has special claims on the benevolent activities of the Home Mission 
Board. 
Arkansas is especially a missionary field, and beyond it the young em­

pire of Texas, into whose fertile territories an incessant stream of families 
is pouring at the rate, it is said, a thousand people a week, with its railroads 
piercing its most distant points, and nearing the Rio Grande. Texas is the 
grandest and most inviting field in America, if not the world. There 
should be a hundred missionaries of this Board sowing the seeds of truth 
throughout that broad domain. It has at present, so far as we know, none. 
Your Committee conclude their report by appealing to this Convention 

and those whom it represents, to double their contributions to the Home 
Mission work. Fifty thousand dollars ought to be, can be, and we wish 
we could emphatically say, will be raised for our Mission Board the com­
ing year. Will this Convention say it ? Will the Board say it? Will the 
pastors, the churches, the whole denomination say, with inspiring and 
practical emphasis, fifty thousand dollars shall be raised for Home Missions 
the coming conventional year? 
Resolved, I. In view of the rapid progress of effective State organiza­

tions, it is the sense of this Convention that the Home Board should con­
fine its mission work, so far as possible, to those States unable to meet the 
demands of their own destitution. 

2. That such effective State Boards be requested not to demand any 
portion of their contributions to be applied to their own fields, but to allow 
them to go in their entirety for the relief of the wants of more destitute 
fields. S. H. F O R D ,

AFRICAN MISSIONS. 

The Committee to whom was referred that part of the report of the For­
eign Mission Board, which relates to missions in Africa, beg leave to re­
port : 
Though the war between the tribes of that part of the dark continent 

where our missionaries are located, has; to some extent interfered with 
their labors, we find cause for gratitude in the measure of success that has 
crowned their efforts. 

During the year there have been twenty-two baptized in connection 
with this mission. At the four stations there are ninety-two church m e m 
bers, and several schools, with an aggregate of ninety-three pupils The 
Sunday-schools number one hundred and eighty. " * 
The experience of the missionaries from England has corresponded with 

that of our own in regard to the best method of conducting mission • W 
They have found that it is very desirable, not to say absolutely nee W ° 

to have a white man to superintend erfch station, and that the best SSa-r^' 
ants are to be found among the converted natives. 
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Vour Committee think it would be well to reinforce this department of 
our work by sending two good white men to aid those already in the field. 
W e would further recommend that the Board give due consideration to the 
question of trainirg up the best men found among the native Christians, 
who will be expected to labor in co-operation with the white missionaries, 
and under their guidance. 
Your Committee are deeply impressed with the spiritual wants of the 

two hundred millions of Africa, and we rejoice in the assurance that one 
day all its needs will be supplied by the riches of Divine grace. May his 
meicy speed that clay.

76. T. J. Walne, of Mississippi, presented the report of the 
Committee on the Treasurer's Report of Foreign Mission Board, 
and it was adopted as follows : 

REPORT ON TREASURER'S REPORT OF FOREIGN MISSION 
BOARD. 

Your Committee to whom was referred the report of the Treasurer of 
the Foreign Mission Board submit the following : 
An examination of this report gives occasion for feelings of both grati­

tude and grief. 
1. W e would make, grateful mention of the donation of $5,coo.oo ,to our 

Foreign Mission Board by that venerable and venerated servant of God, 
Isaac Davis, of Worcester, Mass. God grant that this beneficent act may 
stimulate many of our Southern Baptist brethren to follow the example 
of this noble brother. 

2. W e are rejoicejj also to note an increase in the contributions from 
eleven States in this Convention. The largest increase is from the States 
of Texas and South Carolina. The former has gone up from $1,068.07 i° 
1880, to $3,023.71 in 1881, and the latter from $4,255.10 in 1880, to $6,-
084.13 in 1881. The increase of the contributions to the Board from its 
entire territory amounts to $2,144.24. For this increase, small as it is, we 
would thank God, and take courage. 
3. But we grieve that our gifts have been so small, and that we are 

doing so little to evangelize the nations. 
It ought to fill our hearts with grief and shame that the Foreign Mission 

Board of this Convention, representing, as this Convention does, a constit­
uency of over 1,000,000 professing Christians, should have secured from 
all these States, nnd from this mighty host of professedly regenerated men 
and women, the inadequate sum of $44,047.82 to send the gospel to the* 
hundreds of millions of people who are perishing in heathenish darkness. 
Is it not appalling ? May God forgive us. 
The great and pressing need of this Convention now is a profound and 

overmastering conviction that the heathen are lost; that the gospel of our 
Lord Jesus Christ can save them, and that God himself has imposed upon 
us the solemn and imperative obligation to give this blessed soul-saving 
gospel to the perishing heathen. With such a conviction as this burning 
in our souls, plans will be devised, agencies will be employed, money will 
be given, and men and worn :n will be found ready to go and tell the 
heathen man, the heathen woman, and the heathen child, how they can 
be saved.

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T H E ISAAC DAVIS FUND. 

