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CONSTITUTION.

We, the delegates from missionary societies, churches and other
religious bodies of the Baptist Denomination in various parts of the
United States, met in convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for
the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our
constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining and directing
the energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the
propagation of the Gospel, agree to thz following rules or fundamental
principles :

ARTICLE I. This body shall be styled the * Southern Baptist Con-
vention.”

ARrT. 11. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign
and domestic missions, and other important objects connected with
the Redeemer’s Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such por-
tions of the Bapust Denomination in the United States as may desire
a general organization for Christian benevolence, which shall fully
respect the independence and equal rights of the churches.

ART. 11I. The Convention shall consist of members who contribute
funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the
basis of one delegate for every hundred dollars contributed to our
funds at any time within the twelve months preceding the meeting of
the body; and of representatives, on the terms hereinafter specified,
from any of the following bodies, viz.: the Maryland Union Baptist
Association, the Baptist General Association of Virginia, the Baptist
General Association of West Virginia, the North Carolina Baptist
State Convention, the Baptist Convention of Western North Carolina,
the State Convention of the Baptist Denomination in South Carolina,
the Baptist Convention of the State of Georgia, the Florida Baptist
State Convention, the Alabama Baptist State Convention, the Missis-
sippi Baptist State Convention, the Baptist General Association of
Southeastern Mississippi, the Louisiana Baptist State Convention, the
Baptist State Convention of Texas, the Baptist General Association of
Texas, the Baptist Convention of Eastern Texas, the Arkansas Baptist
State Convention, the Baptist General Association of Western Arkan-
sas and Indian Territory, the Tennessee Baptist State Convention, the
Baptist General Association of Kentucky, the Missouri Baptist General
Association, the Southwest Missouri Baptist Convention, which bodies
shall be allowed one representative in this Convention for.every five
hundred dollars which, during the twelve months ending Deeember
31, previous to the session of this Convention, may have been expended
by them for objects similar to those in the prosecution of which this
Convention may be actively engaged, which objects are at present
those of Foreign Missions, Home Missions, Indian Missions and Sun-
day-school work : provided, that the official organs of such State
Convention or General Association shall, by the 1st day of March
preceding the annual session of this Convention, have communicated
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to the Home Mission Board of this Convention the amount expended'
by the body in question as above indicated : Provided, also, that the
representatives of these bodies shall be formally appointed by the
organs thereof in the manner which may by the said bodies be here-
after directed, and that their appointment shall be duly certified to this
Convention, .

ART. 1V, The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four
Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected.
at each annual meeting, and hold their office until a new election ; and
the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office,
members of the several Boards.

ART. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as
many Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for
carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all
which Boards may continue in office until a new election. Each Board
shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretaries, Treasurer,
Auditor, and fifteen other members; seven of whom, including one
or more of the officers, shall form a quorum for the transaction of
business. To each Board shall be committed, during the recess of
the Convention, the entire management of all the affairs relating to.
the object with whose interest it shall be charged, all of which man-
agement shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may be
given from time to time. Each Board shall have power to make such
compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it may think right,
fill the vacancies occurring in its own body, and enact its own by-laws.

ART. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for
all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and
disbursements, and make report of them to the Convention whenever
it shall be in session, and to his Board as often as required. He shall
also, on entering upon the duties of his office, give competent security
to the President of the Board for all the stock and funds committed to
his care. His books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any
member of the Convention and of his Board. No moneys shall be
paid out of any of the treasuries of the Board, but by an order from
that Board from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which
order shall be signed by the presiding officer.

ART. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public
bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may require. Copies
of all such communications, with their answers, if any, shall be kept
by them on file.

ART, VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shalt
keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents
as may be committed to them for the purpose.

ART. IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries and agents appointed
by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some
regular church, in union with the churches composing this Conven-
tion.

