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CONSTITUTION.

\}"&_', the de}egat_es from missionary societies, churches, and other
religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the
United States, met in convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia,
for the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of
our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting. combining, and
directing the energies of the whole denomination in one sacred
effort for the propagation of the Gospel, agree to the following
rules or fundamental principles:

ArrIcLE I. This body shall be styled the ‘‘Southern Baptist
Convention.”

Axt. II. Tt shall be the design of this Convention to promote
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con-
nected with the Redeemer’s Kingdom, and to combine for this
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benevo-
lence. which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights
of the churches.

ART. ITI. The Convention shall consist of members who con-
tribute funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing
funds, on the basis of one delegate for every hundred dollars con-
tributed to our funds at any time within the twelve months prece-
ding the meeting of the body; and of representatives. on the terms
hereinafter specified. from any of the following bodies, viz: the
Maryland Union Baptist Association. the Baptist General Associa-
tion of Virginia, the Baptist General Association of West Virginia,
the North Carolina Baptist State Convention, the Baptist Conven-
tion of Western North Carolina, the State Convention of the
Baptist denomination in South Carolina, the Baptist Cunvention
of the State of Georgia, the Florida Baptist State Convention, the
Alabama Baptist State Convention. the Mississippi Baptist State
Convention, the Baptist (Feneral Association of Southeastern Mis-
sissippi, the Louisiana Baptist State Convention. the Baptist State
Convention of Texas, the Baptist General Association of Texas,
the Baptist Convention of Eastern Texas, the Arkansas Baptist
State Convention, the Baptist General Association of Western
Arkansas and Indian Territory, the Tennessee Baptist State Con-
vention, the Raptist General Association of Kentucky. the Mis-
souri Baptist General Association, the Southwest Missouri Baptist
Convention, which bodies shall be allowed one representative in
this Convention for every tive hundred dollars which, during the
twelve months ending December 31, previous to the session of this
Convention, may have been expended by them for objects similar
to those in the prosecution of which this Convention may be
actively engaged, which objects are at present those of Foreign
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Missions, Home Missions, Indian Missions and Sunday-school work;
provided, that the official organs of such State Convention or Gen-
eral Association shall, by the first day of March preceding the
annual session of this Convention, have communicated to the
Home Mission Board of this Convention the amount expended by
the body in question as above indicated; provided, also, that the
representatives of these bodies shall be formally appointed by the
organs thereof in the manner which may by the said bodies be
hereafter directed, and that their appointment shall be duly certi-
fied to this Convention.

ART. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President,
four Vice-presidents, a Treasurer and two Secretaries, who shall
be elected at each annual meeting, and hold their office until a new
election: and the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue
of his office, members of the several Boards.

ART. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as
many Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for
carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—
all which Boards may continue in office until a new election. Each
Board shall consist of a President, Vice-president. Secretaries,
Treasurer, Auditor. and fifteen other members, seven of whom,
including one or more of the officers, shall form a quorum for the
transaction of business. To each Board shall be committed, during
the recess of the Convention. the entire management of all the
affairs relating to the object with whose interest it shall be charged, .
all of which management shall be in strict accordance with the
constitutional provisions adopted by this Convention. and such
other instructions as may be given from time to time. Each Board
shall have power to make such compensation to its Secretaries and
Treasurer as it may think right. fill the vacancies occurring in its
own body, and enact its own by-laws.

ART. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully acrount
for all moneys received by him. keep a regular entry of all receipts
and disbursements. and make report of them to the Cbnvention
whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as often as re-
quired. He shall algo. on entering upon the duties of his office,
give competent security to the President of the Board for all the
stock and funds committed to his care. His books shall be open at
all times to the inspection of any member of the Convention and
of his Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any of the treasu-
ries of the Board, but by an order from that Board from whose

treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be signed by
the presiding officer.

ART. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public
bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may require.
Copies of all such communications, with their answers, if any,
shall be kept by them on file.

Arr. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall
keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other docu-
ments as may be committed to them for the purpose.
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ART. IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries and agents ap-
pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be
membex_'s of some regular church in union with the churches
composing this Convention.

ART. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this
Convention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence
of genuine piety. fervent zeal in their Master’s cause, and talents
which fit them for the service for which they offer themselves.

ART. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention
shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which their
contributions shall be applied. But when no such specification is
made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its own
discretion.

ART. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but
extra meetings may be called by the President, with the approba-
tion of any one of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the
attending delegates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for
the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of his
death, any of the Vice-presidents of the Convention, may, at the
request of two of its Boards, postpone or alter the place of meeting
of the Convention, when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to
convene at the time or place appointed.

ART. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may
be made in these Articles, by a vote of two-thirds of the members
present at any annual meeting of the Convention.



BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to en-
deavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, combine
and direct the energies of the whole denomination in one sacred
effort for the propagation of the Gospel, we adopt the following
By-laws.

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the
closest possible connection with the State Boards, where such
exist, in such way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other
cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may deem best;
in both cases providing for necessary expenses incurred.

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be
instructed to secure frequent distribution of information relating
to their work. by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and
otherwise, as may be found expedient, among the masses of the
people.

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of New Boards be
instructed to nominate. as Vice-presidents of the Boards. men
known to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and
of their own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the
contrary, men who make effort to attend the sessions of the
Convention. These Vice-presidents shall be expected to co-operate
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions as to the
work to be done, and they also shall be expected to present at
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of
what they had been requested te do and of the way in which
they have complied with these requests. with any suggestions
they may have to offer as to the condition and needs of their
respective fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary, in due
time. to furnish the Vice-presidents of his Board with suitable
blanks for such reports. and to call their attention to this article,
and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation of
these reports. In case any Vice-president appointed is unable or
unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned. it shall
be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person who can
and request him so to do; and furthermore. the Vice-president for
each State shall be desired. as speedily as possible. to prepare a
roll of the associations, churches and Sunday schools in that
State. to be used for the distribution of information. and to
ascertain as far as possible, which of the churches and Sunday
schools are contributing to the funds of the Board, and the
anoual amounts, and to make systematic effort. each year, to
increase the number and amount of such contributions.

4. The Boards shall report, at each session of the Convention,
what special efforts they have been able to make toward carrying
out the objects of these By-laws.

5. That so much of the second day of the Conyvention as may be
necessary shall be set apart for consideration of these reports, and
of questions connected with them.

6. That these By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority
vote, except on the last day of the Convention.

PLANS OF SYSTEMATIC BENEVOLENCE.

Your Committee on Plans of Systematic Benevolence are profoundly im-
pressed with the importance of educating our people in the habit of giving
regularly and on principle. The million of white Baptists in these Southern
States have been entrusted as God's stewards with immense resources for
the spread of a pure Gospel in their own and in other lands. Their contribu-
tions for these objects amounted, according to statistics in your last minutes,
to only about $350,000, or an average of thirty-five cents per member; for the
year just closed, if we may judge by the reporis of the two boards of the
Convention, the funds given for missions will reach perhaps $400,000, or forty
cents per mmember, Thegradualimprovement forseveral years past has been
marked, It has been gained as your committee has reason to believe,
mainly by the introduction and extension of plans for regular, systematie,
frequent giving to the cause of Christ.

While we thus congratulate the Convention on what has been done, it is
a fact patent to us all that a very small portion of the real strength of
Southern Baptists has been made available. Less than half of our churehes
make regular contributions for missions; less than half the members of these
come up to the measure of their ability. Intheeloguent words of the report
of the Home Board: “A system of contributions in our churches, by which
every member might be reached and induced to give something for the
world's conversion, is the paramount necessity of our work.”

In the little time between the appointment of this committee and the
hour set for its report, we have been unable to mature the details of any plan
that we are willing 1o submit for adoption by the Convention, Indeed we
hold that in the absence of specific instructions in the New Testament there
may be and ought to be freedom and flexiblity in our plans of work., No
one plan is always and everywhere the best. The committee desire, how-
ever, to emphasize these points as neecessary in our judgment to any good
plan, viz:

1. It must involve stated and frequent contributions, and must bring the
cause to the personal attention of every member of the church,

2. It must, without neglectin% lower motives, emphasize and appeal to the
strongest and purest Christian love, the claims of humanity and the promo-
tion of the glory of God.

3. It must recognize and provide for the right of each and every one of the
Lord’s stewards to administer, according to his own judgment, the portion
of goods committed to him.

4. It must be adapted to the habits and cireumstances of those by whom
it is to be worked. No plan will work itself; any plan vigorously pushed is
better than any other, let alone,

Your Committee recommend the adoption of the following resolution :

Resolved, That the Home and Foreign Mission Boards and the Vice Presi-
dents of the same be and are hereby directed in aceordance with the By-

The plan is working
well in educating the people to give Lo missions as missions, and not to pet
causes, The number of churches contributing to every branch is increasing.
This year there is a gain of from thirty-three to fifty per cent. Muech litera-
ture has been distributed and the roll of the churches has been nearly
completed,

GEORGIA, W. L. Kilpatrick reports:— .

