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CONSTITUTION. 

W e , the delegates from missionary societies, churches, and other 
religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the 
United States, met in convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for 
the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our 
constituents by organizing apian for eliciting, combining and directing 
the energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the 
propagation of the gospel, agree to the following rules or funda­
mental principles: 

A R T I C L E I. This body shall be styled the " Southern Baptist Con­
vention." 

A R T . II. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote for­
eign and domestic missions, and other important objects connected 
with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such 
portions of the Baptift denomination in the United States as may de­
sire a general organization for Christian benevolence, which shall fully 
respect the independence and equal rights of the churches.-

A R T . III. Th^Conventiqn_shall consist of brethren whn contribute 
funds, or are delegated by,religious bodies contributing fundsl, on the 
basts~of one delegate for every hundred dollars contributed to our 
funds* at any time^within the twelve months preceding the meeting of 
the body. 

A R T . IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four 
Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer and two Secretaries, who shall be elected 
at each annual meeting, and hold their offices until a new election ; 
and the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his 
office, members of the several Boards. 

A R T . V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as 
many Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for 
carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all 
which Boards may continue in office until a new election. Each Board 
shall consist of a President, Vice-President,- Secretaries, Treasurer, 
Auditor, and fifteen other members, seven of whom, including one or 
more of the officers, shall form a quorum for the transaction of busi­
ness. T o each Board shall be committed, during the recess of the 
Convention, the entire management of all the affairs relating to the 
object with whose interest it shall be charged, all of which manage­
ment shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions 
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may be 
given from time to time. Each Board shall have power to make such 
compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it may think right* 
fill the vacancies occurring in its own body, and enact its own by­
laws. 

A R T . VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for 
all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and 
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disbursements, and make report of them to the Convention whenever 
it shall be in session, and to his Board as often as required. He shall 
also, on entering upon the duties of his office, give competent security 
to the President of the Board for all the stock and funds committed to 
his care. His books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any 
member of the Convention and of his Board. N o moneys shall be 
paid out of any of the treasuries of the Board, but by an order from 
that Board from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which 
order shall be signed by the presiding officer. 

A R T . VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards 
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public 
bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may require. Copies 
of all such communications, with their answers, if any, shall be kept 
by them on file. 

A R T . VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall 
keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents 
as may be committed to them for the purpose. 

A R T . IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries and Agents ap­
pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members 
of some regular church in union with the churches composing this 
Convention, 

A R T . X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Con­
vention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of 
genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which 
fit them for the service for which they offer themselves. 

A R T . XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention 
sh UI have the right to specify the object or objects to which their con 
tributions shall be applied. But when no such specification is made, 
the Convention will make the appropriation at its own discretion. 

A R T . XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but 
extra meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation 
of any one of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending del­
egates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for the transaction of 
business. The President, or in the event of his death, any of the 
Vice-Presidents of the Convention, may, at the request of two of its 
Boards, postpone or alter the place of meeting of the Convention, 
when it may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or 
place appointed. a 

A R T . XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be 
made :n these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members pres­
ent at any annual meeting of the Convention. 
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BY-LAWS. 

Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to en­
deavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, combine and 
direct the energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for 
the propagation of of the gospel, we adopt the following By-laws : 

i. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the closest 
possible connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in such 
way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such 
agency as each of the Boards may deem best, in both cases providing 
for necessary expenses incurred. 

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be in­
structed to secure frequent distribution of information relating to 
their work, by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and otherwise, as 
may be found expedient, among the masses of the people. 

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of N e w Boards be in­
structed to nominate, as Vice-Presidents of the Boards, men known to 
be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their own 
State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the contrary, men 
who make effort to attend the sessions of the Convention. These 
Vice-Presidents shall be expected to co-operate with the Boards, both 
giving and receiving suggestions as to the work to be done, and they 
also shall be expected to present at the next session of the Convention 
a brief report in writing of what they had been requested to do, and 
ot the way in which they have complied with these requests, with any 
suggestions they may have to offer as to the conditijn and needs of 
their respective fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary, in due 
time, to furnish the Vice-Presidents of his Board with suitable blanks 
for such reports, and to call their attention to this article, and to make 
any proper effort to secure the due preparation of these reports. In case 
any Vice-President appointed is unable or unwilling to comply with 
the requests herein mentioned, it shall be the duty of the Board, if 
possible, to find some person who can, and rtquest him to do so ; and 
furthermore, the Vice-President for each State shall be desired, as 
speedily as possible, to prepare a roll of the associations, churches and 
Sunday-schools in that State, to be used for the distribution of inform­
ation, and to ascertain as far as possible which of the churches and 
Sunday-schools are contributing to the funds of the Board and the 
annual amounts, and to make systematic effort each year to increase 
the number and amount of such contributions. 

