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CONSTITUTION. 

W e , the delegates from missionary societies, churches, and other 

religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United 

States, met in convention in the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the pur­

pose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents 

by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining and directing the energies 

of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propagation of 

the gospel, agree to the following rules or fundamental principles: 

A R T I C L E I. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist Conven­

tion." 

A R T . II. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote foreign 

and domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the 

Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of 

the Baptist denomination in the United States as may desire a general 

organization for Christian benevolence, which shall fully respect the 

independence and equal rights of the churches. 

A R T . III. The Convention shall consist of brethren who contribute 

funds, or are delegated by religious bodies contributing funds, on the 

basis of one delegate for every hundred dollars contributed to our funds, 

and received by the Treasurers of the boards, on or before the last day of 

April in the current year. 

A R T . IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four 

Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at 

each annual meeting, and hold their offices until a new election; and the 

officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, mem­

bers of the several Boards. 

A R T . V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many 

Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying 

out the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which 

Boards may continue in office until a new election. Each Board shall 

consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, 

and fifteen other members, seven of whom, including one or more of the 

officers, shall form a quorum for the transaction of business. To each 

Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the 

entire management of all the affairs relating to the object with whose 

interest it shall be charged, all of which management shall be in strict 

accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this Conven­

tion and such other instructions as may be given from time to time. 

Each Board shall have power to make such compensation to its Secreta-
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ries and Treasurer as it may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in 

its own body, and enact its own by-laws. 

A R T . VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for 

all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dis­

bursements, and make report of them to the Convention whenever it 

shall be in session, and to his Board as often as required. H e shall also, 

on entering upon the duties of his office, give competent security to the 

President of the Board for all the stock and funds committed.to his care. 

His books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of 

the Convention and of his Board. N o moneys shall be paid out of 

any of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board 

from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be 

signed by the presiding officer. 

A R T . VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards shall 

maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public bodies as 

the interest of their respective bodies may require. Copies of all such 

communications, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on 

file. 

A R T . VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall 

keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as 

may be committed to them for the purpose. 

A.RT. IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries and Agents appointed 

by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some 

regular church in union with the churches composing this Conven­

tion. 

A R T . X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Con­

vention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genu­

ine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and talents Avhich fit them 

for the services for which they offer themselves. 

A R T . XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Convention 

shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which their contri­

butions shall be applied. But when no such specification is made, the 

Convention will make the appropriation at its own discretion. 

A R T . XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annuallv, but 

extra meetings may be called by the President, with the approbation of 

any o.ne of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending dele­

gates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for the transaction of 

business. The President, or in the event of his death, any of the Vice-

presidents of the Convention, may, at the request of two of its Boards 

postpone or alter the place of meeting of the Convention, when it mav 

.be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the time or place appointed 

A R T . XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be 

made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members present 
at any annual meeting of the Convention. 



BY-LAWS. 
Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to endeavor 

more energetically and systematically to elicit, combine and direct the 

energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propaga­

tion of the gospel, we adopt the following By-laws: 

i. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the closest 

possible connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in such way as 

shall be mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such agency as 

each of the Boards may deem best, in both cases providing for necessary 

expenses incurred. 

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be instructed 

to secure frequent distribution of information relating to their work by 

means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and otherwise, as may be found ex­

pedient, among the masses of the people. 

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of N e w Boards be in­

structed to nominate, as Vice-Presidents of the Boards, men known to 

be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their own State 

Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the contrary, men who make 

effort to attend the sessions of the Convention. These Vice-Presidents 

shall be expected to co-operate with the Boards, both giving and receiv­

ing suggestions a* to the work to be done, and they also .shall be ex­

pected to present at the next session of the Convention a brief report in 

writing of what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which 

they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions they may 

have to offer as to the condition and needs of their respective fields. It 

shall be the duty of each Secretary, in due time, to furnish the Vice-

Presidents of his Board with suitable blanks for such reports, and to call 

their attention to this article, and to make any proper effort to secure the 

due preparation of these reports. In case any Vice-President appointed 

is unable or unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it 

shall be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person who can, 

and request him to do so; and furthermore, the Vice-President for each 

State shall be desired, as speedily as possible, to prepare a roll of the as­

sociations, churches and Sunday-schools in that State, to be U6ed for the 

distribution of information, and to ascertain as far as possible which of 

the churches and Sunday-6chools are contributing to the funds of the 

Board and the annual amounts, and to make systematic effort each year 

to increase the number and amount of such contributions. 

j 4. The Boards 6hall report at each session of the Convention what 

special efforts they have been able to make toward carrying out the ob­

jects of these By-laws. 
5. That so much of the second day of the Convention as may be neces­

sary shall be set apart for consideration of these reports, and of ques­

tions connected with them. 
6. That these By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority vote, 

except on the last day of the Convention.

THE WONDERFUL WORK IN MEXICO 

is too fresh in memory to require recital here. There is nothing to sur­
pass it in the history of modern missions. There is no abatement, no 
cooling off, no. falling away because the spell of novelty is broken. 
There has been a marked increase in congregations as "well as in the 
number of stations and converts. In Coahuila alone there have been 
over 50 accessions by baptism, and 150 now await the ordinance. The 
daring hope of the Board of extending a line of missions from the Rio 
Grande to the Pacific ocean has been already realized! The work has 
been pushed into the three States south of Coahuila, and planted in their 
capitals along the great railroad routes connecting the United States with 
the city of Mexico, thus giving us, as spine one has said, " a grand trunk. 
line of Baptist churches clear across Mexico," from which we can branch 
off in every direction as the Lord clears the way. Although Romanism < 
is rampant in the land, perfect protection is afforded our missionaries, 
the people are curious to hear, public opinion is favorable, the power of 
the priest is waning, the power of the preacher increasing and the present 
is full of promise. 

