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CONSTITUTION.

We, the delegates from missionary socicties, churches, and other
religlous bodles of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the
United Stﬂtes, met inconvention in the city of Auwgusta, Georgia, for the
purpoee of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our constitu.
ents by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining and directing the
energies of the whele denomination in one sacred effort for the propaga-
tion Df the gospel, agree to the following rules or fundamental princi-
ples:

ArTicLe I This body shall be styled the “Southern Baptist Conven-
thon.'"

Awrrt. ILI. It shall be the design of this Convention to promote
foreipn and domestic missions, and other important objects connected
with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such
portions of the Baptist denomination in the TTnited States as may desire
a general organization for Christlan benevolence, which shall fully
respect the independence and equal rights of the churches.

ArT. III. The Convention shall consist (1} of brethren who cone
tribute funds or are delegated by Baptist bodles contributing funds for
the regular work of the Convention on the basiz of one delegate for

| every 250 actually paid into the treasuries of the Boards during the
fiscal year, ending the joth day of April next preceding the meeting of
the Convention; (3) of one representative from each of the District
i Asaociations which co-operate with this Convention, provided that such
! representative be formally electea by his District Association and his
| election certified 1o the Secretaries of the Convenlion, either in writing
| \or by a copy of the printed Minutes; and (3) of one representative for
very $500 collected and expended conjointly with either of the Boards
of this Convention, by any State Convention or General Association,

ArT, IV, The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four
Vice-Presidents, n Treasurer and two Secretaries, who shall be clected
at each annual meeting, and hold their offices until a new election ; and
the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his ofice, mem-
bers of the several Boards,

ArT. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying
out the benevolent objects it may determine to promote—all which
Boards may continue in office until 2 new election. Each Board shall:
consist of a President, Vice-Presidents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditer,
and fifteen other members, seven of whom, including one or more of the
officers, shall form a quorum for the transaction of buslness. To each
Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the
entire management of all the affairs relating to the object with whose
Interest it shall be charged, all of which management shall be in strict
accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this Conven.
tion, and such other Instructions as may be given from time to time,
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Each Board shall have power to make such compensation to its Secre.
taries and Treasurer as it may think right, fill the vacancies eecurring
in its own body, and enacl its own by-laws,

Art. VI. The Treasurer of each Board ghall faithfully account for
all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dis.
bursements, and make report of them to the Convention whenever it
shall be in sesslon, and to his Board as often as required.  He shall also,
an entering upon the duties of his office, give competent security to the
President of the Board for all the stock and funds committed to his care,
His books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of
the Convention and of his Board, No moneys shall be paid out of any
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board from
whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be signed
by the presiding officer.

ArT. VII, The Corresponding Secretary of the several Boards shall
maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or public bodies as
the interest of their respective bodies may require, Copies of all such
communications, with their answers, If any, shall be kept by them on
file.

Apt. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall
keep a fair record of their procecdings, and of such other documents as
may be committed to them for the purpose.

ArT. IX, Al the officers. Boards, Missionaries and Agents appointed
by the Conventlon, or by any of its Boards, shall be members of some
regular church in union with the churches composing this Conven-
tian,

Awt. X, DMissionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Con-
vention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine
ey, fervent zeal in theie Master’s cause, and talents which fit them for
the service for which they offer themselves,

ArT, Al The bodies and individuals composing thls Convention
shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which their contri-
butions shall be applied, But when no such specification iz made, the
Convention will make the appropriation at its own discretion,

ArT. XII. The Convention shall hold its meectings annually, but
exira meelings may be called by the President, with the approbation of
any one of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attending dele-
gates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for the transaction of
business, The President, or in the event of his death, any of the Vice-
Presidents of the Convention, may, at the request of two of lts Boards,
postpone or alter the place of meeting of the Convention, when
may be deemed by him Inexpedient to convene at the time or place
appointed.

Art. XIIL.  Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be
made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members present
at any annual meeting of the Convention.



BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention to endeavor
mare energetically and systematically to elicit, combine and direct the
energles of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propaga-
tion of the gospel, we adopt the following By-laws :

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the closest
poszible connection with State Boards, where such exist, in such way as
shall be mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such agency as
each of the Boards may deem best, in both cases providing for necessary
expenses incurred,

2. That the Secretaries of Lthe Boards of the Convention be instructed
to secure frequent distribution of information relating to their work by
means of newspapers, tracts, leafiets and otherwise, as may be found
expedient among the masses of the peopla,

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of New Boards be
instructed to nominate, as Vice-Presidents of the Boards, men known to
be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their own State
Boards, and unless special reasons exist 1o the contrary, men who make
effort to atlend the sessione of the Convention, These Vice-Presidents
shall be expected to co-operate with the Boards, both giving and receiv.
ing suggestions as to the work to be done, and they also shall be
expecied to present at the next session of the Convention a brief report
in writing of what they had been requested to do, and of the way in
which they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions
they may have to offer as to the condilion and needs of their respective
fields, Itshall be the duty of each Secretary, in due time, to furnish
the Vice-Presidents of his Board with suitable blanks for such reports,
and to call their attention to this article, and to make any proper efoet
to secure the due preparation of these reports. In case amy Vice-
President appointed is unable or unwilling to comply with the requests
herein mentioned, it shall be the duty of the Board, ¥ posgible, to find
some person who can, and request him to do so; and furthermore, the
Vice-Preaident for each State shall be desired, as speedily as possible
to prepare a roll of the assoclations, churches and Sunday-echools in
that State, to be used for the distribution of Information, and to ascertain
as far as possible which of the churches and Sunday-schools are con-
tributing to the funds of the Board and the annual amounts, and to make
systematic effort each year to increase the number and arount of such
contributions,

4. The Boards shall report at each seszion of the Convention what
special efforts they have been able to make toward carrying out the
objects of these By -laws,

5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards, each
year, a committee of five shall be appointed, to whom shall be referred
so much of these reports as pertains to the carvying out of the By-laws,
and also the reports of the Vice-Presidents.

. That these By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority vote,
except on the last day of the Convention,
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PROCEEDINGS.

Ricumoxp, Va., May 11, 1888,

REFORT OF THE JOINT COMMITTEE OF THE TWO BOAR s,

that report was made by F. M. Ells, Maryland, and
was finally adopted as follows:
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The Committee, raized under resolutlon of the Convention at its last
meeting (see minutes of 15597, item 97), was made 1o consist of J. G.
Gibson, Lansing Burrows, H. H. Harris, T. T. Eaton and F. M. Ellis;

They come from the review satisfied and impressed with the eminent
wisdom of the genera  methods of the Convention. Its great need is
not of new plans, but of more effective work., Many points were con.
sidered on which the Committee have no recommendations to make,
and therefore say nothing. Their concluslons on matters to which
they desire to call the attention of the Gonvention are grouped for con-
venience of consideration under several headings, as follows:

I, RELATION OF THE CONVENTION TO STATE ORGANIZATIONS,

We might maintain as a cardinal principle of Baptist polity, recog-
nized in Article I of our Constitution, that the Convention may address
itzelf through its Boards to all the churches, as freely as the State
erganizations may do, limited only in the one case as in the other, by
the will of the churches themselves; but recognlzing the paramount
importance of avoiding any appearance of conflict and of securing for
the Convention the heartiest sympathy of brethren who are charged
with State work, we recommend—

1. That such State organizations as prefer to deviee and execute
their own plans of ralsing money for the Boards of the Convention be
regarded as the agencies of the Convention for ralsing the guotas of
their respective States, and, in case It shall at any time appear to elther
Board of the Conwvention that any State will probably fall short of
raising its quota, it shall ke the duly of the said Board, in co—cperation
with the State Board and the Viee-FPresident, to employ such means ag
may be deemed best to supply the deficiency,

11, BASIS OF REPRESENTATION,

1T, WOMAN'S WORK.

