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CONSTITUTION.

We, the delegates from missionary societies, churches and other
veligous bodics of the Baptist denomination in various parte of the
United States, mel in conventionin the city of Augusta, Georgia, for the
purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our con-
stituents, by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining and directing the
energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propaga-
tion of the gospel, agree to the following rules or fundamental princi-
ples :

ARTICLE [. Thiz body ghall be styled the * Southern Baptlst Con-
- vention,”

Art, II, It shall be the design of this Conventlon to promote
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects connected
with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such
pertions of the Baptist desomination In the United States as may desire
a general orgamization for Christian benevolence, which shall fully
respect the independence and equal rights of the churches,

Art. ITI. The Conventlon shall consist (1} of brethren who con-
tribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contributing funds for
the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of one delegate for
every $250 actually paid into the treasuries of the Boards during the
fiscal year, ending the 3oth day of April next preceding the meeting of
the Convention; [2) of one representative from each of the District
Associations which co-operate with this Convention, provided that such
representative be formally elected by hiz District Assoclation and his
election certified to the Secretaries of the Convention, either in writing
or by a copy of the printed Minutes; and (3) of one representative for
every $500 collected and exp ended conjointly with either of the Boards
of this Convention, by any State Cuonvention or General Association.

Art, IV, The officers of this Convenlion shall be a President, four
Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, an Awuditor who shall in event of the
death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, and two Secre-
taries, who ghall be elected at each annual meeting, and hold their
offices until a new election ; and the officers of the Convention shall be,
each by virtue of his office, members of the several Boards,

Art, V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeling as many
Boards of Managers as in its judgment will be necessary for carrying
out the benevolent objects it may determine to promole—all which
Boards may continue in office until & new election. Each Huard shall
consist of 3 President, Vice- President, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor,
and fifteen other members, seven of whom, including one ar mare of
the officers, shall form a guorum for the transaction of business. To
each Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention
the entire mana gement ef a1l the affairs relating to the objects with
whose interest It shall be charged, all of which management shall be in
gtrict accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this Con-
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vention, and such other Instruetions as may be given from time to time,
Each Board shall have power to make such compensation to its Secre-
taries and Treasurer as it may think right, fill the vacancies occurring
in its own body, and enact its own By-laws,

ARrRT. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall falthfully account for
all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dis-
bursements, and make report of them to the Convention whenever it
shall be in session, and to his Board as often as required, He shall also,
on entering wpon the duties of his office, give competent security to the
President of the Board for all the stock and funds commitred to his care,
Hiz books shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of
the Convention and of his Board. Wo moneys shall be paid out of any
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board from
whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order shall be signed
by the presiding officer,

Art, V1L The Corresponding Secretary of the several Boards shall
maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or pulblic bodies as
the interest -of their respective bodies may require.  Copies of all such
communications, with their answers, if any, shall be kept by them on
file,

ArT, YIIL The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall
keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as
may be commitied to them for the purpose,

Apt. IX. All the officers, Boards, Missionaries and Agents ap-
pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be members
of some regular church in union with the churches eomposing this Con-
vention,

Art, X, Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Con-
vention must, previous to their appointment, fusnish evidence of gen-
uine pigty, fervent zeal in their Master's cavze, and talentz which fit
them for the service for which they offer themselves,

Art, XI. The bodies and individual: composing this Convention
shall have the right to specify the object or ohjects to which their con-
tributions shall be applied. But when no such speclfication is made, the
Convention will make the appropriation at its own discretion.

Art, XII, The Convention shall held its meetings annually, but
extra meetings may be called by the Piesident, with the approbation of
any one of the Boards of Managers, A majority of the atiending dele-
gates shall not be necessary to form a quorum for the transaction of
business. The President, or in the event of his death, any of the Vice-
Presidents of the Conventlon, may, at the request of two of its Boards,
postpone or alter the place of meeting of the Convention, when it
may be deemed by him inexpedient to convene at the Ume or place
appointed.

ArT. XIIL. Any alterations which experignce shall dictate may g
inade in these Articles by a vole of twa-thirds of the members present
at any annual meeting of the Convention.



BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligation resting on the Convention o endeavor
more energetically and syatematically to elicit, combine and direct the
energies of the whole denomination in one sacred effort for the propa-
gation of the gospel, we adopt the following By-laws:

1, That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the clogest
possible connection with Stale Boards, where such exist, in such way as
ghall be mutually agreeable, andin other cases to secure such agency as
each of the Boards may deem best, in both cases providing for necessary
expenees incurred.

