REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON sPHERES OF WORK OF
SUNDAY-SCHOOL BOARD.

Your committes sabmit the following report :

We feal that vour Boward have done well in lann hing the work en-
trosted Lo th&n;, and which will e prodactive of greater and greater
good as time advances, While the spread of the gospel i= the great
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wark of this Convention, and of each church within her boonds, yet
she must consider the best means for it accomplishment.

Experience has proven that the sunday-schoal = 2 wonderfnl de-
veloper of Christian activity, not only good for ehildren, but grown
people as well, It condunces to Bilde stady, to earnest consecration
to praver and praise, Tt lave hold npon the heart in childhood, when
impressions are being made, the deepest and most lasting.

The .development and extension of this work means, to a great
extent, the futore development and extension of our churches.
Within onr bonnds one million, three hundred thonsand Baptists,
with hosts of little ones and attendants, are to be trained in God's
word and work., The literature to be naed is, of course, very impor-
tant, and we feel well pleased with the success of the Board in this
direction.- But let it be distinctly understood that the work of the
Baoard i not simply in supplying Sundayv-school literature o pay a
revenue. It is to awaken, develop, organize and strengthen our
chmrches in the great work of teaching God's truth to vonng and
old,  Ttis this literature which mus=t bring prominently and econ-
stantly before the minds of the voung the missionary spirit of the
sospel.  We congider that one of the hest features of our “Conven-
tion Serieg' ia that it is putting cur missionaries and mission work
upon the minds and the hearts of our young people. They are thus
trained to the great work of miszions—the work of all others on earth
to-lay,

The Board has the catechism, prepared by Tir, Jno, A, Froadnos,
ready for distribution, which we bope will be largely used in our
=unday-gehools and families.

In view of the great need for care, and often reform, in the pur-
chase of Eunday.-echool lihraries, wi suggest that it would be well for
the Board to make selections from the abundapt accessilile material
which they wouald heartily recommend to our schools as free from
taint, pnre, wholesome and profitalile.

Vast fields lie out before us to be oultivated, I:'hlr Board has a great
work to do.  The faithfol training of the young means mnch, very
mueh for the advancement of God's Kingdom.  Let the Board have
cur fullest svmpathy and most earnest co-operation.

FINANCIAL METHODS,

Your committes, appointed a year ago, having carefully considsrad
the important matters referred to it, beg leave tosubmit the [ollowing
repiorl

I. We find great variety in the methods of raising money for the
Bouards of the Convention. In some States, as Texag, the Boards
appeal to the churches throngh agents whom the Boards emplay.
In other States, as in Scuth Carolina, the Boards appeal to the
chiurehes directly and immediately.  To vet other States, as Kentueky,
the Boards appeal to the churches through a State Board, which
employs an agent to work up the churches. In Virginia the State
Boards employ no agents, vet are very efficient,

% This variety in method arises from varicus canses,  Originally
the method was for the Board to appeal to the charches immediately
and also medintely through agents whom they sent, mo regard being
Lad toState lines. This original plan was changed in some States
heranse the pastors were deemed intelligent enough to do this work
themselves and thus save the Board the expense of it. In other
Srates the change was made becaase there was a feeling that all the
eollecting of woney for missionary work should be under one control,
and in the Sate; while o at least one State, Missouri-pesaliar
geographical situation rendered such control a necessity.,
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3. The results of this variety have not been altogether heneficial,
There has been one singular condition; in some States the boards
are estopped from appealing divectly to the churches, yet the State
organizationz which have cansed this estoppel, fail to azaome any re-
sponsibility in the matter of raizing money, beyvond doing what
seems to them the best they ean.  Again, this variety prevents the
Boands from adopting any general plans for promoting collections.

4. Xet this variety eannot be wholly removed. The conditions,
differ in different States. The plan which works 20 well in Virginia
and South Carolina wonld not work at all in Texas and Missowr,
Nor i= it necessary wholly to remove this variety ; what is needed 1=
to lessen it a8 far a2z practicable, and to make the best of it.  But
this mu=l be inzisted on, that the Board: have at all times, the
fulleat liberty to appeal to the churches through their own agents,
or through the agents of the State Boards. In States which have
their own Boardz to control this matrer, there i3 a very great ob-
ligation resting on those Boards to see that these appeals are fully,
promptly and earnestly set hefore the churches, This right of the
Boarls cannot be denied or abridged without wreng and injury.

