shall be the duty of each Secretary, in due time, to furnish the
Viee-President of hiz Board with suitable blanks for such reports,
and to enll their attention to this article, and to make any proper
etfort to secure the doe preparation of these reports.  Tn cose any
Viee-President appointed is unable or unwilling to comply with
the requests berein mentioned, it shall be the duty of the Board,
if possible, to find some person who can, and request him to do
gy amd furthermore, the Vice-Frezident for each State shall be
desired, as speedily as possible, to prepare o roll of the sssocia-
tions, churches and Sunday-schools io that State, to be wsed for
the distribotion of information, and to aseertain as far as possi-
ble which of the churches and Sunday-schools are contributing
to the fundds of the Board and the annual amounts, aud to make
systematic effort ench year to inerease the number and amount of
such montributions.

FOREIGN POPULATIONS INCLUDING INDIANS AND CUBANS.

The foreign population of this country constitotes one of the most
inviting and important flelds of the Home Mission Board, It bas
often been said trothfully that, an-Americanized and ooconverted,
the forgigners of this countryv are a constant menace to our eivil
and religions liberty. Nine-tenths of the anarchists, communiate,
rioters, dynamiters, are said to be foreigners. Bot these men, con-
verted and consecrated to God, become good citizens and good
church membera.

Missionary work among the German and French speaking people
hag, in the judgment of your commitiee, been too greatly neglected
by onr penple.  These millions of religious formalists have been
allowed to live and die in our conntry without the true gospel.  But,
thank God, we are at last waking up to the importance of preaching
unto them the precious, full gospel of the blessed God. It is ad-
mitted that these men are hard to reach; but when reached and
converted, as cited in the Home Mission report, they put to shame,
by their zeal and fidelity, the average Baptist of Angla-Saxon birth.
We woulid, therefore, nrge the Convention to greatly multiply their
laborers in these most important felds.

As to the work among the Indians, God has greatly blessed it in
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saving the souls of the people and in multiplying preachers and
chnrehes among them,  Bot still they need onr fostering care and
help in their further development.  We are glad 1o note that ex-
chiefs John Jamper, of the Seminoles; J. M. Perrvman, of the Creek
Nation ; Hev, Wm, McComb, McIntosh, R, J. Horue and other of
their prominent wen are present at this Convention, and the body
would likely be vory glad to hear personally from them,

The work among the Mexicans in Texas is bopeful and encour-
aging, and should be vigorously prosecuted,

As to the work in Cuba, ever sinee the noble Diaz told belore this
Convention, a few vears ago, the story of hiz conversion, and how he
bocame a Baptist, this body has felt a profonnd interest in his work.
Nothing, perhapsz, can better illustrate the thought that Home Mis-
sions sometimes are Foreign Missions at close rangs, or Foreign
Missiona at home, if vou will eXen=e the apparent anomaly, than this
work in Cula,  Converted in this conntry, he immediately goes back
to his own people, careying the bread and water of life.  And thos
we Delieve that one of the moest important and gigantic modern mis-
sionary movements was inangurated,  We hope that the Female
Sehool and Hoapital will be prozecuted to final and trinmphant ane-
cest, May Goal sbill continue to bless Diaz, spare his life, sanctify his
labors, and give him his heart’s desire in the sulvation of all his
peple !

The Board was organized in Mav, 1581, All the money on hand—
#3022 —wan turned over by =undav-school Committee. The Board
had to borrow $1,225.5% during the year to carry on its work, No
ineowe from publishers nor from pericdicals until December of that
vear. At Atlante, 1892, it reported all acconnts paid and a balance
of §1,250 on hand. It had made contributions in periodicals to needy
schoole of 336,32, Its assets were $4,030.03. Htarting thos with
almost nothing the Board had, in the three vears of its axistence,
paid to Snnday-school missions, and toweak and struggling schools,

in periodicals, e

The assets have increased in the two years from May, ]H'H Arom
$4,081 63 to $9,871.51, over one hundred per cent. An examuﬁmmn
of the actual orders given by the Corresponding Secretary to the
publishers for periodicals in April, 1882, and April, 150, shows an
increase in circulation of our perindicals of 95,500, Add together

MISSIOX WORK IN CITIE-,

The apostle Faul made cities the ohjective points of his apostalje
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evangelizing camipaigns,  In our days the demands of cities give an
added importance to the wisdom of his example, )

There is an increasing and an alarming tendeney to abandon the
country and to overcrowd the cities. Thiz incresses competition in
etandard busginess, creares an abnormal relationahip between capital
and labor, compels an unoecessary degree of poverty and, by reason
of all these conditions, aggravates the temptations and evils peculiar
to crowded commmannities,

In addition to these local demands for inereased mission work owr
cities are controlling the political forces of the entire country, In
this wav the secular and irreligions elements of our population be-
come banded against moral and Christian people even when the
latter may be in the majority.

