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CONSTITUTION.

We, the delegates from missionary societies, churches, and
other religious bodles of the Baptist denomination in varipus
partz of the United States, met in conventlon in the city of Au-
gusta, Ga., for the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent
intentions of our constituents by organizing a plan of eliciting,
combining, and directing the energles of the whole denomination
in one gacred affort to the propagation of the gospel, agree to the
following rules of fundamental principles:

AmrtTicie I, This body shall be styled the “Southern Bapiist
Convention "

Art. TI, It shall be the design of the Convention to promote
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con-
nected with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this
purposa such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United
Statez as may desire a general organization for Christian benev-
olence, which shall fully respeet the independenése and eqoal
rights of the churches.

ArT. III. The Convention shall consist, (1) of brethren who
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodles contributing
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of
one delegate for every §250 actually paid into the treasuries of
the Boards during the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April
next preceding the meeting of the Convention: (2) of one repre-
seatative from each of the District Associations which cooper-
ate with this Convention, provided that such representative be
formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa-
tion, and his election certified to the Secretarles of the Conven-
tion, either in writing or by a copy of the printed Minutes.

Anrt, IV, The officers of thizs Convention shall be a President,
four Viee-presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who =hall, in event
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act a8 such officer,
and two Secretaries, who zhall be electad at each annual meet-
ing. and hold their offices until a new election: and the officers
of the Convention shall be, sach by virtue of his office, memberg
of the several boards.

ArT. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting ag
many Boards of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary
for earrying ont the benevolent objeets it may determine to pro-

mote—all of which Boards may continue in office until & new
election. Bach Board shall consist of a Preaident, Vicepresi-
dents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem-
bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall
form a guornom for the transaction of business: provided, that
any of the Boards may have the zame person to fill the two posi-
tlonz of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer. To each Board
shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the en-
tire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with
whose interest it shall be charged: all of which management
shall be in strict aceordance with the constitutional provisions
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may
be given from time to time Each Board shall have power to
make such compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it
may think right, fill the vacancies occeurring in itz own bodies,
and enact its own By-lawa.

Art. VI The Treasurer of each Board shall falthfully account
for all moneys received hy him, keep a regular entry of all re-
ceipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the Con-
ventlon whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as often
as required. He zhall alzo, on enterlng upon the dutiez of his
office, give competent security to the President of the Board for
all the stocks and funds committed to hiz care. His books shall
be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the Con-
vention and of its Board. No moneys shall be pald out of any
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board
from whose treasury the mone¥ is to be drawn, which ordar
shall be signed by the presiding officer,

Amt. VII. The Corresponding SBecretaries of the several Boards
shall malntaln intercourse by letter with such individuals or pub-
lic bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may require.
Copies of all such communications, with their answers, if any,
shall be kept by them on file,

ART. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the zeveral ooards
shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other
documents as may be committed 1o them for the purpose.

Apr. IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents ap
pointed by the Conventlon, or by any of its Boards, shall be
members of some regular church in union with the churches
compozing this Convention.

Apr. ¥, Misslonaries appointed by any of the Boards of thia
Convention, mugtl pre\rinuﬁ to their appnintment, furnish evi-
dence of genunine piety, fervent zeal in thelr Master's cause, and
talents which fit them for the service for which they offer them-

selves,

ArT. ¥1. The bodiea and individuals composing this Conven-
tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which
their contributions shall be applied. But when no such speeifica.
tion iz made. the Convention will make the appropriation at its
own diserstion.

ArT. XII. The Convention shall hold its mestings anoually, but
extra meetings mav be called by the President, with the approba-
tion of any of tha Boards of Managers. A majority of the attend.
ing delegates shall not be necesgary to make a quoram for the
transaction of business, The President, or, In the event of his
death, any of the Vicepresidents of the Convention, may, at the
request of two of itz Boards, change the time and the place of
meeting of this Convention, when It may be deemed by him in-
expedient to convene at the time of place appointed.

Awnt, XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirdz of the members
prescnt at any annual meeting of the Convantion.




BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligations resting on the Convention to
endeavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, eom-
bine, and direct the energies of the whole denomination in one
pacred effort for the propagation of the gospel, we adopt the
following By-laws:

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the
closest possible conhection with the State Boards, where such ex-
ists, in such a way as shall he mutually agreeable, and in other
cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may deem
best. in both casés providing for the necegsary expenses incurred,

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be in-
structed to secure frequent distribution of information relating
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other-
wize, a2 may be found expedient among the maszs of the people.

3. That the Committes of the Nomination of New Boards he
Inztructed to nominate, as Vice Pregidents of Boards, men known
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their
own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the con-
trary, men who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Con-
vention. These Viee Presidents shall be expected to co-operate
with the Boards, both glving and receiving suggestions as to
work to be dome, and they also shall be expected to present at
the next segsion of the Convention a brief report in writing of
what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions
they mav have to offer 4g to the conditions and needs of their
regpective fieldzs, It shall be the duty of each Becretary in due
time to furnish the Viee Presidemt of his Board with suitable
blanks for such reports, and to call thelr attention to this article,
and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation of
these reports. In case any Vice President appointed is unable ar
unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it ghall
ba the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person who can,
and request him to do =0 and, furthermore, the Vice President
for each State ghall be desired, as speedily as possible, to prepare
a roll of the asgociations, churches, and Sunday schools inm that
State, to be used for the distribution of information, and to as-
cortaln as far as possible which of the churches and Sunday
gehoole are contributing to the funds of the Board and the annuoal

amounts, and to make systematic effort each year to increage the
number and amount of such contributions.

4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Convention
what special effortz they have been able to make toward carry-
ing out the object of theze Byv.laws,

5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards
each vear, a committee of five gshall be appointed, to whom shall
be referred so much of these reporte as pertains to the carrying
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Viee Presidents.

6. The President, Vice Presidents, and Secretaries of the Con-
vention shall be elected by ballot; proeided, howeeer, that when
there is only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if
there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for the
Convention.

7. Applauze on the floor of the Convention is out of order, and
it shall be the duty of the presiding officer promptly to suppress
all such demonstration.

