CONSTITUTION. 

We, the delegates from missionary societies, churches, and 
other religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various 
parts of the United States, met in contention in the city of Au­
gusta, Ga., for the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent 
intentions of our constituents by organizing a plan of eliciting, 
combining, and directing the energies of the whole denomination 
in one sacred effort to the propagation of the gospel, agree to the 
following rules of fundamental principles: 
ARTICLE I. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist 

Convention." 
ART. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote 

foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con­
nected with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this 
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United 
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benev­
olence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal 
rights of the churches. 

ART. III. The Convention shall consist, (1) of brethren who 
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contributing 
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of 
one delegate for every $250 actually paid into the treasuries of 
the Boards during the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April 
next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one repre­
sentative from each of the District Associations which cooper­
ate with this Convention, provided that such representative be 
formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa­
tion, and his election certified to the Secretaries of the Conven­
tion, either in writing or by a copy of the printed Minutes. 

ART. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, 
four Vice-presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall, in event 
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, 
and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual meet­
ing, and hold their offices until a new election; and the officers 
of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, members 
of the several boards. 

ART. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as 
many Boards of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary 
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro-

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mote—all of which Boards may continue in office until a new 
election. Each Board shall consist of a President, Vice-presi­
dents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem­
bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall 
form a quorum for the transaction of business; provided, that 
any of the Boards may have the same person to fill the two posi­
tions of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer. To each Board 
shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the en­
tire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with 
whose interest it shall be charged; all of which management 
shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions 
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may 
be given from time to time. Each Board shall have power to 
make such compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it 
may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in its own bodies, 
and enact its own By-laws. 

ART. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account 
for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all re­
ceipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the Con­
vention whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as often 
as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of his 
office, give competent security to the President of the Board for 
all the stocks and funds committed to his care. His books shall 
be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the Con­
vention and of its Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any 
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board 
from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order 
shall be signed by the presiding officer. 

ART. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Board3 
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or pub­
lic bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may require. 
Copies of all such communications, with their answers, if any, 

shall be kept by them on file. 
ART. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several boards 

shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other 
documents as may be committed to them for the purpose. 

ART. IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents ap­
pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be 
members of some regular church in union with the churches 

composing this Convention. 
ART. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this 

Convention, must, previous to their appointment, furnish evi­
dence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and 
talents which fit them for the service for which they offer them­

selves. 
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ART. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven­
tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which 
their contributions 'shall be applied. But when no such specifica­
tion is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its 

own discretion. 
ART. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, but 

extra meetings may be called by the President, with the approba­
tion of any of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attend­
ing delegates shall not be necessary to make a quorum for the 
transaction of business. The President, or, in the event of his 
death, any of the Vice-presidents of the Convention, may, at the 
request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place of 
meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him in­
expedient to convene at the time or place appointed. 

ART. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may 
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members 
present at any annual meeting of the Convention. 



BY-LAWS. 

Impressed with the obligations resting on the Convention to 
endeavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, com­
bine, and direct the energies of the whole denomination in one 
sacred effort for the propagation of the gospel, we adopt the 
following By-laws: 
1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the 

closest possible connection with the State Boards, where such ex­
ists, in such a way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other 
cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may deem 
best, in both cases providing for the necessary expenses incurred. 
2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be in­

structed to secure frequent distribution of information relating 
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other­
wise, as may be found expedient among the mass of the people. 
3. That the Committee of the Nomination of New Boards be 

instructed to nominate, as Vice Presidents of Boards, men known 
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their 
own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the con­
trary, men who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Con­
vention. These Vice Presidents shall be expected to co-operate 
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions as to 
work to be done, and they also shall be expected to present at 
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of 
what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which 
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions 
they may have to offer as to the conditions and needs of their 
respective fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary in due 
time to furnish the Vice President of his Board with suitable 
blanks for such reports, and to call their attention to this article, 
and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation of 
these reports. In case any Vice President appointed is unable or 
unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it shall 
be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person who can, 
and request him to do so; and, furthermore, the Vice President 
for each State shall be desired, as speedily as possible, to prepare 
a roll of the associations, churches, and Sunday schools in that 
State, to be used for the distribution of information, and to as­
certain as far as possible which of the churches and Sunday

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schools are contributing to the funds of the Board and the annual 
amounts, and to make systematic effort each year to increase the 
number and amount of such contributions. 
4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Convention 

what special efforts they have been able to make toward carry­
ing out the object of these By-laws. 
5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards 

each year, a committee of five shall be appointed, to whom shall 
be referred so much of these reports as pertains to the carrying 
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Vice Presidents. 
6. The President, Vice Presidents, and Secretaries of the Con­

vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when 
there is only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if 
there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for the 
Convention. 
7. Applause on the floor of the Convention is out of order, and 

it shall be the duty of the presiding officer promptly to suppress 
all such demonstration. 

8. These By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority vote 
except on the last day of the Convention. 



PROCEEDINGS, 

N E W OELEANS, LA., May 10, 1901. 

1. The Southern Baptist Convention met this day in 
its forty-sixth session, in the auditorium of the First 
Presbyterian Church, and at 10 A.M. was called to order 
by William J. Northen, Georgia, the President of the 
previous Convention. 

2. Devotional exercises were conducted by W . E. Hat­
cher, Virginia, which consisted in the reading of Psalm 
84, and prayer and testimonies. 

3. The roll of representatives was called, and the names 
of members enrolled as they appear at the close of this 
journal. 

4. O n motion of T. H. Ellett, Virginia, one of the Sec­
retaries was instructed to cast the ballot of the Convention 
for William J. IsTorthen, Georgia, to be President, which 
being done, he was duly elected. 

5. The President-elect assumed the chair and addressed 
the Convention. 

6. O n motion of A. C. Ward, Georgia, and J. !N\ Prest-
ridge, Kentucky, the ballot of the Convention was ordered 
to be cast by R. C. Buckner, Texas, for Lansing Burrows, 
Tennessee, and Oliver F. Gregory, Maryland, to be the 
Secretaries of the Convention, which being done, they were 

duly elected. 
1. A number of brethren having been nominated to be 

Vice Presidents, the following were appointed tellers, to 

ascertain the choice of the Convention: Jno. D. Jordan, 

Georgia; J. A. Hackett, Mississippi; T. T. Eaton, Ken­

tucky; A. N\ Couch, Arkansas; J. A. Lee, Kentucky; J. 

