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CONSTITUTION. 

We, the delegates from missionary societies, churches, and 
other religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various 
parts of the United States, met in convention in the city of Au­
gusta, Ga., for the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent 
intentions of our constituents by organizing a plan of eliciting, 
combining, and directing the energies of the whole denomination 
in one sacred effort to the propagation of the gos'pel, agree to the 
following rules of fundamental principles: 

ARTICLE I. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist 
Convention." 

ART. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote 
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con­
nected with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this 
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United 
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benev­
olence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal 
rights of the churches. 

ART. III. The Convention shall consist, (1) of brethren who 
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contributing 
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of 
one deligate for every $250 actually paid into the treasuries of 
the Boards during the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April 
next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one repre­
sentative from each of the District Associations which co-oper­
ate with this Convention, provided that such representative be 
formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa­
tion, and his election certified to the Secretaries of the Conven­
tion, either in writing or by a copy of the printed Minutes. 

ART. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, 
four Vice-presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall, in event 
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer 
and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual meet­
ing, and hold their offices until a new election; and the officers 
of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, mem­
bers of the several boards. 

ART. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as 
many Boards of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary 
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro-

mote—all of which Boards may continue in office until a new 
election. Each Board shall consist of a President, Vice-presi­
dents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem­
bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall 
form a quorum _.or the transaction of business; provided, that 
any of the Boards may have the same person to fill the two posi­
tions of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer. To each Board 
shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the en­
tire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with 
whose interest it shall be charged; all of which management 
shall be in strict acordance with the constitutional provisions 
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may 
be given from time to time. Each Board shall have power to 
make such compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it 
may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in its own bodies, 
and enact its own By-laws. 

ART. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account 
for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all re­
ceipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the Con­
vention whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as often 
as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of his 
office, give competent security to the President of the Board for 
all the stocks and funds committed to his care. His books shall 
be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the Con­
vention and of its Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any 
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board 
from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order 
shall be signed by the presiding officer. 

ART. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards 
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or pub­
lic bodies as the interest of their respective bodes may require. 
Copies of all such communications, with their answers, if any, 

shall be kept by them on file. 
ART. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards 

shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other 
documents as may be committed to them for the purpose. 

ART. IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents ap­
pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be 
members of some regular church in union with the churches 

composing this Convention. 
ART. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this 

Convention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evi­
dence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and 
talents which fit them for the service for which they offer them­

selves.

ART. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven­
tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which 
their contributions shall be applied. But when no such specifica­
tion is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its 

own discreton. 
ART. XII. The Conventon shall hold its meetings annually, but 

extra meetings may be called by the President, with the approba­
tion of any of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the attend­
ing delegates shall not be necessary to make a quorum for the 
transaction of business. The President, or in the event of his 
death, any of the Vice-presidents of the Convention, may, at the 
request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place of 
meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him in­
expedient to convene at the time or place appointed. 

ART. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may 
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the mem­
bers present at any annual meeting of the Convention.

BY-LAWS . 

Impressed with the obligations resting on the Convention to 
endeavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, com­
bine, and dircet the energies of the whole denomination in one 
sacred effort for the promulgation of the gospel, we adopt the 
following By-laws: 

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the 
closest possible connection with the State Boards, where such ex­
ists, in such a way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other 
cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may deem 
best, in both cases providing for the necessary expenses incurred. 
2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be in­

structed to secure frequent distribution of information relating 
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other­
wise, as may be found expedient among the mass of the people. 
3. That the Committee of the Nomination of New Boards be 

instructed to nominate, as Vice Presidents of Boards, men known 
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their 
own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the con­
trary, men who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Con­
vention. These Vice Presidents shall be expected to co-operate 
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions as to 
work to be done, and they also shall be expected to present at 
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of 
what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which 
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions 
they may have to offer as to the conditions and needs of their 
resepctive fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary in due 
time to furnish the Vice President of his Board with suitable 
blanks for such reports, and to call their attention to this article, 
and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation of 
these reports. In case any Vice President appointed is unable or 
unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it shall 
be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person who can, 
and request him to do so; and, furthermore, the Vice President 
for each State shall be desired, as speedily as possible, to prepare 
a roll of the associations, churches, and Sunday schools in that 
State, to be used for the distribution of information, and to as-

certain as far as possible which of the churches and Sunday 
schools are contributing to the funds of the Board and the annual 
amounts, and to make systematic effort each year to increase the 
number and amount of such contributions. 
4. The Board shall report at each session of the Convention 

what special efforts they have been able to make toward carry­
ing out the objects of these By-laws. 
5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards 

each year, a committee of five shall be appointed, to whom shall 
be referred so much of these reports as pertains to the carrying 
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Vice Presidents. 
6. The President, Vice Presidents, and Secretaries of the Con­

vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when 
there is only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if 
there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for 
the Convention. 
. 7. Applause on the floor of the Convention is out of order, and 
it shall be the duty of the presiding officer to promptly suppress 
all such demonstration. 
8. No speeches advocating the claims of any brother nomi­

nated for an office of the Convention be allowed but one speech 
of nomination, and one speech seconding the nomination; also, 
that addresses and responses of welcome be limited to one ad­
dress not more than fifteen minutes in length, and one response 
of not more than ten minutes. 
9. These By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority 

vote except on the last day of the Convention.

8. T. T. Eaton, Kentucky, was directed, by vote of the 

Convention, to cast its ballot for Lansing Burrows, Ten­
nessee, and Oliver F. Gregory, Alabama, to be Secretaries 

of the Convention. 

9. The Secretaries were directed to cast the ballot of the 

Convention for George W . Norton, Kentucky, and Will­
iam P. Harvey, Kentucky, to be Treasurer and Auditor, 

respectively. 

10. A verbal communication was made by W . J. 

Northen, Georgia, from the Board of Trustees of the 

Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, announcing 

vacancies in the Board from the States of South Carolina 
end Georgia. 

11. It was ordered that a committee be appointed to 
nominate brethren to fill these vacancies. The committee

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Carolina; and on motion of A. J. Barton, Arkansas, these 
communications were ordered to be referred to a commit­
tee hereafter to be appointed upon the report of the H o m e 
Mission Board in its work among the colored people. 

15. J. H. Kilpatrick Georgia, from the Committee on 

Order of Business, reported, indicating time of meeting 
and adjournment, and the order for the first day, which

16. The Convention was then adjourned, after prayer 

by Josephus Shackleford, Alabama.

21. A n abstract of the report of the Sunday School 

Board was read for the Corresponding Secretary by I. J. 

Van Ness, Tennessee, and also the report of the Treasurer 

of the Board, all of which was ordered to be referred to 

committees upon the following topics: O n Business Condi-
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tions, Management and General Policy; on Publications, 

Periodicals, Books and Tracts; and on Bible Work and 

Field Work. 
22, The tellers to count the votes for Vice Presidents 

reported the election of Calder B. Willingham, Georgia; 

E. W . Stephens, Missouri; John AY. Thomas, Tennessee; 

R. C. Buckner, Texas. 

23. A n abstract of the report of the H o m e Mission 

Board was read by its Corresponding Secretary, B. D. 

Gray, Georgia; and also the report of the Treasurer of the 

Board; all of which was ordered to be referred to Commit­

tees on Frontier Missions; Mountain Missions and 

Schools; Work among the Negroes; Cities and Foreign­

ers ; Cuba and N e w Fields; Mills and Mines; and Finan­

ces, and Conclusion of the Report. 

24. A n abstract of the report of the Foreign Mission 

Board was read by R. J. Willingham, its Corresponding 

Secretary, and also the report of the Treasurer of the 

Board; all of which was ordered to be referred to Com­

mittees on Papal Fields, Pagan Fields, Items of Special 

Interest, Finances, and Woman's Work. 

25. O n motion of J. L. White, Georgia, it was 

Resolved, First, That we praise God for his manifold bless­
ings on all the departments of our work during the past year. 

Second, That we instruct our Home and Foreign Mission 
Boards to try to raise this year an advance of 25 per cent on 
the contributions of the past year. 

