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CONSTITUTION. 
The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and 

other religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various 
parts of the United States, met in Augusta, Georgia, for the pur­
pose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our con­
stituents by organizing a plan for elicting, combining, and direct­

ing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of the 
gospel, adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as 

amended from time to time, are as follows: 
'Article 1. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist 

Convention." 
Art. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote 

foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con­
nected with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this 
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United 
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benev­
olence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal 
rights of the churches. 

Art. III. The Convention shall consist, (1) of brethren who 
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contributing 
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of 
one delegate for every $250 actually paid into the treasuries of 
the Board during the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April 
next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one repre­

sentative from each of the District Associations which co-oper­
ate with this Convention, provided that such representative be 
formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa­
tion, and his election certified to the Secretaries of the Con­
vention, either in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes. 

Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, 
four Vice-presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall, in event 
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, 

and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual meet­
ing, and hold their offices until a new election; and the officers 
of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, mem­
bers of the several boards. 

Art. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as 
many Boards of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary 
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro­
mote—all of which Boards may continue in office until a new 
election. Each Board shall consist of a President, Vice-Presi­
dents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem-

bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall 

form a quorum for the transaction of business; provided, that 

any of the Boards may have the same person to fill the two posi­

tions of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer. To each Board 

shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the 

entire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with 

whose interests it shall be charged: all of which management 

shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions 

adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may 

be given from time to time. Each Board shall have power to 

make such compensation to its secretaries and Treasurer as it 

may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in its own bodies, 

and enact its own By-laws. 

Art. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account 

for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all 

receipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the 

Convention whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as 
often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of 
his office, give competent security to the President of the Board 
for all the stocks and funds committed to his care. His books 
shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the 
Convention and of its Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any 
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board 
from whose treasury the money is to be drawn, which order 
shall be signed by the presiding officer. 

Art. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards 
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or 
public bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may 
require. Copies of all such communications, with their answers, 
if any, shall be kept by them on file. 

Art. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards 
shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other 

documents as may be committed to them for the purpose. 

Art. IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents 

appointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be 
members of some regular church in union with the churches 

composing this Convention. 

Art. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this 

Convention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evi­
dence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and 

talents which fit them for the service for which they offer them­
selves. 

Art. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven-
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tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which 
their contributions shall be applied. But when no such specifica­
tion is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its 

own discretion. 
Art. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, 

but extra meetings may be called by the President, with the 
approbation of any of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the 

attending delegates shall not be necessary to make a quorum for 
the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of 
his death, any of the Vice-presidents, of the Convention, may, at 
the request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place 

of meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him 
inexpedient to convene at the time or place appointed. 

Art. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may 
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the mem­
bers present at any annual meeting of the Convention.

BY-LAWS. 
Impressed with the obligations resting on the Convention to 

endeavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, com­
bine, and direct the energies of the whole denomination in one 
sacred effort for the promulgation of the gospel, we adopt the 
following By-laws: 

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the 
closest possible connection with the State Boards, where such 
exists, in such a way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in 
other cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may 
deem best, in both cases providing for the necessary expenses 
incurred. 

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be 
instructed to secure frequent distribution of information relating 
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other­
wise, as may be found expedient among the mass of the people. 

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of N e w Boards be 
instructed to nominate, as Vice-presidents of Boards, men known 
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their 
own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the con­
trary, men who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Con­
vention. These Vice-presidents shall be expected to co-operate 
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions as to 
work to be done, and they also shall be expected to present at 
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of 
what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which 
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions 
they may have to offer as to the conditions and needs of their 
respective fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary in due 
time to furnish the Vice-presidents of his Board with suitable 
blanks for such' reports, and to call their attention to this article, 

and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation ol 
these reports. In case any Vice-president appointed is unable 
or unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it 
shall be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person 
who can, and request him to do so; and, furthermore, the Vice-
president for each State shall be desired, as speedily as possible, 
to prepare a roll of the associations, churches, and Sunday 

(vii) 
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schools in that State, to be used for the distribution of informa­
tion, and to ascertain as far as possible which of the churches 
and Sunday schools are contributing to the funds of the Board 
and the annual amounts, and to make systematic effort each 
year to increase the number and amount of such contributions. 

4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Convention 
what special efforts they have been able to make toward carry­

ing out the objects of these By-laws. 
5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards 

each year, a committee of five shall be appointed, to wnom shall 
be referred so much of these reports as pertains to the carrying 
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Vice-presidents. 

6. The President, Vice-presidents, and Secretaries of the Con­
vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when 
there is only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if 
there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for 
the Convention. 

7. Applause on the floor of the Convention is out of order, 
and it shall be the duty of the presiding'officer to promptly sup­
press all such demonstration. 

8. Speeches advocating the claims of any brother nominated 
for an office of the Convention shall be limited to one speech 
of nomination, and one speech seconding the nomination; also, 
addresses and responses of welcome shall be limited to one 
address of not more than fifteen minutes in length, and one 
response of not more than ten minutes. 

9. These By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority 
vote except on the last day of the Convention.

"It is further considered and adjudged that the defendant, the 
Southern Baptist Convention, is a corporation duly created and 
organized under an Act of the General Assembly of Georgia, ap­
proved December 27, 1845, and that said defendant has full power 
to receive and hold property, real or personal, and full power to 
receive the bequest mentioned in the will of said decedent, and 
that the bequest to the said defendant, Southern Baptist Con­
vention, is certain, definite and valid. 

"It is further considered and adjudged that, under the fourth 
and fifth clauses of the will of said decedent, the defendant, John 
M. Myers, is entitled to all the income derived from the estate 
of said decedent during his lifetime, and in the event the income 
from said" estate is not sufficient at any time to meet the actual 
and reasonable needs and requirements of said John M. Myers, 
he is entitled to have used for his benefit so much of the princi­
pal of said estate as may be necessary to meet such actual and 
reasonable needs or requirements. 

"It is further considered and adjudged that the defendant, 
Southern Baptist Convention, is entitled to receive all of the 
estate Tjf said decedent remaining after the death of said John 
M. Myers. 
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"It is further considered and adjudged that it is necessary 
for a trustee to be appointed to preserve said estate and carry 
out the terms of said will, and it is therefore considered and ad­
judged that the Fidelity Trust Company be and hereby is ap­
pointed trustee to receive, preserve and manage said estate 
according to the provisions of said will as herein construed. 
The said trustee shall pay the income of said estate to said John 
M. Myers semi-annually, and in the event the income of said 
estate is/not sufficient at any time to meet the actual and rea­
sonable needs and requirements of said John M. Myers, the said 
trustee is authorized and empowered to advance out of the prin­
cipal of said estate a sufficient amount to meet such needs or 
requirements. 

"It is further considered and adjudged that the expenses of 
said trust shall be charged against the principal in the hands of 
the trustee and shall not be deducted from the income of said 
estate. 

"It further appearing from the executor's report that the de­
fendant, John M. Myers, has received from the executor $113.39 
in excess of the income of said estate, it is considered and ad­
judged that the trustees reimburse the principal of said estate 
in said amount from the future income of said estate. 

"It is further considered and adjudged that J. G. Sachs be 
and hereby is allowed a fee of $150 for legal services rendered 
to said John M. Myers, and W . Pratt Dale be and hereby is al­
lowed a fee of $150 for like services rendered to the defendant, 
Southern Baptist Convention, and it is ordered and adjudged 
that said amounts be paid out of the principal of said estate. 

