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CONSTITLUTION.

The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and
other religious bodies of the Baptist denomination Iln various
paris of the United States, met in Augusta, Georgla, for the pur-
pose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentlons of our con-
stituents by organizing a plan for elicting, combining, and direct-
ing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of the
gospel, adopted rules and fundamental prineiples which, as
amended from time to time, are as [ollows:

sArtlele 1. This body shall be styled the “Southern Baptist
Convention.™ ’

Art. I1. It shall be the design of the Conventlon to promote
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con-
nected with the Redeomer's kingdom, and to combine for this
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benev-
olence, which sghall fully respeet the independence and egual
rights of the churches.

Art, III. The Convention shall consist, (1) of brethren who
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contributing
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of
one delegate for every $260 actually pald into the treasuries of
the Boards during the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April
next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one repre-
sentative from each of the Distriet Assoelations which eoc-oper.
ate with this Convention, provided that such representative be
formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa-
tion, and his election certified to the Becretaries of the Comn-
vention, either in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes.

Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President,
four Viee-presidents, a Treasurer, an Aunditor, who shall, in event
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer,
and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annuoal meet-
ing, and hold their offices until & new election; and the officers
of the Convention shall be, cach by virlue of his office, mom-
hers of the several Boards,

Art. V. The Comvention shall elect at each annual meeting as
many Boards of Managers as, In itg judgment, will be necessary
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro-
mote—all of which Boards may continue in office unti] a new
election. KEach Board shall conzist of a President, Vige-Presi-
dents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem-

bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall
form a quorum for the transaction of busimess; provided, that
any of the Boards may have the same person to fill the two posi-
tions of Corresponding Seeretary and Treasurer. To each Board
shall be committed, during the recesz of the Conventior, the
entire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with
whose interests it shall be charged; all of which management
zhall be im strict accordance with the constitutional provisions
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may
be given from time fo time, Each Board shall have power to
make such compensation te ils socretaries and Treasurer as It
may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in itz own bodies,
and enact itz own By-laws.

Art. VI, The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account
for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all
receiptz and disbursements, and make report of them to the
Convention whenever it shall be in session, and (o his Board as
often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of
hiz office, give competent security to the President of the Board
for all the stocks and funds committed to his care. His books
shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the
Convention and of {ts Board. No monevs zhall he paid out of any
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board
from whose treasury the money i3 to be drawn, which order
shall be signed by the presiding officer.

Art. VI The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards
shall maintain intercoarse by letter with sweh i(ndividuals or
public bodies as the ioterest of their respective bodies may
refjuiré. Copies of all such communications, with thelr answers,
if any, shall be kept by them on file.

Art. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards
shall keep & fair record of their proceedings, and of such other
documents as may be commitied to them for the purpose.

Art. TX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents
appointed by the Convention, or by any of itz Boards, shall be
members of some regular church in union with the churches
composing this Convention.

Art, X, Misslonaries appointed by any of the Boards of this
Convention must, previouz to their appointment, furmlzsh evi.
dence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in thelr Mastar's cause, and
talents which fit them for the service for which they offer them-
selves,

Art. XI. The bodies and individuals composing thiz Conven-

tion =hall have the right to specify the object or objects to which
their contributions shall be applied. But when no such specifica-
tion is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its
own discretion.

Art, 1L The Conventlon shall hold its meetings annually,
hut extra meectings may be called by the President, with the
approbation of any of the Boeardz of Managers. A majority of the
attending delegates shall not be necessary to make a quornm for
the tranzaction of business. The President, or in the event of
his death, any of the Vice-presidents, of the Convention, may, at
the request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place
of meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him
inexpedient to convens at the time or place appointed.

ATt XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the mem-
bers present at any apnual meeting of the Convention,

BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligntions resting on the Conventlon to
endeavor more energetically and systematically (o elieit, eom.
bine, and direct the energles of the whole denomination in ome
gsacred effort for the promulgation of the gospel, we adopt the
following By-laws:

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the
closest possible conpection with the State Boards, where such
exists, In sueh a way as shall ba mutually agreeable, and in
other cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may
deem best, In both cases providing for the necessary expenses
incurred,

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Conventlon be
instructed to secure frequent distribution of information relating
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other-
wise, ag may be found expedient among (he maze of the peaple.

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of New Boards be
imgtructed {0 nominate, as Vice-presidents of Boards, men known
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their
own State Boards, and unless speclal reaszons exist to the con-
trary, men who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Cok-
vention. These Vieepresidents zhall be expected to eo-eperate
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions as to
work to be done, and they also shall be expecied to present at
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of
what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which
they bave complied with these requests, with any suggestions
they may have to offer as to the conditiona and needs of their
regpective fields. It shall be the duty of each Seeretary in due
time to furnish the WVice.presidenis of his Board with suilable
Manks for such reports, and to call their attention to this article,
and to make any proper effort to seeure the due preparation of
thege reports. Inm ease any Vice-president appointed is unable
of unwilling to0 comply with the requests herein mentioned, it
shall be the duty of the Board, {f possible, to find zome perzon
who can, and request him to do so: and, furthermore, the Viee-
president for each State shall be dezired, as speedily as possible,
to prepare a roll of the associations, churches, and Hunday

{wii)
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schoolz in that State, to be used for the distribution of Informa-
tiom, and te ascertain as far as posszible which of the churches
and Sunday achools are contributing to the fuondz of the Board
and the annunal amounts, and to make systematic effort each
year to increase the number and amount of such contributlons.

4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Convention
what special efforts they have been able to make toward earry-
ing out the objects of these By-laws.

8. [mmediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards
each year, a committee of five shall be appointed, to whom shall
be referred so much of these reportz as pertaing to the earrying
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Viee-presidents.

6. The President, Vice-presidents, and Secretaries of the Con-
vention shall be elected by ballot: provided, however, that when
there iz only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if
there be mo objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for
the Convention, :

7. Applause on the floor of the Convention is out of order,
and it shall be the duty of the presiding officer to promptly sup-
press all such demonstration.

8. Bpeeches advocating the claims of any brother nominated
for an office of the Convention shall be limited to one speech
of nomination, and one speech seconding the nomination; also,
addregses and responses of welcome shall be limited to cne
address of not more than fifteen minutes in length, and one
response of not more than ten minutes,

8. These By-laws may be altered at any time by a majority
vote except on the lazt day of the Conventlon.

7. On motion of Lansing Burrows, Georgia, the unan
imous vote of the Convention was east, no one dissenting,
by Seeretary Gregory for George W. Norton, Kentueky,
to be Treasurer, and William P. Harvey, Eentueky, to be
Auditor of the Convention.

