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CONSTITUTION.

The messengers from misslonary societies, churches, and
other religious bodies of the Daptist denomination in various
parts of the United States, met in Augusta, Georgia, for the pur-
pose of carrying into effect the henevolent intentions of our con-
stituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, combinlng, and direct-
ing the energies of the denomipation for the propagation of the
gospel, adopted rules and fundamental prineiples which, as
amended from time to time, are as follows:

Article I, Thiz body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist
Convention."

Art. II. It zhall be the design of the Convention to promote
forelgn and domestic missions, and other importent objects con-
necied with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benev-
olence, which shall fully respect the Independence and egual
rightz of the churches.

Art. III. The Convention shall consist (1) of brethren who
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contribuling
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of
one delegate for every $260 actually paid into the treasuries of
the Boardz durlng the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April
naxt preceding the mecting of the Convention; (2} of ene repre-
sentative from each of the District Assoclations which eodper-
ate with this Coovention, provided that such representative he
formally elected at the annual meeting of hiz District Associa-
tion, and hiz election eertified to the Secretarles of the Con-
vention, elther in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes,

Art, IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President
four Viee-presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall, in E‘-’l}ur_l
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer
and two Seerelaries, who shall be elected at each annial Tﬂ&et:
ing, and hold their offices until a new election; ang the officors
of the Convention zhall be, each by virtue of hig office, mem.
hers of the several Boards.

Art. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meating gg
many Boards of Managers as, in 12 judgment, will be neee 3
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine

mote—all of which Boards may eontinue in office until & new
election. Each Hoard shall consist of a President, Viee-presi-
dents, Becretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem-
bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officerz. shall
form a quorum for the transaction of business: provided, that
any of the Boards may have the same person to fill the two posls
tiong of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer. To each Board
ghall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the
entire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with
whose interests it shall be charged: all of which manazement
shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may
be given from time to time. Each Board shall have power to
make 2wch compensation to its Seertarics and Treasurer ag it
may think right, fill the vacancies oceurring in its own bodies,
and enact its own By-laws,

Art. ¥I. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully acesunt
tor all moneys received by him, Keep a regular entry of all
receipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the
Convention whenever it ghall be in zession, and to his Board as
often as required. He zhall also, on entering upon the duties of
hiz office, give competent securlty to the President of the Hoard
for all the stoeks and funds committed to hiz eare. Hiz books
shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the
Convention and of its Board, No moneys shall be paid out of any
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board
from whose treasury the mopey s to be drawn, which order
zhall be signed by the presiding officer.

Art. VII. The Corresponding Secretaries of the several Boards
shall maintain intercourse by letter with such individuals or
public bodies as the interest of their respective bodies may
require. Coples of all such communications, with their answers,
if any, shall be kept by them on file.

Art, VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards
shall keep a falr record of their proceadings, and of such other
documents as may be committed to them for the purposze.

Art, [X, All the officers, Boards, missionarigs, and agents
appointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be
members of some regular church in union with the churches
composing this Convention.

Art, X. Misslonaries appointed by any of the Boards of this
Convention must, previows to their appointment, furnish evi
dence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and
talentsz which fit them for the serviece for which they offer them-
selves,
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Art, XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven-
tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which
their contributions shall be applied. Dut when no such specifi-
cation is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its
own discretion.

Art, XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually,
but extra meetings may be called by the President, with the
approbation of any of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the
attending delegates shall not be necessary to make a2 guorum for
the transaction of business, The President, or in the event of
hig death, any of the Vice.presidents, of the Conventlon, may, at
the request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place
of meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him
inexpedient to convene at the time or place appolnted.

Art, XII1. Apy alterations which experience shall dietate may
be made In these Artleles by a vote of twothirds of the mem-
bers present at any annual meeting of the Convention,



BY-LAWS.

Impressed with the obligations resting on the Convention to
endeavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, com-
bine, and direct the energies of the whole denomination In one
sacted effort for the promulgation of the gospel, we adopt the
following By-laws:

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the
clogest pozsible connection with the State Boards, where such
exist, in such & way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in
otheér cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may
deam besat, in both cazes providing for the neceszary exXpenses
incurred,

2. That the Secretaries of the Beoards of the Convention be
instructed to secure frequent distribution of information relating
to thelr work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other-
wise, as may be found exipedient among the mass of the people.

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of New Boards be
instructed to nominate, as Viee-preaidents of Boards, men Enown
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their
own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the eon-
trary, meén who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Con-
vention. These Vice-presidemts zhall be expected to coiperate
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions: as to
work to be done, and they also shall be expected to present at
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of
what they had beem reguested to do, and of the way in which
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions
they may have to offer as to the conditions and needs of their
rogpective fieldz. It shall be the duty of each Secrotary in due
time to furnish the Vice-presidents of his Board with suitable
blanks for such reports, and to call their attention te this article,
and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation of
these reports. In case any Vice-president appointed is umable
or unwilling to comply with the requests herein meptioned, it
shall be the duty of the Board, if posaible, to find some person
who can, and request him to do s0; and, furthermore, the Vice-
president for each State shall be desired, as speedily as poszsible,
te prapare a roll of the assoeiations, churches, and Sunday

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sehools in that State, to be used for the distribution of informa-
tion, and to ascertain as far as possible which of the churches
and Sunday schools are contributing to the funds of the Board
and the annual amounts, and to make systematle effort each
vear to incresse the number and amount of such contributions.

