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CONSTITUTION. 
The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and 

other religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various 
parts of the United States, met in Augusta, Georgia, for the pur­
pose of carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our con­
stituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining, and direct­
ing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of the 
gospel, adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as 
amended from time to time, are as follows: 

Article I. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist 
Convention." 

Art. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote 
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con­
nected with the Redeemer's kingdom, and to combine for this 
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United 
States as may desire a general organization for Christian benev­
olence, which shall fully respect the independence and ecfual 
rights of the churches. 

Art. III. The Convention shall consist (1) of brethren who 
contribute funds, or are delegated by Baptist bodies contributing 
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of 
one delegate for every $250 actually paid into the treasuries of 
the Boards during the fiscal year ending the 30th day of April 
next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one repre­
sentative from each of the District Associations which cooper­
ate with this Convention, provided that such representative be 
formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa­
tion, and his election certified to the Secretaries of the Con­
vention, either in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes. 

Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, 
four Vice-presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall, in event 
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, 
and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual meet­
ing, and hold their offices until a new election; and the officers 
of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, mem­
bers of the several Boards. 

Art. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as 
many Boards of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary 
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro­
mote—all of which Boards may continue in office until a new 
election. Each Board shall consist of a President, Vice-presi­
dents, Secretaries, Treasurer, Auditor, and fifteen other mem-
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bers, seven of whom, including one or more of the officers, shall 
form a quorum for the transaction of business; provided, that 
any of the Boards may have the same person to fill the two posi­
tions of Corresponding Secretary and Treasurer. To each Board 
shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the 
entire management of all the affairs relating to the objects with 
whose interests it shall be charged; all of which management 
shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions 
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may 
be given from time to time. Each "Board shall have power to 
make such compensation to its Secretaries and Treasurer as it 
may think right, fill the vacancies occurring in its own bodies, 
and enact its own By-laws. 

Art. VI. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account 
for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all 
receipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the 
Convention whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as 
often as required. H e shall also, on entering upon the duties of 
his office, give competent security to the President of the Board 
for all the stocks and funds committed to his care. His books 
shall be open at all times to the inspection of any member of the 
Convention and of its Board. No moneys shall be paid out of any 
of the treasuries of the Board but by an order from that Board 
S i n ^ h ° S e t r e a s u ry the ^oney is to be drawn, which order 
shall be signed by the presiding officer.

But when no such specifi­
cation is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at its 
own discretion. 

Art. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, 
but extra meetings may be called by the President, with the 
approbation of any of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the 
attending delegates shall not be necessary to make a quorum for 
the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of 
his death, any of the Vice-presidents, of the Convention, may, at 
the request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place 
of meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him 
inexpedient to convene at the time or place appointed. 

Art. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may 
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the mem­
bers present at any annual meeting of the Convention. 

BY-LAWS. 
Impressed with the obligations resting on the Convention to 

endeavor more energetically and systematically to elicit, com­
bine, and direct the energies of the whole denomination in one 
sacred effort for the promulgation" of the gospel, we adopt the 
following By-laws: 

1. That the Boards of the Convention be directed to form the 
closest possible connection with the State Boards, where such 
exist, in such a way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in 
other cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may 
deem best, in both cases providing for the necessary expenses 
incurred. 

2. That the Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention be 
instructed to secure frequent distribution of information relating 
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets, and other­
wise, as may be found expedient among the mass of the people. 

3. That the Committee on the Nomination of New Boards be 
instructed to nominate, as Vice-presidents of Boards, men known 
to be identified with the interests of the Convention, and of their 
own State Boards, and unless special reasons exist to the con­
trary, men who make efforts to attend the sessions of the Con­
vention. These Vice-presidents shall be expected to cooperate 
with the Boards, both giving and receiving suggestions as to 
work to be done, and they also shall be expected to present at 
the next session of the Convention a brief report in writing of 
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what they had been requested to do, and of the way in which 
they have complied with these requests, with any suggestions 

they may have to offer as to the conditions and needs of their 

respective fields. It shall be the duty of each Secretary in due 
time to furnish the Vice-presidents of his Board with suitable 

blanks for such reports, and to call their attention to this article, 
and to make any proper effort to secure the due preparation of 
these reports. In case any Vice-president appointed is unable 
or unwilling to comply with the requests herein mentioned, it 

shall be the duty of the Board, if possible, to find some person 
who can, and request him to do so; and, furthermore, the Vice-
president for each State shall be desired, as speedily as possible, 
to prepare a roll of the associations, churches, and Sunday 
schools in that State, to be used for the distribution of informa­
tion, and to ascertain as far as possible which of the churches 
and Sunday schools are contributing to the funds of the Board 
and the annual amounts, and to make systematic effort each 
year to increase the number and amount of such contributions. 

4. The Boards shall report at each session of the Convention 
what special efforts they have been able to make toward carry­
ing out the objects of these By-laws. 

5. Immediately after the reading of the reports of the Boards 
each year, a committee of five shall be appointed, to w h o m shall 
be referred so much of these reports as pertains to the carrying 
out of the By-laws, and also the reports of the Vice-presidents. 

.6 The President, Vice-presidents, and Secretaries of the Con­
vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when 
there is only one nomination for the same office, the Secretary, if 
there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for 
the Convention. 

