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CONSTITUTION 

The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and other 
religious bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of 
the United States, met in Augusta, Georgia, for the purpose of 
carrying into effect the benevolent intentions of our constituents 
by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining, and directing the 
energies of the denomination for the propagation of the Gospel, 
adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as amended 

from time to time, are as follows: 

Article I. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist 
Convention." 

Art. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote 
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con­
nected with the Redeemer's Kingdom, and to combine for this 
purpose such portions of the Baptist denomination in the United 
States as may desire a general organization for Christian be­
nevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal 
rights of the churches. 

Art. III. The Convention shall consist (1) of messengers who 
contribute funds, or are elected by Baptist bodies contributing 
funds for the regular work of the Convention, on the basis of 
one messenger for every $250 actually paid into the treasuries 
of the Boards during the fiscal year ending the thirtieth day of 
April next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one 
representative from each of the District Associations which co­
operate with this Convention, provided that such representative 
be formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa­
tion, and the election certified to the Secretaries of the Conven­
tion, either in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes. 
Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, 

four Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor-rwho shall, in event 
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, 
and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual meeting, 
and hold their offices until a new election; and the officers of the 
Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, members of the 
several Boards. 
Art. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as 

many Boards of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary 
for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro­
mote—all of which Boards may continue in office until a new 
election. Each of these Boards shall consist of eighteen members 
residing at or near the locality of the Board, and of one member 
for each State co-operating with the Convention. Seven members 
shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. Each 
Board shall elect its own President, Recording Secretary, Treas­
urer, Auditor, additional Secretaries and such other officers and 
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employes as it may deem necessary for the efficient conduct of 
its work and business, except that the Corresponding Secretary 
of each Board shall be elected by the Convention itself as herein­
after provided, and this Secretary may be named by the Board as 
its Treasurer if deemed advisable. The compensation of its offi­
cers and employes shall be fixed by each Board, but no salaried 
officer or employe of any Board may be a member thereof. To 
each Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Conven­
tion, the entire management of all the affairs relative to the 
objects with whose interests it shall be charged; all of which 
management shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional 
provisions adopted by this Convention, and such other instruc­
tions as may be given from time to time. Each Board shall be 
authorized to enact its own By-Laws, and to fill any vacancy 
occurring in its membership or in the office of Corresponding 
Secretary between the meetings of the Convention. 
Art. VI. At each annual meeting the Convention shall elect 

for each Board as its executive officer a Corresponding Secretary, 
who shall be responsible to the Board during the interval of the 
meetings of the Convention and may for any necessary cause 
and by a two-thirds vote of all the members (resident and State) 
be removed from office by the Board. In case of his removal, 
resignation or death, the Board is authorized to elect an Acting 
Secretary to serve until the next meeting of the Convention. The 
duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be in general terms 
such as recognized custom devolves upon executive officers of 
this kind, with such other duties as the Board may prescribe. 
The management of business shall be subject always to the 
authority and approval of the Board, with ultimate reference to 
the Convention itself. 
Art. VII. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account 

for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all re­
ceipts and disbursements, and make report of them to the Con­
vention whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as 
often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties 
of his office, give competent security to the President of the 
Board for all the stocks and funds committed to his care. His 
books shall always be open to the inspection of members of the 
Board and of the Convention. He shall not pay out money from 
the Treasury except under such orders and safeguards as the 
Board may enact for the proper conduct of its financial affairs. 
Art. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards 

shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other 
documents as may be committed to them for the purpose. 
Art. IX. All the officers, Boards, missionaries, and agents ap­

pointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards, shall be 
members of some regular church in union with the churches 
composing this Convention. 
Art. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this 

Convention must, previous to their appointment, furnish evi­
dence of genuine piety, fervent zeal in their Master's cause, and 
talents which fit them for the service for which they offer them­
selves. 
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Art. XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven­
tion shall have the right to specify the object or objects to which 
their contributions shall be applied. But when no such specifi­
cation is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at 
its own discretion. 
Art. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, 

but extra meetings may be called by the President, with the 
approbation of any of the Boards of Managers. A majority of the 
attending delegates shall not be necessary to make a quorum for 
the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of 
his death, any of the Vice-Presidents, of the Convention, may, at 
the request of two of its Boards, change the time and the place 
of meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him 
inexpedient to convene at the time or place appointed. 
Art. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may 

be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members 
present when the vote is taken without regard to total enrollment 
at any annual meeting of the Convention, provided no amendment 
may be considered after the second day of the Convention. 

BY-LAWS 

In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the 
following By-Laws are adopted for the government of the Con­
vention: 

1. It shall be the duty of the Secretaries of the Convention 
to be present at the place of meeting at least one day in ad­
vance of the annual sessions for the purpose of enrolling the 
members of the Convention who shall present themselves with 
proper evidence of their right to be enrolled; and this enroll­
ment shall be recognized as constituting the Convention. The 
Secretaries are authorized to add the names of accredited mes­
sengers who arrive later than the opening day. In case of any 
question arising as to the rights of messengers to seats, a Com­
mittee on Credentials shall be raised, to which all pertinent 
matters shall be referred, and report be made to the Convention. 
It shall be the duty of the Secertaries within thirty days after 
the annual meeting of the Convention to notify all members of 
standing committees of their appointment, and to inform chair­
men of such committees of their appointment as chairmen. It 
shall also be the duty of the Secretaries to be present at the place 
of meeting of the Convention far enough in advance to aid the 
local committee in making suitable arrangements for the con­
duct of the business of the Convention. They shall see that 
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committee rooms, places for exhibits, displaying charts and all 
other details shall be so provided for as to prevent disturbance 
of the Convention in its deliberations, and in general take such 
measures as experience shows to be requisite for the orderly and 
convenient dispatch of business. 
2. The Rules of Order for the Convention shall be those laid 

down in Mell's "Manual of Parliamentary Practice," and Ker-
foot's "Parliamentary Law," but in cases where these authori­
ties differ, or for which they do not provide, the President shall 
exercise his discretion, subject to appeal to the Convention. 
3. The President, Vice-Presidents, and Secretaries of the Con­

vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when 
there is only one nomination for any office, the Secretary or any 
one designated for the purpose, if there be no objection, may be 
instructed to cast the ballot for the Convention. 
4. Speeches in support of any brother's nomination for an 

office of the Convention shall be limited to one speech of nomi­
nation, and one speech seconding the nomination; also, addresses 
and responses of welcome shall be limited to one address of not 
more than fifteen minutes in length, and one response of not 
more than ten minutes. 
5. Unless otherwise ordered by special action and as soon as 

possible after organization the four Vice-Presidents elected by the 
Convention and five other brethren, appointed by the President, 
shall constitute a Committee on Committees, whose duty it shall 
be to appoint the following committees: (1) On Order of Busi­
ness; (2) on Religious Services; (3) on Nominations of Trustees 
of the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary; (4) on Nomina­
tions of the Boards and Standing Committees of the Convention; 
(5) on Arrangements for the Next Meeting; (6) on Woman's 
Work Auxiliary to the Convention; and, (7) unless otherwise 
provided, such other committees, customary or new, as the Con­
vention may direct. Provided, that no one shall be appointed as 
a member of more than one committee at any one session of the 
Convention, except for special reasons, and no one shall be ap­
pointed on the same committee for two successive years, except 
for special reasons. 
6. There shall be chosen an Executive Committee composed of 

the President and Secretary of the Convention, one member from 
each of the Boards of the Convention, and one additional member 
from each State represented in the Convention. The President 
and Secretary of the Convention shall be ex-officio Chairman and 
Secretary of the Committee; the members from the Boards shall 
be elected by the Boards, and the members from the States shall 
be elected by the Convention and have no official connection with 
the Convention or any of its agencies. Its duties and functions 
shall be as follows: (1) To act for the Convention during the 
interim of its meetings on matters not otherwise provided for in 
its plans of work; (2) to have oversight of arrangements for 
the meeting of the Convention with authority to change, if neces­
sary, the time and place of meeting; (3) to act in an advisory 
way on matters of policy and co-operation arising between the 
Boards of the Convention; (4) to hold meetings at such times 



