CONSTITUTION

The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and other
religious bodies of the Baptist denominsation in various parts of
the United States, met in Aongusts, Georgia, for the purpese of
earrying into effeet the benevolent intention: of our constituents
by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining, and directing the
energies of the denomination for the propagation of the Gospel,
adopted rules and fundamental prineciples which, as amended from
time to time, are as follows:

Artiele . This body shall be stvled the *'Southern Baptist
Convention. '’

Art. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote
foreign and domestic missions, and other important objects con-
nected with the Redeemer's Kingdom, and to combine for this
purpose such portione of the Baptist demomination in the United
Btates as may desire a gemeral organization for Christian be-
nevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal
rights of the churches.

Art, ITI. The Convention shall consist (1) of messtngers whe
contribute funds, or are elected by Baptist hodies contributing
funds for the regular work of the Convention, om the hasis of
ope messenger for every #2850 actually paid into the treasuries
of the Boards during the fiseal year ending the thirtieth day of
April next preceding the meeting of the Comvention; {2) of one
rapregentative from empeh of the Distriet Assoeiations which co-

erate with this Convention, provided that such representative
be formally elected at the annual meeting of his District Associa-
tion, and the election certified to the Secretaries of the Conven-
tion, gither in writing of by eopy of the printed Minutes.

Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President,
four Viee-Presidents, a Treasurer, an Aunditor, whe shall, in event
of the death or disability of the Treasurer, act as such officer,
and two Secretaries, whoe shall be elected at each annual meeting,
and hold their offices until a new election; and the officers of the
Convention shall be, each by virtue of his offite, members of the

several Boards,

Art, V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as
many Boards of Managers ag, in ita judgment, will be necessary
for carrying out the benevolent objecta it may determine to pro-
mote—all of which Boards may continme in office until & new
election. Each of these Boards shall consist of eightesn membera
residing at or near the loeality of the Board, and of one member
for each State co-operating with the Convention. Seven members

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shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of buosiness. Each
Board shall elect its own President, Recording Seeretary, Treas-
urer, Auditor, additional SBecretories and sueh other officers and
employes as it may deem necessary for the effieient conduet of
its work and business, except that the Corresponding Seeretary
of each Board shall be elected by the Convention itself as herein-
after provided, and this Secretary may be named by the Board as
ita Treasurer if deemed advisable. he compensation of its offi-
cers and employes shall be fixed by each Board, but no salaricd
officer or emplove of any Board may be o membor thersof. To
each Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Conven-
tipn, the entire management of all the affairs relative to the
objects with whose interests it shall be charged; all of which
management shall be in striet accordance with the constitutional
provisions adopted by this Convention, and such other ingtrue-
tions as may bo given from time to time, Each Board shall be
anthoriged to enaet itz own By -Laws, and to fill any vacancy
oeenrring in its memberabip or in the office of Corresponding
Hecretary between the meetings of the Comvention.

Art. VI, At each annwal meeting the Convention shall eleet
for each Board as its execntive officer & Corresponding Secrétary,
who shall be responsible to the Board during the interval of the
mestings of the Convention and may for any necassa cange
and by a two-thirds vote of all members (resident an Eltate%
be removed from office by the Board, In sase of his removal,
resignation or death, the Board is authorized to eleet an Acting
Heeretary to serve until the next meeting of the Convention. The
datiea of the Corresponding Beerctary ahall be in general terms
such ag recogmized custom devolves upon executive officers of
this kind, with sueh other duties as the Board may prescribe.
The management of Dbusinesa shall be subjeet always to the
anthority and approval of the Board, with ultimate reference to
the Convention itaelf.

Art. VIL Tha Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account
for all moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all re-
eeipta and dishursements, and make report of them to the Con-
vention whenever it shall be in session, and to his Board as
often as required. e shall also, on entering npon the duties
of his office, give competent security to the President of the
Board for all the stocks and funds committed to hiz eare. His
books shall always be open to the inspection of membors of the
Board and of the Convention. He shall not pay out money from
the Treasury exeept under such orders and ;_u_fpg'unrda 08 the
Board may enact for the proper conduet of its financial affairs,

Art. VIII. The Recording Seerctaries of the several Boards
shall keep a fair record of their proceedings, and of such other
dornments 28 may be committed Lo them for the puTpose,

Art, I, All the officers, Boards, missionaries, snd agents ap-
pointed by the Conventiom, or by any of its Boards shall be
members of some regular ehurch in union with ﬂ“-.’ churchas
composing this Convention. '

Art. X, Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this
Convention must, previous to their appointment, furnish avi.
denee of genuing piety, fervent zeal in their Mpstor's canse and
talents whieh fit them for the service for which they offer them.
selves.

Art, XI. The bodies and individuals composing this Conven.
tion shall have the right to specify the objeet or objects to whkich
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their contributions shall be applied. But when mo such apesifi-
cation is made, the Convention will make the appropriation at
its own discretion.

