CONSTITUTION

The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and other religions
bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States, met
in Augusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent in-
tention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining, and
directing the energies of the demomination for the propagation of the gospel,
adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as amended from time to time,
are as follows:

Artiele I. This body shall be styled the “Southern Baptist Convention.™

Art, II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote foreign and
domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the Redeemer's
Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose auch portions of the Baptist denomina-
tion in the United States as may desire a gemeral organization for Christian
benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights of
the churches.

Art. III.  The Convention shall consist (1) of messengers who contribute
funds, or are elected by Baptist bodies contributing funds for the regular work
of the Convention, on the basis of one messenger for every $250 actually paid
into the treazuries of the Beards during the fiscal year ending the thirtieth day
of April next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one representa-
tive from each of the District Associations which co-operate with this Conven-
tiom provided that such representative be formally elected at the annual meet
ing of his District Assgociation, and the election certified to the Secretaries of
the Convention, either in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes.

Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four Vice-
Presidents, a Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall in event of the death or dis-
ability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, and two Secretaries, who shall be
elected at each annual meeting, and hold their offices until a new election: and
the officers of the Convention shall be, each by virtue of his office, members of
the several Boards.

Art. V. The Convention =hall elect at each annual meeting as many Boards
of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary for carrying out the benevo-
lent objects it may determine to promote—all of which Boards may continue in
office until a new election. Each of these Boards shall consist of eighteen mem-
bers residing at or near the locality of the Board, and of one member for each
State eo-operating with the Convention. Seven memberz shall econstitute a
quorum for the transaction of husiness. Each Board shall elect a President, Re-
cording Secretary, Treasurer, Auditor, Corresponding Secretary who shall be
the executive officer of the Board and may be named its Treasurer if deemed
advisable, additional Secretaries and such other officers and employes as it may
deem necessary for the efficient conduct of its work and business. The compen-
sation of its officers and employes shall be fixed by each Board, but no salaried
afficer or employe of uny Board may be a membey thereof, : To each Board

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Art. VI. The duties of the Corresponding Secretary shall be in peneral
terms such as recognized custom devolves upon executive officera of this kind,
with such other duties as the Board may prescribe. The management of busi-
ness shall be subject always to the authority and approval of the Board, with
ultimate reference to the Convention itself,

Art. VII. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dishbursements,
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session, and
to his Board as often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of
his office, give competent security to the President of the Board for all the
stocks and funds committed to his eare. His books shall alwavs be open to the
inspection of members of the Board and of the Convention. He shall not pay
out money from the Treasury except under such orders and safegoards as the
Board may enact for the proper conduct of its financial affairs.

Art, VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep a
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com-
mitted to them for the purpose.

Art. IX., All the officers of the Convention, all members of the Boards,
mizsionaries and agents a}apuinted by the Convention, or by any of its Boards,
shall be membera of regular churches co-operating with this Convention.

Art. X. Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention
must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent
zeal in their Master's eausze, and talents which fit them for the serviee for which
they offer themselves.

Art. XI. The bodies and individuals co-operating with this Convention zhall
have the right to specify the object or objects to which their contributions shall
be applied. But when no such specification is made, the Convention will make
the distribution at its own discretion,

Art, XII, The Convention shall hold its meetings annually. A majority of
the attending mezzengers shall not be mecessary to make a quorum for the trans-
action of business. The Executive Committee of the Convention may call extra
meetings if necessary, or change the time and place of meeting of the Conven-
tion when the Committee may deem it inexpedient to convens at the time and
place appointed.

Art. XIII. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made in
these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vote is
taken without regard to total emrollment at any annual meeting of the Con-
E&ntiun. provided no amendment may be considerad after the second day of the

onvention.

