CONSTITUTION

The messengers from missionary societies, churchez, and other religip,
bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States, met
in Augusta, Georgia, for the purpose of carrying into effect the benevolent in.
tention of ocur constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, combining, ang
directing ‘the energies of the denomination for the propagation of the £ospel,
adopted rulez and fundamental prineiples which, as amended from time to time,
are as follows:

Article I.  This hody shall he styled the “Southern Baptist Convention,”

Art. II. It shall be the desipn of the Convention to promaote foreign ang
domestic missions, and other important objects connected with the Redeemer'
Hingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Baptist denoming.
tion in the United States as may desire a general organization for Christian
benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and egual rights of
the churches.

Art. ITII. The Convention shall consist (1) of messengers who contribute
funds, or are elected by Baptist bodies contributing funds for the regular work
of the Convention, on the basiz of one messenger for every $250 actually paid
inte the treasuries of the Boards during the fiscal year ending the thirtieth day
of April next preceding the meeting of the Convention; (2) of one representa.
tive from cach of the Diztriet Associations which co-operate with this Conven-
tion provided that such representative be formally elected at the annual meet.
ing of hiz District Association, and the election certified to the Secretaries of
the Convention, either in writing or by copy of the printed Minutes,

Art, IV, The officers of this Convention shall be a President, four Vice-
Presidents, & Treasurer, an Auditor, who shall in event of the death or dis
ability of the Treasurer, act as such officer, and twe Secrctaries, who cshall be
elected at each annual meeting, and heold their offices until & new election; and
the officers of the Convention zhall be, each by virtue of his office, members of
the zeveral Boards.

Art. V. The Convention shall elect at each annual meeting as many Boards
of Managers as, in its judgment, will be necessary for carrying out the beneve-
lent objects it may determine to promote—all of which Boards may continue in
office until a new election. Each of these Boards shall consist of eighteen mem-
bers residing at or near the locality of the Board, and of one member for each
State co-operating with the Convention. Seven members shall constitute a
quorum for the transaction of business. Each Board shall elect a President, Be-
cording Seeretary, Treasurer, Auditor, Corresponding Secretary who shall be
the executive officer of the Board and may be named its Treasurer if deemed
advizsable, additional Seeretaries and such other officers and employes as it may
deem necessary for the efficient conduct of itz work and business. The compen-
sation of its officers and emploves shall be fixed by each Bosrd, but no salaried
officer or employe of any Board may be a member thereof. To each Board
shall be committed, during the recess of the Convention, the entire mana
ment of all the affaira relative to the objeets with whose interests it shall be
charged; all of which management shall be in strict accordance with the eon-
stitutional provizions adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as
may be given from time to time, Each Board zhall be authorized to ensct its
own By-Laws, and to fill any vacancy occurring in its membership or in the
office of Corresponding Secretary between the meetings of the Convention,

Art. VI The dulies of the Corresponding Secretary shall he in general
terms such as recognized custom devolves upon executive officers of this kind,
with such other dufies as the Board may preseribe. The management of busi-
ness shall be subject always to the authority and approval of the Board, with
ultimate reference to the Convention itzelf.

Art. VII. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all
moeneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and dishursements,
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session, an
to his Board as often as required, He shall also, on entering upon the duties
his office, give competent security to the President of the Board for all the
stocks and funds committed to his care. His books shall always be open to the
inspection of members of the Board and of the Convention., He shall not pay
out money from the Treasury exeopt under such orders and safeguards as ihe
Board may enact for the proper conduct of its financial affairs,

_Art. VIII. The Recording Seeretavies of the several Boards shall keep a
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com-

mitted to them for the purpose.
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- Art. 1K, All the Dml-‘i-!l':sl of the Convention, all members of the Boards,
missignaries and agents appointed by the Convention, or by any of ita Boards,
shall be members of regular churches co-operating with this Convention.

Art. X. I'rll.ssmnr:gries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention
muet, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent
zeal in their Master’s cause, and talents which fit them for the service for which
they offer themselves,

Art. XI. - The bodies and individuals co-operating with this Convention shall
have the Tight to specify the objeet or objects to which their contributions shall
be applied. But when no such specification is made, the Convention will make
the distribution at its own discretion.

Art. XIL  The Convention shall hold its meetings annually, A majority of
the attending messengers shall not be necessary to make a quorum for the trans-
action of buziness. The Exeeutive Committee of the Convention may eall extra
meetings if necessary, or change the time and place of meeting of the Conven-
tion when the Committee may deem it inexpedient to convene at the time and
place appointed.

Art, XIII.  Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made in
thesa Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members prezent when the vote is
taken without regard to total enrollment at any annual meeting of the Con-
mtinni_pmwded no amendment may be considered after the second day of the

venlion.

BY-LAWS

In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the following By-
Laws are adopted for the government of the Convention:

1. It shall be the duly of the Secretaries of the Convention to be present
at the place of meeting at least one day in advance of the annual sessions for the
se of enrolling the members of the Convention who shall present themselves
with proper evidence of their right to be enrolled; and this enrollment shall be
recognized as constituting the Convention, The Secretaries are authorized to
add the names of accredited mezsengerz who arrive later than the opening day.
In case of any guestion arising as to the rights of messengers to seats, a Com-
mittee on Credentials shall be raised to which all pertinent matters shall be
referred, and report be made to the Convention. Tt shall be the duty of the Sec-
retaries within thirty days after the annual meeting of the Convention to notify
all members of standing committees of their appointment, and to inform chair-
tien of such commitees of their appointment as chairmen. It shall also be the
duty of the Secretaries to be present at the place of meeting of the Convention
far enough in advance to aid the loeal ecommittee in making suitable arrange-
ments for the conduct of the business of the Convention. They shall see that
committes rooms, places for exhibits, dizplaying charts and all other details
ghall be so provided for as to prevent disturbance of the Convention in its
deliberations, and in general take such measures as experience shows to be re-
quisite for the orderly and convenient dispatch of business.