Your Committee find that Mr. Isaac Davis, of Worcester, Mass., made 
a certain donation of $5,000, in 5 per cent, bonds, to be held in trust 
by the Foreign Mission Board, the proceeds of which to be used in the 
upbuilding of Christ's kingdom in foreign lands, which was accepted 
by the Board, and the acceptance acknowledged. W e recommend that 
the action of the Board be approved, and the thanks of the Convention 
be tendered to Mr. Davis for his liberality. M. H I L L S M A N , Chairman. 

78. Chas. Manly, of South Carolina, presented the report of 

the Committee on Progress and Prayer, and it was adopted as 

follows: 
PROGRESS AND PRAYER. 

In the kingdom of our Lord, progress and prayer are indissolubly con­
nected. "Thy kingdom come" is a petition put into our lips by the Master 
himself. It is also written, "As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, 
the Holy Ghost said, 'Separate me Barnabas and Saul, for the work 
whereunto I have called them."' All real progress is the fruit of prayer, 
and every step forward in the line of Christian duty gives rise to still 
more earnest prayer. In all our work for our Master, the success attend­
ing our labors will be in proportion to our real prayers—the habitual, 
controlling desires of our hearts. Concerned for the glory of Him, whose 
we are and whom we serve, we shall desire to know how we may best 
promote it. It is by prayer that we are lifted up to know the thoughts of 
God and to enter into the counsels of the Most High. Our exalted 
Savior, though seated at the right hand of the Majesty on high, awaiting 
the completion of the conquests begun on Calvary, is also interceding, 
with the same holy ardor which filled him in his earthly ministry for the 
whole Isr.iel of God, and, by his Spirit accompanying the labors of his 
people, is gathering into one flock all his sheep from the different folds of 
earth. His servants, who here have labored and prayed for the extension 
of his kingdom, when their toil on earth is done, pass into the presence 
of the Master, where their prayers, mingling in ceaseless succession with 
those of all saints, are offered with much incense upon the golden altar 
which is before the throne. Thus it is that, in this glorious ministry, 

" The saints on earth, and all the dead, 
But one communion make." 

The Captain of our Salvation at once awakens desires for the spread of 
his kingdom in the hearts of his people, and leads them on to fresh con­
quests. Filled with his thoughts, animated by his spirit and inspired by 
a knowledge of his purposes abiding in him, and his words abiding in 
us, there is no assignable limits to the achievements of sanctified effort 
for his glory; for he has himself said: "Ye shall ask what ye will, and 
it shall be done unto you." 
More prayer, more definite prayer, prayer that grows out of more care­

ful study of God's word, which alone can inform us of his purposes—prayer 
quickened by development of the divine purposes as illustrated by the 
providences of God throughout the world is the need of our churches. 
W e can not but think that decay of interest in missions accompanied the 
abandonment of the monthly concert of prayer—probably, was the main 
cause of it. Now that revival of interest in the spread of the gospel 
appears among us as a means of intensifying and directing this awaken­
ing, we urge the re-establishment of the Monthly Concert of Prayer in 
each church throughout the bounds of our Convention.

82. The report of the Committee on Foreign Mission fournal 
was presented by its Chairman, W . D. Mayfield, of Arkansas, 
and adopted as follows: 

FOREIGN MISSION JOURNAL. 

Your Committee begs leave to report: 
Any great enterprise, dependent for material support on the voluntary 

contributions of the churches, must in some way be laid on the hearts of 
the people. A work which can not be brought near the hearts of our 
brethren, and in which they do not feel a living and loving interest, can 
never be carried forward to grand and blessed triumphs. It is confessed 
that a wider knowledge of the fields we are endeavoring to occupy, and a 
better acquaintance with the men and women who are doing the mission­
ary work, would inspire a profounder interest in the evangelization of the 
world. But how shall information be carried to the people? 
The Bible furnishes God's children the organic law of missions, and 

reveals the standard by which their acts shall be graduated. God's con­
verting grace, not only overmasters human selfishness, but brings men 
into sympathy with the race. Every true Christian is a real missionary in 
his heart. But men in possession of correct principles, and doing what 
they can to put honor on the blessed Savior, in the nature of things feel 
little or no interest in a work about which they know nothing. To say 
the least, there can be no doubt that interest in the heathen world deepens 
and intensifies as Christians become better acquainted with its wants and 
possibilities. But how shall the churches be placed in possession of this 
knowledge ? Can the Secretary of the Board visit all the churches? This 
would be well. H e would be able to thrill and fire the hearts of the peo­
ple, and to secure universal co-operation in his grand work. But the 
territory is so vast that our secretary would find it utterly impossible to do this 
work. An effort might be made to divide the great field, and by a proper 
division of labor, and the employment of a dozen or more agents, reach the 
masses and bring them into sympathy with our work. Such a plan, if adopted, 
might succeed in arousing the denomination; but the heavy expense in­
volved in such an arrangement would make it impracticable. Some others 
may feel that it is the duty of pastors to take the place of all other agencies. 
But it has been intimated that in many instances at least our best pastors 
are without tbje needed information. And it is a well-known fact that a 
great majority of them either cannot or will not give the information to 
the churches. What then shall be done? What inexpensive method 
shall be employed to carry information to the people ? Your Committee 
believe that a solution of this difficulty has been found in the publication 
0/ the Foreign Mission fournal. It is a self-supporting agency. The Secre-