ARrT. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Con-
vention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of

enuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master’s cause, and talents whichs
t them for the service for which they offer themselves.
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ART. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention
shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which their con-
tributions shall be applied. But when no such specification is made,
the Convention will make the appropriation at its own discretion.

ART. X[I. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but
extra meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation
of any one of the Boards of managers. A majority of the attending
delegates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for the transaction
of business. The President, or in the event of his death, any of the
Vice-Presidents, of the Convention may, at the request of two of its
Boards, postpone or alter the place of meeting of the Convention,
when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or
place appointed.

ART. XIII, Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be
made in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members pres-
ent at any annual meeting of the Convention.



BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to endeavor
more energetically and systematically to elicit, combine and direct the
energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propa-
gation of the gospel. we adopt the following By-Laws:

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the closest
possible connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in such
way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such
agency as each of the Boards may deem best; in both cases providing
for necessary expenses incurred.

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be instructed
to secure frequent distribution of information relating to their .work,
by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and otherwise, as may -be
found expedient, among the masses of the people; and, further, that
each of the Secretaries be required to prepare, each year, or to secure
without cost to their Boards, the preparaticn of a suitable address
containing such facts and points as they would prefer to make in a
speech, could they catch the ear of ‘all the people. They shall have a
sufficient number of such addresses printed, as soon as practicable
after the adjournment of the Convention, and with whatever aid may
be obtained from the agencies at their command, they shall send a copy
to every pastor within the bounds of the Convention, and request him
to embody such facts and points in a sefmon to his people, and to take
a collection at or as near as possible to some specified time.

3. That it shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretaries as
speedily as possible to prepare a roll of all the Associations within
our bounds—stating under each wnich churches and Sunday-schools
contribute to their Boards, and the amounts contributed—and to make
systematic effort each year to bring over to this list the churches and
Sunday-schools which do not contribute.

4. That the Committees on the Nomination of New Boards be in-
structed to nominate, as Vice-Presidents of the Boards, men known to
be identified with the interests of the Convention and of their own
State Boards, and unless specia] reasons exist to the contrary, men who
make effort to attend the sessions of the Convention. To these Vice-
Presidents definite duties shall be assigned at the discretion of the
Boards, and they shall be expected to present at the next session of
the Convention, a brief report in writing of what they they have been
requested to do, and of the way in which they have complied with
these requests, with any suggestions that they may have to offer as to
the condition and needs of their respective fields. It shall be the duty
of each Secretary, in due time, to furnish the Vice-Presidents of his
Board with suitable blanks for such reports, and to call their attention
to this article, and to make any proper effort to secure the due prepa-
ration of these reports, In case any Vice-President appointed is
unable or unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it
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shall be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person who
can and request him so to do.

5- That the results of the efforts mentioned in these By-Laws be
reported at each session of the convention.

at so much of the second day of the Convention as may be

necessary shall be set apart for consideration of these reports, and of
questions connected with them.

7. That these By-Laws may be altered at any time by a majority
vote, except on the last day of the Convention.

‘While in the contributions of five States there has been a decrease of
$411.46, as compared with the report of last year, it is gratifying,
also, to know that in ten States there has been an increase of $35,230.-
64. The largestincrease comes from the States of Virginia and Mary-
* land, but Georgia and Kentucky are in advance of any of the States
in their support of this Board. )

Of the contribution of $1,000 from a member of the First Bap-
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tist church, of Baltimore, Md., we would make grateful recognition
as worthy of imitation by those who may possess their Lord's money.

The work of this Board and the importance of the field it is design-
ed to cultivate, call for a very large increase of contributions to its
treasury.

Your Committee would express the hope that the increase of §10,-
472.38 for this year over the last, is but the earnest of future enlarge-
ment.

It is gratifying to know that under the present arrangement with
the publishers of AZnd Words, which secures $1,000 royalty to the
Convention, the present debt of $1,497.82 will soon be liquidated,
when the paper will become a source of revenue to this body.