Have not raised as much money for Foreign Missions as we had hoped. Is
due more to a number of new enterprises than lack of interest. Has no
change to suggest in plan of raising funds, Only need to press the plan we
have more vigorously. Has attended to the best of his ability to all matters
placed in his hand by the Secretary of the Board,

LoUurstawa. J. A, Hackett reports:—

There 18 a State Board of Foreign Missions., Its members reside in different
garts of the State, Also a prominent brother in each association represented

said State Board, who can be relied on for pushing the work., Brother
Hackett reports also that he has sent out inany personal appeals at his own
charge, There are about twenty Ladies’ Missionary Societies, most of them
organized this past year, under the leadership of Mrs, J. W, Robards, Many
tracts and copies of the Foreign Missionary Journal have been distributed,
The enrollment of the churches is delayed. Baptists aregrowing in numbers
and making progress in benevolence. The quota asked for by the Foreign
Mission Board for the State has been more than met, The Increase in con-
tributions this year is larger by twenty or thirty per cent. than ever before.

MARYLAND. Dr.J. W. M. Williams reports:—

The churches of Maryland are organized for Home Mission Work., Have
done more than in any jear previous, Some churches have contributed for
the first time.

Jnghua Levering reports:—

The Maryland Baptist Union has a Standing Committee on Forelgn Mis-
sions, Appeals have been made to all the churches, in some cases several
times. Twenty out of thirty-five white churches, and four out of the fifteen
colored churches contr.bute, All literature received from the Board has
been properly distributed. All of the churches have been properly enrolled,
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Missounri. Manly J. Breaker reports;—

He visited several associations, wrote one hu dred lettersand twenty-five
postals and torwa.ded seventy-five eirculars, He collected one hundred and
seventy-five dollars, An active agent is imperatively needed Lo visit the
ehureches, to arouse and organize the churehes for benevolence.

R. 5. Dunecan reports :(—

No organic connection whatever with State Association, and the auxiliary
connections repenled.

Also had the use
of a column n week in Central Baptist, Much permanent good done through
these agencles, Missouri falls below her guota because a portion of her
funds goes to the Missionary Union at Boston. She can, and, he thinks, will
soon give mueh more.

MissISSTPPI. Dr. Geo. W, Whitfield reports :(—

Foreign Mission and State Organizations are independent and entirely
harmonious. He has, as Vice President for the Board, travelled 1,750 miles,
visited eight associations and one State Convention and thirteen churches,
delivered twenty-four speeches and sermons on Foreign Missions, and ob-
tained §1,75) in pledges, and $245 in cash; also 105 subscriptions to Foreign
Missionary Journal, He has distributed five hundred copies of the Jourual
and 8,000 pages of tracts, He has revised the roll for tive hundred churches,
of which one fourth appears as contributors. All thisat a eost to the Board
of $100,98. He recommends that the Board give an itemized statement of
all monevs paid to missionaries, su that the people may be shown just how
the money goes.

He has received up to this time $565.30. Other remittances have been
probably sent directly 1o Dr. Tichenor.

THIRTY-NINTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

HOME MISSION BOARD.

The Home Mission Board submits to the Convention its 3gth An-
nual Report, with gratitude to God for His blessings.

Never, in all its history, has the labor of its Missionaries been more
effective in the promotion of the Redeemer’s Kingdom, than during
the past year. There have been received into the churches to which
they ministered 2,665 by baptism and 1,525 by letter, making a total
addition of 4,190.

“The work of the Board has never been better organized, nor if the
means were furnished it, has it ever been better prepared to push for-
ward into unoccupied places, and to attempt new conquests for our
King. The fields of its labors were never broader nor more inviting,
nor the outlook for a grand work more promising.

During the year there have been in its employ for the whole or part
of the time 144 Missionaries.

COST OF OUR WORK.

By reference to the Report of the Treasurer, it will be seen that
there has been expended fur Mission work, including incidental ex-
penses, salaries of officers, the sum of about $48,000.

The remaining part of receipts have been expended in support of
schools, in building houses of worship, and in other work not designed
to increase, directly, the membership of our churches.

Dividing the amount spent for Missions proper by the number of
additions, and we find that it has cost less than 812 for every one
brought into the fellowship of our churches.

This is an average much below that of our most efficient churches,
and far less than that of other great Missionary Societies.

The Report of the Home Mission Society of New York shows but
one addition for every $28.55 expended, and that of the Congrega-
tional Society, one for every $54.

The money spent by our Board on Mission work is more than
twice as effective as that expended by the Home Mission Society of
New York, and more than four times as effective as that expended by
the Congregationalists,

This result is due not to our superior management, nor to the greater
efficiency of our Missionaries, but to the fact that so large a pro-
portion of the population of the Southern States is under Baptist in-
fluence.

This Report further shows that the incidental expenses of the Board
have been less than ever before. There have been no paid agents
sent out, and the only agency work done has been either by the Sec-
retaries or the volunteer representatives of the Board.