4. The Boards shall report, at each session of the Convention, what 
special efforts they have been able to make toward carrying out the 
objects of these By-laws. 

5. That so much of the second day of the Convention as may be 
necessary shall be set apart for consideration of these reports, and of 
questions connected with them. 

6. That these By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority 
vote, except on the last day of the Convention.

commending the excellent judgment and sound business discretion 
exercised by the Foreign Board and its efficient Corresponding Secre­
tary in its disbursement of funds, and in sustaining our Foreign Mis­
sions througn the embarrassments of the last year, with the aid of the 
balance on hand at the last annual meeting, and in being able, after 
accomplishing so large a work, to report through its Treasurer a bal­
ance of $1,144.61 at the end of the year. 

Your committee deem it. appropriate and becoming at this time es­
pecially, to express our gratitude and thankfulness to God for the 
marked indications of his favor upon the labors of our Foreign Board, 
and his blessings upon the contributions of the churches, individuals 
and missionary societies.

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T H E F U T U R E W O R K OF T H E FOREIGN MISSION BOARD. 

Your committee, to w h o m was referred the future work of the For­

eign Mission Board, would respectfully report: 

i.. The history of the work of this board has been one of expan­

sion. In His providential guidance God has gradually led its plans 

and energies into widening fields of labor and success. A s the re­

port of the Board gratefully says, " God has been gradually expand­

ing the minds and hearts of Southern Baptists to take hold of one 

nation after another until now they compass, though feebly, in their 

sympathies and prayers, the whole human family. From small be­

ginnings in men and means, the Convention has pressed forward its 

missions in foreign lands, more and more every year, until its mis­

sionaries, employed now and in the past, are numbered by the hun­

dreds, the native converts by the thousands, and the contributions of 

the. churches have been a million and a third of dollars." 

2. The blessings of God attendant upon our work in the past 

should be an inspiration urging us to yet greater zeal and expanding 

eff jrts in the years to come. Carefully examining the report of the 

board as it details the work in its various fields, while our hearts 

gratefully recognize the grace displayed in each ot them, we are im­

pressed with the imperative call for the reinforcement of the missions 

in Shanghai and South America. These especially seem to demand 

more laborers, and we respectfully recommend that the call from these 

fields be heeded. Nor would we ignore the claims of other missions 

of the board in this direction. W e must not fail to gratefully follow, 

by enlarged work, every indication that God is waiting to bless, and 

we advise a judicious expansion whenever it shall be manifest to the 

board that the churches will respond with contributions sufficiently 

enlarged to justify such expansion. 

3 The fact that God is leading so many to give their lives to the 

mission work calls for profound consideration on the part of our 

churches. Twenty men and women are now applying for appointment, 

at least half of w h o m are reported as possessing talents and qualifi­

cations giving promise of abundant usefulness. Is not this fact God's 

call upon the denomination for a larger work in the vineyard ? 

4. Expansion of work involves expansion of means. H o w shall the 

means be secured ? This question should appeal to every lover of 
the Master for solution. 

The limits of this report forbid a discussion of method in detail. 

But your committee would urge that no effort on the part of the 

board be spared to bring its treasury into direct communication with 

the churches. The pastors are God's agents for the edifying of his 
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churches in every good word and work, and every pastor should feel 
himself unworthy of his calling if he fail to instruct his people, and 
neglects to urge them to liberal contributions to the mission work of 
the board. W e recognize the progress made towards this end se­
cured largely through the vice-presidents of the board in some of the 
States, and we urge that efforts be not remitted till every State is 
brought into the highest possible efficiency in this respect.