THE W O R K IN BRAZIL, 

while more hampered with difficulties and less fruitful in results than 
that in Mexico, and not a little hindered this year by the sickness of 
Brothers Taylor and Bagby, is not without some "gathered sheaves," 
and streaks of a golden dawn are seen in the sky. All of our missiona­
ries speak encouragingly of the work, though they are barely tolerated. 
there and have been bitterly persecuted. "Outside our places of wor­
ship," writes Brother Soper, "we have no liberty at all." Still, they 
have baptized 30 converts and have a native membership of 175. The 
wonderful success of the Presbyterians during the last 25 years affords 
them example and encouragement and suggests the wisdom and import­
ance of taking advantage of the popular demand for education and or­
ganizing literary schools as auxiliary to our missions. "I have found! 
children of Baptist families, as well as of Catholic," writes a missionary,. 
"that were Presbyterians, and the school-room was the explanation." 

OUR ITALIAN MISSION, 

though severely tried by sickness and deaths in the families of our "mis­
sionaries and "in other providential and unavoidable circumstances," 
shows many hopeful signs and appeals to us in the eloquence of great;: 
needs and a growing future. There have been 26 baptisms and as many 
more are awaiting baptism. Our 12 evangelists, some of whom are 
men of rare ability and culture, as well as thorough consecration, are "

hopeful and laborious, feeling sure that they are but gathering 

first-fruits of a great and blessed harvest. Many signs point o 
gradual spread of Bible principles in Italy, through indirect as "ut-i u* 

direct influences, and often in ways that are singularly wonderful. 

Witness, for instance, the eloquent and thrilling defense of the Bible in the 

Italian Parliament lately by one of the most worthy and respected mem­

bers of that body, as recounted in the Foreign Mission Journal for Mav: 

"I have had private conversations with many individuals in R o m e and 

in other parts of Italy," writes Brother John H. Eager, "and have 

found most of them favorably inclined to evangelical views. M y ex­

perience of late has convinced m e that there are thousands of persons 

scattered over Italy, whose eyes have been opened, whose prejudices 

have been conquered, and who entertain most kindly feelings for evan­

gelicals and for the truth we preach. The leaven is at work." More 

than 20,000 tracts and thousands of Testaments, Gospels and small evan­

gelical books have been distributed, numbers of priests secretly apply­

ing for them. God only knows how effectually these various forces are 

striking Popery here at its heart and how soon its hoary walls may 

show new cracks and begin to crumble. At any rate, the com­

mission covers Italy, and the command is, "Go, preach the Gospel." 

"Duties we owe, events are God's." 

Your Committee is of the opinion that the success already attained by 

our missions in papal lands should encourage us to press forward these 

missions with renewed vigor.

MISSIONS IN PAGAN COUNTRIES. 

Your Committee on Missions in Pagan Lands are glad to call your 

attention to the favorable report of our Board on Africa and China. 

Both these Missions have suffered the loss of workers. Some of the 

Missionaries have given up the work entirely, and others have been com­

pelled on account of ill health to come home; yet God has blessed the 

labors of those that have remained on the field. More baptisms are 

reported than were reported last year; the number of pupils in the schools 

has increased, and the native Christians are doing more to help themselves 

than they ever did before. W e may truly thank God and take courage. 

He has amply rewarded our Board and our Missionaries for their labors 

and discouragements. 

Africa claims special attention at this time. Bro. Eubank and wife 

left the field for recuperation, fearing that their health would be ruined 

completely by a longer stay in that bad climate. Bro. Harvey and 

wife were driven home by ill health. Bro. Cook has also come home 

and will probably not return. Only Bro. David and wife and Bro. 

Smith and wife, with some native helpers, are left to hold forth the light 

in that dark land. W e suggest that Bro. Eubank and wife should be 

sent back to their field as soon as possible, and it would be well, perhaps, 

for the Board to consider the question of pushing our work into the inte­

rior. Lagos and Abukuta are important stations and should be ade­

quately supported; but the Yoruba county is a promising field, and sta­

tions should be established as soon as practicable. In our judgment the 

time has come for us to do more aggressive work in the dark continent. 

Our Missionaries in China are very hopeful. Not only has God 

blessed the labors of our brethren and sisters in this field, but is also 

giving them greater favor with the people. A n imperial decree has 

gone before the Missionaries to prepare the way for them and protect 

them from the persecutions of their enemies. It seems that God's time 

to govern China has come. He has opened wide the door that has been 

shut for ages, and is thus saying to us, enter in and possess the land. 

The great demand of China at this time is more men—many more. 

Dr. Crawford has returned to his work at Tung Chow. But Bro. Hoi-
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com has retired from the work at that place. Bro. Hickson and v> i e 

have also left Canton for home and will not return to the work. i • 

Graves' health is very poor. He should leave there immediately; his 

life is in danger. 

Bro. Yates is rejoicing in the answer of his prayers. God has raised 

up a native apostle, W o n g Yeur Gen, who has built a chapel at his own 

expense, in which he preaches regularly, to the delight of our brethren, 

and to the wonder of his own countrymen. China needs many such 
men. May God give us them! Brethren Herring and Bryan are making 

extraordinary progress in the acquisition of the language and are now 

beginning to do active service in the Mission. W e rejoice with Bro. Yates, 

and repeat his words: " The Lord be praised. The morning light is 

breaking!" 