1. ‘That thiz Convention and all its officers and appointees encourape
the formation of Woman's Missionary Circles and Children's DBands
in all our churches and Sunday-schools for the double purpose of excit-
ing interest in misslon work and raising funds for the spread of the
Gospel, Whether it will be better in any given church to organize sep-
arate socleties for missions, foreign and home, or to organize only one
and divide the money raised must depend on circumstances, and may be
gafely leftto the good sense of the women in each community,

2, That these Societies use the established channels for conveying
their contributions to the objects for wnich they are designed, and that
the Treasurers of our Boards keep their accounts soas to show, as far as
may be practicable, the amounts sent up by these Societies. The Boards
will, of course, continue under existing instructions to make special
appropriation of any funds designated for a particular person or field
under their care, but we think it better to leave the Boards free to apply
the money wherever it is most needed,

3. That these Societles be invited to make reports annueally to the
Boards of the Convention through their Central Committess or other-
wise,

IV, DISSEMINATING MISSIONARY INFORMATION.

Our cause and our people need net only more giving, but also more -
intelligent giving. We therefore recommend—

1. Thal the Boards of Convention use the columns of our denomi-
national newspapers to disseminate as much information as possible in
reference to the progress and needs of their work, and that each Board
publish besides, at its discretion, a Fewrsal, putting the price as low as
will cover costs of publication,

2. That the Boards continue to print tracts, leaflets and circulars in
amounts as large as they can use advantageously, and distribute them
through all suitable agencles, Including Vice-Presidents, Moderators of
Assoclatlons, pastors and clerks of churches, and officers of missionary
societies, so as to give them the widest cireulation.,

3. That the Bureau of Missionary Information already esiablished
in Baltimore deserves commendation, and that others of like chargcter
should be organized when practicable in other centres,
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4. That we earnestly u rge the establishinent and maintenance of the
monthly concert of prayer for missions as the most effective means {or
RE'EL'I'II'IE' up an 1ﬂlll:||i.gl:nt interest in the :vangc”xaljnn of the world,

¥. SYSTEMATIC BENEFICENCE.

We recammend the seriptural plan of Christian giving as elastic
and simple enough for applicatlon te all our churches,

It iz found in the first of the two epistles which were addressed 1o
the Church of God at Corinth,” and also “to all that in every place call
upon the name of the Lord Jesus Christ.” Ii is this : * Now concerning
the collection for the saints, as I gave orders to the churches of Galatia,
g0 also do you. Upon the first day of the week let each one of you lay
by him in store, as he may prosper, that no collections be made when I
come." (Rev. Ver.) This comprehends three dutics—viz.: giving,
gathering and distributing, The first is a personal matter between the
giver and the Lord ; the other two are between the church and the
Lord. This order, which has all the force of an express and positive
command, prescribes the amount, the time, and the method of giving,

1. This order, “lay by in store,” consecrates our glfts ; they thus be-
come sacred, the Lord's, and can be used by us no more than we can use
the property of another,

2, Laying by in store “on the first day of the week " makes Christian
giving as regular and systematic as Christian worship—ir fact, a part of
Christian worship., A collection-box In the church iz as sacred as the
treasury-chest in the temple ; and He who once “sat over against ™ the
one as certainly now watches the other.

3. The duly Is made personal, “Eachone’ was to thus lay by in store;
not husbands for wives, or parents for children, or the rich for the poor,
but “each one™ for himself. Not one in ten of our people are regular
givers to our benevolent causes,

4. This makes the most reasonable and just possible assessment of
the amount to be glven—viz.: “ As ench one may prosper.” *Each
one " was to judge of hisown prosperity. Yearly subscriptions arve liable
to be discounted when paid, whereas a weekly offerlng s not, Annual
giving is far more likely to lead to covetousness than weekly giving,

5. This adapts itself not to the giver's frclimations, but 1o his efvous-
stances.  As he ls prospered, he is to lay by.

MISSIONS TO COLORED FEOPLE.

In the brief report expected of them, your committee can do little
more than éxpress their prafound conviction of the importance of form-
ing and fostering friendly relations between the whites and the blacks
of our Southern country; and of the duty of the whites to extend a fra-
ternal helping hand to their former bend.servants in all proper efforts
which they may put forth for their own elevation and advancement,
The success which has attended the work of our Home DMisslon Board
in this regard is gratifying, and it should encourage he denomination to
place at the dizposal of the board the means for conducting the work on
a much larger scale, and with more effectiveness.