2, That the Sacretaries of Lhe Boardz of the Convention be instructed
to secure fregquent distribution of information relating to their work by
meuns of newspapers, tracts, leaflets and otherwise, s may be found ex-
pedient among the mass of the people,

3. That the Committee on the Nominalion of New Boards be in-
structed tonominate, as Vice-Presidents of Boards, men known to be
identified with the interests of the Convention, and of thelr own State
Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the contrary, men who make
effort to attend the sessions of the Convention, These Vice-Presidents
shall be expected to cooperate with the Boards, both giving and re-
ceiving suggestions as to the work to be done, and they also shall be
expected to present at the next session of the Convention, a brief report in
weitlng of what they had been reguested to do, and of the way in which
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions they may
have to offer as to the condition and needs of their respective fields, It
shall be the dait_-,r of each Secretary, In due time, to Iurnish the Vice-
Presidents of his Board with suitable blanks for such reports, and to call
their attention to this article, and to make any proper effort to secure the
due preparation of these reports.  In case any Viee-President appointed
is unable or unwillingte comply with the requests herein mentioned, it
shall be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person wha can,
and request him to do so; and furthermore, the Vice-Fresident for each
State shall be desired, as speedily as possible, to prepare a roll of the as-
sociations, churches and Sunday.schools in that State, to be used for the
distribution of information, and to ascertain as far as possible which of
the churches and Sunday-schools are contributing to the funds of the
Board and the annual amounts, and to make sysiematic effort each year
to increase the aumber and amount of such contributions.

4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Convention what
special efforts they have been able 1o make toward carrying out the
object of these By-laws.

5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards, each
vear, a committee of five shall be appointed, to whom shall be referred
w0 much of these reports as pertains to the carryving outof the By.laws,
and ||'!_3|:; the reports of the Vice Presldents,

"6 That these By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority vote,
except on Lhe last day of the Convention,
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PROCEEDINGS.

Forr Worrn, Texas, May 9th, 1890.

MISSIONS TO NATIVE WHITE POPULATION.

One thing of great importance brings this work before us. What-
ever may be the means by which the work is enlarged, to the en-
largement must we look for ability to do still greater things. At
present, and for years to come, this field must yield the mouvey
neaded for both home and foreign missions.  To neglect the baze of
supplies is criminal.  We must never forget the real reason that
nrges us to this work—obedience to the command of Christ to
preach the gospel.  As long as there isa soul unsaved in our borders,
no matter what other conditions might exist, we shonld nohesitat-
ingly push the work. But there are other condilions new that ren-
der enlargement of the work imperative.  Great increase of wealth,
rapidly developing centers of inflaence, that mnst be oceapied, and
which promise the richest returns, increase of territory, and strong
appeals from needy sections—all these demand that we go forward,

The Board has communieated ta the Convention its idea of what
additional work shoold be nadertaken. Nodoubt this is but 2 small
part of the need the Board sees, but thev have had before them two
thingz—the needs of the field and what inerease of fonds they might
ask for with expectation of receiving them. The request for forty-
two thoneand dollara more is, in view of the vast field and its needs,
most reasonable. Kol a man in this Convention doubts the ability
of our people to give this money. That there may be an intelligent
progecution of the work of raising the money, the whole amount
asked for has been apportioned among the States as follows: Alaba-
ma, $6,500; Arkansas, 33,000; Florida, $1,500; Georgia, $15,000;
Kentucky, £13,500; Louisiana, $2,000; Maryland, $6,500 Missouri,
$8,500; Mississippi, $2,000; North Carolina §7,500; Bouth Carclina,
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§7,000; Texas, $7,500; Tennessee, §6,000; Virginia, $15,600, When
we think of the number of Baptists in each State, the amount asked
for seems nnreasonably small.  While we have many poor people
{and we are prood of it) yet, asa people, we are not poor.  Rut il we
were poor, very poor, and yet had any true conception of what we
owe to eur Lord, and to oor fellow-men we could give vastly more
than these sums. There are a dozen men that could be selected
from each of these States who could easily give the whole amount
azked for [rom the Btate, denying themselves or their fumilies of no
Inxury, and giving liberally to all other claims. We know that the .
only reason that could be given for a failure to receive the money iz
8 luck of digposition. Our people are making money rapidly. But
there is & danger right there. A wave of worldliness iz likely to
sweep over us, killing onr spiritnality and rendering us deafl to all
the appeals of oor Master's cause. Pastors of churches should be
very faithful in snch a time to see that no doty 8 negleeted that will
eanse ibis wealth to become consecrated to God-  Baptists have now
the opportunity that shonld send a thrill through every heart. We
cannot refrain from quoting the report of the Board, " Here, for the
firet time in all their history, they have full and fair opportanity to
vindicate the claims they have always made, and for which their
martyrs have died. Here, and now for the first time, they are on
trial before the nations, 1f now they do not demonstrate the supe-
riority of their prineiples, their greater valoe in the propagation of
truth, in nphnilding of the best interesls of men, and in earrving
forward the kingdom of Christ, then the verdict of the world will go
against them, and their glory will be turned into shame.” The
amount asked for to be used in the work of church-builldiog must
atrike you as being very small for so large a territory as oura, Ten
thousand dollars! Think of it; when one hundred thousand would
not meet the demands. No work of the Board promises greater
reanls,