In view of the foregoing, we offer the following recommenda-

tions:
1. That immediately upon the adjournment of this Convention, the

Home and Foreign Boards each make an apportionment among the
Btates of the money needed for next year. That the Rtats Boards
(where thers areany) be requested, immediately, to ratify {or mod-
ifv) the apportionmuent ; and on the basis of the replies received [rom
these State Boarls (and of the apportionment made by eur Boards in
Hiates where there are no State Boardz) the Boards of Home and
Foreign Miszions conduaet their operations next vear, wherever it i
deemed advisable; that the State Board (or other proper persons) in
each =tate, be requested to subdivide the State apportionment be-
twaen the Associations, and to =ee that a still further subdivision is
made between the churches of the Associations, [N, B. In these two
anbdivisions the Htate's quota should be appreciably increased to
cover shortages.] Our Boards should be furnished a list of tless
charches amd their apportionments amd alonlad nee all practienl means
by correspondence and by personal appeals, through pastors, agents
and State Boards, to colleet thoss apportionments.

2. We further recommend that the Boards seek more carnestly to
enlist the pastors of our churches in this great worl, These men of
Godl are the appointed leaders of the churches, and the chorehes
cannot be aronsed aml wplifted apart from them.  The Boards ghonld
seek to biow these pastors,  They should hold freguent communiea-
tion with them by correspondence and otherwise.  They shonld send
them tracts and other information. At suitable times and places,
meetings should be held, several in each State, to call out and arouse
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the pastore. While working as far as 18 practicable in connection
Wwith the State orzanizations, the Boards should push the mwatter with
much vigor,

4. Besides the monthly reports and receiptz made in their organs,
our Boards should make in the newspapers of each State full reports
every month of the receipts of the previous month, az well as the
aggregare for the vear np to that fime,  Alao at the meetings of the
State Conventions (or General Assoviations) abstract reports ofsre-
ceipts from the State for the previous year should be farnished by
our Boards {whera it iz not otherwise furnizshed |, It waull be well,
also, if at each Diatrict Association, there should be furnished, read
and published a full report of all the contribations from the churches
of that Association fur the previous vear,

4. We further recommend that our B ards seek by correspondanes
and personal conference with the State Boards (or leading brethren
where there are no Boards), a0 to areange the times for taking col-
lections that money shall flow continuonsly into oar tressnries.

& We would emphasize the necessity for the widest possible dis-
tribution of missionary literature.  Not only should earnest eiforls
be made to extend the civeulation of the periodicals of the Boards,
but the land should be fooded with short, erisp, accnrate statements
and earnest appeals,  We call attention to the mission room at 10
Eagt Favette astreet, Baltimore, which is proving an effective agency
for disseminating missionary intelligence, and we urge our pastors
and churches to patronize it.

In conclusion, we will add, wiile in obadience to the appointment
of the Convention we have presented the foregoing paper, we nev-
ertheless think it well to give prominent amphasis to onr convietion,
that however much may be justly and wisely =aid as to the necessity
and importance of proper fnancial methods, yet after all the great
and fandoment al necessity upon us for securing timely and enlarge 1
contribations from oor ehurches, as well az for realizing greater
efficicney and snccess gengrally, in our work as a Christisn people, is
a higher typs of piety among uz—more of the Spirit's power —more
real relizgion-—more heart and life--consseration to the canse of the
Master.

Your committes bog leave to report that according to the stabi-
ment of the Home Secretary the work among the white people in the
monntaing iz being carried on in a very unsatisfactory manner. A
certain amonnt of work is being done in bringing the people into the
churches that exist in their region; but the membership of these
churches is not receiving the wiszionary training that is so much
needed, nor iz such training likely to be secured while the mission-
aries commissioned by the Board for work with the people °* are
metly men who are reared among them, have no higher conceptions
of Christian duty, and no broader ideas of Christian progress than
thome among whom they bhave lived.”

“If the blind lead the blind shall they not hoth fall into the diteh."

From the report of the Board your committee would judge that
abont the worst poezible arrangement, =o far as the development of
mizsionary interest is concerned, wounld be the continuanee, unmaod-
ified, of the present sodus apeivoedi,

Your committee would respectiully suggest sending to these dis-
tricts missionary evangeli=ts; il pot as permanent workers, then as
workers for 4 portion of the time each yvear, and wonld snggest that
snch missionary evangelists conld be secured from among the Sem-
inary stodents during vacation, and also, perhaps, from smong the
pastors who have a considerable leave of absence during the snmmer.