The recognized evilz attending uorestricted immigration become
fegtering plazue spots in the larger cities.  Many of these foreizners
haviog little knowledge of our costoms and small respect for moral-
itv ar piety soon become the leaderz of the political life in onr cities,
Toexpect the local charches of any city, and especislly those that
must be necessarily weak when situated in the most needy neighhbor-
hoods to resist adequately an organized opposition that iz awaving
entire States, i3 unfair, shortsighted and saicidal.

Folitical economists now regard the problem of cities the greatest,
as it i= the most diffienlt, question of our Jday, Legislators confess
themselves incompetent to regnlate ite tendencies.  Being therefore
already & force of national importance in other respects, it must be
regarded 20 in its religions and evaneelical aspeocts, .

Centuries of experience muast open our judgments to the fact that
there is only one force competent to overthrow the strongheld of
=atan. Legislation, philanthropy and edocation are all excellent in
their way, bnt they are powerless to reach the canses of the diffieulty.
“ For the carnal mind isenmity againat God, and is not subject to the
law of God, neither indeed can be ™

There iz only one name by which we must be saved, and the spirit-
ual salvation carries with it the solution of social, political and even
educational problems,

Henee there devalves upon ns, in a donble degree, as citizens as
well as Christians, the duty of evangelizing our cities.  In the terri-
tory of the Convention are many cities, any one of which could ab-
sorh the rezonrees of our Home Board. With the means entrasted
ta it, the Home Board has been doing all that has seemed possible.
Pt the neeld is =0 urgent, and the work thos besan sutfers ao by con-
trast with what onght o be done, that vonr committes urges a more
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praveriuol consideration of greater appropriations at once to Inissinn
work amongall classes of our city populations.

sratnitonslv, There i no ageney kinown to yonr comuittes that js
Jdoing =a mnels at 2o little cost for enr migsions, the sxpense of
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the work of the Union covering postage, printing, ete., which is di-
vided between the two Mizsion Boards of the Convention. being only
21227004, The expense for the Christmaz offering, 147,51, was of
course borne L the Foreien Miszion Board, The attention of the
Convention has been called by the Corresponding Secretary of the
Foreign Mission Board to the error in the Treasurer’s Report of the
Board, v which =05,75 was charged to the expense of Woman's
Waork shonld have been charged to the expenzes of Missionary Day,

The Union reportz total receipts from Woman's Mission =ocieties,
as Feported by the Central Comanittees, for Howe Missionsz, =21 613560
for Foreign Missions, 223,504,100 ; 2545 more than for any previons
year except the Centennial vear. Awnd it is believed that these fig-
nres would be conziderably increased if all the funds collected by
the Waoman's Mission Societies, especially those for Christuas offer-
ing, conld have been correctly reported,

The Woman's Missionary Union works entirely under the divec-
tion of the two Mission Boards, It omidertakes only what these
Boards want done by it 1t seems to e important to emphasize this.

The Woman's Mizion work i= not, and thoze in charee do not
wizl it to be, independent work ; they arve the servantz of this Con-
vk,

Tt is highly sugzestive to make a comparison of growth in receipts
of onr Mizsion Boards for fone vears preceding the orsanization of
the Woman's Missionary Union with foar vears’ receipts since the
organization of the Union,

In the period 1884-8s the srowth in receipts for Foreign Missions
wis 54,0005 Tor Home 3isstons, 16956 In the period 15=0-07 the
growth in receipts for Foreign Missions was 225.016; for Home Mis-
glong, 828 400, and in thi= conmection it is but fair to eall attention
to the fact ihat at the beginning of the latter period the Miwion
Fiowses i Baltimore began their exceedingly helpful work of provid-
ing the varied and abundant and inexpensive literature relating to
mission work.

The committes desire to call the attention of the Convention to the
interesting Christmas offering work begun four vears ago.  Hesnlts
sﬂ.n:mh'ﬂc]neveuljuth}' the belief that there are great possibilities
in it, both educational and pecuniary.

Your cominittee on that part of the report of the Foreigu Mis-
sion Hoard, relating to the finances of the Board, beg leave to re-
port as follows:

I.—Tue Fory oF THE RErorT SUBMITTED BY THHE TREASURER.

The Convention is to be congratulated upon the remarkably
elear and satizfactory form in which the Boand has presented its
financial statement. The Treasurer has speceeded in so stating
bis aceounts that there is woe possible groond for anyone to mis-
understand the exact facts of the case, The report shows at a
clance, in the aggregate and in detail, just what funds have actu-
ally come into the handa of the Board, and exactly what the
Board has done with the funds over which it had control. It
shows also exactly what each Siate has contributed for Foreign
Mi=aions, and in conmeclion with the contribation of earh State
it shows also just what has been kKept back by the varions State
agencies as a charge upon the Board for collecting the Board’a
funds. It seems almost impozsible to conceive of a clearer, more
coneise or fairer form of statement of the finaneial operations of
the Board than is found in this part of the Board's report.  * He
who runs may read.’”