8. These By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority vote
except on the last day of the Conventlon,

Your committes appointed at the meeting of the Southern
Baptist Convention held in Louisville, Kentucky, May, 1898, to
make & thorough examination of the business affairs of our
Sunday School Board, wonld say that we were given unlimited
access to everything possessed by the Board, and endeavored to
make our examination as thorough as if we were probable pur-
chasers, We beg leave therefore to make the following report:

ALSSHTE,

1, We found the real estate of the Board to consist of a house
and lot well located, and worth more than the value placed upon
it in the reportzs of the Board. The building is well cared ior,
economically occupled, and judiciously managed. While the
building has not the desired conveniences for the work of the
Board, we think it can be made to zerve for the present. As
soon as the Board msees its way clear, we consider it important
that a much larger and mere modern building be erected, where
we can do our own printing and be of more genoml zervice to
the denomination.

2, We made a careful examination of the Reserve Fund of the
Board, At the time of our examinotiom the amount of the
Reaerve Fund was $290560. Thizs amount was carefully loanad
oiit at gpood interest. and amply secured by mortgages and eol-
lateral securities. On inguiry we learned that the entire fund
conid be cagzhed on a few days’ notice,

1. The minor assets we found conservatively valued in the
reports of the Board to the Conventiom,

DENOMINATIONAL APPROPRIATIONS,

Cutslde of thousands of dollars the Board collects each year
in the form of boxes for missionaries and cash for distribotion
throngh the Home and Foreign Mission Boards, we found that
during the Convention year ending April 30th, 1899, the denomi-
nation received for destitute schools and mission fields, in gifts
of Bibles, literature, and cash, out of the earnings of the Board,
more than $11,000. Viewaed as a business enterprizse we con-
sider that the Board pays the Baptists of the South most hand-
gomely for their patronage.

LOGEES,

Ag logzes oceur in all business enterprises, we looked into this
matter, and found that the percentage of the losses of the Board
iz ahout one-half that which sound business men caleulats on in
gafe and conservative business undertakings—or one-half of one
per cent.

2t
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BUBINEZ2E METHODS,

Wa found the business methods carefully executed, and all
orders promptly filled and forwarded. In the order department
great care is taken to keep full and complete records of all
tranzactions by counter checking the receipts.

The Treasurer and Custodian of the funds is a bonded officer,
whose bond is approved by the Board and held by its President.
It iz deemed advigable 10 make the bond even larger, because of
the inerease in the Reserve Fund.

PURLISHING DEPARTMENT,

We feel that the Sunday School Board deserves eredit for its
gtart in publizhing Bibles, books, tracts, etc. We recommend
that they continue along this line In a guiet way wntil they have
enlarged facilities for such work.

We desire to commend most heartily the Book Endowment
Fund. From a business point of view, as well as otherwise, it
has proven to be a great success. We would call the eareful
attention of thogse who have money to the fact that $500 given
to thiz fund will be still enlarglng and working for good in the
far off years.

PERIODICALS,

We examined the perlodiealz of our Convention side by side
with those of other houses of our own and other denominations,
and with a feeling of pride we say we believe ours are as good
ag any published by any house North or South, except in the
cage of the Kind Words paper, where we recommend the enlarge-
ment and improvement, which can readily be made in the hands
of our new and efficlent editorial Secretary.

Your committes is of opinion that the affaira of the Sunday
School Board have been wisely meanaged under the leadership
of our Corresponding Secretary. With cur cordial co-operation,
and under his gnidance, we helieve the Bunday School Board has
a great future.

Your eommittes appoloted to conduct the educational cam.
paign in connection with the year 1300 would respectiully report:

I. WORK ASBIGNED TO THE COMMITTEE.

An examination of the report under which this committes wasg
appointed, one year ago, will show the following things to be
Eept in mind and aimed at by the committes:

(1) Im Gewerupl. To securs the ohservance by our Baptist
churches of the year 1900 as a memorial year, in which special
effort zhould be made to more fully inform our people of the
gracions fullness of the divine blesging received during the past
century, and to better organize and equip them for the mishty
work that lies before them in the century to come.

() More specifically. Im trying to remach thiz general aim the
committes were instructed more specifically to have regard for
the following things:

a, To try to enlist the denomination in thanksgiving to God
for his great mercies and blessings upon our denomination and
its work during the past century.

b, To make special effort to interest and inform our people as
to the denominational life of fthe century now closing, and in
regard to all the departments of our work as now belng con-
ducted.

¢. To seek to bring about a better organization and equipment
of our peaple for the work which lies before them in the centary
to come.

{31 Plan suggested for reaching these aims. For reaching these
aima the Convention ordered this committee to work for the
accomplishment of the following objects:

(1) To make special arrangements for the accurate enroll-
ment of the churches and pastorz and several leading members
in each church within the bounds of the Convention; and for
securing annual tabulated statements of the comtributions of the
churches for the wvarious objectz of the Convention; and for
gecuring such other informatlon as may be deslred.

(21 To make special provigion for the preparation and cireu-
lation of such teacts. pamphlets, and other literature ag may be
peeded to inform our people concerning the objects specified.

(3] To secure in each State the appointment of a State com-
mittes of five, which wonld co-operate with the commities of the
Convention.

{41 To secure through these Btate commitieess the appointment
of a committes of five in each distriet association, which would
also co-operate with this committes of the Convention,

(5) To secure through these District Associational Com-
mittees a committes of three in each local church., which would
also co-pperate with this committes of the Convention.

{f) To secure in each State body, and in each Distriet Asso-
eiation, at least one segslon to be devoted to thi= centennial
movement, and to secure in each church, If possible, at leagt one
meeting in each guarter for this purpose.

1I. WORE DONE BY THE COMMITTERE.