O. Rust, Tennessee; W . D. Upshaw, Georgia.

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8. George W. Norton, Kentucky, and William P. Har­

vey, Kentucky, were elected, respectively, to be Treasurer 

and Auditor of the Convention. 

9. Words of welcome were spoken by B. M. Palmer, 

pastor of the church in whose house the Convention held 

its sessions, and the Convention expressed its appreciation 

of this courtesy by rising. A further welcome was ex­

tended by W . W . Heard, Governor of the commonwealth 

of Louisiana, to which response on the part of the Con­

vention was made by A. II. Longino, Mississippi, the 

Governor of that commonwealth. 

10. The President being directed to appoint a Com­

mittee on Order of Business, announced as such Com­

mittee: W . R. L. Smith, Virginia; J. M. Erost, Tennes­

see: F. H. Kerfoot, Georgia; R. J. Willingham, Virginia; 

E. Y. Mnllins, Kentucky. 

11. Joshua Levering, Maryland, from the Board of 

Trustees of the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, 

advised the Convention of certain vacancies existing on 

the Board from the District of Columbia and Alabama, 

and moved the following resolution, which was adopted: 

Resolved, That a committee of one from each State represented 
in this Convention be appointed to recommend three brethren 
for each vacancy existing on the Board of Trustees of the 
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, in accordance with the 
fundamental laws of the Seminary. • 

12. W . A. Hobson, Florida, on invitation of the Con­

vention, addressed the body on the recent disaster by fire 

which destroyed the city of Jacksonville, and a contribu­

tion amounting to $4,527.35 was made to the church and 

pastor at that city. This contribution was ordered to be 

made through the agency of the Home Mission Board 

13. W . R. L. Smith, Virginia, from the Committee on 

Order of Business, reported, outlining the distribution of 

time for the various reports of the Boards, and also fixino' 
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the hours of meeting and adjourning as follows: Meet at 

9 A.M. and adjourn at 12 TSTOON; meet at 2:30 P.M. and 

adjourn at 5: meet at 8 P.M. and adjourn at pleasure; all 

of which was adopted. 

14. The Convention then adjourned, after prayer by 

J. B. Searcy, Mississippi. 

FIRST DAY.—AFTERNOON SESSION. 

15. The Convention was called to order at 2 :30 P.M., 

and prayer was offered by H. F. Sproles, Mississippi. 

16. The tellers announced the election of the following 

brethren to be Vice Presidents: James P. Eagle, Arkan­

sas; W. W. Heard, Louisiana; A. H. Longino, Missis­

sippi; Joshua Levering, Maryland. 

17. By unanimous consent the following report was 

made by G. A. Lofton, Tennessee, from the Committee on 

the Proposed Theological Seminary at Rome, Italy: 

Report of the Committee on Baptist Theological School in Rome. 

In accordance with the appointment by this body at its last 
session of a committee consisting of one member from, each 
State to take into consideration the feasibility of establishing 
a literary and theological school in Rome, Italy, your said com­
mittee would respectfully report as follows: 
1. The matter was submitted to a subcommittee, with Dr. 

R. H. Pitt, of Richmond, Va., chairman, to be referred to the 
Foreign Mission Board, and after correspondence with Dr. Geo. 
B. Taylor, of Rome, Italy, upon the subject, it was found through 
him and his associates in the Italian field that it was not only 
feasible, but desirable, that such a school should be established. 
2. In accordance with this conclusion Rev. D. G. Whittinghill, 

Th.M., of Bonham, Texas, was appointed by the Foreign Mission 
Board to the Italian field, with the view of beginning the or­
ganization and work of the said school in Rome. 
3. Your committee would refer the Convention for further 

information upon the subject to the report of the Foreign Mis­
sion Board, pp. 84, 85, in which Dr. George B. Taylor specially 
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refers to the subject of the said school, and in which he says. 
"The idea of a Baptist theological school in Rome finds accept­
ance wherever presented." Further, in response to the cor­
responding Secretary of the Foreign Mission Board, he otters 
a number of suggestions relative to the principles and policy 
upon which the school should be founded and operated, to 
which your attention is specially invited. 
4. In conclusion, your committee would recommend that the 

whole matter of organizing and operating the said school be 
referred to the Foreign Mission Board with instructions to in­
stitute and complete the work according to the demands of 
the field consistent with the means and opportunities which 
favor the scheme, and to this end your committee would beg 
to be discharged.

Reports of Vice Presidents; Co-operative Work; Negroes 

and Co-operation with Home Mission Society; Texas 

Storm Sufferers; Foreign Population and Cuba; and the 

Board's Appeal to the Convention.

The report of the Committee to arrange for a 

Century Day Programme for this session was made, pro­

viding for two meetings on the Sunday of the Convention, 

with themes and speakers, which will be found in the ap­

propriate place, and it was adopted.

Report on the Report of the Sunday School Board. 

Your committee to whom was referred the report of the 
Sunday School Board has thoughtfully considered this report 
in its several statements and in the several departments of its 
work. It is gratifying to testify that, the report is cheerful, thor­
oughly progressive in all of its suggestions and indicates marked 
advance in its labor, its revenues and its undertakings. 

FINANCIAL. 

The financial exhibit is altogether satisfactory, showing that 
all of the productions of the Board are becoming more and 
more profitable, and that its income from every source steadily 
increases, 
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PUBLICATIONS. 

In regard to the several phases of its publications, your com­
mittee, while approving all that the Board has done, feel im­
pelled to speak with unusual emphasis in regard to two aspects 
of the work. 
The first of these is the Sunday school publications. The 

Baptists of the South ought to understand that the financial life 
of the Board is practically dependent on the success of the 
Board in marketing these publications. They have constituted 
its chief and almost exclusive source of income up to this time. 
Just as these are purchased by our Sunday schools the in­
come of the Board increases and its power and usefulness are 
correspondingly multiplied. To this fact, so significant and 
really fundamental, the very best attention of the Southern 
Baptists is most earnestly invoked. 
W e fully appreciate the caution with which the Board has 

entered upon the publication of books and tracts. It was a 
venture which called for slow and experimental advancement. 
Thus far the results accruing from these publications have in 
every case attested the wisdom of the Board. These publica­
tions have more than paid for themselves. W e are far from 
encouraging the Board to go beyond its depth in the publishing 
enterprise, and yet it seems to us that for reasons which can­
not be embodied In this brief report the Board will need to give 
more attention to such, publications as the situation and the 
needs of the Southern Baptists are clearly demanding. 
W e notice that the Board is increasing its agencies in several 

directions. Whether this is done with a view to improving and 
multiplying our Sunday schools or in increasing the circulation 
of the literature, we regard it as giving promise of enlarged 
efficiency. 
The Board has finished its first decade, and its record is full 

of honor. What it has done fully assures us of greater things 
to come.