Third, That in view of the great need of laborers, and in 
obedience to the command of our Master to pray for them, we 
instruct our Committee on Arrangement to set apart one hour of 
this Convention when we will unitedly come before the throne 
of God with this petition. 

26. W. J. Northen, Georgia, presented the following 
report of a joint committee from this Convention and the 
Woman's Missionary Union, last year: 
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W H E R E A S , No notice had been given that there was a Training 
School for women missionaries in connection with ttie Southern 
Baptist Theological Seminary at Louisville, Kentucky, prior to 
the appointment of the joint committee by Southern Baptist 
Convention and Woman's Missionary Union, May, 1903, to con­
sider the advisability of establishing a Missionary Training 
School for women, said Committee to report at meeting of the 
Convention, 1904, and the annual meeting of Woman's Mission­
ary Union, the same year; and 

W H E R E A S , Dr. E. Y. Mullins, President Theological Seminary, 
makes public announcement in "Baptist Argus," April 7, 1904, 
"That we already have such a successful Training School in 
connection with our work at the Seminary;" be it 

Resolved, That no action be taken by the Committee, but that 
the whole subject be left with the Seminary for the present. 

Attention having been called to the fact, it was ordered 
that the statement made by the President of the Seminary 
lhat notice of the establishment of the Woman's Training 
School by the Board of Trustees had been made by him­
self in the Baptist papers of the South about a year before 

the appointment of the joint committee at Savannah, 
should be appended to the report. 

27. On motion of J.M. Frost, Tennessee, it was 

Resolved, That this Convention hears with pleasure of the 
training of women missionaries, being furnished by the Southern 
Baptist Theological Seminary; and while approving and com­
mending the work already done, the Convention respectfully 
recommends to the Seminary Faculty and Trustees, the further 
enlargement and better equipment of this department as the 
needs may demand and as the means in hand may justify, and 
earnestly hopes that our people shall give this important work 
their earnest sympathy and support; 

28. The report of the Statistical Secretary was sub­
mitted and ordered to be printed. It is Appendix D. 

29. The Convention then adjourned, with prayer by 

J. W. Jones, Virginia.

FIRST DAY, EVENING SESSION. 
30. The Convention met at 8 o'clock, E. W. Stephens, 

Missouri, one of the Vice Presidents, in the chair. 

31. After devotional exercises, conducted by R. H. 

Pitt, Virginia, the Convention Sermon was delivered by 

W . W . Landrum, Georgia, from the Scripture in John 

1: 9. 

32. The Committee on Order of Business reported, 

outlining the programme through the sessions of Saturday 

and Monday. 

33. The consideration of certain resolutions offered at 

the preceding Convention (see item Tl, page 38, Proceed­

ings, 1903), relative to changing the name of the body 

from "Southern Baptist Convention" to "The Baptist 

Convention of the United States," was taken up, and the 

author of the resolution, George Hillyer, Georgia, with­

drew the same, and in lieu thereof presented the follow­

ing resolution, which was adopted: 

W H E R E A S , by the express words of the Constitution under 
which this Convention was organized in 1845, the scope of its 
work embraces the whole United States; and all persons of our 
denomination making the necessary contribution, and all con­
stituent bodies of the same who co-operate with us, are invited 
to representation in this body without reference to locality, or 
territory, or latitude; and 

W H E R E A S , in the progress of time and events it has come 
about that the work of this Convention is more limited as to the 
actual boundaries to which its constituency extends, than it 
ought to be, and the work of the Convention within even what is 
recognized as its legitimate territory is unfairly divided and 
encroached upon by neighboring organizations; it is therefore 

Resolved, That a committee be raised, consisting of five mem­
bers of this body, appointed by the Chair, whose duty it shall be 
to consider and report at the next Convention whether any steps 
be feasible, and, if so, what steps are wisest and best to remedy 
these evils, and widen the constituency and work of this Con­
vention, according to its nature and opportunities. 
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34. O n motion of T. T. Eaton, Kentucky, by unani­

mous consent this committee was directed to consider the 

matter of modifying the preamble to our Constitution, 

so as to make it conform to the facts. 

35. On motion of J. N. Prestridge, Kentucky, the fol­

lowing resolution was adopted: 

We rejoice that in the United States and other countries a 
general desire has been expressed among Baptists to hold a 
Pan-Baptist Conference, for the purpose of discussing matters 
of vital interest to the denomination. 

Resolved, therefore, That a committee of one from each State 
within the bounds of the Southern Baptist Convention be ap­
pointed to co-operate with the Council of the Great Britain and 
Ireland Baptist Union, which has officially endorsed the move­
ment, and with such committees of other general Baptist bodies 
as may be appointed for this purpose. 
36. L. G. Broughton. Georgia, presented the following 
paper, and the time for its consideration was referred tQ 
the Committee on Order of Business to report later, by a 
vote of ayes, 439; noes, not counted: 

Resolved, That the Convention appoint a committee of twelve 
pastors, not members of any Convention Board, to be known as 
the Committee on Evangelism for the Needy Sections of our 
Convention Territory; 

That this committee, in co-operation with the Secretaries of 
our Boards, shall employ a general evangelist, who shall also be 
the Secretary of the Committee; 

That said evangelist shall, in addition to his evangelistic 
work, gather statistics, disseminate information and call to his 
aid such help and helpers as the Committee may approve; 

That the co-operation of State Boards be secured as far as 
possible, where work is to be done in needy and destitute fields; 

That the salary of the general evangelist be paid by the three 
Boards of the Convention, and other expenses, including the sala­
ries of special evangelists, be arranged for by the field or co­
operating board; 

That collections be taken at every meeting held by the evan­
gelists for the work of the Evangelistic Committee; 

That annual reports be made to the State Boards in all the 
States where work has been done; 

That the Committee also report annually to the Convention. 
37. And then, after prayer by J. N. Prestridge, Ken­
tucky, the Convention adjourned.

44. The special order being a consideration of the inter­

ests of the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, a 

report of the visitors of the Board of Trustees was read 

by A. J. S. Thomas, South Carolina, which was ordered 

to be printed: 

To THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES : 

Dear Brethren — At the meeting of the Board last year, Breth­
ren W. C. Lindsay, Jonathan Haralson and George Miller were 
appointed to visit the Seminary. It is a matter for regret that 
Brother Lindsay could not serve. His alternate, A. J. S. Thomas 
and George Miller visited the Seminary on the 21st and 22d days 
of April. The other member, Judge Haralson, was prevented 
from going on account of his court. Members of the Executive 
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Committee and of the Faculty cheerfully and kindly rendered 
us all the assistance in their power, and made our work easy 
and our stay enjoyable. 

Attendance and the Student Body.—As the catalogue and the 
report of the Faculty will show, there have been enrolled this 
session 273 students, not including the forty-eight ladies who 
attended the lectures. The health of the students has been ex­
cellent. The sanitary arrangements seem to be all right. The 
student body is represented as unusually intelligent and earnest. 
Of the total number, 236 were college students. There is a 
larger number tnan usual of pastor students, men who have 
been in the pastorate several years and are now taking a special 
course. W e had good reports on every hand of the deport­
ment of the students. The spiritual life is marked. Two 
prayer meetings a week are kept up in New York Hall, one of 
these being the missionary prayer meeting. Perhaps as many 
as one hundred students preach more or less regularly, some of 
them as pastors of churches near Louisville. Upwards of fifty 
students have offered for appointment to the foreign field; in­
deed, some of these are now already accepted by the Board. 
This spirit of missions is greatly fostered by the observance of 
Missionary Day, when professors and students give one whole 
day to the subject of missions. The excellent course of Pro­
fessor Carver, "Comparative Religions and Missions," also has 
much to do with the general interest taken in the subject of 
missions and with the marked missionary spirit that pervades 
the Seminary, and which is being felt throughout the South. 