"It further appearing to the court that the estate now in the 
hands of the executor consists of cash amounting to $3.48, a 
claim against John M. Myers for $113.39, eleven shares of the 
capital stock of the Rochester Railway Company and first mort­
gage notes aggregating the face value of $3,500, it is ordered 
and adjudged that the executor forthwith deliver and transfer 
said money, claim, stock and notes in kind to said trustee; and 
it further appearing to the court that there is not sufficient cash 
for the executor, in the sum of $200, the executor's commission 
to pay t#e above mentioned attorneys' fees of J. G. Sachs and 
W. Pratt Dale and the attorney's fee of J. T. O'Neal, as attorney

21. E. C. Dargan, Kentucky, from the Commission, 

made the following report, which was adopted, a? follows: 

Report of Commission on Systematic Beneficence. 

The Commission on Systematic Beneficence, appointed last 
year, met before leaving Hot Springs and appointed a sub-com­
mittee, consisting of E. C. Dargan, Chairman: M. J. Breaker, 
Secretary, and J. B. Gambrell, A. V. Rowe, and Livingston John­
son, to make such investigations and recommendations as would 
in their judgment best carry out the purpose of the Convention 
in creating this Commission. 

The efficient and now lamented Secretary, Dr. Breaker, insti­
tuted careful inquiries as to the methods now existing in the 
States cooperating with the Convention for raising funds for the 
Mission Boards. 

It was found that in nearly all of the States some plan has 
been adopted and is working more or less satisfactorily, but 
nowhere with entire success. After obtaining these data through 
its Secretary, the sub-committee, at the call of the Chairman, 
met at Nashville, Tenn., August 20, 1908, with Secretaries B. D. 
Gray and R. J. WiUingham, of the Home and Foreign Boards, 
sitting in council with them. 

In beginning this report the Commission desires to pay trib­
ute to the efficient and intelligent labors of its late Secretary. 
Brother Manly J. Breaker, whose zeal and earnestness in this 
work deserve the grateful recognition of his brethren, and whose 
death, though accepted as God's ordering, is yet felt as a distinct 
loss to the cause of missions and missionary giving among the 
churches. 

The information collected by the Secretary was laid before the 
committee and the whole matter of raising funds for missions 
was earnestly and carefully considered. A statement embody­
ing the conclusions and recommendations of the committee was 
adopted, sent to the members of the Commission in each State 
with request that the matter be presented to the ensuing meet­
ing of each State Convention, and published in many of the de­
nominational papers. That statement presented three recom­
mendations, as follows: 

1. The lack of systematic distribution through the year of 
contributions to Home and Foreign Missions which results in 
the strain and rush during the closing weeks of the conventional 
year, requiring the payment of a large amount of interest on 
borrowed money, as well as other evils, is greatly to be deplored, 
and the need of a change of method is generally recognized. 
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The Committee finds that, generally speaking, three conditions 
prevail: (1) In some of the States there is apparently no sys­
tem at all; (2) in some there are rudimentary and inadequate 
systems; (3) in some there are more or less elaborate and care­
fully worked-out plans, wnich, however, are only partially suc­
cessful. In view of this state of things the committee recom­
mends to each State Convention that through a special com­
mission or otherwise there be adopted a plan of collections which 
will secure regular, separate offerings for State, Home and For­
eign Missions. To this end the following is suggested as illus­
tration: That two months, at different seasons of the year, be 
devoted to each of the three Mission Boards—State, Home and 
Foreign—the remaining time being left for other objects. 

2. It is further recommended most earnestly that more liberal 
and more systematic giving be urged in all the district associa­
tions. Throughout tb,e territory of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention, in every district association, scriptural giving should 
have a large place in the deliberation of the body. In these 
meetings it is easily possible to ascertain the condition of the 
several churches. It can be known which churches give and 
which do not. And it should be possible to adopt plans to reach 
all the churches in any association with an appeal for every part 
of the Lord's work. In no other of our general bodies are there 
such possibilities of reaching and influencing the churches. They 
are near the churches and nearness is a large element in influ­
encing the human mind. Through the district associations we 
may rapidly win to cooperation the thousands of churches now 
not cooperating and lead them to a systematic and liberal sup­
port of all the departments of our Lord's work. W e recommend 
that in every association practical arrangements be made, by a 
Corresponding Secretary or an Executive Committee, or by a 
Special Committee on Cooperation, to push the work of regular 
giving in all the churches the year round. If the district asso­
ciations are properly led, it will not be long before we may double 
the number of regular givers and easily double our aggregate 
gifts to the objects fostered by the denomination. 

3. It is found that the congestion of funds in the last days of • 
the conventional year is attributable in a considerable measure 
to the tardiness of treasurers of mission funds in forwarding 
money to the boards. W e recommend that all treasurers, state, 
associational, church and society, promptly remit the monies to 
the boards for which they were collected, and thus aid the 
boards and reduce the interest account of the denomination. The 
Commission, being called together at this session of the Conven­
tion, has approved the foregoing action of its sub-committee and 
hereby submits to the Convention the following recommenda­
tions: 

(1) That this Convention again and most emphatically assert 
its conviction that some plan or plans for the systematic col­
lection and remittance of mission funds is imperatively needed 
to prevent the uncertainty, strain and rush at the close of the

(2) That the Convention earnestly request the various State 
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Conventions and General Associations to adopt and press such 
well considered plans of systematic giving to missions as may 
be most appropriate in each State. 

(3) That in each State a standing committee on systematic 
beneficence be appointed, or that the Secretary of missions and 
the Vice Presidents of the Boards of this Convention be re­
quested to act as such a committee, to confer with the Home 
and Foreign Boards, and to keep constantly before the conven­
tions, associations and churches in every State the plans which 
have been adopted. 

(4) That the representatives of the Boards in each district 
association be urged to see that this all-important matter is pre­
sented and suitably discussed at the associational meetings and 
through them be kept continually before the churches. 

(5) That the Home and Foreign Boards be charged to keep 
in touch with the agencies thus suggested and use every effort 
to promote, and if desirable improve, the methods of collection 
employed in the different States.

The Work of the Sunday School Board. 

The Sunday School Board has the habit of success; there­
fore it is no surprise that the report says: "This year surpasses 
all others in the Board's history, and will be remembered for its 
financial record." The receipts for the year were $205,000, being 
an increase of $26,000 over last year. W e may see something 
of the marvelous growth of the Board's business in the fact that 
the receipts have doubled in five years. This splendid growth 
calls for profound thanksgiving, for it means more than in­
creased revenue for the Convention's work. It means a growth 
of confidence in the work of the Board, which is an asset too 
valuable to be tabulated. 

The total cash gifts of the Board to the Convention this year 
have gone beyond the fifty-thousand-dollar mark. 

W e call special attention to the gift of $5,000 to the Seminary 
Endowment, and commend the plan of the Board to cooperate 
with the Sunday schools of the South in raising $60,000 for the 
endowment of the Chair of Pedagogy in the Seminary. 

It is worthy of note that the greater part of the gift to the 
Foreign Mission Board went to the Chinese Publication Society 
for the specific purpose of giving the Chinese an edition of the 
Scriptures, every word of which shall be a faithful translation 
of the original. 