5. On motion of I T, Willingham, Virginia, it was

Oedered, that the four Lrethren receiving the largest number
of votes he declared to be the Viee Presidents of the Convention.

9. Words of weleome on the behalf of the eity of DBalti-
more were spoken by R. H. Edmonds, of Maryland, to
whieh a response on the part of the Convention was made
by Jno. T TTart, Ardansas,

10. C. 11 Ryland, Virvginia, from the Committee created
Ly the last Convention on an Order of Business, reported
outlining the order of the present session, and the report
was adopled.

11. At the request of the Board of Trostees of the
Sonthern Baptist Theological Seminary the following was
adopted :

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FIRST DAY, EVENING SESSION,

19. After devotional exercizes the Convention proceeded
to the order, William Ellyson, Virginia, one of the Vies
Presidents, in the chair.

20. J. T. Henderson, Virginia, presented the following:

Third Annual Report of the Executive Committes of Laymen's
Missionary Movement, Southern Baptist Convention.

Your Committese reports a vear of active work, and, while it
has no means of estimating results with any degree of accuracy,
it ventures the opinion that much good has already been accom-
plished and that foundations are being laid broad and deep for
enduring progress. Inereased inlerest among men in the canse
of missions is evident on all hands. Churches are gradually
waklng up to the imperative need of a better financial policy.

The General Secretary has delivered during the year ome
hundred and fifty addresses In the Interest of the Movement, has
visited every one of the fifteen States of the Convention, and has
alzo attended a convention in Huntington, W. Va, and a confer-
ence in New York Clty. He has spoken at four district asso-
ciations, seven summer epcampments, ten Baptist State Conven-
tions and fifteen Conventlons of the National Campaign. In ad-
dition tor the work of our General Secretary, this Committee s
indehted to rumerous other brothren for valuable serviees, eape-
cially in connection with the National Campaign. Among these
it is perhaps proper to malke special mention of Mr. Joshua
Leavering, o memher of thiz Commiltee, and of Dr, T. B. Hay,
of our Foreign Mission Board, who gave weeks.of most effective
service, Your Committee thinks that much good resulted from
our cobperation with the Natlonal Campaign and that it involved
no sacrifice of doetrinal loyalty, It gave our leaders experi-
ence and such a grasp of the movement as will enable them to
conduect our denominalional work much more effectively.

Your Committee is of the opinfon that the chief problem be-
fore us is to inauegnrate some effective plan for enlisting the ten
thonzand non-contributing ehirches and to secure more general
antd generous glving on the part of the others, In this gigantic
undertaking vour Committes stands ready to codperate with the
pastors and all other legltimate agencles, We are glad to re-
port in every State a Commities of gome ten men who are ex-
pected to apportion the associations among themselves and each
one to press thiz work in those assoclationz assigned him. In
some States these Commlitiees are active and are adopting most
aggressive measures to reach every asscclation.

Récommendations.

Firat—Your Commities oarges the appointment In every
ehurch of an aclive Missionary Committes of from three to nine
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members, who shall coliperate with the pastor in & campaign
of miszlonary edueation and conduet a most vigorons every-
member canvass for weekly pledges to missions. In the canvass
of the church the Committee should associate with them a num-
ber of other laymen and always go in pairs. The canvassers
themeelves get great blessings from this service, In towns and
cities of more than owne church, we would further urge the im-
portance of holding simultaneous missionary rallies in all the
churches &4t 11 ax on a Sunday as early as practicable after
this Convention, have a great mass meeting in the afternoon or
evening, a simultaneous campaign during the week following
for weekly pledges and a mass meeting the next Sunday evening
for reports. Such a policy would work wonders and sel the
pace for all the surrounding sections, A report of this practical
and sueccessful work shonld be carried to each distriet assocla-
thon.

In the second place, your Committee wounld urge aggressive
work by associations. The associational committee of three
ghould select with care nlpe other laymen whose hearts have
been touched and who can speak, and arrange for a rally in
every church of the association that meeds their help. These
laymen should vizit the churches by pairs, distribute pledge
cards atter speaking and securs a2 many regular subseribers to
misgions as possible. Before leaving the chureh they should
gecure the election by the church of a Misslonary Committee of
at least three laymen, whose duty it shall be to secure envelopes
for the subsecribers, extend the list of regular contributors, pro-
mote missionary intelligence In the church and see that all
pledges are paid. This iz a most practical way to reduce to the
minimum the number of non-contributing ehurches, develop al
least a dozen good workers and add to the revenues of our
Boards.

In the next place, we suggest for the conslderation and action
of this Coovention, the matter of holding one great Laymen's
Convention in each State az early as practicable the coming
year. The thought of the Committee is, that our Btate, Home,
Foreign Mission and Sunday school agencies should get back
of such meeting with all their forees and plan and conduct it in
the interest of all our Mission Boards. The State Laymen's
organizations, in conpection with the pastors, can help 1o swing
zuich a convention: with active cofiperation from all gquarters
such a meeting should be made a glorious success. In some
States it might be (hought wise to request the State Convention
to set aside two or three of ite sessions to such a meeting, in-
stead of undertaking a separate conventlon,

We would again endorse the policy outlined one vear ago,
pMacing special emphasis en (1) missionary education; (2) tith.
ing as the minimum in our giving and at least as much to mis-
zions as to church expenses; (3) the every-member canvass,
and (4) the weekly svatem in giving. There is little hops, how-
ever, outzide of the general diffusion of mizslonary intelligence;
laymen need to have enlarged vision and thiz comes only with
knowledge,

Mow is the floodtide of missionary opportunity: God iz work-
ing in a marvelous way bolh al home and abroad. Wondrous
are Hiz majestic movements among the nations, challenging the
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Chriztian men of our day to join Him in bringlng all nations
and kindreds and tongues nnder the sway of the Prince of Peace.
We recommend that this report be referred to a committee
of one lavman from each Btate Lo report back to this Convention
at some hour durlng the present session.