4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Conventlon
what special efforts they have been able to make toward carry-
ing out the ohjectz of these By-laws.

5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards
each year, a committes of five shall he appointed, to whom shall
he referred so much of these reports as pertains to the carrying
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Viece-presidents.

i The President, Viee-presidents, and Secretaries of the Con-
vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when
there is only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if
there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for
the Convention,

7. Applause on the floor of the Conventlon is out of order,
and It shall be the duty of the presiding officer to promptly sup-
press all such demonstration,

%, Bpeeches advocating the claims of any brother nominated
for an office of the Convention shall be limited to ome speech
of nomination, and one speech secomding the nominatiom: also,
addresses and responses of welcome shall be limited to one
addregs of not more than fifteen minutes in length, and one
responge of not more than ten minutes.

9, These By-lawe may bhe alterad at any time by a majority
vole except on the last day of the Convention,

The General Work of the Sunday School Board.

The Commitiee to whom wag referred the report of the Sun-
day School Board beg leave to report: y

The report of this Board alwavs brings gladness to the mem-
hers of the Convention, because it always brings good tidings of
progperity, a proszperity marked by constant increase In every
department of its work. One sad note only is sounded in the
present report, and that is on the death of Prof, . W. Moore, of
Vanderbilt University, who has for years been one of the most
faithful and efficlent members of the Board. There are several
features of the work which we think eall for spacial mention.

1. Finances.—There has been large inerease in the receipts
of the Board, amounting to $42.610.23. This increase has come
through the normal growth of the business and iz larger in
amount than the total receipts of the Board in the second vear
of [ts existence, 1893, The receipts from all sources were $27%.-
446.69. Out of the Income of the Board liberal donationz have
been made to the general work of the denomination, amoonting
in all to $60,821.77 in cash, and $85821.49 in giftz of perlodicals
and colportage supplies of Bibles, books and tracts. Tt is inter-
esting, by way of comparison, to note that the gifts of the Board
this year amount to more than itz total receipts seven years
after it was constitnted, 1899. These gifts have been made to all
departments of denominoationa! work, Both of the general
Boards, a number of State Boards, the Woman’s Missionary
Tnion and the Zeminary all share in the benefleence of the
Board. We call especial attemtion to the table in the report
showing the growth for twenty years. No wonder the Board
gavs: “We record our gratitude for the way in which the good
hand of our God has been upon the work.”

2. Sunday School Periodicals.—These perlodicals have in-
creased in number from one monthly, three weeklies and three
quarterlies in 1892, to one monthly, four weeklies and nine guar-
terlieg this year; and these are publizhed now by the millions,
Keeping pace with the inereaze in numbers has been thelr
growth in excellency. A careful examination will show that
they are not surpassed by any issued. Mot only do they provide
sound and satisfactory expositions of the Bcriptures, but the fre
quent emphasle of epeclal doetrines and of missions in special
lessons Lenda greatly to the development of the great cause
among our people. Wa direct special attention to The Teacher,
which has become really a great Sunday school magazine, The
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articles accompanying each leszon, and those preceding the les
song, afford a l:gl'gﬂ amount of first-rate reading for our p;unle gﬂ
llve topies bLearing on Sunday-school work, and“ indeed on ]
religionz Hfe. The articles in the May issua on The Iﬂhl%d mtn
Its Relizious Life" will be worth mueh to our denominat un.LM_
the way of helping to clear thinking and right conclusions onmlﬂ
much-mooted gueztions of peyvchology as pertaining fo the ¢
and its relation to spiritual things.

We are pleased to state from geanersl rumor asd from gpecial
mentlon lnpthe report of the Board, that the action of the Oun‘i
ventlon last year in regard to the Graded Lessons hag rnsuﬁtej
in such a revision of these by the International Sunday ET 0
Lesson Committes as will make them acceptable, not only to
Southern Baptists, but to clear-thinking Christians of all denoni-
nation. We feel that great good has been done to the cause of
truth as a result of this action, as suggested and followed up bY
our Board and its officers.

3. Teacher Training—This part of the Board’s work has
grown very rapldly, both as to numbers reached and as to the
efficieney of the serviee rendered. It 13 no small thing that with-
in the last year, or rather from April 1, 1910, to April 1, 1611,
1,890 diplomas Were given to students who had completed the
course of study lald down by the Board, These added to the
number graduating in preceding years makes a total of over
3,300, Wherever the Teacher Training meetings have been held,
communitics desire them again, and those who have entered into
the studies rejoice to pursue them further. The splendid work
done by the Field Secretaries in this and other directions is de-
serving of the highest commendation. They are revolutionizing
Sunday echool ideals and methods in our country. We would
emphasize the value of the serviee rendered by Miss A, L.
j.‘ir'!illlam:.. of Birmingham, and Miss Margaret Frost, of Nashville,
in connection with work in the elementary grades, It is just
here that_, possibly, the greatest danger lies of wrong conceptions
of the child and its relation to salvation, and we are glad to have
these two intelligent and thoroughly orthodox women giving
Instruction to the teachers of these srades.