7. Applause on the floor of the Convention is out of order, 
and it shall be the duty of the presiding officer to promptly sup-
press all such demonstration.

Then we had no publishing plants; now we have 
such plants, turning out millions of pages of books annually. 

Then we had 177 missionaries and native workers; now 
there are 846, of whom 273 are missionaries. 

Then there were 398 baptisms, and a total membership of 
2,92a. During the past year there were 4,532 baptisms and a 
membership of 27,545. 

The practicability of Foreign Missions has been demon­
strated, and prejudice against it is falling away. The Bible is 
printed in 5,40 languages, and never were there so many Chris­
tian rulers, or such facilities for communication and transporta­
tion, nor the world so open for a gospel. 

Into Argentina, Italy, Brazil, Africa, Japan, China and Mex­
ico our missionaries are pressing the claims of the gospel, and 
so demonstrating its elevating, civilizing, humanitarian and 
spiritual power that heathen prejudice is giving way, and evan­
gelization isr going forward with multiplied power and success. 

With all these encouragements, and in the light of all these 
facts, we submit the time is ripe for Southern Baptists to take 
hold of the work of Foreign Missions with a vigor and a faith 
that will overcome all obstacles and bring victory within the 
generation in which we live. 

The boards and churches in all the States should organize 
their work along broad lines and we should go forward boldly 
to the task of saving all the world for Christ. 

The Judson Memorial Monument is stirring enthusiasm, and 
promises to stir the world as never before for the Foreign Mis­
sion cause. Nearly a quarter of a million dollars has been 
raised for this purpose in cash and pledges, and by a united 
and forward movement this may be increased to a million or 
more. 

W e accord heartily with the suggestion by the Board that 
our people be better trained in the consecration of themselves 
and their means to the work of the Lord, and that the subject 
of stewardship receive more careful consideration than hereto­
fore, and that measures be taken to get more people to give 
to missions, and to induce those who already give to enlarge 
their contributions, in many instances many fold. 

The fields are whiter than ever, the opportunities greater, 
and the paths easier. Let us go up and possess the land.

Perhaps the most signal outgrowth of tv. 
meeting was the Convention of Baptist nLn .f , Cbattanooffa 
April 8, 9, 10. This meeting was nofvlry^tenSU* DauS. 
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pensively advertised, and yet when it was called to order in the 
First Baptist Church of Dallas on the evening of April 8, by 
Chairman M. H. Wolfe, the leaders were gratified to find a 
thousand or more strong men in their places. It was an un­
usual meeting; business men had come together on the King's 
business. Men of affairs from all sections of the great State 
were there; a serious purpose was written in every face, lay­
men held the larger place on the program; the interest was in­
tense, the enthusiasm ran high; rugged common sense and 
fresh wit kept everybody in good spirit and on the alert. W e 
cannot do better in this connection than to quote briefly from 
the editor of the Baptist Standard: "I think no one attending 
the recent laymen's meeting in Dallas could think it all over 
without feeling that we have really come to a new day for our 
laymen. I take it that others share the feeling that came to 
me, as I saw the laymen, one after another, take their places— 
that we have in them untold strength, not only in the things 
that are accounted secular, but in • the things that have been 
accounted more particularly religious. It was refreshing to 
hear their straightforward talk, to see how with the habits of 
the direct business man, they grappled religious things, and in 
speech, rugged sometimes, but strong, drove home the things 
in their minds. It was charming, exhilarating, uplifting, and 
all must have felt that a new force of almost limitless possi­
bilities is coming into the denominational life to enrich it and 
make it stronger for service in many directions," In com­
menting upon the gratifying advance of $17,434 made by Texas 
for Home and Foreign Missions the past year, the State Secre­
tary says: "Along with the consecrated pastors are an ever-
increasing number of laymen who are taking the commission 
of the Master as seriously as they do their own business affairs. 
A good day has come when laymen in different parts of the 
State show just as much interest in mission collections as the 
most earnest pastor does." The Dallas Convention was most 
fruitful in its results, and Houston is planning for a similar 
meeting that shall make its primary appeal to the men of the 
Gulf Coast country of Texas. 

A majority of the States have executive committees with 
strong chairmen, and are beginning to prosecute their work 
with increasing vigor. The every member canvass and the as­
sociational campaign have made progress during the year. 

While perhaps all of us had hoped for larger revenue for 
our two boards, the situation properly interpreted and under­
stood has much to inspire for the year to come. 
Recommendations. 
1. That every church elect a strong Missionary Committee 
and that, as a means of promoting missionary intelligence and 
interest, this Committee, with the co-operation of the pastor, 
have charge of one prayer meeting service each month. Seek 
to give every man possible from time to time some share, how­
ever simple, in these programs. A supper for the men once or 
twice a year when free expression regarding the work of the 
church shall be encouraged will be most helpful. 
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2. That all our churches be urged to make as thorough pro­
vision at the first of the year by an intensive every-member 
canvass for the mission fund as for current expenses. W e make 
business-like provision for the pastor's salary; why not for 
missions? Let the boards be enabled to look to all our lead­
ing churches for at least their apportionment with as much 
assurance of receiving it as if it were guaranteed by a national 
bank. -Christian business men owe this much to the Kingdom; 
let them be as wise as the children of this world. 