BY-LAWS 19 

and places as it may select, the necessary expenses of such meet­
ings to be a charge equally divided among the Boards of the 
Convention; (5) to make report of its proceedings and receive 
instructions at each annual meeting of the Convention. The 
committee shall have no further duties except as other things 
may be committed to it by the Convention itself. 
7. The Boards of the Convention elected under Article V of 

the Constitution shall be as follows: The Foreign Mission Board, 
located at Richmond, Va.; the Home Mission Board, at Atlanta, 
Ga.; the Sunday School Board, at Nashville, Tenn.; the Relief 
and Annuity Board, at Dallas, Tex.; the Education Board, at 
Birmingham, Ala. The following shall be Standing Committees 
of the Convention: The Executive Committee; on the Laymen's 
Movement; on Temperance and Social Service; and the Sunday 
School Lessons Committee. It is made the duty of the Committee 
on Nominations at each session to name for election the members 
of these Boards and Committees. 
8. The Boards of the Convention are directed to form the 

closest possible connection with the State Boards, where such 
exist, in such a way as shall be mutually agreeable, and in other 
cases to secure such agency as each of the Boards may deem best, 
in both cases providing for the necessary expenses incurred. 
9. The Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention are in­

structed to secure frequent distribution of information relating 
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets and other­
wise, as may be found expedient among our people. 
10. Either applause or dissent on the floor of the Convention 

is out of order, and it shall be the duty of the presiding officer 
promptly to suppress all such demonstrations. 
11. The Committee on Order of Business, as provided for in 

By-Law 5 (1), shall act as a standing committee and suggest an 
order of business for the next meeting of the Convention. In so 
providing, this committee shall have due regard to the customary 
practices and precedents of the Convention in arranging for the 
orderly and efficient conduct of its business and discussion of its 
work. 

12. At each meeting of the Convention special committees of 
one from each State, and the District of Columbia, shall be ap­
pointed to consider and report at the next meeting upon the 
annual reports of the several Boards. To facilitate consideration 
and discussion of these interests the following method of pro­
cedure is hereby adopted: (1) Each Board shall transmit to 
every member of the Committee on its work a copy of its annual 
report as soon as possible before the meeting of the Convention, 
and also prepare a brief printed digest for distribution among 
the members of the Convention; (2) the Committees on the 
Reports of the Boards shall assemble the day before the meeting 
of the Convention and study the Reports with a view to present­
ing to the Convention a maturely considered report on each 
Board's work during the preceding year; (3) in consultation with 
the Secretaries of the Boards and the Committee on Order of 
Business, the work of each Board shall be presented to the Con­
vention for discussion and action and continue until completion 
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as follows: (a) The General Secretary or other representative of 
the Board may on the basis of the printed digest make such ex­
planations and remarks as he may desire; (b) the report of the 
Committee on the Board's report shall then be presented; (c) 
discussion shall then follow and continue till the work of that 
Board is disposed of. 
13. The Boards and other Special Committees dealing with 

matters of general importance and interest shall be desired to 
have in the hands of the Secretaries of the Convention at least 
one week in advance, copies of their reports to be submitted 
at the approaching Convention, to be used by them in preparing 
data for the Associated Press in accordance with their require­
ments, in order that the work of the Convention may be given 
due and becoming publicity; and the President shall appoint 
annually a member of this Convention, whose duty it shall be 
to co-operate with the representatives of the secular press in 
furnishing intelligent, accurate and creditable reports at this 
Convention, while it is in session, and that he be allowed $100 
annually for such services. 

14. The By-Laws may be altered at any time by a majority 
vote, except on the last day of the Convention. 

CHARTER 

AN ACT 

TO INCORPORATE THE SOUTHERN BAPTIST CONVENTION 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of 
the State of Georgia, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby 
enacted by the authority of the same, That from and after the 
passage of this Act, That William B. Johnson, Wilson Lumpkin, 
James B. Taylor, A. Docrey, R. B. C. Howell, and others, their 
associates and successors, be and they are hereby incorporated 
and made a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTH­
E R N BAPTIST CONVENTION, with authority to receive, hold, 
possess, retain, and dispose of property, either real or personal, 
to sue and be sued, and to make all by-laws, rules and regulations 
necessary to the transaction of their business, not inconsistent 
with the laws of this State or of the United States; said cor­
poration being created for the purpose of eliciting, combining 
and directing the energies of the BAPTIST DENOMINATION 
OF CHRISTIANS, for the propagation of the Gospel, any law, 
usage or custom to the contrary notwithstanding. 
Approved December 27, 1845. 



-PROCEEDINGS-

W A S H I N G T O N , D.C, M A Y 12, 1920. 

T H E S O U T H E R N BAPTIST C O N V E N T I O N met at 
11 A.M. in Liberty Hut and was called to order by 
J. B. Gambrell, Texas, President of the previous 

Convention. 

2. After singing, led by Robert H. Coleman, Texas, and 
prayer, led by W . S. Wiley, Oklahoma, the Convention 
was addressed by Thomas R. Marshall, Vice-President of 
the United States, and by Louis Brownlow, Commissioner 
of the District of Columbia. 

3. Further devotional exercises included the singing c' 
"Amazing Grace," the reading and comment on the sixth 
chapter of Isaiah, by Thomas W . O'Kelley, North Caro­
lina, and prayer led by Charles W . Daniel, Georgia. 

4. The Secretaries made the following report: 

We find that according to Article III of the Constitution a total 
of 16,270 messengers are eligible to seats in this Convention, 
15,345 on the financial basis and 925 by associational appoint­
ment. 
Complying with Section 1 of the By-Laws, we began enrolling 

members of this Convention at 8 A.M., May 11. At the hour for 
the opening of the Convention the enrollment had reached 5,008. 
While this enrollment constitutes the Convention, we recom­

mend that, pending their registration, messengers who arrive 
too late to be enrolled be recognized as members of the Con­
vention. 
And while we are authorized to add the names of accredited 

messengers who arrive later than the opening day, we earnestly 
(21) 
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request that they register as soon as possible during recess in 
order that we may speedily and accurately compile the Roll of 
Representatives for insertion in the Convention Annual. 

5. The organization of the body being in order, W. S. 
Wiley, Oklahoma, nominated for the Presidency of the 
Convention J. B. Gambrell, Texas, and the nomination was 
seconded by W . D. Upshaw, Georgia. With A. C. Cree, 
Georgia, in the chair, other nominations were made for the 
Presidency: W . M. Nevins, Kentucky, presenting the name 
of W . W . Landrum, Kentucky, and Alex W . Bealer, Geor­
gia, presenting the name of John D. Mell, Georgia. Under 
suspension of the rules, a viva voce vote was taken, resulting 
in the election of J. B. Gambrell, who thereupon resumed 
the chair. 