Art. TIT. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually,
but extrn meetings may be called by the President, with the
approbation of any of the Boards of Managers., A majority of the
attending delegates shall not be necessary to make a quorum for
the transaction of business. The President, or in the event of
his death, any of the Vies-Presidents, of the Convention, may, at
the request of two of its Boards, change the time and the ace
of meeting of this Convention, when it may be deemed by him
inexpedient to convene at the time or place nppointed,

Art. XTIT. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may
be made in these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members
present when the vote is taken without regard to totsl enrollment
at any annuval meeting of the Convention, provided no amendment
may be considered after the second dav of the Comvention,

BY-LAWS

In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the
following By-Laws are adopted for the government of the Con-
ventiom:

1. It shall be the duty of the Secerstaries of the Convention
to be present at the place of mecting at least one day in ad
vanes of the annusl sessions for the purpose of enrolling the
membars of the Convention who shall present themselves with
proper evidence of their right to be enrolled; and this enrall-
ment ghall be recognized as constitoting the Convention, The
Hecretarles are anthorized to add the names of aceredited mes-
sengers whe arrive later than the opening day. In ease of any
question arising as to the rights of messengers to seats, a Com-
mittee on Credentials shall be raised, to which all pertinent
matters shall be referred, and report be made to the Convention.
It shall be the duty of the Secretaries within thirty days after
the annual meeting of the Convention to notify all’ members of
atanding committees of their appointment, and to inform chair-
men of auch committess of their appointment as chairmen. It
ghall alsa be the duty of the Secretaries to be present at the place
of meeting of the Convention far enongh in advance to aid the
lpeal committee in making suitable arrangements for the con-
duct of the business of the Comvention. Ther shall see that
commitiee roome, places for exhibits, displaying charts and all
other details shall be =0 provided for as to prevent disturbance
of the Convention in its deliberations, and in gemeral take such
measnres as experience shows to be requisite for the orderly and
convenient dispateh of business.

2. The Rules of Order for the Convention shall be those laid
down in Mell’s ‘‘Manual of Parliamentary Practice,’’ and Eer-
foot's *"Parliamentary Law,’’ but in cases where these authori-
ties differ, or for which they do mot provide, the President shall
exercise his discretion, subject to appeal to the Convention.
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3. The President, Vice-President, and Becretaries of the Con-
vention shall be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when
there i3 only one nomination for any office, the Beesretary or A0y~
one designated for the purpose, if there be no ohjection, may be
instructed to east the ballot for the Convention.

4, Speeches in support of any brother’s nemination for an
office of the Convention shall be limited to one addresa of not
more than fifteen minutes in lemgth, and one respomse of not
more than ten minutes.

5. Unless otherwise orderad by special action and as soon a8
}:msnihle« after organization the four Viee-Presidents elected by the
Convention and five other brethren, appointed by the President,
shall constitute & Committee on Committecs, whose duty it shall
be to appoint the following committecs: (1) On Order of Busi-
nees; (2} on Religious Berviees; (3) on Nominations of Trustees
of the Howthern Baptist Theological Seminary; (4} on Nomina-
tioms of the Boards and Standing Committees of the Convention;
(6) on Arrangements for the Next Meeting; (6) on Woman s
Work Aunxiliary to the Conventiom; amd, (7) unless otherwise
provided, such other committees, eustomary or new, as the Con-
vention may direet. Provided, that no one sghall be appointed as
a member of more than ome commitiee at any one session of the
Convention, except for special reasoms, and no one shall be ap-
pointed on the same eommittee for two suceessive years, except
for speeial reasons.

G. There shall be chosen an Exeeutive Committes composed of
the President and SBecretary of the Convention, ene member from
each of the Boards of the Convention, and one additional member
from each State represented in the Convention. The President
and Seerctary of the Convention shall be ex-officio Chairman and
Becretary of the Committes; the members from the Boards shall
be elected by the Boards, and the members from the Btates shall
be elected by the Convention and have no official connection with
the Convention or any of its agencies, Its duties and functionz
ghall be aa follows: (1) To aet for the Convention during the
interim of its meetings on matters not otherwise provided for in
its plana of work; (2] to have oversight of arrangements for
the meeting of the Convention with authority to change, if neces-
sary, the time and place of meeting: (3} to aet in an advisory
way on matters of policy and co-operation arising between the
Boards of the Convention, (4) to hold meetings at suech times
and places as it may select, the mecessary expenses of such meet-
inga to be a charge equally divided smong the Boards of the
Convention; (3} to make repert of its proceedings and receive
instructions at each annual meeting of the Convention, The
committes shall have no forther duties except, as other things
may be eommitted to it by the Convention itself.