BY-LAWS

In order to carry out the provizions of the Comstitution, the following By-
Laws are adopted for the government of the Convention:

1. It zhall be the duty of the Secretaries of the Convention to be present
at the place of meeting at least one day in advance of the annual sessions for the
purpose of enrolling the members of the Convention who shall prezsent themselves
with proper evidence of their right to be enrolled; and this enrollment shall be
recognized as constituting the Convention, The Secretaries are authorized to
add the names of aceredited messengers who arrive later than the opening day.
In case of any question arising as to the rights of messengers to seats, a Com-
mittee on Credentialz shall be raized to which all pertinent matters shall he
referred, and report be made to the Convenfion. It zhall be the duty of the Seec-
retaries within thirty days after the annual meeting of the Convention to notify
all members of standing committees of their appointment, and to inform chair-
men of such commitees of their appointment as chairmen. [t shall also be the
duty of the Secretaries to be present at the place of meeting of the Convention
far enough in advance to aid the local committee in making soitable arrange-
ments for the conduct of the business of the Convention. They shall see that
committee rooms, places for exhibits, displaying charts and all other details
shall be so provided for as te prevent disturbance of the Convention in its
deliberations, and in general take such measures as experience shows to be re-
quizite for the orderly and convenient dispateh of business,

or Boards of the Institutions in accordance with their respective charters. The
report of the Committee may be amended on the floor of the Convention by
majority vote,

fi. The Boards of the Convention are directed to form the closest possible
connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in sueh a way as shall be
mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such ageney as each of the
Boards may deem best, in both cases providing for the necessary expenses in-
curred.

9. The Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention are instructed to secure
frequent distribution of information relating to their work by means of news-
pape:-s, tracts, leaflets and otherwise, azs may be found expedient among our
people.

10,  The Standing Committees of the Convention shall be the following: (1)
the Executive Committee; (2) on Laymen's Movement; {3) on Order of Busi-
ness; (4) on Socidl Service; (5) on W.M.U. Work Auxiliary to the Conven-
tion; and (6) on Place and Preacher.

11. The Executive Committee shall be composed of the President and
Senfor Secretary of the Convention, one member each from the states repre-
sented in the Convention and the District of Columbia, and one member each
from the Boards of the Convention az named in By-Law 5.

_ 16, To facilitate consideration and dizcussion of these interests the follow-
ing method of procedure iz hereby adopted: (1) Each Board shall transmit
to every member of the Committee on its work a copy of its annual report as
soon as possible before the meeting of the Convention, and alse prepare a
brief printed digest for distribution among the members of the Convention;
{2) the Committees on the Report of the Boards shall assemble the day before
the meeting of the Convention and study the Reports with a view to presenting
to the Convention a maturely considered report on each Board's work during
the preceding wvear; (3) in consultation with the Secretaries of the Boards
and the Committes on Order of Business, the work of each Board shall be
presented to the Convention for discussion and action and continue until com-
pletion as follows: (a) The General Secretary or other representative of the
Board may, on the basis of the printed digest, make such explanations and
remarks as he may desire; (b} the report of the Committee on the Board's
report shall then be presented; (e) discuzzion shall then follow and continue
till the work of that Board is disposed of, one-fourth of the time for said dis-
cussion being allotted to undesipnated zpeakers on the floor of the Convention
if they deszire to usge it. This allotment of time for popular dizeussion shall be
interpreted as referring also to all speeches affecting the work and the policies
of thiz Convention.

17. The Eocards, Institutions and special Committees dealing with matters
of gpeneral importance and interest shall have in the hands of the Press Repre-
sentative of the Convention at least one week in advance, copies or digests of
their reports to be submitted at the approaching Convention, to be used by
him in preparing data for the news apencies in accordance with their require-
ments, in order that the work of the Convention may be given proper publicity.
The Press Representative shall co-operate with the representatives of the
secular press in furnishing intelligent, aceurate and creditable reports of this
Convention while it is in session.

18. The Boards and Institutions of the Convention shall elose their books

and accounts not later than midnight on April 30, next preceding the meeting
of the Convention.