2. The Rulez of Order for the Convention shall be those laid down in Mell's
“Mannal of Parlinmentary Practice,” and Kerfoot's “Parlinmentary Law,” but
in cases where these authorities differ, or for which they do not provide, the
President shall exercize his discretion, subject to appeal to the Convention.

3. The President, Vice-Presidents, and Secretaries of the Convention shall
be elected by ballot; provided, however, that when there is only one nomination
for any office, the Seeretary or any ore desipnated for the purpose, if there
be no objection, may be instructed to east the ballot for the Convention.

4. Speeches in support of any brother's nomination for an office of the
Convention shall be limited to one address of not wmore than five minutes in
length, and one second of five minutea.

6. The Boards of the Convention shall be as follows: The Foreign Mission
Board, located at Richmond, Va.; the Home Mission Board, at Atlanta, Ga.; the
Sunday School Board, at Nashville, Tenn.; the Relief and Annuity Board, at
Dallas, Texas; the Education Board, at Birmingham, Ala.

The Institutions of the Cenvention may be as follows: The Southern
Bﬂplist Theologiecal Seminary, locaied at Louisville, Ky.; the Southwestern Eap-
tist Theological Seminary, at Fort Worth, Texas; the Baptist Bible Institute, at

ew Orleans, La.: the Americea Baptist Theological Seminary, at Nashville,
enn.; and the Hospital Commiszion.,
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7. The members of the Bourds enumerated in Article 5 of the Bl";-'i'}"" and
the Trustees or Beards of the Institutions enumerated in Article & of the By
Laws zha!l be named in the foilowing manner: The President of the Convention,
before the final adjournmeni, shall appoint a Committee on Boards composed of
orne member from each state and the District of Columbia, which Committe
shall nominate at the next ensuing Convention (1) the general Boards in g
cordance with Article V of the Constitution and (2) the Trustees, Directors
or Boards of the Institutions in aceordance with their respective charters. The
report of the Committee may be amended on the floor of the Convention by
majority vote,

8. The Boards of the Convention ave directed to form the elozsest possibly
connection with the State Boards, where such exist, in such a way as shall be
mutually agreeable, and in other cases to secure such ageney as each of the
Euardda may deem best, in both cases providing for the necessary expenses in
currad,

9, The Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention are instructed to secure
freguent distribution of information relating to their work by means of news.
mpefs. tracts, leaflets and otherwise, as may be found expedient among our
people,

10. The Standing Committees of the Convention shall be the following: (1)
the Executive Committes; (2} on Baptist Brotherhood of the South; (i) on
Order of Busziness; (4) on Social Service; (5) on W.M.U., Work Auxiliary to
the Convention; and (6) on Place and Preacher.

11. The Executive Committee of the Convention zhall consizt of the Presi-
dent and Senior Secretary of the Conwvention, and one member from each co-
operating state and the District of Columbia and nine members at larpe. Nine
members shall ¢onstitute a quorum for the transaction of business. No salaried
official of the Southern Baptist Convention or of any of its agencies, or a
salaried official of any state convention, or a =alaried ofcial of any state agency,
may be a member of the Executive Committee. This rule shall not apply in the
case of the President or of the Senior Secretary of the Convention. No mem-
ber of any board, or board of trustees, or commission of the Southern Baptisi
Convention, may be a member of the Executive Committee, This shall not
apply in the caze of the President or Senior Secretary of the Convention.

For next year the Executive Committee (excluding the Prezident and Seere-
tary of the Convention) shall be divided into three equal groups—one group to
gerve one yvear, & second group for two years, and the third group for thres
vears, After that, one-third of the members of the Committee shall be appointed
for a term of three vears, Any member appointed to fill o VACATICY In & group
shall serve for the unexpired term of that group.

The Executive Committee shall elect a President, Recording Secretary,
Treasurer, Executive Secretary who shall be the Executive Officer of the Com-
mittee, and such other officers and emploves as it may deem necessary for the
efficient conduct of its work and business, The compensation of its offieers and
employes shall be fixed by the Committee. But no salaried officer or employe
of the Committee may be a member thereof., The Executive Committes shal
have the books of itz Treasurer audited amnually by a Certified Public Ac
eountant, The Executive Committes shall establish and maintain suitable offices
or headquarters in some central eity within the bounds of the Southern Baptist
Convention.