And the Board itself has had much to encourage
it. Yet while it has been enabled in the mercy of God to send out
some reinforcements during the year, the Baptists within the territory
of this Convention cannot afford to be satisfied with what is bein,
done by us for the salvation of China’s millions. The quickening o
the sensiblities of our people to a right recognition of the claims of
Pagan lands is the greatest want of the current age. Your Committee
congratulate the Board and the Convention on the earnest belief that
the intelligent love of Missions, and especially of the Mission to China,
is a growing interest among the Baptists of the South. And the Con-
vention may cherish the confident belief that still other reirforcements
will go to China at an early day, and that the reports of another year's
work will bring us fresh and enlarged encouragements.

It is work for Z/e /ecat/en on our own shores,
The recovery of these lost souls, the possibilities for good that lie in
their return to China with the gospel in their hearts, and the moral
effect on their countrymen at large, of our kindness to them through
our Missionaries—these should inspire us with a desire to labor while
we may for their conversion to Christ.

We would respectfully recommend that the increasing demands of
this Mission may be met by generous appropriations.

68. The report of the Committee on the By-Laws of
the Convention was discussed by F. H. Kerfoot, of Mary-
land, and C. C. Chaplin, of Texas, and was adopted, as
follows :
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By-Laws of the Convention.

The Committee respectfully report :

I. Concerning the expression “By-Laws of the Convention.”

It has been suﬁgcsted that the title, “By-Laws" is unsuitable for the
Articles under this heading in the Minutes; but the Committee are
unable to find any more suitable term. These Articles define the
duties of thé Boards of the Convention and of their Secretaries, and
give instructions to the Committees on nominating new Boards, and
contain other matter which would not be unsuitable to the Constitu-
tion. * They are evidently called “By-Laws” because they can be
altered by the vote of a mere majority of the body, in the manner in
which By-Laws would be usually altered.

2. Concerning the purposes and pracical working of the By-Laws,

Your Committee feel assured that the Convention cannot have any
more imperative obligation laid upon it than that which is at the very
basis of it organization, as expressed in the preamble to the Consti-
tution, and as recognized also in the preamble to these By-Laws, viz
the obligation to endeavor energetically and systematically to elicit,
combine and direct the energies of the whole denomination in one
sacred effort for the propagation of the Gospel.

In the judgment of the Committee, it is a matter of congratulation
to the Convention that under the practical working of these By-Laws
it has been developed that the relations between the Boards of the
Convention and the various State organizations are so satisfactory to
all the parties immediately concerned, and that the way is so manifestly
open for our Boards, through the various State organizations, and
through other agencies, toreach and impress the masses with informa-
tion and appeals as to the aims and needs of the general work.

The Committee are glad to report also that, from the reports of
both Secretaries of the Convention, as well as from the reports of the
Vice-Presidents of the different Boards, it is evident that men of God
«<an be found in all, or at least nearly all, of the States, who, when spe-
cific labors are asked of them, will chzerfully make every reasonable
effort to aid our Boards in securing statistics, disseminating informa-
tion, and endeavoring to enlist all the churches and Sabbath schools
.among the contributors to the work of the Convention.

The Committee are glad to report that, during the past year, some
progress has been made by both Boards, and that good progress has
been made by the Board of Foreign Missions in that most impor-
tant work of reducing to order the chaos of statistics as to which
of our churches are as yet contributing and which now fail to
contribute. It is earnestly hoped that this work will be pushed rap-
idly forward to completion, and that ere long it may be shown that
ithe churches which have already been reached, will, as they become
better informed, contribute more generously, and that thousands of
the churches which now do nothing, will be, through systematic and
persistent effort, brought over to the lists of the regular contributors
to the work of the Convention.