THE MISSIONS OF THE FOREIGN BOARD. • 

The missions of the Board stand like light houses—not numerous 
nor near together, but in all the great divisions of the earth. Your 

committee note with thankfulness the manifest growth and real effi­
ciency of them all. The baptisms, the organization of churches, the 

contributions made to missions by the converts from Romanism and 
from paganism demand special emphasis. 

First, in several respects, is the mission in our sister republic of 

Mexico. By means of railroads our intercourse with Mexico is be­
coming quite intimate. N o country has made so fine an exhibit at 
the World's Exposition in N e w Orleans. In productions, minerals, 

in art and music, her display has made a deep impression, and a large 
trade is sure to spring up between the two great Am2rican republics. 
Notwithstanding the persecutions endured, we believe that we shall, 
with comparative ease, secure the ear of the Mexicans for the gospel 

of our Lord. The zeal of our Board for the mission in Mexico is 

worthy of all commendation. 
W e pass now to the Brazilian mission. Here our missionaries havs 

suffered arrest and persecutions, but they have biien patient, and dis­

tributed the Bible freely. In its light the sharpness of their trials has 
been removed. It gives us delight to note the baptism of thirty-sever. 

believers. Over all opposition the gospel triumphs. 
In Europe we are glad to observe the abiding faith and untiring 

labor of our missionaries in classic and R jman Catholic Italy. 
W e regret the necessity for the return of one wise, heroic and vet­

eran missionary, Dr. Taylor. W e trust his residence arnong us will 
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greatly assist the work in Rome and Italy, especially in securing 
funds to build chapels. Our best hope of success in Italy, under God, 
lies, perhaps, in teaching the young, in circulating the Scriptures and 
in personal appeal. 
In the African mission seven are reported as baptized. Our force 

in the " dark continent " has been increased by four new missionaries. 
W e must do something for Africa, and let us hope that the new labor­
ers may be spared and crowned with success. W e think the great 
body of laborers in Africa should come from the people of the coun­
try. 
The China missions are the oldest and largest of our foreign mis­

sions. There are fifty-six missionaries under the employment of the 
Board. W e have six hundred and forty-five members of our churches 
in China, and their contributions amount to $567.85 ! War and ru­
mors of war have seriously hindered our work in China and caused 
our dear brethren there much anxiety and suffering. 
Buildings, churches and chapels are needed, especially in all the 

foreign missions. W e find houses indispensable at home ; they are 
more necessary abroad. W e must collect and give for building 
houses of worship. The work will be hindered, and much lost, with­
out such houses. W e cannot state too strongly the necessity for build­
ings in the foreign fields. 

T h e Convention was addressed by W . D. Powell, one 

of the missionaries in Mexico, and by brethren Rodriquez 

and Martinez, and a voluntary contribution of $255.93 

was m a d e for special needs of the work in Mexico : after 

which the report was adopted.

REPORT OF T H E COMMITTEE O N T H E REPORTS OF VICE-PRES­

IDENTS. 

Your committee, to whom were referred the reports of the Vice-
Presidents, would respectfully present the following digest of said re­
ports, so far as the Vice-Presidents have been heard from : 

A L A B A M A . J. J. D. Renfroe reports : 

The State Mission Board of Alabama is charged with the raising 
of funds for Foreign Missions, and through its Secretary and the Vice 
President of the Foreign Mission Board for Alabama, the cause of 
missions has been pressed upon the people. 175,000 pages of mis­
sionary tracts and circulars have been scattered among the churches, 
and 3,600 copies of the Foreign Mission Journal have been distributed 
in the State. Although the amount raised during the year is not 
what was expected, the work done will doubtless tell upon the years 
to come. 
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ARKANSAS. J. T. Searcy reports : 

The relation between the State organizations and the Board of For­
eign Missions is mutually helpful; increased effort has been put for­
ward throughout the State toward getting contributions from the 
churches, with encouraging success, and missionary literature has 
been scattered among the people. 

F L O R I D A . N. A. Bailey reports : 

The entire work of missions in Florida is committed to the State 
Board of Missions. Between this Board and the workings of the 
Foreign Mission Board there is perfect harmony. Our State raised 
$300 more for Foreign Missions than the quota asked. About 500 
copies of the Foreign Mission Journal have been distributed, besides 
much other missionary matter; and our foreign mission work in Flor­
ida is making an encouraging advance. 