The work in Canton is also very gratifying. Last year 17 were bap­

tized there; this year 35. Last year the sum of $448.38 was contributed 

on the field; this year $699.81. The native Christians in Canton are 

beginning to help themselves. They are showing great interest in 

chapel building and also in sending the gospel to their own people. 

Bro. Simmons needs a chapel very much. H e is a very efficient Mis­

sionary, and he has been on the field for many years. The Committee 

suggests that it is high time to provide a house for him where he can 

preach regularly. Money has been contributed for a school-house for 

Miss E m m a Young. Perhaps this school-house could also be used as a 

chapel, and thus a place would be provided for Bro. Simmons without 

extra expense to the Board. 

The Committee would respectfully press the claims of China as a Mis­

sion field. W e regard it as one of the greatest, and perhaps the greatest, 

Mission field in the world. The vast population, their deep degradation 

and the wide-open door constitute an unmistakable call from God to U9 

for more men and more money. The Baptists of the South ought to 

arise in the might of God, enter this inviting field, and what ought to be 

done can be done. The men are ready to go—waiting, longing to go. 

W e have plenty of money to send them. Will we not say to our Board, 

here is the money, send these brethren and sisters to the work to which 
the Lord our God has called them?

SUGGESTIONS IN CONCLUSION OF FOREIGN REPORT. 

The Committee on Suggestions in Conclusion of the Foreign Mission-

Board's Report have had the matter under consideration, and beg leave 
to report as follows: 

W e perceive that the Board has suffered1"great embarrassment during 

the year, and comes to the Convention free-of debt only through provi­

dential retrenchment of its work, and by special and extraordinary col­
lections which must not be too often repeated. 

Your Committee think it highly important that the churches sho Id b 
come better acquainted than most of them are with certain i m ^ < 

,. . . r r • . , lirnportant pe­
culiarities of our foreign mission work, and they would fain ^ .. •, 

contribute 
something to that result by a.few. brief statements. 
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The work entrusted to our Foreign Mission Board is of immense ex­
tent and great variety. It spreads over five continents and embraces 
all that Southern Baptists are doing for three-fourths of their fellow-mens 
living and dying without a knowledge of Jesus. It includes all the de­
partments of preaching, printing, church-buildihg, education and Sun­
day-school work, whiie these departments of the home work are divided1 

among many distinct organizations. The extent of the foreign field and? 
the multiplicity of the work ah«ke call for large expenditures.. 
Foreign Mission operations do not admit of sudden contraction. Ouir 

foreign missionaries, except only in Mexico, are far away from home and! 
friends, with broad oceans between, involving-expensive journeys. When, 
funds fail and the treasury is empty, what-shall the Board do? To dis­
miss the faithful and devoted laborers and throw them upon their own 
resources in the midst of adversaries would be a cruelty our churches. 
eould not tolerate. To bring them back to- America would e©6t as much 
as to support them until the stringency is past. 
This work requires constant and regular expenditure. Letters of credit 

empowering mission treasurers to draw quaiterly in advance for the-
amounts appropriated to>the several missions are issued. These drafts; 
are honored by bankers and merchants everywhere, and enable mission­
aries to secure the highest rates of exchange on London or other com­
mercial centres, and to get their support with regularity and without the-
possibility of loss in the transmission of money. To fail to-pay any au~ 
fehorized draft when it reaches Richmond would be a jar to the credit of. 
the Board, and would entail loss, perplexity_. hardship, suffering on the-
missionaries. Thus the Board is compelled, from time to time, to bor­
row money. Now, apart from the loss by interest, upon what security 
shall the Board'borrow? Its assets are the hearts of the brotherhood, 
and these are worth millions; but no bank would accept them as availa­
ble collateral for thousands. Now, have Ave a right to require an officer-
of the Board to make notes and endorse them with his individual name— 
notes at certain times amounting to twenty or thirty thousand dollars? 
Your Committee believe, with the Board, that "our people love this; 

work, and are willing to sustain it liberally and fully,'' and that the 
churches, if property approached, will heed the call for support of labor­
ers now in the field'and'of others who wish to be sent. But how shall 
the problem of reaching the churches be solved ? Some things are-

clear. 
(1) Hearty co-operation and full sympathy between this Convention* 

and the State Conventions must be maintained. But let it not be for­
gotten that this Convention was organized to do a work which the 
State Conventions are not directly engaged in and cannot do. They 
are naturally more concerned about their own special work, just a& 
this Convention, when in session, ou^>y:^lpe .and.lg~ concerned.about its-

own work.. 
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(2) The object in view is to bring the claims of the gospel home to as 

-many as possible of the members of the churches. If this can be done 

;to any considerable extent the Board may safely rely on a regular stream 

of contributions coming in. Any special lack from here or there will 

be supplied from other sources. For this the pastors must be the 

great dependence, and at is earnestly hoped fehat a larger proportion 

.of pastors will recognize their solemn responsibility in this direction. 

(3) For informing, stimulating and encouraging pastors, women'-s 

•societies and other influential factors in church work, your Committee 

(believe that no one plan will at present suit all the States here repre­

sented, (a) In some States paid agents, giving their time to raising 

money and developing the grace of liberality, are necessary, and are 

.desired by the State conventions. In these States our Foreign Mis­

sion Board has done well to appoint such agents, (b) In other States 

[the State Conventions name a special Board or Committee to represent 

rthe interests of Foreign Missions. With such a local Board the 

Board of this Convention can directly co-operate, end this method 

•seems to be working admirably, (c) In yet other States it has seem­

ed to the brethren wisest to put the whole matter of collections for all 

.departments of missions ,in the hands of one Executive Board for the 

State, who shall raise funds for all benevolent purposes, and where 

not designated by the givers shall divide them. Our brethren in differ­

ent States are naturally inclined to choose among these methods ac-

rcordmg to their own judgment and experience. But where the third 

method is pursued, if an any conventional year the contributions from 

that State for Foreign Missions seem likely to fall materially short of 

what has been customary and was naturally expected, then it would 

seem that the Executive Board ought to encourage an extraordinary ap­

peal by our Board directly to the churches. 