Sputhern Baptists are not dolng as much for the religious instruction
of the negroes in their midst as they were wont o do before the war
between the States, and the religious condition of the negroes, in some
respects at least, iz not a8 good as it was then, though in many respects,
we are happy to know, it is much better,

While our changed relations with the colored people do not relense
us from the abligation to labor for Lheir spiritual good, they do make it
more difficult for white ministers to get access to this class of our popu-
lation for private counsel or for preaching 1o them, in the great congre-
gation, as in former times, the glorious gospel of our blessed God,
Maturally encugh the negroes prefer to have their own separate local
churches, and for these to be presided over by minlsters of their own
race. They prefer also to have their own organizations for educational,
missionary and other benevolent work. It is not likely that this condi-
tion of things will be changed, nor 15 it desirable that it should be,

Acceptlng this as the settled policy of our colored brethren, and ap-
Froving it, let us adapt it a5 our own policy, and let us encourage them
to do their own work in their own way, giving them at the same time
our sympathies and our prayers, and offering them, so far as they may in-
dicate a willingness to accept the offer, our counsel, our men and our
money o aid them in their work, and let us do all this for Jesus’ sake,

We approve the plans of our Home Mission Board for conducting
missionary work among the colored people, and pledge to them cur

MISSIONS TO FOREIGN POPULATIONS.

The Committee an Missions to Foreign Populations under the Home
Board respectiully report that two (German speaking missionaries arc
being supported among the German population in Missourl, one
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in Kangas City and one in the country, and a slimilar work s being
done in Texas by certain German Baptist associations of the Northwest,
which work, though not now, it s hoped will be ultimately prosecuated
in co-operation with thie Board. There Is also a large French-speaking
population In the middle and southern parishes of Louisiana, among
whom missions have been commenced by the State Board, This work
I8 Important, and may recelve assistance from the Home Board as soon
as practicable, Since the last session of this Convention a work among
tive Chinese was begun in Baltimore, the expense of which 1s borne
equally by this Board and the Maryland Baptist Union Association,
To this work Miss Lula Whilden, specially fitted by her ten years’ expe-
rience a8 a missionary in Canton, China, la devotlng her time with en-
couraging prospecte,

The missions, years ago underlaken to the civilized tribes in the
Indian Territory, have resulted in the formation of numerous churches,
&0 that to-day the number of Baptists among these Indians iz relatively
BE Ia:rgc, pl:rhapc, as among the white people of the South; but the
difficulties in the wayp of making these churches self-sustaining have
been great, and the lesson of self-dependence has been poorly learned
by the Indian. The work, however, of Christian education of the
young, more recently undertalen, ie more promiing, By means of the
Levering Manual Labor School, now of aver 150 pupils, boys and girls,
supported jointly by this Board, and by appropriations from the Creek
Nation, a work is being done which will result, it is belleved, in sending
back to their homes aclive and earnest Christian workers through whom
life and enecrgy will be imparted to these hitherto inefficlent churches,
For the sake of the Indian, as well as for themselves, there is also need
for missionaries to the adventurows and demoralized white population
settling rapidly among these people, and this demand is being met in
part by the Home DMission Board and State Boards of Arkansas and
Texas,

The most promising field now under this Board, and one of the most

'rsucmﬁful im the annals of missions, is that in the Island of Cuba,
Already eix churches, which apgregate over one thousand members
with Sunday-schoole of more than two thousand, have been formed
within about two years, and the field is every day becoming more and
more encouraging, The present pressing need is a large church or tab-
ernacle holding two thousand in the very heart of the city of Havana.
There iz necessity also for an addition to the cemetery for this large
membership, and for the much larger population that has left the Rom-
Ish church, and iz already in hearty sympathy with the work undertaken
by the Baptists, who are alone in the field. A erisis has been reached
that seems imperatively to require an expenditure of over fiffy thessend
dollars, and this unusual opportunity for good appeals most strongly to
the liberality of the Southern Bapiists, Therefore