Just try to think of the influences that go forth to bless the world
fromy one ehureh bailding! It is a fountain created in the midst of a
thiraty people.  We believe the time has come for a mission in New
Mexico. The field there has beenopened to usin such away as to indi-
eate God®a directing hand.  These appeals may affect us in two =ays,
We may be worried becange of the continuned demand for enlarge-
ment, and say appeals will never cease,  On the other hand, we may
rejolee that the blessing of God is so resting on our labors, that the
circle of our influence is ever widening. Mav God give to our peo-
ple the latter feeling and cause them to consecrate both themselvea
and their means to his service.

MISEIONS TO FOREIGN POPULATIONS, INCLUDING
INDIANZE AND QUBANWE.

In a certain sense, all missions are foreign missiong, All men who
are not children of adoption by faith in the Lord Jesuos Christ are
gtrangers to God and alienz from the commonwealth of Tsrael, Every
goapel appeal to an unregenerate man 12 an appeal to a foreigner,
Every Christian minister who makes such an appeal is doing part of
the work of & foreign mizsionary. Buat, in another and more specific
sense, the Home Mission Board must sustain a department of foreign
mission work. Hationalists and Socialists and Anarchists, and other
heathens, who pollate by mere contact of association, are pouring into
our Soathland from materialistic Enrope by thowsands every year;
Asiatic Budhizm already nomberz itz ewarms of blinded votaries in
the United States and its hundreds in the South, to whom, in futare,
will be added many more in epite of prohibitory laws ; numerons In-
dianz still remain within and opon onr borders, foreizners on their
native soil ; and the almighty hand of God has forged a spiritnal link
that binds ns to Cuba, while it joins the (poeen of the Antilles to ns.
The Home Board cannot ignore the large foreign element within our
territory, in Maryland, Missouri, Loaisiana, Texas, and clsewhere;
it must not disregard the Red Man, whose wrongs and whose needs
“* will not down ™ at bidding ; it dare not sever the link forged by the
God of Missions.

That portion of Nurth America ocenpied by the United States ap-
pears to be the divinely apyointed center from which evangelizing
influences will radiate in every direction, all over the earth—the
cominanding point from which the true Crasaders of the nineteenth
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and twentieth centories will march forth to redecn the Sepulelire,
indeed, and conquer the world for Cherist.

“'A bitter fonniain cannot send forth sweet waters.,”  As Baptists,
we eladm to hold the trath in its fullness and its purity. 4 large
majority of American Baptiats dwell in the South. Thanks, under
Geod, to the influence of the Southern Baptist Theological SBeminary,
Mercer University, Richmond College, Furman, Howard, and simi-
lar institutions, Sonthern Baptists, s a rule, are orthodox and sound
in doctrine. The greatest breadth and depth of the divinely opened
fountoin seems to lie this woay. Can it be kept pure with the turbid
streams of corraption pouring into it from Eorope and Asia? In one
way it can., In only one way, so far g2 we can see, is it possible to
supply the epiritual carbonate necessary to precipitate the poisonous
filth to the bottom and keep the waters limpid and sweet. By the
foreign mission wor of the Home Miszsion Hoard! TIs there incon-
sistency of principle —inrongruity —in this? It is a state of things
which seems to have been ordained of Provideoes, and “God is not
the anthor of confosion,”” nor can He be charged with incongroity.