Your committes would also suggest that pastors for these churches
be obtained ag far as possible from amopg the men who believe in
miszions and will work for them, and that when an applieation is
made to the Board for help, the position of the applicant in regard to
mwissions be ascertained, and that assistance be given only in excep-
tional eirenmstances if the applicant’s attitude toward mwissions be
not gatiafactory.

Your committee aleo believes that the importance of missionary
literature 8z an eduocational force cannot be overestimated, and
wonld respectinlly urge pastors and colportenrs to secnre at Associa-
tions and by all possible means lavger sabseription lists for our mis-
sionary periodicalz and a wider distribution of mizssionary tracts.

In regard to the work in the cities, your committee believe it to be
of primary importance, mot only that it be done bat that it be done
well and speedily. To the end that it may be s0 done, your com-
mitkee believe that in those cities where the Baptists possess sullicient
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gtrength to carey it on, the work should he committed to  the
chorches of thoze cities that the Board may be left free to push the

work the more vigoronsly in those cities where the Baptists ave
weak.

Your committes belinve that data as definite as possible should be
offered the denomination in regard to the demands of this branch
of the work and a sufficient sum of money be raised and appropriated
to this work so that it may be carried on io such & manner as to com-
mand respect and, with the blessing of God, sucoess.

FOREIGN POPULATIONS, INCLUDING INDIANS.

Within the boundaries of the Southern Baptist Convention are to
Ire found millions of specimens of all ihe great by pes o races of men
—the black, the brown, the yellow and the white, or, the African, the
Indian, the Mongolian and the Cancasian, The last named of these
speaks cvery lnoguage in the western branch of the great Arian fam-
ilv.  So that we are indeed those * upon whom the ends of the world
have come.

All these have providentially been sent to us from many national-
ities and many forms of social life. Thev come from the highest apd
the lewest civilizations, They are also the people of the very lands
to which we have sent and are sending our wissionaries. To teat our
sincerity in consigning our brethren and sisters to that which, alas,
ton often proves 4 dreary exile, we need not ourselves go to Catholic
Mexico, or to Africa, orto China, or even to the Indian Territory.
All these have, in the great movements of bumanity over the earth
eome to our doors, and are pouring into our country, especially into
the new States, by thousands every month. These representatives
of the wnole buman family stand in various relatione to us—as abo-
rigines, asdescendants of imported slaves, as naturalized citizens and
as unnaturalized foreigners, and, to a greater or lesa degree, interfere
with the homogeneity of the social structure.  They are alan exam-
ples of all the faiths of the world—the childish animism of the Amer-
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ican Indian, the fetichizm of the African, the Shintoism and
Buddbizm of the Far East, the Catholiciemn of the Latin race, and
all the phases of Enropean Proteatantism and skepticiam. To bring
them into social harmony is the problem of problems with the phi-
lantbropist, the lover of his country and the devont Christian.  This
present report is concerned chiefly witl the foreign born rezidents
within the Sounthern States, with the aboriginals of Indian Territory
and with the Latin- American people of the Tsland of Cuba,

For Baptists, these delegates or representatives from the ends of
the earth form an interesting connecting link between the Foreion
and the Home Board, The Foreign Board goes to our chorches,
gathers men and women and money amd sends them away oot of
=ight, and too often they are out of mind. It i= now in the power
of the Howe Boand to partially reverse this process aod bring the
Mongolian, the Arian foreisners, the aboriginal, the Spanish Amer-
ican, to our very churel doors and into our very homes,  To eatisfy
the benevolent spirit of those who cannol become missionaries, and
who are yet in deepest sympathy with the work of the missionary,
God hag bronght to their hearthstones the very nations and tribes
and peoples among whom our own missionaries are working.,  Yoar
commities mentions with pride the fonthern Baptist missions anong
the Indians, the only ones that in this work have repadiated Governe
et aid.

They alza learn with satisfaction that both in Texas and Miszouri
onr General Board hag been co-operating with State Boands among
the foreign born population, The Cuban mission should alen have
our fostering care in this centeanial year as the connecting link be-
tween home and foreign work

I view of this most interesting condition of affairs your commitiee
recommend that the Home Board inerease their already active efforts
to lay the burden of evangelizing our foreign born amd nnnaturalized
population at once upon the local charches amd the State asaocia-
tioms, as practical missionary work both foreign and domestic in its
character, and of the gravest importance.