[I.—THE ToTAL AMOUNT GRATIFYING.

In view of the remarkable financial pressure of the year, and of
the fact that in the first months of the year the Board had to suf-
fer from changes in its ehief execotive oMeers, the tolal amonnt
received is very gratifying, While it is true the Board has to re-
port a heavy debt, to which speclal references will be made later,
it is yet true that the contributions for the dieced word have not
fallen far short of the previous year, and when we see what has
been the experience of =ome of the other Mission Boards as to this
matter of debt, we have great reazon to feel encouraged and very
thankful that our debt is no larger than it is.

IIL. —REnrcTion oF EXPENEES AND SALARIES,

The Board has shown a very commendable dizposition during
the year of hard times to reduce, and to keep down expens:s to
the lowest possible point, having reduced its own running expepses
al home, and have also made very material reductions in the
salaries of many of its missionaries—amounting in aome cases to
one-fourth of the whole amount of the aalary paid. Your com-
mittee do not mean to commend all of these reductions as wise,
uot being sutticiently informed as to the facts, We only wish m
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commend the disposition shown by the Board to reduce expenses
just o far as seemed possible and wise. “There s that with-
holdeth and it tendeth to poverty.” Amnd your committee have
no disposition to commend any kind of saving of expenszes exoapt
as dictated by wisdom, or necesaity, or both., At the same time
your committee cannot refrain from expressing their profoand
admiration for the noble mizsionariea, who, of their own accord
in =ome cases, have asked the Board to cat down their salaries in
order that the Board may be able more efficiently to perform the
wark entrusted to them. Soch men and women dezsrve to be
put upon & special roll of honor. Others would have done the
same but for the fact that circumatances with them made it impos-
aible. At thesame time the Convention ought to Enow, and bear
in mind, that this noble proposition was made by these mission-
arles In most, if not in all cases, for the expressed purpose of
enabling the Board to send to their help the reinforcaments which
are so imperatively needed.  Will the Convention consent to this
reduction, and yet fail to do that which the proposed redoction
was intended to secure? "We trust not.

IV.—Tarpiness ofF Pasrors anp CrurcHEs I8 Takixc Corn-
LECTIONS, £

Attention is ealled again to the fact that one main cause for
embarrasament to the Board, in the prosecation of its worl, ia
the fact that so msny pastors and chorches allow the first part of
the Convention year to go by without faking up any collections
for the Board, Many allow almost Lthe entire year to pass with-
out giving any attention to the matter, and then on the heels of
the year, just before the Convention meets, they hear the piteous
ery of the Becretary and rouse themselves up from Rip Van
Wiokle sleep, and strain & poiot and send in a collection—some-
times by telegraph—jost in time to get it entered. Meantime the
missionaries have been on the field, the drafts have been coming in
the Board has been driven to go ioto bank and borrow, and pay in-
terest, besides carrying aload of debt and anxiety. Avdit is to be
feared that some of these very negligent pastors and churches will
be among the first to listen to, and perhaps indulge in, talk about
“‘the large proportion of expenses and reeeipts.”  Brethren, theae
things ought mot to be. Tt is specially recommended that every
pastor here, and every pastor who reads this report, should im-
mediately write to Rav. K. J. Willingham, R.chmond, Va., and
state to him exactly what time he may expect the collection from
his ¢hurch. Tt is also recommended that the Secretary, ss soon
a3 he returns, shall enter into correapondence with the pastors of
as many of the best churches as possible, or with some leading
member of such churchea, and get an understanding a2 to the
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time of the year when he may expect collections from sucle
churches, and enter in & book prepared for the purpose a minute
of such agreements, and that he and the pastors to whom he
writes shall so time Az many collections as possible that this great
embarrassment and eost, from tardiness and neglect, may be
avoided.

V.—THE CosT To THE BoARD OF STATE AGENCIES,

The speclal attention of the Convention is called to the reler-
ence on page V. and to the showing of the treasurer's report on
page XLV of the report of the Board, as to the cost entailed
upon the Board by the various State agenecies for their collection
of fands for the Board. Tt is gratifying to note that in many of
the Statea this work ia being done by the State agencies without
any charge opon the Board. Cnaly five of the States and one as-
enciation are reported az keeping back any of the money con-
triboted for Forelgn Missions as a charge for work done by the
Htate agency, Ino four of these States so reported the charge upon
the Board cannot be regarded as excessive if any charge: are to
be made at all. For example, in Alabama the State Agency re-
taigs less the five per cent. of all the money it collectz for the
Board. In Kentucky it iz also less than five per cent. The
Georgia State Arency retains not quite six per cent. The Florida
State Agency not quite eight per cent. The committee feel
bound, however, to urge that in the case of the Texzaz State
Agency, and alzo in that of the Western North Carolina Convens-
tion, there is urging need for a readjustment of this matter of
coat of collecting the funda of the Board., Unless there i3 some
mistake in this loeid showing of the treasurer as to the facts,
the Western North Carclina Convention Ageney charged the
Board what it did, seventy per cent. of the eotire amount col-
lected, and the Texas State Agency has returned between tweniy-
four and twenty-five per cent. of all that hes been contributed in
Texns during the year for Foreign Missiona,

[The Secretary in Texas informs the committes that of the
25,157 retained, two hundred and fifty dollars were for payment of
a missionary by orderof the Foreign Mission Board, In that case
this amount ought oot to have been entered as charged by the
State Agency.]