{1} Enraliment of chorches and pastors and leymen. The chalr
man of the committee started upon the matter of this enrollment
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of our 18000 or more churches and their pastors, etc. He soon
found himself in a wilderness, Just as he began to realize the
enormousness of the task and the amount of correspondence
that wonld be required, his attention was called to the fact that
our very able and remarkable Statistical Secretary, Dir. Lansing
Burrows, had tor eighteen yvears been quietly doing this very thing,
and that he had in his nossession a completed 1t of the churches
of each State, admirably arranged in alphabetical order, accord-
ing to district associations, with the clerks and their post offices,
all constantly revised and brought down to date. Dr. Burrows
kindly placed at the disposal of your committee this invaluable
list, and to-day the Home amd Foreign and Sunday School Boards
and the Woman's Missionary Union, each, have a complete copy
of it at no expense except the actual cost of copying. Several
extra copies have also been made for other anticipated uses in
connection with thiz movement, The Convention will never
understand the debt that it owes Dr. Burrows for this work until
it enters fully upon its work of systematically eliciting and com-
bining the energies of our denomination. Then it will realize
that he has literally made a highway for it in the wilderneess.

The committee has worked towards the further enrollment of
leading members of each church, in itz effort to secure a com-
mittee of three in each church who couwld be depended upon 1o
co-operate with va in their respective churches. How much has
heen done in this line will appear later in this report.

(2) Prepovation and cirewlation of teacls, pemphlets, ete. This
matter was put in the hands of a sub-committee, consisting of
Dra. Tichenor, Willingham, Frost, Burrows, and 3, H. Ford.
This committese has arranged with different brethrem for the
preparstion of eight or ten traets, covering nearly all the sub-
jects which it is incumbent on this committee to have discussed
during the present movement. The alm of Lthe committee in this
work so far has been to prepare ammunition for those who
speak, rather than literature for the masses. We are greatly
indebted to Miss Armstrong, Corresponding Secretary of the
Woman's Mizssiopary Union, for arranging for and supervising
the printing of thiz literature. The Bunday School Board, of
Mashville, has agreed to look after its distribution. This com-
mittee has also arranged a suggested programme for the pro-
posed mestings, which iz respectfully submitted to the Conven-
tion for zuch modifieations as it may see [it to make therein.

(31 Appointment of Slate Commillees. Binee the first of Janu-
ary the Cheirman of your Committee has had a stenographer
employed for all her time, frying to get the various commit-
tees appoinied as directed. He first entered into correspondence
with the State Secretaries to secura the names and addresses
of the committecs which had already been appointed, and to
gecure through the State Boards the appointment of committees
where none had becn appointed. He thus seeured, amd has on
file a complete list of the State committees.

4% Ar_lr.lrﬁr.lhl.u nt of Firrtrict Assacintion f.'r’-irlmiﬁm-xl Ha then
entered into correspondence with all of these State committees
to gecure the appointment of a committee of five for epch Dis-
trict Asseeiation. At the time of writing this report pa has
suceesded in getting a list of committees for all tya District
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Associations in all the States except South Carolina, Mississippi,
and Arkansas. He has failed thus far in these States. The
District Association committees, as obtained, are all entered up
in the office In such a manner as to enable an easy reference to
them whenever desired.

18) Appointnient of Loeal Cherch Committees. The next step was
to enter into correspondence with all the Distriet Association
Committess, several hundred in mumber, to secure the appoint-
ment of a Committee of threa in each local church.  Thus far
we have received a list of these chureh committess, as follows:
In Alabama. for each church in 17 Associations; in Florida, for
each church in 1 Association; in Georgia, for each church in
15 Asggociations: in Kentucky, for each church in 14 Associa.
tions; in Misspuri. for each choarch in ¢ Assoclatlons; in North
‘Carolina, for each church in 18 Assoclations; in Tennesaee,
for ench chureh in 4 Associations; jn Texas, for each church in 12
Agsociations; and in Virgloda, for each church in 5 Associations.
These apecial church committees are all 20 filed as to make it
2asy to turn to any one of them at any time. It can be readily
seen that it has involved an immenge amount of corr'e:s.pnnr]-ence
to secure these lists of church committees. In many, many
cages brethren have had to be written to several times, We
have also sent to the various denominatiomal papers notices
and explanations and newspaper articles aggregating 148, Much
other ineidental corfespondence has had to be ecarried on in
connection with this work.

(6) Special Meetings, Your committee has done practically
nothing as yet towarda trying to secure special meetingz in
the interest of this movement. Hesides the enormonz amount of
work necessary to a proper shaping of things for such meetings
and the necessary delay ineident to this preparatory work, we
hawe feli that the propor place for the starting of such meetingz
was the Bonthern Eaptist Convention itself, which inangurated
the movement, and proposes to carry it on. The Conwventicn
made arrangement & vear ago to devote at this session a day
to thiz object. Our hope and our expeetation have been that
at this meeting the proper kernote wonld he struck and the
proper impetnz given to the movement, so that it would be
eagier to secure the proposed mestings in the State Conventions,
the District Associations, and the churches. We cannot but
teel that much of the success of other meetings will depend
upon the suecosz of the one at this Convention.

IT1. BUGEESTIONS,

Your committese would suggest, first of all, that there iz dan-
ger lest this movement dwindle into a mere celebration, or
glorification, of pazt achievementz and present greatness, rather
than prove (tzelf to be a movement for laying broad and deep
the foundations for greater achlevemeols in ithe future. [f 3o,
it will only be “ag a vapor which appeareth for a little while
and them vanisheth away.”

2. We suggest further that, in all the meetings that are held,
the supreme test of everything proposed should be its practical
bearing upon the future. Thanksgiving and pralse to God for
mercies received should be made incentives to greater efficiency,
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What we need most of all is to gird ourselves and wheel int.
line for the work of a new century.

% We suggest further that the hest possible use that the
Convention can make of this eentury occasion will be (o use it
for impressing itzell more profoundly with the real purpose of
its existence. and for such a modification or rehabilitation of its
plans as will enable it to carry out its own resolution, adopted
one year ago, to better organize and eqguip ourgelves for the
mighty work which lies before us in the century to come. Fifty-
five vears ago the Convention came into existence, and adopted
a constitution declaring in its opening sentence that the pur-
pose of the Convention's existence was “to carry into efect the
bepevolent intentions of its constituents by organizing a plang
of eliciting, eombining, and directing the energios ol the whole
demomination in one sacred efort for the propagation of the
gospel.” More than half a century haz been spent, and the
plan adopted has not yet enlisted onehalf of onr churches, mor
one-tenth of our membera. Is it not time to reexamine a plan
which, after such a trial of its merits, hag come g0 far short ¢!
accomplishing itz avowed puorpose? I8 mot this turn of ‘he
century a gocd time for earnest inquiry into our whole plan of
work? Cannot the Convention provide for zome more efficient
plan for enlizting our people in the sacred work of missions?