Report of the Committee on Pagan Fields. 

The committee congratulates the Convention on the report 
of the Foreign Mission Board. It is particularly gratifying to 
have so much information in letters from the missionaries them­
selves. Especially is great encouragement to be derived from 
the survey which the report makes of our work in pagan fields, 
and the advanced step taken in the matter of medical mission­
aries. Our missionaries in Africa and Japan are still true to 
their respective trusts, and God is rewarding richly their pa­
tience and fidelity. 
From disturbed China the news is much more hopeful than 

many of us were expecting. Beyond doubt the God of all the 
earth is working out his purposes of righteousness and grace 
in that immense field. He is making the wrath of man to 
praise him. Out of the chaos he is bringing order, and such 
order as will strengthen and facilitate the work of his kingdom 
throughout the entire East. 
Minister Conger has completely exonerated Christian mission­

aries from the flippant charge of responsibility for the dis­
turbance in China. The movement there has been against for­
eigners as such, and has doubtless grown out of the aggressive­
ness of foreign commerce and politics. 
In the midst of great and constant peril our missionaries have 

exemplified in the finest way the Christian graces and virtues, 
and so commended themselves and us and our Lord to the 
entire heathen world. The cause of Christianity is stronger in 
the East to-day because of the exhibition of its principles on 
the part of our missionaries and the native Christians in the 
recent disturbances. 
It was foreseen by all of us that the supreme test would fall 

upon the native Christians, and most nobly has the test been 
borne. The stand made by the native Christians, many of whom 
went down to death in loyalty to their Lord, is like a leaf from 
the martyrology of the first century. The committee is of the 
opinion that our work in China should be largely supplemented 
just as soon as peace is settled! Never has the harvest in that 
country been more inviting. 
The committee would also suggest that now is the time, if 

ever, for Southern Baptists to begin the establishment of a 
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work in the new territorial possessions of the United States 
in the East. The Philippine Islands and Guam, in the Caroline 
group, offer at this particular time a peculiarly important field 
for Christian enterprise, and Baptists should not be behind other 
denominations in entering it. 
Meanwhile, let us all keep in mind that the supreme business 

of Christians in this world is to evangelize the nations, to take 
up the great commission of Jesus Christ and carry it to the 
ends of the earth.

39. W. M. Vines followed with the 

Report of the Committee on Papal Fields. 

The plans and methods constituting the splendid structure 
of our foreign mission work stands upon two facts. One is 
the patience and longsuffering of God with wayward chil­
dren, "not willing that any should perish, but that all should 
come to repentance." The world, though in rebellion against 
its sovereign and king, is thus permitted to stand through the 
goodness and mercy of God. The other fact is that God has 
made us co-workers together with him in the salvation of the 
world. He has committed unto us the work of reconciliation, 
so that in a large and true sense the destiny of the na­
tions of the earth is left in the hands of his people. These 
two fundamental truths necessarily make the work of foreign 
missions one of slow, steady, persistent effprt which will eventu­
ally bring about the glorious and complete triumph of the king­
dom of God upon earth. Thus OUT method of mission work is 
naturally and logically a work of both "heralding" and "planting" 
and patiently waiting for the blessed harvest, which is as 
sure as any event in the future is certain. For "in the days 
of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom which 
shall never be destroyed, and it shall break in pieces and con­
sume all other kingdoms." These fundamental truths are no­
where better illustrated than in our work on papal fields. Here 
Christianity comes into direct antagonism with the system of 
paganized Christianity which for centuries has intrenched itself 
in the hearts and customs of the people, making it perhaps the 
most subtle form of evil to overcome which confronts us in 
foreign fields to-day. 
The papal fields of the Foreign Mission Board of the South­

ern Baptist Convention embrace Italy, Brazil, and Mexico, a ter­
ritory inhabited by over 60,000,000 of people full of ignorance, 
idolatry, superstition, prejudice and corruption. 
Last year our report was most gratifying. W e were enabled 

to report 678 baptisms. This year the baptisms have reached 
768, with several new churches organized, and enlarged plans 
and a more hopeful outlook from every point of view. 
In Italy last year's report showed an increase in numbers on 

account of the taking over of the South Italy work of the 
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English Baptist Missionary Society, so now there is a small 
diminution on account of our cession to them of two churches 
which they could cultivate more vigorously than we. Death 
has removed some of our most faithful and efficient workers 
also. . However, nearly all our churches report gains, and some 
of them relatively large gains by baptism, while the addition 
this year of two new churches to our ranks is an additional 
ground for gratitude. In addition to these encouraging results 
the work in Italy has been greatly strengthened by the sending 
of Brother and Sister Anderson and Brother Whittinghill, who 
have been warmly received and have gone to work studying 
the language and fitting themselves for the work before them. 
One of the most important movements in connection with our 
work in Italy, however, is the arrangements made for a the­
ological training school in Rome specially for the preparing of 
preachers and pastors for the task before them in the evangeliza­
tion of Italy. Thus the work in Italy was never more encour­
aging and hopeful. 
In Brazil there has been a wonderful advance. There have 

been 449 baptisms, and the people are pleading for more mis­
sionaries to baptize them. Several new churches have been 
organized. A publication society has been organized at Rio un­
der the management of Brother Entzminger, which will consist 
of a journal, tract, and book department to supply our Bra­
zilian missions with Baptist literature. This is a most im­
portant enterprise, and from it great results for good are to be 
expected. A most pressing need has been a school for the 
preparation of young men for the native ministry. Our work 
in Brazil can never be placed on a proper basis until we have 
better facilities for preparing a competent native ministry. To 
meet this pressing and imperative need a theological training 
school has been established at Sao Paulo, which calls for better 
equipment and enlargement. So our work in Brazil is grat­
ifying beyond our most sanguine expectations, and should 
fill us all with great joy and hopefulness. 
The results in Mexico are highly encouraging. The work is 