W e find that about 162 students are being aided by the Stu­
dents' Fund. These receive their board, which, including fuel, 
costs' about eleven dollars per month. It is not probable that 
board can be provided for that amount next session, owing to 
the advanced price in provisions. The management of the 
Students' Fund and of New York Hall appears in all respects 
satisfactory. The domestic arrangements, under the super­
vision of Miss Taylor, who has served in the capacity of matron 
of New York Hall for quite a number of years, merit our warm 
and unqualified commendation. The Treasurer of the Students' 
Fund, Mr. B. Pressley Smith, exercises due precaution as to the 
assistance given students and the expenditure of the funds. The 
regulations governing the assistance of students are wise and 
practical. If any of these conditions seem hard, let it be remem­
bered that it requires exceeding care to distribute impartially 
among so many when the total amount supplied is altogether 
insufficient to meet the pressing wants of manifestly worthy 
men. 

The Professors.—Your Committee found all the professors 
present and at work. Entire harmony prevails in the Faculty, 
and these brethren are working together, "in honor preferring 
one another." It is a matter for rejoicing, and yet not strange, 
to hear them speak each of the other in loving praise. The 
professors are frequently called upon for special services and 
lectures away from Louisville. Much of their vacation is spent 
in teaching and lecturing in summer schools and other educa­
tional meetings, and thus is the Seminary brought before the 
public in many and very favorable ways, the professors taking 
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pleasure in responding to these special calls as far as practica­
ble, and without detriment to their regular work in the Seminary. 

Course of Study.—We wish to commend the policy of the 
professors in constantly looking out for improved methods and 
a more comprehensive course of study in the Seminary, with a 
view to the better equipment and preparation of our young min­
isters, xne course of Sunday School Lectures made possible 
through the generosity of the Sunday (school Board is a decided 
advantage, and has widely advertised the Seminary. The pro­
fessors and students feel that this is a wise provision, and it is 
to be hoped that the study of Sunday school work will receive 
more and more attention, and that this course may be extended 
and made even more effective. 

In this connection it may not be out of place to speak of 
some changes that have taken place in the course of study 
within recent years, and which, by the former students es­
pecially, will be recognized as improvements. Within recent 
years there have been made from time to time certain additions 
to the course of instruction in some of the departments of the 
Seminary, and certain changes in others which have been called 
for, or suggested by other changes, such as the new plans of new 
men, differences in adjusting the hours, in proportioning the 
time, and other like matters. It is no doubt true that most, 
if not all, these changes would have been brought about under 
the lead of the men of the past, had they been present to con­
cur or suggest. Many of them, in fact, were introduced or 
talked of before Dr. Broadus died, or Dr. Whitsitt resigned. 

In the chairs of Interpretation of both the Old and New Tes­
taments, both in the English and in the Hebrew and Greek 
departments, no essential changes have been made. It seems 
that more time is devoted to the study of the English Bible. 
The periods are longer than formerly. These departments have 
been kept up with the advance of scholarship, but on the lines 
laid down by the original projectors of these important schools. 
Much the same is true in the schools of Biblical Introduction, 
Systematic Theology, and Church History, though in the last 
named more time is devoted to the study than was given to it 
in the beginning, and the school is divided into two classes, 
junior and senior. In the Junior Class special attention is given 
to the study of Baptist History in the United States, which has 
greatly popularized this course. The School of Homiletics also 
remains much as of old, except that a little more work is re­
quired in the fall term, so that the text-book is completed by the 
intermediate examination, and thus time is allowed in the spring 
to do more in the history of preaching and the critical study or 
sermons. Also far more attention is now paid to elocution than 
in the old Greenville days. Soon after coming to Louisville, 
Dr. Broadus was enabled to carry out a long-cherished plan of 
his and secure expert teaching in that department, which was 
put under the direction of Professor Hawes, and which is still 
being conducted by him with enthusiasm and to the great delight 
of the class in Homiletics. 

But it is in the other departments that the principal changes 
and additions have been made. In the older time the second 
year in Theology was given to Latin Theology. Little by little 
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more attention was given to the study of some of the greater 
doctrines in addition to the Latin readings. Finally, the Latin 
has been pretty nearly eliminated, and under the name of Bibli­
cal Theology tne school is now occupied with more detailed 
study of several of the great topics, such as the Atonement the 
Divinity of Christ, the Holy Spirit, and, besides, the theology of 
Paul and John is made a special study. The school of Polemics 
has been greatly changed. No student of former times would 
now be able to recognize it. The study of the ordinances has 
been transferred to Ecclesiology; the emphasis is now placed 
rather upon Apologetics than Polemics, and, most important of 
all, half of the time is now given to the study of missions. In 
view of these changes the name of the school has been changed 
to that of Comparative Religions and Missions, and is in the 
hands of Professor Carver, and has created a great deal of in­
terest. Very considerable changes have taken place in what 
was once known as the School of Church Government and Pas­
toral Duties. Larger emphasis came to be placed upon the 
pastoral side of the study under the late Dr. Kerfoot, who 
brought his fine experience as a former pastor and judgment to 
bear on this topic, which he taught with enthusiasm. Some 
years ago it was found expedient to separate the church govern­
ment part of the school, as it was taught by another professor,, 
and make a distinct school of it under the name of Ecclesiology,, 
under Dr. Dargan. In that school not only is the polity of the 
churches taught, but also the ordinances, transferred from 
Polemics, and the work of the churches, evangelistic, missionary, 
educational, and social. A few lectures introductory to the 
study of social science are given, and the worship of the 
churches is also studied. It is now in process to put into this 
school, under worship, a more extended study of Hymnology 
than was possible to have in the brief time allotted to that sub­
ject in the already crowded course in Homiletics, as was form­
erly the case. 

But one of the most striking additions to the course that 
would impress an old student is the great extension offered in. 
the special classes for post-graduate work. Special classes are. 
offered each year in all the departments—Exegetical, Dogmatic,, 
Historical, and Practical—of a regularly constituted theological 
course. These classes are changed according to circumstances.. 
Not all are given in any one year, though each professor usually 
has one or more of these extra classes as they may be asked 
for by the students. 

Thus it will be seen that there are more classes, a larger 
number of subjects studied, and more time given to the schools 
than, say, twenty-five years ago. This is as it should be in a 
live, progressive and well equipped institution. 

W e venture here the suggestion that other teaching force 
must be soon added. It is very desirable that such additional 
help shall be employed as will enable the President more fre­
quently to visit churches and individuals in different sections 
of the country, that through his personal efforts there may be 
an increase in the endowment. He has been signally successful 
in this work, but at present he has not the time to devote to it. 
Other professors need some relief, and we advise that the recom-
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mendations of the Faculty, from time to time, on this subject 
receive the earnest consideration of the Board and be carried 
out as rapidly as possible. 

Buildings and Property.—It is well known by the members of 
the Board that the Seminary is fortunate in its buildings and 
property. New York Hall, Norton Hall, the Library, and the 
Gymnasium are commodious and handsome buildings, and well 
adapted to their several purposes. They are in fairly good con­
dition. New York Hall, however, needs repairs. The interior 
will have to be worked over. The plastering should be scraped 
and painted. Tne floor in the halls needs repairing, or, better 
still, should be relaid in hard wood. W e asked the Executive 
Committee to submit to the Board plans and estimates for this 
work. It appears that the time has come in the growth of the 
Seminary that some building can be procured for the use of the 
married students and their families. These brethren are scat­
tered about the city and frequently suffer great inconvenience. 
The object is. not to encourage the single students to marry, but 
to provide a convenient and comfortable home for those who are 
married and who wish to take a year or two from their pas­
torates in special work at the Seminary. 

Endowment.—It is apparent to all, and especially apparent 
to those who visit the Seminary and look into its increasing 
possibilities, that additional endowment is a stern necessity. 
Five hundred thousand dollars at the present rates of interest 
will not furnish sufficient income with which to do the best 
work. Within the past five years about one hundred thousand 
dollars have been added to the endowment. Much of this has 
come in sums of from one hundred dollars to five thousand dol­
lars, not including about thirty thousand dollars received from 
the Bartlett bequest. Not less than two hundred thousand dol­
lars is an immediate necessity, and we recommend that efforts 
to secure that amount be continued and that the work of securing 
it be pushed vigorously. Money is wanted for repairs, equip­
ment and for additional teaching force, and we must lay these 
needs on the hearts of the brotherhood, for we are sure that 
our people throughout the country are able and ready to in­
crease the endowment. W e must have at least one million dol­
lars as a permanent endowment, and we should not be satisfied 
until that amount is secured, and then we shall work for another 
million. 