The new publications of the Board are "Training in Church 
Membership," "The Convention Training Course for Sunday 
School Workers," "Children's Quarterly," "The Junior B. Y. P. 
U. Quarterly" and "Supplemental Lessons." The work of the 
Field Secretaries has been remarkably successful this year. 
They have wisely put the emphasis on "teacher training," and 
the good results are seen in the awakening of hundreds of Sun­
day schools in the South. 

Another noteworthy fact is that four of the six Field Secre­
taries are laymen. This is a laymen's movement in the right 
direction. * 

W e recommend that all of our churches and Sunday schools 
give the Board that hearty cooperation and support which it so 
richly deserves.

Papal Fields. 

The spirit of the papacy is autocratic; the spirit of this age 
is democratic; between these two the conflict is on, and through­
out the Catholic world the battle line is being closely drawn. In 
all Catholic lands immense numbers who are still nominally 
claimed by Rome have long ago repudiated her authority only to 
plunge into the most heartless unbelief and the most reckless 
living; while within the church there is a large and increasing 
liberal element, who, having breathed the free air of this pro­
gressive time, no longer mutely accepts the deliverances of the 
pope as divine and infallible. There is confusion among the 
Romanists. The papacy is finding out that it is now too late in 
the day to call in the police to suppress heresies and that men's 
thoughts cannot be driven back by brute force or by fiery anathe­
mas. _ Inquisitions and massacres have had their day. Rome's 
arm is weakened, her sword is sheathed, her torch is smothered 
ZZZZZZZ ZlS been snorn ot ner temnoral power.

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In our four Catholic fields—Italy, Mexico, Brazil and Argen. 
tina—we have eighty-nine missionaries, sixty-seven ordained na­
tive preachers, besides sixty unordained and fifteen female native 
workers—making a total working force of two hundred and 
fifty-one. 

During the year our work in Italy has made progress and im­
provement in every department. A most interesting feature of 
our Italian work is the church of seventy-nine members in Tunis, 
in North Africa. This church occupies a most important field 
and gives great promise for the future. There is no ground for 
discouragement with regard to our work in Italy; but there is 
one situation which w e must face and grapple with if we are to 
make ourselves felt in any large telling degree; it is absolutely 
imperative that we have better equipments in Rome. W e must 
have another and larger and more centrally located church build­
ing and better equipments for our theological school. 

Mexico is our next-door neighbor. Lying between the two 
great American continents and the two great oceans, Mexico's 
geographical position is of unique importance which is further 
augmented by its proximity to our own country and the Panama 
Canal. It is a mission field which should appeal specially to 
Southern Baptists, and particularly so since our efforts there 
have been so greatly blessed. The reports of the year just closed 
show a gratifying increase over last year in the number of 
churches. Sunday schools, baptisms, Sunday school scholars and 
church members. There is also a marked increase in the amount 
of contributions by the churches. Our schools, medical work 
and printing plant are proving to be encreasingly effective 
means for reaching and winning the people. These agencies are 
not only productive of immediate good results, but they hold new 
ideals before the people and penetrate with their saving influ­
ence into many places where the preacher cannot easily go. 
Slowly but surely the gospel is winning its way in Mexico. The 
Mexican people are coming to understand and appreciate the 
worth and work of our missionaries. W e must reinforce our 
workers and give them better equipment. 

In 18S2 our first mission was opened in Brazil. The record 
of these twenty-seven years of endeavor makes a glorious chap­
ter in missionary history. A recital of our successes in Brazil 
is sufficient to fill our hearts with gratitude. The triumphs of 
the gospel in that land richly justify all the efforts which we 
have put forth. The report shows that we have in Brazil forty-
one missionaries, twenty-four ordained native ministers and 
twenty-four unordained. The report shows that we now have 
ninety-seven churches with five thousand six hundred and ninety-
one members, two hundred and twenty-three out-stations where 
preaching is maintained with more or less regularity, and one 
hundred and seventeen Sunday schools with two thousand six hun­
dred and sixty-five scholars. This has been the bes.t year that our 
cause in Brazil has enjoyed. The future promises larger things. 
W e have but fairly begun, we are just getting ready to do the work. 
Until now w e have scarcely more than planned the campaign. 
To Southern Baptists is afforded a glorious opportunity to do a 
glorious work. Let us set ourselves to the task with new re­
solve and courage. W e rejoice that God is calling so many 
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natives to the work of preaching the gospel, but this places 
upon us the new and imperative obligation to train those men for 
the service to which God calls them. While many stations have 
been opened and we are sometimes led to believe that the gospel 
has struck deep root in Brazil, still the fact remains that here is 
a vast and comparatively new mission field. The great life of 
the nation has yet hardly been touched by the gospel. The real 
opposition of Rome has scarcely been awakened. The crisis of 
evangelical missions in Brazil is still in the future. A great 
struggle is before us if we hope to wrest from the grasp of 
popery this largest South American republic. To win the day 
we must have native heralds of the cross and they must be edu­
cated and trained for the inevitable conflict. W e must have 
strong natives who can think—"think without confusion clearly" 
•—who can plan wisely and lead courageously, and above all 
they must know the truth and be able to preach it fervently and 
fearlessly. Theological training is the hope of Brazil and the 
groundwork of evangelical institutions. Because of this urgent 
need we rejoice in the auspicious beginnings of our college and 
seminary in Rio de Janeiro and in the noble service which is 
being rendered through our Brazilian Baptist Publishing House. 

Our mission in Argentina was organized only six years ago, 
yet we have six churches—one for every year—with one hundred 
and seventy-five members. There were sixty baptisms last year. 
While this is our youngest mission, indications are that it will 
soon be one of the best. Our missionaries there are laying good 
foundations and seem happy in the work. 

The outlook on all our papal fields is encouraging. The suc­
cess which has been achieved must be followed up vigorously— 
the battle must be pressed at every point. There is a call for 
new workers from every mission. Reinforcements must be sent 
at once. Without delay we must furnish fuller equipment for 
the workers who are there. They cannot do their best work 
unless they are properly equipped. To carry forward the cam­
paign as it has been laid out, we must have better school build­
ings, better printing facilities and more chapels. All of which 
emphasizes the necessity of largely increased offerings for the 
coming year.

The three great pagan countries in which we are doing mis­
sionary work—Africa, Japan, and China—are indeed ripe unto 
the harvest. It is the day of opportunity in all of them. The 
presence of rapidly increasing numbers of Western traders and 
travelers, the wide-spread interest in popular education and the 
study of Western science, especially in Japan and China, the 
multiplication of railroads and other modern modes of transpor­
tation, the publication of daily papers and many other enlighten­
ing influences are turning the people away from their ancient 
religions. In many places the temples are falling into ruin, or 
are being turned into schools. There is grave danger that the 
Orient will become anti-religious, filled with rationalism and 
blank infidelity. A terrible hardening takes, place where en­
lightenment goes without the gospel. The Mohammedan in­
vasion of Central Africa is alarming. No worse fate could befall 
the people of the Dark Continent than for them to yield to the 
conquest of Islam. Just now these nations are plastic, and can 
be moulded into mighty Christian empires for the blessing of 
humanity and the glory of God. But these conditions cannot 
continue very long. Oh that God's people could be fully aroused 
to grasp the present glorious opportunity! 