Mountain Schools,

1t iz to the eredit of our denomination that we have been able
to embrace in our fellowship large number: of the poor and un-
learned, Tt is a Lestimony to the simplicity and vitality of our
Baptist principles; and we contemplate the fact with pride,
And yet it would not be to our eredit if we were content to
allow them to remaln so. Our denomination has always placed
the supreme emphasis upon preaching the gospel, and rightly
so, but we also recognize that the Christien school, that is en-
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gaged in training, and making bigger the individual life, and
building up strong Christian character, is an important part ot
ite work. For next to zaving a soul for God is the development
of a life for service in the kingdom of God. It is our duly lo
evangelize the whole world, but to accomplish this, our suprems
need, next to the help of God, is intelligent, afficlent, as well as
consecrated workers, in our pews as well as our pulpits, and
to accomplizh this we must have the assistance of well-equipped
Baptist schools.

It is with great satisfaction that we record the work of this
character being done by our Home Board in the great mountain
gections of our Southland, a territory filled with potential man-
hood and womanhood of the highest type. The Board has fostered
thiz year 15 schools, scattered over 7 States, with 135 teachers,
4,932 studentz, 70 of whom are students for the ministry: the
total amount expended for improvement in buildings and other
equipment was 345,60%. 0Of this, the Board paid $20.600 and the
people themselves, 25,099, For the malntenance of the schools
the Beard expended $36,025.29.

There were 203 of these students baptized during the zesslon
and great interest and enthusisem displayed in the study of the
Bible, missions, and Sunday school pedagogy.

The outlook for the mountain schools was never brighter ot
more encouraging. Among the hopeful things we would note,
first, the interest and enthusiasm exhibited by the people them-
gelves among whom these schools are planted. The sacrifice
that many of them make to secure and maintain them borders
pn the heroie. Second, the lnerease lo the self-support; two of
themn will not need zupport from the Board next year. Third.
the increased interest that wealthy men of the North are taking
In our mountain section. Capital is gquick to discern places of
pood investment, and some of the noblest spirits see that the
greatest lnvestment, the one that yields the largest returns, is
the investment in life—the development of young men and woemen,
who in return ghall bhlezs zociety and haszten the kingdom of
Grod.

In conclusion, we are now reallzing that the mountains is
one of the great aszots of onr denomination; already the dividends
are comines In In money and men, for it was a mountaln man
living in the vicinity of oue of the schools of this Board that
started the movement to ralze a half million dollars for the
Baptist schools of Kentucky, which has just been accomplished,
he himself giving four thousand acres of valuable mining land,
and the stream of dividends 1s just beginning, which iz destined
to become a mighty river, We commend this work to the inter-
est and liberality of our denomination.

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Cuba and Panama.

The Committee to whom was referred that part of the Home
Mission Board's report relating to the work in Cuba and Panama
regpectiully submit that in looking over the report they are
pleased to note the satisfactory condition of the work in geaneral,
and to express gratitude Lo God that thers ars now no unusually
gerions problems confronting thess missions, or crises that men-
ace thelr progress.

In Cuba, during the vear just closed, three new churches were
formed, and one indépendent Baptist church recelved, at their
own request, under our care. There were 237 baptisms, an in-
crease of 22 per cent, making the present membership 1,315.
Their contributions for the work amounted to $31.65589.04, an
average of EB.TD per capita. The Western Cuba Baptist Conven-
tioh held a gratifving session with an enrollment of fifty dele-
gates, A sueccessful evangelistic work was conducted. By the
kind help of the Sunday School Board, with the ald of Rev, B, W.
Spllman, a series of helpful meetings was held in the interest of
the Sunday school work. Two church buildings have been
erected, and other property acquired for future wse. The plant
in Havana iz =afe, and worth far more than was paid for it

A diffienlty in the way of the work, both in S8unday achool and
other phases, has developed in the trend toward so-called church
union eforts, and the obliteration or disregard of denominational
lines: but onr workers are maintaining a firm stand for our dis-
tinctive principles and the prosecution of our work on that basis,

A specially encouraging feature of the work in Cuba iz found
in the succezs of our Cuban-American Collegs. Our able superin-
tendent, Rev, M., N, Mc(Call, has been efficiently reinforced by
the coming of RHev. W, W. Barnes, who is well equipped for the
work. The school enrolled last vear seventy-one pupils. Of
these four have gone forth as ordained ministers to labor among
their own people, and others are preparing for that work, and
doing efficlent, practical service while in school in the way of
conducting missions and Sunday schools. A good class of young
men are offering themsalves for the work of the ministry.

In the Canal Zone, Panama, our Board has now been five years
at work. We have there eleven churchos—four white, seven
colored—and four mission =tations. There were 123 baptisms
during the year, making the present membership 51% Contri-
butions raised on the fleld amounted to $3.719.04, an average of
§7.16 a member,

If the work seems small and slow, let us remembsar that as
yet it is but in its beginnings, and is confronted with serious
dificulties. Ome of thess liez in the lack of adequate forces amd
facilities for dealing with the sitnation as it demands, Another
lies in the shifting character of the population which makes any
permanent work of slow growth. Yet, agaln, the report of our
workers complains that the live2 of professing Christiang who
go to the Zone for money making are a hindranee often instemd
of a help. Here, too, as in Cuba, the efforts of some Christian
workerz to digeredit demominational work in the interest of an
undefined Christian uniom ave adding te the diffieulties of our
mizzionaries. But thiz worlk in Panama has much in it to appeal
to Southern Baptists in a peculiar and emphatle way. This iz
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no time to falter in our zeal for the Master's cause, or in the
steadfastness of our denominational loyalty.

The Committe suggest no recommendationz to the Board, but
approve the policy of having no entangling alllances with other
Christian bodies that can in any way compromise or endanger
the purity of our doctrines and practices as Baptists, There
Eht)u](l, of course, be Christian ct‘:mit;r, love, and codperation, as
far as is consistent with the teachings of the word of God, but
Southern Baptists are not ready to meorge, in their misasion
fields, at home, or elsewhere, with any body or bodies of Chris-
tians that stand for doctrines or practices which we deem out
of harmony with the teachings of our Lord,

tlue: report on the

Church Building Loan Fumd.

When a congregation builds a church house it publishes to
the world its conception of God, as he Is to be worshiped and
gerved; else the building iz a confession of inability to do the
thing that iz called for. Not only so, but every single church
house stands hefore the eyves of the world not ofnly for the faith
and the ability of the local congregation, but also for that of
the bDrotherbhood at large, for all men know that fundamental
teaching of our Seriptures that we who are strong ought to
bear the burdens of those who are wealk.