It may be well to recite the history of the work entrusted to
yvour Committees:

At the Southern Baptist Convention at Baltimore in May,
1810, certain resolutions were preseuted making a protest
against the system of graded lessons as then issued by the Inter
national Lesson Committee and propoged by them for use by
all denominations in the United 2tates and Canada. This geries
of lessons was being urged upon our Sunday school workers by
the wvarious agencies representing the interdencminational
Sunday school movement, and it was necessary that It be con-
sidered by our Sunday School Board, The protest in the reso-
lutions of the Convention wasz speclfically agalnst three things:
(1) The eelection of these lessons by partles not officially con-
nected with the Tesson Committee, without at the first conceding
unlimited revision by the Lesson Committee itself; (2) the
minimizing of the redemptive element in the lessons, ineluding
the teaching as to 2in and the place of the child in rellgion;
(3) the Introduction of lessons not strictly biblieal, lneluding les-
sons from pature, modern biography, ate.

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The Commitlee at thiz meeting, however, could not reach a
conclusion ag to just what series of graded lessons should be
recommended, it being recognized hy all that the International
Graded Lessonz as then officially issued could not be adopted
without radical modifieation. Finally, a new subcommitter of
five was appointed: (1) To examine officially the International
Graded Lossons Lo see if they eonld be so moedified az to make
them acceptable to our constituency:; (2) to outline a set af
independent graded lessons to be prepared for uze In our own
schools, which could be recommended to the Sunday School
Board by the Committee. This subcommittee of five was in-
strocted to work out these two tacsks in detail so that each plan
might be conzidered as a practlcal working scheme, and mot
merely as a theory.

This subcommittes of five wasz engaged on thizs definlte work
from Beptember to February, the date for its first meeting being
definitely fixed some months in advance. The subcommittes of
five met in Loulsville on February 14, 15, 1811, all of its mem-
bers being present, with J. M., Frost and J, R. Sampey present
by iovitation. Four sesgions were held and detailed reports
were made on the modification of the International Graded Les-
zong, and in regard to a possible set of independent lessons.
The graded lesson queéstion was considered in all its aspects,
and finally the following was unanimously adopted as the con-
clugion of the subcommittee, (o be submitted to the full commit-
tee for final consideration. The other members of the committee
of nine gave their approval by letter, and the report is submitted
by the full commitee,

1. We recognize as the ideal avatem of graded lessons for the
constituency of the Southern Baptist Convention, oné that would
give to our young people a comprehencive and connected knowl
edge of the Bible as a whole, and which would emphasize our
fundamental doctrines and the spirit of our denominational life,
thus making our Sunday schools the most effective sgencles for
iraining in Bible religion.

2, We beliove that any syatem of lessons to be at all acceptable
to our constituency must be hased upon, and constantly empha-
size, a belief in the Bible as God's revealed word of aothorita-
tive truth: in the delty of Jesus Christ; in the great facts of sin
and divine redemption, and the necessity of regenerating grace
for all mankind, Without these things, Dot only implied, but
clearly taught, no system of lessons could be acceptable.

2. After full investigation, we are convineed that the profest
voleed by the resolutions passed by the Bouthern Baptist Con-
vention Jast May was fully justified by the scheme of lessons
then offered as the Intermational Graded T.essons. Indeed, we
consider that the making of such a protest was the imperative
duty to our comstituency on the part of those charged by us with
the responsibility of preparipg lessons for our Sunday schools
Our Sunday School Board could not at Lhat time have ventured
upon these lessons and been true to their obligation to the Coo-
vention.
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4. We are glad to be able to report, however, that the Inter
national Lesson Committee, in the period since this action by
the Southern Baptist Conventiom, has taken positive and com-
mendable action in afirming clearly and heartily its poliey regard-
ing the very matters embodled in the protest thus made at Bal-
timore. We find we have nol been alone in protesting against
the scheme of lessons as originally issued. The International
Lesson Commitee, so we are informed, has decided: (1) To
assume hereafter full final authority and responsibility for all
lesgon schemes, both uniform and graded, though they may
seek expert adviee in their preparation: (2) to give full promi-
nence to the redemptive element in the lessons; (3) and to give
a direct biblical foundation for all lessoms, all extra-biblical sub-
jects to be a parallel or optlonal eourse for those desiring sueh
lessons. These afirmations of policy accord fully with the de-
sire of the Convention, ag expressed in the resolutioms at Bal-
timore.

6. We have gone over the International Graded Lessons in
minunte detall, so far az they have been lzsued, and this includes
two years of the Begimners, three years of the Primary, three
vears of the Junior, two years of the Intermediate and one year
of the Senior: all the leszons thus far ssued and including the
lessons agalnst which our protest was made. Representatives
of the Lesson Committee have favored us with information as
to modifieations already in contemplation by them in order to
bring the lessons into conformity with their announced policy
ae stated above. Theze modifications will probably be made
officially by the time this report is presented. ‘Thromegh our gub-
committes, we have also sugeested additional modifications, which
can, if necessary, be made by ug if we adopt this gerles, and
many of which we confidently hope may also meet the approval
of the Lesson Commitiee, to whom they have been submitted
by us, and possibly be incorporated in their final revised scheme.

event of our not securing satisfactory changes in the Interna-
tional Series, thal we recommend to the Sunday School Board
the iszuance of these International Graded Lessons, as they
will shortly be officlally put out in the modified form, the Sun-
day School Board to prepare these lessons in such form as they
may deem wise, as a practical experiment {n ascertaining their
value and to test the demand for such lessons.