3. W e insist that the officers and more capable pastors and 
laymen in every association assume the responsibility of en­
listing every church in their district by a strenuous campaign 
of education and inspiration. Here is a grave responsibility 
and a fruitful work for the leaders of every association. It 
may be found wise to adopt a standard of excellence, both for 
the church and the association. 

4. W e suggest that much emphasis be placed upon tithing 
as a minimum standard of giving that is practical and that 
yields most gratifying results. Your Committee notes with 
much hope and gratification the rapid growth of sentiment in 
this direction. Tithing bands are becoming more numerous, 
and their membership is constantly on the increase. There 
are few backsliders among tithers. 

5 W e most heartily recommend that State Conventions of 
Baptist Laymen be held in as many States as practicable the 
coming year, using a program similar to the one that was so 
successful in Texas. This Committee offers its services to 
neip promote such meetings. Such conventions would pave 
iQi,=;W^y.iOT ^ unPre,cedented general convention in February, 
1915, if thought advisable.

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With these facts kept clearly in mind, we do not believe 
that this extraordinary effort will permanently subtract from 
the current funds of the Foreign Board. Rather, we are con­
vinced that the awakening and enlisting power of such a move­
ment will be beyond words. History is our teacher in this re­
spect. When American Baptists had their great awakening 
they launched out on two parallel lines—missions and education. 
They pressed the two together. In that period our older schools 
were founded, and that was a period of wonderful missionary 
advance, and the impulse still lives. Jesus, in His ministry, 
cared for the whole man, soul, mind and body. It has become 
apparent that a lop-sided policy will not do abroad, any more 
than it will do at home. Educational and medical missions must 
be pressed along with direct evangelism, if our missionary pro­
gram is to be adequate and up to date. 
Light on the Horizon.—And now, what of the prospect of 
ultimate victory in this mighty movement? W e answer, as Jud­
son answered when visiting this country on furlough. Asked 
what he thought of the prospects in Burma, the great missionary 
said: "The prospects are just as .bright as the promises of 
God." W e believe that our Zion shall put on her strength and 
do something really worthy of her, something commensurate 
with the needs of the hour, something that shall truly honor 
Christ. 

W e hope to have this colossal endeavor brought to a vic­
torious close in two years hence. Woe be to us if we fail! 
Fail we must not; fail we cannot! 
The Parting of the Ways.—At the same time we realize that 
our whole denomination is facing a supreme crisis. W e stand 
at the junction of the ways now. The whole land needs to be 
stirred as with a trumpet call from the skies. 

Too long have we been languidly at the task of the world's 
redemption; too long marking time, or moving with painful 
steps and slow; too long unable to respond to Macedonian ap­
peals from many lands; too long wearing out the lives of the 
brave soldiers at the front with inefficient equipment. 

What has been done already in this campaign in providing 
distressingly needed equipment for schools, hospitals, mission­
ary homes and meeting houses, has sounded round the world, 
and from lands afar comes news o'f heartening to hard-pressed 
missionaries reinforced in their holy war. 

In view of the astounding challenge God is presenting to us 
at this time, we plead that from men and women among us 
whom God has made stewards of wealth may come hundreds of 
thousands of dollars into the treasury of the Lord, in the name 
of'Him who said: "All power is given unto Me; go ye, there­
fore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 
Triune God." Especially do we plead that the breath of God 
may sweep across our pastorates and people, and dismiss 
timidity, provincialism, ease and narrowness of outlook; and

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Owing to the absence of the Chairman of the Committee, the 
duty fell upon the next named member to take up this Work 
and to seek to carry out the purpose of the above-named resolu­
tion. Accordingly a letter asking for suggestions was written 
to every member of the Committee, to the Corresponding Secre­
taries of the Home and Foreign Boards, and also to the Secre­
taries of every State Mission Board. An effort has been made 
to learn from the very best sources possible what may be done 
to silence this giant Goliath which we all feel must be met and 
conquered, and to discover what hope there is of driving away 
this dreaded enemy which lurks in the shadow of every great 
denominational enterprise and which haunts us in the closing 
days and nights of every financial campaign. In some of these 
replies there is a note of hopelessness, a feeling that this prob­
lem cannot be worked cut, and has no answer. In others, there 
are suggestions which are local in their application, which must 
necessarily be provincial in their adoption, and which cannot 
be made to fit the larger needs and demands before us. After 
very earnest and patient and extended consideration, the follow­
ing conclusions and recommendations are herewith submitted: 

1. Conclusions.— (1). There is such a variety of methods used 
in our churches and district associations and State Conventions 
in taking care of finances that any regularity of plan will be 
slow in coming to anything like a general acceptance. Many 
imperfect plans pushed with vigorous and consecrated endeavor 
have proved so effective in so many places that any other plan 
which may be suggested will not even secure a hearing, and 
will not come to trial. 