6. For the Vice-Presidency of the Convention Harry L. 
Strickland, Tennessee, nominated D. H. Harris, Missouri; 
J. C. C. Dunford, South Carolina, nominated John E. 
White, South Carolina; George W . McDaniel, Virginia, 
nominated W . W . Landrum, Kentucky, and B. C. Hening, 
Tennessee, nominated J. H. Anderson, Tennessee; where­
upon nominations were, upon motion, closed, and the nomi­
nees were elected. 

7. On motion of Arch C. Cree, Georgia, the ballot of the 
Convention was cast by 0. L. Hailey, Tennessee, for Hight 
C. Moore, Tennessee, and J. Henry Burnett, Georgia, for 
Secretaries of the Convention. 

8. On motion of W . J. Levi, Kentucky, W . P. Harvey, 
Kentucky, was elected Auditor of the Convention. 

9. George W . Norton, Kentucky, was elected Treasurer 
of the Convention on motion of B. D. Gray, Georgia. 

10. The Convention was briefly addressed by President 
Gambrell. 

11. 0. L. Hailey, Tennessee, presented the report of the 
Committee on Order of Business, which was adopted and 
the Commitee continued. 
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12. On behalf of the Baptists of Washington, J. J. Muir, 
pastor of Temple Baptist Church, extended welcome to the 
Convention. 

13. A letter was read from Samuel H. Greene, for forty 
years pastor of Calvary Baptist Church, Washington, send­
ing greetings and expressing regret that he could not at­
tend the Convention. 

14. The following letter from the Prime Minister of Great 
Britain was read: 

11 Downing Street,.Whitehall, S. W. I. 
4th December, 1919. 

Dear Sir: I shall be grateful if you will kindly convey to the 
meeting of the Southern Baptist Convention my sincere thanks 
for their very kind invitation to me to be present at the Con­
vention which is to meet next year in Washington. I would cor­
dially welcome such an opportunity of meeting my fellow Bap­
tists in America and of paying tribute to their devotion to those 
great principles which are essential to the life of the community. 
The cordial relations which have for many years existed between 
your great country and the British Empire, and which have been 
very considerably strengthened by their common experiences 
during the last five years of struggle and turmoil, are full of 
promise for the future. It would give me very great pleasure to 
visit.the United States, but I very much regret that the demands 
upon my time are such as to render it impossible for me to 
promise to visit your Convention next year. I wish you and your 
colleagues God-speed in the great work to which you have de­
voted yourselves.

18. The Convention adjourned with prayer by W. A. 
MeComb, Mississippi. ; 
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W E D N E S D A Y — A f t e r n o o n Session. 

19. The Convention assembled at 3 o'clock, President 
Gambrell in the chair. The service of praise included duet 
by Evangelists I. E. Reynolds, Texas, and E. L. Wolslagel, 
North Carolina, and prayer by R. M. Inlow, Tennessee. 

20. Joshua Levering, Maryland, for the Trustees of the 
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, reported the fol­
lowing vacancies on the Board: 

Maryland, 1; Virginia, 1; North Carolina, 2; South 
Carolina, 2; Georgia, 1; Florida, 1; Alabama, 1; Missis­
sippi, 1; Missouri, 2; Tennessee, 1. 
Also for new members: one each from Maryland, Ten­

nessee and Alabama. 

The following resolution was adopted: 

Resolved, That a Committee of one from each State re­
porting the above vacancies be appointed to nominate to 
this Convention three brethren residing in said States for 
each of the existing vacancies, from which the Board of 
Trustees of the Seminary will fill the vacancies in accord­
ance with the fundamental principles of the institution.

22. The Seventy-fifth Annual Report of the Home Mis­
sion Board [Appendix B] was presented by Correspond­
ing Secretary B. D. Gray, Georgia, and referred to the 
Committee on the Report of the Home Mission Board. 

23. The Twenty-ninth Annual Report of the Sunday 
School Board [Appendix C] was presented by Correspond­
ing Secretary I. J. Van Ness, Tennessee, and referred to 
the Committee on the Report of the Sunday School Board. 
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24. On request of Hugh T. Stevenson of the local Com­
mittee, the Committee on Committees was instructed to ap­
point at once a Committee to arrange a program for over­
flow meetings. 

25. The First Annual Report of the Board of Education 
[Appendix E] was presented by Acting Corresponding 
Secretary J. E. Dillard, Alabama, and referred to the Com­
mittee on Report of the Education Board. 

26. The Second Annual Report of the Relief and Annu­
ity Board [Appendix D] was presented by Corresponding 
Secretary William Lunsford, Texas, and referred to the 
Committee on Report of the Relief, and Annuity Board. 

27. The Third Annual Report of the Directors of the 
Baptist Bible Institute was presented by President B. H. 
DeMent, Louisiana, as follows: 

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE BAPTIST 
BIBLE INSTITUTE. 

With genuine gratitude for manifold blessings, we present to 
you our second annual report. The hand of our God is leading 
us in paths we know not, and into fields we have not explored. 
More and more we are convinced that the Bible Institute has 
been planted by the Lord, and is being guarded by His provi­
dence and nurtured by His grace. 
W e have had some able additions to our faculty during the 

past year. 
Dr. John T. Christian accepted the chair of Christian History 

and the position of Librarian, and has been discharging his duties 
with eminent satisfaction. He has also done the major part of 
teaching in Sunday School Pedagogy, and has assisted in New 
Testament Interpretation. 
Dr. C. C. Carroll has entered vigorously on his work as Pro­

fessor of Christian doctrines and missions. He, too, has rendered 
valuable service in the New Testament Department. 
Professor E. O. Sellers has been doing a noble and popular 

work as head of the Music Department, teacher of personal 
work and director of student activities. The report hour, held 
every week, continues to prove a unique and vital feature of 
the Institute. 
At the April meeting, the directors created "the Department 

of Spanish, French and Italian." Dr. R. P. Mahon has been se­
cured as head of this department. He will have able assistants, 
who will teach not only the structure of the languages, but 
also certain select institute courses in the student's mother 
tongue. 
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The Department of Evangelism was also created and Dr. George 
H. Crutcher was elected to take charge of thia important work. 
He has accepted the professorship and will enter upon his duties 
at an early date. 
Professor Maurice G. Beckwith has accepted the position as 

teacher of voice and piano. 
A correspondence course was authorized and the faculty will 

offer studies in this department beginning with the next session. 
During January, at the request of some Mississippi pastors, 

special courses in the Bible were given by the Institute. There 
was an encouraging attendance, and in the future this type of 
work will be undertaken on a larger scale. 
February was an epoch-making month. At the suggestion of 