7. The Boarde of the Convention elected under Artiele V of
the Constitution shall be as follows: The Foreign Mission Board,
loeated at Richmond, Va.; the Home Mission Board, at Atlantg,
Ga.; the Sunday Sehool Board, at Nashville, Tenn.; the Relief
and Annuity Board, at Dallas, Tex.; the Edueation Board, at
Birmingham, Ala. The following shall be Btanding Committess
of the Convention: The Executive Committes; on the Lavimen's
Movement; on Temperance and Seoecial Serviee; and the Sunday
School Lesson Committee. It ie made the duty of the Committes
on Nominations at each session to name for election the members
of these Boards and Committees,
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B, The Boafds of the Convention are directed to form the
quﬂﬂﬁt poaaible eomnection with the State Foards, where such
exist, in such a way as ahall he mutually agresable, and in other
tasés to secure such ageney as each of the Boards may deem hest,
in both cases providing for the necessary expenses inenrred.

2. The Beeretaries of the Boards of the Convention are in-
structed to secure freguent distribution of information relating
to their work by means of newspapers, tracts, leaflets and other-
wise, a8 may be found expedient among cur people.

. 1 Either applanse or dissent on the floor of the Comvention
is out of order, and it ahall be the duty of the presiding offiecr
promptly to suppress all such demonatrations.

11. The Committes on Order of Business, as provided for in
By-Law 5 (1), shall act as a standing committee and suggest an
order of business for the next meeting of the Convention. In an
providing, this committes shall have doe regard to the customary
practices and precedents of the Convention in arranging for the

mda;-]}r and efficient eonduet of its business and diseussion of its
WOTH.

12. At each meeting of the Convention special committees of
one from each Btate, and the District of Columbia, shall be ap-
pointad to comsider and report at the next meeting upen the
annual reporte of the several Boards, To facilitate consideration
and disenssion of these intaresta the following method of pro-
cedare is hereby adepted: (1) Each PBoard =hall transmit to
every member of the Committes on its work a copy of its annual
report a8 soon as possible before the meeting of the Convention,
and also prepare a brief printed digest for distribution among
the memhbera of the Convention; (2) the Committesg on the
Reparts of the Boards shall assemhble the day hefore the meeting
of the Convention and stody the Reporta with a view to present-
ing to the Convention a matorely considered report on each
Board's work during the preceding wear; (3) in consultation with
the Becretaries of the Boards and the Committee on Order of
Businesa, the work of each Board shall be presented to the Con-
vention for discusaion and aetion and continue until complation
as followe: (a) The General Secretary or other representative of
the Board may on the basis of the printed digeat make anch ex-
planations and remarks as he mav desire; (b) the repart of the
Committes on the Board’ report shall them be presented; (o)
disenssion shall them follow and continue till the work of that
Board is disposed of,

18. The Boards and other Bpeeial Committers dealing with
matters of general importance and interest shall be desired to
have in the hands of the Beeretaries of the Convention at lenst
one week in advance, copies of their reports to be snbmitted
at the approsching Convention, to be used by them in preparing
date for the Associated Press in aeccordance with their require-
ments, in order that the work of the Comvention may be given
due and becoming publicity; and the President shall appoint
annually & memher of this Convention, whose duty it shall be
to c¢o-operate with the representatives of the secular press in
furnishing intelligent, aceurate and creditable reports alb this
Convention, while it is in session, and that he he allowed £100
annually for sueh serviees,

14, The By-Laws may be altered at any time hy a majority
vote, exeept on the last day of the Convention.

Beferance as to Establishing a Daily Baptist Newspaper.—Atb
Washington last year the Convention adopted a resolution in-
structing the Exesutive Committee *'fo make the necessary in-
vestigation and gather such information as may Te nhtained on
wave and means of establishing and maintaining o daily Baphkst
pewspaper, and that the Commitiee is hereby authorized to take
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any steps deemed necessary by it locking toward eﬁtﬂ-'l-'lliﬂhf':?ﬂ' of
such paper, and report its findings to the next Conventiom.

In our investigm;iﬂn we invited a presentation of fafltﬂ and an
cxpression of opinien from those in a position to advise om this
subject.

In view of the arguments thus presented om both sides, your
Committee is of the opinion that it is not wise mer practicable
for the Convention to undertake at this time the establishment
and meintenance of a daily Bauptist newspaper. We therefore
recommend against any setion looking to the founding of such a
journal. )

However, boecause of the manifest need of the widest and
wisest publicity through the seenlar presa and as the result of
our own experience ag well as that of other religions bodies, we
recommend that the Convention appoint a committee to consider
the question of hetter news and publicity service and report to
the Convention at the earliest practicable period.

Reqnest of Bwing College—With the knowledge and eanetion
of the Eduneation Board, the trustees of Ewing College, Ewing,
IMinois, through President H. A, Smoot, request that 20,000 of
the S100,000 appropriated through the Edueation Board to that
institution for endowment, be granted for use on new buildings
and eqguipment. They report that the eollege is now in debt
£50,000 for new buildings which were imperatively needed, and
that a eampaign has heen lannched to raize sbove the 75 million
eampaign pledges, 200,000 for buoilding purposes and equipment.
Attention is ealled to the fact that the Convention last year
made a similar coneession to the Montezuma College, Las Vegaa,
New Mexieo.