19. The By-Laws may be altered by a majority vote at any time, except
on the last day of the Convention.

CHARTER

An Act to Incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the State of
Georgia, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, That from and after the passage of this Aet, That William B. Johnzon,
Wilson Lumpkin, James B. Taylor, A. Docrey, R. B. C. Howell, and others,
their associates and successors, be and they are hereby incorporated and made
a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTHERN BAPTIST CONVEN-
TION, with authority to receive, hold, possess, retain and dizpose of property,
either real or personal, to sue and be sued, and to make all by-laws, rules and
regulations necessary to the transaction of their businessz, not inconsistent with
the laws of this State or of the United States; zaid corporation being created
for the purpose of eliciting, combining and directing the energies of the BAP-
TIST DENOMINATION OF CHRISTIANS, for the propagation of the gospel,
any law, usage or custom to the contrary notwithstanding.

FPublicity Bureau—The present publieity department of the Unified Program
of Bouthern Baptists shall be the Publicity Bureau of the Southern Baptist Con-
vention. It shall be at the service of the Executive Committee of the Conven-

HE SOUTHERN EBAPTIST CONVENTION met at 9 A, in
T the City Auditorium. The praise service led by E. O. Sellers,

Louisiana, included the singing of “How Firm a Foundation,”
and prayer was led by A. U. Boone, Tennessee,

2. “The Hour is Come” was the theme of further worship con-
ducted by W. W. Hamilton, Louisiana, who read and commented on
John 12: 20-23, and led in prayer.

3. At 9:30 o'clock the body was called to order by George W.
MeDaniel, Virginia, prezident of the previous Convention.

4, The secretaries made the following report, which was adopted:

We find that aceording to Article III of the Constitution, a total of 13,417
are entitled to seats in the Convention, 12,431 on the finaneial bagiz and 986
Aranciational representatives,

Complying with Section 1 of the By-laws, we began enrolling members of
the Convention on Monday afternoen, May 10, At the hour for the opening of
the Convention the enrollment had reached 2,940,

While this enrollment constitutes the Convention, we recommend that pend-
ing their registration, messengers who arrive too late to be envolled be recog-
nized as memberz of the Convention.

5. Nominations for president being in order, George W, Truett,
Texas, nominated George W. McDaniel, Virginia. With Vice-Presi-
dent J. L. White, Florida, in the chair, and there being no further
nominations, on motion of J. R. Hobbs, Alabama, Secretary Moore
cast the ballot of the Convention for George W. McDaniel for presi-
dent of the Convention.

6. The following nominations were made for the vice-presidency
of the Convention : Robert H. Coleman, Texas, nominated O. 8. Latti-
more, Texas; H. L. Winburn, Arkansas, nominated John D. Mell,
Georgia: M. A. Wood, Florida, nominated A. M. Bennett, Florida;
and E. D. Solomon, Louisiana, nominated Louis J. Bristow, Louisiana.
There being no further nominations, Secretary Burnett, on motion
of Arch C. Cree, Georgia, cast the ballot of the Convention for the
four nominees for the vice-presidency of the Convention,

7 Om motion of Howard P. Smith, President McDaniel cast the
ballot of the Convention for Hight C. Moore and J. Henry Burnett,
Tennessee, for secretaries of the Convention.

8. George W. Norton, Jr., Kentucky, was elected treasurer of
the Convention on motion of E. Y. Mullins, Kentucky.
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9. W. P. Harvey, Kentucky, was elected auditor of the Convention
on motion of 0. M. Huey, Kentuzky.

10. The president addressed the Convention, concluding with this
statement :

“This Convention accepts Genesis as teaching that man was the
special ereation of God, and rejects every theory, evolution or other,
which teaches that man originated in, or came by way of, a lower
animal ancestry.”