The dutiez and functions of the Executive Committee shall be as follows:
{1.) To act for the Convention ad interim in matters not otherwise provid
for in itz plans of work., (2.} To have oversight of arrangements for meetings
of the Convention with authority to change, if necessary, the time and place o
meeting. (3.) To act in an advisory way on matlers of policy and co-opers
tion arizsing between the agencies of the Convention, or between agencies of the
Convention and co-operating state apencies, (4.) To represent the Seuthers
Baptist Convention in all negotiations with state conventions, and state E}Dﬂr:i‘"
and other co-operating bodies in matters of common interests. The Executive
Committes zhall be the anthorized ageney of the Southern Baptist Convenbiot
to conelude all agreements with co-operating state apencies for the conduct ‘"Ij
noecessary arrangements as to handling of Scuthwide funds raised in the vore
ous states, and all other related matlers. (5.) To recommend to the Conventiol
an Operating Eudget for the Convention year, and to recommend the perceni
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ages of Southwide funds to be allocated to each cause or agency. The Operat-
ing Budget shall include all agencies of the Southern Baptist Convention.
(6.)Te present to the Convention a eonsolidated financial statement of all the
agencies of the Convention. The statement shall show the Assets, Liabilities,
and the Debts of the agencies. (7.) The Executive Committee shall notify the
agencies of the Convention of all actions or instructions of the Convention re-
lating t¢ the work or other matters of the agency or agencies involved, and
shall report to the Convention whether such agency or agencies have carried
sut the wishes of the Convention, (8.) To hold meet ngs at such times as may
be necessary or advisable for the transaction of the business committed to it by
the Convention. (3.} To make reports of its proceedings to the Convention at
each annual ession, and to make any recommendations it may desire concern-
ing the affairs of the Convention, or concerning the affairs of the agencies of
the Convention.

The Extcutive Committee shall have no authority to conirol or direct any
ageney of the Convention. But the Exccutive Committee shall have full au-
thority to study the affairs of the agencies of the Convention, and to make
suggestions, when deemed advisable, to the ageneies, and to report its findings
tp the Convention, and to make recommendations Lo the Convention concerning
any matter whatsoever,

The expenses of the Executive Committee shall be borne by the Sunday
School Board. The Sunday School Beard shall advance to the Executive Com-
mittee, from time to time, funds suflicient for the Committee to discharge its
duties without financial embarrassment.

12. A committee of seven memberz appoinlted by the President, of whom
one shall be designated as chalrman, shall act as a Committee on Committees,
The said Committee on Committees shall name the several Standing Commi-
teez enumerated in Article 10 of the Byv-Laws and all speecial committees
authorized during the sessions of the Convention and not otherwise provided for.

13. The President, on the first day of the Convention, shall appoint a Com-
mittee on Resolutions to consist of five members. To thiz Committee all
resolutions mot connected with the reports of the Boards or Committees shall
be automatically referred. This committee is directed to report out all resolu-
tions referred to it, either with or without recommendations and amendmenta,

14, The Committee on Order of Business shall sugpest an order of busi-
ness for the next meeting of the Convention. In so providing, this committee
ghall have due regard to the customary practices and precedents of the Conven-
tien in arranging for the orderly an(f efficient conduct of its business and
discussion of itz work,

16. At each meeting of the Convention apecial committees of one from

each State, and the Distriet of Columbia, szhall be appointed to consider and
report at the next meeting upon the annual reports of the several Boards,
. 16, To facilitate consideration and dizeussion of these interests the follow-
ing methed of procedure is hereby adopted: (1) Each Board shall transmit
to every member of the Committes on it2 work a copy of its annoal report as
spon as possible before the meeting of the Convention, and also prepare a
brief printed digest for distribution among the members of the Convention;
(2} the Committess on the Report of the Boards shall assemble the day before
the meeting of the Convention and study the Reportzs with a view to presenting
to the Convention a maturely considered report om each Board's work during
the preceding year; (3) in consultation with the Secretariez of the Boards
and the Committee on Order of Business, the work of each Board shall be
presented to the Convention for discussion and action and continue until com-
pletion as follows: (a) The General Secretary or other representative of the
Board may, on the basis of the printed digest, make such explanations and
remarks g3 he may desire; (b) the report of the Committee on the Board's
report shall then be presented: (¢) discussion shall then follow and continue
till Ehe work of that Board is disposed of, one-fourth of the time for said dis-
custion being alletted to undesignated speakers on the foor of the Convention
If they desire to use it. This allotment of time for popular dizeussion shall be
interpreted as referring also to all speeches affecting the work and the policies
of this Convention.

17. The Boards, Institutions and special Committees dealing with matters
of general importance and interest shaH have in the hands of the Presz Repre-
sentative of the Convention at least one week in advance, coples or digests of
their reports to be submitted at the approaching Convention, to be used by
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him in preparing data for the news agencies in accordance with their Tequire.
ments, in order that the work of the Convention may be given proper publicity,
The Press Representative shall co-operate with the representatives of the
secular press in furnishing intelligent, accurate and creditable reports of thi
Convention while it i3 in session.

18, The Boards and Institutions of the Convention shall close their bﬁ[:llm
and accounts not later than midnight on April 30, next preceding the meeting
of the Convention.

19. The By-Laws may be altered by a majority vote at any time, exeept
on the last day of the Convention.

CHARTER

An Act to Incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representalives of the State of
Georgia, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, That from and after the passage of this Act, That William B, Johnson,
Wilson Lumpkin, James H. Taylor, A. Docrey, E. B. C. Howell, and others,
their associates and successors, be and they are hereby incorporated and made
a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTHERN BAPTIST CONVEN.
TION, with authority to receive, hold, possess, retain and dispose of property,
either real or personal, to suwe and be sued, and to make all by-laws, rules and
regulations necessary to the transaction of their business, not inconsistent with
the laws of this State or of the United States; zaid corporation being ereated
for the purpose of eliciting, combining and directing the energies of the BAP-
TIST DENOMINATION OF CHRISTIANS, for the propapation of the pospel
any law, wsage or custom to the econtrary notwithstanding,

request; (4) '_“:"Ift a sufficient number for the occasional distribution requested
from SE“&LR”E-"'_ offices during the year, and (5} reserve 50 to 100 copies for
pse at the following Convention,