The Committee report also with pleasure, that, during the past year,
the work of the Convention has, in their judgment, been far better
advertised, and that more specific appeals have been made to the
masses than during any year since the Convention was organized ; and
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it is hoped that this work will be still better accomplished year by
year, until every Baptist in our Southern country shall be well in-
formed as to the work of the Convention, and in some way specially
invited to contribute.

The only changes the Committee have to recommend are that the
By-Laws be amended so that:

1. In the preamble the words “for this purpose we unanimously
recommend” be stricken out, and the words “we adopt the following
By-Laws" be inserted in their place.

2, That By-Law No. 2 be amended by inserting after the words
“such printed addresses™ the words, “as soon as practicable after the
adjournment of the Convention.”

3. That By-Law No. 4 be so changed that it will read: “That the
Commitrees on the Nomination of New Boards be instructed to nomi-
nate as Vice-Presidents of the Boards men known tobe identified with
the interests of the Convention and of their own State Boards, and,
unless special reason exist to the contrary, men who make effort to
attend the sessions of the Convention. To these Vice-Presidents defi-
nite duties shall be assigned, at the discretion of the Boards, and they
shall be expected to present at the next session of the Convention a
brief report, in writing, of what they have been requested to do, and of
'the way in which they have complied with these requests, with any
suggestions that they may have to offer as to the condition and needs
of their respective fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary to fur-
nish, in due time, to the Vice-President of his Board suitable blanks
for such reports, and to call their attention to this Article, and to make
any proper effort to secure the preparation of these reports. In case
any Vice-President appointed is unable or unwilling to comply with
the requests herein mentioned, it shall be the duty of the Board to
seculll‘e,: if possible, the services of some person who will undertake this
work.

4. That in By-Law No. 7 the word “recommendation” be stricken
out, and the word “By-Law" be inserted in its place.

69. T. S. Dunaway, of Virginia, presented the report
of the Committee on Woman's Home Mission Work, and
it was adopted as follows:

Wouan's Howme lission 1Vork.

Your Committee, to whom was referred so much of the report of
the Home Mission Board as relates to woman's work, subm itthe fol-
lowing:

As the field of the operations of this Board widens and grows in
importance from year to year, it becomes its friends to look to new and
increasing sources of supplies, in order to meet the growing demands
upon the Board. We regard it as one of the most hopeful and encour-
aging signs of the times in which we live that our churches are catch-
ing the spirit of the Apostolic times, are more and more inclined to
appreciate and utilize woman's influence, gifts and labors in the build-
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iIng up of the churches and in the spread of the Gospel, at home and
abroad.

While there are now in existence and in active operation within the
territorial limits of the Southern Baptist Convention not less than five
hundred Woman's Missionary Societies, most of them actively &o-
operating with the Foreign Mission Board, contributing several thou-
sand dollars to it annually, we regret to be informed by the report of
the Home Mission Board that only thirty-one of these societies con-
tributed to its support the past year.

1. Since the great missionary enterprise, at home and abroad, is one,
the field being the world, we most earnestly recommend that the
Home Mission Board, through such influences and agencies as it may
deem wise to employ, seek to bring into closer sympathy and more
active co-operation with the Board such societies and central commit-
tees as now exist in the several States, and to encourage the formation
of similar societies in all our churches, and the better organization of
these societies in each of the States.

2. We further recommend that the pastors of the churches use their
influence in the formation and organization of such societies, and that
they give to them such information concerning the work and needs of
this Board as will be adapted to call forth the sympathies, prayers,
labors and gifts of the Christian women of the South in its behalf.

3. We also recommend that the Home and Foreign Mission Boards,
should they deem such action expedient, unite in the appointment of
some competent woman as Superintendent of the State Central Com-
mittees, whose duty it shall be to collect and disseminate information,
and in other ways to stimulate and strengthen woman’'s work for
woman in all lands, said Superintendent to act under the direction of
both Boards.

70. The report of the Committee on Treasurer of the
Foreign Mission Board’s Report and Building Funds, was
read by W. A. Montgomery, of Tennessee, and, on mo-
tion, recommitted.