G E O R G I A . W . L. Kilpatrick reports : 

Funds for missions are raised through pastors and the press. Dur­
ing the year $6,600 have been reported to the Mission Board at At­
lanta, and there is about $700 not reported. Missionary literature is 
used freely, and the cause of missions in Georgia is upward and on­
ward. 

K E N T U C K Y . T. T. Eaton reports : 

R. L. Thurman, our faithful agent for Foreign Missions, is working 
nobly. About 100 churches contributed last year to Foreign Missions 
that had not contributed before ; and the full amount reported is 
$10,292.64. 60.000 pages of missionary matter have been distributed, 
and there is a remarkable increase in all mission work in Kentucky. 

LOUISIANA. C. W. Tomkies reports : 

W e have a State Board of Foreign Missions, and it co-operates with 
the working of the Southern Baptist Convention ; by personal effort 
$1,500 was raised in cash and pledges for Foreign Missions ; the ex­
cess over the quota asked is $239. A Central Committee has been 
organized and located at Shreveport. There is a marked progress in 
the cause of missions throughout the State. 

M A R Y L A N D . Joshua Levering reports : 

All the State erganizations are in full sympathy with the work of 
the Board of Foreign Missions ; the churches have been appealed to-
orally and by letter, urging increased contributions to missions, and 
over one-half have sent in encouraging reports, and the Foreign Mis-
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sion Journal and other missionary literature have been distributed 
among the churches. 

MISSISSIPPI. George Whitfield reports : 

The relation between our State organizations and the Board of For­
eign Missions is most harmonious ; spent thirty-three days in the work 
of the board, traveling about 2.000 miles and visiting one State con­
vention and six associations, and appealed to 347 pastors, through let­
ter and printed matter, on the subject of missions; aided in getting 

pledges or subscriptions amounting to over $2,100 ; received and for­
warded direct or through Dr. B. H. Whitfield over $800. 

M I S S O U R I . R. S. Duncan reports: 

There is a deep interest awakened in missions, and the contribution 

to this cause is $300 larger than last year; about 350 churches and fifty 
Sunday-schools contributed regularly to Foreign Missions, and new 

interest in missions is being awakened by the means of the free use 

of missionary literature. 

N O R T H C A R O L I N A . Theo. Whitfield reports : 

The work of the Secretary of State Missions and work of the Vice-
President for Foreign Missions are mutually helpful. Not many 

more than one-half of our churches contribute regularly to the Board 
of Foreign Missions, but by the means of more than 5,000 pages of 

tracts and 318 copies of the Journal, and letters and personal appeals, 
there is a noticeable development of interest in missions. 

S O U T H C A R O L I N A . Chas. Manly reports : 

» There exists an uninterrupted and close relation between our State 
organizations and the Board of Foreign Missions. The number of 
our churches that contribute to Foreign Missions was never so great. 

About 1,200 copies of the Foreign Mission Journal, besides many 

tracts on mission subjects, have been distributed. The interest in 

Foreign Missions was never so great as now, and this interest is in­

creasing every year. 

T E N N E S S E E . J. M. Senter reports : 

As information on the subject of Foreign Missions is greatly 

needed in our State, it have been our special work to distribute mission­
ary literature among the people. One hundred and sixty-three sub­

scribers to the Journal have been enrolled, and already the good ef­

fect is seen. 
From the condensed reports of twelve of our Vice-Presidents, it 

will be seen how effective this simple and inexpensive system of work 
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has proven in developing the spirit of missions among our people. 
W e urge upon our churches to co-operate with the Vice-Presidents 
in their efforts to awaken interest and kindle zeal in the great work of 
winning the world to Christ.

REPORT ON " KIND WORDS." 