In conclusion, your Committee would earnestly urge churches and in­

dividuals, wherever it may be practicable, to make their annual contribu­

tions for this work in June or July, so as to meet the steady demand 

upon the Foreign Mission treasury and lessen the occasion for borrow­

ing. If the Baptist newspapers should think proper to endorse this sim­

ple suggestion, and some zealous individuals would immediately act upon 

at, the thing might possibly grow into a very helpful custom.

Your Committee on Kind Words and other Sunday-school publications 

by the H o m e Board respectfully report : 

1. The removal of the office of publication from Macon to Adanta, 

where every line that is printed may be more immediately under the per­

sonal supervision of the Board, has proven to be wise. 

2. The contract for the publication of a graded series of Lesson Helps 

has only followed out the policy indicated by the last Convention, and 

the terms of the contract do not involve any pecuniary responsibility on 

the part of the Convention. On the contrary, the publisher pays a hand­

some annual royalty to the H o m e Mission Board, and has come to its 

aid generously when the Board was in need of funds. 

3. The success of the new, as well as the increased prosperity of the 

former publications, have more than met the most sanguine expectations 

of the publisher and the H o m e Mission Board. The Sunday-schools 

within the territory embraced by the Convention, from those of the 

largest cities to those of the most obscure country places, have extended a 

generous patronage and given assurance of cordial approval and apprecia­

tion of the excellence of this literature. 

The publisher has employed some of the ablest and most consecrated 

scholars of our denomination as editors and contributors,- and we are 

glad to be able to say, and to congratulate the Convention upon the an­

nouncement, that we have a system of Sunday-school literature, whose 

success is no longer problematical, and is eminently satisfactory. 

4. In order to have the highest success crown the efforts of the pub­

lisher and of the Board, we must, as ministers arid laymen of the South­

ern Baptist Convention, fulfill the pledge made by the Board, that the 

publisher should have our strongest moral support and active exertions 

to introduce these publications into every school in our domain.

GENERAL WORK OF THE HOME MISSION BOARD. 

We submit the following report : Carrying out the purpose of our 
appointment, we wish to put before the Convention, in a brief way, the 

general work of the H o m e Mission Board. The Board is now receiving 

ever-increasing aid from each State represented in this body, and is doing 

work in the following States in co-operation with their respective con­

ventions and general associations, Arkansas, Louisiana, Texas, Florida' 

Western North Carolina and the District of Columbia. 

Each of these fields of labor has its own demands, which call for 

larger methods of work. One of the chief interests under the auspices 

of this Board is the work among the Indians. Much has been done in 

the past, but what has been done only calls for the doing of more, as the 

foundation calls for the building. W e deem it of great importance, not 

only to have the gospel preached, but also to press the matter of Christ­

ian education among the Indians, as this tends to make permanent what 

has been already done and to open wider fields for future work. 

The evangelization of the colored people, as done by the Baptists of 

the South, is also in the hands of this Board. Several men have been 

appointed during the year who are laboring efficient?y among them. 

But the Board desires to greatly enlarge its efforts in this direction and 

needs the hearty co-operation of the States and the churches. 

f The newest and perhaps the freshest and most stirring enterprise now 

in the hands of the H o m e Mission Board is the Mission among the 

Cubans. Little over a year has passed since work was begun in this 

island of the sea, and yet the results of the labors of our Missionaries 

have been amazing. The field is every day becoming more and more 

encouraging, both by increase of results and the incoming of new oppor­
tunities and larger possibilities. 

There is one other matter which claims the most earnest attention and 

requires wise and aggressive movement on the part of the Board viz 

the church-building department of our work. The Committee would 

suggest that the Convention instruct the Board to push forward as raD 

idlv as possible the collecting of a permanent fund to be used in the 

building of churches in such ways and places as the wisdom of the R -A 

may dictate. 
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Your Committee are unwilling to close this report without acknowledg­

ing the gratifying fact that the women in the different States, through 

their own organizations, are becoming more interested in the work of the 

H o m e Mission Board, and we especially commend the generous action of 

the women in Maryland, South Carolina and Mississippi.

influence in every proper and legitimate way for its suppression and pro­
hibition .

SYSTEMATIC BENEVOLENCE. 

Your Convnittes, in submitting this report, b2g leave to assume 
that it must have been apparent to all who have reflected on the subject, 

that the Bo irds of this Convention have an embarrassing time in at­

tempting" to adjust their operations in collecting funds to the numerous 

differing systems of State work. Perhaps no two States have the same 

plan for benevolent collections; differing as they do, all have been 

adopted by their respective State conventions and general associations 

after much deliberation and experience; and no one of them is wifho it 

traits of virtue and efficiency. Still, as they—most of them_h 

made themselves misters of the situation so far as to control th 
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agement of all our denominational benevolences within their bounds, 

the Boards of this Convention have to work in among these plans as 

best they can in securing funds to carry forward their vast and growing 

work; for it seems to be the sense of the Baptists of the South that 

this body and its Boards have no power or rights in the premises, except 

. the right of conforming to this great variety of State plans. 

Recognizing that Foreign, H o m e and State Missions, and Sunday-

school and colportage work, are of kindred importance in developing 

the churches and in the evangelization of the world, it would seem that 

our denominational organization touching such matters should be such 

that the claims of each of these objects will receive due attention, all be 

harmoniously united, and all gain proper consideration in the collections 

of the churches. 