“Westward the star of empire holds its way,” iz a declaration, elo-
quent and true, as far as it goes, and it is also true, in similar meas-
ure, that the tide of emigration has been lowing toward the setting
sun; but no sooner had the domain of oor republic been extended
from the Atlantic coast to the Pacific atrand, than the restless tide
began to flow the other way, and [rom west towand east the Mongo-
lians were seen swarming to gur shorea.  Chur conntry is the center
toward which every discontented foreigner on the planet will event-
nally turn his eyes and direct his course, should his means allow.
In this regard, South America is in fact, as it iz piclured on the
map, 4 pendant of North America. Our country is, and will be, the
asylum of refugees from their own countries everywhere ; and, upon
the assumption that the Baptists hold the troe doctrines of the Bible
in their greatest purity, the Sotith, with its large majority of Baptista,
is the center of that cemter. Agnosticism, Materialism, Infidelizm,
in general and in partienlar, modern Judaiam, Badhism, and every
form of spiritual error, must be stamped out hera. If parents will
not believe, large numbers of their children will. For the present,
let wa confine the evils to the narrowest limits possible; later we
may accomplizgh the rest. The presence of large bodies of foreign
atheizta and infidels in our midst must contaminate our own people,
unless the proper correction is applied. The missionary is the man
to apply it; and our Home Board is the proper agency upon which
to rely to place missionaries in the midst of those teeming commu-
nities, seething in wickedness and reeking with sin.  Instead of a

of
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dozen missionaries among our foreign population, we ought to have
twenty-five. Tue Board will do its duty if the churches will do
theirs.

The very able and impressive report of the Secretary has given the
information nesdad ; it ia not for this committee to attempt material
addition. But we wonld emphasize the statements made, and urge
upon our ¢harches thronghout the South seriously to consider the
tremendons responsibilities that God, in His providence, haz [aid
upon them. His servantz in Coba, the marvelously endowed Dr.
Diaz and his colleagues, need more and more assistance.  * The
Captain of onr Salvation " supplies the men upon the ground. He
calls upon us to supply the means for their support.

+ And Iet us not fail, in Convention here assembled, to heed the ap-

.peal of Brother DHaz for the sum neeessary to parchase and equip a
Baptist cemetery at Guanabacon, and thos attach to our canse a popu-
lation of 30,000 zonls,

We wonld call special attention to that part of the Secretary's report
in reference to perfecting organization among the Indians, and the
whites of our people in the Indian Territory, and would urge the
adoption of some means by which eo-operation of a sabstantial char-
acter in Associational correspondence may be seeured.  And we wounld
maoet solemnly insist apon the full discharge of our Heaven-imposed
duty to the wild tribes now imploring onr assistanes.  Oar daty to
Cinba awnd the Indians performed, our Lord's kingdom in those quar-
ters will be established, and our duty folly discharged toward aidiog
the Foard in its anxionzly desived operations among the foreign popu-
lations in onr midst, the rest of good will {follow, by Providence or-
ilained.,

We must send forth the heralds of the crcas, to *eall the sons of
Crod {rom afar, and His dagghters from the ends of the earth.”!  The
crosaders mnst go not from the citadel to make conguest for Jesos,
bt let their armament and equipment be true and tried; the life-
giving streams mnzt flow from the central foundation—let their waters
be kept sweet and pure,

The negroes are here in the providence of God, here by the mill-
iong, aml here to stay, as we believe. We koow them and they
know us. Their interests and ours intertwine. They are in our homes
and our fields. Their ignoranee, superstitionz and immoralities tell
upien us. They arve a faclor in our eivilization. This Convention
eannok, if it would, shot its eyes to the grear opportunities and
equally great responsibilities of evangelizing, educating and develop-
ing this large part ol our population. Wea must chrigtianize and
sducate them in sell-defence, and all the higher motives of religion
ghould impel us to cultivate this home field. Their needs are press-
ing. We therefore recommend that the Convention prosecute this
work more assiduously than ever and on as large & scale as possible.
More specifically, we would recommend the employment of religions
inatructora in increasing numbers who shall prozecute the Inastitate
work which has been go snccessfol in the past,

We urge {urther that the Convention request the Home Board to
make every «ffort in their power to induce our white pastors through-
out the Sonth to give gratuitous help whenever opportunity is found
A great field of usefnlness opens just here. We can largely shape
the doctrines, the church polity, and the Christian life and character
of the colored people. They have a great sense of God,—His exiat-
ence and attributes, They are especially accessible to Baptiists, be-
lieving in the Bible az the word of (3od, and are powerfully inclined
to the simple faith of the New Testament as held by the Baptists,

Then brethren, we have the field at our doors, and whosoever will
may do them goad., Missionary ontfits and expensive vopRges to
foreign eountries, the aequigition of strange and difficalt langnages,
together with the hahits and costoms of forcigners, ave entirely
eliminated in mission work among the colored people of onr awn
country.