Your committes find that the Board has been able to report a pros-
peronz vear and progress all along the line; wore teaching, more
preaching, more missionaries, more baptisms on the foreign fieid
than ever before; and at home more information imparted, more in-
terest awakened, more miszionary zeal, more enthozissm based npon
deener convictions, more contributions, more women’s societies,
more practical reanlta generallv.  For these things we feel moved to
express congratalations to the Convention, and profonml gratitude
ta v,

To the warning of the Board concerning the danger of substituting
tears for toil and emotion for energy during the coming vear we
shoulfl give most earnest heed.  Let the people be made to ander-
starud elearly that this centennial movement is oot an end buot an in-
atroment, an<d that the purpose immediately in hand is not to make
them feel pood, or even be good, bt to make thew do good.

Concerning the digparity between the moount g2ked for the past
vear anid the amount received, yonr committee feel no depression;
not is there any gronnd [or dizeonragement in the actoal deficit re-
ported, Forthis does not mean that less has been given but that more
has been done.  The Board felt that they had touched the danger
line —possibly so; but the danger line is not the dead line. It may
only mean that point in the field where the flag stands calling the
Lioat up to duty and victorv. XNor has any appearance of clonds de-
pressed ns. Clouds are commanly followed by showers and then by
snnshine—~God’s life producing agencies ; and if wind should come
with the clonds, let us remember with jov that generally it iz onlv
the chag which the wind driveth away.

We respectinlly and heartily commend to the consideration of the
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Uonvention the suggestion of the Board with regard to a week of
prayer for missions. 1 nderlying this suggestion are the vital facts
that this is God's work, and that any valuable suecess in it muost
eome throngh the power of God's Bpirit.

Of the twelve towns with between 1,000 and 2,000 inhabitants, seven
have each o Baptist chnreeh,

More than two-thivds (§) of the twenty-seven (27) towns of the
State with between 500 and 1,000 have no white Baptist charch.

With the population of the State sstimated at 1,150,000, and the
negroes 4t abont one-half, thers are (abont) 375,000 of other races.

Abont 50,000 of the population of Mew Orleans are identified
with the Toman Catholic faith: in all other chuches, Baptist and
Protestant, ahont 12,000, The negro popnlation of the &ty is esti-
mated at 25 per cent. of the whole, so that there are 130,000 of other
races in the *Crescent City™ neading evangelization,

Adding the 150,000 of New Orleans to the 100,000 of the twenty-
one parishes, and we have a total of 230000 without the pure
Gozpel,

The Baptizt preachers of the State have the vatio of 1 to 2500,
and white Baptists 1to 25 of the popalation,

There are 439 white Baptist chureles in the State, anid not over one-
third (3] of these have Saondayv-schools, Tt has been estimated, after
very cavefnl investigation, that there are 34,000 children in the eity
of New Orleans alome that are growing up in ntter igmorance of
Ciodd s word.

turned into the general work from the cemetery receiptz. There are
now 2,007 Baptiztz belongiog to our Cuban churches. The remarka-
ble suecess attending the work may be ascribed nnder (7od to fonr
canses : 1, Dirz himeelf, The infoence of this earnest, godly man
upon the people of Havaoa ean scarcely be estimated by those nnfa-
miliar with hiswork. His zeal, his enthnsiagsm, bis unfaltering faith
even through bitter persecution, are mighty factors in careying on
thiz work. 2. The consecralion of the swtive Chistions, It is said that
in theearlv davs of Christianity the lives of the followers of Jesas won
from their enemies the involuntary tribute * dehold bhow these Chris-
tians love one another,” and the lovalty of those wlm love the Master,
to their Lord and to each other bhos ever been one of the
greatest influences in the spread of the gospel. E-J in Cuba the Yshin®
ing light " of the saints bas attracted attention, removed prejodice,
and won men to Christ. 5. The Howeona Hewse, The purchase of
this house has gone far toward gaining the confidence of the people,
They very naturally comclude that a people who can own guch a
property & this have come to stay. & T Cemetery, After all that
has been said the mizgion eould searvely suweeeed at all without this
cemetery,  Our people do ot seem to nnderstand how neceszary it
is to have some place in which to bory the dead, and they seem to
forget that all the cemeteries except thisare practically elosed against
the Cuban Baptists.

Your comwmiltee in closing this report desive to call attention,
especially to two poiots in the report of the Secretary of the Home
Board, 1. The importanee of placing the school in Havana upon a
firmaer basiz,  More teachers and maore apparatas are sadly needed.
2. The sugeestion that the time has eome for the extension of the
work by opening new stations in other sections of the island. Tpta
this time the work has been confined to Havana and adjacent towns.
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There are other points which conld doubtless be opened, but to do
thiz will require more men and more money, aml both mwost come

from this conntry, May God put it into the hearts of onr people to
snpply both, for Coba iz already ripe for the harvest,