OF course there is not the slightest reflection in this report upon
any of the honored bretbren who are connected with these
agencies, These are noble brethren, and they are hot carrying
out the policies adopted by this State Associations or Conven-
tiors. The committee felt bound to take the report of the Board
as given to them, and to call the attention of the Convention to.
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the fact that this large per cent. seems too great a tax upon the
funds which were contributed to be used upon forelgn flelds.

Your comroittee is not informed, and has not cared to seek
Information, 82 to the arrapgements made between the Board and
these different State Agencies. It ventures, however, fo eXpress
it as both a business and o Christian prineiple, that whatever is
done for the Foreign Mission Board by any agency of any kind
ought to be done only with the mutual understanding and con-
gent of both parties to the transaction; and the agreement as to
the matter of costs ought to be npon the principle that every cent
of the money contributed to Foreign Missions onght to go to the
foreign fleld, except only =0 much as may be actually needed to
pay the smallest possible cost of getting the balance to the field.
Your committes alao recommend that if any State Agencies agree
to act s agenta for the Foreign Mission Board, they ought to
regard themsslves as really agents, and be willing to ba poverned
by the rules pertaining to agents. They ought to render regular
acconnts showing, as nearly as= poasible, what work has been dooe,
and also make regular and prompt remittasees of all moneys col-
lected, and make such atatements of the sources from which snch
moneys are collected as will enable the Foreign Mission Board to
give dae credits and proper acknowledgments.

VI.—THE OBLIGATION T0 ELicrr, COMBINE AND DIRECT THE
ExERGIESR 0F THE DExoMINATION IN THE MATTER oF Cox-
TRIRTUTIONS.

It is to be feared that the Convention is not paying the atten-
tion required in the Constitution to the matter of eliciting, com-
bining and directing the energiea of the denomination in the
matter of contributions for carrying out its work, The time of
the Conveution i3 oceupled each year almost entirely with dis-
cussing fielda rather than ways and means, TLittle or no atten-
tian is paid the reports of the Vice-Presidents or to the agencies
for raising money.

There seemz to be tendency to go back to the old plan of
appointing Viee-Presidents, with a reference to their being orna-
mental rather than nseful. Bpecial attention is called to the by-
laws adopted at Columbus, Mississippi, years ago. And it is
urged that the Convention go back to the plan which made our
Viee-Presidents, as oar former Secretary declared shortly after in
one of his reports, the very right arm of the Convention.  The com-
mfittes recommend that great care be taken to appoint as Viee=
Presidents only those who will co-operate actively with the Board,
apd that .L-.p-ecial attention be paid each year to the reports of the
Vige Presidents a5 to work done by them. We also recommend
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most earnesily our Woman’s Missionary Union as one of our
moat efficient and economies]l agencies for solving this problem.
We believe there is a promise in this Woman's Work which has
not been reallzed—which indeed we are hardly yet in a position
to realize.

In view of the lmmense problem before us, it does seem, tono,
that if this matter of reaching the people for coutributions is to
be accorplished, some help ought to be allowed the Secretary,
either in the way of increase of clerical and organizing force in
the office, to attend to the endless details, or else some help ought
to be given him for reaching the people upon the figld.

VIL—THE IMEET OF THE BoARD.

Last but not least very special attention is called to the terrible
debt which hanga like & millstone around the neck of the Secre-
tary and of the Board. This debt ought somehow to be gotten
out of the way. Its continuapce will be ruinous. Homething
ought to be done at thia Convention to raise at lenst a portion of
it. The Secretary should be instructed to appeal to every Htate
Association, and to as many District 4 ssociations, and to a2 many
individuals as posaible, to clear the Board of this debt. No effort
should be spared to accomplish this result and to accomplish it
speedily.