HECOMMENDATIONS,

1. We recommend that the Convention devote itself for the
next few years to the special object of eliciting and combining
the energics of the whele denomination in the sacred effort for
the propagation of the gospel: that whatever else may come
before it in the meanlime, this one thing be allowed all the
time and consideration that may be needed; that it concentrate
its thought and attention and prayera and efforts upon this,
zaying, “This one thing we do.”

2. We most earnestly recommend the continuation and more
effactive progecution of the work only begun by this committee
in seeking out unenlisted churches and individuals. We haye
Been able to do just enough of it to see the vast possibilities of
such a worl., Our Eoards necessarily give themselves largely to
the support of the miszionarviezs on the field, and it is of prims
importance that some agency he employed whose special object
ahall be te enlist every member of every church in all the work
of the Convention, As the best method of accomplishing this
end. we recommend:

(11 That the three Boards of this Convention each appolnt
n Committee of three, as they appoint other committess, which
committees shall constitute a joint committee of eo-operation.
This committes shall have the authority to employ a Secretary
of Cowoperation and such other agencies as may he deemed
necessary to do the work hereln contemplated. The expenses
of thiz work shall he borne equally by the three Boards,

The special work of this Committee of Co-operation shall be
to labor systematically and persistently fo secure the aetjve and
regular co-operation of every church within onr hounds ip the
work of each of our Doards, and. as far as possible, personal cof-
tributicns from every member of every chureh: that ip thos
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laboring, this Committes of Co-operation shall represent impar-
tially all the Boards of the Convention, presenting such a sched-
ule, or apportionment, of contributions and other kinds of sup-
port as may be agreed upon by the Convention.

[2) That the committee of nine request the State Conventions
to appoint 8 committee of three to co-operate with sald com-
mittee, in each State.

[3) That the officers of the Boards and the President and
Vice Presidents of the Convention, and the Viee Presidents of
the different Boards, he expected, as far as they can do so0 con-
sistently with other duties, to cooperate with this committes
in the work asgigned to it, the several Boards to furnish this
Committes of Co-operation such literatore as it may require for
eireulation, and such other help as may be mutually agreeabls,

(4) That the Woman's Missionary Union, through its central
office, and through its various socleties, be especially requested
to co-operate with this committee in the effort to induce every
church to take regular collections, and every member to malke
regular contributions.

(5) We recomnmend that the entire matter of the observance
of the year 1800 be committed especlally to this Commities of
Co-operation, and that the main concern of this Committes for
ithe coming year shall be to endeavor to carry out successfully
the ideas of the Convention as to this movement.,

(6) We recommend that in view of the additionzl expenzs
which is here proposed, the Committee of Co-operation add to
the proposed educational campaign the work of tryving to induce
& collection at avery cemtennial meeting, in so far as this can
he done without friction with the State Boards, and that the
procesds be divided between the Hoards of the Convention and
the respective State Boards upon stch a basis as can be agreed
upon between this Committee and different State Doards, and
that in view of this division of proceeds the State Boards be
requested to co-operate with thiz Committes in making thea
mﬂ?ETﬂE'I'It A BUCCESS.

(7T) Wa recommend that the Woman's Missionary Unlon, aux-
iliary to the Southern Baptist Convention, be specially requested
to co-operate through its various societies with the Committes
of Cooperation in trying to make thig obgervance of the yvear
190 a suceess, as well as in the more permanemt work sug-
geated of securing regular collections from all our churches and
from all our members.

CORCLUSION.

In making the foregoing recommendations, especially the one
pertaining to the creation of a new agency, your committes are
oot unmindful of the fact that an additional expense 18 involved.
“There is” however, “that scattereth and yet increaseth, and
there iz that withholdeth more than is meet, but it tendeth to
poverty.” Tt iz useless for the Convention to hope to enlizt in
mizzlons over a million five hundred thousand people in its work
without spending the amount of money necessary to inform
the people as to its aims and enlist them in itz work. No busi-
pess man or business corporation hesitates to zpend the money
neceggary (o make their business a success. The children of
light should be as wise in their generation. Not to be so is
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to be “penny wize and pound foclish,” This is an immense
buziness which the Convention is proposing to carry on. It ia
bound to cost money, and especially 20 at first, if carried on suc-
cessfully, The Convention cannot afford to toke counsel of its
fears. It must exercise large sense as well as religion, and
“wisdom will be justified of her children.” The propoged ex-
pense divided between the three Boards will not add very
materially to the expenses of either. 1f the advance movement
results as it ought to do, besides educating our denomination
up to denominational efficiency, and stopping the enormous
waste of rearing gemeration after generation of untrained
churches, it will soon return to each of the Boards many times
what it will cost them, “good measure pressed down, and
shaken together, and running over” Your Commities believe
that such an agency of co-operation is needed fo supplement
and properly correlate before the people the interests of the
separate Boards, The past fifty years of experiénce, as well uz
the gpecial condition of affairs in our Southern States, makes
ug feel that this immense work of eliciting and combining the
cnergies of the whele denomination cannet be accomplished by
the separate Boards, each charged with a vast responsibility
of aupervigion of flelds in addition to the raising of money, and
each tempted all the time to press its appeals only where it can
zoet the largest and guickest returns, and pressing them often-
times at the cost, or to the hurt, of the others. The Century
Movement wpon which we have entered, if carrlied through as
begun, will lay well the foundation for such a new effort, and the
entrance upon a4 new century, after fifty yveara of experience,
furnishes an awspicious oceasion for its inauguration.

The papal fields of the Foreign Mission Board ecover a terrl-
tory more than onehalf larger than the Tnited States, inhabited
by more than 65,000 M0 persons. In these fields the Board spent
last vear 358,377, sustaining 89 workers, who served B2 churches
and 104 out-statiops, with a membership of 2,778, of whom 473
were baptized sinee the last report, a number greater than the
baptiams in all the forelen fields of the Convention a few vears
ago.