better organized than for many years. There have been 208 
baptisms and several new churches organized. The spirit of 
persecution is still active in some parts of Mexico, and with a 
population of nearly 14,000,000, nearly 9,000,000 of which can 
neither read nor write, and with the indifference of the people, 
which is one of the greatest difficulties to be overcome, it can 
be seen that the work to be done is enormous, and the task is 
not an easy one, but the advancement all along the line is most 
gratifying. Several new missionaries have been added during 
the year past, and with perfect harmony and co-operation every­
where the outlook is full of hope and cheer for the future. 
Our work in papal fields is slow, and must require patience 

and faith, but we are gradually, steadily, and surely moving on 
toward the complete and irrevocable overthrow of the systems 
of error and corruption so powerfully established in papal lands, 
and the triumphs of the past year and the enlarged plans and 
purposes for the future should inspire us all with renewed cour-
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age and increased effort as never before in the history of our 
work on papal fields.

48. D. M. Ramsey, South Carolina, read the report of 

the Committee on the Finances of the Foreign Mission 
Board: 
B 
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Report of Committee on Finances of Foreign Board. 

It is gratifying to note that the receipts for foreign missions 
during the conventional year have been larger than those of 
any previous year in the entire history of our Board, including 
the centennial year, when special efforts were most vigorously 
prosecuted. It is a most pleasing and hopeful feature of the 
report that these increased contributions have come from several 
of the States. The progress has been going on steadily for two 
or three years, showing that our people are giving on high prin­
ciple, and not upon mere impulse, the result of heated appeals. 
This fact affords a reasonable ground of hope that the spirit 
of world-wide missions is on the increase. 
It is a cause of congratulation that our Board has been able 

to reduce their interest account with the banks on money bor­
rowed for current expenses. In part this achievement was made 
by good financiering by the Board, but partly due to the fact 
that money for foreign missions was promptly forwarded from 
the churches to Richmond. But there is still something left 
to be desired in this matter. W e paid last year enough interest 
to support a missionary on the field. Your committee therefore 
urge the churches to take their collection as early in the year 
as practicable, and that money for foreign missions be promptly 
forwarded to the Board. 
Without any intention to criticize adversely the methods used 

by our brethren in several of the States of charging for collect­
ing the money for foreign missions, your committee would re­
spectfully but very earnestly recommend that the brethren in 
all the States consider the advisability of reducing these ex­
penses to the minimum at as early a day as practicable. W e are 
constrained to believe that the method recommended would 
tend to develop more and more that beautiful spirit of un­
selfish generosity which at last is the very foundation of for­
eign missions. 
It is with the most genuine sincerity that your committee 

calls attention -to the really small expenses incurred at Rich­
mond in administering the business of the Board. After the 
money reaches the Board at Richmond it costs only eight cents 
on the dollar for it to reach its destination on the foreign field. 
It is hoped that this fact will be made known everywhere. It 
is clear that the most rigid economy is practiced in the con­
duct of the business. It is believed that no secular business 
of similar character is carried on at smaller expense. 
Your committee venture to make a few recommendations: 
1. That the Board at Richmond be instructed to carefully look 

into the item of expense for salary of Treasurer of foreign mis­
sions, and if practicable to reduce the amount paid for this serv­
ice. 
2. That a most intelligent and earnest effort be made in the 

churches to enlarge the gifts to missions. To this end it is 
believed that three things are of prime importance: (1) The 
pastors are urged to lay the matter to heart of having method 
of imparting real and valuable instruction on the subject of 
foreign missions; (2) that time and pains be given by the 
pastors in consultation with the business men of the churches 
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in determining plans for raising this money. It is believed that 
many churches are without plans for this work, and that 
others are not in possession of the best plans. What is asked 
is that this be made a subject of conscientious and serious 
thought. Such plans as can be easily worked and readily un­
derstood will make the giving to missions a genuine joy to all 
classes of givers in the church. (3) That the church shall have 
times for prayer for missions, and, if practicable, let the 
church earnestly engage in a season of prayer in advance of 
the taking of the collection for missions. 
3. It is further most unanimously and cordially recommended 

by the committee that during the next Convention year the force 
of missionaries on the foreign field be largely increased. 
For our success during the last year we should be profoundly 

and humbly grateful to God. And yet so far from becoming 
complacent over past successes, we should feel that these tri­
umphs are but harbingers of the great and good things to follow 
if we will but go forth to our work with an ardent desire and 
consecrated purpose to be useful in hastening the coming of 
that kingdom which lay perpetually upon the great heart of 
Christ and for which he taught us to pray.

49. Geo. W. Truett, Texaq, read the report of the Com­
mittee on Items of Interest in Report of the Foreign 
Mission Board: 

Items of Interest in Report of Foreign Board. 

Your committee to report on items of interest in the report 
of the Foreign Board bring the following to your attention: 

I. ENLARGEMENT. 

We note with grateful pleasure the large increase in the num­
ber of missionaries to the foreign fields. Within the last three 
years over fifty new missionaries have been appointed, twenty-
one within the last twelve months, so that we now have on the 
foreign fields one hundred and two missionaries. Besides this 
the number of native workers has increased from about one 
hundred and thirty to one hundred and seventy-one, which gives 
us a present force of two hundred and seventy-three workers on 
the foreign fields. 
W e note with profound gratitude the very high character of 

these new missionaries, ranking as they do among our most cul­
tivated and consecrated men and women. 
Still again, we are gratified to see that the work is being 

steadily enlarged on the foreign fields. New churches are being 
organized and new stations opened. W e rejoice also to note 
•that some of these native churches are taking liberal steps 
toward building houses of worship, and in sustaining them­
selves. 
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W e record the fact with profound pleasure that the Board has 
for four years consecutively reported to the Convention "no debt," 
all accounts being paid in full. The contributions for the work 
have for years steadily increased. Last year we were rejoiced 
at the enlarged contributions of $140,000, and this year it has 
gone to $156,000, the largest receipts in the history of the Board. 
As can be readily seen, when the receipts are enlarged, the per 
cent, of expenses is proportionately diminished. The report of 
the Board shows that for the past year only eight cents on the 
dollar was used for all expenses in Richmond, and five cents on 
the dollar covered all the expenses for collecting in the several 
States. Thus it will be seen that thirteen cents on the dollar 
covered all the expenses in the home land, and eighty-seven cents 
went to the missionaries. 
It is a cause for profound gratitude to Almighty God that our 

missionaries report 1,009 baptisms during the past year. Of this 
number, 200 were reported in China, notwithstanding the ter­
rible trials there. It will ever stand out as one of the most 
glorious pages in the annals of Christian work that the mis­
sionaries and the native Christians acted with such fidelity to 
the cause of Christ, some of our native workers even laying 
down their lives for the Master's sake. 
rt. THEOLOGICAL TRAINING SCHOOLS. 