There is no debt resting on the Seminary. It is the policy, 
and it has been, of the Faculty, the Executive Committee, and 
of all others interested, to live within the income, but the in­
come must be enlarged so that we can live; there must be a 
larger income if the Seminary is to grow and do the work of 
the denomination in an acceptable manner. 

The Library.—An examination of the Library showed it to be 
in a neat and attractive condition. The books, pamphlets and 
papers are systematically arranged, and everything is in 'first-
class order. Professor Sampey, the Superintendent, has been 
assisted in this work by Mr. E. A. Forbes, Librarian. By the 
Dewey decimal system the books are so arranged that in a few 
moments any book of reference on any subject may be found. 
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A good beginning has been made in the collection of valuable 
historical documents, such as minutes, papers, sermons, and 
other manuscripts. The effort to collect and preserve these 
valuable papers ought to be encouraged. Our people will take 
more interest in preserving their records when they learn that 
they will be carefully preserved in our fire-proof Library, and 
so arranged that they can be readily found and used at any 
time. The Library sorely needs a larger income to be used in 
the purchase of valuable and necessary works, and Professor 
Sampey should be encouraged in the excellent work he is doing, 
r.nd has already done, in this department. 

The Gymnasium.—The Levering Gymnasium, the generous 
gift of the honored President of our Board, has proved an ex­
ceedingly useful addition to our Seminary plant. W e find that 
it is generally used by the students, and regular instruction and 
training is given each session. Some of the apparatus is worn 
and should be replaced, but here arises again the perplexing 
question, Where are the funds to come from with which to keep 
up the apparatus and to keep the building in good repair? It 
is well, therefore, to speak of these needs, in order that some 
friends may know how to make special gifts for special pur­
poses. A Gymnasium Fund might be provided by some church, 
or friend, the income of which could be used for purposes of re­
furnishing and repairing this department, which is so necessary 
to the health and comfort of these students. 

Local Conditions.—It is a matter for sincere and profound 
gratification and congratulation that the local conditions sur­
rounding the Seminary seem, as reported to us, most favorable. 
A spirit of brotherly love pervades the institution, and there 
is a spirit of good cheer and public confidence around and about 
the Seminary, lt has a large place in the respect and affections 
of the people of Louisville. Friends outside of Seminary circles 
alluded to the general high esteem in which the professors and 
students are held. The character and the attainments of our 
professors are recognized by the public of Louisville. These 
men are worthy successors of a noble line. Let it be told 
everywhere that our beloved institution is in safe hands, and 
that the outlook in all respects is most encouraging. Your 
Committee are sure that the other members of the Board would 
share their feeling of hopefulness if today they could see the 
situation as it really is. A better understanding of all the sur­
roundings, the local conditions, and the actual work being done 
in the Seminary will enable us to appreciate also more fully the 
large trust committed to us in promoting its interests and in 
increasing its usefulness.

49. Z. T. Cody, South Carolina, read the Report of the 

Committee on the Home Board's Report on 

Mills and Mines. 

The changing commercial conditions of the South are pro­
ducing mission fields, the extent and needs of which our people 
but little realize. The fields have grown up in connection with 
the coal mines of Kentucky, Tennessee, and Alabama; and the 
zinc and lead mines of Missouri; with the iron mines and manu­
factories of Alabama; with the lumber mills of Alabama, Missis­
sippi, Louisiana, Arkansas, and Texas; and with the cotton mills 
which are located chiefly in North and South Carolina and Geor­
gia. Since 1880 there has been an enormous development in all 
of these industries. The greatest lead and zinc mines of the 
world have been developed in the Joplin region of Missouri. The 
iron interests of the South, which are chiefly in Alabama, have 
grown from 397,000 tons of pig iron in 1880 to 3,300,000 tons in 
1903. Within the same period of time the coal product of the 
South has increased from six millions to sixty-two millions of 
tons. Within these mining regions there have sprung up new 
and large communities, which are separate from the general body 
of our people. They constitute a great and distinct mission field; 
and already, at least in some places, great destitution prevails. 

Perhaps the most wonderful commercial development of re­
cent years has been in connection with the cotton mill industry 
of the South. Since 1880 the increase in the number of spindles 
has been 1,105 per cent. The South has now about one-half of the 
number of mills in the whole country; and these take more than 
half of the cotton consumed in the United States. Around each 
mill is gathered a village, and these villages range in size from 
200 to fi,000 inhabitants. Almost every mill village is missionary 
ground. In the mills of the South there are 130,000 wage earners; 
and the aggregate population of these mill villages is placed at 
from 400,000 to 450,000 souls. If these were brought together in 
one community, they would make a city five times as large as 
Nashville, Tenn. But the very fact that they are in scattered and 
separate small villages makes the Mission problem the greater, 
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These mill people are not immigrants. They are Southern white 
people and have been gathered togethef from our farms, ine 
majority of them are of our own Baptist faith. . 
Here are mission fields that are rapidly growing up in tne 

eastern part of the Convention's territory, which d e m""* " ^ 
consideration of the Home Board as truly as does our Western 
frontier work. It cannot be said that religious destitution exists 
in them to any great extent. The State Mission Boards have 
been alive to the changing conditions. But the demands ot tnese 
fields are increasing with every year, and there is opening to tne 
Home Board one of its greatest opportunities for co-operative 
work.

50. R. B. Garrett, Virginia, presented the Report of the 
Committee on 

Church Building and Loan Fund. 

Your Committee, to whom was referred that part of the Home 
Mission Board's Report referring to the Church Building and 
Loan Fund, would respectfully call attention to the great need 
for an immediate enlargement of the work. The sum of $5,736.36, 
mentioned in the report as the total amount available for this 
purpose, is manifestly inadequate for such an undertaking. 
Southern Baptists could profitably use the income on a half mil­
lion dollars in aiding weak churches at important points to erect 
houses of worship, which would properly represent the denomi­
nation in new and growing communities. A few hundred dollars 
judiciously expended at the right time will do more good than 
many thousands spent after the opportunity is gone. Your Com­
mittee would call attention to the effort now being made by the 
Woman's Missionary Union, at the request of the Board, to raise 
the sum of $20,000 for this fund, as a memorial to the memory of 
the beloved Tichenor, and would bespeak for the ladies the hearty 
sympathy and co-operation of the churches in this work. 

W e would also recommend that steps be taken looking to a 
still larger effort in this direction in the immediate future. W e 
believe that the time has come when Southern Baptists must have 
a Church Building and Loan Fund worthy of the name.

51. E. C. McConnell, Missouri, read the Report of the 
Committee on 

Mountain Missions and Schools. 
Your Committee, to whom was given that part of the Report 
of the Home Mission Board which refers to Mountain Missions 
and Schools, heartily commend the work of the Board in the es-
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tablishment and maintenance of the schools and institutes men­
tioned in the report. It is hardly possible to overestimate the 
value of these agencies for the development of that vast region so 
prolific in good fruits for the kingdom of God. The proportion of 
expenditure for this department of the Board's vast field is not 
in excess, and the blessed results as set forth by the report war­
rant not only continuance, but increased appropriations. The 
number of people directly and indirectly benefited, the response 
of the localities where the work is done, and the splendid aggre­
gate of property brought into possession of the denomination, set 
this work at the front in Home Board enterprises. 

There have been difficulties one way and another in establish­
ing denominational schools in communities divided in religious 
beliefs, but happily nothing now exists in the way of uninter­
rupted progress. 

North Carolina, it seems, has been most active in co-operation 
with the Board, and thus secured the largest benefit. Other 
States having mountain territory are accomplishing more or less, 
as the circumstances of each indicate. 