Not only are the nations ready for the gospel, but our God 
seems more than ready to pour out His Spirit upon the people. 
The great revivals in Korea and India are spreading into Man­
churia and China. This is especially true in North China. Real 
progress is being made in Central and Southern China. Among 
the more than 4,000 members in the latter field there is a solid, 
sane type of spirituality, and the Annual Association, held in 
February, showed marked growth during the past year. In all 
our missions the native ministers are receiving new power, and 
there is great rejoicing. The native churches are getting a 
better vision of Christ, and are taking upon themselves seriously 
the work of evangelization. Let us in the homeland arise, gird 
ourselves, and with renewed consecration, prayerfulness, and 
efforts press the battle for the coming of the Kingdom. 

In Africa there has been encouraging success, notwithstand­
ing the fact that for most of the year there were only three 
missionaries on the field, and one of them was without his family. 
There were 117 baptisms, and many of the churches are doing 
good work. Dr. and Mrs. E. G. MacLean and Rev. T. E. Ward 
and family went out during the year, and brothers Compere and 
Pinnock, with their families, and Mrs. Lumley, returned to the 
field. There is every reason to hope for much larger results 
this year. 

The Industrial Mission at Saki has been organized by 
Brethren Duval and MacLean. Dr. and Mrs. MacLean have both 
been living in Africa for a number of years, and are admirably 
fitted, by training and experience, for the industrial.work. 
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The Theological Training School, at Ogbomoso, has been re­
organized under Rev. T. E. Ward, who is a trained and experi­
enced teacher, and the outlook for the future is encouraging. It 
is impossible to overestimate the importance of this school for 
training native workers. 

The medical work, under Dr. Green, has been successful. 
Two thousand and six hundred visits have been made by patients 
to the dispensary, and these, with their relatives and friends, 
have all heard the gospel before receiving treatment. There 
have been twenty-one in-patients treated. There is great need 
for a good hospital building. The present cramped quarters are 
inadequate. 

This work is all in Southern Nigeria, a rapidly developing 
country, inhabited by intelligent and tractable people, and sur­
rounded by millions of others belonging to the best tribes in 
Africa. Our missionary force ought to be so increased that they 
can press into the interior as rapidily as possible. 

In Japan our territory has been greatly enlarged, and we 
have now nearly half the population of the empire within our 
field. The new territory is almost destitute so far as Baptist 
work is concerned, and we ought, by all means, to respond to the 
pleadings of the mission for at least four new missionaries each 
year. Our brethren have been begging for that number of re­
cruits this year, but, alas, not one has been sent. Some excellent 
property is included in the new field transferred to us by our 
Northern brethren. 

One of the most hopeful features of our work in Japan is 
the Theological Seminary at Fukuoka. A neat, attractive build­
ing has been erected in a most desirable location. The lot con­
tains two acres of land facing on one of the main thoroughfares 
opposite the historic Daimyo Castle. Twelve students were en­
rolled during the year, and they did excellent work. Our great­
est need in Japan is well trained native preachers, a need that 
will be supplied by this Seminary. 

There have been eighty-seven baptisms during the year, and 
good progress has been made along all lines. Our workers have 
entered the new year with courage and hopefulness. They ask 
our prayers and sympathy, and men and means sufficient, that 
they may take all Southern Japan for Christ. 

China is our oldest and greatest mission field. Language is 
not adequate for expressing the importance of making this a 
mighty Christian nation. They are, on the whole, a noble people, 
strong, industrious, intelligent, steadfast, liberal, and loyal. China 
will make the grandest trophy among the conquests of the cross 
of Christ. Our missionaries are pressing forward with songs of 
triumph. This is notably true of the North China Mission, with 
404 baptisms, more than double the number reported last year. 
Rev. S. E. Stephens, Hwanghein, China, writes: 

"We are now in the midst of the greatest opportunities I 
have ever seen for preaching the gospel. Great crowds are ready 
to listen everywhere we go. Your soul would be lifted up in 
S w n S V f J ° U
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from Sunday to Sunday. W e have a new chapel (nreachine 
placed in the city, and there are scores of people who list™ from 
morning to night every day." u n s t e n r r o m 
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Our missionaries in North China have already begun the in­
vasion of Manchuria, a country larger than France and Germany 
combined, and they urge that new workers be sent out for this 
important field. 

All four of our missions in China show progress and pros­
perity. There have been 921 baptisms. The missionaries report 
excellent work done by 174 native pastors, evangelists, and Bible 
women. The Interior China Mission has opened new work in 
Kai Feng, the capital of Honan Province, a magnificent mission 
center. In the Central and South China Missions, the mission­
aries have made long, itinerating trips accompanied by native 
workers, and great multitudes have heard the gospel. 

Many of our churches in China are strong and active, and 
some of them are self-supporting. The medical work has been 
extended and greatly blessed, and is being used of God to reach 
many hearts, some even among the wealthy and influential 
classes. The training of women and young people in the schools. 
so that they may become native workers, has met with remark­
able success. A notable example of this form of work is the 
Canton Boarding School. China needs unspeakably just the help 
such schools are giving. 

The China Baptist Publication Society is sending for millions 
of pages of Bibles, religious books, tracts, and periodicals to be 
silent witnesses for Christ and teach the whole truth as we hold 
it. The three Theological Seminaries, with good buildings, 
strong faculties, and 122 students, are our great hope for the 
final evangelization of China. 

This vast empire, with her elements of strength and nobility, 
rendered weak and degraded by sin, superstition, and idolatry, 
to which have been added many new evils of Western civiliza­
tion, reaches out her hands and calls to us for deliverance. Shall 
we not heed her call in the name of our Master? A well-known 
missionary in China well says: 

"A sober statement concerning the opportunities now afforded 
in China might well seem to some to be wildly enthusiastic ex­
aggeration. I have never seen, heard, or read of anything like it 
in the history of missions." 

W e are glad to report gratifying progress on all our pagan 
fields, and to send forth another challenge to our people to arise 
and take these great lands for Christ. 

Your Committee would emphasize the importance of the 
great Theological College and Seminary recently established by 
both the Northern and Southern American Baptists at Shanghai. 
This institution established for the purpose of educating Chinese 
Baptist preachers, offers a great opportunity for evangelizing 
China, and should receive the cordial support of all American 
Baptists.

Mississippi, as follows: 

The first Missionary command is, "Lift up your eyes unto 
the fields." And it may be safely said that it is only those who 
have obeyed this command that zealously obey the commands, 
Go, preach, etc. Furthermore, the converted man who obeys the 
first command will grow anxious to obey the rest. The con­
verted man is at heart missionary and will become actively 
missionary if properly taught; hence the importance of mission­
ary education among Baptists. Give all the Baptists of the 
South proper education on missions and they will do the rest. 
Hence the importance of our editorial and educational depart­
ments in the work of our Boards, and hence the value of the 
splendid service being rendered by Brethren Smith and Ray. 
These two' godly and consecrated Secretaries not only collect 
and publish important information and send it out to our peo­
ple through the printed page, they go constantly among our 
people, visiting our schools, churches, conventions, assemblies, 
etc., disseminating missionary information and inspiring mis­
sionary activity. This is perhaps the wisest special line of work 
ever undertaken by our Boards. The splendid triumphs of the 
temperance cause is evidently due very largely to the temper­
ance teaching in our schools. Just so will the spread ei the 
Gospel into all the world, be the result of the present great wave 
of mission study and teaching. 

Where our missionary literature is read and studied we may 
expect our missionary collections to be large. Where it is not, we 
should not be surprised at the collections being small. 