It iz a serious reflection, then, when we come o remember that,
wherever a meseting hoiuse bears the name "Baptist" there even
you and I, unseen though we be, are, nevertheless, belng judged.
Iz there lavish expendlture of money, for the gratification of
pride and self-coneeit? Then the world says, “The Baptists are
puffed up and wonld worship material things,” Is there a [eeble
fidk trying to do business for Christ in a poverty-stricken dis-
trict of Lhe eity, with equipment altogether inadequate? The
worll says, “The strong brothers have forgotten their obligations
to God and to the weak” Does some handful of faithful ones
get up the banner of Jesus yonder in the mountain places, or
upom the far western plains, with no habitation at all of their
own? Then the world saye, impatiently, “It s a poor religion,
indeed, that cannot reach itz hand across a few hundred miles
Lo lift up those who are deing their best te lift up the dying
Jesus before the eyes of perishing men.”

The urgent demands for more amd better church houses in
destitute places have been published so often that our people
are familiar with the facts. The question is, What shall we do
with these faetz? There are, within the bounds of thiz Con-
vention, 4,600 churches without any houses at all of their own.
OFf thiz number 16500 are east of the Mississippl River and 1,000
in the regions beyond.
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Vour Commitiee recommends that the Home Board be in-
Structed to take up, at the earliest possible moment, the com-
pletion of the $500,000 Church Building Loan Fund, in order that
the many and piteous eries of our brothers for bhelp may be
heeded as well ag heard. We recommend, also, that the mem-

There are many happy signs of our awakening to the fact
ithat Southern Baptists must enlist the churches for a large ex-
pansion in all phases of missionary activity conducted by the
depomination, It is an undertaking worthy of our bhest thought
and most praverful and earnest endeavor. As we ask our people
to gird themselves for this undertaking, we call attention to the
splendid advanece already made in the amounts contributed to
Home Mizsions,

The Board has received from the churches this year $329476,
This is an advance of about $46000, or 16 per cent over the
receipts of last year. It is an advanee of 144 per cent over the
contributions to Home Missions in 19035,

The Board brought over from last year a debt of $14.909.
This year it is out of debt, with a small balance of nearly $2,000
in the treasury, neiwlistanding the enlargement of our work
by order of the Convention.

Your Committes iz glad to note the increasing interest in
our work, as measured by the contribulions. Home Missions
pmbraces problems of growing complexity and importance in
our country, and we belleve that there ought to be steady in-
crease in our contributions for it each year. The Board con-
tinually findz {tzelf embarrassed by the number of rich opporiani-
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ties which present themselves, but for which for lack of meana it
cannot embrace,

- We are In entire accord with every well-considered effort to
induce the churches 1o give with regunlarity to this and other
religious work, instead of the chance, haphazard methods now
50 generally in vogue.

We find that the Board has received during the year 315,000
in three $5,000 gifts toward a Church Building Loan fund, in
addition to a sum of equal size set aside by instructions from
the Woman's Mizgsionary Union contributions. Thesa gifts and
the Tichenor Memorial Fund make a nest-egg of nearly 50,000
with which the Board may inangurate its proposed campaign for
a 3500000 Church Building Loan Fund. The time seems ripe
for the Board to undertake the campaign for this proposed fund,
and it i= the opinion of vour Committes that the Board should
with all practicable expedition inaugurate this campaign, with
the understanding that the money to be ralsed shall be in addi-
tion to the budget for the regular work of the Board.

63. Robert B, Smith, Texas, presented the following
report on
Frontier Work.

Ey the Frootier Work of the Home Board of the Southern
Baptist Convention we are to understand all of the work done by
the Board in the territory west of the Mississippl River—that
ig, in Arkansas, Louislana, Oklahoma, Missouri, and last, hut not
least, in the emplre of Texas. These five States present a vast ter-
ritory, much larger, indaed, than all of the Sonthern States east
of the great river, It prosents possibly the finest opportunities
for Baptist foundation work on the continent.

The eyvegs of the world are upon the growing Southwest,
Something like ome million a vear represents the influx of the
immigrant popualation into this section of the country. The next
few decades, it iz believed, will witness a much more rapld
growth than the past. The divisions of the large boundaries of
land into smaller sections, the openiog uwp of the great canaw
and the ever-inereasing railroad facilities will bring people into
the Southwest by tenz of thousands. The sparsely settled dis-
tricts will be settled up by industrions citizens, the villages will
speedily hecome towns and the towns will be transformed into
cities, theraby affording an inspiring opportunity for sana, ag-
gressive evangelism,

Our Home Board, under the providence of God and with con-
gecrited leadership, has undertaken fo give the gospel to this
growing section of our conntry, and il bas been richly blessed,
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f'l'?'[ the following summary elearly indieates: The Board has
Alded 1“!1 this territory during the past vear in the support of
157 coliperative missionaries who have preached the gospel of
our Lord in more than 1,000 chorehes and stations, The mis-
gionaries of the Hoard report 18,082 baptisma during the last
vear, or two-thirds of the total mumber of baptisms reported
from all of the territory cccoupied by the Board. Thess same
missionaries also report 35,259 additions to the membership of
tha ehurches, They report 284 churches constituted, 180 meeting
houzes built or improved, and 742 Sunday schools organized,
In addition to the above figures it should be reported that the
Boeard has aided In the support of five negro misslonaries, who
have baptized 901 persons, and that the churches served by them
had received 2,660 persons into their membership. The Board
has also supported seven workers among the Indians, and aided
in the support of eleven other workers among the Indians with
gratifying results. It has supported one evangelist among the
Swedes, and two missionary pastors among the Germans. It
hag alzo begun a very aggrassive and timely work among the
Mexican people in Texas., It haa supported three spécial workers
among the Mexican people in Elpaso, and three other special
workerg in Galveston., [t hag eobperated with the State Board
of Texas in the support of fifteen or twenty other workers among
the Spanish speaking population,

" li[‘he Board has aided also generously in the Oklahoma Baptist

ollege.

This iz only a very brief summary of the excellent work
under the direction of the Home Board in this great south-
western country. The Board might bave employed all of her
missionaries and all of her money in thiz frontler field, and
then much of the territory would remain unoceupied,

We know of no other place on the earth where such large
spiritual values may be so readily created by capabla misszion
endeavor, and where so large material returns will be realized.
But, if we loze the present opportunity, we shall lose everything
Tor all time,

New Orleans, for example, i2 a synonym for Baptist lost op-
portunity, and thousands of dollars and hundreds of self-sacrifie-
ing men will never redeem it. Unless the Baptists shall turn
their best endeavors toward this great southwest for the next
twenty-five years their opportunity will be lost forever,

Our forees are wholly inadequate for this fleld, The number
of misgionaries, for sxample, are pathetically small among the
Mexican, the Swede, and the German population, to say nothing
of our English-speaking pecple.  Our church meeting houses are
woefully inadequate for accomplishing the best results, And we
need a good school right now for the education and training of
workers among our Mexican people, of whom we have approxi-
mately 400,000 in the Btate of Texas, and this number will
probably reach a million within a very few yeara.