T. We desire to put ourselves on record as helieving that
the uniform lessoms will be used for a long time to come by the
greater number of our schools, and that they should receive
even more attention from our Sunday School Board, Only &
few schools can avail themselves of so elaborate and closely
graded a series, and only those thus prepared should be urged to
experiment with them. ©Our periodicals for the uniform lessons
should be still further improved and their wze urged uwpon our
schools evervwhere.

8. We believe that the experiences of the past year with
these lessons show comclugively that as a denomination we
must not only give attention to the lessons offered for our Sun-
day schools, but we must in this all-essential department, as in
our field work and teachertraining operations, keep it under
direct denominational control. Though we may cofiperate with
others in common lessons the world over, we must know that
these lessons are such as will do the work we want done for
our own <onstituency. Our duty to the next generation de-
mands constant and insistent attention as a denomination to
the lessons used in our egchools. There may be new questions
to be considercd and a new set of lessons of our own may vel
become a poasibility, and even a necessity. Bome men ought
to be stodying these guestions for us from year to year in ad-
ditlon to those officially charged with the oversight of our Sun-
day school work., We thercfore recommend the appoiniment
annually by the Southern Baptist Convention of a permanent
Lesson Commilitee of filve members to serve in connection with
the Corregponding Secretary and Editorial Secretary of our

W. M., Whittington, one of the Viee Presidents, be-
ing in the chair, the annual report of the Laymen’s Move-
ment was read by J. Harry Tyler, Maryland, as follows:

Fourth Annual Report of the Executive Committee of the Lay-
men's Missionary Movement of the Southern
Baptist Convention.

While the increase in gifts to our two Mission Boards the
past rear bas not been very striking, your Committee is of the
opinfon that more progress has been made in the enlistment of
men and in the imauguration of our policies than during any
other year since the movement began, All must readily see that
the introduction of the weekly system, especially if begumn late
in the fiscal year, may involve temporary less. The effort has
been to do a permanent and scriptural work by stressing the
following features, made prominent in the report a vear ago:

First—The promotion of Missionary Intelligence;

Second=—The Annual Campaign by Associations;

Third—The Every-Member Canvass in (he local e¢hurches;

Fourth—The obligations of Stewardships, and

Fifth—The Weekly Offering.

In the advocacy of these prinelples, and other features of our
misgionary policy, the General Secretary, during the past year,
attended the State Conventions and General Associations of Ala-
hama, Tennessee, Missiszippi, Maryland, Virginia, North Caro-
lina, Georgia, Florida and Kentucky: he delivered addresses in
the encampments at Virginia Beach; Blue Mont, N. C.; Eloe
Mountain, Miss.; Blue Ridge, Ga.; and Dawson Springs, Ky, He
aesgigted in conducting Laymen's Training Conferances in Rich-
mond, Va.; Columbla, 8. C.; Jacksonville, Fla.: Louisville, Ky.;

. New Orleans, La.; Houston, Texas, and Bristol, Tenn. He also
spoke in four Imstitutes, two Associations, one Presbytery, and
pumerous churches all over the South. The Secratary attended
a State Conferemee of Baptist laymen in Columbia, 8. C. and
asgisted in projecting and conducting a very successful con-
ference of Virginia Baptist Laymen which was held in Lynch-
burg. Hundreds of packages of tracts were also senl out from
the Secretary's office during the year. His travels during the
year, if continuous and in a straight line, would have taken him
almoat around the globe,

Your Commitiee claims that progress has been made in the
following respects:

I. Men Enlisted—Numerous men have become enlisted to
such an extent that they are giving more generously of their
thought, talent, time and treasure thap formerly. Some casas
have developed of late in which laymen of possesglons and
powers have signified their purpose to cloge out their private
buglness as early as practicable and devobe th_emselves ax-
clusively to the extension of Christ's kingdom. It is not proper
to publish names, but such cases exlst, and this iz a mosl
sneouraging indication.
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. State Campaigns.—A szecond result ls the effort under
T,heI!jitictinn of clfac]? State Committee to enlist every church in
the gtate, This state campaign is organized and conducted ‘;DY
associations and is bound sooner or later to bring most Ell'ﬂiﬂf*
ing success. Your Committee would mention Georgia and Mis-
alzzippl a8 two states in which such state-wide campaigns are
belng successfully conducted. South Carolina Baptists are com-
ing to be most aggresslve, as indicated by the fact that they have
employed W. B. Wilking as Secretary for the Laymen's Mission-
ary Movement of the st;li-t?h Prflll"i‘iiﬂﬂufm' his salary and expenses
by gemerous gifts of individual laymen.

x %be Financial Report from Maryland is gratifying, which is
ithe only state whose complete statiati::s were at hand.

The contributions of Maryland White Baptiste for Home and
Foreign Missions, exclusive of local church work, chuorch build-
ing, and other benevolent enterprises for the yvears of 1307-1910,
during the existence of the Laymen's Missionary Movement,
have been as follows, the membership during this pericd increas-
ing from 11,032 to 11,691, or about § per cent.

For State Missions.—1007, $58,703.00; 1908, $8.417.00; 1000,
F9.555.00; 1910, $11,866.00; being an increaze during the period of
about 36 per eent. The per capita for 1910, $1.02.