(2). W e are sure, however, that with all of our present plans 
and methods we are not doing what we ought to do; we are not 
giving in proportion to cur members or our wealth or our op­
portunities or our blessings. The Baptists of the South cannot 
be content to remain in their present place in the column of 
denominational response to the Great Commission. W e must 
do more for missions at home and abroad; we must do what we 
do in a more satisfactory way; we must not allow the business 
of our Lord's Kingdom to suffer from our neglect and unfaith­
fulness; we must not continue to make it necessary for our 
Boards to each year cry, "Wolf! Wolf!" and we must not allow 
our response to that cry to become any less prompt and enthu­
siastic and determined, for the wolves are there each time, and 
in increasing numbers. The exigencies of the case, the enor­
mous interest accounts, the proper development of the churches 
at home, the increasing demands of the work at home and 
abroad, the multiplicity of special pleas for objects worthy and 
needy, the opening doors of usefulness with their insistent calls 
for help, the need for intensive work on the fields already oc­
cupied, and the glory and dignity of the Lord's work, all de­
mand a more worthy response from us. 

(3). W e need to again remind ourselves that we owe a great 
debt of gratitude to the agencies which have been used of God 
to bring us to our present degree of denominational prosperity 
in missionary endeavor. W e would be criminally ignorant and 
ungrateful did we fail to see what has been done by them, did we criticise them for not doing what it was impossible to do

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without our help, and did we not recognize the fact that these 
our brethren have been praying and preaching and writing and 
working for years to bring us to see the very things which some 
of us are at last realizing. The Secretaries of our General and 
of our State Boards, the editors of our papers, the officers of 
the Laymen's Movement, the leaders of the work of the women, 
as well as the many faithful pastors and workers, deserve our 
gratitude for what they have done in helping to make our mis­
sionary work a world power, in bringing us to erjoy the fellow­
ship of such missionary enterprises, and in showing us the 
necessity for doing the Lord's work in a way more worthy of 
Him and of us. 

(4). Some concert of action must be taken by us which will 
commend itself generally to our brethren, some methods must 
be devised for bringing such action to the attention of cur peo­
ple all over the South, some place must be given to the con­
sideration of these business matters of the Kingdom in our 
various denominational gatherings, and the recommendations 
we make must not be complicated and mechanical, but they 
must be Scriptural. Definite Bible teaching giving Bible author­
ity for what we advise must be placed before Baptists if we 
hope to secure from them any sort of general acceptance and 
any sort of persistent prosecution of such plans as may be 
suggested. 

2. Recommendations.—Your Committee cannot hope to fully 
solve these many financial problems, in the study of which our 
tamers have grown old, and to which all of our workers and

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(3). W e recommend that in order to bring up this bounty 
the various States be requested immediately following the Con­
vention to carefully apportion the suggested amounts to the 
various district associations, and that they in turn be asked to 
name the amount which each of the churches should contribute, 
and that each church be requested to make a proper apportion­
ment of this amount among its members, In order to accom­
plish this the churches are urged to make out each year a 
budget for missions in keeping with these apportionments, leav­
ing always the widest liberty for individual preferences, but 
urging the duty of co-operation in making every department of 
our work measure up to the standard set by the whole denomi­
nation and in meeting the needs which our Lord expectantly 
places before us.. 

(4). W e recommend that an effort be made to secure from 
every member an acceptance of a proportional part of said 
budget, and that arrearages be not permitted to accumulate, but 
that such arrearages be brought up at least every quarter. Each 
church has it own plan of seeing to it that the pastor's salary 
and church expenses be not allowed to fall behind, and the mis­
sionary budget should receive the same careful attention and 
should be regularly brought up to the mark which has been 
set or to the amount which has been promised. 

(5). W e recommend that the tenth be made the minimum 
standard of our giving, and that our pastors and churches seek 
to enlist all of our people in the observance of such a standard. 
W e need not discuss here or in our churches whether this be 
the New Testament requirement, but we do need to know and 
to feel that anything less than the Jews gave under law is in­
conceivable to those who are saved by grace, and who regard 
all things from the viewpoint of God's unspeakable gift to us. 

('6). W e recommend that every church in our Convention 
be requested to raise annually for the work carried on through 
our Mission Boards a sum not less than one dollar for each mem­
ber on its roll; that those to whom God has entrusted great 
financial prosperity be urged to make such gifts to the Lord's 
work as will be in keeping with the sacrifices of those who 
dedicate to the same cause their time and their talents and 
their families and their lives; that the churches adopt the use 
of such envelopes as will best emphasize the equal importance 
of giving just as often and just as regularly and just as lib­
erally to missions as to church expenses and pastor's salary. 

(7). W e recommend that our Boards make an even greater 
effort than ever to secure special offerings for their work im­
mediately following the Convention; that they thus seek to pre­
vent the accumulation of debt in the first months of the Con­
vention year, and that as often as every three months they, to­
gether with the pastors and churches, put even greater empha­
sis upon the bringing up of arrearages. Such special cam­
paigns in July, October, January and April will thus remind 
the churches of their obligation to pay up at the end of each 
quarter and will encourage the sending in promptly of all money 
which may be in the hands of the Treasurers of the churches 
and of the State Boards. 
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1S0 We recommend that every pastor be requestei to co­
operate in this endeavor and to preach at least once in each 
quarter on seme one of these great enterprises of the Kingdom: 
that he do not yield to the temptation which systematic giving 
offers cf ceasing: to present these causes to the churches. The 
members of the churches need to have their interest quickened: 
those who are backward in their giving need to be enlisted and 
to be kept in line, and the pastors themselves need the strength 
and inspiration which ccme from the ever-recurring vision of 
God's great world-wide army. 