Dr. George H. Crutcher, Corresponding Secretary of Louisiana 
Baptist Convention, the Louisiana State Board of Missions guar­
anteed the expenses of all of its employees and of the fourth-
time Baptist pastors in the State, if they would attend the Bap­
tist Bible Institute during that month. They came ninety-five 
strong. They were given courses, special and regular, adapted 
to their needs and desires, judging from their looks, words and 
deeds. W e hope that a similar plan will be adopted by other 
states. 
W e have had a large number of denominational leaders to visit 

the Institute during the year. With one accord, they expressed 
surprise and gratitude at the magnificent property and the fine 
student body. 
During the session, there has been an enrollment of about one 

hundred and fifty students from sixteen states and representing 
six nationalities. Also about fifty have matriculated in night 
classes and over a hundred additional preachers attended during 
the month of January or February. 
There have been many valuable additions to the Library by 

both gift and purchase. Dr. Christian's collection of about 
eighteen thousand volumes has been accepted with gratitude and 
is being catalogued according to recent up-to-date library 
methods. W e desire to mention the munificent donation of Dr. 
Charles Manly, former president of Furman University, who pre­
sented us with his library of seven hundred volumes. It is an 
excellent collection of books, covering a wide field of knowledge. 
As to property, we have a great administration building, a com­

modious lecture building and a beautiful stone chapel. All of 
these buildings are ample for their purposes. W e have, however, 
only meager dormitory facilities, though it was thought when we 
opened the school that they would be sufficient for years. The 
men's building and the women's building are excellent structures, 
but will accommodate only about sixty students each. Part of 
this session they have been full. Prospects are that they will 
overflow next fall, then what? 
Within two years we ought to have a large dormitory for 

men and at an early date, a similar one for women. The build­
ings will cost from one hundred and fifty to two hundred thou­
sand dollars each. W e own the lot for the future dormitory for 
men. The prospects for securing sufficient ground adjoining the 
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present women's building, on which to put up adequate quarters 
for women, are good. 
Then our student families must be provided better accommo­

dations. This is no fancy, but a rigid reality. First, it is prac­
tically impossible to find rooms to rent. Second, if perchance 
they should be found, the rent is prohibitive. W e own quarters 
for twenty student families and will need to double or treble 
such accommodations next session. In justice to our faithful 
men and women who are willing to sacrifice to their utmost to 
equip themselves for Christian service, we ought to provide in 
the next few years, accommodations that will cost at least 
$100,000. «s 
Then, too, we shall need in a year or two a fireproof building 

to accommodate a unique and rapid-growing library. W e shall 
also need several additional homes for professors. 
W e appreciate the continued substantial co-operation of the 

Sunday School Board and the Home Mission Board in the conduct 
of the school, and the incorporation of the Baptist Bible Institute 
in the seventy-five million campaign in a worthy way. 
W e feel that we have reached a great hour in Baptist history 

and believe that the Baptist Bible Institute will bring large divi­
dends to all who invest their money, their influence, their chil­
dren, and their own blood-bought selves in this young child of 
providence and champion of all of our denominational enter­
prises.

28. The Thirteenth Annual Report of the Laymen's Mis­
sionary Movement was presented by General Secretary 
J. T. Henderson, Tennessee, as follows: 

THIRTEENTH ANNUAL REPORT 
OF T H E EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE OF T H E LAYMEN'S 

MISSIONARY M O V E M E N T OF T H E SOUTHERN 
BAPTIST CONVENTION 

M A Y 14, 1920. 

During the Seventy-five Million Campaign, the Laymen's Mis­
sionary Movement sought to rally all its committees, leaders, 
and the laymen in general, to the most loyal support of the poli­
cies announced by the Campaign Commission. By the use of 
literature and by public addresses, it endeavored not only to 
create sentiment for large giving, but the members of the Execu­
tive Committee and other leaders set a high standard for the 
masses by their own liberal gifts and thereby led thousands to 
make unprecedented contributions. Twenty-eight members of 
the general Committee reported their gifts to headquarters and 
it was gratifying to learn that they contributed through their 
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churches the aggregate sum of $444,870, or an average of $15,-
888.21 per capita. 
On the Campaign Commission itself were six of the most ef­

fective leaders in the Laymen's Movement; among these was the 
Chairman of the Executive Committee, who was also made Chair­
man of the Campaign Directors. He left his large business and 
traveled for weeks, making addresses in Tennessee, Virginia, 
South Carolina, Georgia, and Kentucky; he also wrote a very 
valuable campaign tract and made contributions to the denomi­
national press. Other members of the Executive Committee ren­
dered most valuable campaign service. The Chairman of one 
State Committee made abdtit fifty addresses in three different 
states. Another layman, a member of a State Committee, was 
appointed State Director and made a brilliant record of achieve­
ment. 
In all the states of the South, members of Committees, asso­

ciational as well as State, were active and effective as organizers, 
publicity men, four minute speakers, and as service men. One 
successful merchant, a zealous worker in the Laymen's Move­
ment from the beginning, was appointed organizer for his asso­
ciation. He visited every church, they all went beyond their 
quota, and this layman organized a tithing band before Victory 
Week in every church except one. These are only examples of 
the work that was done by numerous laymen. 
During the entire Campaign literature was going out in a 

constant stream from the headquarters, urging the greatest ac­
tivity and liberality. The tract "The Layman and the Big Bap­
tist Job," was sent all over the South and appeals were made 
from time to time through denominational press. 
In response to the request of the Campaign Commission, the 

General Secretary assisted the men of more than a dozen of 
the leading Southern cities to organize themselves into Men's 
Unions; these organizations became very effective in creating 
sentiment in these centers of wealth and population. Numerous 
banquets, attended by large companies of strong men, were held 
under their auspices and great enthusiasm was aroused. 
The General Secretary traveled 24,675 miles in the interest of 

the Campaign, conducted 47 conferences, and made 120 addresses 
in 12 different states. The record for the full year, among other 
items, includes 40,726 miles of travel, 3 Summer Assemblies, 6 
State Conventions, 7 Every-member Canvasses, 53 Conferences, 
and 213 Addresses. 
Thoughtful men have remarked that the emphasis placed on 

Christian Stewardship by this Movement during the past dozen 
years, the aggressive educational campaign that has been con­
ducted along this line, the liberal support of multitudes of pros­
perous men that were led to adopt the tenth, constituted a large 
factor in the success of the Campaign. The following state­
ment from Dr. McGlothlin of Furman University and Organizer 
for South Carolina, represents what was done to a greater or less 
degree in all the other states of the South: "The laymen of 
South Carolina not only contributed of their money with readi­ness and generosity, but great numbers contributed of their time and their influence to the success of our Campaign. They acted 
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as Organizers and Publicity Men for the associations as well as 
for the churches. They used their machines in the multiplicity 
of ways in which machines were useful. They made addresses 
in the great majority of the churches of the State. These ad­
dresses were replete with information and shot through with spir­
itual enthusiasm. The Four-Minute Men, who were laymen al­
most without exception, were a very important factor in the 
success of the Campaign. South Carolina is very grateful for 
the work of her laymen. Our Baptist Governor was one of the 
most active of all laymen of the state." 

Follow Up. 

During the Campaign thousands of laymen for the first time 
performed a definite religious work, discovered the blessedness 
of service, and received an experience and a training that de­
veloped efficiency." Many of them are anxious to continue this 
good work and make themselves of permanent value; it is vital 
to the Kingdom that this asset shall be utilized in a constantly 
increasing degree. It would prove not only an irreparable loss 
to the Lord's cause, but a calamity to these men to allow them 
to lapse into indifference and inactivity; the last state might 
prove worse than the first. The interest should be kept alive 
and growing during the next four years, that the pledges al­
ready secured may be promptly and fully paid, that many addi­
tional gifts may be obtained as new members shall be enlisted, 
and former members shall be prospered. 
Fully alive to this situation, the Executive Committee has pro­

jected a program that is practical, should challenge the interest 
of Baptist men, and, in some measure, meet the enlarged de­
mands of this new day. 
Pastoral Support. 