We recommend that the Convention instruet the Edueation
Board to grant this request when presented by the Trustees with
the endorsement of the General Board of the Illinois Baptist State
Aszsgeiation.

with reports of Boards or Committees shall be automatically re-
ferred, and to whom any other resolutions may be referred by
direstion of wour body, and that sueh eommittee be required to
report out all resolutions referred to it, either with or without
recommendation.

98, Frank E. Burkhalter, Tennessee, presented the re-
port of the Conservation Commission as follows:

REFORT OF CONSERVATION COMBISSION

The Conservation Commission appeinted by the Convention at
Washington lsst year renders the following report for work ac
complished during this Conventional year.

Definition and Purpose—The Commission is eomposed of the
Beeretaries of our five general Boards, the Secretaries of the
State Boards, the Secretary and President of the W. M. T, the
Beeretaries of the Laymen’s Missionary Movement and the Negro
Theological Seminary Commission, and nine other brethren—
laymen and preachers. The purpose of the Commission as inter-
preted by the resolutions appointing it are as follows:
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1. In general to conserve all the interests of the 7i h‘[llglﬂﬂ
Campaign, especially in collecting the pledges made in Vielory
Week and following. i

2, Tg co-operate with all the forees of the South. in presenting
a unified, aolid front, in earrving forward the interests of the
Campaign, encouraging eco-operation and unity of aetion in all
the states,

i To furnish = general literature in sscular and religiona
presa, in tracts, snd in other ferms of publieity, keeping our people
informed on the general denominational interests and movements.

4. To furnish such speakers for informational and inql"‘il'_ﬂ-
tional conferences as are veeded from time to time fo aid in
bringing sur people up to the standards of demominational expee-
tation, promoting in this information sll the interests of the
Campaign.

The Commission has tried to de its best in carrying out these
general purposes during this year.

Meetings of the Commission—On Julvy 7, 1920 and Jannary 25,
1921, we have had two full mestings of the Commisaion, the Exee-
utive Committee of the Commission meeting beforehand, going
over matters and suggesting a program for the Commission meet-
ings., These meetings were attended by practically every member,
Two full days were spent in going over the whaole situation and
a unanimous agreement was reached in every case, looking to
the promotion of the Campaign. During the summer and fall of
Inst vear and the winter and spring of this year the Commission
has gone foll length in its co-operation with all the forees in
promoting the interests of the two cash round-ups, distributing
large quantities of literature on enlistment, stewardship, informa-
tion about and results of the Campaign, seeking in every way
poasible to eall our people to smerifieial giving, consecrated liv-
ing, heroic and far-visioned serviee and loyalty te all of the
interests of our forward movement. These meetings have been
hearty, spiritual, eo-operating and unanimons and of high prayer-
ful spirit. The results of these eampaigns seem to thoroughly
justify these general conferences and geb-topether meetings. e
whole denominational foree has presented to the world o unani-
mity, a aolidarity, a co-operation, and a glorious spirit of fellow-
ship ehallenging to the highest admiration. When it i3 under-
stond that the Commission is a body without Conventional au-
thority on anything, being only & commission of coonsel, co-
operation and general promotion, we are to be congratulated on
such & spirit of fellowship and harmony and co-operation as has
been manifested throughout the denominztion thisz Ter,

Fublicity —The Commission has had only one salaried agent,
the Publicity Director. It has had no office rent expense, this
being furnished by the generosity of the Sunday Sehool Board.
It hns had but small offies expenses, the only items being a steno-
grl;tp]lef for part of the time and sush ineidental CXPONECS a8 £0
with an economically managed office. Through the Chairman of
the Commission snd the Puhﬁlcit}' Divector, the denominational in-
tercets and movements have had wide publicity. We have jssued
1,332,500 tracts, of 9877500 pages, under 13 differcnt subjects.
These tracts have been distributed under the orders and by the
Btate Hecretaries, each Beeretary ordering beforehand just whay
he wanted for his state. We have gotten large free publioity
through the publie press, and at important and apecial times
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some extensive publicity in the weekly secular papers threugl
the insertion of beiler plate material fenturing our work. The
feneral news agencics have been wvery liberal and co-operative
with us in all this publicity. We have secured wide publieation
without ot to the denomination, of the special movements and
work of our different boards, such as the sailing of our nearly
a hundred missionaries to the Orient, the visit of Dra. Love and
Troett to the London Cenference and of Drs. Gambrell and
Mullins on their tour of Europe, the wonderful results of our
Home Mission Board in its evangelistie, enlistment and instito-
tional work and all the resalis un::mmpiia]u‘ﬂ by the Education
and Relief and Annvity Boards and of the special conferenees
and movements put on and earried out through the Scuth. We
eall special attention to ene piece of literature gotten out by
our Direetor of Publicity—"'The Publicity Hand Book for South-
ern Baptists''—a booklet of 64 pages. We issued 5,000 of these,
It i= 8 handbeok for pastors and others of our forces on how
properly to utilize the advantages of the public press, how to ad-
vertise, and how to get the Baptist message before all the people,
We regard that no more impertant publication has been issued
by the forees of our Campaign than this book. We urpe the
pastors and leaders in other phases of the denominational work
to secure and study this book and put into practice its wise and
important suggestions, Your Commission believes that there is
large improvement to be made among our peaple in the matter
af publicity., We are not keeping up with aoples of other faiths,
nor aré we in near approach to the mcthoga of publicity nsed in
the commercial and industrial world. We have not yet come to
our own in the utilization of the power of the printing press,
We should put on & greater program in the crestion, publication
and distribution of a literature containing the Baptist message.
Your Commission 1 doing its best to promote the interests of
& wider publicity. We call attention tv a generouns gift of a
thousand or more copies of the History of the Campaign—by thoe
Sunday School Board—these were distributed widely and aided in
the cash received.