The Convention unanimously adopted the motion of M. E. Dodd,
Louisiana, that the statement of the president on the subject of evo-
lution and the origin of man be adopted as the sentiment of this
Convention, and that from this point on no further consideration be
given to this subject, and that the Convention go forward with the
consideration of the main kingdom causes to which God has set our
hearts and hands.

11. The report of the Committee on Order of Business was pre-
gsented by J. R. Hobbs, Alabama. On the motion of John D. Free-
man, Tennessee, that the report be amended by striking out the
items providing for sermons each day, the house divided, the amend-
ment being adopted with 1,233 ayes and 1,072 noes. On motion of
A, J. Barton, Missouri, the report was then re-committed for such
adjustment as the committee may deem desirable.

12. James B. Leavell, pastor First Baptist Church, Houston, and
general chairman of the Committee on Hospitality, introduced Oscar

F. Holcomb, mayor of the city, who welcomed the Convention to
Houston.

(3} List of Departments of Work; (4) Complete list of property owned as of
February 1, 1926; (5) Assets as of February 1, 1926; Permanent Assets, Trust
Funds, Annuity Funds, Special Annuity Trust Funds, Property and Equipment,
ete.; (6) Liabilities as of February 1, 1926—Current, Deferred Bonds, Mort-
gages and other Liabilities; (7) Total Indebtedness as of Febronary 1, 1926; (&)
Employes, give complete list, with salary and work done by each; (9) Have
you gone afield, either publicly or privately, in the solieitation of funds outside
of the Unified Program sinee April 30, 19247 If s0, how much have vou re-
ceived in cash and subscriptions in thus going afleld? (10) How much have
you received in designated funds since April 30, 10247

Your chairman also visited nearly all of the boards and institutions of the
convention, spending three weeks on this mission, The task was pleasant, inter-
esting and profitable. A broad conception of the work being done by the
agencies visited was obtained and much valuable detail information was secured
in addition to their replies to the above guoted letter.

A zecond meeting of the committee was held on April 13th and 14th in the
Sunday School Board Building, Nashville, Tennessee. At that time a complete
draft of this report was made and the items to be included in the final report
were agreed upon. The chairman was instructed to submit to each member
of the committee a copy of the complete draft, asking for further suggestions,
A sub-committee consisting of the chairman, W. M. Whittington and E. Hilton
Jackaon, was appointed to consider any and all suggestions made by individual
members of the committee and to put in final form this report to the convention.

Your committee has also individually diseussed the econvention erganization
and its main problemsz with many constituting a convention constituency
throughout the hounds of the convention. The result of this discnssion has
convineed the committee that the constituency of this convention iz becoming
insistent that the work of the agencies of the convention zhall be more clozely
correlated, and that the ag[encie's- themselves shall be brought into such relations
with the convention as will puarantee in advance both efficiency of adminizstra-
tion and the prevention of imeurring any indebtedness, exeept Tor eurrent ex-
penses between the meetings of the convention.

Your committee is grateful for the hearty and helpful co-operation of all
agencies, both State and Southwide. All Southwide agencies cheerfully fur-
nished the information desired and expressed a willingness to furnish additional
information upon request. All connected with the boards and institutions
visited by the chairman were cordial, sympathetic, and fraternal in their treat-
ment, and all of the state secretaries replied to your committee’s communication
in a most fraternal spirit. They expressed their opinions frankly and it was
evident with an earnest desire to be helpful.

THINGS MOST NEEDED BY THE CONVENTION .