Entertainment—The entertainment of the Convention, to be arranged in
detail by the entertaining city and the Executive Committee of the Convention,
ineludes: (1) An adequate auditerium with seating capacity of 5,000 and up-
ward and other places of meeting, as for registration offices, committes rooms,
exhibit space, ete., together with a suitable meeting place for the Woman's
Missionary Union; (2) the usual coneceszion in lodging and board for Conven-
tion officers, assistants, secrotaries, editors and missionaries as mav be apecified
and npamed by the Executive Committee; (3) the guarantee of hotel accom-
modations at not more than the usual commereinl rates (achedules of room
prices to be filed confidentially with the Executive Committee for any adjust-
ments that may be necessary) and that there zhall he no raise in prices for
food or service during the Convention; (d4) furnishing the Secretaries the re-
quisite number of badges for messengers and for the press, and (5) incidentals
such as furniture for the Convention platform, regstration office and press
bureau, maintenance of Information Bureau, usheraz and pages,

Exhibits—All exhibits of every deseriplion shall be rigidly execluded from
those parts of the place of meeting where the people visiting the exhibits will
disturb the proceedings of the Convention, their locations to be determined by
the Secretaries of the Convention.

Exhibit Space—The Execative Committee of the Convention shall have ex-
clusive control of all exhibit space.

Expenses of Annual Meetings—The expenses of the Conventidn in connec-
tion with the publication and distribution of the Annuals shall be distributed
by the Becretaries among the Boards and Institutions in a ratio correspond-
ing to the length of their annual reports. All other expenszes in connection
with the annuoal meetings shall be borne by the several Boards and Institutions
in proportion to their annual receipts.

Expenses of Special Committees— (1) The expense of all committess ap-
pointed by the Convention to perform duties between the annual zessionz of
the Convention shall be borne by the respective Boards and Institutionz on a
basis pro rata to the receipta of the Boards and Institutions whenever the work
of such committee concerns their particular work,

(2) Whenever an expense account is ereated by an ad interim commitiee or
iz otherwise authorized by the Convention for service which does not dircetly
con¢ern any one of the Boards or Imstitutions of the Convention, that Board
or Institution shall not be required to bear any part of zueh expense.

(3) In any case where question is raised as to legitimate participation in
such items of expense, the matter shall be referred to the Executive Committee,

(4} Expenses incurred by special committees which do not directly eoncern
any of the Boards or Institutions, when such committees are directly ordered
te meet during the interim, shall be borne by the Sunday School Board.

(5} Ttemized accounts of expenses of committeemen shall be required before
any such expenses are paid.

Memorial Service—The Committee on Order of Business iz instrueted to ar-
range for any memorial service to be held during the Convention.

New Plans and Pelicies—The Secretaries of the Convention are instructed
to eommunicate with each of the Boards and Agencics of the Convention not
later than six weeks hefore the annual meeting of the Convention asking for
information as to any recommendations to be propesed to the Convention by said
Board or Ageneies involving new plans or policies, and to publish in the denomi-
national press a resume or digest of such proposed recommendationz at least
three weeks before the annual meeting of the Convention.

Presentation of Outside Causes—Causes other than those provided for in
the repular work of the Convention may be prezented to the Convention upon
authority of officers of the Convention in conference with the Committee on
Order of Business in such ways and at such times as may he dictated by the
courtesiee of the ease and the necessities of our program.

Publicity Bureau—The present publicity department of the UIIIFE!d Program
of Southern Baptists shall be the Publicity Bureau of the Southern Baptist Con.
vention. It shall be at the service of the Executive Committee of the Conven.
tion between the meetings of the Convention and the Conventlons medium of
publicity during the annual meetings of the Convention, being In charge of the
work of publishing the daily bulletin for the use of the Cn-n':'Entl'Dn and asgist.
ing in getting an adequate report of the Convention’s proceedings to the secular
press.  The director of the Publicity Bureau shall be the official Press Repro-
sentative of the Convention,

Selected Place of Meeting—After the place of meeting has been chosen the
Executive Committes is eharged with the duty of making a thorough investiga-
tien as to the general interests of the Convention, and as to hotel rates and other
local eonecessions, and with written assurances from the hotels as to rates, ete,

Stenographie Serviee—The Secretaries are instructed to provide compelent
stenopraphic and typewriting serviece under the control of the official Press
Representative of the Convention and to make a sufficient number of copies of
all unprinted reports and resolutions, ete., for the members of the committecs,
the officers of the Convention and the reporters of the denominational and
secular papers and to assizt the official Press Representative of the Convention
in securing correct and proper publicity.

Sunday Afternoon Sessions—Services for Sunday afternoon shall be ar-
ranged for by the Committee on Order of Dusiness,

Sunday Evening Missionary Mass Meeting—The Committes on Order of
Business shall arrange for a Missionary Maszs Meeting in the Convention Hall
for SBunday evening, at which time the Convention may hear from returned mis-
sionaries of the Forelgn Board, and missionaries of the Home Board.

Unfinished Business—All unfinizhed routine business of the annual sessions
of the Convention shall be automatically referred to the Executive Committes,

Vacancies—The Executive Committee is authorized to fill any vacancies

2. Further devotional service was led by Luther Wesley Smith,
Missouri, who commented on John 14: 7-9 and led in prayer.

3. The Convention was called to order at 9:30 o'clock by George
W. McDaniel, Virginia, president of the previous Convention.

4, The secretaries made the following report, which was adopted :

We find that according to Article III of the Constitution a total of 10,743
meszengers are entitled to seats in the Convention, 9,812 on the financial basis
and 931 asscciationsl representatives.