71. L. Broadus, of South Carolina, presented the report
of the Committee on European Missions, and it was
adopted.

European Missions.

The Baptists of the entire country, but especially those embraced
within the limits of the Southern Baptist Convention, have much rea-
son to be thankful for the condition and the prospects of the mission
in Italy. The solid ability, and the abundant energy and prudence
with which it has been prosecuted, are displayed in everything that
has been brought to our attention. Werejoice to be informed that the
chapel at Torre Pellice is almost completed, and we trust that the en-
terprise established by our Board in that place will accomplish all that
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under God is now expected in regard to it. There would seem to be
a necessity for a similar undertaking at Naples, and we could wish that
the Board of Foreign Missions might by some means be placed in pos-
session of a sufficient amount of resources to procure a building of its
own at that important centre. It is believed that it would in the end
turn out to be as wise an investment as any that has yet been made by us
in Italy, since in the course of time, this might supply a convenient
and desirable seat of residence for brother and Mrs. Eager, from which
it would be easy for them to superintend and prosecute the work in
that section of the country. We are specially interested in the con-
dition of the mission at Venice, where Sig. Bellondi is engaged. The
pamphlet which he recently published regarding the ancient Baptists
of Venice has come into our hands. We have had no time to ex-
amine the merits of it, but we are particularly gratified to know that
our Missionaries have found opportunity to make some contributions
to the cause of historical science, and that several articles published in
the Semtinatore, have received the attention and the commendation of
a learned authority for Italian history in a German historical quarterly.

We are pained to find Dr. Taylor reporting that an intimation has
been received “that he must spend less next year than in this just clos-
ing.” We urgently hope that the brethren of the churches, instead of
curtailing the dimensions of this work, will supply the Board of For-
eign Missions with the meansof enlarging the sphere of its operations
in Italy, as rapidly as in the judgment of those who have the cause in
charge this enlargement may be feasible and proper.

We are highly interested in the missions that are being prosecuted
by Baptists in other parts of Europe, but as these are under the charge
and direction of other bodies than our own, we have not considered it
requisite to make anything beyond a passing allusion to them. We
trust that fervent prayers will ascend from all our brethren in behalf of
the various stations and laborers in Italy, and especially in behalf of
these faithful men of God, who have gone from our own number, that
life and health may be spared, and that abundance of faith and energy
and devotion and usefulness may be bestowed upon them.

Mission at New Ovrleans.

The Committee on the Mission at New Orleans respectfully report,
that we find said mission entitled to the sympathy and support of this
Convention. New Orleans is a city of 225,000 inhabitants. About
half the population is Roman Catholic. There are only two white
Baptist churches. One of them, the Coliseum Place church, is presid-
ed over by Dr. S. Landrum, who is supported in part by the church
and in part by the Home Mission Board. Recently a colporteur has
been appointed by the American Baptist Publication Society, to labor
in connection with brother Landrum.

The First church is under the care of Rev. M. C. Cole, who is sup-
ported by the Mississippi Baptist Convention. He has with him two
ladies, who are also supported by the same Convention. This church
is without a house of worship.
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. Your Committee believe that our Home Mission Board has under
Its care no station more important than New Orleans, and none more
promising of grand results. We therefore recommend that the Board,
as egrly as possible, increase the force now employed, so that our
Missionaries may extend their efforts far and wide over the city.
All of which is respectfully submitted.

74. The Convention then adjourned, with prayer by
Jno. A. Harris, Georgia.

THIRD DAY—EVENING SESSION.

75. The Convention assembled, and at 8: 15 was called
to order, and led in nrayer by John Stout, South Carolina.

76. The special order being the consideration of the in-
terests of the Foreign Mission Board (Item 25) the Con-
vention was addressed by H. K. Ellyson, Virginia; C. C.
Bitting, Maryland, and A. C Dixon; North Carolina.