This cherished paper maintains its character most creditably as a 
sound, able publication. The Rev. S. Boykin has shown himself em­
inently qualified to do all that can be done within the scope contem-

plated by the original establishment of the paper, as throwing a broad 
influence among the young, instructing them in Bible truth and in­
stilling mission principles into their minds, and leading them to Christ. 
But on the principle of division of labor, neither brother Boykin nor 
any other man can supply all the demands of the literature essential 
to efficient Sunday-school work. The very best writers of our de­
nomination are needed to supply, in adequate measure, what is now 
needed. If, therefore, we expect to meet these varied demands, we 
must very materially increase the facilities for producing this litera­
ture. Multitudes of our churches are already ordering their publica­
tions from Northern and Western publishing houses, not only on ac­
count of their cheapness, but because of the ability with which they 
are prepared, as many of their ablest men are ec'iting these publica­
tions. Whether we can, under present circumstances, compete with 
these houses in these respects, is a question to be determined. On 
some accounts it may be well to make the experiment. W e only 
speak what we all feel when we say that no one man can supply the 
demands of this service. W e must have something adapted to all 
stages of mental and moral development—a graded serie* reaching from 
our infant classes to mature age. 

In view of the early expiration of the contract for the publication of 
Kind Words, we suggest to the H o m e Board to mature some plan by 
which these growing demands may be met. With Rev. Samuel Bov-
kin as chief, supported by such talent as can be found in our midst, 
this paper would meet all the demands of the case, and none of our 
people would look either North or West for any Sabbath-school liter -
atare. 

55. T h e following resolution was offered by H . H . 

Tucker, Georgia : 

Resolved, That the Convention looks with peculiar interest 
upon the recently established mission to the Cubans at Key West, 
and that they commend the efforts to raise money from unknown giv­
ers for a house suited to the wants of this mission.

57. J. D. Stewart, Georgia, presented the following, 

which, after remarks by h i m and J. L. Burrows, Virginia, 

was adopted : 

For many years mission work among the American Indians has 

been prosecuted with marked success. Hundreds of happy conver­

sions, and the foundation of churches and associations, stamp this 

work with the seal of Divine approbation. Many native preachers 

have been called and sent forth to declare the glad tidings of salva­

tion. In view of the work that has been accomplished, and consider­

ing the present needs of this field of Christian labor— 

Resolved, That it is the sense of this Convention that the H o m e 

Mission Board, so soon as the means at their command will justify 

the same, appoint one whose duty it shall be to hold religious insti­

tutes, in which Indian preachers and deacons are to receive instruc­

tion in the word of God as understood and taught by our denomina­
tion. 

Resolved, That in giving such instruction the churches be urged to 

use every possible effort by an enlarged benevolence to become self-

sustaining ; that they strive to raise sufficient means to support their 

own pastors, and to raise mission funds to send the word of God to 

the wild tribes of their own people. 

58. J. L. Burrows, of Virginia, offered the following 

from the committee on 

SYSTEMATIC BENEVOLENCE, 

which was adopted : 

Much has been spoken and written on the subject of the importance 

and need of system in the gathering of funds for our evangelizing 

work. All can see that if all our churches and members could ob­

tain information, opportunity, motive and method, the contributions 

to our Board could be indefinitely augmented. The most pressing 

and essential need at this time lies just in this direction. 

To gain th;s end something more is necessary than to feel or talk 

of its importance. It should and must be secured through the direct 

and official service of brethren specially appointed to that specific 
work. 

Your committee therefore recommend that the H o m e Mission Board 

be instructed, in correspondence with the Foreign Mission Board, to 

inaugurate such special agencies, and make it the special duty of 
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some designated individual or committee to take charge of this whole 
subject, and employ such means as to them may seem fitting and 
practical, to induce the adoption by all our churches of more efficient 
method of raising funds for carrying out the objects for which this 
Convention was organized, and to secure, as far and fast as possible, 
the co-operation of State Conventions and District Associations and 
individual churches in aid of this great work.

59. M. J. Breaker, of Missouri, presented the report of 

the committee on the 

W O R K OF STATE MISSION BOARDS. 

We find much irregularity and some wrong in the manner of rep­
resenting in this body the work of State Boards. W e therefore 
recommend the passage of the following by-law : 
6. No money shall be represented twice in this Convention, and 

no money shall be represented which has been contributed to the 
body seeking representation by this Convention, or any body co-ordi­
nate with this Convention ; and no money, shall be represented which 
has been raised by a church or association for its own uses, unless 
the missionaries of such association work under the appointment of a 
State Board or our Home Mission Board.