That this may be done in the collection and distribution of funds, 

there should be the fullest co-operation and sympathy between the 

Boards of this body and the Boards of the several States and districts of 

States, and therefore under the present order of things this body can do 

nothing but conform. 

The great point to be reached by any wise plan is the development of 

the membership of our churches in the grace of giving to Christ's 

cause; and if possible the plan should be such as will reach every mem­

ber in every church, rich and poor, leading them to give regularly to 

each and every object fostered by the denomination. 

This Convention is not transcending the power of its position in rec­

ommending some general plan of systematic beneficence, and in express­

ing the desire that it shall become common in the use of our State and 

district bodies; and if this may not be done, then we can but hope that at 

no distant day the State organizations will open the field to the Boards 

of the Southern Baptist Convention, and allow them to manage their 

own operations in securing funds, for otherwise we cannot see how the 

great and. increasing work of this body can be done, unless the States will 

assume the proportionate amounts necessary and inform the General 

Boards beforehand. 

But to arrange a satisfactory general plan adapted to the wants of all 

our people is not the work of a day, and may not be achieved in the sit­

tings of a committee at a single session of the Convention, and therefore 

your Committee have found it impossible to work out the details of a plan 

which may be engrafted into and made to fit the many systems now in 

operation among Southern Baptists, yet to us it is quite clear that 

more thorough, more uniform, and more efficient organization, bringing 

the claims of these great enterprises nearer to our churches and people, 

is essential to that measure of efficiency which the hour demands of us 

as a denomination. Therefore we will be allowed to submit a few rec­

ommendations : 
i. W e recommend that special efforts be made by our State conven-

tions and general associations, through whatever agency they may 
adopt, to secure contributions for the objects mentioned above from every 
church and from every member of every church at stated periods, -weekly 
or otherwise, and that this purpose be persistently pressed upon the atten­

tion of our people. 
2. In order to do this, we recommend that the State Conventions and • 

General Associations be requested to attempt to secure in every district 
Association an Associational Board or Executive Committee, wisely se­
lected, not simply to foster an impractical associational mission, but 
whose business it may be to labor to bring the churches into liberal co­
operation with the State work and with the work of this Convention, 
constantly endeavoring to gain assistance from all. 
3. W e recommend that these Associational Boards attempt to secure 

the appointment by each church of a committee, or an active agent in its 
own membership, to superintend the work in that church, making special 
efforts to secure contributions from every member, and distributing the 
funds obtained as designated by the donors, and when not designated, 
then according to the pleasure of the churches. 
4. W e recommend that the said Boards of Associations be requested 

to arrange for holding, on every fifth Sabbath in those months which 
have five Sabbaths, and Saturday preceding, Missionary and Sunday-
school conventions or mass-meetings, at such places as may be for the 
best interests of the cause in hand, and for the especial purpose of reach­
ing the ends of these recommendations. 
5. And in order that this may be made successful, and that the greater 

interest may be obtained, we recommend that the chuiches release their 
pastors, as far as practicable, that they may be present at these meetings. 
6. Finally, in this entire report we wish it understood that we are 

looking to the interests of the Boards of this Convention, and not at­
tempting, except by recommendation, to interfere with State work. W e 
wish to reach the highest possible co-operation with and the support of 
the great mission work of this body; and therefore we further recom­
mend that the Boards of this Convention be charged with the duty of 
bringing these recommendations to the attention of our State organ­
izations.

FOREIGN MISSIONS. 

Mississippi reports twenty-five per cent, more churches and Sabbath-

schools giving to foreign missions this year than ever before. 

Louisiana reports that a central committee has been organized with 

Mrs. J. M. Bowles as Secretary. Thirty societies are at work. Con­

tributions have exceeded their quota by $297.10, which is an advance on 

many previous years. 

North Carolina reports a marked increase in the number of churches 

contributing and in the aggregate amount contributed. A large number 

of ladies' missionary societies have been organized. 

South Carolina reports efficient labor done. 

Florida reports that effort is being made to secure one dollar per 
member. 

Virginia reports sixty-three per cent, of her churches as contributing 

to this cause. The State has exceeded all her former contributions to 
foreign missions, giving $847.75 above her quota. 

Georgia reports more money raised than in former years. 

Maryland reports $354.45 above her quota. 

Arkansas reports over thirty per cent, more money given this year 
than any former year. 

Alabama's Vice-President attended fourteen associations in behalf of 
this work. 

Missouri reports 350 churches contributing to foreign missions and 
raised $2,000 more than ever before.

Louisiana reports co-operation between her State Board and the H o m e 

Board of the Southern Baptist Convention. 

Alabama reports favorable results. The envelope system adopted. 

Missouri reports an increase of over 100 per cent, over last year. 

Tennessee— mtlook not very encouraging. 

Maryland reports progress, nearly all the churches contributing. 

Mississippi—The connection between the Boards is close and helpful. 

The contributions to home missions have largely increased.

fifty dollars, or so much thereof as may be necessary, to pay the expenses 

of the work provided for by this resolution,

authority to act in the premises: 

In consequence of the increased labors of the Secretary of the Home 

Mission Board, 

Resolved, That the H o m e Mission Board be and is hereby authorized

89. The journal was read and confirmed, and the Con­
vention, on motion of H. C. W allace, Missouri, adjourned 
without day, after having engaged in singing " The Sweet 
By and By," and prayer by W . W . Gardner, Kentucky.

APPENDIX A. 

FORTY-SECOND ANNUAL REPORT 
OF THE 

BOARD OF FOREIGN MISSIONS. 