The Home Board has time and again, in its annoal reports, men-
tioned the gratifying succeess of their work among the colored paaple.
Wo work is more promising and none more far-reaching in its conse-
quences.  Shall we not enter this open field? Shall we not train this
people for God who have so largely turned to God ?

The committes, in preseoating its report. has simply to call attention
to an already existing and well established ageney of the Foreign and
Home Mission Boards of the SBouthern Baptist Convention, and may
be allowed to express what must be the common opinien of the lanze
conatituency here represented, that it 1s dithieult mdeed to over-esti-
mate the Christinn meaning and practical importance of this depart-
ment of our denominational and evapgelistic work, The influence of
this missionary enterprise 12 65 manifold as it 1s blessed ; and, while
according to a familiar Scriptare teaching, the noble, consecrated
donors themselves are most vichly blessed, all Southern Baptista are,
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in honnteons messure, recipients of thiz grace, and the shores of diss
tant lands retorn a thonsand grateful benedictions for thiz Christly
beneficence.  Womanhond is religion's throne, religion’s first en-
terad, last deserted home.

In the endeavor to gain the two-fold object of this missionary organ-
ization as set forth in the constitution, viz.: the dissemination of mis-
gionary information and the svatematic co-operation of women and
children in collecting and rajzing money for missions, woe may arrive
at some coneeption, though necessarily inadequate conception, of
what has been done by referring to the statisties contained in the
annual reports of our Foreign and Home Mission Boards presented to
this Convention. Tt is doubtless unpnecessary to repeat the statistics
aml tabnlated facts of these reporte. It may be well to notiee, how-
ever, that the contributions from these societies to onr Boards aggre-
gate 33128770, Not a great while ago this was as much as all South-
ern Haptistz gave to missions., And it may be worth observing that
while the sgeregate of the peneral contributions to our Hoands is
larger thie year than ever before, the increase in the general contri-
butions bas not kept pace with that of the contributions from the
Woman's Mission SBocieties Herein we find a practical endorsement
and exemplification of the motto which thev have chosen: “Go For-
ward."  With this upon their banner and in their hearts, the futore
will unfold yet greater things.

It appears from the reports of our Boards to this Convention that
financial arsistance haz been given in equal proportion by our Boards

1o the Woman's Mission Societies for printing, expressage and mite
barrels.  In view of the profitable returns, anch expenditore is to be
deeued wise.  And further it i3 proper that the most intimate rela-
tions exist and be enconrags] between the Convention’s Boards and
the Woman's Mission Societies.  Frow all that appears no desire for
independency exist= on the part of either. In this we rejoice, and
we trust that this harmonious co-operation may never be disturbed.
It is with pleasure that we note the repent accession of Alabams to
the general organization of the Woman's Mission Societics, making
thirteen sister States joined in the holy bonds and fellowship of
Christian work, auxiliary to the work of the Southern Baptiat Con-
vemtion. The work is gradually, surelv widening, and is full of prom-
ize for the future, as of vitality for the present.

How may we help these societies?  Genuine svmpathy with them,
real interest in their work, will readily saggest answers.  They ask of
us no authority to labor for Christ, to work in any manner that Ciris-
tian prudence and love mav dictate, The great commission that comes
to us, comes to them also, and amply authentieates their zeal and de-
votion in the etfort to make Christ the Eedeemer known to an crrine
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and lost race, But they do ask and reasonably expect that as pastors
and Ohiristian workers we help them by wise connsel, earnest advo-
cacy of their cause, unceasing prayer. Let ue give their work tliat
prominence which itz importanee deserves. Let us emulate their
loyalty to Christ, and imitate their self-denial and regularity in pre-
senting offerings unto the Lord, G. B, Moore, Chairman.

TREEASURER'E EEFORT AND FINANCES FOREIGN BOARD.