SUGHESTIONS ABOUT YOUNG FEOPLE'S SOCIETIES,

It is many yvears since the need of specific work for young peo-
ple began to impress it=elfl upon pastors and churches, By the
forec of felt need the moverent began to extend and the last fow
vears have seen o marvellous inerease in the number of societies
and efficiency of work., There can be no doubl of the value and
permanency of this movement where wisely directed, At it= Inst
seaaion the Convention gave its approval to this line of effort
when denominational and as conteolled and directed by the
churches, Under the condition: as now exiating satisfactory
progress has been made. Tn view of this your committee would
affier the following suggestions :

WHerEAS, There is at this time o widespread movement in the
direction of the organization of Chriztian yvoung people into socic-
ties for various kinds= of study and work ; and

WitErEAS, This movement, 2o far as concerns the young people
of our churehes, gives promi=e of greal wood if wisely divected !
therefore

fesolveel, 1. That the Convention call the attention of the
chinrehes to this movement, suggesting to them the advisability
of taking the direction thereof each within itself.

fevaoderd, 20 That we recomnimend to the churebes the organiza-
tion, where practicable, of voung people's societies, unionz, or
whatever they may be ealled, or at leazst the helding of voung
people’s meetings, in which the voung people shall be abded in
the study of the Bible, our denominational history snd doctrines,
and of the work being corried on by us as a denomination: aod
in which they shall be stimalated to effort in the de velopment of
Christian character aud activity.

Reaofeeel, 3. We  recommend that these societies, unions, o
meetings, ns the ease may be, shall be strietly denomina tiona], g
=hall be under the control and direction of the local churelies, g
that any contributions they shall make shall be for the oljeets
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foatered by the churches and shall pa=s through the chureli-
treasury.

Jresofved, 4. That all guestions concerning the form these organ-
izations shall tike, and their combining into Associational, State,
or more general organizations, ought to be determined entirely by
the loeal chureh to which they belong, and which, under God,
has the right to direct their actions, according to his word.

Feaodfvedd, 5, That we earnestly commend to the churches the
apecial training of the yvoung people with regarnd to the specitie
work of this Convention as carrvied on by its three Boards,
Foreirn, Home and Sunday-schonl,

Fresalved, 6, That we recommend to all Young People's Bocieties
and the churches generally the Young People's Teader, published
by the Sunday-sehool Hoard of this Convention at MNashwille,

Teunessee, as pecalinrly adapted to aid them fo their study and
work.

Feeodved, 7, That we suggeat to the Sundayv-school Board the
preparation for distribution of sueh literature as shall be saitable
for use in the erganizalion and conduct of Young Peoples SBocieties
such literature to be in accord with the above recommendations.

Our Board bag Miszions in three Catholic lands, Ttalv, Brazil and
Mexico. Weare glad to report that the work in all these lands has
maile enconraging progress. In Italy, the basis of Baptist Mission
work in #onthern Europe, the vizible resulis are not great, but the
miszionaries feel encouraged. There 15 aseed time and a harvest
time, Muoch pood seed has been sown in Italy, and the Lord of the
barvest will aurely give us the froits,

The work in Brazil is not flattering, but very encouraging. The
revolution distracted the people and interfered with the labors of
the miszionaries, But much seed has been sown and not a few
precious sheaves have been gathered,  We shonld not forget that our
mizionaries in Brazil have to contend against a debilitating and on-
healthful elimate, One cacnot labor there more than four hours a
l.i!l}-‘.

Onr Mexican Missions have been very prosperonz, reporting two
hundred and seventy-seven (277) baptiamz. This field seems ta be
ripe for the harvest.  Perhaps we take an especial interest in Mexico
becanse she is our near neighbor.  Let uz not cease to pray for her,
but ket us alzo remember the other ields that are farther from home,

These papal fields are peculiarly diffienlt, The Catholics very nat-
nrally resent our work among them. They helieve that they are the
Lord's people, and that their chnrelh s the only charel. Our effort
to evangelize them seems to them to be nothing ot heretical pre-
sumption. In their work onr missionaries have to be as wise as ser-
pents and s hormless ns doves,  God has given us, in each of these
lands, & noble band of workers, wise, discreet, earnest, consecrated
men and  women, and we may expect glorions regalts from their
work,  From each of these fields comes information of the signally
snccessinl work of the printing press in spreading the gospel, and for
thiz good work aid iz asked,  We urge that soitable steps be taken
to supply this preat need,

We close this report with this suggestion : While we are warking
and praying for the salvation of Catholiez in Catholie lands, we
=hould not forget to work and proy for the salvation of Catholiee in
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onr own land. Thi: work can be admirably carried on by mizsion
schools, asis now done in 5t Lonis, Louisville, Baltimore, Charlestan

Soch was the promize of the Father God to his divine Son nearly
L.000 years before that Son paid the price of the world's redemption
with his own blood upon the eross.  Nearly 2,000 have passsed since
Chrigt died for ginners, and yet over two-thirds of the earth’s teem-
ing millicns are still without the knowledge of Christ and the Prince
of Darkness still rules in the hearts and over the lives of those
lost and ruined millions., Christ's chosen instromentality for the
conguest of this world is his own blessed gospel, and his appointed
agents for the preaching of this gospel * among all nations” are the
men and women who have been saved by his own precions blood.