The oldest of these fields is [talv. The work was begun hera
about thirty vears ago. Thiz hag been in some respects the
hardest field of the Convention, but faithful work has been done,
and good results have followed. A better day 18 coming for
Ttaly: but this worll greatly needs strengthening,. We are glad
that the Board is looking for another man for Italv, May the
Lord guide it to the man of his own choice!

In Mexico a good year's work has bheen done. There has heen
many hindrances, especially sickmeas in the families of the
mizsionarieg: but the Lord has been present and the work has
prosperad. Harmony and co-operation everywhere prevail, The
reeopening of Madeira Institute is especially gratifying, and it
is greatly to be hoped that the Board will seon see lts way clesr

to enlarge its teaching force in this school and to reopen Zara
Goxa Institute. Tt iz beyond dispute that strong and abiding
et-'a_l‘l.gﬁliz&tinn must be accompanled by the prometion of edu-
cation. Thiz has been proved tc be true in our own country
and on every miszion field, and Mexzico can be no exception.

The work in Brazil has been glorious. The gospel is spread-
ing over many parts of the republic, 431 baptlsms are Indeed
a cheering record. And the co-operation of the various missions,
especially in publication work, is particularly gratifying and is
an angury of great cheer and hope.

Already Erarzil iz becoming one of our most fruitiul flelds.
One-third of all the baptisms of the Board are reported there.
It is especially appropriate that Baptists should seek to bring
to the simplicity of the gospel of Christ thoze whom Rome has
g0 long blinded with her errors. We are the best exponents of
a gospel which Rome has perverted. This great distinetion God
has given us not to make a ground of boasting, but to use for
the greatest glory for God.

The work in papal fields iz hard and the results not rapid in
appearing, but the Lord has called us to it; and that eall con.
tains all the imperative of duoty and the promise of fnllest

and go forward.

Your committes notes with satisfaction that while the Board
has handled more money during last year than in any former
vear in its history, the expenses have been only 13 2.7 per cent..
ineluding expenses of eollecting by States. which, When dedneted,
leaves & 5-7 per cent. to cover all expenses of the Bogrd in-
cluding interest paid and the expenses of the woman's work,
Your committes desires to commend to your favorable considera-

tion the good busipess judgment of the Board in its manage-
ment of this department of our work.

An increase in Foreign Mission collections from §109,267.4% in
15980 10 $140,102.3¢ in 185%-1900 should thrill every heart with
joy and gratitude. Every State constituting the Convention has
& part in this blessed increase except the District of Columbia
and Indian Territory. Georgia stands first on this roll of honor
with an advance of $4,223.49; then Kentucky with $3.697.70;
Alabama with $3,279.70, and Virginia with $2,116.40, The other
States have done well. They all have done well, but none of
them have done too well. When they have measured their efforts
by God's love to them, then indeed ghall the kingdom of this
world become the kingdom of our Lord and his Christ,

The suceess of the past year should inspire renewed confidence
in our ability to attempt greater things for the Master in the
coming year, A twentyv-five cent advance in 1399 speaks trompet-
tongued for a like inerease with which to crown the retiring
vear of a dying century and to usher in the hopes of a new one.

This iz the third year the Board has reported no dabt, and
et it is with the deepest regret that there is not at all times
money in hand to meet the necessary demands on the Board.
We trust the future policy of the Convention will be to supply
funds to the Board asz it ia needed, and thus avold embarrass.
ment at home and abroad,

A zurplus at the elose of a fiscal year i a new condition in
Baptist miszions. The Treasurer's report shows 3845072 on
hand at the cloge of hizs books, SBometimes a plethoric treasury
is almost ag dapzerous to our cause as a deficit. We sound the
danger signal just here, fearing that you may be Iulled to security
and slesp by a cash balance. Remember the demands on the
Board for three weels will exhaust the amount en hand, as it
requires about 311000 per month for the work. God gramt It
may be provided each month In advance. With our increased
liberality, multiplied effortz and activity, and glorious rewards,
we have alao improved in the regularity of our mission offerings.
And yvet the Board must too frequently borrow money with which
to meet the expenses of lts missionaries, and this stands as a
blot upon our work that must appeal to our every sense of shame.
Thiz iz a defect in our plan of work that cannot be too quickly
remedied. We thank God for the good eredit our Board has in
the financial world, but we must implore divine forgiveness for
compelling the Board to divert $1.250 of the Lord's funds from
the forelgn fields to the banking houses for interest on money
horrowed, This sum would support two missionaries every year
Their services are needed; the heathen are erying: God is call-
ing, and still interest must be paid.

67. The following resolutions were offered hy J. B. -
Cranfill, Texas:

Fesolved, 1. That we reafirm our truceless hostility to the
liguer traffic in all ite forms. We regard it as one of the most
appalling evils that ever cursed mankind, 3z well a3 one of the
greatest barrlers to successful mission work in both our home
and foreign fields.

I, That in the nullification of the law abolishing the army
canteen, which law was passed by the last congresa in response
to an irresistible demand of the American people, & great wrong
waz perpetrated against Christianity, good morals, and civiliza-
tion.

4. The estahlishment of the American saloomn, in addition to
the army canteen, in our new possessions, is a direful blot on our
civilization and on our profession that ours is a Christian na-
tion. President Schurman, of the Philippine Commiszsion, him-
gelf acknowledgzes thizs fact in these words: “[t was unfortunate
that we introduced and established the saloon in Manila to cor-
rupt the natives and to establish the wice of our race” He
further adds: "I have anever seen a Fllipino drunkard."”

4. These recent developments in the extension of the liguor
traffic should lmprezs our heartz anew with our grave responsi-
bilitles as Christian citizens. Surely the time has arrived when
it has become the duty of every minister of the gospel and all
Christians to take an open stand against this great obatacle to
the spread of the Redeemer's kingdom and to align himself with
every agenecy in church and State which has for its object the
annihilation of this trafie.

5. While we cannot approve any feature of the license system,
we enter our emphatic protest against the issuance by the
national government of its licenses in States or localities that
are povered by prohibitory laws,

6. In brief, we favor prohibition for the nation and the State,
and total abstinence for the individual, and we belleve that no
Christian citizen should ever cast a ballot for any man, measurs,
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or platform that is opposed to the annihilation of the lguor
traffic.