Your committee very heartily commends the principle of the 
organization and operation of the theological training schools 
for native preachers in the foreign land. And we further com­
mend to the thought and wisdom of our denomination the prayer­
ful consideration of Christian education in foreign lands as an 
evangelistic force. 

III. PUBLICATION SOCIETIES. 
We are glad to see that our missionaries in different lands 
are establishing publication societies for the dissemination of 
God's word, tracts, and other good literature. One of these 
societies is in Canton, China, and the other in Rio, Brazil. W e 
believe that these societies will be mighty factors in the evan­
gelization of these countries. Next to the living voice is the 
printed page. 

IV. MEDICAL MISSIONS. 
We approve the action of the Board in sending out medical 
missionaries who, while they are ministering to the multitudes 
of suffering natives, will also render professional service to our 
own missionaries. W e commend the policy of the Board in 
sending as medical missionaries those who, in addition to their 
professional work, will render distinctly missionary service in 
presenting the truths of the gospel. 
v. OUTLOOK. 
In all of our missions we are glad to see, from the reports 
of our missionaries, that there is a most hopeful outlook. Yet 
the greatly enlarged opportunities opening before us are but new 
calls from God for a large and speedy increase of both men 
and money. 
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VI. RECOMMENDATIONS. 

(1) W e heartily concur in the request of the Board that our 
people everywhere unite in earnest prayer that God will send 
forth more laborers into the great harvest. W e should pray 
that God, who chose Paul and Barnabas, Judson and Carey, 
Yates, Graves, Taylor and Hartwell, will call from among us our 
very noblest and best for this his great work. 
(2) W e recommend that the Board seek to enlarge the work 

to the extent of sending out at least twenty-five new missionaries 
during this conventional year, trusting God to give them to us 
and the churches to sustain them.

new century, the Convention at 2 P.M. assembled with 
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Vice President Eagle in the chair, and after appropriate 
devotional exercises, was addressed by F. W . Boatright, 

Virginia, on "New Century Ideas in Higher Education;" 

C. S. Gardner, South Carolina, on "The Consecration of 
Wealth;" and Carter H. Jones, Kentucky, on "The Things 
Which Are Before." 

54. At 8 P.M. the Convention was presided over by 
W . J. Northen, the President, and addresses were made 

by J. B. Hawthorne, Virginia, on "What Baptists have 
Done and M a y D o for Religious Liberty;" and W . W . 
Landrum, Georgia, on "The Twentieth Century—Its 
Evangelization by Baptists." 

55. Various appointments for preaching at churches 
in N e w Orleans and adjacent towns were filled by breth­
ren in attendance upon the Convention. 

FOURTH D A Y — M O R N I N G SESSION. 

N E W ORLEANS, LA., May 13, 1901. 

56. The Convention reassembled at 9 A.M., and was 

called to order by the President. Devotional exercises 
were conducted by J. L. White, Georgia. 

57. The Journal was read and confirmed. 

58. J. F. Kemper, Missouri, presented the report of 

the Committee on Nominations, as found on page 2 of 

these proceedings, and the report was adopted. 
59. J. B. Cranfill, Texas, presented the following re­

port from a committee appointed at the previous session 
on 

The Work of the Denominational Press. 

Your Committee on the Work of the Denominational Press sub­
mits the following report: 
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There is no instrument in our denominational life and work 
of greater moment than the denominational weekly press. It 
has come to pass in the history of our people that the weekly 
Baptist paper is interlinked with every ramification of our de­
nominational existence. The weekly Baptist paper is the right 
arm of the Mission Boards, the Sunday School Board, the State 
Boards, and the Associational Boards, and the magnitude and 
scope of its work cannot be too greatly magnified or emphasized. 
The pastor in his pulpit may address five hundred or a thousand 
auditors on the Lord's day, but the weekly paper goes into the 
homes of thousands, and in its quiet, but not uncertain influence, 
molds the lives of uncounted numbers of the young and old in our 
denomination. That pastor who lays himself out to place a Baptist 
paper in the homes of his people, finds that his work is thrice 
blessed. "It blesseth him that gives and him that takes," and in 
turn, more greatly and more certainly, blesses the great cause 
which we have all been called to serve. 
It is a question yet unsettled in the minds of many thoughtful 

brethren whether there should be organic connection between 
our denominational papers and the denomination itself. This 
question is often asked: W e own our colleges, why not our 
weekly papers? When we consider the importance of the de­
nominational press, how dependent we are on the papers for the 
success of all our enterprises, and what vast damage has been 
done the cause for which we labor, sometimes by papers un­
restrained by denominational control, running at times from 
liberty to license, the advocates of denominational control are 
not without material for their arguments, and their position is 
strongly fortified from the opposite direction. The papers carry 
an enormous burden for the denomination, for which they are 
but poorly remunerated. Why should individuals carry this bur­
den for the denomination? But with all the arguments for de­
nominational control, the opposite policy prevails uniformly as 
to the weekly press. There must be substantial reasons for the 
fact which confronts us. Efforts in the past at denominational 
management have not been satisfactory, and the present status 
will perhaps forever remain undisturbed. 
A free press is the greatest possible safeguard to that liberty 

wherewith Christ hath made us free. Admitting all that can be 
fairly said against the deplorable recklessness of an irrespon­
sible press, controlled by men poorly equipped to deal with the 
complex interests of a great denomination, still it may be well 
questioned whether it is not better to bear those ills we have 
than to fly to others that we know not of. A free discussion of 
all denominational matters not only makes for our safety in the 
long run, but has in it vital corrective elements tending con­
stantly to the cure of its own ills. W e are the children of the 
light, and a free press more than any other force in civilization 
has in it the power to enlighten the world. 
But whatever may be the better method of founding and main­

taining a denominational press, for the present, and as far as 
signs go, in the future as well, the present order will continue. 
W e must, therefore, deal with a situation and not a theory. 
Through private enterprise almost every State has one or more 
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weekly papers. They are of incalculable value to the denomina­
tion in all its interests. Their suspension would precipitate a 
paralysis of denominational effort in missions and education. 
Our best planned enterprises would speedily collapse through 
lack of information diffused throughout the ranks of our work­
ing forces. 
Moreover, the weekly paper is a tremendous engine of power. 