Let it be known, once for all, that such work as is contem­
plated by these schools and mission institutes must have growth 
rather than exploitation. Time must be given for rooting in the 
soil where they are to flourish and fruit. Large faith and real 
patience are necessary to the high end in this kind of mission 
work, as indeed it is in all kinds of missions. This is the work 
of making men and women for the kingdom of God. You may 
send the carpenter and build a house of worship, you may send 
the preacher and gather material for the church organization, but 
when you would meet the purpose of the Board and the purpose 
of God in this work among the mountain people, you must furnish 
the cultivation and elements of growth, and wait. 

The blessing of God has been upon the Home Mission Board 
in rich abundance, giving divine approval, and your Committee 
humbly supplicates God in behalf of this far-reaching interest 
about which we made this report, expressing the hope that the 
Board will be encouraged to prosecute it with unabated zeal.

52. A. J. Barton, Arkansas, presented the Report of the 
Committee on 

Frontier Missions. 
Your Committee could not too heartily commend the policy 
of the Home Board in following the ever-rising and rapidly 
flowing tide of immigration into the great Western section of our 
country. If the broad, almost boundless, territory of the West 
and Southwest presents difficult problems, it also presents 
possibilities that are well-nigh bewildering. The tide of immi-
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gration is increasing more and more each year. The broad 
acres of this great section hold out most attractive opportu­
nities to the farming population of the older and more thickly 
settled States in the East and North for securing homes and 
farms in their own right. Attracted by these opportunities, 
which are constantly advertised by the railroads, the people of 
the older States are flocking every year literally by the thou­
sands to this section. One railroad recently transported into 
Texas alone ten thousand souls at one time, and a few weeks 
later another 12,000. This vast increase in the population 
creates, in turn, larger possibilities and more imperative de­
mands ' for the railroads and other commercial interests. In 
Arkansas, Oklahoma and Indian Territory more miles of rail­
road have been built in the past year than in any other similar 
territory of the United States. Along these lines of railroad, 
towns, and even cities of no mean size, have sprung up like 
magic. This great mass of people flowing into these Western 
States must be reached, and reached promptly, with the gospel 
and for the Baptists. Delay now means irreparable loss for the 
future. 

Prominent among the special needs, your Committee would 
mention the large number of churches without houses of wor­
ship. Speaking in round numbers, there are in Texas three 
thousand Baptist churches, of which only one-half have meeting 
houses of their own; in Arkansas 1,300 churches, about half 
having houses of worship; in Indian Territory 425 churches, 
about 200 having houses; in Oklahoma about 300, and only 100 
having houses. In Comanche County, of latter State, there are 
thirty-two churches and only two houses of worship. In some 
instances the churches avail themselves of school houses, but 
in many others they are unable even to do this. Thus it ap­
pears that one of the great needs of this territory is that 
churches shall have suitable places of worship. In many in­
stances churches, being weak in numbers and in finances, are 
unable to meet this demand, and ought to receive help from 
their sister churches in the older and better developed States. 

Going hand in hand with this need for more and better meet­
ing houses, is the need for more adequate pastoral support and 
well-equipped men for the pastorates. The church that is unable 
to build a suitable meeting house is often unable also to sup­
port its pastor. This is true of a vast number of the churches, 
not only in the thinly settled out-post communities, but also in 
these rapidly growing towns and cities. 

These are great needs and must be supplied. In undertaking 
to supply them cur brethren have not only the incentive of 
duty, but also tne encouragement of the prospect of large and 
ever-increasing returns for the expenditure of labor and money. 
In many of these Western towns and cities, that were only three 
or four years ago weak and needy mission points, we now have 
strong, self-supporting churches, that contribute 'largely to the 
funds of the Convention. For instance, South McAlester I T 
was a weak mission point only two or three years ago, paying 
its pastor only $800, half of which was supplied from the 
mission fund. Now that church pays its pastor $1,200 and 
furnishes him a good home, and on a recent Sabbath contributed $700 to State Missions alone, and will give like generous sums 
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to Home and Foreign Missions. Many other instances might be 
cited, notably that of the First Church at Oklahoma City. An­
other incentive in this work is the fact that a large per cent 
of this great tide of population comes from our Baptist people, 
and the Baptist sentiment is strong in nearly all of these Wes­
tern communities. 

W e desire to commend especially the action of the Board in 
forming a plan of co-operation jointly with the Home Mission 
Society of New York and with the State Boards of Oklahoma 
and Indian Territory, which plan of co-operation is working 
most harmoniously and bringing the most satisfactory results. 
This plan of co-operation has to do not only with planting 
churches and supporting missionaries, but also and especially 
with the supplying of funds for church houses, both by direct 
contributions and by loans. 

W e apprehend that the extent of this Western field, and the 
magnitude of its needs, are difficult for the brethren of the older 
States to grasp. In Texas alone there is a frontier border with 
all the conditions of frontier life, that in extent is Jj500_ miles 
long. Brethren, who are closest in touch with, andbest in­
formed about the conditions and demands of this great field, 
hold steadfastly to the conviction that never before in the his­
tory of this Convention did the Home Board face such possi­
bilities and such a crisis in its work as now confronts us in 
this rapidly settling and rapidly developing field. 

It is a matter of grateful joy and congratulation to your 
Committee that the three Boards of the Convention have se­
cured the services of our esteemed brother, Rev. M. P. Hunt, 
who labors as the representative of the Convention in this sec­
tion. He is working vigorously and with best possible results. 
The wisdom of Ms appointment is already well attested by the 
results of the brief service covering a period of only four 
months. 

In this territory, as elsewhere, one of the most important 
factors in the problem of evangelization is to be found in the 
establishment and equipment of colleges and academies. Your 
Committee is pleased to note that plans are on foot by the Home 
Board in conference and co-operation with the Home Mission 
Society and the State Boards of Indian Territory and Oklahoma 
for the firmer establishment and better equipment of our Bap­
tist schools in those States. 

The Macedonian cry comes to us from the Southwest as 
possibly from no other section of the territory of the Home 
Board. It is for us to say whether or not we will hear the cry 
and respond to the needs. A. J. BARTON,

"Recommend (2) That a commission of one brother from each 
State and Territory in this Convention be appointed by the 
Convention, to meet with the Home Mission Board and counsel 
with the Board in enlarging and perfecting our plans for dis­
charging our Christian obligations to the Negro race, with a 
view to meeting the conditions in all parts of our territory. 

"Recommend (3) That the details of this meeting or meet­
ings be arranged by the Home Board."

Cities and Foreigners. 

The section of the report of the Home Mission Board, dealing 
with Cities and Foreigners, forcibly presents matters of the 
largest importance and intense interest: 

First, attention is called to the fact that Baptists are weakest 
Where they ought to be strongest—in the cities; and that "not 
to seize our cities is to surrender the strongholds and ultimately 
to lose the country." This is a true statement of the situation 
and calls for immediate, wise, large, and persistent action. 
While most of our cities are yet comparatively small and Ameri­
can in population, it is entirely possible to meet the condition 
which confronts us. Delay will be suicidal. It is easy to in­
dulge in vain regret over the lost rural peace that was dear 
to the Baptist heart, and deplore the congestion of population in 
centers where the Baptist from the country finds himself swept 
round and round in the whirlpool of "the strenuous life." It 
is easy to dream dreams of ways and means to counteract this 
trend, but the remorseless march of modern civilization moves 
steadily on with the inexorableness of fate to the not distant 
day when the South, like the North, and like Europe, shall be a 
land of cities. What, then, will become of the denomination 
that is weak in the cities? 

It is very much to be doubted if we are, in some of our 
cities, conserving the Baptist strength which is constantly re­
ceived from the country, which may be compared to a clear, 
fresh stream, flowing from wooded hill and fertile field into a 
Sahara of sand, only to be swallowed up. If we cannot keep 
that whicn comes to us in the city from the country, and make 
an aggressive campaign of conquest on the city element, then, 
as surely as the city dominates the future, our greatest history 
has been made. 