The pastor. God's appointed leader, is the key to almost 
every situation in church work and development. Let every pas­
tor put himself in touch with Brother Ray and the book depart­
ment. Here he can get for the asking abundant tracts for distri­
bution among his people, and any book on any mission subject— 
Home or Foreign. For we are glad to say that Brother Ray's 
work covers the whole field of missions at home and abroad. 

Let every pastor, layman's movement leader, B. Y. P. U. and 
Sunday school worker become an agent for the Home Field and 
Foreign Mission Journal, and last, but not least, let us have a 
mission study class in every church, and the problem of enlarg­
ing the mission collection will be solved.

Your Committee desires, first of all, to give public expression 
to its sense of profound gratitude to Almighty God for his 
blessings upon the work of the Foreign Mission Board, both at 
home and abroad, during the year just closed. 

The churches increased their contributions by $58,000 and 
the per capita gifts increased from 20 cents for 1908 to 22 cents 
for 1909. In the ten years that have elapsed since the Convention 
last met in Louisville, the total gifts to Foreign Missions have 
grown from $109,267 to $460,797, while the per capita gifts have 
increased, during the same time from 7 cents to 22 cents. This 
is a splendid showing, and for it we thank the Giver of all good. 

As a result of the increased interest on the home field, we 
note increased blessings abroad. Baptisms last year numbered 
2,905, while the net increase of the membership on the various 
fields was 2,417, while the native contribution for all purposes 
amounted to $40,287.92 

Having said this much, your Committee may be excused for 
saying that there are certain features of the report that cause 
profound humiliation, and call for most earnest consideration. 
For one thing, 10,118 churches, or nearly half of those within 
the bounds of the Convention, give, so far as can be learned, 
absolutely nothing for the evangelization of the regions beyond. 
Of the more than eleven thousand churches which contributed 
during the past year, many gave pitiably small amounts, and 
none gave as they ought to have done. The result is that South­
ern Baptists averaged during the past year the insignificant sum 
of 22 cents each, in order to carry out the last words of the 
risen Lord; an average of less than a single postage stamp a 
month. 

Even this amount, as small as it was, was grudgingly withheld 
until the latter part of the Conventional year, so that the largest 
part of it came within the last month, and even on the last day. 
This made it necessary that the Board borrow the money to carry 
on its work, entailing an interest charge of $S,462.27—which 
represents the amount which Southern Baptists charge them­
selves for inefficient methods, and derelection of duty. W e are 
not doing what we ought. W e have not yet come anywhere near 
eliciting "the energies of the whole denomination in one sacrect 
effort for the promulgation of the Gospel." Our missions in 
foreign lands are notoriously poorly equipped for carrying on 
theft- work. W e need to cry to Almighty God for pardon, and to 
pray for a mighty enduement of his Spirit in order to carry on 
the work of the Lord Jesus among the Nations. 

To that end. your Committee desires to commend the field 
work of the Foreign Mission Board, so admirably conducted by 
Secretary S. J. Porter, and to urge the pastors everywhere to co­
operate with the Board in seeking to enlist the churches in mis­
sion work. 

To do this we need to disseminate information. The anti-
missionary spirit is the child of ignorance. To oppose Foreign 
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Missions is a proof that one has not studied the subject. Give 
the people information. Organize mission study classes. 

We commend the work already done by the Secretaries of the 
Board, and by the Foreign Mission Journal, but we desire to 
emphasize the fact that the State and Associational Vice-presi­
dents hold the key to the situation. Let them do all in their 
power to help to secure an offering from every church. 

Then let the pastors do all in their power to secure a contri­
bution from every member. The Board freely gives tracts on 
mission subjects and loans charts and stereopticon slides for 
use in the churches. 

Two special recommendations your Committee desires to 
emphasize. Let us strive during the next year to raise at least 
50 cents per capita among our people for world-wide evangeliza­
tion. 'Southern Presbyterians are striving for $4.00 per capita, 
and we are informed that this is the per capita gift of our native 
Christians in Brazil. Surely, in view of the $300,000 needed to 
properly equip our foreign work, even on the present basis, that 
is not too much to ask. 

Then, we recommend that our churches everywhere, so far 
as possible, take their subscriptions for Foreign Missions at the 
beginning of the year, rather than at the close, making the 
amount subscribed payable quarterly through the year, and thus 
help the Board escape the insufferable burden of expensive debt, 
and the unnecessary expense for interest.

48. After an address by E. Y Mullins, Kentucky, and 

an appeal for pledges by AV. E. Hatcher, AMrginia, the sum 

of $113,176.50 was raised for the Seminary endowment. 

49. The following, offered by T. P. Bell, Georgia, was 

adopted: 

Whereas, God, who has regard to the needs of his people, 
both in time present and to come, put it into the hearts of some

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of his servants, fifty years ago, to establish a theological train­
ing school for Southern Baptists, which was exactly suited to 
their needs and in fullest accord with their doctrines and policy; 
and, 

Whereas, The school thus established, our beloved Southern 
Baptist Theological Seminary, has, through these years, held 
true to the doctrines of the Book, as God has given us Southern 
Baptists to see these: and true to the practices which constitute 
us a peculiar people among the denominations—a people insist­
ing upon literal obedience to the King in Zion in all that per­
tains to form, membership and ordinances of his churches;-and, 

Whereas, During these years, hundreds and thousands of the 
men in our ministry, men of varying ages and equally varying 
educational attainments, have in it found mental and spiritual 
equipment for the great work they had to do as ministers of the 
Word; and, 

Whereas, There have gone forth from it, and are still going 
forth, influences that tend to the very best life of our people at 
home, and are being felt in power in many lands beyond our 
borders: and, 

Whereas, The institution, in its teachings, practices, policies, 
and in its fruitage in men, is meeting, in fullest degree if not in 
fullest quantity, the needs of our people in theological and prac­
tical training for the ministry: and, 

Whereas, The Seminary is this year celebrating the semi­
centennial of its noble existence, and is seeking at the hands of 
our people an addition of $600,000 to its endowment—that it 
may increase its usefulness, and meet the large demands that 
are made upon it; therefore, be it 

Resolved, First—That we as a Convention, representing the 
active, progressive churches of the denomination, hereby express 
our full approval of the Seminary in its teachings, both doctrinal 
and practical. 

Resolved, Second—That we heartily endorse the recent ad­
vance steps it has taken in the way of providing practical train­
ing for the students in Mission and Sunday school work, thus 
the better fitting them for the full work of the ministry. 

Resolved, Third—That we feel, with the Faculty and Trustees, 
the limitations that are imposed on the institution by the meagre-
ness of its income, and realize the growing need it has for 
enlarged facilities for more extended work, as well as for some 
measure of relief to the present faculty from the overwork which 
has been theirs by reason of the limited number of teachers and 
the increasing number of students. 

Resolved, Fourth—That we most heartily urge upon the 
churches and upon individual brethren a careful investigation 
into the needs of the Seminary, and co-operation with the trus­
tees in supplying these needs at the earliest practicable moment 
—which means just now.

The Home Board is to be congratulated on being able to 
secure such a splendid corps of evangelists, and the Convention 
should give praise to God for having been led to inaugurate this 
new"means of establishing and advancing the cause of our Lord 
in all the world. 

For a conservative evangelism, under the auspices of the Con­
vention, there is not merely a demand, but an ungent necessity. 

Your Committee would urge the Board to press with vigor 
this department of our work, both on account of immediate 
results which daily gladden our hearts, and also because making 
of disciples is the future hope of our cause. 