Your Committee recognise the wisdom D.Elt]:lﬂ Board im Ita

iation and appointment of men, and in placing a Secretary
?:f I::l‘;nsﬂ-;:tnnf the fngIeT' work, Inasmuech as the work of Dr. J. I™
Love has been eminently satisfactory.

In view of the foregoing facts your Committee would recom-

mend an enlargement of appropriations from the Board, both for
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the support of an iocreased number of missloparies and also
for the ercction of many new church buildingsa.

Second, we recommend further, not only the necessity, but
the wisdom of placing a large number of Home Mission evan-
gelists npon this field as may in their judgment seem to he
practicable.

Frost, it was adopted as fol-
lows :

Your Committee to whick was referred the resolutions of
Dr. J. M, Frost submit the following modified statement of the
regolutions as its report:

The fellowlng statement and resolutions are offered to the
Southern Baptist Convention, now in seszion in Baltimore, with
the hope of favorable consideration and adoption:

First.—What is known as the Uniform Lesson System came
into existence about forty years ago, and through the four
decades has beem popular and useful, having won by its own
worth almost universal use throughout the Sunday school world,
It originated in the International Sunday School Association
(formerly called the National Sunday Bchool Convenlion and
later the Intermational Sunday 2chool Convention) under the
immediate leadership of Mr. B. F. Jacobs, an eminent Baptist
layman and Sunday school worker of Chicago, who has since
gone o his reward, having wrought a good name for himself.

From the first until now it has been operated by the Inter-
national Association thromgh itz Lesson Committes of fiffeen
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members, elected in its trlennlal sessions to serve six years, the
several members belng chosen from different denominations, This
Lesson Committes in tnrn, and during its term of office, selects
the Lesson Text for continuous and systematie study of the
Scriptures, and has adhered for the most part to the funda-
mental principlez and policy laid down by Mr. Jaeobs of giving
“the Seripture text without mote or comment.” This iz mani
festly the only safe and wise bazla for systematic and helpful
coiperation between those holding distinet views of the Word of
God, but all purposing to engage in its concurrent study: and
aperating on this basis, the International Sunday School Asz0.
ciation has grown in favor and usefulness, while its Leszon Com-
mittee iz held in high favor, and the Tniform Lesson System
has won itz high place among our people as with the rest of
the Sunday school world,

Second.—But, notwithstanding, among the constituents of
the Souathern Baptist Conventlon there is much serious objee-
tion and even opposition to recent developments In the matter
of Lesson Text and to the situation into which the affair has
come of late,

This opposition iz speclfieally against the recent promul-
gated Graded System of Lessons. This system of Graded Les-
sons was authorized by the Intermational Banday School Aszo-
clation, in its Loulsville Convention, 1308, and being “ready-made
te order” by the “Graded Lesson Conference,” was passed on
to the Lesson Committee with instructions, and the Leason
Commitiee having little choice as to this matter, contrary to
all precedents, gave the Lessons to the public after making
only such slight modifications as were allowed.

Thiz grave slinatlon hasz beem brought to the attention of
the Southern Baptist Convention by ils Sunday School Board In
the following langnage:

“The International Graded Bystem of Lessonsz, which iz at
present in use, has many commendable features and yet is open
to serions abjections, It remains yet to bhe seen whether this
system as at present offered to the Sunday school public can he
modified and adapted for use in Baptist schools, in accordance
with our exalted view of the Seriptures as the Word of God and
of what they teach concerning the needs of the human heart
for the regeneraling influense of God's Spirit and the redemp-
tive work of Christ. It should he gaid that, as commonly under-
stood, this System of Graded Lessons is not the product of the
regular Lesson Committee of the International Association. It
was offered them and ite acceptance demanded. Thiz system
fs almost entirely devold of the redemptive element in the les-
gong, practically reduees the Word of God to a story book, and
both in the selection and trealment of the lesson is based on
the theory that the child by matural birth iz In the kingdom
and needs not to he made a new creature in Christ Jesus,

“In our conslderation of these matter we must not confuse
this present Graded System of Lessons with the far greater and
more genera] subject of grading in the Bunday school, both as
o elagses and lessons and teaching. These are things that are
of immense moment and must be worked out for the highest
and most effective end. If only we can have graded teachers,
we will surely have graded teachlng; If we can have Baptist
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teachers, then we will have Baptist teaching. And here, agaim,
Is the high function of the pastor and the strategic point in this
ehurch school with its eollege of teachers."”

_While the baving of Graded Lessons is generally approved,
Lhis system does not have, and as it now stands cannot have,
the high rank among the Baptists of the South which they ac-
cord to the Unlform Lessons. It violates the fundamental
principle and poliey of B. I, Jacobs by going hevond the Lesson
Text: it so names and arranges the lessom as to teach doctrine
which is unscriptural and cannot be otherwise than hurtful; and,
moreover, the International Association itself, by pressing this
Graded System through its appointed agencles, contravenes ite
own fundamental law and policy as set out in resolutions offered
by Dr. E. ¥. Mullins, and unanimously adopted in the Louiaville
Conventlon. The fumction of the International Assoclation, as
repeatedly defined by itself, is inspiration in Bunday school
work, and mot instruction in the Seriptures beyond the selection
of the Leszon Text. This has been the line of lts achievement
and we earneztly hope will be its future policy, for departure
from it will surely mar and eripple, if it does not wholly destroy
it spirit of coliperation and vsefulness in the kingdom of God.

In view of the conditions herein set forth, the following reso-
lntions are presented:

Resolved, Pirst, That the Bouthern Baptist Conventlon records
its appreclation of the Uniform Lesson System which has served,
and 18 serving, so well to unify the Christian world in the study
of the Seriptures, commends the faithful labor of the Lesson
Committee given free and without compensation, makes special
and honorable mention of the two members chosen to reprezent
the Baptists of the South—mnamely, Dr. John A. Broadus and the
present member, his worthy successor, Dr. John R, Sampey;

Regolved, Seeond, That the Sowuthern Baptist Conventlon, in
directing ite own Sunday school course, protests against the
Graded System of Lessons as now promulgated; urges the im-
mediate necesgity of its belng so altered as to eliminate the
ohjectionable features already mentioned, and institute at once
a line of inguiry as to what should be done under the circom-
gtanoes.