For Home Missions.—1907, §5.722.00: 1908, %6,088.00; 1008,
$3,235.00: 1910, $8,534.00; increase during the period about 50 per
cent. The per capita for 1910, §0.73%: 1911, $%,649.00; a further
advance of §115.00,

For Foreign Misslons.—1307, $7,102.00; 1908, $7,668.00; 1909,
$10,466.00; 1910, $16,505.00; inereasze during the period about 132
per cent. The per capita for 1910, $1.41%; 15911, $16.976.41: a
further advance of $471.41.

It should be launched hy
missionary sermons and addresses on one Sunday, the campaign
conducted In the next six days, and a great mass-meeting held
the following SBunday to hear reports. The most notable caze an
record iz that of Shandon Baptist Church of Columbia, 8. .
This church of ninety-two members secured 113 weekly con
tributors, including every member, and twenty-oneothers. In
cities where there iz more than one Baptist Church, a simul-
taneons campaign would be very productive,

Your Committes believes thoroughly in the wltimate adoption
and triumph of the policies advocated by the Lavmen's Mis
gionary Movement. It has every reasom to be encouraged at
what has been accomplished and alao at the ountlook.

Several facts must be borne o mind:

First—The Laymen's Missionary Movement iz not a collection
agency in any sensze, and should not be held responsible for any
falling off in expected receipts by any of the Boards. Its mission
is to agitate and stimulate. At the same time, itz influence upon
collections should, and will be felt, in the long run. The fact
that the Boards last year have held the provious gaing and even
advanced still further in the face of adverse conditions, such as
a three years” dromght in Texas, and strenuous educational cam-
palgns in many of the States, including the airenuous eanvass
for the Seminary, aggregating over $700.000 In pledges, 18 a cause
for great thankfulness, and shows that some unusual influences
have been at work.

Second—Its work is largely educational. It advocates the
eeriptural method of systematle proportionate giving on the part
of every member on the weekly basis. It believes that thia fs
the best method rvet devised. To demonstrate this takes time,
ag do all eduecational processes. Owur miszion iz to educate
and this education dombtlezs will take years, at gratifving and
lagting results will surely follow.

Third—Our methods, too, are so radically different from some
now in vogue and firmly establizhed, that it will take time to
show their soperiority and bring about their willing adoption
with the neeessary readjustments. High pressure, spasmodie,
annual or irregular methods of raising money, do not bring the
moat satisfactory results.

Fourth—We are doing fundamental work. We alm to lead
men to realize that they are stewards not only of money, bat of
time, talent and influence, and that they are responsible to God
for every possession and power and opportunity. When this
conception possesses a man it vitalizes and transforms his entire
life thereafter, and this is belng accomplished, but like all foun-
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dation work, iz usually below the surface and not immediately
B8, :
Yaur Committes would stress four essential factors of snceess:

I. The Pastor—The thorough ecobperation of the pastors is
indizpenzable. However efficlent a layman may become, he
should never supplant the pastor as leader. Indeed, it sl'}crutd
ever remain true that the pastor is the most significant single
factor in o chuteh.

I, Information.—We must promote intelllgence among lay-
men. A sensible business man does not invest his money in an
enterprise he knows little or nothing about. Mizslonary ser-
mons, addresses, and tralning coofersnces; the circulation and
reading of traets, perlodicals and books; the organlzation of
mission study classzes: all these must abound more and more.
“My people are destroyved for lack of knowledge.”

I1l. Missionary Spirit Vital.—In the third place, we must
recognize missions as the supreme business of our churehes.
Christianity I8 essentlally missionary In spirit. The church that
does not magoify miszions iz fundamentally deficient. In fact,

every Christian agency muost promote misslons as Its ulti-
mate aim.

We would emphasize also the unlty of the kingdom, The
Christian Home, the Denominational College, the Theological
Seminary, the Religious Periodical, amnd all Misslon Boards
ghould be laborers together for the one supreme end of bringing
in the kingdom. Zuch a conception prom®es complete harmony:
indeed, we are all striving for the one great end.

IV, The Kingdom First—In the fourth place, we cannot
expect 10 reach & high standard in our missionary endeavor until
business men come to recognize the primacy of the kingdom of
God. Ne great progress can be made while our religion holds a
subordinate place and makes way for every private interest.
When shall business men learn that their rellgion is their chief
asset and aceord fo it thelr supreme devotion? Our God is a
jealous God. “Seek ye first the kingdom of God,” is the Lord's
admonition ta hiz disciples. Not until bnsiness and professional
men learn this lesson will they devote sufflcient time and labor
to these campaigns to make them a suecess. David Living-

WHEREA2, There iz now pending between the United States
and England a protocol that as between those two nations all
questions of disagreement shall be adjusted and finally disposed
of, not by the arbitrament of the sword, but a courl of competent
Jurisdietion; and

WHEREAS, England and the United States are properly re-
garded in the sisterhood of natlons as the two greatest powers,
not only from the standpoint of naval and military strength, but
commercial standing as well, having attracted the attentlon of
all pleg to their spirit of falrness and liberality; and

HEREAS, The nations of Europe are discussing the subject
of universal peace and the national foundations for providing
and preserving the same with a large measure of approval and
hope for success; and

WoeEREAS, No good nor satisfactory reasons can be found for
war between civilized and Christian nations; and

WHEREAS, The gospel of the hlessed Christ i3 a gospel of
peaca, it was announced at hiz birth “Peace on earth, good will
to men;” and

Waereas, A civilization uninfloenced by the teachings of the
New Testament iz without the groundwork of permanent peace.
War is a scourge, is wrong in priociple and morally corrupting;
therefore,

Resolved, First, That this Convention most heartily com-
mends the action of President Taft in submitting to the English
Covernment terms of arbitration for the arbitrament of all ques-
tions which may hereafter arizse between the United States and
Eogland.