(9). W e rect-mmend that at least once each year, and not 
oftener than each quarter, every church in the Convention be 
given an opportunity to add a free will offering to its regular 
gifts. There is ever the danger in every phase of our lives of 
becoming stereotyped and mechanical and formal. The occa­
sional and the unusual have a distinct place in our lives. This 
quarterly, or Srmi-onnual, or annual, offering should be the time 
when we are lifted above the narrowness of the professional 
and the regular into the wider vision of our duty and into the 
greater conception of the King lorn. Times come when some 
larger need calls for latger offerings and greater sacrifices. 

110). W e recommend _hat each year our Convention, our 
Boards, our laymen, our women, our district associations and 
our churches give time To the consideration of such sugges­
tions as these herein male, a.ranging for them some place on 
their programs.

64. The order of the day being the consideration of the 

interests of the Home Mission Board, F. C. McConnell, 

Texas, read the following report on 

Mission Schools. 

Your Committee interprets its function to be that of sug­
gestion, criticism and commendation of the feature or features 
referred to its consideration. Happily, we have no criticism of 
adverse nature. On the other hand, your Committee would 
felicitate the Convention on the wise management and success­
ful conduct of our mountain schools. We note that the schools 
have been increased in number, and most of them very much 
improved by new equipment. There being npiw [thirty-two 
mountain schools and several others among the foreign popu­
lation—Mexican, Italian, etc.,—where the Board finds it prac­
ticable and profitable to have such schools. 

Attention is directed to the very significant statement in 
the Board's report, that more than two-thirds of all the money 
raised and expended on these schools, which was more than 
forty thousand dollars, was raised in the communities where the 
schools are located. The schools have themselves enriched the 
soil from which this harvest is gathered. 

The attention of the Convention is called to the vast terri­
tory in South-Central Louisiana, where four hundred thousand 
French are without the gospel. A school similar to our moun­
tain schools would prove a prime factor in the evangelization 
of these people. 

Your Committee would call attention to the wisdom and 
good management of our Home Mission Board in the conduct 
of this most valuable and fruitful department of their many-sided work, much part of which, no doubt, is due to the 
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labors of Rev. A. E. Brown, the untiring superintendent of 
mountain schools, under whose wise and sympathetic sugges­
tions 149 teachers and more than 5,000 pupils are unitedly toil­
ing to make conditions better for the localities in which they 
live, and for the good of the whole world. 

In most of these school communities the romantic period is 
past, and the heroic struggle is on. The slow and steady process 
of educating a generation whose parentage has not enjoyed such 
privilege is a "task gigantic." It will be the wisdom of this 
Convention to give steady encouragement to these schools. 

Most heartily do we second the suggestion of the Board's 
report in making a distinct appeal for endowment for these 
schools; the nature of the situation in almost every instance 
makes it more necessary. If the principalship were sufficiently 
supported by endowment, the permanent support and perpetuity 
of the schools would be secured. This endowment feature pre­
sents the more hopeful and inviting opportunity of doing a dis­
tinct service, because it will not require such a large sum of 
money to endow one of these principals, and at the same time 
will represent an institution as marked in its place as any in­
stitution we have.

.1,000,000 Building Loan Fund must be raised and be thorough­
ly established within the next three years. It is safe to say 
that if this fund were raised and its accruing benefits were ex­
tended to the needy churches, it would be an easy and delight­
ful task to raise the Judson Memorial Fund. 

Your Committee desires to call emphatic attention to that 
portion of the Home Board report which relates to the Building 
Loan Fund, and urge all our pastors and churches to the larg­
est and most loyal co-operation in the efforts being put forth 
by the Board for the realization of this most desirable end. W e 
take pleasure in congratulating the Beard upon securing Dr. 
L. B. Warren's services to lead us in this noble enterprise. Let 
us follow him to victory. 
With reference to the finances of the Board, we ask for at­

tention to several important and interesting items: 
The receipts for the year totaled $369,592,38, to which amount 

was added .14.500 surplus from the preceding year. After meet­
ing all obligations for the work of the year, a balance of $955.93 
is reported: tat this was possible only by cancelling condi­
tional appropriations amounting to §22,134.47. However, these 
appropriations are still considered, in the majority of cases, ob­
ligations which must be met as soon as the conditions on which 
they were made shall have been fulfilled. If these conditions 
had been met, the appropriations would have been paid, and 
instead of the Board having 8955.93 to its credit, there would 
have been a debt reported of S21.17S.54. 

Six States. Florida, Kentucky, New Mexico, Oklahoma, Ten­
nessee and Texas, exceeded in their contributions the amounts 
asked for last year by the Apportionment Committee. Mary­
land, North Carolina, South Carolina and Illinois made an ad­
vance, but did not reach the apportionment. If the ratio of 
increase made by those that surpassed the gifts of last year 
had been made by all the States, the full apportionment of $412.-
000 would have been met. 