The first matter of vital importance is the adequate support of 
the pastor. The preacher's self-respect will not allow him to 
plead his own cause; he will continue to endure the hardship 
in silence. The pastor was intensely zealous and effective in 
the Seventy-five Million Campaign; he dismissed all thought of 
his personal needs, urgent as they were, and gave his supreme 
effort to the Campaign. The hour for his relief has arrived and 
every consideration of justice should prompt the laymen to rec­
ognize their obligation to take the initiative. 
The Executive Committee, through its General Secretary, 

through numerous other speakers, and by the circulation of 
literature, has sought to arouse sentiment along this line; it has 
sent 16,000 copies of the striking editorial, "The Laborer is 
Worthy of His Hire," in tract form, and 20,000 copies of a spe­
cial appeal, to representative laymen throughout the South. It 
is gratifying to note that hundreds of churches, especially in the 
towns and cities, have advanced the salaries of their pastors; 
this agitation, however, should continue with increasing vigor 
until it shall become general and be made effective in the coun­
try fields. 
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As laymen visit the rural churches in the interest of this cause 
they can render a valuable service by tactfully suggesting the 
formation of fields by the grouping of churches. Another indi­
rect method of promoting pastoral support is to help create senti­
ment for the building of Pastors' Homes. The leaders of the 
Laymen's Missionary Movement should strongly reenforce the 
efforts of Dr. P. E. Burroughs of the Sunday School Board in 
this important matter. 
Filling the Pews. 

One of the most discouraging features of our church life is 
the fact that so many laymen "forsake the assembling of them­
selves together." This situation affords those men who are 
alive to their Christian obligation, an opportunity to render a 
vital service. This is pre-eminently the laymen's job and does 
not require extensive training nor special skill; any layman 
that loves the Lord and enjoys the worship of His sanctuary 
should be able to make a winning personal appeal to the indif­
ferent church member. The organization employed in the Sev­
enty-five Million Campaign should be carefully revised and then 
»et to work in a thorough Every-Member Canvass in the interest 
of church attendance. If men can be induced to attend worship 
regularly, other vital matters are likely to adjust themselves. 
Stewardship Bands. 

The Executive Committee strongly urges the formation of 
Stewardship Bands in all the churches; the pastor will always 
be glad to encourage and re-enforce the efforts of any layman 
that will take the lead in such a movement. The associational 
leader and four-minute speakers will find opportunity to sup­
plement the work of the local churches, especially when they 
are slow to take the initiative and recognize the need of outside 
help. This leader should be ambitious to secure the organiza­
tion of a band in every church of his district. 
Should as many as one-fifth of the membership in any church 

commit themselves to honoring God with at least a tenth of 
their income, it would not only solve the financial problem in 
that church, but would do much to promote spirituality and good 
fellowship. 
The headquarters will be glad to furnish Stewardship Pledges 

on application; to sign a covenant commits one more definitely 
and is also more business-like, but should not be made essential 
to membership in the band. 
Bequests. 
The Movement during the past year has given wide publicity 
to the suggestion that Baptist men write their wills early, secure 
legal counsel, and bequeath at least a tenth of their estates to 
God's cause. A brief leaflet entitled "A Plea and a Plan" has 
been published by the Executive Committee and some 15,000 
copies have been distributed throughout the South. This leaflet 
contains a simple form of bequest and stresses the wisdom of 
the movement; the Secretary will be glad to furnish copies of 
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this leaflet on application to anyone that will give it wise cir­
culation. 
Some encouraging responses have been received; one layman 

sends a copy of his will, in which he bequeaths something like 
$100,000 worth of property to Home and Foreign Missions. 
If this suggestion is well announced among the churches, in a 

few years it should bring large sums into the treasury. It is 
not intended to discount the policy of dedicating at least a tenth 
to God during life, but to continue this source of revenue after 
we shall have gone hence. 
Men's Unions. 

During the past year there has been a growing interest in the 
organization of men in the local churches. It has been found 
wise to provide for banquets at least once a quarter under the 
auspices of the Men's Union; some churches make provision in 
their annual budget for the expense of the banquet. There is no 
more effectual means of enlisting laymen. A suggestive "Con­
stitution and By-Laws" will be furnished on application. 
Reference has already been made to the wisdom of a city or 

associational union, that shall meet quarterly, for the purpose 
of comparing notes, cultivating fellowship, and promoting infor­
mation. 
Conventions of Baptist Men. 
Oklahoma held its first Convention of Baptist Men this Spring 
with such success that they decided to make it a yearly affair. 
Several other states had planned Conventions for this Spring, 
but because of the influenza and the strenuous weeks of the 
Seventy-five Million Campaign, through which they had just 
passed, decided to abandon them for the present year. These 
Conventions, both district and state, are found to possess a very 
large educational and inspirational value; your Committee would 
recommend that they be held annually when the conditions are 
favorable. 

Literature. 
In addition to the leaflets already referred to, the Laymen's 
Missionary Movement publishes a variety of tracts on the dif­
ferent phases of Stewardship and on the Every-Member Canvass. 
The tract entitled "The Faith of the Third Man," an attractive 
statement of fundamental Baptist doctrines by a business man, 
was published by the Committee during the year and is having 
a wide circulation. 
The Executive Committee would gratefully acknowledge a gen­

erous appropriation by the Sunday School Board to assist in 
this work. 
The Committee is glad to be able to furnish literature for 

Stewardship day in the Baptist Young People's Union of the 
South. 

Organization. 
In addition to the General Executive Committee, the Move­
ment seeks to secure a Committee in each state, with the most 
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dependable layman that can be had, as Chairman. This State 
Committee should be composed of one live man from each as­
sociation, and five or more members, convenient to the State 
Headquarters, should constitute a quorum. By this plan, the 
State Chairman can keep in direct touch with every Association, 
through the member of the State Committee for that Associa­
tion. This member represents the work in his association, en­
lists such general help as he thinks wise, and sees that the 
policies of the Movement are presented to all the churches of 
his Association. This also requires the appointment of a de­
pendable leader in every church. 
In addition to the suggestions just given it is his business to 

rally the men of the Association, through these church leaders, 
to give loyal support to the enlistment men of the Home and 
State Mission Boards in all their policies. 
Suggestions. 
Your Committee would suggest that the Laymen's Missionary 

Movement continue its efforts on behalf of better pastoral sup­
port, larger church attendance, the formation of Stewardship 
Bands, bequeathing at least a tenth to the Lord's work, organiza­
tion of Men's Unions, the holding of Conventions, a larger cir­
culation and reading of literature including the State Denomina­
tional paper and Home and Foreign Fields, and the fullest co­
operation with the evangelistic and the enlistment agencies. 
It also ventures the suggestion that the Laymen's Committee 

in each state, in conference with the State Board, consider the 
advisability of employing a zealous and capable layman as 
Stewardship Secretary to supplement the work of the Corre­
sponding Secretary.

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29. The Annual Report of the Woman's Missionary 
Union was presented by Charles W. Daniel, Georgia, as 
follows: 

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE WOMAN'S MISSIONARY UNION 
TO T H E SOUTHERN BAPTIST CONVENTION, 

M A Y 1, 1919, TO M A Y 1, 1920. 