Southwide Canvass—Under the direction of the Commission a
gpeaking campaign was put on this spring covering the entire

outh. The State and General Beerctories co-operated in prae-
tically every atate in putting on seme great regional eomferences
and in some states these conferences, hundreds in number, were
carried to the remotest seetions, The Commission furnished
some general speakers for these conferemces.  Drs. Mulling and
Gambrell and the Chairman of the Commission were asked to
give two months of their time to this Southwide eanvass. Ihrs
Gambrell and Mullins delivering their message brought back from
their European trip, with special emphasis upon the open doors
end great opportunities for Sonthern Baptists in Eurepe and a
diseussion of the bearing of these matters upen the interests of
the entire Campaign. Very much to our regret, Dr. Gambrell, on
aceount of illness, was not permitted to make this canvass. This
was very much to the disappointment and loss of the brotherhood.
Dr, Mullins gave the most of six weeks, covering pivetal places in
10 states. g Chairman of the Commission gave 55 days, mak-
ing 12 states and the District of Columbia, speaking mare than
lﬂ% times, traveling more than 20,000 miles, speaking to some
seventy-five or a hundred thousand Baptiste Drrs. C:-.-u. W. AMe-
Daniel, Geo, W. Truett, M, E. Dedd, B. D. Gray, W, . James,
I P. Love, M. A. Jenkens, and J. . Reussenu, did valuable
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service in their own and in other states in the intercsts of th
Campaign &t the request of the Commission, Dr, Henderson, Mr;
Geo. Hays, Dr. Arch Cree, Brethren Powell and Quisenberry o
the Foreign Hoard, the enlistment men and evangelists of the
Home Board, Dira. JLl.lnﬂfl:}rll, Van MNess and Hailey and many re-
turned misgionaries, rendered noble help outside of their own
states in laymen's, women’s and general conferemces, We will
never know the tremendous geod resulting from the visits of
Misa Mallery and Mre. James and others of our eleet sistera go-
ing among the women in the different states perfecting their
orgunization, inariring and informing and sending the women owt
to the most loval campaign of their history. Pastors, school men,
general and state seerctaries, laymen and women in the statea
gave up their business and time, some at large personal expense
in going to the people, inapiring them, lifting the standards o
loyalty and consecration and saerifice and with these bringing the
people up to their best. It is believed by your Commission that
there has never been a more asuccessful, inspiring, informing
canvias made by Bouthern Baptists than has been made this year.
In these mestings hondreds of people have been saved from their
sing, hundreds of young people have given themselves wholly to
the Lord’s work, the vision of the people has been widened, their
tonsecration deepened, their faith strengthemed, their loyalty in-
ereased, their will to win a real and mighty victory for Christ
greatly moved and fixed, Many have been enlisted who were
never enlisted before, and the doctrines of atewardship have been
pressed upon the people. Many tithing bands have been organized
and mighty meovements have been started in the hearts of the
people through this wonderful eanvas: of the past months,