1. A Budget Contral.

It has been widely assumed that the convention sines the inauguration of
the 75 million program has been working upon a Budget basiz. But the slight-
est review of the history of our so-called Budget System overthrows this as-
sumption. Up to this time the convention has never had a real budget. It
ha:q set a goal from time to time as to the total amount of money it hoped to
ral!ie, Percentages of this amount have been allocated to boards inatitutions
and other agencies of the convention. At no time, however, has the cunvcn:
tion fixed any llmltatlinn upon the amount to be spent by convention geoncies
before the next meeling of the convention, Such agencies, therefopg ];,Lg,:.e falt
themselves at liberty, acting through their own Boards and having in n,;, de 1
their own needs, to use their credit, and incidentally the eredit of the crml:: 2 S
in borrowing huge sums of money, which, in the last analysis become ili-qntmn
debtedness of the convention. The magnitude of the financial 'f"’“"“uf'timf»; jnt:

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thiz character becomes strikingly apparent when it is noted that the combined
debts as of February 1, 1926 of all convention ageneies amount to the ecolossal
sum of §5,387 060.83, excluding letters of credit. It is doubtless true that these
debts would never have been contracted if the convention had been operating
under a budget eontrol. And it iz also apparent that if the present independent
and unecontrolled activities of convention agencies in the matter of making
new indebtedness is to continue unabated, the time is not far distant when
the convention will become involved beyond the point of safety and will be-
come practically paralyzed in the performance of its function. It is one of
th.E main purposes of thiz report to eall the attention of the convention con-
;t%ue?ﬁy to this extracrdinary situation and peint a way out of our financial
ifficultics.

Some may ask, “How would the combined budget of the convention be
made?"

Each board, institution, or other agency of the convention, would make
out a proposed budget for itself for the next convention wear. The budget
of the agency would show the work it dezires to aceomplish during the eoming

year and would also show the cost of doing the proposed work,
The proposed budgets of all the agencies would be presented to the hody
appointed by the convention to suggest the combined budget.

The Convention’s Budget Committee (by whatever name called) would care-
fully consider the individeal proposed budgets of all the boards, institutions,
and other agencies. Then, in view of the total amount of money that could
reasonably be hoped to be raised by the conventiom for all purposes, it would
determine just how much each ageney could wizely expend.

The proposed combined budget would be presented to the convention for
its decision. The convention would approve the supgested budget or make any
changes it desires, but when the convention had passed upon the budget it
then places a control over the expenditures of each board, institution, or other
agency of the convention.

Your committee iz thoroughly convinced that such a budget control i= ab-
solutely necezzary and that it iz the only way by which the present stappering
debt can be reduced, and that it is the only way to prevemnt the tragedy of
piling up further debts. If the convention is to assume the debts incurred by
its hoards and institutions and other agemcies, then it must control the ex-
penditures of all such agencies,

Under a combined budget control, evervbody would know just how much
money would have to be raised to carry on the work of the comvention, and
they would also know that if that amount of money were raised there would
be no debt ineurred during the current year.

Each ageney, of course, should be left free to make its appropriations to
the various departments of itz own work. The convention cannot wissly go
into making detailed appropriationz for specific departments of work of its
agencies. This should be left entirely with the agenecies themselvez, All that
should be required by the convention of each agpency i5 that in making its ap-
propriations it stay within the amount fixed by the convention.

It iz to he understood, howewver, that the convention always reserves to
itself the right to instruet any of its agencies to enlarge or decrease its work
in a certain department, or to discontinue a department or to add other depart-
ments to its work.

2. A Central Agency.

After very earnest consideration your eommittee is convinced that the con-
vention should have some agency keeping in close touch with all the boards,
institutions, and other agencies of the convention. The affairs of the conven-
tion and its apencies are too varied and too great to be handled effectively
without it. Your committee makes a suggestion that such an ageney could
be taken care of by enlargement of the functions of the present Executive

Committee.

Speaking more specifically, your committee has not thought ems that must

line the details of such an agency at this time, but some of the it
necessarily be considered in its creation may be mentioned.

It should certainly, in our opinion, make the budgets and fix percentages,
It could carry on the work of promoting what is now ealled the Co-operative
Program. In promoting the combined program, thiz agency should have as-
sociated with it all of the general secretaries, presidents of Southwide institu-
tions, and superintendents of Southwide hospitals, and all of the state secretaries.

§. This agency could deal directly with the state boards, m.a.llii.ng definite
agreements with them and eo-operating with them in the co-operative work.