Complying with Section I of the By-Laws, we began enrolling members of

28, The report of the Inter-Board Commission on Student Re-
ligious Activity was presented as follows by Executive Secretary
Frank H. Leavell, Tennessee:

REPORT OF THE INTER-BOARD COMMISSION ON STUDENT RELIGIOUS
ACTIVITY

To the Scuthern Baptist Convention, Louisville, May, 1927:

Five years ago the Inter-Bosrd Commission on Student Religious Aetivity
began its work with headquarters in Memphis. It began with meagre equip-
ment, little sentiment, 8 new field for activity and a zingle secretary., With
faith in God; with the encouragement of God's blessings upon the initial ef-
forts; with the wizse planning and direction by the Inter-Bosrd Commission,—

12 secretariea of five of the general boards of the Southern Baptist Convention;
with the hearty co-operation of the various departments of the denomina-
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tional work and, withal, an immediate, eager reception pij the work by t.h‘;l:lus;md;
of Baptist students we have come to the hour of positive progress and o de-
cided accomplishments,

Completing a Five-Year Program

From the beginning of the first lap the student religions program was pro-
jected om a time basis of five years. During this period we purposely made
haste slowly, seeking Ehe:'eb{'l.rto avoid mistukes, Our efforts were to be positive
but largely experimental, e were Lo =l up no permanent organizations nor
produce any permanent publications. Caution at first proved a permanently
profitable plan. The present scholastie year will end that five-year program. It
is conzervative to say that all, and in gact more than all, that was anticipated
haz been realized. Not enly has the experimental work gone forward and an-
nual student conferences been held, but favorable sentiment has been molded
among students, among school administrative forces and among various con-
ventions and boards of the denomination. Through the Baptist Stadent Union
as a method for unifying the Baptist religious work on the campuses of both
Baptist and tax-supported schools we have crystalized sentiment, concentrated
student religious effort and made a decided spiritual impact vpon the various
collepe communities. For example, the president of one of the largest privately
endowed institutions of the South said: “The wild onions and the Baptists are
about te take the eampuz.” Experimentation has proved expedient, and initial
suceezses have shown that Southern Baptists are now in pozition to go forward
with greatest certainty in a constructive and expanding program of student re-
ligions activity.

Student Workers Increasing

A pratifying phase of progress in the student work is the inereasing number
of full time student secretaries that are being placed in the field. Southern
Baptists now have a total of 25 secretaries who are giving their full time to
student religious work., Of these four are statewide secretaries, supported by
the State Mission Boards; twelve are loeated with full time on state school cam-
puses, and seven with full time in Baptist schools, while two are southwide
workers. In addition to these full time secretaries there are ten who give their
full time to one campus but only part of their time Lo the definite responsibility
of a remunerated student seeretary. Thus we have a total of thirty-five full
and part time distinetly student religionz secretaries. In still other schools there
iz the less satisfactory method of student aid to the pastor. There are ten state
mission hoards or execotive committees now definitely snpporting student work.
In four states—Virginia, Georgia, Alabama and Texas—there are statewide sec-
retaries heading up the department of student work.

Besides these workers, and in co-operation with them, large emphasis must
always be placed upon the inestimable good and far-reaching work that through
the vears has been done, and i= still being done, by those denominational work-
ers, secretaries and others, in the departments of the YW, A., the Sunday achool
and the BY.P.U, These workers in conneetion with their other work in the
churehes do eonstruetive work in the zehoaols.

The outlook iz encouraging. The lark is singing announcing the dawn of &
new day. Plang are being perfected by which next vear more workers will be
placed in both Baptist an§ state schools, For example, in Missiseippl the State
Mizzion Boeard is placing a student religions secretary on two additional state
school campusges, giving a full time worker te all but one of the tax-support
achools in that state. Also, two of the four Baptist schools of Mississippi have
full time secretarics,

The outstanding need of our work today is more of these workers in the
stotes and in the various schools,  Students are working tirelessly for this lead-
ership. They see the need and opportunity as none elze ecan. On one state
school campus eight upstanding young men have, with right hands Taized &
ward heaven, covenanted to pray daily and work dj]igent%* until they have 2
religious zecretary. On two Baptizt sechool campusez smallep groups of young
men have covenanted together and they pray at frequent and stated inte
that they may have similar aid and spiritual leadership,
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Student Retreat at Ridgecrest

Last June fu;r' the first time the Inter-Board Commission invited to Ridge-
crest for a I"""'El‘k ] pl:{n_ference all of the student secretaries and student leaders
in the religious activities from a seleeted number of schools. There was a group
of about sixty. These davs were spent in informal discussion of campus prob-
lems, plans of work and demonstrations of methods. It was neither an eneamp-
ment nor an assembly, but merely a conference for a selected group,  Addrezzes
of spiritual inspiration were delivered by Dv. W, J. McGlothlin, Dr. Carter Helm
Jones, Dr. W. W. Hamilton and Dr. W. O. Carver, This experimental meeting
proved pre-eminently profitable to our cause. Plans are now perfected for a
similar but larger meeting for the coming June.

Work in Summer Schools

The almost untouched opportunity for definite work in the summer schools
invites our efforts, On many campuses there are as many students in the sum-
mer as in the winter season, Save in the schools where there are student secre-
taries we can do but little in 80 vast a field with such a limited working force and
financial budget, Week-end conferences were promoted on a number of cam-
puzes, all with successful outcome., More of this work will be done, always in
¢onnection with the loeal ehurches, during the coming summer.