77. The Convention then adjourned, the benediction
being pronounced by H. A. Tupper, Virginia.

FOURTH DAY—MORNING SESSION.
SATURDAY, May 13th, 1882,

78. The Convention assembled, and was called to order
by the President, at 9 A.M. After singing, and the read-
ing of the 23d Psalm, prayer was offered by E. J. Forres-
ter, of Alabama.
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79. The Journal was read and approved. . B
80. T. W. Sydnor, Va., from the Committee appointed
on that topic, presented the following report ong .

Indian Missions.

Your Committee on Indian Missions, after a careful examination of
the reports of the Home Mission Board for several years past, and a
full conference with the Corresponding Secretary of the Board during
the present session of the Convention, are happy in being able to
state that our Mission to the Indians presents a more encouraging
aspect at this time than at any other period of its history.

The work among the Choctaws has been enlarged.

The Mission to the Creeks, especially’in its educational feature, is
highly encouraging. The institution established among this people,
in part through the munificence of the late Eugene Levering, and bearing
his honored name, is now in successful operation. The buildings have
been completed and provided with the necessary outﬁt—a!lpaz'd{or.
The farm has been enclosed with a substantial fence—the work of
the boys—and is now in cultivation. The Council of the Creek Na-
tion, besides a donation of $5,000 towards the building, have pledged
an annual stipend of $8,400 for the support of the children. The
Baptist women in Baltimore, Lexington, Louisville and a few other
churches in Kentucky, have made valuable contributions in clothing
for these pupils. Will not the Jadies of other parts of the country do
likewise ? There are one hundred and twenty pupils in the schools,
receiving regular religious instruction, as well as instruction in the
ordinary branches of secular learning. More than this, quite a num-
ber of these children have been hopefully converted and baptized, and
many more are seeking the way of salvation.

A new elemert of population is rapidly gathering on the railroad
which passes through the Territory. Ten new towns are growing up,
and make fresh demands on the resources of our Board. These
towns especially need houses of worship, and we commend this need
to the thoughtful consideration of our churches.

In conclusion, your Committee would congratulate the Convention
on the success of this Mission.

They commend the Board and its Corresponding Secretary for the
wisdom, fidelity and zeal they have shown in the prosecution of the
work, and they would return fervent thanks to our Heavenly Father
for His favor and blessing, and offer earnest prayer that He would
continue to prosper this work of our hands.

Condition of the Home Board.

Your Committee to whom was referred the consideration of the
present condition, prospects and enlargement of the Home Mission
work of this Convention, beg leave to report that we find a want
of enthusiasm on the part of the denomination in the work of this
Board, _and since from the experience of a series of years, it seems
impossible to arouse this enthusiasm without making material changes,
your Committee feel constrained, as on the whole promising the best
results, to recommend the following resolutioas, viz ;

1st. That the Home Mission Board be removed from Marion, Ala-
bama, to Atlanta, Georgia, as soon after the adjournment of this Con-
vention as such transfer can be made.

2nd, That the Board be instructed to employ a Corresponding Sec-
retary, and in addition thereto, one or more district Secrearies, if
found best for the efficient prosecution of its work.

3d. That the Committee on Nomination of new Boards be instruct-
ed to render their report in accordance with the foregoing resolutions.

Your Committee desire, in presenting the above recommendations,
to state distinctly and emphatically, that in all their inquiries, they
have heard no word of complaint against any of the brethren com-
posing the present Board, but, onthe contrary, only words of commen-
dation_and praise for their faithful attention to the work commit-
ted to their trust, and they cannot close this report without recom-
mending the adoption of the following resolution, viz:

“That the earnest and sincere thanks of this Convention be and are
hereby tendered to the Home Mission Board, at Marion, Alabama, and
to its Corresponding Secretary, and to each member thereof, for long
and faithful services rendered so willingly and gratuitously.”