Resolved, 1st, That in the evangelization of our own country, in the 
consecration to Christ of the spiritual power of its fifty millions of peo­
ple, and in the subordination of the forces inherent in its vast material 
and industrial resources to the work of the Lord, is to be found the 
prime factor in the world's conversion. 
Resolved, 2d, That this result can be attained only by so broaden­

ing the sphere of Christian activity as to include proper attention to 
all the wants of man, both for this life and that which is to come ; by 
the disciple, like his Divine Master, embracing every opportunity to 
do good to the bodies as well as the souls of men. 
Resolved, jd, That the accomplishment of so grand a work requires 

only that measure of energy and that expenditure of means demanded 
by our obligation to our Saviour and by the spirit of our holy religion. 

64. After prayer by W. H. Williams, Missouri, the 

Convention adjourned. 

F O U R T H D A Y — M O R N I N G SESSION. 

AUGUSTA, GA., May 9, 1885. 

65. The Convention met and was led in prayer by J. 
C Foster, Alabama. 

66. The journal was read and confirmed. 
67. By unanimous consent, the report of the Committee 

on Woman's Work, which was pending at the time when 
the special order arrived on yesterday (see item 5o), was,

68. B y unanimous consent, the following, offered by T. 
C. Teasdale, Mississippi, was adopted : 

Resolved, That this Convention cherishes deep sympathy with our . 
brother, J. R. Graves, in his affliction, and desires to express the hope 
that he may be speedily restored to health and usefulness. 

69. Oh motion of J. B. Link, Texas, the chair was di­

rected to appoint a Committee on Obituaries, to recom­

mend appropriate action in view of the death of certain 

brethren, once officially connected with the Convention.

70. O n motion of H . C. Wallace, Missouri, a telegram 

of greeting was ordered to be returned to our missionaries 

in the Indian Territory. 

71. T h e following resolution, offered by Joshua Lever­

ing, Maryland, was discussed by Joshua Levering, Mary­

land; A. C. Dixon, Maryland, and F. M . Ellis, Maryland, 

and adopted: 

Resolved, That in the judgment of this Convention, the Board of 
Home Missions needs and must have an enlargement of its resources 
if it is to accomplish the work committed to it; 
That the churches in the different States are hereby requested and 

urged to raise the respective amounts asked of them in the report of 
the Board; 
That, as individual members of this Convention, we pledge our­

selves to use our best efforts to accomplish this desirable object.

As some doubt has arisen as to the proper construction of the Con­
stitution, we recommend the following amendment: In Art. 3 of the 
Constitution strike out the word "members," in first line, and insert 
instead thereof the word "brethren."

WOMAN'S WORK. 

Too much praise can scarcely be bestowed upon the noble achieve­
ments of the gentle and self-sacrificing women of the South. The 
attention of this Convention is called to the steady annual increase of 
contributions raised by this means. In 1876, $3,845.00 were raised 
for mission houses, while they did nobly for the general work. In 
1877, there was a manifest increase. In 1881, 500 societies had been 
organized and $6,244.30 were realized. In 1884, 6+2 societies raised 
$16,895.58, and in '85 over $18,000 were raised for the two Boards. 

This work is entitled to appropriate recognition from this body. 
Your committee observe with gratitude that, so far as they can dis­

cover, there is no dissatisfaction on the part of Baptist women with 
the .plans or methods of our Boards. They are now working with 
gratifying success, and only ask that they be allowed to do what they 
can in a quiet and unostentatious way. 

W e think it important that there should be Woman's Central Com­
mittees established and fostered by the State Conventions, or Asso­
ciations, with the co-operation of the Boards of this Convention. 
These Central Committees should be aided and encouraged by the 
pastors of the churches in establishing local societies in the churches. 
Let the local societies designate the mission or missions to which 
their respective contributions shall be given. They should also be 
requested to report the amount of these contributions to the churches 
to which they belong, as well as to the Boards of the Convention. 
Let such funds be credited also to the General State Convention or 
Association. Then let these moneys be represented in this body by 
delegates chosen, if they prefer, by the local societies, upon the same 
bases and conditions specified for all other moneys reported.