It is with sentiments of joyous gratitude, chastened by the remem­
brance of trying and painful experience, that the Board presents 
this annual report to the Convention. Year after year testifies to the 
truth that the work of the world's evangelization is an enterprise of 
the highest Christian faith, in which disappointment and distress must 
be realized while its advocates attempt to walk by sight; but, which, 
by the exercise of a simple and hopeful trust in God's word, that ever 
leads to cheerful and patient Christian effort, is always crowned with 
unmistakable evidences of the divine presence and blessing. The 
Board's own experience teaches how much gracious knowledge is 
to be acquired by the churches in the conduct of this most elevated, 
spiritual and sublime work of our holy religion; and inspired by the 
same experience the Board takes courage and goes forward, in the 
assurance that the Lord's people, with regard to this eminently sacred 
obligation, will "grow in grace and the knowledge of the Lord Jesus 
Christ." 

DEATH OF OUR AUDITOR. 
In the death of our auditor, Joseph F. Cottrell, Esq., who fell on 
sleep the 4th of March, the Board has sustained a severe loss. H e 
had been, for twelve years, a faithful member of the Board, and 
was an officer accomplished and scrupulously exact. A m o n g other 
resolutions, the following was adopted by the Board : 
"Resolved, That we bear cheerful testimony to his blameless life ; 

his courteous, kindly and sweet tempered intercourse; his sincere 
piety and unaffected godliness ; and his ardent desire and unwaver­
ing zeal for the salvation of the nations of the earth." 
In his place, Henry C. Burnett, Esq., a member of the Board, and 

Cashier of the First National Bank of Richmond, Va., was elected 
auditor. Rev. R. H. Pitt takes Mr. Burnett's place among the man­
agers of the Board. 

ASSISTANT TO CORRESPONDING SECRETARY. 
For several months previous to the last meeting of the Conven­
tion, the Board had had under consideration the appointment of an 
Assistant to the Corresponding Secretary. The Convention having 
confirmed the right of the Board to make such an appointment, the 
Rev. T. P. Bell, of South Carolina, was called to the office, which he 
fills with marked ability and with satisfaction to all. As part of his 
work, he edits the Foreign Mission Journal, the circulation of which, 
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by special and systematic efforts, has been greatly increased among 
the churches, and the editorship realizes the hope, expressed in our 
last report, that an editor would be appointed " who will preserve the 
tone and standard of the paper." 

FOREIGN MISSION JOURNAL. 

The size of the paper has been increased fifty per cent., while the 
subscription price remains unchanged. The first enlarged number 
will be freely circulated among the members of the Convention, who, 
it is hoped, will examine its merits, and assist in still further enlarge­
ment of its circulation. It has been found to be of great help to pas­
tors in disseminating information and awakening and deepening in­
terest in our work. In many churches and communities it is the only 
source of missionary intelligence within the reach of the people. The 
receipts, for the year, have been $ 1,791.51; the disbursements, 
$1,671.35, leaving a balance of $120.16. Of this amount, $75 has 
been turned into the treasury of the Board. Thus the Journal 
not only pays its own expenses, but gives something for the preach­
ing of the gospel in foreign lands. 
RETURN OF MISSIONARIES. 
Under the stress of various afflictive circumstances, as will appear in 

the report of our several missions, a number of our missionaries have 
returned to this country. At first sight this appeared very unfor­
tunate; but if the difficulty of raising funds for the support of our 
work, on its present scale, makes it wise for the Board to retrench, 
the fact of these missionaries being at home, will render the re­
trenchment more convenient and less expensive. If the churches 
demand the contraction of our enterprise, which contemplates per 
petual progress for the universal spread of the gospel, never was 
there a time more favorable for the humiliating and, perhaps, dis­
astrous work. The health of most of the returned missionaries is 
improved, and all of them are ready, w e believe, " for the plow or 
the altar." 
VICE PRESIDENTS AND WOMAN'S SOCIETIES. 
These are the two arms of the Board in the several states of the 

convention. 
As usual the vice presidents have been ready at all times to give 

such assistance as they were asked to afford, and their busy hands 
were able to perform. The reports of their work, which the con­
vention requires them to make to the body, will indicate how much 
the cause is indebted to their efforts, for which the Board takes this 
opportunity to make their grateful acknowledgments. 
The hearts of our Christian women are still deeply interested in 

the salvation of their sister w o m e n in pagan and papal lands. Their 
organization is gradually becoming more complete, which organiza­
tion differs in different States, and has been left by the Board to the 
ladies themselves, and the counsel of brethren in the several States. 
In nine States, from which reports have been received, the contribu­
tions to our work, by our Christian sisters, has been $11 333 92 W e 
are quite sure that if full reports, from all the States, had been re­
ceived, it would be seen that the gifts from this source to our work 
are this year as large as last year, if not larger. May the work of the 
Lord prosper in the hands of these efficient workers for Jesus 
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SPECIAL CONTRIBUTIONS. 

1 he Board has been greatly aided by a number of liberal contribu­
tions, among which may be mentioned a thousand dollars from the 
American Baptist Publication Society, for Bible purposes ; and the 
same amount from a liberal brother of Richmond, Virginia. A num­
ber of noble men and women have given amounts varying from 
one hundred to five hundred dollars. With equal generosity, and 
with perhaps greater self-denial, a still larger number have increased 
their usual donations to an aggregation of thousands of dollars. 
Thus, the Board was greatly relieved under unwonted pressure, for 
which thanks are due to God and to these benevolent Christian 
spirits. 
TREASURER'S REPORT AND FINANCIAL STATUS. 