Your commitiee to whom was referred the report of the Treasurer
and Finances of the Forelgn Mission Board, submit the following :
YWour committee note with gratification that the contributions, as
shown by the Treasurer's report, are still increasing,  An advance from
Fo0.000 to rogooo in a year of inteuse activity in all lines of missionary
benevelence betokens substantial progress in Forefgn Mission Work,
And this increase of contributions is well distributed over the whole
field; the sums from nearly every State are in excess of the previous
year, thus making growth throughout the territory of the Conventlon,
It i= a matter of serious concern that the Board was compelled 1o
borrow so large an amount of money for the prosecution of the wark.
74,750 was discounted at the banks this year against 16,500 last vear,
This necessity has cost the Foreign Mission funds §1,504,13. It is clear
that a more general distribution of collections throughout the conven-
tional year would relieve this drain, and the Board thereby might be
enabled to strengthen many statfons from whence comes the cry for
help.  Omnethird of the whole amount rais:d was not received within
the first six months; and as much as one-half of the remainder came
into the treasury during the last six weeks, The Lord cannot look with
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favor upon the methods of the work, the expense of which deprives
Him of laborers ready to enter His ficlds which are already white for
the harvest, - Your commiitee would recommend that the Foreign
Mission Board, if practicsble, arrange with the different State Conven-
tons and their Boards so that collections for this department of mission
work may be distributed systematically over every part of the year,

Your committes also note that of the whole amount recelved, Fgo000
wis disbursed divectly on the mission fielda, While this is o gain over
the amount available for work last year, the expense of conducting the
collections at home ought, in view of the urgent needs of the heathen
world, to be reduced Lo the lowest minimum commensurate with
efficiency.

In this connection we would urgs that the expense of Stale agencies,
shiould, if possible; be curtailed; and that as soon  as practicable such
work, to be done for the Board, be made a voluntary help as it is already
Innearly half the field of the Convention, By reference to  the Treas-
urer's report, it will be seen that the cost of the State agencies was
5,740, an increase over last year of $q00.

Loastly, it is a matter of thankfulness to God that the work of the
new year upon which the board now enters, beging without & dollar of
debt, but with a balance of St,go0 in the treasury. With an earnest
and efficient Board, with the continued bright outlask upon all the fielde,
we may go forward in the strength of Him in whose name great things
must be undertaken, and from whom great things may be expected,

Oceans must be crossed, difficult tongues must
b mastered, long cherished prejudices must be overcome, and ancient
religions must be overthrown,  In addition to the special presence and
blessing of God, the conversion of the world to Christ requires a large
expenditure of labor and money. Buat the sky is not all dark, There
is much to encourage us, Y our committee desires to emphasize some
of the hopeful features of the subject.  We mention the following :

1. The unfailing promises of our God. The Father said to (he Son,
“Ask of me, and Ishall give thee the heathen for thine in}u_-,ri_l:.a_n_cc’ and
the uttermost parls of the earth for thy possession,” The riesen Christ
charged his disciples to *teach all nations,” and promized to be with
them “always, even unto theend of the world ' We may confidently
believe that the God who had “much people” in eorrupt and idolatrous
Corinth, alse has much people scattered among heathen mations,

2, The success of the missionary enterprise during the last century.
Great progress has been made, Hundreds of missions have besn
established, the gospel has been translated into scores of languages, and
millions of converts have been gathered., In what has already been
ACCOTN E-lis.hcd we see the pramise of what is to come,

3. The opening of new fields, Lands, which only a few years ago
were closed against the gosptl, now welcome the missionary, There
are now more open doors than there are men to énter them,

4. The large number of young men who offer themselves for service
on foreign fields, The movement is one that deeply stivs our colleagues

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and Theological Seminaries, Many of the most promising students are
now saying: “Here are we; send us_ "

%. The increase of interest among our people in the spread of the
gospel,  We know more about missions than we knew in former years.
Opposition to the work is not as wide-spread as it once was, We give
more money to the kingdom of Christ than we gave in former times,
Education s slowly but surely doing its work,

6, We rejoice that our Foreign Mission Board has been able to send
neaded relnforcements to the overtasked workers who have been bearing
the “heat and burden of the day."” We thank God that forty new mis-
glonaries have been sent forth in twenty months.

7. Chur Board has closed the year out of debl and with an encourag-
ing balance in the treasury, A rapid survey of the broad field suggests
and demands that we thank God and take courage. We alao recom-
mend that we strive during the coming year to raise the sum of one
hundred and fifty thousand dollars for the work,