To them he said, “Go ve into all the world and preach the gospael
to every creature.” To them He spid: “Lo, 1T am with yon alway
even unto the end."

Now to what extent are Sonthern Baptists fulfilling our Lord's great
eommission to “disciple all nations '

Forty nine vears ago the Southern Haptist Convention was or-
ganized. One year from now we pass the half centory mile post
What have we done and what are we now doing to prove to God
andithe world that we belizve the heathen are lost without the
gogpel, that Chrizt died to save them, and that he told us to go and
prreach the gospel to them ?

Listen—From the annual report of the Board we zather the fol-
lowing fauts:

Among the four hundred millions of Chiness we have fifteen male
andd twenty-three female missioparies, three ordained native preachers
and twenty-three native helpers, five churches and 1,077 members,
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Among the two bundred millions of Africa, we have four male and
five female missionaries, one ordained native preacher, six native
helpers, five churches and one hundred and sixty-six members,

Amaong the forty millions of Japan, we have ten young wen and
their wives, four native helpers, one chureh and thirty-one members,

The =outhern Baptist Convention, embracing a constituency of
nearly one and a hall millions of professing Christians, the largest
bady of Baptists in the world, is represented in the pagan field by
twenty-one male and thirty-one female missionaries, five native or-
dained preachers and thirty-four native helpers, vineteen organized
churches, seventy-one stations, and one thousand two hundred and
soventy-four church members.

Tnall the pagan world, coutaining eight bundred millions of hnman
beingz, and after forty-nine years since this Convenlion was organ-
izedd, we have fewer numbers Lhan are found in a number of onr home
churches, From these facts and statements it is evident that this
Convention is confronted with a great proctical problem, How shall
the obligation to give the gospel to the heathen be brought a= a living
igsue into all of our multitedinous churches, and laid as a personal
matter on the hearts of our vast membership? To do this iz the
work of this Convention, and in order to accomplish it wise, practical
methods ought to be devised. It i= no longer zafficient that we say
the right things in our speeches and reports; we must devise to do
the right thing.

Your committes venture to suggest that in some way the pastors,
eapecially of the stronger churches, lead out to a forward movement.
The wasted resonrees of many chnrches might thos be used to place
one hundred new missionaries in the field. Soch an example on the
part of sgome wonld be wonderfully stimulating to other churches of
less streneth.  There ought to be, and most be, gome way to turn the
untold waste of our churches to the supply of the pospel to the pers
ighing of the earth, and this Convention ov the Board ought to find
that way.

Our noble and Christly missionaries are earnestly, teariully plead-
ing for belp, May God help us, and show us what to do and how
to do the mighty work resting upon na.

THE WORK ON THE FRONTIER AND IN THE MOUNTAIN
REGIDNS,

The mountain region of Virginia is developing very rapidly in
mining and accompanying interests, and this ja bringing to that
gection large nimbers of foreigners, who nead the gospel, Weo can
only hopa to make good American citizens of them, as we can in-
flogmee them by the principles of Christianity, and to save them by
bringing them to the Chriat. Thuos the mountain region of the dear
old Mother State has become one of onr neediest fields, and we
have no higher daty than to help her evangelize these people.

The mountain regions of North Carolina, Tennesses, Georgia and
Alabama are already alive with Daptists, and every vear large ad-
ditional numbers of them are born from above. The need here is
that their powers should be elicited, combined and divected. This
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is coming, bat all too slowly. Blessed are the pastors and the mis-
gionaries who can do this work.

In nearly every State there is a frontier destitution, sueh as lies
in Bouthern and Southwestern Georgin, a region which is rapidly
filling wp with population, developed by railroads and mille, bat
where the progress of the gospel is not keeping pace with the mate-
rial growth.

In Texas there are three frontiers of magnificent distances, great
destitution and eplendid possibilities, East Texasz, fonth Texas and
West Texas, including the contignoms territory of New Mexico,
Hard aa the timea are, these vast regiona are being settled. There
18 nowhere elae for the people to go, and he who has an ear to hear
can already hear the tramp of the oneoming millions, The wisdom
of this generation bids ng preocenpy the ground. Onor missionary
shonld not wait to ride on the coweatcher of the first engine of the
new railroad, bat should already be on the ground ready to wel-
come the engineer and his passengers, preaching the goapel tothem,
and baptizing them as {ast as they believe.

Our Home Board has done all in ita power for Texas, From the
days of the Repuldie, when Jesse Mercer gave five thousand dollars
at ome time to inangurate this work, to this good hour the anoual
giftsof this Board to our Texas mizsion work have ranged {rom three
to ten thousand dollars. See what a great work has been aceom-
plished ! Nearly every strong church in the state was started as a
mission of thia Board, and ita helping hand has cheered and sus-
tained the toiling pastor and his feeble flock in nearly every neigh-
borhood in this broad domain,  And yet the work has hardly begon.
To plant missions and churches now in oar frontiers, is to do foun-
dation worlk, ia to inaugurate forees in a formative period. No liv-
ing man can even guess unto what anch work will grow.