The Convention was addressed by J. B. Cranfill, Texas;

o Work Among the Megroes
was read by 1. J. Van Ness, Tennesses:

Raport of Committes on Work Among the Negroes,

The report of the Home Mission Board calls attention to the
apen door of opportunity for aggressive work among the negroes.
With all possible emphaszis your commitiee declares its convie-
tion that the negeo problem in the South is the gravest that con-
fronts us as a people. Some of the conditions of the race furnish
ground of anxiety on the one hand, and call for Christian com-
passion and service on the other. We cannot afford to despise
or zpurn these people. Their perils rapidly become our own,
from the fact that their destiny and ours are inseparably joined.
Multitudes of them are as unsheépherded sgheep. In loyalty to
Christ, in pity for a struggling people, and for the sake of our
own social order and security, we malke the following suggestions
and recommendations:

1. Let our Baptist people everywhere ingist that simple justice
and all practicable kindness shall be shown to the negroes in all
the variouz relations which rhey sustaln to us. They deserve
the white man's fair, patient, and humane treatment.

2, Let uz encourage their eiforts at learning the various trades
and handierafts, which fit them for efficiency in the basle ocen-
pations of life. Their desire for industrial training, for the
ownership of their homes, and the culture of their children de-
gerves our hearty commendation.

3. We also suggest, and urgently press it, that ounr pastors
seek more frequent occasion to glve our brethren of the nesro
ministry sympathy and counsel.

4. We commend the favorable mention in the report of the
work of the Home Mission Soclety. "They have contributed
thousands of dollars, and have dome a noble work"” are wall
deserved words of praise. The conditions recited in {he report
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will require the utmost wisdom and tact in the work of co
operation now undertaken by the two Boards. Wea aarnestly
hope that this ec-operative effort may continue under the most
fraternal conditions.

We are of the opinion, however, that the present arrangement
of co-operation between our Board and the Home Mission So-
clety does not relieve Southern Baptists of the reaponaibility of
turther efforts for the uplift and development of any negre Bap
tists applying to us for ald not provided under the present plan
of co-operation. Hence we recommend that our Board meet the
conditions in every case in the spirit of wisdom, fraternity, and
Christian comity.

§. We recommend also that our Board, according to ite wisdom
and financial ability, take a new and larger practical interest in
the evangelization of the negroes living in the bounds of our
Convention.

71. W. M. Vines, North Carolina, read the report of

the Committes on
Frontier Missions.

With much gratitude to our Lord we note the marvelous prog-
ress made by this Convention in its home or frontier mission
work. Commencing in 1845-6 with szix missionaries, one in
Virginia, one in Louisiana, one in Alabama, one in Florida, am]
two in Texag, it haz continuously grown to its preaent magnifi-
cent proportions. Every Southern State and territory has felt
its uplifting and enlightening power.

Yet, notwithstanding the stupendous work already accomp-
lished along thiz line, our frontier field is larger and more im-
portant to-day than at any time in the past history of this Con-
vention, 'The real missionary fields bordering on the zelf-sus-
taining parts of our territory are ever widenimg and growing
in importance with the rapid increase of population and weallh.

Manv of our people have never had in the past, and have not
now, a just conception of the magnitude and real valne of thiz
work, In fact, our frontier fielda need to be personally known
to be rightly undersztood and properly appreciated.

We call attention. witheut elaboration, to several important
features of our present [rontier mission work:

1. Frontier missiong of to-day, at least on a large part of our
territory, fa a very different thing from fromtier missions of forty
or even twenty vears ago. Forty vears ago the people along our
frontiera were mostly small farmers, braving and bearing the
hardships of frontier life endeavoring to secure for themselves
and families & competence for the future. They were, as a rule,
all poor. To-day the situation 1s almost entirely changed. Cattle
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men and cowboys ocoupy our frontiers to-day. Theso cattle men
are sharp, intelligent, prosperous business men, As a class, pos.
sibly the most prosparous and by far the most generous of our
people. And judging from the past, the cowboys of to-day will
e the cattle men ten vears bhence. To do successful mission
work in the future, at least on this part of our frontier field, we
muzt of necessity recognize this complete change in people and
conditions, The frontier missionaries and methods of the past
conld not possibly give the best results to-day.

2, At the risk of being misunderstood, we call attention to an-
other imperatively important feature of our work, which now
can come under no other head than that of frontier missions.
Along the whole inner line of our fromtier field, and scattered
thickly throughout all of what is recognized as our self-sustaining
territory, are hundreds, yea, even thousands of little churches
(and sometimes big ones, numerically speaking) utterly unde
veloped and painfully weak, doing little good for themselves and
abgolutely none for the world at large. In many cases the pas-
tors of these churches, while good, honest, and conscientious, ara
vet untrained men, Having had no special opportunities for seif.
development, they cannot develop their churches. Thess
churches, and pastora also need and must have attention and
help from some source. May our Lord help thiz Convention to
fully realize that when we have made disciplez of and baptized
every man, woman, and child in any community, we have net
yvet carried out all the commission to that community, The last
half of it, with the accompanying promise of God, is still left
out. “Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever [ have
commanded you, and lo I am with you alway, even unto the
end of the waorld.”

The great apostle to the Gentiles made three great missionary
tours. One in obedience to the “go and disciple all nations.”
and two in obedience to the “teaching them to ocbserve all
things whatsoever I bhave commanded you.”

The great need of this Convention to-day is better developed
and better trained churches. It is partly the business of the
Home Board of this Convention to do just this kind of work.

3. We suzgest a third important feature of this work which
demands special congideration.

Our frontier fleld has constantly widened until it now touches
sonie two thousand miles of foreign territory, Along this border,
and sometimes far into the interior, we have full fledged foreign
mission work in our Home Mission territory. We have not yet
realized the seriousness of thiz situation. We could learn some
very suggeslive and profitable lessons from the United States
government on this particular point if we would atop to consider
ita enormous outlaye of money on frontier posts and coast de
fenses. The largest and best gong and best trained and equipped
zoldiers are placed at these posts. This Convention needg to
learn this lesson as applied to our own frontier work, Wea have
not expended enough money on this department of cup work.