Its effectiveness may be augmented by the mission paper and 
the Sunday school paper, but the weekly paper is the right arm 
of denominational power, and it is likely to remain so. The 
State paper falls in with the general working arrangements of 
its State, and is of special value in its own field. As a rule, it 
is more to the cause that a paper should secure one new sub­
scriber in its own State than to secure several in another State. 
The denomination is interested in the papers, not from the stand­
point of ownership, but from the standpoint of service. It is 
not a matter of great concern who owns the papers, nor what 
profits they make, so long as they make enough to keep going, 
and are able to render acceptable service. Since our forces are 
organized by States, there exists a cogent reason for a strong 
support of the papers in their respective fields. In the judgment 
of many thoughtful brethren we have come to a time of greater 
things in the South. One of the weighty questions before this 
Convention is this: How can we enlist the inactive three-fourths 
of the denomination in the South in a forward movement? 
There are no doubt many ways to do more or less toward the 
accomplishment of SO' great and so desirable an end, but it is 
certain that whatever is done must be done largely through the 
Baptist weekly papers of the South. The denominational inter­
est in the papers is therefore very great. 
It would be a long step forward in all respects if pastors 

throughout the land could see the importance of a wider circu­
lation of the weekly paper of their State. It is easily possible 
with right views and right efforts to double the number of 
readers of our papers in a single year, and this would enormously 
increase the efficiency of the denomination as a whole. 
There is little reason to doubt that private ownership has had 

the effect to dampen the zeal of many for our papers. It ought 
not so to do. Certainly, if one is permitted to make a crop with 
his neighbor's horse, he ought to treat the horse well while he 
is thus using him. But there is a higher view. The denomina­
tion is interested. The pastor is interested. The people are 
interested. It is a case in which we serve ourselves by helping 
another. More readers of our denominational papers is a prime 
condition of progress, and it becomes this great Convention, 
which has profited so largely by the labors of the press in the 
past, and which is so dependent on the press for the future, to 
recognize this mighty agency for good, and commend it to the 
warmer sympathy and more zealous support of the denomina­
tion at large. 
There are in the minds of many grave questionings as to the 

wisdom of building up strong papers with no guarantee that they 
will be conducted for the good of the denomination. W e may 
reasonably think upon such a contingency, but we are not with-
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out guarantees of the most efficient sort. There is a saving 
clause in the mutual dependence of the paper and the denomina­
tion. That irresistible force, public opinion, which operates 
quickest on papers, is a powerful corrective of evils such as 
sometimes manifest themselves in papers. This is a more 
efficient force than has been devised or employed by other de­
nominations for the adjustment of the press to the real wants of 
the people. Our present method is as good as is the denomina­
tion, and that is as good as we can use. 
In conclusion, your Committee recommends that every mes­

senger to this Convention, and particularly every pastor of every 
Baptist church, make it a matter of conscience and duty to God 
and his cause, to devote more of his time and energies in the 
future than he has done in the past, to the circulation of the 
Baptist weekly paper. W e greatly fear that many who ought 
to take this matter seriously to heart have let it go by default, 
to the hurt of the local church over which the neglectful pastor 
presides, as well as to the permanent detriment of the general 
cause. If the number of readers of the Baptist papers of the 
South can be doubled within a year, it is not too much to say 
that the contributions to all of our work would be doubled or 
even quadrupled through the influences of this great engine of 
power. 
May God lead us to do our duty concerning this, one of the 

greatest instruments for good known to mankind, and may he 
put it in the hearts of the great brotherhood to help the papers 
as they help the cause, bearing constantly in mind that the 
paper is the leavening influence of the home life, and that our 
civilization and denominational success are both bottomed to a 
great degree upon the home life of our people.

Publications and Change of Mission Rooms. 

The Committee to whom was referred that part of the Report 
of the Secretary of the Home Mission Board referring to Publi­
cations and Change in the Mission Rooms, beg to submit: 
1. That it is matter of gratification that our great denomina­

tion papers have with such unanimity given their co-operation 
and support to the objects of the Home Board. 
2. W e cheerfully approbate the recommendation in the re­

port touching the enlargement of the Home Field to double its 
size. 
8. That the tracts and leaflets issued by the Board are the best 

means of educating our church membership in their duties to 
this great department of Christian activity. It is by this agency 
that we can reasonably hope for an increase of heartfelt interest 
and devotion as well in securing the co-operation of the churches 
with this Board. This useful agency for good results among the 
rural churches can be better subserved by the liberal distribu­
tion of tracts and leaflets than in any other way, and the mis­
sionaries of the various district associations will heartily dis­
tribute and recommend these little papers in their rounds among 
our churches. 
In regard to the change of the Mission Rooms, suggested in the 

report of the Secretary, we give our entire approval. Those 
liberal minded and large hearted Baltimore brethren, who have 
given direction to this branch of denominational service, are 
entitled to our gratitude. W e give our sanction to this matter 
as suggested, and the adoption of the name, to wit, Mission 
Literature Department of the Southern Baptist Convention; to 
be under the control and direction of the Sunday School Board 
and the Home Mission Board.