Attention is called to this situation by the H o m e Mission 
Board, and emphasized by your Committee in no spirit of pes­
simism, but because a difficulty must be recognized and in some 
measure realized before it can be grappled with. W e are, under 
God, equal to this situation, but now is the time to deal with it. 

Second, the southward trend of immigration is considered. 
"Foreigners" are correctly grouped with "Cities" in the report 
of the Boards, because they constitute a large part of the city 
problem. Immigrants are settling in large numbers on farms 
in certain sections, but we cannot doubt that more and more 
the industrial development of the South will carry our foreign *' NASHVILLE. TENNESSEE

Cuba and New Fields. 

Your Committee on Cuba and New Fields note ^ith pleasure 
the happy termination of the troubles which for some years have 
Ssturbe^and harassed our work in Havana, and. ̂ a n ^ o d for 
the wise and conscientious men who have given their time, th.i 
wisdom, and their love to the solution of these difficulties and to 
the promotion of our Lord's kingdom m this Gem of the Antilleŝ  

The curse of idleness is enforced idleness, and the reward ol 
work is more work. God is rewarding our work in Cuba by giving 
us larger responsibilities and greater opportunities. The need 
of proper educational facilities is at once apparent. W e cannot 
afford to fail in this matter at so critical a time, and we commend 
the suggestion of the Board looking to the opening in Havana ol 
a college for training the native ministry, and for helping to make 
our wo*-k efficient and permanent. This is so important, both for 
natives and for resident Americans, as to require no argument 
from us. There ought to be in Havana such an institution of 
learning as the Roberts College in Constantinople and the Pres­
byterian School in Beyrout. 

The problem of the city is still largely the problem of the 
country, and the obscure workers in the villages and country 
places" still have a more sympathetic and responsive hearing. 
This is true in Cuba. The workers in these smaller places are 
occupying rented houses and are overshadowed by expensive and 
attractive cathedrals and churches. If we desire to save rents, 
and if we desire to do permanent work, we ought to buy lots and 
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erect chapels in these smaller towns and country centers, and do 
what we can to send a tide of Christian influence from these 
places to the city. W e lay this upon the hearts of our people, 
and concur in the desire expressed in the report concerning this 
matter. 

W e approve also the opening of new work in the Isle of Pines 
and in the Canal Zone. W e sincerely hope that our brethren in 
Atlanta, guided by a spirit-controlled wisdom, may be able to 
enter at once into these ripening fields, and that men and means 
may not be wanting to establish new centers of spiritual power 
and Bible truth in the Panama Belt at once. W e particularly 
urge the immediate occupation of the strategic and tactical 
points of Colon and Panama, both lying in the territory belong­
ing to the United States. The Star of Bethlehem must never fail 
to accompany the Stars and Stripes. 

As to the resolution offered by Brother W. D. Turnley, and 
referred to this Committee, "That this Convention take steps co 
put missions in Cuba under the direction of the Foreign Mission 
Board," we most earnestly insist that such a change is undesir­
able, and we believe would be hurtful. 

In conclusion, we wish to express our gratitude for the giving 
to us of so many noble and able and consecrated workers in these 
fields, among them our Brother C. C. Carroll, of Texas, who is 
soon to begin work in Cuba, and to congratulate the Convention 
upon the increased contributions to this department of its work, 
upon the widening fields inviting its laborers, upon the new in­
terest being manifested in its many phases of work, and upon the 
God-given successes which are crowning its efforts.

Business Conditions, Management and General Policy of Sunday 
School Board, 

We, your Committee on the Present Status, Management and 
Policy of the Sunday School Board of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention, beg leave to submit the following: 

Nashville being the home of the Board, has rendered it pos­
sible for us to make a more thorough examination of the build­
ings, equipment, working force, and present business policy, than 
could have been accomplished at any other place. The Corres­
ponding Secretary, in addition to his comprehensive report, has 
with his able staff given us every facility and assistance in 
prosecuting our work. 

The Plant.—The present home of the Board is a commodious, 
beautiful, and substantial structure built of brick and stone, 
well located at 710 Church Street, on the principal business 
thoroughfare of Nashville. This property cost $60,000, and in 
the opinion of your Committee was a good investment. In this 
building are committee rooms, a mailing department, work 
rooms, offices, etc., furnished with every needed appliance and 
convenience for carrying on the work of this mammoth estab­
lishment. Its admirably adjusted forces working harmoniously 
from week to week accomplish wonderful and satisfactory re­
sults. The duties of each day are conscientiously done, and 
the employees are like the members of a great family. Besides 
the Church Street building, the Board owns property on North 
Gherz-y Street, valued at $10,000, bringing in rentals of $60 per 
month. These buildings, taken with the merchandise, periodicals 
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and other property, make the Board's available assets $118,434.04. 
W e found the property in good condition and the Reserve Fund 
earning a fair interest on good collateral. While the Reserve 
Fund is loaned on time, it is kept, so to speak, within sight and 
easy call. 

The Board organized thirteen years ago, with no capital ex­
cept the good will and patronage of the denomination, and with 
no backing save the cheering words, golden pledges and loyal 
hearts of our Southern Baptist hosts, has, under the blessings 
of God, achieved, amid many adverse surroundings, phenomenal 
success is doing a wonderful work today, and is one of the most 
powerful factors in the-Southern Baptist Convention for pro­
moting our interests and our work. The growth of the Board s 
work is in a measure shown by comparing the following items 
taken from the report of the Secretary: 
Bible Fund. Total Receipts. Appropriations. Assets. 
1892 $ 14.50 $ 19,574.83 $ 350.32 $ 4,081.63 
1 9 04 5,323.76 109,782.76 21,096.46 118,434.04 

This vear has in many respects been the most successful of 
the Board's history. In addition to its large appropriations, it 
has placed $10,748.90 in its Reserve Fund, bringing that up to 
$32 000 W e find that during the thirteen years of its existence 
it has put into denominational life about $150,000, and today has 
an earning capacity of a three-hundred-thousand-dollar plant 
About eighty-five per cent of its income comes from the sale of 
its periodicals, hence the importance of pushing this department 
of the Ŷ ork. The business grows from year to year, with prom­
ise of still greater increase as it becomes more and more firmly 
entrenched in the confidence and love of the Baptist brother­
hood Its possibilities are commensurate with the growth ol 
our population, and the development of our resources in de­
nominational life. W e are confident that any business firm in 
Nashville or New York City would be proud of such a financial 
report as that submitted by the Board, and that very few can 
show so good a record. . 

Management.—The success or failure of any enterprise de­
pends largely upon the personnel of its promoters. The busi­
ness side of our religious life is no exception. When God wants 
a great work accomplished, he always has a man in training for 
it When in his providence, the time came for the organization 
of the Sunday School Board, a leader was forthcoming. Before 
J M Frost had heard the call of Convention or Board, the voice 
of the Almighty had thrilled his heart with a vision of its pos­
sibilities for good, and he yielded obedience to this heavenly 
vision He has brought to this difficult task the brain of a 
statesman, the tact of a diplomat/the acumen of a lawyer, the 
foresight of a seer, the zeal of an enthusiast, and the conse­
cration of an humble follower oi Jesus Christ. Associated with 
him is an able corps of helpers. Of Dr. Van Ness and others, 
who have labored with him in bringing our periodicals and litera­
ture to their present state of excellence, and the zeal and en­
ergy of the field workers, other committees will speak. W e 
would not however, omit to give deserved thanks to the faithful 
members of the Board, who, with their presence, support, time, 
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counsel and prayers, uphold the hands of their leader, and gen­
erously second his every effort. 

Policy.—Thus far, your Committee has considered the status 
and management of the Board, mainly, from a business stand­
point. In examining its policy, the horizon broadens; the moral 
and spiritual power and scope become apparent, and are em­
phasized. Designed primarily to promote the interests of the 
Sunday School work within the bounds of the Convention, it 
has, while keeping this aim conscientiously and prominently in 
the lead, so directed, widened, and developed its policy, that 
now there is not au interest fostered by the Convention that has 
not been aidea and encouraged by timely and substantial assist­
ance from the Board. Its aim is to keep in touch and harmony 
with every branch of our organized work. It has tried to keep 
within the instructions given by the Convention, but from time 
to time has moved forward and seized upon opportunities which 
promised sure advancement, and which would pass if not used 
at once. The receipts of the Board coming in through various 
channels, return like bread cast upon the waters, bearing multi­
plied blessings to the givers. 