Thank God, devoutly, for the past; strengthen and enlarge 
the present; look hopefully and joyfully to the future.

54. O. C. S. AVallace, Maryland, presented the report 
of the Committee on 

Cities and Foreigners.. 

We may look for three things in the immediate future: The 
rapid development of the extraordinary resources of the South, 
the large growth of the cities in the midst of which this develop­
ment takes place, and a vast increase in the number of foreign-
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ers settling in these cities. This has come to pass in the North 
and the West. It will'come to pass in the South. W e cannot 
stop it. W e would not if we could. 

In the beginning these foreigners will be poor. They will 
live in narrow quarters, under unsanitary conditions, with many 
temptations to immorality, exposed to the wiles of the devils 
of lawlessness, godliness and all manner of corrupting and 
blasting wickedness. 

They will be but inadequately fortified against these attacks 
upon them. No puritan traditions will restrain them, no lofty 
standards of virtue and right will inspire them. The children of 
old world poverty; many of them the victims of wretched and 
base habits of life; their religious knowledge fragmentary and 
streaked with lies, they will be from the first like sheep scattered 
upon the mountains, having no shepherd, and the wolves not far 
away. 

The recent history of Northern cities leaves us in no doubt as 
to what will follow. The sections of our cities in which the 
recently arrived foreigners congregate and huddle together, will 
become spots of plague and of peril. 

They will become plague spots. Immorality will cause physi­
cal weakness and disease. Violent passions and savage moods 
will become common. 

A plague is always a peril. Rottenness spreads, whether in 
an apple, a tree, a man or a community. Moral rottenness on the 
next street will menace the virtue of your neighbor's son and of 
your own son. The political, moral and religious life of city, 
State and Nation will be debased if at every great center of 
population there is a large element where the children go astray 
from the cradle, speaking lies, and following the way of lust and 
violence. 

In connection with the tremendous problem arising out of 
these conditions there are three mighty imperatives: 

W e must not be unconscious of the problem. Not to realize 
the threat of the plague and the peril would be madness. 

W e must not be indifferent to the problem. To ignore the duty 
of saving the foreign-born from the evils which menace them 
because of the early conditions of their sojourn in this country, 
of protecting our families from the proximity of a great godless 
element in our population, and of evangelizing those whom God 
has placed next door to us would be ignoble. 

W e must not take a scornful attitude toward the people 
whoss presence, character and environment create this problem. 
Others may speak contemptuously of the foreigners, even as the 
Greeks spoke contemptuously of the barbarians, and the Jews of 
the Gentile; others may treat him as if he were less than human, 
may turn away with dislike and loathing. This we may not do. 
This we must not do. W e are Christians. W e are debtors, there-
ZZZZr l ? e n' of w h a t e v e r race, of whatever manners, of what­
ever character. 

It must not be forgotten that our most urgent duty is ever 
Le" i t n ^ b e ' ^ tf , h e c o n d ! « ° ^ which Ire just at hand. 
Italian who n,?,hp ^ ^ °«sM to give spiritual help to the 
Italian who pushes his gondola along the canals of Venice 
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or peddles toy mandolins in the streets of Naples; but even more 
pressing is the obligation to give spiritual help to the Italian 
who is digging a ditch in front of your house. Very sacred and 
urgent is the duty of carrying the Gospel to the Chinaman in 
Canton, but even more urgent is the duty of carrying the Gospel 
to the Chinaman whose laundry is located just around the corner. 

Present conditions, with their emerging dangers, opportunities 
and responsibilities, may be seen and known of all. Therefore, 
shall we hear and heed the call for persistent, sagacious, heroic, 
self-sacrificing Home Mission work in our cities and among the 
foreign-born; a call which was never so insistent as at this hour.

E. Hatcher, Virginia, read the following report 
of the Committee on 

The Home Mission Council. 

Our Home Mission Board having appealed to this Convention 
. to define the relation which it shall bear to the Home Missions 
Council located in New York City, and representing many of the 
Christian denominations of this country, respectfully recommend 
that this Convention shall make the following deliverance for 
the guidance of the Board: 

1. That we rejoice heartily in the courtesy and fraternity 
which has always marked the relations between our Board with 
kindred organizations in the past, and most sincerely desire 
that this spirit of neighborship and kindliness shall always con­
tinue. 

2. W e desire also that our Board shall have ample liberty for 
conference and for such concert of action with other Home Mis­
sion Boards, so far as it may deem proper for the maintenance 
of kindly relations and good understanding as to the vast and 
unspeakably important work of Home evangelization. 

3. W e feel it to be of the utmost importance, however, to 
remind our Board that the people who make the Convention, 
hold doctrines set forth in the Scriptures, which are held only in 
part or not at all by many of our brethren of other denomina­
tions, who are engaged in Home Mission work. These doctrines 
we hold only as we find them in the Scriptures, and they consti­
tute, very largely, the reason for our denominational existence, 
and we can not look with approval upon any alliances on the 
part of our Board that could possibly imperil these doctrines. 

4. W e deem it necessary to say further to our Board, that we 
cannot justify its entrance into any relations with other Boards 
which can possibly circumscribe our independence or liberty as 
to the fields which we are to occupy, or the methods which we 
are to adopt in carrying forward the work which we feel that 
the Lord has committed to us. Our churches, which make up this 
body, are independent of each other so far as their internal 
government is concerned, and therefore, cannot be lined up in 
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any sort of federation that can subject them to any external 
authority, or commit them to any special line of policy. 

5. It is to us a matter of honest regret that our honored breth­
ren of other denominations seem unable to get our own point ot 
view as to our attitude and spirit as a denomination. W e do 
not mention this in any mood of critical or censorious complaint 
against any, for we love all. but we deem it essential to say 
to our Board that we can do none other than to maintain our 
position in such a manner as will leave to us the broadest free­
dom in proclaiming our distinctive doctrines and establishing 
churches of our faith wherever we can. W e feel that it is our 
duty to lead the people, so far as possible, in accepting Christ, to 
adopt those doctrines which we believe to be of the gravest 
importance, though often overlooked by many brethren whom 
we love and honor. W e believe in charity, hut we believe the 
highest type of charity is that which sweetly, graciously and 
courageously seeks to present to the people the whole counsel of 
God. 

6. W e do, therefore, with the utmost earnestness and yet 
with the most cordial goodwill and brotherly kindness to all, say 
to our Home Mission Board that we deem it inadvisable to form 
any relations with the Home Missions Council which can in any 
way abridge its freedom, warp its policy or embarrass its action 
in the future. | 
The report was discussed by the Chairman of the Com­
mittee, and it was adopted by a rising vote.

62. E. AA'. Stephens, Missouri, offered the following 

resolution, which was adopted: 

Whereas, This Convention has learned from the public press 
that two American citizens, missionaries of the Presbyterian 
church in the United States to the Congo, namely, the Rev. W. 
M. Morrison, and the Rev. W. H. Sheppard, are to be arraigned 
and tried before a court of the Congo Free State, on charges of 
criminal libel based on published criticisms of cruelties against 
the natives; and, 

Whereas, It is the conviction of this Convention that the 
missionaries of our Christian denominations are entitled as 
American citizens to the protection of our Government; 

Therefore, Resolved, That the Southern Baptist Convention, 
without passing any judgment on the merits of the particular 
case above referred to, respectfully requests the President of the 
United States and the Department of State at Washington to take 
all proper steps to see that American citizens residing in foreign 
lands as Christian missionaries are fully protected in all their 
rights and privileges as citizens of the Republic. 
63. C. AA". Daniel, Texas, read the report of the Com­

mittee on 

Building Loan Fund. 