Resolved, Third, That to thiz end a committes be appointed
to convey this protest to the Internatiomal Assoclation and to
nse all possible means of securlng a satisfactory modification of
the pregent Graded System, and report to the Bouwthern Baptist
Convention in its sesslon of 1911, and that the committee con-
gist of J. B. Gambrell, Texas; 0. C. 8, Wallace, Maryland; J. F.
Green, Missouri; B. W. Spilman, Nerth Carclina: 1. J. Van Ness,
Tennessee: B, . Dargan, Georgla; B. H. DeMent, Kentucky:
W. E. Hateher, Virginia, and Preston Blake, Alabama, who ghall
meet ln Mashville or at sueh other place and times as may best
zult thelr convenlence ln the execution of thelr appointed work.
And that in its final meeting, prior to presenting its report Lo
the Conventlon, the committes shall be enlarged by the addition
of the following members, chosen from States not already
named: A, J. ®.

emphasize the point that the objection berein urged is against
the Graded series of the International Assoelation recently pro-
mnlgated, and (hat this action does not contemplate withdrawal
of cooperation with the International Assoclation.

Regolved, Fifth, That Dr, John R, Sampey, who has had large
experlence in such service, be requested to coidperate with this
committes, and to give such assistanee as may be consistent

Resolved, Sixth, That the supreme commanding purpose of

75. W. Russell Owen, Georgia, read the report on
Baptist Young People's Work,

and adopted as follows:

The Baplist Young Feople’s Union has been in existence
about eighteen years, It has boen predicted many, many times
that it was a movement which would soon “blow over,” aod it
has blown over upon the same principle that the Kansas farmer’s
stone fence blew over, The fence was four feet high and five
feet broad, and when it had blown over, il was one foof higher
than at its beginning.

The B. Y. P, U. was orgatilzed amid the flourizhing of banners
and the shoutings of the crowds. Now the day of greal en-
thuslasms iz happily past; but these enthusizsms have been
crystallzed into great edueational and training enterprizses which
are todayv accomplishing a work that will for all time abide,

The B. ¥. P. U, movement today does not need a defender so
mnch as it neods an interpeeter. The indifference to the work
of properly caring for our Baptist young peopls lies in a miscon-
coption of the purpose of the B. Y. P. U, and & confusion as to
the real need of such an organigation, The B. Y, P. U. is not a
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young people’s praver meeting as such, nor was it ever meant to
be; it i not a social elub for young poople, nor was it ever meant
to be, The prefminent work of the Baptist Young People's
Unlon is to train Baptist young people to be more efficient dea-
cong, mare effielent laymen, and well equipped leadera Io our
chiirehes.

The organization under which the work in the Southern
Btates has been directed 2 the Southern B. Y. P. 17, W. W, Ham-
ilton, President, and T. J. Watts, Corresponding Secretary,

8plendid work has been accomplished in the past year through
the codperation of the Sunday School Board.  Through the
cobperation of the Sunday School Board and the Southern B, Y.
P, U, assemblies have been held, lecture institutes established,
and the propaganda of the “trained Baptist voung peopla” has
been spread. A ecloser codperation has been desired between
the Bouthern B, ¥, P, U, and the Southern Baptizst Comvention.

In Dr. Hamilton's address at this seszsion of the Convention,
he zaid the following: “For my part I should be glad to see the
officers and organization of the B. T. P. 1. as clogely connectad
with the Convention, and a3 much controlled by the Convention,
ag are the Forelgn, Home, or Sunday School Boards, or as is the
local Union connected with the church and by the church. [
hope that steps shall be taken at this time to that end, This
will help in placlng every young people's orgapization in the
South in its right relation to its own church, and to the denomi-
nation, and will deecide in advance questions of outside alliance
with other organizations.”

After the reading of President Hamilton's address, the officers
of the Southern B. Y. P. U. and the prezent Executive Board were
elected by the Convention.

Aggressive work has been carried on by the Sunday School
Board through a B. Y. P. T. Fleld Secretary west of the Mis-
sisglppl, and great advance has been made. The urgent call for
a greater amount of such work east of the Mississippi is being
made today.

Four vears ago the Baptist yvoung people of Marvland bagan
the support of a foreign missionary. Maryland that year gave
to foreign missions about §5,000, After four years of the reflex
influence of the young people's emphasis upon foreign missions,
this year Maryland raises $16,000, or double that of four years
ago., Buch results may be repeated with the proper methods of
work.

Therefors, your Committes, while recognizing the very effi-
cient servicez of the various Field Secrefaries of the Sunday
Scehool Board in their effortz to advance the B. Y. P. T, in tha
South, recommends to the earpest and immediate consideration
of the Sunday School Board in eoiperation with the Southern
B. Y. P. 1I. the advisahility of providing special B. Y. P. 1. field
work for the States east of the Mississlppi River, as provision
has already been made for thiz work in the States west of the
river.

If in twenty-five vears when the Souath shall have a Baptist
population of 15,000,000, and the Boards shall be face to face
with the preblem of universal evangelization, if at that time we
will be able Lo cope with that marvelous situation, we must Loday
imtelligently prepare effivient leaders from the undeveloped ranks
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of the great host of our Baptist young people who are cager and
alert to be leaders of Zion, but as yvet have nol been taught.

76. On motion of . A. Griesermer, Maryland, the fol-
lowing wus adopted :

The report of the Home Migsion Board on Evangelism, to
which attention iz here direeted, affords ample cause for ecob-
gratulation and thanksgiving.

The work accomplished during the past year was not only
great in vizsible results, but greater still in the foundations which
have been laid for future work; and in the strong and permanent
hold which it has taken upon the hearts of our people. This
work iz no longer & prophecy, but a performance, and a foreaful
fact in the spiritual history of our people.

Your Committee notes with ungualified approval the splendid
character of the evangelizsm that iz being fostered by the Board.

The evangelistic campaigns which have heen conducted by
the Board's evangelists have placed evangelism upon a higher
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IJIE!!E; and given to it the deserved designation of "Sane Evan-
gelism.™

One of the evidences of the exceeding sanity of this evan.
gelism iz the fact that it is established upon doetrinal founda-
tions, and will, therefore, endure.