W. J. E. Cox, Alabama, read the report on

Pagan Fields.

The command to make disciples of all the nations applies with
more force to pagan countries tham to any others, because mil-
lions of persons {n these countrles bhave never heard the message
of the goapel; and pagan fields are the most promising and hope-
ful miseion fields In the world today. Prejudice against the
foreigner is rapldly disappearing and the people are becoming
more and more willlng to hear and heed the message which the
“foreign teacher” brings to them. During the past year there
have beon more baplisms in pagan fields than during any other
year of the history of our foreign mission work.

The reports from Afrlea are most enconraging, though the
number of baptisms reported was not o large az last year.
There was a eplritual quickening among church members and
quite a number of the heathen were converted. The training
school at Oghomaoso, which has had such a chequered history for
EOME YEATS, Teporta a4 year of unbroken and suceessful work.
This school, we helieve, will eventually prove to be a great
force in our work in Africa in training native workers,

Mnhammuﬂams_m Is forging its way throngh Africa from the
north, and our missionaries say that “unless mueh work iz done
in the near future we will not be in & position to CcOpe a5 suc-
cesslully as we would like with the oppositlon which it is
creating.” Africa cries aloud for more helpers )

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Last year there was an increase in baptisms of mere than 400
over the preceding year and decided progress was made in all
branches of the work, Our sehools in general have made gratlfy-
Ing progress and their efficiency as propagators of the goapel
ig limited Dnlg.r by the help we give them. Owur theological
schools in China are dolng a great work and will eventually
furnish the men who must evangelize that great country,

We desire to call special attention to the sreat good that is
Leing dome in all our pagan fields by our publishing plants and
book depositories.  Government schools are multiplying and
more of the people are learning to read. We must supply them
with PBibles, tractz and other literature to counteract the
influence of infidel literature which Is being wilely scattered.

The Two Kwong Baptist Ophans’ Home at Canton is caring for
iwenty boye and girle. This home receives no help from our
Board, but iz supported entirely by the nalive churches. Mrs.
l.ee, 4 Chinese lady of culture and refinement, i5 the matron of
the home and serves withont salary,

Only a few years ago it was dificult to get one medical mis-
sionary to begin the work in China. At present we have in
various countrice twelve male medleal missionaries and three
women medical mizsionaries, in addition to five trained purses,
Forty thousand seven hundred and ninetesn patlents were
treated during the past year by our medical missionaries, It 1s
imposzible to estimate what this means and what it will continue
to mean for the furtherance of the gozpel 1o pagan fields. The
“greater works than these" are being done by our medical
and other missionaries among pagan peoples

Our work in Japan does not seem to be so hopeful as in some
other countries, Thiz fact iz due to several causzez, The net
inerease in the number of misslonaries has been so small that
it has not been possible to plan for aggressive work. The oppor-
tunity for school work is not so large as in zome ofher coun-
trieg because Japan has a wonderfol syztem of government
sehools in which the vouth of the country are being trained im
a marvelous way, Japan iz far in advance of other pagan coun-
iries in the intellectnal culture of her peopls, and her suscess in
war has made her people believe that they are in advance of any
other nation. Thiz makes the work of the misslonary much
more difficult than in other pagan fields,

Progrogs, however, is being made, If slowly. The Sunday
school work =eems to be most encouraging. If the children can
be reached we may look for many converts in the years to come.

During the past year twenty new missionaries were appointead
for China, one for Japan and three for Afriea.

The great need in all our feldzs is more missionaries, The
Baptistz of the South ave able to double the force in our foreign
fields in the near future. It is a sad fact that more than nine-
teen hundred years after the great commission was given by our
Lord and King it is atill necessary to answer arguments against
foreign missions with God's people.

Such a
fleld man, with hiz educational exhibit of hooks, maps, charts,
arereopticon, ete., spending from one to three days inm a church
in institute and lecture work, organizing and starting off Mission
Study Classes, would, we believe, be the most effective way to
bring cur people face to face with the great facts that so
mightily move and stir hearts,

56. A. L. Monerief, North Carolina, presented the re-
port of the Committes on

Papal Figlds.

While the reports from the missionaries on the papal fields
do nol show any remarkable advanes during the vear, they do
show a substantial progress, and hreathe a spirvit of hopefuiness
that is unusual, and that is indicative of better conditions. These
faithful and patient toilers seem Lo see some slgns of coming
dawn, and are taking courage in the hope that the night of
Roman ignorance, supersiition and inigulty is passing from the
whole earth, and the sun of righteousnesz 13 rlsing to illuminate
and emancipate those who dwell in the darkness and oppression.