Up to April there had been received .122.718, while on the 
last day of the fiscal year there was received S167.661. These 
circumstances mean that uncertainty and anxiety attended all 
the operations of the Board throughout the year, up to the very 
last day. Such a condition is undesirable, and must be con­
sidered as an element of hinderance and a cause of strain on 
the officials of the Board, which ought to be removed. Herein 
lies our most serious financial trouble, and because of it we 
insist upon regular, systematic offerings at the beginning of the 
conventional year. In view of the many large things to which 
we have set our hands, let us remember that we must not neg­
lect Home Missions. W e plead for a substantial advancement 
over what we have ever done before. Let our motto be: 'Ad­
vance in all directions!'"

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This Commission begs leave to report that soon after the 
Convention of last year letters were received by the Chairman 
from the President and Secretary of the Episcopal Commission, 
expressing gratification that the Commission was reappointed. 
Further correspondence during the year has brought out the 
fact that a number of other Christian bodies besides those al­
ready enlisted have appointed Commissions on the proposed 
Conference. As yet, however, the work is incomplete, and long 
waiting will still be necessary before the Conference becomes 
actually practicable. In the meantime it his been proposed that 
the various Commissions employ the interval of waiting in seek­
ing to arouse within their own denominations a deeper interest 
in Christian unity, in enlisting other Christian bodies near to 
themselves in practice, and in considering and studying both 
the differences and agreements between the various Christian 
communions with a view to better understanding. 

An informal Conference was called to meet in New York 
on May 8, to consider some preliminary questions and the prog­
ress already made. Your Commission was invited to partici­
pate in this Conference. The Chairman could not attend, but 
requested Brother Joshua Levering to represent our Commis­
sion at the proposed meeting. He also found it impracticable 
to attend. The Chairman requested the Secretary of the Episco­
pal Commission to furnish him, if possible, for this meeting of 

a the Convention some information regarding the results of the 
informal Conference. 

Mr. Robert H. Gardner, Secretary of the Episcopal Conven­
tion, replied, and has sent the following information: 

There were about forty men present at the meeting, repre­
senting about fifteen Commissions, and including a representa­
tive from the Church of England and one from the Russian 
Church in. New York. Mr. Gardiner states: "It was voted that 
each Commission should appoint a representative on an Ad­
visory Committee, to meet with the Episcopal Commission and 
its Executive Committee from time to time to consider measures 
to be taken to advance the movement. It was also voted that 
a deputation should be sent to Great Britain to press the mat­
ter on the attention of the Free Churches there. It was also 
suggested that probably the best plan to further the object of 
the Conference will be. to appoint student committees, repre­
senting, as far as possible, the whole world and all the commun­
ions entitled to participate in the Conference, who shall spend, 
if need be, years in formulating the questions on which we are 
now at difference. It is hoped that such a committee of schol­
ars and earnest Christians would succeed in finding a greater 
measure of agreement than we now, in our isolation, suppose 
exists." 

Up to this time there have been appointed in the United 
States, Canada and England, twenty-two Commissions; and the 
Episcopal Commission is still diligently working to secure the 
appointment of others, so as to make the proposed Conference 
really world-wide. 

In view of the facts as recited above, we recommend that a 
Commission be reappointed for the present year to keep in 
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touch with the movement and be ready to report information 
for such action as this Convention may hereafter take.

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tian body in America we have had large success in this funda­
mental and blessed work. In some degree we have also for 
long committed ourselves to the work of vitalization and train­
ing, as is attested by every theological seminary, Sunday school, 
denominational college, mission society and mission school. 

But not until the creation of this new department of the 
H o m e Mission Board has our denomination ever set seriously to 
the task of putting the whole Baptist body behind the work of 
developing the whole body of Christ, the local church. 

W e have started none too soon to enlist the sympathy and 
helpfulness of our whole denomination in this sacred task. Ten 
thousand and twenty-three churches, so far as the records show, 
give nothing to H o m e or Foreign Missions. For this alarming-
situation we have long placed the whole responsibility on the 
pastors, while at the same time we have turned few inspirational 
or sympathetic influences in the direction of these men of God, 
to help them catch a larger vision or to bear their burdens. 

It is the deliberate judgment of your committee that this new 
work of the H o m e Board ought to command the large and gen­
erous support of this Convention and the whole denomination. 
W e want and we need more money for missions at home and 
abroad and w e must have more money. But we will not get the 
money for missions that tens of thousands of untrained Baptists 
have unless we train them, and the training they need is rather 
such as will enlarge and inspire their lives than such as will 
devote its whole energies to finding the quickest way to their 
pocketbooks. Let us, who rejoice in souls saved for heaven, 
rejoice also in lives trained to serve the Master in this present 
life. 

The political doctrine of conservation calls us to conserve 
the resources of soil and forest and mine. Spiritual conserva­
tion challenges us to conserve the precious resources to be 
found in thousands of undeveloped disciples, who have accepted 
Christ, but w h o m w e have not taught, and who, therefore1, have 
no vision of the kingdom and no fellowship in service with their 
own spiritual body that counts them on the rolls of its churches. 

It is the judgment of your committee that the workers in 
this department should not be mere money-getters, but to help 
the pastors to train and inspire the churches and show them 
better things. Our people are ready to respond to tactful and 
fraternal approach. Moreover, in this instance the longest way 
around is the nearest way through. If we will train and help 
our undeveloped churches, because it is the will of the Master 
for us to do this, they will cheerfully bring many thousands to 
cur mission treasuries. 