To paraphrase a proverb it may be said of the Woman's Mis­
sionary Union: "Many years thou hast done worthily, but this 
year excellest them all." Over half of the year was spent in 
preparation for and in participation in the Baptist Seventy-five 
Million Campaign, the victory of which is sufficient apology for 
the use of the proverb. The Union was asked by the campaign 
director to secure in addition to the W. M. U. president a W. 
M. U. director, whose headquarters should be in the Nashville 
office, a W. M. U. organizer to do field work in addition to that 
to be done by the W. M. U. corresponding secretary, a W. M. U. 
organizer in each state, one in each association and one in each 
church. Complete compliance was possible in all except the last 
two respects, while two states, Illinois and New Mexico, met 
every requirement. It is highly gratifying that a W. M. U. or­
ganizer was secured in 838 of the 925 associations in the South­
ern Baptist Convention and in 14,491 of the Convention's 24,851 
churches. Practically all of these associational and church or­
ganizers were volunteer workers. They traveled thousands of 
miles, made hundreds of talks, prepared the way for the more 
intelligent use of 1,505,000 W. M. U. campaign tracts, and were 
in a very large measure the reason why members of the Woman's 
Missionary Union pledged for the campaign not just the fifteen 
millions asked of it, but $22,360,676. 
In this most worthy pledging every state Union except two 

either equaled or exceeded its quota, the New Mexico, Oklahoma 
and South Carolina Unions promising more than twice what was 
asked of them. The appended treasurer's report will show how 
much of the $22,360,676 has been paid in up to date. Many states 
have taken as their ideal the redeeming of one-fifth of the pledges 
each year. 
Over one million dollars were pledged by the members of the 

missionary societies among the young people, It is reasonable 
to believe that these young people will contribute for campaign 
objects much more than $1,000,000 during the five years. Thus 
the wisdom and justice of encouraging them to pledge will be 
doubly vindicated for, in order to redeem their pledges, many 
of them will practice real economy and many of them will learn 
the deeper meaning of stewardship. Practically all of the states 
say that the young people were enthusiastic about the campaign, 
especially in the presentation of the Victory Pageant, of which 
25,000 copies were distributed. The young people were also 
vitally concerned in "Calling Out the Called Day" when over 
2,300 young women and girls volunteered for some form of defi­
nite religious service. Over a thousand new societies were or-

2 
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ganized among the young people during the campaign, a similar 
number being registered among the women. 
The total number of new societies for the past year is over 

3,600, more than half of which are among the young people. 
The grand total of organizations is over 16,000, those among the 
young people being more than one-third. This lends the greatest 
possible encouragement to the maintenance of the graded W. 
M. U. system, to the end that all of our young people and women 
may be able to give a reason for the missionary hope that is 
in them. In 312 churches in thirteen states there is the full 
graded system—Sunbeam Band, Royal Ambassador Chapter, 
Girls' Auxiliary, Young Woman's Auxiliary and Woman's Mis­
sionary Society—the forging of the unbroken chain having been 
started in the maintenance of at least one missionary organiza­
tion in 9,325 churches in eighteen states. The development of 
societies is further safe-guarded by the standard of excellence 
requiring the fostering of the young people's organizations and 
rendering of necessary assistance to weak societies among the 
women. Many societies and many circles within societies have 
pledged themselves to "mother", these weaker societies until 
trained in missionary methods of study and giving and in par­
liamentary usage, they in turn will be able not only to stand 
alone, but to help a weaker organization. 
The standard of excellence has received hearty support in all 

of the states during the past year. This is evidenced by the fact 
that more than 4,100 organizations reached at least four of the 
points on the standard and over 800 reached every point, there 
being ten points in the standard for the women. At least three 
of these standard points are closely allied and may be studied 
together in the light of the year's work. They are the regular 
monthly missionary programs, the denominational periodicals in 
the homes and a mission study class in every society. The pro­
grams for each grade of the five W. M. U. organizations are pro­
vided monthly in Royal Service, more than half of whose editors 
are volunteer workers and whose paid-up subscription list is 
43,500. A general program is also provided by the Union each 
month in Home and Foreign Fields and in almost every issue 
of the state denominational papers there are helps prepared by 
the state W. M. U. leaders. The logical outcome of such em­
phasis upon information is the mission study class. During the 
year more than 4,200 such classes have been held. Knowing 
that, while merit is its own reward, people delight in just recog­
nition, the Union issues seals and certificates for supervised mis­
sion study. At least 4,500 members have received one or more 
of the seals, 196 in thirteen states winning the Union's official 
seal for the completion of six books. Florida leads all of the 
states in this particular with 32 official seals, while Virginia and 
Texas have won 29 and 28, respectively. Georgia and South 
Carolina lead in the post-graduate course of six additional books, 
each having five persons who have completed the entire course, 
while Florida has four and Virginia three in the total of twenty 
for six states. Among the young people over 740 certificates 
have been won in addition over 370 stamps for the reading of 
missionary books.

An additional mission study course is being recommended for 
the future, its distinctive feature being a book on soul winning. 
During the campaign 550,000 W. M. U. Enlistment for Service 
Pledge Cards were distributed, one part of which pertained to 
soul winning, the person signing that section promising to try 
to win to Christ during the year at least one soul. This is alike 
the foundation purpose and the goal of the personal service car­
ried on by the societies for the spiritual uplift of their own com­
munities, 1,779 persons having thus been won to Christ this past 
year. The number of societies conducting or helping in such 
local missions is over 3,300, 2,313 of which have a special com­
mittee for such work in order that it may be definite and well 
organized, with 31,439 workers enlisted. Some of the benefcent 
results of the personal service department are for the year: 
63,901 baskets of food given away; 75,427 garments made; 454,-
628 pieces of good literature; and 5,975 Bibles distributed; 13,846 
religious services held; and the holding of many mission Sunday 
schools, Homemakers' Clubs, Cottage prayer meetings, Cheer-All 
Clubs, Boys' Clubs, Industrial Schools, Daily Vacation Bible 
Schools and Kindergartens. The standard for personal service is 
set through the work of the Good Will Centers, of which there 
are 30 in 12 states, the best developed one, of course, being that 
conducted by the W. M. U. Training School in Louisville, Ky. 
The year's work at the school has been unusually successful. 

There were enrolled 165 students, including 35 wives of seminary 
students. This necessitated the use to the crowding point of 
the entire building, thus revealing the fact that enlargement of 
the splendid plant is necessary in the immediate future. As a 
financial solvent for such a problem it is remembered that the 
school is to receive at least 10% of the total contributed because 
of the campaign to southwide educational objects. It is believed 
that at the end of the five years this 10% will amount to more 
than $300,000. While much of this will be needed for enlarge­
ment, it is hoped that at least $200,000 can be thus added to the 
school's permanent endowment fund. 
The life of the school, the success of the campaign, the his­

tory and future of the Union are all rooted! in prayer. During 
the campaign at nine o'clock each morning services were held 
in the Baltimore and state W. M. U. headquarters to pray for 
guidance in the great adventure and at that hour Union mem­
bers in their homes or places of business were asked to lift 
their hearts in prayer for the same object. Since three-time 
zones are included in the bounds of the Convention, the spirit of 
prayer filled almost the entire forenoon of each day. This proved 
such a girder for steady faith that the recommendation will this 
year be made to Union workers that the nine o'clock morning 
watch be regularly kept. September was the campaign's month 
of prayer with one day for fasting and prayer. The Union en­
circled that day by a week of prayer, for which it prepared and 
issued a program of 50,000 copies in addition to 200,000 cards for 
the nine o'clock Prayer League. 
This week of prayer was in several states co-incident with 