Brief Review of God's Blessings on the Work.—When we look
at the aceomplishments of our forces under the blessings of God
sinee May, 1919, during the period of oor Campaign thus far our
hearts gverwhelmed with gratitude to God, s0 wondrous have been
His blessings in inereasing and multiplying power on every phase
of our work. It ia not an extravagance to say that in practically
every line of our activities there has besn an inerease of from
two to three hundred pereent in the work of Sonthern Baptista,
In the mission ling on home and foreign fleld God has graciously
poured cut His Enwer. The 417 missionaries on the forgign fleld
with the many hundreds of native workers; the more than 2500
missionaries, enlistment and evangelistic workers wnder the em-
ploy of sur gemeral and state and associstional organizations, ns
they have gone forth to preach, to teach, to instruet, to nrga_u'ige
to build the various phases and institutions, as they have gone
forth to win souls to Christ, Ged has everywhers manifested Iis
power and multiplied His blessings. The 7,000 baptizme on the
foreign field, arcund 175,000 baptisms in the homelond the many
new churches organized, meeting houses built, ﬂuﬂdéy schools
W. M. U, B. Y. P. . and laymen’s organizations effected. the
wonderful enlistment in stewardship, in giving, in Sunday aehool
and young pecple’s snd women's and laymen’s work, all these
indicate the marvels of God"s grace. The inerenze and strength-

The hospital work witjh 17 haos-
pitals in this eountry, seven or eight others gpoing up, and the 16
hospitals in the foreign field, all of these Laving freated many
bundreds of thousands of sick in the homeland and on forcien
fields last year, carrying with them the prestige and power gl-::.t‘
the Baptist name and bringing glory to God and salvation to
thousands, Surely in this way God is wonderfully h-h:ssing us

And what shall we say of the blessings of God on the 17 or-
phanages, with their more than 5000 homeless and parentless
children, now being housed, fed, eclothed, mothered, educated,
trained, led to Christ and sent out as useful servants of our
Lord? In these three linea of endeavor God has more than hlessed
us for all the saerifice, money and service we have put into this
Campaign,

Besides all this which we ean tabulate, He has wonderfully
unified, selidified, organized, informed and inspired our people,
The tides of spiritual and evangelistic and missionary powér
which have swept over our churches, bringing hundreds of thous-
ands inte the fold, the mighty vision which He has given to our
people, the establishment of the saerificial and heroie spirit, the
deepening of the prayer life of our churches, the calling ount
of more than 10,000 of eur young people in the spivit of voluntary
serviee to pive their lives to Him, the development of a great
denominational conaciousneas, the éeval-::pme-ut of a new and a
atronger leadership among cur people, the new impetus given to
religions literature in the ecirculation of our Baptist papers, in
other words, the mighty movement of God lifting and building
and inspiring all the work of our King puts us under everlasting
obligation to our God and under a new sense of m responsibility
to go forward in a new, greater fashion. The question is whether
or not we wilk be big encugh for our day, to see our opportunities
and enter the open doors that God iz offering to uws. The mighty
call from all Europe and from every pther mission ficld, the open
door to more than 128,000,000 people of Seuthern Eurcope to Sounth-
ern Baptist missions, education, benevolense, constitntes one of
the mighticst ealls of all the years of Christionity, Will we see
our day? Will we hear thiz ealll Will we sacrifice to meet its
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demandsf  Will we be big enough to follow our Christ in this
missionary program for saving and rebuilding this werld for
Himf Suvrely the blessings of the past two years and the open
doors offered us more than justify the cutlay of all we have
pledged. This large sum of money has been raised showing an
increase over the year before our Campaign of around 300 percent
and these blessings on our investments for God have come in the
foee of an abnormal and tragic world situation, Dwiing last year
wars have been going on in many places. The political situation
haz heen disturbed, with almost a politieal revolution, Every
phase of indwestrial and eommercial life has been unsteady and
chaotic and we have had one of the most depressing falls in prices
that has oecurred in the history of eivilization. A1l soeial and
pelitical life has been disturbed by uncertainty and change and
doubt. The last eight months we have faeed an economie pitum-
tion bordering elose to o eontinued panie, all this making the pay-
ment of pledges diffienlt, depressing the morele of the people,
causing uneertainty and doubt and in many places great depriva-
tion, and yet we have raised since our last Cenvention $12,007 843
in eash, which iz more than #7HLMK more than we raised last
FEAr.

Considering the world asitnation, especially as it affected our
Southern people, yeur Commission eount that we have won in
this year and the year before a great vietory. Our hearts take
courage and praise God. .

Facing the Future with a Program of Faith—All things con-
sidered there is nothing to discourage ws nor canse a pessimistic
spirit. We have won a glorious victory on the financial side and
a more than glorious vietory on every other side of our problem.
We have all the real and vital values left after the terrific eco-
nomic depression, We have the soil, the richest in the world, the
sun with its fruetifying power on the seed we sow, the clouds
that bring the rain and eause our products to grow. We have the
hiealth of our people, our strength nnimpaived. We have God, our
Savior, the Divine Spirit, the Bible, our ehurehes, the wonderful
morale of a great heroie pesple, the spirit of evangelism as never
before, a unity and sclidarity that makes our democratic forees a
great army for God, with our conseerated trained leadership, with
the open doors for our serviee everywhere in the world,  With
our conquering forces we should rise up to the great task ahead.
Hear the call of God and go forward with faith. All things are
possible to them that believe. God says, **Call unto me and I
will show thee preat and diffienlt thinps,”® There are diffieulties
encugh to keep us humble; there are blessings emough to keep us
inspired and confident. There are assurances encugh to guarantes
victory in the future. Your Commission encourages patience in
dealing with our diffcolties, economy in the management of our
affairs consistent with the aggressive, forward-looking efficiency
and a spirit of faith and heroism which will guarantee the re-
enforeement promised from heaven for o continued vietory for
our King. We should not take counsel with our fears, nor make
our programs by them; but we shonld find our suffieiency in God
and make our programa hy faith in Him,