6. There are many other things of importance that it could wisely do. It
could gather and file facts that would be invaluable; it could act in an advisory
capacity, and perform other important work. In fact, it could act as a clearing-
house for all the business of the convention and submit to the convention at
its annual meeting, in co-operation with the convention's Agencies, a full re-
port along the lines already indicated.

Among the advantages that would grow out of such a eentral committes
may be stated, as follows:

1. A real budget control which would prevent without the authority of the
convention a contraction of new debts by the convention agencies, which policy,
heretofore pursued, is largely responsible for our present plight.

2. The gradual liguidation of all convention indebtedness, which will he
taken care of in the budget adopted by the convention in advance.

. A system of uniform auditing of all convention agencies by a Certified
Public Aceountant, reviewed by a committee of the ageney involved, and sub-
mitted in advance of the convention to the Executive Committee, thus enlarged
for its analysiz and report to the convention,

4. This system also would make certain that all trust funds and desig-
nated gifts he kept intact, preventing even their temporary use for any pug-
pose other than that specified, and also preventing the investment of such funds
in the bonds of any denominational agency and guaranteeing that zecurities,
covering such investments, would be only such as would be approved by a eourt
charged with the respounsibility of keeping intact trust funds.

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3. A Complete Survey.

. Your committee has found the task undertaken too large to be completed
in one year. We believe that a thorough and detailed survey of all the activi-
ties of the convention, its boards, institutions, and other agencies, should be
made. The cenvention activities are so vast and eover such a wide range that
time at the disposal of the committee has not made it possible to submit at
this time a complete and tabulated survey which must be left to future con-
T}ideratinn. In our opinion, now is the time to complete the task that has been
egun.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Your committee recommends that the convention at this time commit
itzelf to budget control, and that the Executive Committee of the convention
be instructed to present a suggested, detailed, combined budget to the conven-
tion next year.

2. We also recommend that the convention go on record as favoring a
gingle agency to function along the lines presented in this report, and that the
committee on business efficiency be instructed to work out the details of zuch
agency and present it Lo the convention next year, suggesting the necessary
changes to be made in the Constitution and By-Laws of the Convention.

1. Trust Fuads and Designated Gifts.

Your commitiee recommends that all agencies of the convention he in-
structed to keep all trust funds and designated gifts (for they are trost funds)
sacred to the trust and designation; that they be kept separate from all other
funds of such agency; that they be not used even temporarily for any other
purpose than the purpose specified; that they shall not be borrowed by the
agency holding them, either for a long or short time, either with or without
paying interest, and that they shall not be leaned to any other demominational
agency, whether local, state, or Southwide; and that such funds shall not be
invested in the securitics of any other denominational ageney whatsoever,

It is to be understood that nothing in thiz recommendation shall be inter-
preted in such a way as to prevent the placing of such funds, when not in use,
in savings banks at interest, or their investment in high-prade securities by
the agenecy, and it iz further understood that all interest and profits resulting

from this lending or investing shall be added to the fund 50 loaned or invested.
2. Survey of Fields and Work of Agencies,

We recommend that your committee on business efficiency be continued;
that it make a full, complete, and analyzed survey of the work, policies, activi-
ties, and other matters of the convention and all of its agencies; and that it
be given full authority to get any information desired from any and all of the
agencies of the convention; and that it be given authority, where it iz deemed
to be necessary, to employ a competent aceountant. We recommend that the
expenses of the committes be paid by the Sunday School Board.

Your committee does not pass judgment on the merit of these statements
of objections and dangers. They should not discourage or make us pessimistie.
But there is probably a measure of truth in all and much truth in some of
them—enough at least to give us pause and lead to a careful survey of ouor
organization and methods,

We next submit some of the various remedies suggested,

1. The first is to change the basis of representation so that the Convention
will consist of a few hundred messengers, with one thousand as the maximom.