Twe Special Days Obeerved

Following the ﬁecedent of former wvears the Inter-Board Commission laid
no small emphasis last year upon the southwide ohservance of two special days
of unified activity. They were:

First, Student Church Relationship Day. The first Sunday of October was
desipnated as Stodent Church Relationship Day. Throughout the South pastors
in school centers were asked to urge the importance of students being wvitall
related to the church while in collepe. The particular connection that eac{
church should suggest was left to the wisdom of the local chureh and its pastor.
Certain it i3 that thizs emphasis strikes at the very heart of our problem of
student apestasy. Special literature was provided each chureh and each Bap-
tigt sehool to aid in this effort,

Second, Student Might at Christmas Week. That the last Sundav, or Sumn-
day night, of the vear be devoted espeeially te the spiritual interest of students
has become a custom in a great mumber of churches. It attests the churches'
mterest in the students and demonstrates te the home church the lovalty, ef-
ficieney and appreciation of the students. This idea has proven unusually popu-
lar and more pastors and churches ohserve the day each year.

All-Southern Baptist Student Conference

The most outstanding and determining event of the year for the Inter-Board
Commission was the All-Southern Baptist Student Conferenes at Birmingham
October 28-31 last. This meeting was the climax of the thirty-four general stu-
dent meetings that have been promoted by the Inter-Board Commission in eo-
operation with the other forces, Under the general keymote of **Christ, Master
of My Generation,” a program was prepared which probahly included a larger
number of the outstanding speakers of the Southern Baptist Convention than
any other meeting ever held within our territorv. Along with thess mature
speakers there was an equal number of highly selected student speakers.

The program magnified Christ as the core for all the ills of youth and eom-
mended him for absolute Master of the generation. It focused upon the church
as the one earthly arganization of divine origin and elaimed for it the troest
lovalty of every Baptist student. It prenounced positively and adroitly a dis-
tinetly Baptist emphasis which was received happilv. The conference faeed
fairly the youth problems of the day and led the students for a solution to thess
Problems to the teachings of Jesus in the Sermon on the Mount, upon which the
TUT!fErEHEE program was largely built, The registered attendance totalled 1,631,
while many who were there did mot register. By taxing each messenger with
a fee, the amount of which was decided by the students themselves, the confer-
ence entirely paid for itself, thus calling on the boards for no funds.
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The conference proved a day of triumph for Southern Bapfists m their work
with the students., Not alone every state, but practically every Baptist and ta.
supported school that was a remote possibility for representation zent meszen.
gors to Birmingham. Youth and maturity eounseled and planned together for
further kingdom progress. Youth proved ite loyalty to denominational leader.
ship and the denomination proved its faith in youth. Jeintly they put a new
accent upon the teachings of the Bible and anchored more firmly their faith in
the cternal verities of God's word. Four years henece, according to the plan, we
shall have another such meeting.

The complete proceedings of the meeting have been printed in a book en-
titled, “Christ, Master of my Generation,” which is available at the Baptiz
Sunday School Board, Nashville,

Fourteen State Meetings Being Projected

For the coming three years state student conferences will be promoted. A
student committee has been selected in each state in connection with which the
Inter-Board Commission iz now working for the first eycle of these conferences.
On January 18, last, the committee chairmen from the various states met in
Memphiz and plans were launched, This series of meetings will be held in Qe
tober and November, The keynote iz to be “Christ Adequate.” The programs
have been planned in detail and speakers are now being engaged.

The Seuthern Baptizt Student Union

Another vear adds its testimony to the effectiveness of the Baptist Stodent
Union as a factor for unifying the energies of Baptist students and the com-
bined power of the warious Baptist organizations functioning on a single cam-
pus. Through this plan of work the sum total of all the religions activity of a
campus 15 inereased and the power of the various units i magnified. Through
the Baptist Student Union the student attendance upon the Sunday preaching
services, as well as student memberzhip in the unit organizations of the churches,
has been materially increased; “and yet there is room."’

Tracte of warious dates have been circulated in the advancement of the
B.5.U. A textbook is forthcoming which will give more specifie instroetion in
its promotion, But with all it haz been allowed to make its own way from one
campus to another as it has met with successive successes,

Vocational Empl'ln.l-i: wgcl:

Encouraged by the favorable results last yvear of o week of specific voea-
tional emphasis for students the project was this vear continusd upon a some-
what larger scale. Thiz program was promoted jointly by the Eduéation Board
and the Inter-Board Commiszion. The object of the effort was to bring em-
phatically to the mind of the individual student the wvarious principles that
ghould govern in the selection of his vocation. The largest stress was pla
upon the zpiritual emphasizs and full time religious work, A program for each
day of the week with Er:rigturu background and a separate daily bibliography
was submitted to the president of cach Baptist school and to Baptist pastors #t
state school centers, A bulletin board poster accompanied each program.

This activity aims at one of the outstanding causes for dissipation of time
and energy in connection with student life. It anticipates definitely recruiting
for the ministry and for the mission fields. It seeks to aid those who choose
zeeular fields to do so in keeping with the principles of Christian stewardship and
other teachings of God's word,

An Additional Southwide Worker

On June first next Mr. Wm. Hall Preston, now PrEEidEt‘!t of Hall-Moody Ir.
College, will be allied with the Inter-Board Commission in the capacity of *
sonthwide traveling secretary. Thiz much needed help has been made pﬂﬂlh!ﬂ
by an additional appropriation made by the Sunday School Board,
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_ With the continued efficient serviee of Miss Louize Foreman, who has served
with sustained faithfulness for five years, and the timely assistance of Mr. Pres-
ED“ ?'"31 shall be able to render more effective service both intensively and ex-

ensively.