The Treasurer shows in his report that the receipts for the year 
have been $87,830.53. The balance on hand, April 30, 1886, $124.98, 
added to the receipts, makes $87,955.51, which has been at the dispo­
sal of the Board. The expenses for the work have been $78,869.23, 
which, together with $8,647.90, bills payable, reported to the last Con­
vention, and paid on maturity with $227.10 due in one of the States, 
and also paid, make the disbursements to have been $87,744.23. 
This leaves a balance in the treasury of $211.28. It is proper 
to report, that a few hours after the closing of the books for the 
conventional year 1886-7, other funds, intended for this report, 
were received, which must enter into next year's account. This 
is the best financial exhibit the Board has ever made to the Convention. 
Never has so much money entered the treasury in twelve months; 
the Board is entirely free from debt; and the monetary prospects, 
under anticipated conditions, were never better. But, let the large 
amount of interest on borrowed money, reported $1,039.88, and the 
amount of bills payable, $75,478.53, which have been discharged, sug­
gest the necessity of the churches coming up earlier to the support of 
this year's work ; and suggest, also, the immense strain which has been 
put upon the Board to make this good showing for the churches. As 
a thank-offering to God, should not $20,000 be raised at once, as a 
start for the new year, that the advanced payments to the missions 
should not be made by bank loans, but by the free-will offerings of 
the people themselves ? This is becoming; this is just; and would 
not such dutiful worship bring down yet more abundant blessings 6n 
our Southern Zion ?

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REV. C E. SMITH. 

The earlier part of the year was spent by brother Smith at Lagos, 
on the coast, preaching and assisting brother David. O n the 5th 
of July, Mr. and Mrs. Smith went to Abbeokuta, where they are now 
laboring. Mrs. Smith has been studying the language, visiting 
among the people, and helping to train some native children who are 
under their charge. In August brother Smith began to preach in the 
Yoruban language, which he does not only on Sunday, but during 
the week on the streets. H e writes : " It is proper to say, that while 
we and our assistants make every effort to get the people and children 
to come to church and Sunday-school, and the children to come to 
the day-school, it is a very difficult matter." The church attendance 
varies from thirty to forty ; the Sunday-school from twenty to thirty. 
There are twelve in the day-school. Three have been baptized. The 
church membership is six. In his annual report Brother Smith says : 
" Though the Board furnishes us no means to keep children in the 
mission, yet we have three that we are keeping and training at our 
own expense, and will probably have four or five this year. W e are 
much encouraged in our work. There are some interested persons. 
W e hope for converts. W e feel sure that, by the blessing of God, 
our schools and congregations will be increased during the year 1887." 
This is the simple account of an humble and faithful man of God, 

whose few converts are more precious to him than the crown jewels 
of the richest kingdom on earth. The question forces itself on the 
mind: if this poor missionary and his wife can, from their little sav­
ings, support four or five native children, how many of our people, 
who are well-to-do, might support forty or fifty of them, and have 
them trained for eternal glory ? Let us not despise the day of small 
things, in any locality of the dark continent; for it is divinely decreed 
and published that " Ethiopia shall stretch forth her hands to God." 
REV. w. J. DAVID. 
In Lagos, the Chapel in the suburbs has been abandoned for street 
reaching, which has resulted in much good. Thirteen have been 
aptized. What is called "the catechumens class," which corres­

ponds somewhat to our inquirers under instruction in gosDel truth, 
numbers some thirty or forty. The school has gained sixty pupils. 
There has been a steady increase of the persons who come to hear 
the gospel. The converts baptized at Gaun and Hausser Farm, who, 
heretofore, have been enrolled with the Lagos Church, will be here 
after enrolled at home, and these stations will be reported as distinct 
church organizations. This is making progress. 
Finding that at the close of each school term, some of the best boys 

and girls of our Lagos School would go to the High Schools of other 
denominations, Brother David, on the first of November, opened an 
Academy for higher education, employing a Mr. Harden, who has 
thorough command of both Yoruban and English, to take charge of 
the school. Brother David writes: " Mr. Harden has taught four 
months. The school has seventeen students. This year the fees re­
ceived will be applied to fitting up the school-room, and other inci­
dental expenses. Another year, I hope the fees will help support the 
school." With regard to missionaries for this field, Brother David 
says: " The Lagos men should know something about accounts and 
should be men of good ability and education, as are the men of other

missions in this place, which is growing rapidly in importance and 

RETURN OF BRETHREN HARVEY AND EUBANK. 

The departure of Brother and Sister Harvey," writes our senior 
missionary, " on account of the protracted illness of the former, was 
a great disappointment and grief to us, and especially to themselves, 
?s ™e work of their hands had begun to develop and cheer them. It 
1S A^ £ o l n£ °f t n e God of Missions, whose ways are not our ways, 
and it becomes us to be silent under the inscrutable dispensation of 
our wise and loving Heavenly Father." 
It is a cause of thankfulness, that after four years and a half of toil 

in this tropical climate, Brother and Sister Eubank could turn aside 
and rest awhile. Their return to the United States was on the prin­
ciple that "it is best to close the door before the steed is stolen." 
A system once broken down can hardly regain its former vigor. W e 
desire to live many years of usefulness, and not merely to exist at 
"a poor dying rate," while struggling, with debilitated body, to stay 
too long, without change in this never-ending summer. It is an ex­
pense to the Board; but are not the lives of its missionaries worth 
more than the money necessary to put them temporarily where their 
lives may be preserved longer to the cause here ?" 
RETIREMENT OF REV. S. M. COOK. 
In our last report it was stated that Brother Cook, failing in health, 
would return to this country. Brother Cook will not go back to 
Africa, as the missionary of our Board. His retirement is accom­
panied witk the Board's best wishes for his usefulness and prosperity 
in the Master's vineyard. 
RETROSPECTIVE VIEW. 
Brother David concludes his annual report thus: 
I am truly thankful for the blessings that have attended my 
efforts in the reorganization of the Yoruba Mission. The twelfth an­
niversary of m y arrival in Africa has past. I took a carj^nter youth, 
as an interpreter, who could scarcely read and write in English ; and 
with the faithful little band of poverty stricken converts, w h o m I 
found worshipping under a bamboo shed, I began work witheut 
school, church or home over here, and without much sympathy in 
America. 
But see what the hand of the Lord hath wrought! 
W e have four chapels and one substantial, commodious and beau­