A. E. Owen for Virginie.—There is cordial and helpfal eo-operation
between the State Board and the Foreign Mission Board of the
Convention, The Btate Board sends representatives to a large num-
ber of District Associations each year in the interest of Foreign
Missions, paying in full the expenses of all except the Viee-Presi-
dent. It is the aim of the State Board to secure a contribution from
each church in the State for Foreign Missions, and the number of
churches which do nof contribute ia growing smaller each vear,
There are no paid agenciea in our Btate; and the contribufions are
gradually inereasing nnder this ayetem. The Vice-Pregident has sent
ont a number of tracts; appeals have been published in the Religious
Herald, the Btate paper; and the Foreign Mission Journol finds its
way into many homes, and it iz hoped that this valuable gid to ounr
cauge may be far more widely circalated. Since the organization of
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the Central Commitiee for Woman’s Work, by the General Aesocia-
tion of Virginia, a large number of Waman's Missionary Societies
have been formed, and their nomber is rapidly increasing; from
which source we hope for a large increass in onr contribations. The
State Secretary hopes in a lew years to have each church and Sunday-
achoal enrolled as a contributor to Foreign Missions, T have written
a good deal, and made numerons addresses in different parts of the
Btate in the intereats of Foreign Missions, and have secored a larger
contribution from my own churclies than ever helore.

J. B. Scarcy for Arkansoa.—The Viee-President for Arkancas is the
Becretary of Foreiga Missions for the Haptist State Convention.
Appeals have been made to the pastors, to which most of them
reaponded, Miesionary tracia gnd the Foreign Mission Jowrnal have

N. A. Bailey for Flerida,—Our State Mission Board has in charge
all of the departments of our work.

Ao d & Thomas for Sowh Coroling.—The relstion between the
Foreign Miesion Board and the State Board ia entirely harmonious.
The Corresponding Secretary of the State Board is an active [riend
of Foreign Miseions. And the effort to secure a contribution from
every church is meeting with gratifying suceess. We have distributed
1,300 copies of the Fureign Mission Jowrnal, and fully 30,000 pages of
tracis and leaflsts, which are bearing much froit. For enlarged con-
tributions and increased interest in the work, the Board ia largely
indebted to the faithfnl efforta of the Woman's Mission Hocieties.
These Societies and the Sunday-schools work through the Central
Commiites,

W. . Bledsog for Alabama.—The relation betwean the Foreign
Mission Board and the State organizations is of the most pleasant
character. The Siate Beeretary neglects no opporiunity of furthering
the canse of Foreign Mizsions. The Bible and Colportage Doard is
an efficient agent inthe distribution of literature. Both Associations
and loeal clurches are being better organized for the work, Thou-
gands of cirenlars have been distributad, and many personal letters
written. The circulation of the Foreign Mission Journal has been
increased, and tracts sent to every pastor whose address wag known.

. F. Baghy jor Kentucky.—All the missionary operations for the
State are under the directions of State Board. Many appeals have
been made to the churches during the year through perspnal letters
and the columne of the Western Recorder. Thousande of pages of
tracts and other literature have been digtributed. And the number
of churches and Bunday-schoola contributing have increased during
the vear.
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Jo P Greene for Miggouri —We pow have a DBaard of Home and
Foreign Miraione, appointed at the meeting of the General Associ-
tion in October last, Bro, L. M. 8 Kenney, is the agent of this
Board for Fureign Missions, The peculiar condition of oor State
geomed to require this uew plan of work. And we hope and pray
that it may work well. Brother Kenney has been well received,
and is quoite hopeful for the future. We expect to make greater
efforta than ever hafore for Foreign Missions. We hope and expect
to go {orward, God favoring us.

Gen, Whitfield for Mirsizsippe,—Our State Convention hag one Board
and one pald Seerelary who has charge of the benevolent work of
the Biate, giving one fonrth of his time to Foreign Missions. The
Foreign Miseion Board is alao invited to come in when nccessary.
The Viee-President has vigited the State Convention, one Associa-
tion and some churghes in the inferest of the Foreign Mission
Board; but the collectione have alimost all gone throngh the handa
of the State Szeretary. We have distribunted many thooeands of
eirenlars and fracts, and ahont 1,500 copies of the Forelgn Misson
Jouwrnal, An eflort being made to endow our State College has some-
what hindered cur mission work, both Home and Foreign, this year.
Honorabla mention s made of Mra. A. M. Hilleman, President of
the Btaie Cen‘ral Committee on Woman's Work., She has done
much to enlist our women in the Foreign Mission work.

J. L. White for North Cirelina,—The relation between the Foreign
Misgion Board and the State Board is harmonious. The State Sec-
retary is charged with the Foreign Mission work., I have, by per-
sonal effort and through others, had Foreign Missions presented at
the District Asecciations, and have made an eflort to get every
chureh, and every member in the churches, to comtribute to this work,
Thie kas been done withont cost. Progreas has been made, Haveral
Ampociations have organized to support missionsries, I have dis-
triboted the Foreign Miasion Jowrnal and large numbers of tracts.
Have also written many letters, and used freely the colnmna of the
H-ale paper.