In El Paso, the great gateway to old Mexico and New Mexico, we
have now a grand work., The American Choreh, under Missionary
Milliean, is taking on new life, and prepariog for great things, while
the Mexican Church, under Dr. Marchand, is doing a work second
to nome the Doard has ever (ostered. The Church is a working bady,
and the Lord is with them in great power,

Along the Roswell & Pecos Hailway, the Pecos and Penasco rivers
and valleys, the White Oake and the Bacrawento mountaine, there
are large and growing populations absolutely destitute of Mission-
aryv labor, except as Brother Stampe holds the fort at Kddy, and, as
a few brethren whose names are in the Book of Life, have vone to
war at their own charges,

In Los Croces, Iiona Ana, Hillsboro, Sacora, Albuguerque, Log
Vegas, and other towns and cities, a great and effectual door j=
opened for Mexican Miesions. The one hundred and filty thongand
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Mexicans there ave constantly raising the Macedonian cry. *' Come
over and help us.”’ '

Home Missions are the foundation of Foreign Missions. Let the
Baptista of the 2outh awake. God, in opportunity, is ealling to us!
The universe listens and waits! Shall we not hear and aet?

INCREASE OF CONTRIBUTORS.

For the fifty vears of the life of this Convention contributions to
all departments of the work of the Lord in our bands bave steadily
increnzed, While thiz iz a most gratifving fact, we are grieved to
pote the fewness of our contributors,

Over a million and a quarter of members of our churcbes give noth-
img to the cause of missions, It accords not with the word of the
Lord that some “ should be eaged and others burdened,’ but there
shonld be an eguality, not according to what a man hath not, bot ac-
vording to that he hath, The Seriptural ideal of an active, liberal
church in this line is briefly set forth in Paul’s order to the church
at Corinth: “ Upon the first dav of the week, let every one of you
lay by him in store as God hath prospered him."

Every member of every church, every week to every work; this
seems to have been the idea of the inspired apostle. If every Bap-
tist in the =outhern Baptist Convention should give one peuny every
week to missionz, our Boards wonld be burdened with a million daol-
larz each with which to 2end the Gospel over all the earth.

You committee, to whom was referred the work of the Viee-
Presidents of the Boards, beg to report as followa:

FOREIGN MIBSION EBOARDS.

W. L Bledsoe, of Alahaoma.—The relations batween the Forelgn
Mission Board and the State Mission Board are fraternal, cordial
and co-operative. Continued and earnest efforts bave been made
by the State Board and Viee-President to add to the number of
churches contributing and toincreasing the contributions of thoze
co-operating. Many tracts and hundreds of coples of the Journal
have been distributed, largely in the roral districts. A larger
number of chorches and Sunday-schools than ever before have
been enrolled as contributors,

S M, Hart, of Avkansas, - Hearty co-operation exists between
the State Board and the Foreign Mission Board, Through appeals
in the State papers and many letters to cburches, more churches
have contributed than in any previous year. Several thousands
of pages of mission literature have been scattered, and there has
been an increased demand for the Foreiga Mizdon Jowrnel, Many
churches send directly to the Hoard, and do not report to the
Viee-President, hence the list of contributing churches and Sno-
day-schools is limited.

W, L. Kifpateiek, of Georgic.=Georgia has a State Board of
Missions which looks after the Foreign, Home and State worl,
Rewv, J. (i, Gibson, of Atlanta, Corresponding Secretary. Every
pastor in the State is appealed to; some do not respond. Mission-
ary literature is well distributed over the State, chiefly through
the State papers. Every church and Hunday-school is enrolled
and reached both by press and in associational gatherings.

Wo W0 Fardner, of Kentweky.—The Board works through the
Htate Board, and thas raisss more money at less than one-half the
former expense for agencies, The relation is cordial and harmo-
mious, Many churches and pastors are enlarging their contribu-
tions, and a number have adopted the combined plan of mission
work. A large number of tracts on missions has  been distributed,
among them about one thousand copies of “The Heathen Lost
Without the Gospel.” Several bundred copies of the Foreign
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Mission Jowrace! have been distributed and several clubs raised.
The statistical report of the State Mission Board will have the
number of contributing churches and Sunday-schools enrolled.

¢ W, Tomkics, of Lowisiana,—The relation between the Foreign
Misgion Board and the State organization iz barmonicus and
helpful. Despite the great stringency in money, the State has
made a small advance over last year in point of contribution.
The Foreign Mission Jowrnad, a great number of tracts and other
literature have been distributed, and the State paper has been
freely used to keep the subject before the churches, The outlook
ia hopeful.