4. The three important featurez already suggested necessarily
sugezest a fourth. The great ¢hange in conditions and people
necessitate some changes in men, means, and methods, The
men and methods that succeeded forty years ago could not pro-
duce the best resolts to-day, The changed conditions demand
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a different class of misslonaries and better salaries. This in-
crease in salarles should be made even though it necessitated a
decrease in the number of missionaries. Six bhundred dollars is
to-day the average salary of the frontier missionary. The hard-
ships and privations which they must underge are in many re
spects equal to those of our forelgn missionaries. Their children,
if educated, must be sent away from home. This is utterly out
of the gquestion on the salaries now pald. On this point we make
provisiong for our foreign miseionaries. With our foreign mis-
aslonaries the size of the family has something to do with the
gize of the salary. This is never considerad in our frontier work.
The character of men now to be reached, and the character of
work now to be done, absolutely demand stronger men, and these
stronger men demand larger salaries. Our weak and untrained
churches must be developed; the intelligent business men now
ocenpying our frontlers must be reached; the thousands of for
eigners rapidly emcroaching upon our territory must have the
gospel. Not only because the commiseion requires it, but also
becauze our own self-protection demands it. To sceomplish
these much-desired ends, we must send men speclally fitted for
theze purposes. These points we feel should be given immediate
and serious consideration,

i. We call attention to but one thing more. It is this: Better
and more extensive frontier mission work means better home
development. Better home development means better foreign
misslon work. We must ever remember that our home field is
necessarily the commissary of the forelgn fleld. It s the heart
center. From its own vigorous life throbs must life giving blood
be zent through all the arteries of a fast dyving world.

Home missions have pald, not only in great spiritual resulta,
but in dollars and cents. Nearly every church or individual it
hag helped has become a helper. Judging from the resulta of the
past, we confidently beliowe that if we wepe to double oir cofi-
tributions to Home Mission this next year we would triple our
contributions to foreige mission the year following.

Work in Large Cities and Foreign Populations

was read by T. 8. Potts, Tennessee.

We, vour committes, believe the work of missions should be
pressed with earnestness and vigor everywhere. Yet there are
cartain centers of population, influence, wealth, and power which
have imperative needs, and we can neglect them only at oar
peril, Such centers are the srowing cities of the Bouth; there-
fore. work done in our cities is, in effect, work done everywhere.
If we mean to take and hold this country for Christ, we must
make sure of the cities, for from them go forth those influences
which hless or curse mankind, We can no longer say, as we
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have said in the past: “We have no foreign population.” Since
slong with their natural growth there ig a constant influx of
people of foreign birth, with foreign ideas, customs, and religions.
So that with every passing vear the evangelization of these clties
iz hecoming more difficult. Feeling the importance of this vast
and difficult work, and realizing the dangers of delay. we most
heartily indorse the suggestions of our Home Board in regard to
their evangelization, and we urge that by every means in ils
power the Board push the work in the cities and among the
foreign population.

We realize also that in calling upon the Board to do this we
ought in consistency to call upon the Convention for largely
increased contributions. We belleve the appropriations for this
special work should at least be doubled, and even then the im-
perative demands could searcely be met

73. John E. White, North Carolina, presented the fol-
lowing report from the Committee on

Work in Mountain Regions.

Your Committes submits that no matter of more serions con-
cern is presented to this Convention than the cause of the moun-
tain region of the South, By the consideration that is given to it,
and by the answer we make to the appeal that comes from the
mounntain people themselves, the future doctrinal, religions, and
educational history of ope-fourth of the territory now oceupied by
the Southern Convention, and one-sixth of the chuarches, will be
determined. Causes are now combining to render further poat-
ponement impossible, if we ever expect suecessfully to do what
needs to be done.

There are few who realize the vastness of the southern monntain
region, considered as a whole. There are few who have properly
estimated the strategie importance of its peographical position.
It lies in the very heart of the Southern States, It includes a ter-
ritory 70 miles long and 250 miles wide, containing 150,000 square
miles of land. It Is twice as larpe as the State of Georgia: twice
as large as the lsland of Coba; twice as large as Eogland, and as
large as any three of the Southern States pat togeiher, excepting
Texas. The country bounding it on every side is vibrating through
and through with the foree of astounding commercial revolution.
The army that will throw the mountains down into highways
for trade and travel is oo the march. The energies that will di
out their wealth are being summonerd from all over the world.
The monntain region of the Soath, it is confidentiy belipved, will
have in three decades won its way into position io the commerelal
history of the world side by side with the California of 1540, the
Klondike of 15895, and the South Africa of to-day,

Within this region are two million peopleé who constitute o unique
element in the pational life of our country by its l“}lnuﬂ'ﬂueit.}, and
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quality of native stoek. Tt comprizes 149 counties lying within the
Sputhern Haptist Convention, and, in these counties, according
to the last census, there are only 15,507 foreign born people,
Ninety-eight per cent. of the popilation is pure Cancasian. It is
a rich treasury of red blood and new brain eells. It is a noble,
generous people, with a capacity for development almost infinite,
But they arc beleaguered by nature. Isolation stands guard at
the treasure house of manhood and character. The world that
needs the mountain man, and the mountain man that needs the
world, are depied to esch other, The inevitable commereial de-
velopment of this region will bring them together. Tt is the high-
est patriotism and the best Christinnity that to-day steps in to
prepare the mountain man for the dangers and the duties that are
soon to be his, The people realize the limitations and the loss
which the lack of educational opportunity has laid on them, and
it is econfidently asserted by those who speak for the mountain
Eeaple. that they are ready for the friendly hand outstreteched to

elp them help themselves. There is no greater mistake than that
the mountain people are opposed to education. How ean it be
said that they are opposed to education, when in all this vast re-

jon, aside from the inefficient, short-termed, public achools, there
ig only one school to every three thousand sguare miles of terri-
tory and to every forty thousand people?