Report of committee to which was referred the report of Com­
mittee of Nine on Co-operation, and so much of the report of the 
Home Board as refers to lack of co-operation of the churches. 
Your committee have very earnestly considered the matters 

referred to it, and recommend the following: 
1. That this Convention renew its declaration formerly made 

that we will give special attention to the primary object of the 
Convention, the eliciting, combining, and directing of the e'n-
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ergies of the denomination in one sacred effort for the propoga-
tion of the gospel throughout thevworld. 
'2. That a special agency be employed, to be known as the 

Committee on Co-operation of the Southern Baptist Convention, 
composed of the following fifteen brethren, and located in Balti­
more: Junius W. Millard, Curtis Lee Laws, Eugene Levering, 
Joshua Levering, Robert C. Davidson, Jas. R. Edmunds, Geo. W. 
Miller, Richard H. Edmonds, J. Harry Tyler, John H. Eager, O. 
F. Gregory, Weston Bruner, Maurice P. Fikes, Alford Bagby, 
James E. Tyler. W e recommend further that this committee be 
authorized to employ a secretary, fix his remuneration, and also 
provide such other agencies as in their judgment may be nec­
essary. 
3. W e recommend the acceptance of the offere of the Balti­

more brethren to give $4,000 a year for three years, or so much 
thereof as may be necessary, toward the expenses of the work; 
provided the Sunday School Board of the Convention be author­
ized to appropriate for the same object $3,000 a year for the 
same time. 
4. That the committee work in the closest co-operation with 

all the existing boards, and in the interest of all the boards of 
this Convention. 
5. W e especially recommend that the Committee on Co-opera­

tion be instructed to seek to work with and through the State 
Boards, and in the interest of the State organizations co-operat­
ing with this Convention. 
6. W e recommend the adoption of the Appeal of the Com­

mittee of Nine in these words: "We earnestly invite every State 
Association or Convention, and every State Board, to co-operate 
with us in a vigorous, specific movement of this kind along such 
lines of co-operation as can be mutually agreed upon in each 
State." 
7. W e recommend that the details of the work be left to the 

wisdom of the Committee on Co-operation.

H. R. Bernard, Georgia; and then, the report having been 
amended by striking out the second, third, fourth, fifth, 
and seventh section, as given above, ayes, 211; noes, 114;

66. The report as amended was adopted, and prayer 
was offered by J. F. Kemper, Missouri, by which the Con­

vention adjourned. 

FOURTH DAY—EVENING SESSION. 

67.. The Convention met at 8 o'clock, the President in 

the chair, and prayer was offered by W . M. Harris, Texas. 
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68. W . M. Harris, Texas, read the following report 
on the 

Report of Committee on Texas Storm Sufferers. 

In that greatest of American calamities which will be known 
in history as the Galveston Storm, our Baptist people suffered 
heavily. About twenty-five Baptist churches were wrecked, 
nearly all of which are in ruins to-day. 
It was estimated by the Texas State Mission Board that it 

would require seventy-five thousand dollars to restore these 
churches. At its' January meeting of the present year the Home 
Mission Board, at the request of the Texas Board, agreed to 
undertake to raise thirty thousand dollars of this amount. 
Your committee recommends that the Convention indorse this 

action of the Home Mission Board, and instruct the Board, to 
proceed as speedily as possible to carry out the undertaking so 
properly begun, an undertaking dictated alike by humanity, by 
brotherly love, and by denominational policy.

Your committee to whom was referred the reports of Vice 
Presidents of the Home and Foreign Mission Boards submit the 
following: 
W e find that the Vice Presidents have been very active and 

helpful— 
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1. In creating and keeping alive a sentiment for the Board in 
their respective States. 
2. In representing those boards before the associations and 

other denominational gatherings. 
3. In putting the work before the people through the denom­

inational press, and the wide distribution of yaluable tracts. 
4. In conducting special missionary meetings wherever they 

have been able. 
W e suggest that these reports be referred to the Home and 

Foreign Boards, respectively, for whatever disposition they may 
think best. 

Report on Co-operative Work of the Home Board. 

In the first years succeeding the civil war many of our States 
were unable to cope with the problem of State evangelization. 
States like Louisiana and Texas had many white people in addi­
tion to the large and ignorant negro population, and their re­
sources were entirely inadequate for the work. Assistance by 
the Home Board was an absolute necessity, and in many of the 
States, by means of this work, the weak are becoming strong. 
W e find in these States where co-operative work is carried on 
a most cordial relation exists between the State and Home 
Boards, and the State secretaries have done what they could to 
keep the work of the Home Board on the minds and hearts of the 
people.

Report on the Proposed Changes in Co-operative Work. 

Your committee recognizes the fact stated in the report of the 
Home Mission Board that "it is the organized agency of the 
Southern Baptist Convention, which has committed to it, so far 
as the Convention is concerned, the entire religious destitution 
of the Southern States." 
The Convention in by-law No. 1 prescribes that "the Boards 

of this Convention be directed to form the closest possible con­
nection with State Boards, where such exist, in such a way as 
shall be mutually agreeable." 
Your committee, acting within these limitations, present the 

following recommendations: 
1. That the work to be undertaken by the Home Mission Board 
in any State should be a co-operative work as far as practicable, 
the terms of co-operation to be such as may be mutually agreed 
upon between the Home Mission Board and the State organiza­
tion. The Home Board shall enter the names of all its mission-
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aries on its own books, defining their fields of labor and the 
terms of their employment. 
2. That the Home Mission Board "shall require from each 

missionary engaged in this co-operative work an exact duplicate 
of every report made out to the other co-operative body or 
bodies." 
3. That the Home Mission Board "shall have all reports prop­

erly tabulated in its home office, so that its own reports may 
show the work being done by its own missionaries." 
4. That "where co-operative work is done with any State or 

local organization, such organization shall be expected and re 
quested to make full recognition in their reports of the part or 
proportion of this work which is done by the Home Mission 
Board, and, vice versa, that the Home Mission Board shall make 
full recognition of the part or proportion that is done by any 
other organization." 
5. That should any additional clerical help be needed by the 

Home Mission Board in order to carry out the provisions of these 
co-operative measures, the Board be fully instructed to employ 
such labor as may in its judgment be compatible with efficiency. 
By the adoption of these recommendations your committee is 

of the unanimous opinion that the wishes of the Home Mission 
Board will be met, the work more fairly represented, better 
understood, more properly emphasized, and more generally and 
generously supported.

Foreign Population and Cuba. 