The policy has not been to make and hoard money, but to 
use its surplus in helping all departments of our work and in 
evangelizing and instructing our people. At the same time it has 
striven to put the plant itself on a broad and solid financial 
basis. This policy steadily pursued has made it self-supporting 
from the start, and it has become a generous contributor to 
every Baptist interest. Its helpful spirit is felt throughout the 
land and its power for good is beyond computation. This Board, 
brethren, with its splendid buildings and equipment, its superior 
management and broad policy, with its history of heroic efforts 
and glorious achievements, and its promise of untold power 
for blessing mankind and glorifying our Lord, belongs to this 
Convention. It is worthy of our highest commendation: it is 
entitled to our heartiest support; its success should fill our 
hearts with honest pride and joy, while we lift our souls in 
humble thanksgiving to God, who has blessed and prospered 
and made possible all that has been done for the good of our 
fellow-men and for the glory of his great name.

70. W. S. Splawn, Texas, presented the Report of the 
Committee on 
Bible Work and Field Work of the Sunday School Board. 
(1) Bible Work.—Since our Sunday School Board has been 
able to do so much good work in Bible distribution without lay­
ing any special stress on contributions to this department we 
would earnestly commend this phase of the work to the prayers 
and benevolence of our churches. The growing interest in this 
work is shown by the fact, brought out in the report, that the 
offerings to the Bible Fund have grown in six years from $600 to 
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nearly $6,000 annually. " Of the amount contributed to this fund 
no part is used for expense, but all is appropriated to Bible and 
Colportage Work. W e further recommend that all of our Sun­
day schools observe "Bible Day" during the month of June, or 
at least make an offering to this work. 

(2) Field Work.—Your Committee would call special atten­
tion to the very large contribution our Sunday School Board 
is making to the cause in our midst through the invaluable 
services of.the four field men, B. W. Spillman, R. M. Inlow, 
Dock Pegnes, and L. P. Leavill; of these, L. P. Leavill, of Mis­
sissippi, has been added during the past year. The work of 
the Board has much promise of advancement, also, through the 
services of the Western Secretary, M. P. Hunt, who has been 
employed conjointly by the three Boards of the Southern Bap­
tist Convention. In the improvement and advancement of our 
Sunday schools lies one of the brightest hopes of future develop­
ment in our churches. W e would urge, therefore, our Sunday 
school workers to avail themselves of the excellent services of 
our Field Secretaries in Institute Work and Normal Training. 
Thoroughly trained teachers is one of the greatest needs in our 
Sunday school work. The services of these field men are availa­
ble, without any cost to our churches or Sunday schools.

Frost, Tennessee; and then the reports were adopted. 
72. S. C. Clopton, Virginia, presented the Report on 
Publications and Periodicals of Sunday School Board, 
and it was adopted: 

Publications, Periodicals, Books and Tracts of Sunday School 
Board. 

The periodicals of the Sunday School Board of this Conven­
tion are the chief source of its income, and the best way to co­
operate with the Board is to buy your periodicals from this 
Board. 

The large, steady increase in sales is very gratifying. Last 
year this was $18,873.36 over the preceding year. There are 
about 20,000 schools among the white and colored Baptists in 
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our territory. The Statistical Secretary of this Convention re­
ports that 11,494 of these are white schools. Our Board en­
courages our colored brethren to patronize their own publishing 
house located in this city. W e cannot tell exactly how many 
schools patronize our Board. But as they have already this 
quarter filled 13,9.14 orders, the Board must have most of our 
Southern white pchools for patrons. Some of these orders 
come from the increase in the schools after the first order for 
the quarter was given, and some of them from the growing 
favor of the periodicals after their acquaintance is first made. 
These figures seem to sustain the claim of the Board that it 
has 90 per cent of the patronage of the white Baptist schools 
in the South. 

This great increase is due partly to the energy and enter­
prise of the Board and its employes, and in large measure to the 
excellent quality oi' the periodicals. The materials for these 
are furnished by men of ability, well known among us, who write 
out of experimental knowledge of divine truth and saving grace, 
and with intimate knowledge of the conditions among our people 
which the Board aims to meet. One thing which makes this 
popularity so great is the accurate grading, which adapts the 
different publications to scholars of different ages and various 
degrees of intelligence. 

"Kind Words," the veteran of this host of publications, con­
tinually renews, its youth and advances in growth and usefulness. 
The Board has thought it wise to begin the publication of an­
other paper called "Boys and Girls," whose handsome appear­
ance is very winning, so that your Committee is not surprised to 
learn that it is already a success. The B. Y. P. U. Quarterly 
has a large patronage among our young people. 

Your Committee heartily recommends the books published by 
the Board. The Board has net so committed itself to publica­
tion work that it is obliged to publish some book, or a number 
of books, within a specified period; but when it secures some­
thing worthy of its imprint and of your reading, it gives this 
issuance. Some of the most valuable of these have come out 
of the course of lectures on the Sunday School delivered in the 
Seminary at Louisville, as provided for by this Board. Dr. 
Hatcher's Book of Lectures has come to be regarded as a 
standard work among Sunday school workers. "The Twentieth 
Century Sunday School," by Dr. S. H. Greene, pastor of the 
Calvary Baptist Church, Washington, D. C, is of great value 
because it is written by a man whose methods of work, together 
with the labors of his brethren, have made their school one of 
the greatest in the world. This book is written out of the ex­
perience gained m those twenty-five years of vast and successful 
labor. 
.oP6^^0"*' the,"^ife- °f M- T- Yates," was published in 
1898 The Hymn and Praase Book" has been prepared for the 
printers by Dr. Lansing Burrows, which is itself a guarantee of 
the hterary, musical devotional spiritual character of the work. 
Yet this has been submitted to the critical examination of breth­
ren of ability well known among us. The Board has a fine sun 
ply of Baptist tracts especially suitable for the scriptural in 
doctrination of the people of our denomination and those whom 
they influence. 
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The Committee earnestly recommends the Sunday school peri­
odicals and all the other publications of the Baptist Sunday 
School Board of the Southern Baptist Convention to our people. 

The Committee has suggested to the Board the preparation of 
a series of evangelistic tracts especially adapted to the use of 
Sunday School teachers, suitable for the divers states of mind 
and heart and the varying conditions in which they may find 
different members of their classes. This element of equipment 
will enable our teachers far better to accomplish the first great 
end at which we must aim, the salvation of the lost.. It will 
save the young from many years in the bondage and service 
of satan. It will make our Sunday schools, which are already 
the best organized body in our churches, the greatest evangeliz­
ing agency in the kingdom of God.

73. L. B. Warren, Florida, read the Report of the 
Committee on 
Finances and Conclusion of Report of the Home Board. 
Your Committee believes that Home Mission occupies a po­
sition of peculiar and transcendent importance in our missionary 
work. When Adoniram Judson had the vision beautiful of evan­
gelization to the ends of the earth, he found its realization im­
possible until the activities of Luther Rice had, in the inaugura­
tion of Home Missions, given him a source of supplies and a 
base of operations. 

In conception, Foreign Missions is the mother of Home Mis­
sions. In realization, Home Missions is the mother of Foreign 
Missions. This relation can never be changed. Texas, for ex­
ample, has been for long years the favorite field of the Home 
Board. Not a church in Waco, not a church in Dallas, scarce 
a church in Texas that is not the child or grandchild of the 
Home Board. The result is not alone that this year Texas, as a 
developed field, leads all the South in her contributions to the 
Home Board, but that in the past fifteen years it has given a 
third more to Foreign Missions than to Home. Because the eye 
of the faith never loses sight of the ends of the earth, we must 
develop the Home Field to the utmost, else whence shall the 
contributions and laborers come? The chief activity of the 
Home Board has, therefore, been, and must ever be, the or­
ganization of new churches until they become capable of co­
operation. 