The $20,000 of the Tichenor Memorial Fund, and that raised 
by the good women, represent all that has been done by the 
Southern Baptist Convention toward the creation of a permanent 
fund for the promotion of the building of new and of adequate 
meeting houses. The chief value of this fund is that it is a 
recognition of a great and pressing need amoung us, and marks 
the actual beginning of that which should have been done long 
ago. 

There is no exact data available to this Committee to show 
the vast numbers of houseless churches, and the probably greater 
number' of. churches whose buildings are wholly inadequate for 
their needs. W e are sure, however, that if the facts were known, 
our people would be astonished at the revelation made, and 
would thus be awakened to more diligent interest in this matter. 
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W e believe that along with and co-ordinate to capable Past°™; 
leadership, a church must have a suitable meeting place tor wor­
ship and service before it can ever become an efficient and sus­
taining force in the work of the kingdom. 

Money raised and used intelligently in stimulating the erec­
tion of meeting houses is as essentually an element in construc­
tive Home Mission work as that of supplementing the salaries 
of pastors or the maintenance of mission schools. 

W e are of the opinion that in this work of church building 
our Board should not make direct donations above $500, except in 
the most extraordinary and exceptional cases. 

A meeting house is a permanent asset, and where the growth 
of a church has been so slow as to make it unable to repay a 
loan, made at a low rate of interest and on reasonable time, it 
would seem that a direct gift to such a church would have been 
manifestly unwise and unprofitable. 

W e would earnestly urge our Home Mission Board to inaugu­
rate a vigorous campaign among the churches, looking to the 
establishment of the proposed loan fund of $500,000. 

W e would further recommend that if possible an amount, not 
to exceed $25,000, be appropriated from the current funds this 
year, and that when said loans are paid, the money should 
become a part of the permanent building loan fund. W e believe 
that if such a policy could be pursued from year to year, sup­
plemented by active effort to secure specific contributions from 
individuals and churches, in a few years we would have a mighty 
agency at work for the glory of God and the coming of the King­
dom.

The Committee on the Home Mission Board's report of Moun­
tain schools is pleased to note gratifying progress in this depart­
ment of the Board's work. 

A comparison of conditions now and at the beginning of our 
assistance in the Mountain school work shows the wisdom of the 
undertaking. It is well nigh impossible to exaggerate the value 
of the work being done by our Board in these mountain schools. 
Ihe needs of the youth in this great piedmont belt of our 
country, the eagerness for knowledge along with actual progress

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bear in mind the appalling fact that scores of bright and promis­
ing boys and girls are turned away each session from many of the 
schools for lack of larger accommodations. It is one of the 
commendable features of our plan of co-operation with the Com­
mittees where these schools are located, that a comparatively 
small outlay of money from the Board secures much larger sums 
of local money for the equipment and support of the schools. 
At the same time, we are teaching our people everywhere the 
practical value of the next great lesson for Baptists to learn, 
namely, the duty of co-operation. 

The keynote of the work this year which should be a bugle 
call to service, must be enlargement in all our mountain schools. 

It is worthy of mention that it is the purpose of the Board to 
help in the future as it has been able to do in the past, to get 
teachers, who magnify their calling as laborers in this superb 
work. 

W e wish to make favorable mention of the Rev. A. E. Brown, 
who is in charge of this department of the Home Mission Board's 
work, who has proven himself an earnest, wise and efficient 
laborer.

65. J. B. Gambrell, Texas, read the following report of 
the Committee to which was referred that part of the Home 
Mission Report relative to 

The Conference as to New Mexico. 

Your Committee to which was referred the conclusions of 
the conference held in Washington, D. O, on New Mexico, 
between representatives of the Home Board of this Convention 
and representatives of the Home Mission Society of New York, 
report the following: W e believe the time has come when 
Southern Baptists should more fully recognize their responsi­
bility for the evangelization of America, and they should enter 
upon larger plans for bearing a worthy part in bringing this 
great country to the obedience of New Testament faith. 

W e recommend that the agreement of said conference be 
approved, with the understanding that nothing in the agree­
ment shall be so construed as to limit any church, association, 
or other Baptist body in the free exercise of the inalienable 
right to make such alignments for co-operaton as will, ln its 
judgment, be for its own good and for the furtherance of the 
work it is in. All Baptists are, and of right ought to be, free 
and self-governing. For the purpose of safeguarding the agree­
ment upon which this Convention is to pass, to the end that 
neither the Conference nor this Conveneian may be misunder­
stood, we would put added emphasis upon the doctrine of the 
absolute independence of every Baptist body. This is the 
doctrine on which this Convention is founded, and it is imbedded 
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in its constitution. If we would promote the fraternity, UP}^> 
co-operation and efficiency of our great brotherhood in the n g -
est degree, this principle must be kept ever to the front, w e 
may well trust Baptists everyhere to work out their highest 
destiny under the free play of this principle, which is recognized 
in the agreement reached in Washington, and which is here 
more fully set out, that there can be no misunderstanding on 
the part of any one.

The Home Mission Fields. 

These Southern States of America are still the great mission 
fields for Baptists. Up to this hour, notwithstanding the triumphs 
of the Gospel in this favored region, there remains very much 
land to be possessed by the Captain of our salvation. Every 
foot of territory within the bounds of the Convention is becom­
ing increasingly important in material resources and spiritual 
possibilities. Millions among us, it is true, have accepted the 
Lordship of Jesus under Baptist preaching, but there are millions 
more unreached, unimpressed, unsaved whose perilous condition 
clamors loudly for immediate help. 

W e cannot be too often reminded that the evangelization of 
the world, so far as Baptists are concerned, is dependent upon 
the means and ministry of the redeemed and devoted Ameri­
cans. Nor is it less clear to any intelligent student of condi­
tions among us that the Baptists of the South, by reason of 
their numbers, orthodox teaching, vital Christian experience, 
extraordinary success in winning souls, and their militant spirit, 
must maintain leadership in world-wide conquest. Many 
agencies among us are active in winning our Southern people 
to the Lord, but the one great servant of all, the unifying force 
embracing and stimulating them every one, is the Home Mission 
Board of this Convention. 

For obvious reasons the fields of the Board, broadly speaking, 
divide themselves into two, namely, those on the mainland, or 
in the Southern States, and those beyond seas in Cuba and 
Panama. 

The States east of the Mississippi constitute one section 
under the supervision of the committee of the Board, and those 
west of the great river are others under a like committee. By 
=£^?- ^ a i e recently in Washington City between repre-
the H n ™ M i ^ Home Mission Board and representatives of 
the territory nfTh fVZH °f t h e N o r t h e ™ Baptist Convention, 
Slxico Nor is H T r f i1S e? l a rS e d ^ the addition of New 
Mexico. Nor is it unlikely, since our Home Mission leaders 
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are constantly striving after an equitable division of the country 
between them, that the time will soon come when Arizona and 
Southern California will be recognized as belonging to the 
Southern Baptist Convention. 

The States east of the river have much religious destitution. 
It will never be much less at our present rate of meeting it. It 
is quite likely to become appalling burdensome with its steady 
and increasing stream of .immigration pouring into these States. 
The cotton mills of N e w Endland are finding their way to the 
Carolinas and Georgia and neighboring States. The prospective 
completion and opening of the Panama Canal means extraordi­
nary commercial development and will require proportionate 
outlets by your Board. 