In the judgment of your Committee Lhe only evangelism
worth while is that which proceeds from the church and retnrns
in bleszings to ihe church. This department of the Board’s work
has already gone far toward the final sclution of the perplexing
prablem of clty evangelization,

Your Commitice notes with especial gratification the selection
of Dr, Weston Bruner as General Evangelist of the Toard,

In view of the faet that God has so richly hlessed thiz de-
partment of our work, we would recommend :

1. An enlargement of the force now engaged in thls work.

3. That our people pray for God's continued and increased
blesslng upon the labors of the Board and its evangelizts.

3. We recommend that the methods of evangellsm adopted by
this Board continue to be such as will impress upon the hearts
and consclences of the people the teachings and ordinamces of

78. G. W. MeDaniel, Virginia, read the veport of the
Committee on

Work Among the Megroes,

For the uplift and development of the 9000000 negroes of
the South, the American Baptists are expending more than all
other denominations combined. The task of education is under-
taken by the Home Mission Society of the Northen Convention
andd the task of religious training is uwndertaken by the Home
Mission Board of the Sputhern Baptlst Convention. The domi-
nant organization of the negroes i3 the National Baptist Con-
vention, with which our Board is in eciperation in the principal
part of its work,

Our Board, during the past vear, set apart $1Z.000 for this
work. Twenty-five negro missionaries were employed, 245 Bible
conferences were held, with 145356 pastors and deaconz in at-
tendance, and 2,454 baptlsms were reported. A large number of
missionaries would have been supported if snitable men eould
have been secared,

The relations between our Convention and the negroes is
close and cordinl, Since its organization in 1845 this hody has
expressed itg sense of responsibility for the negroes in our midst,
Thiz had been no mere parade of words. Before the war, under
the regime of slavery, SBouthern Baptists, individeally and as
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churches, gave the gospel to the negroes in & broader way than
is generally understood, It is said thalt the longest distance
ever traveled by a race ipm 300 vears is the distamce between the
negro in the jungles of Africa and the negro in the highways of
Southern civillzation, In that rapid progress Southern Baptists
have been a mighty factor.

We recommend that the present plan be so prosecuted as to
enable Lhe Southern Baptist Convention to give fuller expression
to 1tz interest im and its obligation o the negroes of the South.

We further recommend that the Board eneourage in every
way possible the actlvity of our pastors in helpful perzonal as-
sistance to local negro churchea, to the end that the old-time
sympathy and fellowship between the races may be restored.

We recommend, also, that the intelligepnce and experience of
the white Baptietz of the South be lent directly and practically
to the megro Baptists in enabling them to wutilize their great
numerical force for meeting their respongibility to Africa and
the rest of the world.

In hiz striking address of weleome to this Convention, Me
Richard H. Edmonds said: “The ity is the problem of Amerlca.
It is the problem of world evangelization., It 18 the Home and
Foraign Mizsion field combined. Bave the city for Chelst and
}'ultlaaa'ie Amerlea. Save America for Christ and you save the
world.™

In itz report to thiz body the Home Miszion Board says:
“At the beginning of the last century three per cent of the
American population lived in cities, At its close thirty-thres
per cent lived in eities. It is estimated that in 1940 the ma-
jority of the American population will be in the cities, and it
will not stop this tide to cry, ‘Back to the country!**

Southern Baptists have always thrived in the country., They
have not always exercised the earnest endeavor and Christian
strategy as they might have done to take and hold the cities
for our Lord, Thiz condition, which at present iz unfortunate,
will in the near future, if nol remedied, become a grave danger
to the denomination as a power for civie righteousness and the
religions uplift of the South.

The new era of steam and electricity, with the resultant
economic conditions, have already glvem the South an urban
erowth she little dreamed of, and we are only at the beginning.
S0 far it must he confessed that the control of our large cities
8 largely in the hand of selfish, corrupt interests. When the
cities ghall econtrol the repahlic, what may we expect?

Your Committee commends the disposition shown by the
Home Board tp place a large number of missjonaries in the citles,
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?,l::i Lo build houses of worship in the centers of apiritual destitn-
100,

We commend the Board for its fine work In massing its evan-
Eelistic forees from time to time in our large cities.

Bince the foreigner is so large a part of the elty population,
we especially commend the Board for its efforts to reach the
foreigner with saving truth. This work is especially needed in
Baltimeora, Tampa, CGalveston, 8t. Louis, New Orleans, Port
Arthur, Kansaz City, 8t Joseph, and many other cities, We
think the work in these cities ought to be greatly enlarged,

We recommend —

1. That the Board be urged to give all practicable attention
to the work of conducting great evangelistic campaigns in our
larger eities,

2, That as fast as practicable the Board shall increase the
number of its missionaries, both men and women, amoung Lhe
foreigners in the eities, and especially in the port towns,

3. That capable young men and women bhe encouraged to
gtudy the Immigrant language with a view Lo mizslonary work
among the foreigners in the South.

Report of the Committee on the Stokes Resolution.

We respectfully submit the [ollowing:

1. We do not believe that it would be practical and remuner-
atlve to burden the SBecretaries of this Convention with the labor
and expense of sending a copy of the minntes fo each pasior in
our bounds,

2, We find that a sufficient number of coples are furnished
to each State Board and we gnggest that our State Secrefaries
will see that copies are furnizshed to the Clerk of each Asszocia-
tion im his State for distribution.

3. We would commend fo the sympathetie attention of each
State Secretary the pastors of non-contributing churches to
whom a copy of the minutes might be helpful and informing and
might succead in enlisting him in world-wide evangelization.
We lament the large number of non-produecing, defective and de-
linquent churchez in our territory. We believe that misslons
ig not an adjunct to Christianity, but miszions is Christianity,
and the day may come when indiference and opposition to mis-
sions may be a bar to fellowship. We belleve that our minutes
furnizsh the fuel for kindling missionary fires in every Bapfist
church and ghould be prompily distributed where they will ac-
complish most good; and we recommend that the Secrelaries
gend eopies to those who may write for them.

50, W. €. James, Virginia, read the report on

Papal Missions.

Southern Baptists have no apology to make for preaching the
gospel in papal lands, Neither can they be deterred therefrom
by charges of proszelytism, nor will it avail to imply a deviation
on thelr part from the path of Christlan courtesy In sending
their mizsionaries into territory which eenturies of occupancy
might appear to some to make the lawful possession of the
Catholic faith.