Throughout all Europe the Roman Church has fallen into dis-
favor among the masses, In some of the countries Lhis disfavor
manifesta itgelf in & spirit of unrest, and half concealed con-
tempt for the papacy, while in many others it iz open and defiant.
France has stripped the Pope of all civic power and severed all
connection between the State and the Roman Chureh. Portogal
hag virtually proclaimed her purpose to follow this bold example,
Spain, whose very life has for so many centuries been sucked up
by the leaches of the priesthood, iz becoming conscious of her
wrongs and fa arousing herself. The German people last year
vigorously resented an insult of the Pope, conveyed In a letter
for the centenary of Candinal Borommes, and they demanded and
phtained an apology, while many of the teachers in German
Catholic institntions are refusing to take the anti-modernist oath
required of the ehurch. Russia has refused to allow any papal
edictz to be deliversd to her Catholic subjects in Poland or else-

where until they have first been approved by the Minister of the
Interior. :

The so-called “modernist movement,” though pregnant with
perilous heresies, seems destined to become an ally of Protes
rantism against the common foe—Romanism—while the spirit of
modern progress, industry, commerce and eduocation, which
throughout the whole world is a rising tide of opposition to the
igporance and superstition by which the Roman Church exlsts,
is aiding the overthrow, especially In the republies of South
America. .

The present insurrection in Mexico seems certaln to result in
victory to those who are fighting for a larger freedom of the
individual, and to be the precursor of religious liberty, in which
Protestantism may conduct a more successtul propaganda.

Thuz the thinking and activities of the masses im every
country where the Pope holds sway seem tending toward the
principles of Protestantism, and the missionaries of evangelical
Christianity In these lands are looking out wpon the future with
brighter hopes and higher courage,

A few facts and figures, gleaned from the reports of the mis-
sionaries, will show the progress made during the year:

Argentina with 7 churches and 16 missionaries, which report
53 baptizsme with & membership of 24% In thiz republic legal
steps have been Laken to have the missions incorporated, which
must be done before they can hold property in their own Tight.

Brazil has 113 churchesz and 44 mizzlonaries, These report
1,474 baptisme and a present membership of 5,182,

The work in this country has been divided into two missions
—the Morth Mission and the South Mission. The Convention
of the churches has beén reorganized and has put an evangelist
and a perlodieal in the field of the Souch Miszion, while the
'i!'l.l.’.‘r"E'F.LlEE' of baptisme in thiz field was 60 per cent over last year's
report,

The North Mission was the beginning of a great spiritual
awakening and the opening of many doore of opportunity.

We commend the Girls’ School at Guaymas, on the western
coaat of Mexico, Miss Beulah Bowden, a splendidly equipped
wc;ma.n, is in charge. The appeal for this school should not be in
vain.

We note that a movement is on foot to establish a TUnion
Medical College in Nanking, China. The plan is for several de-
nominationz, working in China, to cach furnish one professor and
i small amount of money for running expenses.  We commend
this union work to the favorable consideration of our Board,
The time has coms when China needs native Christian phy-
siclane, ag well as native Christian preachers.

Third—We urge that special prayer be made for our brethren
and sizters within the mone of the awful black plague; that
God may deliver them from this “noizome pestilence,” and that
he will speedily stay the ravages of both the plague and the
famine, which have apparently so sadly interrupted our mission
work.

Fourth.—We record our unspeakable joy because of the bless-
ings upon our work. In Ching alone there have been one thow
sand five hundred and twelve (1,512) baptisms, and in all the
fields three thousand six hundred and eighteen (3,618) baptisms,
the largest number ever reported in one year. Our army in the
far-flung battle lines numbers eight hundred and four (804)
atrong men and women, two hundred and seventy-three (27F)
missionaries, and five hundred and elghty-one (581) native
helpers. At home seores of our noblest young men and women,
well trained, the choicest personalities, are waiting and begging
to be zent to the front. We have prayed for the doors to be
opened; they are open. We have prayed the Lord of the harvest
tp mend forth more laborers. God has called out laborers and
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they are beseeching the churches of the Lord Jesus Christ to
send them. And what is the answer of the churches? A debt.
And does this mean that the younsg men and women ready to
g0 mugt wait apother vear? Does this mean that the tenmderest
and sublimest entreaty of the 804 missionaries on the field for
reinforcement ghall be in vain? God forbid.

While there is a debt, it should be remembered that the con-
tributions this year have been $9,000 in excess of last year.
Though the debt is large, it should oot be discouraging, bat
recognized as God's eall to heroic and sacrificial giving. Your
Committee recommend that there b oo retrenchment, but that
a sound and steady advance in the work be made.

The Communication from the Northern Convention.