Dr. Burrows calls attention that the net increase of South­
ern Baptists was only 25,000 during the last year, much less than 
in any recent year. This suggests that we have reached the 
limit of our prestige in extensive growth, if we do not institute 
intensive missionary effort to bring our lagging churches into 
the fellowship of a triumphant program for world redemption. 

Several States have already entered heartily into this enlist­
ment work on the cooperative basis and plans outlined in the 
H o m e Mission Board report. W e , your committee, do most 
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heartily commend this department to the entire Southern Bap­
tist constituency and do urge that all the States take up this 
cooperative field work as soon as possible.

All things considered, the present year has been the most 
gratifying and successful in the long and eventful history of the 
Home Mission Board. In other Conventions cur mighty slogan 
has been, "Enlightenment and Enlistment." In this Convention 
we are glad to be able to say that this motto has been in a large 
measure realized. Simultaneous with the enlistment of hun­
dreds of heretofore unenlisted churches, together with the addi­
tion of thousands of new converts reported by our missionaries 
and evangelists from all parts of our Home Mission field, there 
has been a corresponding quickening of the spiritual life in well-
nigh all of our churches. 

During the past conventional year a new "Department of En­
listment and Cooperation" has been organized, with Dr. A. C 
Cree as its head. While this department is scarcely more than 
six months old, enough has already been accomplished through 
the cooperation of field workers in different States to guarantee 
far-reaching and abiding results in the future. 

Co-operative Work.—In nearly every State forming the con­
stituency of our Southern Baptist Convention, the Home Board 
is doing cooperative work. In some of the older and stronger 
States the amount of money contributed was only a small part 
of the total amount spent by the State itself, while in other and 
newer States the amount given by the Board was the larger 
portion.

population of more than 1,000,000 people there are onlv S Baptists. There are eighteen counties with a 1 l 6 6 , 0 0 0 400,000 people without a single Baptist church T h Z n of lllBie are twen-
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ty-five cities, with a population ranging from 1,000 to 10,000, 
without a Baptist church. There are stretches in the State 160 
miles long without a gospel organization and no gospel preacher. 
There are large communities in the State where a Baptist 
preacher has never been heard. With only 28 churches in the 
State having full-time preaching; with only 30 churches having 
half-time preaching; with over 600 churches having one-fourth-
time preaching, and with less than 250 preachers to man more 
than 700 churches, how can we hope to win the victory? Here, 
then, in a task to test the metal of the Home Board. Here is a 
condition that should fire with holy zeal every Southern Baptist 
heart. But notwithstanding these tremendous odds against 
which our denomination in the State has been contending, we 
have it from the pen of a foremost pastor that there was1 never 
a time when the Baptist appeal found such a hearty response in 
the State of Louisiana. May God give us the grace and the 
means to go in and possess the land. Our Ouban work is 
growing into permanency. The ten years of seed-sowing, during 
which our Board has been at work in Cuba, is ripening into a 
glorious harvest of fruitage. This is seen in the building of 
church houses and pastoriums; the better training of the people 
in Bible study and doctrine, and more especially in the estab­
lishment of our Cuban-American College in Havana. It is con­
fidently expected that with ten years of additional progress upon 
such a foundation as w e have laid during the past ten years, 
we shall achieve results that are both remarkable and abid­
ing. Concerning the work of the Board among the negroes, but 
little need be said. With more than half of all the negro church 
membership in this country in Baptist churches, we have a suffi­
cient vindication for whatever of effort we have made among 
these dependent people. But when we remember that there 
are two and one-half million negro Baptists in our Southland, 
we are compelled to admit that the small expenditure of only 
$15,000 is altogether inadequate to help this large negro Chris­
tian body, who have our faith and who practice our ordinances. 
During the past conventional year the H o m e Board maintained 
wholly or in part forty negro missionaries. In addition to this 
the Board added a negro evangelist to our evangelistic staff, 
who has done substantial work by way of evangelizing his own 
people and in bringing them into a more harmonious relation 
with the whites. 

Summary of the Year's Work.—Now a glance at the summary 
of the year's work will be inspiring as well as informing. The 
following facts include the work of the H o m e Board in conjunc­
tion with other agencies: Number of workers, 1601; churches 
and stations supplied, 3,295; evangelistic meetings held, 205; 
baptisms, 26,935; received otherwise, 23,109; churches consti­
tuted, 222; houses built or improved, 418; Sunday schools organ­
ized, 660; Bible conferences held, 49,4; Bibles and Testaments 
distributed, 24,772; pages of tracts distributed, 4,398,649. 

In addition to these figures a statement concerning the inde­
pendent work of our H o m e Board is interesting: Number of 
missionaries, 285; baptisms by independent missionaries, 5,876; 
baptisms creditable to the H o m e Board in cooperative work, 7,324; total of such baptisms, 13,200. 
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The above facts show that the results of our Home Mission 
work in the matter of baptisms is much larger than that of any 
other domestic board in America. While several of the Boaros 
of ether denominations spend many times more money than our 
Board, yet the results are not so large, again demonstrating the 
superior work and wisdom or our Board over other Boarcs by 
way of comparison. 
Comparative Statement.—During the past ten years the de­
velopment cf Home Mission interest and the growth of Home 
Mission work have been phenomenal. While the receipts have 
increased 300 per cent, the additions, as a result of Home Mis­
sion work, have increased 340 per cent. Thus the per cent of 
results is larger than the per cent of expenditure. Always a 
wholesome condition.