the regular season of prayer for state missions. The weeks of 
prayer for state, home and foreign missions are time-honored 
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customs with the Woman's Missionary Union. Because of them 
and the regular monthly programs the Union has grown in favor 
with God and man. The American Railway Association and the 
American Automobile Association have adopted a standard de­
sign which will be placed as signals near railroad crossings so 
that motorists when nearing the tracks may be induced to run 
at a reasonable speed and "with their cars under full control. 
All of this and much more have these prayer signals, these weeks 
of study and intercession, meant to the Woman's Missionary 
Union. Because of them many a woman has brought her life 
more completely under the control of the Holy Spirit; many a 
one has been warned of the foolish use of which she was putting 
her money and has chosen the better part for Christ; and be­
cause of them many a young person has come to know that 
prayer is answered on the mission fields and that it can be trusted 
to be answered for her life on such a crusade. And so year after 
year the observance of the January Week of Prayer for World 
Wide Missions and the March Week of Prayer for Home Mis­
sions has been joyfully anticipated. Sixteen of the states report 
for this year that the observance has been decidedly good. The 
Union issued for the January week 66,404 programs and 108,670 
narrative leaflets and for the March week 65,935 programs and 
121,100 leaflets, the number of offering envelopes being 664,880. 
In passing it will not be amiss to say that these printing bills 
as well as the other expenses of the Baltimore office have been 
kept below 3^4% of the Union's contributions last year to the 
Sunday School Board and home and foreign missions. 
In connection with the observance of the weeks of prayer the 

well-known Scripture came near being applicable: "Ye were run­
ning well; who hindered you?" The answer in part is: "Those 
who did not study the resolutions adopted in July by the con­
ference which planned for the Baptist Seventy-five Million Cam­
paign." At that conference it was clearly set forth that the 
Woman's Missionary Union would during the five years of the 
campaign pursue its usual policy as to the offerings during its 
weeks of prayer and that such offerings would count on the 
campaign pledges. All grown people were once children and so 
can remember how resourceful were their imaginations in those 
days, being so cunning indeed that often the things least de­
sired by one's playmates became the order of the hour. But 
justice is its own honorable defense on the playground and in 
the Southern Baptist Convention and so it is confidently believed 
by the Woman's Missionary Union that those, who, during the 
campaign told Union members that the offerings for the weeks 
of prayer would no longer be ingathered, will realize the in­
justice and error of their way and in behalf of millions who know 
not our Lord will encourage the women and young people of 
their churches to be joyful givers on those occasions and will 
see to it that they get credit on their campaign pledges for such 
gifts. 
There are many reasons why these offerings of the weeks of 

prayer should and will be continued. First: they have been 
tested and found true means of raising money for home and for­
eign missions. In this day of unrest and materialism one should 
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think a long time before he discourages anyone from continuing 
a policy which has made the hearts of thousands generous in­
deed in behalf of others. Second: thousands of W. M. U. mem­
bers made their campaign pledges with the understanding that 
their offerings of the weeks of prayer would help to redeem their 
pledges. If the first argument were not impregnable, this second 
one would uphold the policy of the offerings, for to discourage 
them would be breaking faith with these thousands of women 
pledgers. On the other hand some have argued that it was 
breaking faith with many to continue them because those "many" 
were told by campaign workers that there would be no such 
offerings. The answer to this is that they should not thus have 
been told, unless the local church thus voted. As stated above, 
the campaign conference in July distinctly agreed that these 
offerings were to go on as usual and from the campaign head­
quarters 100,000 copies of a leaflet explaining this were sent forth. 
One's sympathy is extended to the women and young people 
whose minds were thus confused, but for their comfort and in 
vindication of the policy, it may be said that, since they did not 
plan for these offerings in their pledges and if during the five 
years they cannot give a cent more than their pledges, they can 
faithfully observe the programs and pray for those who can give 
the offerings. Third: such offerings should and will be continued 
because they will inevitably develop the spirit of giving and will 
therefore increase the campaign total. Every worthy impression 
craves a definite expression and when the women and young 
people observe these weeks of prayer their hearts will long to 
give a concrete proof of their interest. Many of them who 
planned that $5 of their campaign pledge should be redeemed by 
the offering of one of these weeks will become so impressed 
by the week's services that she may say: "I want this $5 to be 
over and above my pledge" or "In addition to the $5 of my pledge 
I will give $5 as a free will offering or in gratitude for some 
special blessing or because of some unexpected income." The 
campaign director stated in February that in the churches 
which were canvassed for the campaign at least 25% of the 
members made no pledge. Some of these were women and young 
people. Over twenty-five years' experience with the weeks of 
prayer has proved that some women and young people will give 
at such times who will not give at any other. This may sound 
strange to the uninitiated but it is true. It is also true that 
when the campaign pledges were made many women and par­
ticularly many young people did not pledge all that they can 
pay for the campaign's most worthy causes during the five years. 
They will welcome the weeks of prayer as a concrete means of 
increasing their gifts as their incomes grow larger. It is break­
ing faith with their truest development not to encourage such 
offerings. Many of them will learn to be tithers, for eight states 
report that during this past year over 4,000 Union members 
have signed the stewardship card. Fourth: the offerings must 
be continued for the sake of the future. The campaign covers 
a period of only five years. No one knows what may be launched 
at that time, but it is safe to prophesy that giving, which results 
from a season of prayer, will be retained as cardinally essential. 
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In presenting these arguments for the offerings of the weeks 
of prayer, it is duly remembered that every Baptist church is, 
humanly speaking, a law unto itself. The missionary societies 
of each church are integral parts of that church and conform to 
the will of the majority. If any church cannot see that it is 
best for its organizations to ingather such offerings, then the 
Women's Missionary Union understands perfectly and encour­
ages such organizations to do their best to uphold the other pur­
poses of such weeks. 
In closing this report it is indeed gratifying to announce that 

the missionary societies are growing to a marked degree in prac­
tically all of the mission stations. The missionaries have told 
the native Christians of the methods used in the Southern Bap­
tist states with the result that in north, central and south China, 
in Cuba and in Brazil there are organizations which function for 
those fields as does the Woman's Missionary Union of the South­
ern Baptist Convention. They have their standards of excel­
lence, their year books, programs, tithers and financial aims. 
The greetings from the societies in the various fields this year 
tell of the maintenance of the regular work in addition to great 
enthusiasm in behalf of their part of the Baptist Seventy-five 
Million Campaign. Thus is it seen that the mother organization 
here in the South and her worthy daughters in the mission fields 
are using similar methods and are working toward the same goal.

31. The report of the Executive Committee was pre­
sented by the Secretary, and on motion of C. M. Thomp­
son, Kentucky, was referred to a committee of seven. 
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32. On motion of 0. L. Hailey, Tennessee, the courtesies 
of the floor were extended to Francis D. Baldwin, who 
spoke briefly concerning the United States Bureau of W a r 
Risk Insurance. 

33. For the Committee on Committees, Charles W . Dan­
iel, Georgia, announced various committees. (See list of 
committees.) 

34. After announcements, the Convention adjourned 
with prayer by 0. L. Hailey, Tennessee. 

W E D N E S D A Y — E v e n i n g Session. 

35. The Convention reassembled at 8 P.M., Vice-Presi­
dent Landrum in the chair. 

36. During the opening service of praise and prayer 
Curtis Lee Laws and John Roach Straton, New York City, 
were introduced to the Convention and received as frater­
nal messengers from the Northern Baptist Convention. 

37. After the reading of the fifteenth chapter of John 
by John F. Vines, Virginia, the Convention Sermon was 
preached by the appointee, John E. White, South Caro­
lina. Text: Second John 8, ''Look to yourselves that ye 
lose not the things which ye have wrought, but that ye 
receive a full reward." At the same hour at the First 
Baptist Church, J. R. Hobbs, Alabama, preached on "The 
Gospel's Revelation." Text: First Corinthians 1: 23, 24. 

38. Prayer was offered, G. W . McPherson, New York, 
leading. 

39. The congregation joined in singing "Where He 
Leads M e I Will Follow," and the benediction was pro­
nounced by Vice-President Landrum. 
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THURSDAY—Morning Session. 

WASHINGTON, D.C, MAY 13, 1920. 

40. President Gambrell called the Convention to order 
at 9:30 A.M., and devotional services were led by J. R. Jes­
ter, South Carolina, who read from the second chapter of 
Philippians, and by Preston Blake, Virginia, who offered 
prayer. 

41. The Journal of yesterday was read and confirmed. 

42. On motion of 0. L. Hailey the program for this 
morning was set forward ten minutes. 

43. The following letter was read: 

The White House, Washington,. May 12, 1920. 

My Dear Dr. Tupper: It is a matter of genuine and very 
deep regret on my part that I cannot personally greet the mem­
bers of the Southern Baptist Convention now gathered to hold 
the Diamond Anniversary of the Convention in this city. It 
would be a great pleasure to me if I could meet the members 
personally and express my deep concern in all the great interests 
which they represent. It is of special significance and timeliness 
that a great Christian convention should be held in Washington, 
because the nation now faces nothing less than the question 
whether it is to help Christian people in other parts of the world 
to realize their ideals of justice and of ordered peace, and I am 
sure that the nation will listen with the greatest deference to 
the utterances of the Convention.

In appreciation of the message, the Convention rose and 
prayer for our Chief Executive was offered by President 
Gambrell. Pastor Henry Allen Tupper was authorized to 
make reply on behalf of the Convention. 

44. The Convention was addressed by E. M. Poteat, Sec­
retary of the Department of Prayer and Stewardship of 
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the General Board of Promotion of the Northern Baptist 
Convention, and by E. C. Miller, New York. 

45. On motion of Joshua Levering, Maryland, the Com­
mittee on Order of Business was instructed to provide ten 
minutes for remarks by Frank H. Mann on the work of 
the American Bible Society. 

46. The following resolution, offered by A. J. Barton, 
Louisiana, was adopted by rising vote: 

WHEREAS, Prohibition is now a part of the Constitution of the 
United States and is no longer a political question, but a ques­
tion of respect for and the enforcement of law, a question of the 
authority of the whole people expressed in law, and 

W H E R E A S , The brewers and their paid attorneys are making 
every possible effort to circumvent and nullify the law by mak­
ing beer and wine the entering wedge for the return of the 
saloon; and 

W H E R E A S , the said brewers and their paid attorneys claim that 
there is a reaction in the public mind against prohibition; there­
fore be it 
Resolved, By the Southern Baptist Covention in annual ses­

sion assembled in Washington, D. C, May 12-17, 1920, with 
8,00u messengers enrolled representing a constituency of 3,000,-
000 white Baptists, that we hereby respectfully and earnestly 
petition each of the two great political parties of the United 
States to put a plank in their respective platforms to be adopted 
at their approaching National Conventions declaring strongly for 
the maintenance and enforcement of the Eighteenth Amendment 
to the Constitution and of the law enacted for its enforcement. 
Second, That we also petition said parties not to nominate 

any man for the Presidency who is not known to be committed 
to this policy of law and order. 
Third, That the Committee on Temperance and Social Service 

be and the same is hereby authorized and instructed to com­
municate a copy of these resolutions to the Chairman of the 
Executive Committee of each of the two great parties. 

47. The reading of the report of the Committee on Re­
port of Education Board was, on request of Chairman 
Weaver for the Committee, postponed till later in the ses­
sion. The work of the Board was discussed by Acting Cor­
responding Secretary J. E. Dillard, Alabama, and by John 
E. White, South Carolina. 
48. The Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, being 
the special order, announcements were made by President 
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E. Y. Mullins, and addresses delivered by Professor A. T. 
Robertson on "The Minister with Insufficient Prepara­
tion," and by Financial Secretary P. T. Hale on "The 
Value of the Seminary to the Denomination." 

49. The report of the Committee on the Report of the 
Foreign Mission Board was presented by C. W. Duke, Flor­
ida, as follows: 

REPORT ON FOREIGN MISSION BOARD. 

Our Foreign Mission Board is seventy-five years of age today, 
and joyfully celebrates its birthday under the shadow of our 
National Capitol. W e devoutly join with our entire Southern 
Brotherhood in humbly thanking Almighty God for the prosperity 
He has graciously bestowed upon this glorious enterprise. 
From eleven missionaries on the field and two hundred and 

fifty converts in the mission churches fifty years ago, when this 
Board was twenty-five years of age, the work has grown until 
today we have three hundred and forty-one missionaries on the 
field and a church membership of 56,023. In the meantime, the 
contributions of the churches for this object have increased from 
$21,938 to a net sum of $2,119,476. Of course this has been a 
banner year also in the number of baptisms in the foreign field, 
the report of the Board showing a total of 6,512. 
But more inspiring even than are these figures is the world 

program which is beginning to engage the attention of our great 
denomination. The Commission on Reconstruction and Mission­
ary Survey in Europe and the Near East brings us a report of 
needs and opportunities that is engaging in its challenge. The 
fraternal address, prepared by a committee of this Convention 
a year ago, has been widely circulated and has provoked a 
most favorable response. A brief and cautious statement of 
beliefs held in common by Southern Baptists has been prepared 
by this Board to be used in assisting them in examining can­
didates for mission work abroad, and at the same time to fur­
nish the missionaries a simple compendium of our beliefs for 
use among their converts. This is not in any sense offered as 
a creed, but is intended to represent the general viewpoint of 
Southern Baptists. It is distinctly understood that neither pres­
ent nor prospective missionaries are expected to sign this state­
ment, but to recognize it as embodying our general interpreta­
tion of New Testament teaching. 
The wide circulation by this Board of the "Fraternal Address" 

has brought the Mission Rooms a mass of valuable correspond­
ence from all parts of the world, and is forming a nucleus for a 
Bureau of Correspondence which promises to become a potent 
factor in sealing the bonds of fraternity that exists among Bap­
tists everywhere. Furthermore, our Board has requested its 
Corresponding Secretary, Dr. J. F. Love, andi Dr. George W. 
Truett, to go to London in July next for the purpose of a con-
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ference with the Baptist missionary organizations of Europe 
and other Baptist organizations doing mission work in Europe 
with a view to drawing our Baptist brotherhood into closer re­
lations for the purpose of a world-wide missionary program. 
At this time, when mighty efforts are being put forth by our 

Convention to extend the kingdom of God, we feel that the 
magnitude of our opportunity and the greatness of our program 
make it expedient that Baptists all over the world shall enter 
into co-operative alliance in such matters and methods as shall 
further the interests of our common work. 
Your attention is called also to the proposition of our Board 

to join with the other Boards of our Convention in bringing 
these several Boards into a closer relationship with our Baptist 
student bodies. Already a conference of representatives of these 
Boards has been held and a program has been agreed upon by 
means of which it will be possible in a more effectual manner 
than heretofore to lay upon the hearts of the students the claims 
of our missionary activities, which program your committee 
heartily recommends. 
With regard to the request of the Board that it be not ex­

pected to participate in the expenses which are incurred in the 
care of exclusively home departments and phases of the work of 
the Convention we recommend that a special committee be ap­
pointed to consider the matter of meeting the expenses of extra 
boardl committees and report at the next annual session of the 
Convention. 
W e recommend also that the Convention concur in the action 

of the Board in failing to comply with the order of a year ago 
to place the titles of all properties of the Board in the name 
of the Convention, and that the Board be instructed to continue 
in this course pending further investigation and instruction from 
the Convention.