% That a ‘‘Committes on Resolutions'? be appointed by the
“pmmittes om Committees'’ at the earliest moment in the ses-
gipn of the Convention, This committee shall consist of five
members and to it shall be referred for consideration all resolu-
tiona except those offered by the Boards, and by the other com-
mittees of the Conventiom, provided, however, that by unanimous
consent any resolution may be considered by the Convention with-
out such referemee, Al resclutions referred to this eommittee
shall be reported, with or without recommendations, as scon after
such reference as is practieable, and no resclution shall he held
to the last day of the Comvention unless it be offered on the
Inst day.

8. E. Tull, Tennessee, presented a paper relative to the
enlargement of the Exeeutive Committee, which on his
motion was referred to the Committee on Arrangements
for Annnal Meetings,

32. Finley F. Gibson, Eentucky, presented the report
of the Committee on the Report of the Home Mission
Board as follows :

REPORT OF TIIE COMMITTEE ON THE HOME MISSION
EOARD'S REFORET

Your Committes was unable to have a mesting on May 11, but
did meet on the morning of the 12th, and gave some two hours
to the eonsideration of the Home Board’s report, the Board hav-
ing provided all the members with eopies of the Annual report.

At the request of the Committes, the Corresponding Secretary
of the Board was present to render assistance in answering ques-
tioms abhout the work and in facilitating our examination of the
Teport.

In response to our request, he gave a brief, comprehensive aums-
mary of the year's workk and brought to our attentiom =everal
matters specially assigned 1o the Board for your Committee’s
attention. We gave attention flret to those speeial matters be-
fore proceeding to eonsider the work of the Board for the year.

We find the Board is ready cheerfully and gladly to conform to
the wishes of the Convention with respect to the safeguarding of
titles to property and as the charter of the Board will expire
shortly, the new eharter will be made to econform to any changes
desired by the Convention.

The Board has agreed under certain conditions to establish a
general hospital in New Orleans, one condition of its establish-
ment heing the gift of a auitable site by the Association of
Commerce of New Orleans, This eondition had not been met np
to April 30, the cloaing of our vear and the matter will he refarrad
to the new Board in their annoal meeting in June, Since the
Board's report was written, news has eome from New Orleans to
the effect that the Assoeiation of Commeree is ready to make title
to the valusble site. It is devoutly hoped that this great project
may be carried to completion.

The Board ia earrying out the Convention's instruetions in giv-
ing sympathy and support to the army and navy chaplains, hav-
ing furnished our share of the expense conneeted with the piving
of medals to the chaplains of the world war and i3 to provide o
amall working fund for the use of chaplains in their serviee to the
enlisted men.

The Commission on Negro Theological Seminary hass proposed
the tranafer of that enterprise to the Home Mission Board, The
Board, whilst being favorably inclined to the proposition, asks
for further time in order to give it maturer consideration and
recommends that the Comvention authorize the Board and the
Commission to take the matter uwnder further and joint con-
gideration, with power to make the transfer in ease it Is mutually
agreeshls and with the distinet understanding that the $200,000
pet apart for the Negre Theological Seminary out of the 75 Million
Dollar Campaign shall continue as that specifie fund and not o
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part of the $12000000 apportiomed to Home Missions, Your
Committes would recommend the endorsement of the Board’e
recommendation.

The Convention one year age in Washington endorsed the joint
proposal of the Home Mission, Foreign Mission, and Sunday
Selool Boards in their punusl reports for a ec-operative work in
the interest of the religious life of the students in our Baptist
schools and colleges, The general plan for this work and the
methods for putting them into effect have been considered and
approved by the Home Mission Board, the Board standing rendy
to do its part in the prosecution of the work.

Work Among the Jews. Your Commilttec is greatly gratified to
learn that the Board will do work among the Jews, having engaged
Rev. Jacoh Garthenhans, & young man highly recommended for
hiz piety, gifts, and consceration, by the faculty of the Bouthern
Baptist Theological SBeminary and others. Let us devoutly pray
for the blessings of God wpon this new work of the Board.

The Board has sustained n heavy loss in ita working foree by
the regignation of Dr. V. I. Masteras to accept the editorship of
the Western Reecorder, and in the death of De, & Y. Jameson,
who was at the head of the Enlistment Department. Fitting and
beautiful tribute ia paid by the Board to these brethren in the
annugl report.

With regard to the year’s work as delineated in the various
departmental reports, we are filled with woender and thanksgiving.
In no year of its history has the Board recorded swch marvelous
achievements. We are tempted to quote at length from every de-

rtmental report but muat eontent ourselves with a few salient
acta.

Among the foreigners we had thirty-three missionaries, 338
baptisms, 405 additions to the churches; among the Indians, 11
workers, 231 baptisms, 307 additions te the churches; among the
Negroes, 33 workers, 1,688 baptisms, 2,496 additions; in the de-
partment of evangeliem, 41 workers, 15867 baptisma, 22,580 addi-
tions to the churches, and 4,087 volunteers for the ministry and
miesion work, while during the fifteen years sinée the department
was organizod we have had 323 workers, 124,103 baptisms, 169,102
additions to the churches, and 17,611 volunteers.

Other departments show similar wonderful results. )

For the vear in all departments, there were 1,850 missionaries,
45,002 baptisms, 77,377 additions to the churches; 258 churches
were constituted, 524 church houses built or repaived, and 833
Sunday echoels organized. We recommend that every member of
the Convention remd theroughly the great aceount of the year's
work as set forth in the departmental reports, and that every
delegate visit the marvelous exhibit of our year’s work in the
tent adjoining this Tabernacle.

Finances—Before a word concerning the finanees of the Board,

pur Committes wish to give the highest praise to the treasurer for
{is. brief, clear, comprehensive, and illominating report.

The Board’s work at the annual meeting last June was enlarged
by over 1004 more than that of any previous year The de-
mands were so great, tho calls for help so compelling, and the
spirit of optimism so contagious the Board felt justified in making
the unparalleled advance. The Btate Becretaries were unanimous
in their endorsement of the enlarged program, and were confident
that we eould raise the full amount of the enlarged budget.
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The terrible deflation in prices eame, Colton prices fell from
40 eents to 10 eents o pound. Al the South came on the verge of
a panic. The Board retrenched wherever poasible, but with the
enlarged program and the ealamitous deflation, the year's work
cloged with a deficit of 727,622,230, We must come mightily Ml_d
immedintely to the help of the Board in order to provide for this
deficit and aveld any serbous break in the mar»‘("ﬁ:ua advanee of
our Home Mizsion work,

The interest on borrowed money amounted to $478270.78 which
is & larger sum than the total receipts from each of nine Statea.
Surely we must remedy this defect and avoeid this burdensome
interest,

We learn that in some instances the full amount doe home mis-
siona from the collestions has not been forwarded, We recomrmend
that all collecting agencies be called upon to some to the relief
of the Board, by sending forward immediately such fond.

We are not pessimistic as to the future. In the midst of the
financial distress, our people, thank God, have in & remarkable
measnre stood for our denominational work, Never before have
a0 many of them been enlisted in mind and heart and purse.

We have the largest foree of workers in all our history and the
blessings of God upon them have eclipsed all former records. The
heavens have bent above us and blessings have some down in
wondrous measure,

The proof of this shines from every page in the reports of the
departmental work, Hundreds and thousands have been led to
our Savienr and been enlisted under His banner. Desert places
have been made to blessom as the garden of the Lord and gracious
harvests have eome to hitherto unfruitfol felds.

The whele round of our activities has been so Dlessed of God
that we raise our Ebenszer, **hitherto hath the Lord helped na'*

Our laborers have gone forth weeping and have returned re-
joicing bringing in their sheaves.

Grateful to our God for the merciea of the past, let us turn
with faith and courage to the greater task of the future.

Tt appears from the records of former sessions of the Conven-
tion that it has been the custom that, when any action is taken
by the Convention, such as the ereation of a ecommittee for ad
interim service, for the expense of which provision muost be made,
the same hae wseally been disposed of by impromptu motion on the
floor of the Convention that such expsnse be borne by the respee-
tive Boards of the Convention out of funds received for their
worle,

Ag such eommittees will probably be appeinted from time to
time, and some sane prineiple should be adopted for the care
of their necessary expenses, and which will at the same time
guard the interests of the respective hoards of the Convention
and insure that money contributed to them shall not be diverted
to objerts which were not contemplated by the contributors, vour
Committes recommends:

1. That the expemse of all committees appointed by the Con-
vention to perform duties between the annual sessioma of the Con-
vention ghall have their expenses borne by the respective Boards
on & hasia pro rata to the receipts of the BEoards whenever the
work of such committee concerns the partienlar work of the
Boards equally.

2. That whenever an expense aceount is ereated by an ad in-
terim committee, or i3 otherwise authorized by the Convention
for service which does not directly concern any one of the Boards
of the Convention, that Board shall not be required to bear any
part of such expense.

3. That in any ecase where question is raised by one of the
Boards as to its legitimate participation in such ifems of ex.
pense, the matter shall he either aettled by the Convention or
made ome of conference between the Boards and be settled by
them.