Mew Literature Produced

Laboring under the handicap of an extremely limited field foree and an alto-
gether inadequate budget, and determined not to exceed that budget, we have
songht to promote the work by means of literature, circular letters, bulletin
announcements and bulletin board posters. Tracts have been printed from time
to time and sent to the schools showing the needs of the work, Bulletin board
posters have been made to fteach and preach the Christian principles and the
everlasting doctrines of our faith.

The monthly magazine, “The Baptist Student,” has en]m:.red a popularity
thronghout the South. It goes to all Baptist and practically all state achools
in the South. It carriez messages that are both vital and interesting to the
gtudent mind, student peculiarities and student needs. It iz through the zpecial
ennrtesy of the Sunday School Board that we are able to have this invaluable aid
in our work., It is through the willingness of our ablest men and women to con-
tribute articles for publication that we are able to maintain a high standard of
contents.

Furthermore we expect soon to have for use in our work at least three
books, including the minutes of the Birmingham conference, which will he of
decided advantage in the promotion of the work.

Magnifying the Local Church

Throughout all our work with the studentz we have maintained the one dis-
tinet emEhasis of exalting and magnifying the local church as Christ's means
and method of promoting his cause and winning the lost world to himself,
Whether in the general conference, before administrative bodies or with stu-
dents on the eampus we aceept it as our privilege to claim the first loyalty of
every Christian and church member for the local ehureh., Every emphasis that
we have brought and every note sounded haz been in complete harmony with this
doctrine of the primacy of the local church,

General Findings and Proncuncements

Having come thus far with this distinetly student religious task we are able
to ohaerve distinetly that for the most effective student religious work the moed-
ern and imperative demand is now upon the different denominations.  Along
with the other denominations, practically all of which are pulting more money
inta the work than are Southern Baptists, we find virtually all doors open to us.
Maost sehool administrators are ready to welcome any spiritual emphasis which is
offered under proper auspices. We need only to expand our effortz to more
neatly reach the possibilities, We find also that the students are eager to fol-
low the leadership of their own denomination. Our preastest demonstration of
that fact was the unexpected numbers who came from all states at preat per-
sonal eost to the Birmingham conference. We find that as the work progresses
and the ultimate purpose of our efforts becomes betier known to the people ac
large there is an increasingly favorable sentiment for it. This is manifested
in the speedy entrance into the work by the state mission forces and the ad-
ministrative heads of both the Baptist and the state schools.

We find from a recent survey by the Education Board that we have 39,090
students in Baptist schools of the South, Based upon that data there are 68,-
00 ples in other than Baptist schools giving a grand total of 107,000 plus Bap-
tist students in the South. A staggering potentiality.

The need for a positive program of Christianity among these students is
apparent. Besidea the doubtlessly exaggerated current press notiees of spiritual
delinguencies among students we have very recently witnessed a deplorable wave
of student self-destruction ome cause for which is undoubtedly materialistic
teaching and a consequent overthrow of spiritual values and faith in God. A
conservative editorial in one of our denominational papers of a fortnight ago
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threw light on this problem as follows: “One of the most acute problems in oy
life today is the apparently growing indifference on the part of the average ol
lege student toward religion. The mechanistic theory of the universe has a wide
vogue in higher institutions of learning, and the natural effect of this view i
to weaken or destroy one’s sense of responsibility to Ged.” This editor shows
further currents and tendenciez which demand countersteaching by reference
a vecent questionnaire in an American college, formerly a religious ﬂGHEFE of
]1;i]§;h rank. Asked if they, students, believed in immortality 380 said “yes”
while 548 zaid *no,” with 92 undecided. Asked if they believed in Jesus az
divine as no other man wasz divine 330 said “ves,” while 838 said "no,” with 52
unrdecided. Asked if the Bible was inzpired as no other book was, 245 said “yes
with 731 saying “ne,’” and 7 undecided. Asked if they attended religious ser-
vices regularly, 326 said “yes"” with 679 answering ‘no,” and 16 undecided.
These data, most of them, would exaggerate conditions in the South, But the
editor calmly and wisely adds: “But we are not far enough away from those
areas of indifference toward religion to be free from the deadly influence of
such error, Teachers are steadily coming into our Southern institotions who de-
licht to pose as ultra-liberals, despising the conzervative religious outlook of
many of their students. That sort of thing will breed atheism at a fearful
rate if it iz left unnoticed and unprotested.’”” We can but see that a definite,
positive program of spiritual emphasis and dynamie Christianity is timely and
opportune.

The one and great pre-eminent need for the future of our work is that we
strengthen the stakez and lengthen the cords. There are multiplied and varied
fields white unto the harvest. We have been allowed only to view the promised
land. With increased means, which means increazed men and women workers,
we can go far toward making Christ the constant campus companion of every
Baptist student who iz away from the hallowed influence of the home and the
home church. The schools are open to us, the way has been blazed, the students
are anxious, the opportunity iz ripe.

Grateful for past progress may we not press on to the mark of the prize of
the high calling in Christ Jesus.

REPORT OF SOUTHERN BAPTIST COMMISSION, AMERICAN BAPTIST
THECLOGICAL SEMINARY

0. L. Hailey, General Scerotary

Your commission to conduct the American Baptist Theologieal Seminary pre-
sent the following report of the year's aclivities.

The Seminary has had a reasonably satisfactory vear. There have been
some difficulties, incident to the organization and promotion of a new institd-
tion, which 18 being developed under rather unique conditions. For it shon
be borne in mind that we are doing thiz in eo-operation with the National
Fﬂp‘-i-‘it Convention, whose development and manner of work iz not altogethee
ike oura,

But the spirit of harmony and fu}llnwshiﬁ has been very satisfactory. There
appears to be no reason why we shall not achieve a notable suecess in this unde-
taking. f'fl:mr commission feels encouraged, when all conditiang are taken at-
count of,
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Our President

We reported to you last year that the Bosrd of Directors had elected Dr.
Sutton E. Griges, of Memphis, Tenn., as president, and that he had accepted the
position.  But after several months of earnest endeavor, he decided that his
own personal obligations and business interests rendered it impossible for him
to perform the duties of this office. He, therefore, resigned, and his resipna-
tion was accepted by the Board of Direetors in October, 1926, Since then, Dr.
W. T. Amiger, the dean of the seminary, has been acting president, and has dis-
charged the duties in a satisfactory manner, Up to the present time, no sue-
ceszor to Dr, Griggs has been elected. But it iz hoped that his successor may
be secured at an early date.

The Teachers

Our Secretary, O. L. Hailey, taught in the institulion for the first month
of the session. BSince then, Dr. F. L. Sanders, a local pastor, has taught in
the forenoon, and Prof. L. K. W. Johnson, of the B.Y.P.U, Board haz taught
in the afterncon, thus giving two half-time Professoras. And Dr. E, W, D.
lzazc has held the place to which he was ¢hosen, last year. Dr. J. H. Garnett
eontinues his services, but Prof. B. Tyrell did not return. Dr. Amiger has
taughf full time. We shall need a larger teaching force for the growing
school.

Student Bady

Owing to the small but necessary expenses incident thereto, many good
men have been unable to attend. But to supply a serious need, the faculty
lanned to teach night classes in the Morris Memorial Building—their 8. 8.
F’u'b]ishing Board Building—down in the eity. More than twenty students
have oeeupied the seminarv dormitory, and abouat the zame nomber have eon-
rolled in the night classes. So the actual number of students who have taken
the eourses in the seminary is forty-cne, Thiz number could be largely in-
ereazed if zome plan could be found to render a little help to the men who
can not easily meet the living expenses at the seminary. This matter is referrad
to the sympathetic consideration of hoth conventions, that some plan may be
diseovered and promoted to provide s Student’s Aid Fund, The Board of
Directors is considering this matter.

It 17 expected that two men will graduate thizs year. The Board of Direc-
tors is planning for a Summer Term, or Summer School, to be held at the
seminary, this summer. The Seminary iz taking deep hold on our colored
h;etﬁrﬂé anﬁi is winning a larger place of sympathy among the white Baptists
of the Souath.

Our Plan of Co-operation

It may be well to report here just how we are proceeding with the enter-
prise. It will be reealled that we have a Holding Board incorporated under
the laws of Tennessee, who are charged with the holding of the property and
the investment of any funds that come into their hands, They rent the prem-
ises for a nominal sum to the Board of Directors, who can direct the achool

The white members of thizs Holding Board are made the Commission of tho
Southern Baptist Convention, being regularly chosen by the Convention. They
receive all monies contributed to the Beminary by the Southern Baptist Con-
vention or collected by the General Secretary, and expend it according to their
best judgment, in the interest of the Seminary. They have used most of what
has been received in providing a smitable building for the Beminary. This
the National Baptizt Convention agrees to furnizsh. They also agree to main-
tain the Seminary. But we have felt that it was wise and brotherly to help
them in this latter task. 5o, your Commission has been paying one-third of
the maintenance, Thiz o far has not exeeeded $7,500.00 n year, The Com-
mission alse supplies the General Secretary, and bearz all expenses incident to
his office without asking the colored brethren to pay any part of that. The
small allocation to the Seminary in the Southwide funds has enabled us
to do this without ineurring any debt at any time. It would continue o do
thﬂt-_ But soon we shall need other buildings for the Seminary, And we must
provide for them. We ought also to increase our contribmtion to the main-
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tenance of the Seminary, in a short while. It will be a wise denominational
policy as well as a most brotherly work for us to give to these people larger
asgiztanee in their great struggle.

The Seminary a: a Denominational Asset

This joint undertaking hetween the white and colored Baptists on the plan
upon which we are operating, has had a moat whelesome effect upon both races,
It is such a demonstration of the good will and fellowship which exists hetween
us, that it is having a very fine influence upon us as brethren. It is bring-
ing us into such stromg fraternal relations and good will, that its valoe ean
hardly be over-estimated., It iz the pospel of Jesus Christ in action. Perhaps,
we have never spent money more wisely in helping cur colored brethren. And
the field iz a large and fertile one.

It is the judgment of your Commission that money invested in helping the

Meproez to educate and train their ministers iz one of the hest possible ways in
which we can help them here at home. And it is destined to be one of the

greatest Foreign Mission enterprises that we have ever undertaken.

Our Secretary, . L. Hailey, is diligent, as opportunity permits, to lay this
interest before our people. We suggest that the brethren use him at ang
and all times where practicable,

As showing his activities, we call attention te the fact that in addition
to hiz office engagements, and his teaching in the Seminary, he has wvizited 23
Conventions and Assoeiations, has spoken in 45 churches, speaking in all 120
times, and has gathered $560.00 in eash., And in doing this he has been callad
on to travel more than 23,000 miles. His traveling expenses have been held
below the thousand dollars a vear, which has been authorized by the Commission.