tiful church, where one ordained native preacher and three evange­
lists preach regularly the glad tidings of salvation. 
There are five schools with 284 pupils and six teachers; some of 

these pupils preparing to go forth themselves as teachers. 
There have been 171 buried with Christ in baptism, 32 of w h o m 

have entered into the "rest that remains for the people of God." 
At present there are four missionaries with their wives, with two 

comfortable homes for them, besides three good homes for the 
evangelists. 
The results are not as great as in other fields ; but the obstacles 

have been great, and blessed be God, many of them have been over. 
come, and the work has been pressed manifestly forward.

HOPEFUL SIGNS. 
Though this mission has had its share of trials in illness quite severe 

and deaths not few in the missionary's families, and in other provi­
dential and unavoidable circumstances, there have been hopeful in­
dications of the spread of Bible principles, which have been light in 
the midst of darkness. Of some of these indications Brother Eager 
writes : " I have had private conversations with many individuals in 
R o m e and in other parts of Italy, and I found most of them favorably 
inclined to evangelical views. Some had attended evangelical meet­
ings, and had received more or less of blessing; while several turned 
out to be evangelicals. M y experience of late has convinced m e that 
there are thousands of persons scattered all over Italy, whose eyes 
have been opened, whose prejudices have been conquered, and who 
entertain most kindly feelings for evangelicals, and for the truth we 
preach. This year the Bible has had a defender in the Italian Par­
liament, and in the University of Rome. It was claimed that nothing 
could do more to stimulate the intellect, build up character, and make 
a nation what it ought to be, than the study and practice of the Bible. 
The same speaker urged before his class in the University of Rome, 
that no reform in the church c< uld be hoped for, without a return to 
the study of the Bible. May God raise up more men in high places 
in Italy to talk in the same way. The leaven is at work. 
TRACT DISTRIBUTION. 

" Experience in Italy proves that tracts often prepare the way for the 
Bible. Our colporters and our evangelists have distributed more than 
twenty-thousand tracts, and sold a good many Testaments, Gospels, 
and small evangelical books. The colporters are employed without 
expense to the Board. Would that every Christian in Italy were a 
tract distributor, constantly on the lookout to do good as God gives 
the opportunity!" 

SARDINIA. 
The general outlook in Sardinia is very encouraging. 

CAGLIARI. 
In Cagliori Signor Arbanasich has good audiences. Sometimes the 

hall is overflowing. The Bible Class is well attended, and the fruits 
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are beginning to appear. The Sunday School has gradually increased. 
tVi i s festival w a s attended by some of the best people of 
the place, and was highly commended in two of the daily papers. 
Caghori is an important seaport, and Signor Arbanasich has begun a 
work among the many English, French, German, Swedish and Italian 
sailors, who yearly visit the city. H e and his colporter visit several 
large towns in the neighborhood, and they have distributed about 
ten thousand tracts. 
IGLESIAS, TEMPIO AND OZIERI. 

Signor Arbanasich greatly needs an associate to occupy Iglesias, 
an important centre, some twenty miles from Cagliari, and having a 
population of 9,816. It is the centre of a great mining district, where 
hundreds of men from all parts of Italy are at work. "The harvest 
truly is plenteous, but the laborers are few." Until we reach Sassari, 
a distance of more than one hundred miles, not an evangelist is to 
be found. 
Tempio, our new station in the mountains of the North, is a prom­

ising field. As yet no church has been organized. During m y stay 
in Tempio, last spring, I was greeted by a crowded house every night 
for a week, and have reason to believe that impressions were made 
that will result in the salvation of souls. 
Tempio is a city of ten thousand inhabitants, beautifully situated, 

and almost equi-distant from several large towns that have never 
been evangelized. This is truly virgin soil. Here, also, we need 
another man, who might occupy the town of Ozieri, some twenty-five 
miles from Tempio, and having a population of 7,965. 
SOULS MUST PERISH. 
In these out-of-the-way places we ought to follow the example of 
the Saviour, and send men by twos. But alas, these are only plans, 
and souls must perish because we have not men and means to put 
them into execution. There are only three evangelists in the whole 
of Sardinia, and two of these are Baptists. 

IL TESTIMONIO. 
The organ of our Italian Baptist Union has continued its good 
work. Besides being an important medium of communication for 
our Baptist churches, it contains news from every part of the great 
mission field, and in its columns often appear first class articles on 
interesting and important subjects. It is the only paper in Italy where 
the distinctive principles of Baptists can be discussed. Its publica­
tion this year has cost the Board only twenty dollars. 

ITALIAN JUNE MEETING. 
In June we had a general meeting of our Evangelists in the city of 
Bologna. It was a great pleasure to have with us Rev. S. C. Clop­
ton, a member of the Board, and Rev. Mr. Duncan, of Rochester, 
N e w York, whose presence and words were a source of enjoyment 
to all present. The reports of the Evangelists gave us stronger 
hopes for Italy.