Jashun Levering for Maryland.—There is no organic conpection be-
tween the Foreign Migsion Board and the State Board but sympathy
and en-operation. We have made frequent appeals through the
Baltimore BHaptis, and distribated tracts and the Fareign Misson
Journal, The enrollment of churches and Snnday schools ia pub-
lished in the minutes of the Maryland Baptist Aspociation.

R. J. Willingham for Tennessee—Our State Secretary receives col-
lections for Foreign Missione, but his special work ia State Miesiona,
and the claima of Foreign Micsions iz left principally to your Viee-
President. Tracts and Foreign Mission Journals have been [reely
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distributed ; and epecial appeals made by letters, cirenlars and through
the State paper. FEfforts have also been made to enlist the pas-
tors in the work. The Associational miputes furnish the best
enrollment of the churchea and Sunday-schools.

. W. Tomkies for Louisiono.—Perfect harmony exists between
State work and the Foreign Board. The agenta of the State Board’
take collections for all of the Boards of the Convention. Appeals
have been made by postals and cirenlars, and throngh the State pas
per, and tracts and leaflets have been dietributed; and the Fereign
Mission Jowrno! given a wider cirenlation. The canse is making
steady progress, as is evineed by inereaped contributions. The State
enrpasaed its quota last wyear. A vigorona efort is being made to
enlist every chureh and Bunday-echool in the work. The cutlook is
most enconraging.

W. L. Kilpairick reports the Georgia Baptists as doing more for
missiong, and in a more systematic way, than at any former period,
which he esaya i dne to the faithfnl labors of Dr. J. H. DeVotie,
the Seeretary of the Georgia Mission Board,

M. M. Riley for Kentucky —Our people are not feeling the interest
they should, and a3 & comzequence, not giving what they should te
Home Miesinns But it iz gratifying to know that the nomber of
churches adopting the plan of regular, systematic giving to missions
is on the incregse. Pressing needs in onr own State have leasened
the contributions cutside to some extent ; but we hope that will not
continne.

W. A, Mason for Misissippl— A strong effort to endow Mlissiesipp
College hes interfered very greatly with our mission work this year.
Car people seem to have centered their minds on the college and
the State miseion work, and largely to have forgotten Home and
Foreign Missions. The remedy for thia stale ol things is, in my
opinion, theappointment of & good, live agent to vieit the Asscciationa
and the churches, distribnte information and eniist the pastrrs in
the work. One year's work in this direction by the right man, Tam
sure, wonld do much to bring our State np to where it onght to be.

&, 8. Anderson for Alahems —While the full amonnt asked of our
State by the Home Board was not rajaed, yet a gratifying advanes in
contribntions over the previous yeer was made. Meost of the As=go-
ciations in the State were reached in their annual meetings by the
Viee-Prezident, or some representative. Fifty copiea of The Home
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Field have been distributed over the State, with good results. The
relationsof the Biard with the State work are amicable,

A. B, Miller jor Arkanszs.—Increased interast is manifested on the
part of the Arkansas Baptista in the work of the Home Bwrd. And
a3 the character and importancs of the work is batter naderatood,
mare liberal contribations will be made by onr people,

J. G, Gibsan for Georgiz,—Thoe outlosk in Georgla is eocouraging.
A greater number of churches are contributing than formerly ; and
the contributions are larger. [ hava sant out 1,00 letters, visited 6
associations, and made numaerous addresse: in the interest of Home
Misions. I have alao distribuied handrads of copies of Qur Home
Figld,

A. J. Bowland for Myrpland.—Your Viee-Preaident has striven
daring the past vear to gecura contributions from all the churchea in
the State, and hassuocaeded sabatantially in doing so. The Wo-
man's Mission 2ocleties of the State have be napacially effective, and
to them is due in great part the fack that so large an amount hag
beesn goitten. For special local reasons the inll amount saked of
the State was not secnred, but the deficiency is very light indeed,
and the proapects for the fotare of the Home Mission cause in
Maryland are very hopefnl,

. W. Hyde for Misssuri,—The woii of Home Missions has deval-
oped rapidly ia Missonrd in tha last few years. The collectionsa
have grown from alm2st nothing five years ago to nearly 59 000 last
vear. I attended 20 associations last fall, wrote about 1,000 letters,
and sent Home Mission literature to every Baptist preacher in
Missouri.