AL V. Nogfsingee, of Mississippl,—0Our State Board has under its
supervision all mission work., Due time and attention is given
the Foreign Mision work before all our meetings with perfect
harmony. The Vice-President has urged pastors to keep this
subject before their churches ; has freely used the columns of the
Htate paper, and has operated throogh the Sunday-school and
Miszion societies, The distribution of literature has done, and is
dolng, great good, The quarterly exercises of the Sunday-school
is training the children to be missionaries. Have no list of
churches and SRonday-schools contributing exeept that in the
Minutes of the Htate Convention,

M J Breaker, of Mizsouri—The Missoari Baptist General As-
soiation has entire control of the collections in BMissouri, henes
the Viee-Pregident can do little more than to keep the Board in-
formed of the progresa of events and bring the suggestions of the
Richmond Board. Besides the Viee-President has distributed
several hundred copies of the Journoaf and made half o dozen ad-
dresses before churchos apd Associations.

f. Van Devenfer, of Noefh Corefina,—Ouor State organization
stands by the Foreign Mission Board in its work and methods.
An effort has been made to have the work represented at every
Agaociation.  Private letters and the denominational paper have
‘been used to this end. Ooe haodred copies of the Foreign Missioe
Jowrno! have been sent to pastors each month for wise distribu-
tion, and many tracts have been sent out. An effort has been
made to interest the Sanday-schools, and some suceess has been
attained,

S H Snow, of Tennessee,—The relation between the Htate or-
eanization and the Foreign Mission Board is most pleasant. The
Hecretaries do what they can for Forelgn Missions, ind all money
for that purpose i= handled without cost. Private lotters and
communications through the Htate paper have been sent aut and
addresses made as opportunity afforded to get contributions from
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the churches, Jowrnais and tracts have been distributed whenever
and wherever there was probability of good results. Only a par-
tial enrollment of the churches and Sunday-schools has as yet
been made, as all the minuatea of Associations have not been re-
ceived by the Vice-President.

A. J. 8 Phowas, for South Ceroling;  No organic connection
between the State Board and the Foreign Miszion Board., The
Secretary of the State Board speaks and works in behalf of For-
eign Missions, and he and the missionaries of the State Board
collect and forward money for missions without cost to the For-
eign Miszsion Board., Efforts are made to reach every church and
every member of every chureh. The Viee-President attended al-
most every Association ; presented the claims of the Board ; dis-
tributed journals apd tracts. This was done in epnnection with
other work and without cost to the Board, The Central Commit-
tee has dupe a great deal of work in scattering missionary litera-
ture, and in working among the women and ehildren. An im-
perfect roll of churches and Sunday-schools may be found ina
file of Association minutes.

B, . Careoll, for Texas. The Forelgn and State Boards are in
o operation.  For several years the Foreign Board has had its
own agent in Texas, Bat for the last yvear thiz agent has repre-
sented the Btate mission work also. Every church in Texas has
een written to more than once. Many of them visited. Work
improving in this direction. Many thouzand pages of literature
distributed, Journals cireulated, ete. The Sunday-schools are
not helping as they ought, and hundreds of churches are still
gilent, doeiog nothing for missions,

BEUNDAY-SCHOOL BOAHRD.

W. L Giraee, af Tennessee —Tennezsee 2tands firmly by the Son-
day-school Board, gratefully appreciating the location of the
Board at our capital. At the last session of our State Convention
a resplutlion was nnanimonsly adopted in which oceurred the fol-
lowing language: * We most earnestly request the people of our
Btate Lo give every poszible encouragement to the work of this
Board by recommending and using its literature.” The work of
the Board has been generally indorsed by our Distriet Associa-
tioms. | have presented the claims of the Board and introduced
the literature into five new echools recently organized, which was
received with marked favor.

W, 0 Lowery, of Mississippi.—A large number of our churches
have sdopted the Convention Series within the last year, and the
tendency is in that direction, with no opposition in the State to
our Board. The work of the Board was geperally represented al
our District Associations, and good was thus accomplished,  The
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worls has been pushed through the State paper and by public
addresses, and the cutlook iz encouraging.

F. €. Mo(Connell, of Georgic.—The effort to have the work rep-
resented at each District Association resulted in a much wider
appreciation of the work of the Doard, The Mission feature of
the literature is one that commends it as preéminently suited to
the work we desire to do among the children. The steady and
marvelous growth of the work of the Doard, both in point of
wark done and popular favor, is exceedingly gratifying.

E. T, Forrester, af Smah Coroling.—An effort was madde last
fall to secure the services of a loeal representative in each Assoei-
ation in the State, and to distribute samples of literature which
were sent to such reprezentatives. The Associations very gener-
ally passed resclutions recommending the ehurches to use our
literature. It is believed that the Missionary feature of our lit-
erature will effect a much needed missionary education and that
the Convention Series has made very substantial growth with
Bouth Carclina Baptists,

put the Convention Bunday-sehool literature into every part of
Kentucky, and but little eftort was necessary to sueceed. So far