Baligiﬂua conditions in the mountaing are peculiar. The moan-
tain people are religions people—they believe the Bible, they ab-
hor skeepticism, It is the most thoroughly revival-swept area. per-
hﬂ.-P'&, in the world, There are more churches and more actuoal
church members to the population than can be found elsewhere in
America. The fgures, ascertained from a careful tabulation of
the mountain region from the last censns by counties, show that
there are 6,000 churches, with a membership of over 700,000, What,
then, ig lacking? They lack a Christianity vitalized by missions and
brc-ught into sympathy with the onward movement of God's k:il:lg-
dom in the world. They lack a ministry trained in missionary
thonght, sympathy. and leadership. The mountain preacher is
involved in conditions which render him powerless to lead the
people even as he sometimes feels they should be led. There are

reachers in the mountains, and thelr pumber and influence are

appily increasing, who are true leaders, To these we must look
for co-operation and assistance in whatever is undertaken, The
people are now overwhelmingly Baptist, and the obligation and
the least difficult opportanity for the work needed is a Baptist ob-
ligation and a Baptist opportunity.

WHAT I8 BEING DONE?

Not a great deal in view of what is needed to be done, and much
of that is not being done well. Least of all is being dooe by Bap-
tists, Thers are onoly five schools in the whole mountain region
of the Bouth now receiving assistance from the State Hoards or
from the Home Mission Hoard; and with four of these this is the
first year that such help has been extended. There are, perhaps,
five othera fonnded and controlled by associations, but investiza-
tion will show that §5,000 will more than cover all that Baptist
gehools in the mountains are receiving anoually, above tuition
fees, from direct aid extended from all sourees.

Chrigtian edveation is the solution of the mountain problem.
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Whoever provides this will shape permanently the religious, so.
cial, and denominational character of the mountain people.  If
this is true (and who can deny it?) the following facts and figures
are submitted to Southern Haptists, to tell their story and to en-
foree on the conscience of our leading men and the pastors of our
Southern Zion their forceful appeal against our lnkewarmness and
inactivity. They are taken from the latest minutes of the Presby-
terian (North) General Assembly:

Last year, 1899, the Home Mission Board of the Northern Pres-
byterian Chuech appropriated directly to mission schools in the
southern mountain reglon $69,645.10, and in support of missions-
ries working in connection with these schools $13,670.065. They
report 34 schools, 111 teachers, and 5035 students. The report
states: “The entire receipts of the treasury (Woman's Hoard,
£274,655) conld be expended on the territory, and yet not more
than toueh the margin of the field waiting to be cccupied.” And
further the report goes on to say: ** \We have been omn the field but
a few years, and the points we have oecempied with ehureh and
school have nndergone a transformation which iz almost inered.
ible.," *In every case the school should be made the means to the
end, and the end should be the church.” **The Christian school
cultivates the =0il and sows the seed, and the preacher of the gos.
pel gathers in the harvest, not only the children in the schools but
many of their parents,”

What intellirent Baptist will undertake to dispute this argu-
ment, when the facts and the figures are being rapidly gathered
into the hands of the Presbyterians to sustain and demonstrate it?

A PROPOBITION FOR THE BOUTHERN BAFPTIST CONVENTION.

1. That the development of the people, religiously and educa-
tiomally, of the mountain region of the South can most effectively
be assisted by Baptists, by comprehending the unity of the monn-
tain section in a general plan of work directed by the Home Mis-
sion Board, in co-operation with the State Hoards in the States
having mountain territory.

2, That the ends to be aimed at in this general plan of work are
threafold:

(i) To briog the mountain Baptist people in touch with the
work of the Southern Baptist Convention and the State Conven-
tions, and encourage and assist them in their churches and asso-
ciations 1o sell-help and co-operation with each other and our
Boards for their own cause, the canse of humanity, and the cause
of Christ.

(b) To reach and help to train the mountaln ministry—the ap-
pointed shepherds of the people—to the end that they may more
effectively lead their churches by precept and example into sym.
pathy with missions, education, and the deep and wide comcarns
of God's kingdom in the world.

ir) To atford the mountain boy and girl educational opportunity
easily within their reach and snited to their needs, preparing them
for college and fitting them for the work of life, the duties of eiu-
zenship, and wsefulness as Christians,

3. That as rapidly as possible the establishment of schools or-
ganized to these ends and located strategically with reference to
aurronnding territory, should be upndertaken, taking all poasible
sdvantage of Baptist schools already established. by seenring the
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adaptation of their eourses of instruction to achieve the ends be.
fore mentioned.

4. That a school should be established or adopted in no instance
Wlth?“t the co-operation and assistonce of one or more district
Baptist Associations, who shall appoint truostees to act in its con-
trol, in conference or uﬂmspungunca with the Home Mission
Board, the Btate Boards or their representatives,

5. That a building and equipment fund should be provided by
each State Board in the States having mountain work and by the
Home Mission Board, which shounld be nsed helpfully and wisely
in assisting schools established under this plan in providing addi-
tional buildings and equipment, at the diseretion of the Boards,

fi. That to each of these schools an appropriation should be made
annually, sufficient, with available income from tuition fees, to
provide a teacher in Bible study, missions, thealogical and homi-
letical subjects suited to the needs of the mountaln preachers and
young men preparing themselves for the ministry, who shall re-
ceive this instruetion free of charge,

7. That this teacher shall be charged with the ' Bible Instituta"
work during the summer months, organizing the inetitutes at
points best caleulated to secure attendance and co-operation from
the pastors for whose benefit the institute is held, and continuing
one weel or longer at each point in the study of the Bible, all
lines of mission work and practical homiletics, to his assistance
calling such voluntary workers as are available in the ministey of
his State.

It shall also be the duty of this teacher to devote Saturdays and
Sundays to the visitation of churches in his territory, for the pur-
pose of arousing them, with the assistance of the pastor, on the
aubjects of missionary giving, educational sympathy, and practical
church work.

Your committes recommends that this Convention hereby in-
struets and appeals to Southern Baptists to enable the Home Mis.
sion Board to earry ot the provisions of this plan, as far as is pos-
sible, during the coming year. In the judgment of your commit-
tee it will require an enlargement of this Board's appropriation
of not less than 825,000 nexti year, and an increase, therefore. in
its income from the churehes of this amount.