Though boasting a noble homogeneity, our country gladly 
recognizes the many foreign nationalities which have contributed 
to our blended power. Our Southern country is feeling as never 
before the throb of these alien tides of immigration. A triple 
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sense of duty for the sake of ourselves, our new neighbors, and 
our Master calls us to their evangelization. More and more will 
they be attracted to our rich mines, broad fields, and salubrious 
climate. To-day they are strangers speaking an alien tongue. 
To-morrow they i will be our fellow citizens. As Baptists we may 
present the truth as it is in Christ in simplest form, and at the 
same time exhibit, in our democratic church polity, the object 
lesson of a miniature republic. We rejoice that our Home 
Board is already doing some independent work among the 
Italians and Germans in Baltimore, and among the Germans and 
Swedes in Missouri. 
Let us not neglect this Foreign Mission work at our doors, but 

enable, by larger contributions, our wise Board to prosecute it 
yet more vigorously. 
The work in Cuba has enjoyed a quiet but successful year. 

The age of heroic sentimentalism may have passed, but "peace 
hath higher tests of manhood than battle ever knew," and the 
truceless conflict of ideas has now been joined. The delicate 
relations now pending between that fair island and our own 
country render aggressive Christian work difficult and hazardous, 
but we believe civic stability is not far ahead. Let us put our 
Home Board in position to take and hold strategic positions as 
soon as they may be opened. 
We note with approval the appointment of Brother C. D. Daniel 

and Misses Taylor and Branham to permanent work in Cuba. 
While we rejoice in the efficiency of our native workers, we 
think it wise, for many reasons, that our force of missionaries 
from this country be enlarged. Themistocles was wont to say 
that Marathon would not let him sleep! Our splendid triumphs 
already achieved in Cuba should make us eagerly reach for 
"those things that are before."

the territories prior to the co-operative arrangement, difficulties 
would arise in the effort of the two bodies to work co-operatively. 
The committee recommends that our Home Board, while main­

taining kindly and firmly their rights under the existing arrange­
ment, employ every proper means to work in harmony with our 
brethren of the Home Mission Society and so perpetuate the 
work of co-operation until the great destitution of the territories 
shall have been supplied with the gospel.

Report on the Appeal of the Home Board. 

Your committee to which was referred that part of the Home 
Board's report which relates to the need of emphasizing the im­
portance of the Board and its work, beg to report: 

1. We do not consider, as the report suggests, that the Board 
has been allowed to drag and lag behind, or that our churches 
are losing or abating their interest in it. Not only are the 
churches as willing as they have ever been, but more of them 
are contributing, and they are giving more money to the Board 
each year. 
2. Nevertheless your committee pleads for a yet larger place 

for the Board in the affections and gifts of the churches. 
The field occupied by the Board, already large and important, 

grows larger and more important each year. Cuba, our great 
and growing cities, our frontier fields, the foreign population, 
and the negro, each calls for more men and more money. 
The past achievements of this Board abundantly demonstrate 

that it is in every way worthy of our most enthusiastic support. 
W e urge Vice Presidents > to spare no pains to see that trie 

claims of the Home Board are faithfully and fully set before the 
churches, and that by associational representatives, by the wise 
use of our denominational papers, and by distribution of litera­
ture they keep the Board constantly before the people. 
Never before had the Board greater nee'd for our support, and 

never before has it been more entitled to it. 
8. It is the sense of this Convention that the Home Mission 
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Board should render all the assistance practicable, both with 
men and money, to the Baptists of the city of New Orleans.

77. The Committee on Woman's Work reported through 

its chairman, O. L. Hailey, Arkansas, as follows: 

Woman's Work. 

The work of our Baptist women of the Woman's Missionary 
Union is fairly entitled to the most cordial and unequivocal in­
dorsement of this Convention. For thirteen years our sisters have 
walked with delicate tread and gentle footsteps along a pathway 
where innumerable dangers were supposed to lie. But their re­
fined sensibilities, their conscious integrity, and their earnest de­
sire to serve, together with their firm faith in God, their jealous 
regard for his Word, the honor of his name, and the prosperity of 
his cause, have led them so surely that all must rejoice in their 
noble work. Fears of disintegration have vanished, doubts of 
loyalty have been dispelled, anxiety lest we should somehow 
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suffer loss, is all gone. And in the radiant dawn of what is al­
ready the most glorious of all the centuries we may leave all our 
dark forebodings in the shadows of the sleeping past. And as we 
face the thronging opportunities and the crowding responsibilities 
which call us to the busiest and most promising years of the 
Christian era, all are happy to find close by their sides the warm 
heart, the delicate hand, the undaunted courage and the quench­
less zeal of mother, wife, and sister. 
During the thirteen years of their organization they have been 

as delicately responsive to the wishes of this Convention, even 
when never so slightly intimated, as any one could desire. And 
when, at the last session of this Convention, there went to them 
from this floor a simple request, sent directly to them, they took 
it as an expression of confidence and rejoiced in it. 
How much their efforts have availed to arouse our people or to 

secure the advancement already made may never be known. But 
large part is undoubtedly due to their consecrated labors and to 
their gifts—gifts, in many instances, which represent sacrifices 
little dreamed of by the men who labor at their sides. 
W e gather from their latest published reports, that, during 

the year just passed, they have contributed to Home Missions, 
$20,549.54, in cash, and boxes valued at $26,887.88, making to­
gether, $47,437.42, an increase of $2,233.65 over the previous year. 
To the Sunday School Board, cash, $622.42, and boxes with an es­
timated value of $8,401.16, making a total of $9,023.58, an increase 
of $3,460.27 over the previous year. And to Foreign Missions, 
cash, $31,801.31, making an apparent increase of $43.66, but, in 
fact, an increase of gifts from the sisters of $4,043.66, because in 
last year's report there was an annuity gift of $4,000.00. The 
grand total of all their gifts for the year amounts to the splendid 
sum of $88,262.31, which is an increase over the preceding year of 
$4,995.58, and is larger even than the gifts of the "Centennial 
Year." 
And all this work has been done at the inconsiderable cost of 

$2,477.25. And yet, there is an increase which cannot be written 
down in figures—the increase in their working force of 600 new 
bands and societies. They now have some 5,600 organizations. 
From the sisters our Boards have received, since their organization 
in 1888, the magnificent sum of $704,501.00. 
Most gladly do we recognize their helpful hands, and most cor­

dially do we commend them for their zeal and discretion. And 
again expressing our judgment that it would not be desirable to 
work othewise than in the closest and most sympathetic relation 
with the S. B. C, we hope that their number may greatly increase, 
and that the churches within our bounds will give to this work 
their most cordial support. 
This body is pleased to learn that the Union has increased the 

representation to its annual meetings, and respectfully suggest 
that they might find it wise to make a still greater increase. °