Your Committee rejoices that notwithstanding the resignation 
of the Corresponding Secretary, with a consequent interregnum 
of six weeks; notwithstanding the serious illness of the Office 
Secretary, with a resultant loss of valuable time, there has been 
an increase of 23 per cent in the contributions for the year. W e 
rejoice that this increase has been, not through special legacy, 
but by an increase in almost every State. 
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Your Committee recommends that during the coming year 
every effort shall tend to an increased advancement in every de­
partment of the Board, looking forward to the time when the 
Boards shall advance pari'passu in contribution and result for 
the coming of His kingdom and the glory of His name.

74. The Report of the Committee on Pagan Fields was 
read by its chairman, C. H. Nash, Kentucky: 
Pagan Fields. 

Your Committee notes with sadness the departure from earth 
of two of our devoted and faithful missionaries in China during 
the past year—our sisters, Mrs. J. B. Hartwell and Mrs. W. H. 
Sears, fell asleep in Jesus at their posts of duty in their chosen 
fields of labor among the heathen, far from their home land. W e 
are consoled by the thought that it is no farther from China to 
heaven than from America, and that heaven may be all the 
brighter and more glorious by contrast with the darkness of 
heathen China to the faithful missionary of Jesus, who has left 
the home land for the heathen land to save the lost for whom 
Jesus died. How glorious will be their reward when they hear 
from the Master's lips, "Well done, good and faithful servant, 
enter thou into the joy of thy Lord." "Inasmuch as ye did it 
unto one of the least of these, ye did it unto me." 

W e note with surprise that our own missionaries in Africa 
remain at their posts without change of climate longer than any 
other class of white people. Let us beware lest we keep them 
too long in that dark and deadly land without needed change 
of climate and rest, and thus bring upon ourselves the guilt of 
hastening their death by our shortsightedness. W e gratefully 
note the glorious light that is breaking in darkest Africa. There 
were 187 baptisms there during the past year, nearly eighty more 
than in any previous year. One hundred were baptized by our 
native missionary pastor, M. L. Stone, in the Lagos Church. W e 
gratefully record progress towards self-support in many mission 
churches, and the increasing number of inquirers and native 
evangelists and workers trained by our missionaries. W e are 
profoundly convinced that the successful evangelization of the 
heathen must' largely result from the labors of native evangelists 
and workers, who shall be thoroughly trained and equipped by 
our own missionaries in their schools and colleges. W e heartily 
commend the earnest and faithful efforts of our devoted and 
faithful missionaries, Brother R. T. Boyan and our sister Miss 
Julia K. Mackenzie, to raise funds to establish imperatively 
needed and suitable schools in their respective fields of labor 
and we beg our brethren and sisters to respond promptly and 
liberally to their appeals for these most important objects. W e 
should promptly and liberally supply the means for the Board 
to build greatly needed dwellings and houses of worship. This 
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is wise economy, and an imperative duty to our beloved mis­
sionaries, their families, and the cause for which they live and 
labor and sacrifice and die. While we lengthen our cords by 
opening new stations, we must by all means strengthen our 
stakes by promptly re-eniorcing our missionaries and promptly 
and thoroughly equipping them in every way, that they may 
render the very best possible service. There is urgent need of 
many cnoroughly qualified men and women for the Foreign field, 
and we recommend that the Board send them as rapidly as 
possible. W e earnestly beg our brethren and sisters to pray 
with importunity that the Lord of the harvest send forth many 
more laborers into His harvest. Let us particularly pray that 
the Holy Spirit shall so impress and convince those who should 
go that all doubt as to their duty shall be finally banished and 
their individual duty shall be clearly imperative. Let us pray 
that the Spirit shall so inspire and strengthen these that they 
shall make a prompt and complete surrender of themselves for 
service. Let us pray that the Holy Spirit shall so illuminate 
His word that the entrance of His word shall give needed light. 
Let us pray that the Holy Spirit shall interpret and apply the 
word of the commission, "go ye," by go thou, so that the indi­
vidual shall gladly respond by saying, "Here am I send me."

75. The Report of the Committee on Finances of the 
Foreign Board was read by T. C. Skinner, Maryland: 

Finances of Foreign Board. 

Our hearts turn with gratitude to God as we review the work 
of the past year. Think of the progress of the last ten years! 
Then we gave $105,000. Now we have more than doubled that 
amount, and three States, Georgia, Virginia and Texas, gave this 
year almost as much as the whole Convention gave ten years 
ago. Never in the history of our Board have we been able to 
report such progress. The record of the past is a good basis 
upon which to build an argument of hope for the future. In the 
light of past development, the recommendation of the Conven­
tion of a twenty-five per cent increase seems to us perfectly 
sane. The increase of last year was over $29,000. 

The report shows that all the States made an increase in con­
tributions, except Kentucky and Maryland. In fact, Kentucky 
really made an advance, but a part of the funds arrived too late 
to be reported. It is easy for us to account for the decrease in 
Maryland. A greater part of the Baptists of the State are in 
Baltimore City. The recent fire reduced the contributions of 
some of the most liberal givers. Over against this, we are 
happy to record that Georgia increased their contributions to 
Foreign Missions over $6,000. 
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Another item worthy of mention is the relative expense of 
administration which has been decreased during the past year. 
Of the funds which come to Richmond, six per cent has been 
used for expenses, while the State expense is less than four per 
cent. Our people should be acquainted with this fact, for there 
are those who insist upon believing that a small part of the 
money contributed for work in foreign lands ever reaches the 
missionaries. Let it be known everywhere that more than 90 
cents of every dollar given goes to the foreign field. The Board 
is of the opinion that while many of our brethren are giving 
more largely than heretofore, yet a great number of our members 
are not giving at all for this work. How shall we get this great 
host interested in missionary endeavor? This is a question the 
pastor must largely answer. Our Board suggests that a right 
step in this direction is, to adopt, as pastors, the system of pub­
lishing in the annual minutes of the State meetings how much 
each church contributes for this work.

81. The Report of the Committee on Woman's Work 
was read by W. A. McComb, Mississippi, and adopted, as 
follows: 

Woman's Work. 

The Woman's Missionary Union has the pleasure of reporting 
to the Convention the most successful year's work in its history. 
In addition,to aiding largely in "home uses," the women have 
been faithful and aggressive in the work of the three Boards of 
the Convention. The report of the Secretary shows that a larger 
number of letters have been written, tracts distributed and miles 
traveled than ever before in any one year. 

As a gratifying result of this work, there are hopeful signs 
of education and consequent development in the enlarged con­
tributed to every department of the work. 

During the past year the Union has raised over two thousand 
dollars to build the "Hakka Home," known as the "Williams 
Memorial Home," in China. 

The Tichenor Memorial Fund of twenty thousand dollars, 
undertaken by the women, has made encouraging progress dur­
ing the year, and will be pushed to completion. 

Misses Buhlmaier and Ferber, at the emigrant pier at Balti­
more, and Mrs. Teakell at Galveston, are doing a gracious work 
in meeting the foreigners on their arrival in America. Misses 
Hanson and Perry are doing a great work among the mining 
people in the Indian Territory, where there is appalling destitu­
tion and almost heathenism at our very doors. The Union also 
supports three colored women, who do missionary work among 
their own race. 

The societies have undertaken to secure quarterly contribu­
tions from the Sunday schools to the three Boards of the Con­
vention, and we bespeak for them the hearty co-operation of the 
pastors in this effort. W e would respectfully urge the organiza­
tion of missionary societies in all our churches where they do not 
exist.. Experience has proven that this work can be done in the 
country churches as successfully as in the town and city churches. 

While our women have fallen short of their aim for the past 
year, yet they have made gratifying advancement over any pre­
ceding year. Their report shows that they have contributed to 
Foreign' Missions, $47,777.82; to Home Missions, $24,869.70; to