As for the West as a mission field, no words of praise nor 
visions of hope may be counted as wide of the mark. Missouri, 
among the mightiest and richest of all the States of the Union; 
Oklahoma, young but already stalwart and glorious in outlook 
and effort: Arkansas, said to possess greater variety of soil, 
climate, products and resources than any other State of equal 
area: Louisiana, that could supply the whole world with sugar, 
syrup and rice, besides a good share of the world's cotton; 
Texas, whose vastness of extent and productiveness well nigh 
paralyzes the most enlightened imagination: N e w Mexico, the 
sanitorium of America—these all grouped together make up the 
great Southwest in which the Board operates. 

Results cf missionary labor during the last year east of the 
Mississippi and west of it are most gratifying, as shown by the 
annual report of the Board. 

As heretofore, the "brother in black," the Negro of the 
South, has received candid co-operation in Christian work. The 
missionaries commended by the Board are men of character, 
education, experience, and tactful temper. They are chosen 
in the first instance of the Home Mission Board ot the National 
Baptist Convention to co-operate with Negro Baptist bodies in 
the several States after careful investigation concerning the 
character and qualifications of each individual. That Board then 
makes application to the H o m e Mission Board of the Southern 
Baptist Convention for its approval of the appointment and for 
aid in the support of each missionary to the extent of one-half 
of his salary. The missionaries, after being appointed, submit 
regularly full and complete reports of their work on blanks pre­
pared by your Board. The work accomplished by our Negro 
brethren, as will be seen by the Board's report, has been quite 
satisfactory. The relations between white and Negro Baptists 
in the South are of the most friendly and fraternal nature and 
promise to continue so. 

The work in Cuba, which the Board has prosecuted for over 
twenty years, under varying circumstances, is now hopeful and 
firmly established. Our Cuban-American-Mexican College in 
Havana was recently strengthened by the election of the Rev. 
W . W . Barnes to the presidency. The churches have received 
more according to the membership than during any previous 
year, and have themselves grown in the grace of giving as well 
as in evangelistic aggressiveness and fervor. 

1 
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The work in Panama, for the present chiefly directed to the 
transient population, has reached multitudes, but is slow and 
must be till conditions are settled, as will be the case when the 
canal is completed. When that stupendous work of engineering 
opens a highway between the hemispheres, cities will spring up 
in many localities where now we are planting mission stations, 
and these will expand into vigorous churches.

LOUISVILLE, KENTUCKY, May 17, 1909. 

72. Devotional exercises were conducted by L. P. Little, 
Virginia, after which the Convention proceeded to business,

74. AV. H. Baylor, Maryland, read the report of the 

Committee on 

Time and Place of Next Meeting. 

which was so amended as to read as follows: 

"We recommend that the next session of the Convention be 
held in Baltimore, Maryland, on Wednesday, May 11, 1910, at 3 
o'clock, p.m.: the sermon to be preached by W. L. Pickard, 
Georgia, or his alternate, W. C. Tyree, North Carolina." 

75. On motion of Lansing Burrows, Georgia, the fol­

lowing was adopted: 

Resolved, That it is the desire of this Convention that at its 
annual meetings it have the right of way without the distractions 
incident to many corollary meetings; and that the brethren who 
have in charge the separate interests entrusted to them be re­
quested not to arrange for their separate meetings prior to the 
assembling of the Convention. 

Resolved further. That the Committee on Order of Business of 
this session, together with the President of the Convention, be 
continued to arrange the order of the next session with special 
reference to these corollary interests, requesting-that their mat­
ters be considered as part of the Convention's business. 

Resolved further. That if this be done, the Convention gives 
its assurance that it will as far as within its power order suffi­
cient time in its sessions to all these corollary interests for full 
consideration of their methods, and make its arrangements for 
a continuation of the sessions of the Convention over the follow­
ing Monday or Tuesday if necessary. 

76. On motion of Y. I. Masters. Virginia, the following 
was adopted:

haie received less appreciation from the denominational than 
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any other agency, in proportion to the value of the service they 
have rendered: and, 

Whereas, only an average of one Baptist family in five among 
our people in the South take a denominational weekly: and, 

Whereas, to multiply the circulation of our papers is to mul­
tiply the efficiency of every agency of service fostered by this 
Convention; therefore, resolved, 

1. That this Convention urges upon the State Conventions 
and District Associations the propriety of giving a good hour in 
their annual gatherings for the purpose of magnifying the mis­
sion of the denominational journal. 

2. That we urge the pastors to put the value of the denomi­
national papers on the consciences of their people and in every 
fit way to facilitate the extension of their circulation. 
77. M. H. AVolfe, Texas, read the following report of the 
Committee on 

Systematic Beneficence. 

Your Committee, to whom was referred the Report of the 
Commission on Systematic Beneficence, beg leave to report as 
follows: 

That we urge the application of business principles in the 
matter of Christian beneficence. 

That we heartily approve the recommendations of the Com­
mission. 

That we bespeak the efficient services of the Home and For­
eign Mission Boards to see that the recommendations are pre­
sented to the various State Conventions and District Associa­
tions. 

That we urge the denominational papers to carry on a sys­
tematic campaign, to enlighten and instruct our people on this 
important matter. 

That we welcome the Laymen's Movement as bringing prom­
ise of the better day, when there shall be in all our churches in­
telligent laymen who will understand the necessity cf cooperat­
ing with the pastors in the churches, where at the last the work 
of systematizing our benevolence must begin and end.

79. J. II. Tyler, Maryland, read the report of the Lay­

man's Missionary Movement, as follows: 

Your committee would report that Prof. J. T. Henderson, who 
had been elected General Secretary prior to the last meeting of 
the Convention, entered actively upon his duties July 1, 1908. 
While he has continued his connection with Virginia Institute, 
he has devoted most of his time and attention to this movement. 
The Secretary has traveled a little more than 25,000 miles during 
the ten months of his service, has delivered 125 addresses, dis­
tributed among thirteen States, and has attended eleven State 
Conventions, in addition to numerous Institutes, Conferences, and 
District Associations. Committees have been appointed to take 
direction of the movement in all the States but two. The Secre­
tary reports a most cordial reception by both preachers and lay­
men wherever he has gone, has noted a gratifying and growing 
interest in every section he has visited, and confidently looks 
for enlarged and more generous giving, as the movement be­
comes better understood and more thoroughly organized. The 
movement is by no means competitive, but cooperative, and 
would seek to utilize, as far as possible, the agencies already es­
tablished. It recognizes that the pastor is the divinely ordained 
leader of the church, and would not seek to supplant him, but to 
supplement him. It is therefore the policy of this committee to 
make its modus operandi as simple as possible. There is noth­
ing complicated in its machinery as indicated by the following 
brief outline: 

It seeks to have a committee of from three to ten laymen, 
selected by each State organization, to exercise general super­
vision of the work within its territory. It is the business of this 
State committee to see that the cause is properly presented at 
each district association, either by a member of the committee, 
or by some capable layman, and to secure the appointment of a 
committee, of not more than three, to direct the movement in 
the association. This district committee should get the consent 
of some efficient laymen to assist in campaign work, and provide 
for a laymen's missionary rally in every church as early in the 
conventional year as practicable.