Two considerations just now accentunate the needs and the
Importance of the work in papal lands,

First, the =pirit of modernism which is affecting not only the
laity but the prlesthood. The splrit of Inguairy, of eager search
for truth has appeared among those who seemed impervious to
it, and one result is that vast numbers of the people and of the
priests have become obedlent to the faith. This is true in [taly,
France, and some portions of the Austrian Empire. Surely such
a condition should be gladly welcomed by all evangelicals, and
o Southern Baptiste should not be zslow to avall themsalves of
the opportunity which this condition bestows, Amnother result
vet mot so inviting is that many aroused from the superstition
in which they were eradled and awakened to the deceptlon
practiced upon them by an [gnorant and ofttimes a mallcious and
immoral priesthood have fallen into a stale of skeptieal im-
difference or atheizm and avowed opposition to all the claims
of spiritual truth., There is a =sense in which all papal lands
today are practically without a religion. The basis for this
statement is to be found in the separation of church and State
in France, in the social unrest and dizsatisfaction with the hier-
archy in Spain. in the spirit of modernigm which surcharges the
intellectnal atmosphere of Italy, In the “away from Rome™
movement in Austria, and in similar conditions which obtain in
Sonth Ameriea. Now, to cateh these people in thelr rebound
from the gupergtitian and teadition of tEntLll‘iES, to hl‘lﬂg them
to faith in the Redeemer, thus begelting within them high moral
and spiritual standards, is an Imperative obligatlon of Southern
Baptists,

Second, the Industrial awakening, the commercial develop-
ment, the advance along all lines making for material progress,
shonld be a powerful incentive to missionary enterprizes in papal
lands. This is trne of Mexico, whose natural FesOURCes are prov-
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ing more and more attractive to American capital, and of South
Americs, particularly of Brazil and of Argentina, where large
returns are greeting the investments which the English and the
Germans are making there. With the omission of Alaska the ter-
ritory of the United States iz not equal te that of Brazil alone,
When we reflect that Brazil, though a large part §s not all of
South America, that her soll 15 unsurpassed in fertility, az iz
alzo that of Argentina; that the tides of emigration are already
turned thitherward, and when we think also of the contemplated
speedy completion of the Panama Canal, 1t 18 easy to see that
the commercial future of our southern neighbors from the Culf
to Cape Horn iz mot to be despised, and that it may prove a
formidable rival to the spirit of North American enterprise.

Surely whera possibilities of material development are 2o
pronounced, spiritual interests are not to be ignored. The papal
lands of Mexice, Central and South America must lay their
trophies at Jesus® feet, and it is obligatory vpon Southerm Bap-
tists to hasten that day.

While the work in papal lands is necessarily slow and severe,
more so than in lands avowedly pagan, calling for infinite tact
and patience on the part of those who prosecute it, yet the re-
sulls are by no means discouraging, On the other hand, they
justify the poliey of the Board and loudly approve the labors
of the missionaries,

In ltaly, the most discouraging of our papal fields, we have
34 churches, 993 mombers, and a Theological Seminary in which
17 studentz are enrollad.

In Mexico we have 47 churches, 2,00 members, 23 young
men studying for the minkstry, and a prioting plant which is
helpful to the work,

In Brazil we have 109 churches, 7,085 members, and facilities,
though very inadequate, for printing, for literary and theological
training,

In Argentina, where the work was begun only seven years
ago, we have & churchez, with a membership of 2556

Zmall though these figures after years of labor may appear
lo us, yet when we remember the difficulties to be overcome,
and when we recall our Lord's parables of the leaven and of the
mustard seed, we thank him and take courage.

In conclusion, vour Commiltes would eall attention to the fol-
lowing needs, and urge that they be supplied. In reading the
reports from the misslonaries on the papal field it is evident that
their crying need is equipment—more of it, and better. They
need chapels and church houses. This need is emphasized from
tweo consideration: Firat, excessive rents, particularly inm South
America, make it very difficult for our Board to provide suitable
houses of worship wherein the gogpel ean be preached. Second,
an inferior, unattractive place of worship does not appeal to, but
rather repels. a Catholic, who from infancy has been accustomed
to the influences emanating from some stately cathedral.

They need schools. Every argument urged at home for the
maintenanee of educational institutions under Christian auspices
appliez with even more force to the papal field.

They need printing presses and publishing houses. THardly
Inferior to any other education influence is the printed page. It
powerfully supplements the spoken word, and also goes where
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the missionary may not or cannot, thus multiplying the fruits of
his laborzs a thousandfold. Above all the printed page issuing
from the press of a Christian missionary creates a taste for a
literature which will be of incaleulable benefit in developing not
only the spiritual nature of the papal convert, but in awakening
and nourishing his intellectual life,

oign Mission Journal has had a year of unprecedented pros-
perity, both in its well-prepared subject matter, and in the in-
creasing number of sabscribers. The earnest hope 18 here
axpressed that the Journal may have a steadily increasing cir-
culation in all our churches,

It iz likewise an occasion for much encouragement that the
Board bhas 2o carefully prepared and widely distributed szueh a
large pomber of tracts during the past year., Such a policy
cannot fail of the most graclous results, in manifold ways, to
the cause of missions. U missionary fires are to be keplk burn-
ing in our churches, the pecple must know about missions, I
is impossible to create zeal for any causs about which the people
have no kbowledge. The zeal that lasls, and grows, and tri-
umphs i= a zeal which is according to knowledge,

A still greater oecasion for encouragement is indicated in the
Board's report Lo this Convention, to the effect that the serious
study of missions is growing rapidly in favor with the churches
all over the land. Thiz zerlons interest finds expression o the
large number of Mission Btudy Classzes, into which have bheen
gathered thouzands of our people for the earnest, systematic,
prayerful study of missions.

This idea has also gome inte our demominational schools
everywhere, During the past year, the figures show that over
2500 studenls gave themselves to the serious study of mission-
ary principles, methods, fields, ete, in our several Baptist col-
leges. It is eazy and thrilling to imagine the far-reaching con-
gequences to follow soom and long in the wake of the Mission
Study Claszes of these college students,

Going along with the Misslon Study Classes in the colleges
has been the wvizitation of these same colleges by missionary
secretaries, pastors, editers and other missionary leaders, who
have bronght informing and soulsearching messages to the stu-
dents on the holy canse of missiong, This method of missionary
propaganda cannot he too highly approved. More and mere it
needs to be emphasized.

8till anolther evidence of the deepening interest of the people
in missions is seen in the fact that in the many midsummer
assemblies the insistence 1s heard on all sides that missions be

iv large place on the programs.