Your Commiltee, to which was referred the communication
from the Executive Commiltes of the Northern Baptist Conven-
tion, reports as follows:

L. We have with the greatest care, and in the most prayerful
manner, consgidered the communication of our Northern brethren,
and we hereby record our sincere pleasure and gratitude both
for its subject matter and its brotherly spirit. Upon the principle
which it containg, and in the apirit which it breathes, Baptisis
ought everywhere, and at all tmes, to be ready to engage in
the fullest and freest conference and eounsel; upon this principle,
and in this spirit, this Convention invites and weleomes such
conference on any and all phases of the work of the kingdom
of God. And in making reply to our brethren we do so in the
greatest brotherly freedom, and heg to assure them that we

heartily reciprocate all of their noble sentiments of broth
affection. Ity

2. We are deeply regretful for any mizsunderstandings that
may have come to any of our Baptist brethren anywheore con-
cerning the attitude and relation of this Convention, or of any
of its representatives to any sister Baptist body.  We would
also record our decp desire at all times to maintajn the broadest
and hehat nu@ssjl_rlel ie!:uw;ship and comity with all Baptist bodies

4. As recited by our brethren, “For the first time in its his-
tory our denomination has two Conventions”—that is, in the
United Statez of America. Your Committes counts it a happy
fact that we have these Lwo great representative bodies in the
twa great sections of our common country, and we are forward
to express the hope that ne condition could ever arise that
would malke it impossible for our Baptist people North and
South to preserve the best of feeling, and ta work together in
the most agreeable and loving manner if we avall ourselves of
the means of conference and counsel thus afforded uvs and de-
port ourselves with the good semse and in the Christian spirit
that ought everywhere and at all times to prevail among Bap-
tiate,

4. In their communieation ownr brethren say: “We forther
declare, in the language of the Declaration of the Northern Bap-
tiet Convention our ‘belief in the independence of the local
chureh, and in the purely advisory nature of all denominational
organizatione composed of representatives of the churches.”
In every way gratifying, this fine statement of the Baptizt funda-
mental that underlies all onr denominational organizations and
activities is in no way unexpected or surprising. Wi regret that
there ever should have been on the part of anybody any objec-
tion to the statement of thls principle by this Convention or to
its full application. On this principls the two Conventlong are
founded, and for it they stand; wpon this principle all Baptist
cofiperation must forever rest; by the free play of this principle
a2 practiced by our Lord's redeemed, baptized diseiples, our life
and usefulness as a people are measuored; and, as your Com-
mittes devoutly believes, it is the full and free exercise of this
pringiple that will hasten, even determine, the final and com-
plete establishment of the perfect will of God among men. That
ihe Northern Baptist Convention as a great reprosentative body
of Baptists understands this principle as intelligently, and advo-
cates it as loyally as do we ourselves or pthers, your Committes
does not for a moment doubt

Mow thal the two Conventions, representing the two great
sectlons of our country, are presumahbly to meet, r.hru_l.Lgh their
representatives, for conference, in the fullest fellowship of this
doctrine, we deam some further statement and amplification of
the same not out of place. Every New Testament church is, au-.-_i
of divine right ought to be, entirely [ree to determine for itsell,
without any interference from without, all questions affecting
its alignment and colperation with denominational bodies. With
Baptists Lhere are Do wognatituted authorities” except the im-
spired word of God and Jesus Christ our Lord, who is head over
all things to his chmreh.  Associations, societies, conventlons,
and boards are expedients and agencies (o be created and used
by the churches, or lo be disused, and, in practical effect, if not
absolutely and actually, digsolved by them as to them secms
pegt. MNor can any hoard or convention come to have any pro-
prietary right in or authority over a New Tcstampntl. church be-
canse of the expenditure of money by sueh board or convention
in the founding and fostering of such church, A New Testament
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chureh cannot even by its own voluntary act transfer to any
other body or impair this antonomy and independence. On the
other hand, this principle az applied to ﬂE'ﬂDminHt?Dﬂﬂ-] arganiza-
tions gives to each association, society, convention and board
entire freedom and independence in the conduct of the affairs
and in the administration of the trust committed to it. But each
denominational body is in good morals and in all the priniciples
of Flghtecugness bound jealously to regard the rights of all sisterr
organizations and of the churches, belng always careful to pro-
mote unity and harmony and {0 maintain inviolate the highest
principles of comity, thus exemplifying the noblest functiom of
liberty: to wit: a proper respect for the rights and liberties of
others,

While it cannot at all declde any question of alignment and
cobperation for any local church or other Baptist body, each
denominational crganization can in the exercize of its rights, in
relation to sister bodies, set bounds for itself and {ts apents. A
proper regard for the rights of others is always essential to
comity among a [ree people, such as the Baptists. A mutusal
understanding concerning the practical working out of this lofty
Scripture doctrine often calls for such brotherly conference and
counsel as is now asked of us by our Northern brethren,

3. TTpon these principles, and in response to this request, we
recommend that a Committee of eight be appoipted by the
FPresident of this Convention to confer with a like Commities to
be appointed by the Northern Baptist Convention at its ap-
proaching scesion, concerning any matters that cur brethren may
have in mind as affecting our common interests and promising
to contribute to our common welfare, assuring our hrethren of
our full and abiding desire to work in fullest aceord with them in

Here in
the Virginiaz and the Carolinas arve ever opening Industries, em-
ploying thousands of people who need, and who must have, the
gospel message.

In the Appalachian Mountains there are thousands of coal
and marble mines and guarries, employing great throngs of
labhorers, and these desire and deserve the message of truth,
Then here liez Florida, the land of fruits and flowers, with a
coasl line longer than that of any other state; with more un-
developed resources than there are in all of Earope; with an
inflowing population that will soon make the orange blossom
bloom where the alligator now slumbers. Here iz a great field
for the activitles of the Home Board.

West of the River lies the vast frontier of this Convenlion.
Texas alone haz a line of fifteen hundred miles of frontier bor
dering on a foreign land. Texas has an undeveloped destitute
territory as large as New York. Then wonder lies Oklahoma,