Now ̂ you will observe that in al! points of comparison we 
accomplished nearly as much during the past ten years as we 
accomplished during the previous fifty-seven vears. while in the 
more vital matter cf baptisms, we bad two and ouehalf times as 
many.

that ir is becoming increasingly difficult to reach the masses 
with the gospel: For let it never be forgotten thar our Home 
Mission workers serve largely among the lowly.

The Reports of the Vice Presidents of Boards, 

which had been displaced on the day before (item 73), was 

taken up and adopted, as follows: 

We, your Committee to whom has been referred the Reports 
of the Vice Presidents, submit the following: 

W e rejoice to record tbat from a careful review of the re­
ports that have come into our hands we find that the honorary 
office of Vice President is fast becoming one of the most efficient 
and aggressive factors on our work of enlisting the latent ener­
gies of the churches. The thirty-six Vice Presidents of this 
Convention, representing our two great mission boards, are 
among the choicest men of the Convention and are taking their 
task most seriously. They are the channels for the sending 
forth of a helpful literature, for the writing of many personal 
letters, and the delivery of public addresses on occasions that 
count. They have been energetic and most effective. 
Our Vice Presidents are making good use of the Associational 

Representatives, so that this position also has become not an 
empty honor, but a most helpful service. They come in direct 
touch with the pastors and the local churches, and wherever they 
are at all aggressive, bring forth gratifying results. 

It is the profound conviction of this Committee that the right 
men as State Vice Presidents and Associational Representatives 
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will furnish us invaluable help in the enlistment of the back­
ward churches. In this already well-organized part of our ma­
chinery the new department of "Enlargement and Enlistment" 
will find ready to hand a channel of effective work. 

W e note with satisfaction that our Boards during the past 
year have, at important meetings, invited their Vice Presidents 
from all the States to gather with them. Thus brought into 
close touch with the work of the Board, tney have been able to 
render a more intelligent and enthusiastic service. W e also note 
that the State Vice Presidents have in turn, at appropriate and 
convenient times and places, called together the Associational 
Representatives of their Board and that such conferences have 
been of great value. These meetings have sometimes been in 
connection with some general State meeting and sometimes a 
special gathering of its own. In the report of J. L. Gross, 
Foreign Mission Vice President for Texas, we find the following: 
"Perhaps the greatest thing done was to gather together the 
Associational Representatives on the occasion of the Texas 
Layman's Convention in March and inspire them to make a great 
campaign. This gathering accounts largely for the splendid 
increase which Texas sent to Richmond, going $1,800.00 above 
her apportionment." This Committee desires to put the whole 
emphasis of its report upon this new departure and they recom­
mend: 

1. That the Mission Boards make the most of at least a once-
a-year gathering of their State Vice Presidents to a meeting of 
the Board. 

2. That every State Vice President, at such times and places 
as seem most feasible, call conferences of his Associational Rep­
resentatives. Let this be done with the helpful presence of one 
ot tne Board Secretaries, and made instructive and inspirational.

Sunday School Lessons. 

The Committee on Sunday School Lessons called to meet at 
St. Louis April 1st and 2d, but hindered by the high water, held 
a meeting at Nashville, Tenn., April 2d and 3d, 1913. The com­
mittee pursued their study of the problems before them in 
accordance with the outline proposed in their report to the Con­
vention last year, as follows: 
"1. To study the conditions in the Sunday school 

world so far as they effect Sunday school lesson courses. 
"2. To begin an investigation of the general subject of 

lesson courses to discover the best possible lessons for 
use in our Sunday school. 

"3. To examine the tentative outlines issued from 
time to time by the International Lesson Committee for 
the criticism of Sunday school experts and to submit 
suggestions in regard to the same to the said Interna­
tional Lesson Committee before the lessons are finally 
issued for use in our schools. 

"4. To confer with our Sunday School Board regard­
ing matters about which they may desire our advice and 
cooperation. 

'5. To consider the ways in which the instruction in 
our Sunday schools may be made to advance our own 
special interests as a denomination." 

Denominational Supervision of Lesson Courses-
The work which your Lesson Committee thus outlined for 
itself leads us to express our conviction as to the importance 
and difficulty of the task committed to our care. In carrying 
out the policy announced we have already supervised and to 
some extent revised the various courses of lessons offered to 
us by the International Lesson Committee. Since the organi­
zation of this committee several other denominations have pro­
vided for committees more or less like ours in the scope of 
their work. Whatever, therefore, may be the final decision as 
to the course of lessons we will use, a very important thing 
has taken place: W e will no longer take our lessons without 
careful supervision on the part of an official body of our own. 
This seems likely to become the settled policy of the various 
denominations in their attitude toward the International les­
sons. The Sunday School Council of Evangelical Denomina­
tions, representing all the denominational houses of this coun­
try and Canada, at its last meeting at Dayton, Ohio, adopted 
the following resolution, which expresses very forcibly the 
new viewpoint in lesson supervision and even lesson construc­
tion:
