The messengers from “‘-,iﬁﬂi':!'n”}’ societies, churches, and other religious
bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States, met
in Augusta, Georgia, May 8, 1845, for the purpose of earrying into effect the
benevolent intention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, com-
bining, and directing the energles of the denomination for the propagation of the
gospel, adopted rules and fundamental prineiples which, a5 amended from time
to time, are as follows:

Article I. This body shall be styled the “Southern Baptist Convention.”

Art, II. Tt shall be the design of the Convention to promote foreign and
home missions, and other important ohjecta connected with the Redesmer's
Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Baptist denomina-
tion in the United States as may desire a general organization for Christian
hgnev]?!ence. which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights of the
churches.

Art, III. The Convention shall congist of messengers who are members of
missionary Baptist churches co-operating with the Southern Baptist Convention
on the basis of one messenger for every church eontributing to the work of
the Convention and one additional messenger for every $250 actually paid to the
work of the Convention during the ealendar year preceding the annual meeting
of the Convention, such messengers to be appointed to the Convention by the
churches and certified by the churches to the Convention, provided mo church
ghall be entitled to more than three messengers.

Art. IV, The officers of this Convention shall be a President, a First and
Becond Vice-president, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual
meeting, and hold their offices until a new election; and the President of the
Convention shall be, by virtue of his.office, a member of the zeveral Boards; and
the Treasurer of the Executive Committee shall be, by virtue of his office, the
Treasurer of this Convention, In case of the death or disability of the Presi-
dent the Vice-Presidents ghall automatically succeed to the office of President in
the order of their election.

Art., V. The Convention shall have as many Beards as, in its judgment, may
be necessary for earrying out the bemevelent objeets it may determine to pro-
mote. Each of these Boards shall consist of eighteen members residing at or
near the loeality of the Board, and of one member for each cooperating State
and the Distriet of Columbia. Seven members shall constitute a quorum for the
tramsaction of businesz, Each Board shall elect a President, Recording Becre-
tary, Treasurer, Auditor, Executive Secretary who may be named ite Treas-
urer if deemed advisable, additional Secretariez and soch other officers and
employes as it may deem necessary for the efficient conduet of its work and
business, The compensation of its officers and employes shall be fixed by
each Board, but no salaried officer or employe of any Board may be a member
thereof, To each Board shall be committed, during the recess of the Con-
vention, the entire management of all the affairs relative to the objects with
whose interestz it shall be charged; all of which management zhall be in strict
accordance with the constitutional provisions adopted by this Convention, and
such other instructions as may be given from time to time, Each Board shall
be authorized to enact itz own By-Laws, and te fill any vacancy occurring in
its membership or in the office of Executive Secrctary between the meet-
ings of the Convention.

Art, VI The duties of the Executive Secretary szhall be in general terms
such as recognized custom devolves upon executive officers of this kind, with
such other duties as the Board may preseribe, The management of business ghall
be subject always to the authority and approval of the Board with ultimate
reference to the. Convention itaelf.

Art. VIL. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all
moneyz reeeived by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and disbursements,
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session, and
to his Board as often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of
his office, be adequately bonded by the Board. His books shall always be open
to the inspection of members of the Board and of the Conventien. Te shall



not pay out money from the Treasury except under such orders and safeguards
as the Board may enact for the proper conduct of itz financial affairs,

Art. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the several Boards shall keep a
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com-
mitted to them for the purpose,

Art. IX. All the officers of the Convention, all members of the Boards,
missionaries and agents appointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards,
shall be members of regular churches co-operating with this Convention.

Art. X. Mizsionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention
must, previous to their appointment, furnizsh evidence of genuine plety, fervent
zeal in their Master's causze, and talents which fit them for the service for which
they offer themselves.

Art. XI. All who contribute to the work of this Convention have the right
to designate the object or objects to which their contributions shall be applied;
but when no such dezsignation iz made, diztribution shall be made as determined
by the Convention.

Art, XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually. The Executive
Committee of the Convention may call extra meetings if necessary, or change
the time and place of meeting of the Convention when the Committee may deem
it inexpedient to convene at the time and place appointed.

Art. XIII. No new enterprize involving expenditure of money shall be
authorized by the Convention, except on the recommendation of the Board or
Apency of the Convention which shall have the responsibility for raising or
expending the necessary funds, or after action has been taken by the Conven-
tion in two successive annual meetings,

Art. XIV. Any alterations which experience shall dietate may be made in
these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vote is
taken without regard to total enrcollment at any annual meeting of the Con-
vention, provided no amendment may be considered after the second day of the

Convention.
BY-LAWS

In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the following By-
Laws are adopted for the government of the Convention:

1. It shall be the duty of the Hecretaries of the Convention to be present
at the place of meeting at least one day in advance of the annual sessions for
the purpose of enrolling the members of the Convention who shall present them-
selves with proper evidence of their right to bhe enrolled; and this enroliment
thall be recopnized as constituting the Convention. The Secretaries are suthor-
ized to add the names of accredited messengers who arrive later than the open-
ing day. In ease of any gquestion arising as to the rights of messengers to seats,
a Committee on Credentials shall be raized to which all pertinent matters shall
be referred, and report be made to the Convention. It shall he the duty of the
Seeretaries within thirty days after the annual meeting of the Convention to
notify all members of standing eommittees of their appointment, and te inform
chairmen of such ecommittees of their appointment as chairmen.

2. The Rules of Order for the Convention shall be those laid dewn in Mell's
¥Manual of Parlinmentary Practice,” and Kerfoot’s “Parliamentary Law,” but
in cases where these authorities differ, or for which they do not provide, the
President shall exercize his diseretion, subjeet to appeal to the Convention.

8. The President, the First and Second Viee-Presidents, and the Secretaries
of the Convention shall be elected not later than the second day of the Con-
vention, their terms of office to begin at the final adjournment of the Convention.
All elections of officers shall be by ballot; provided, however, that when there
i3 only one nomination for any office, the Secretary or any one designated for
the purpose, if there be no objection, may be instructed to ecast the ballot for
the Convention.

4. Speeches in support of any brother's nomination for an office of the Con-
vention shall be limited to one address of not more than five minutes in length.
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6. The Agencies of the Convention shall be as follows: (a) Boards—The
Foreign Mission Board, located at Richmond, Va.; the Home Mission Board, at
Atlanta, Ga.; the Bunday School Board, at Nashville, Tenn.; the Relief and An-
nuity Board, at Dallas, Texas. (b) Institutions—The Southern Baptist Theo-
logical Seminary, located at Louisville, Ky.; the Southwestern Baptist Theologi-
caT Seminary, at Forth Worth, Texas; the Baptist Bible Inatitute, at New Orleans,
La.; the American Baptist Theological Seminary, at Nashville, Tenn. (e¢) Com-
missions—The Eduecation Commission, the Hospital Commission, and the Soclal
Service Commission.

6. The members of the Boards enumerated in Article 5 of the By-Laws and
the Trustees of Boards of the Institutions enumerated in Article 5 of the By-
Laws shall be chozen in the following manner: The Prezident of the Convention,
before the final adjournment, shall appoint a Committes on Boards composed of
one member from each state and the Distriet of Columbia, which Committee shall
nominate at the next enzuing Convention (1) the General Boards in acecordance
with Article V of the Constitution, (2) the Trustees, Directors or Boards of the
Institotions in accordance with their respective charters, and (8) the members
of the Executive Committee azs provided for in Article 9 of the By-Laws, The
report of the Committee may be amended on the floor of the Convention by
majority vote.

7. The Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention are instructed to secure
frequent distribution of information relating fo their work by means of news-
pa.pE{s. tracts, leaflets and otherwise, sz may be found expedient among our
peopie.

8. The Standing Commiltees of the Convention shall be the following: (1}
the Executive Committee; (2} Promotion Committee; (3) on Baptist Brother-
hood of the South; (4) on Order of Business; (5) on W.M.U., Work Auxiliary to
the Convention.

4, The Executive Committee of the Convention (1) shall consist of the Presi-
dent and Senior Secretary of the Convention, one member from each co-operating
State, one from the Distriet of Columbia, and nine members at large. No sala-
ried official of the Southern Baptizst Convention or of any of itz agencies or a
salaried official of any State Convention or ageney, or any member of any board
or board of trustees or commizsion of the Southern Baptist Convention may bhe &
member of the Executive Committes; provided, however, that these restrictions
ghall not apply in the case of the President or Senior Secretary of the Conven-
tion.

2) The members of the Committee shall be divided into three groups, as
nearly equal as possible, and shall hold membership for three years, one-third
guing out of the office each year.

{8) Nine members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business,

(4) The President and Senior Secretarv of the Convention shall be elected
President and Recording Secerctary of the Executive Committee, The Committee
shall elect an executive secretary who shall be the executive officer of the Com-
mittee, and a treasurer who shall be bonded, and such other officers and em-
ployes as it may deem necessary for the efficient conduet of its work and busi-
nest. The compensation of itz officers and employes shall be fixed by the Com-
mittee, but no salaried officer or employe of this Committee may be a member
thereof.

(5) The duties and funections of the Committee shall be as stated in the
ET, :

The duties of the Executive Committee shall be as follows: To take title
to and hold all properties, real or personal, and to convey title to Brupu't.
under the authority of the Cenvention and all funds such as moneys an E-'El:’u?{
ties that are donated or transferred for the use of the Convention by fﬁit or
left by will for such purposes. The Committes shall be the custodian of all such
properties and funds, holding them in trust for the Convention to be managed,
contrelled, and adminizstered by the Committee in accordance with the direc-
tion, peneral or special, of the Convention.

The Executive Committee iz the proper body to be named in transfers of
real or personal property for the use and benefit of the Convention, either by
deed, conveyance, or will.
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CONVENTION PROCEDURE

Address of President—The President may, in his diseretion, address the Cop.
vention immediately before organization,

_ Address of Welcome—There may be one address of welcome limited to ten
minutes and one response thereto limited to ten minutes.

Annual Meetings—The Convention shall begin its annual meetings on Fri.
day after the second Bunday in May, the hour to be determined by the Com-
mittee on Order of Business,

Aunditorium Meetings—IN0 other meetings than the Convention services shall
be held in the Convention Hall during the sessions of the Convention. Every
service held in the Convention Auditerium shall be under the direction of the
Committee on Order of Business.

Bulletin—The Press R&Ereaentat-i?e of the Convention shall have printed
each day a brief report, or bulletin of the business transacted during that day,
ineluding the names of the committees appointed, reports of the committees,
and such business a2 may be transacted and carried over to the following day.

Such report, or bulletin, shall not include speeches or addresses or any com-
ment thereon, the photograph or any personal reference to any messenger of
tlﬁe -Cdu‘;nvent.icrn, but shall be only a resume of the business transacted during
that day.

The Press Representative is directed to have a sufficient number of said
bulletins printed and distributed to the messengers at the opening session on the
following day.

The expense of Erepar*ing and printing the said bulletin ghall be ineluded by
the Seeretaries in the expense of annual meetings,

Denominational Press—The Denominational Press shall be given a perma-
nent place on the annual program of the Southern Baptist Convention.

Distribution of Convention Annuals—The Secretariez are authorized to have
the printers send out by parcel post the Convention Annual as soon as printed
as follows: (1) Under labels furnished by the several State Secretaries, one
copy each to all clerks of the District Aszdciations in exchange for Associational
Mﬁmtes and to heads of denominational institutions and agencies, and to all
active pastors; (2) one copy to each of the Convention officers and members
of the Executive Committee, peneral and State Secretaries, college and seminary
libraries, and editors of denominational papers; (3) fifty to 200 copies by
freight prepaid, to each of the gencral and State Boards for distribution upon
request; (4) hold a suficient number for the cecasional distribution requested
from Secretaries’ offices during the year, and (5) rezerve 50 to 100 copies for
use at the fellowing Convention.

Entertainment—The entertainment of the Convention, to be arranged in
detail by the entertaining city and the Executive Committee of the Convention,
includes: (1} An adequate auditorium with seating capacity of 5,000 and up-
ward and other places of meeting, as for registration offices, committee rooms,
exhibit s=pace, ete., together with a suitable meeting place for the Woman's
Migsionary Union; (2) the concessions for entertainment of Convention officers,
assiztants, secretaries, editors and missionaries az may be apreed upon by the
Executive Committee and loeal committes; (3) the puarantee of hotel aceom-
modations at net more than the usual commercial rates (schedules of room
prices to be filed confidentially with the Execotive Committee for any adjust-
mente that may be necessary) and that there shall be no raise in prices for
food or service during the Convention; {4) furnishing the Secremrieulthe re-
quizite number of badges for messengers and for the press, and (6) incidentals
such as furniture for the Convention platform, registration office and press
bureau, maintenance of Information Bureau, ushers and pages.

Exhibits—All exhibits of every description shall be rigidly excluoded from
those parts of the place of meeting where the people visiting the exhibits will
disturb the proceedings of the Convention, their locations to be determined by
the Committee on Arrangements, .
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Exhibit Space—The Executive Committes of the Convention shall have ex-
clusive control of all exhibit space.

Expenses of Annual Meetings—The expenses of the Convention in connec-
tion with the publication and distribution of the Annuals shall be distributed
by the Secretaries among the Boards and Institutions in a ratio corresponding
to the length of their annual reports. All other expenses in connection with the
annual meetings shall be horne by the several Boards and Institutions im pro-
portion to their annual receipts,

Expenses of Special Committees—i (1) The expenze of all committees ap-
pointed by the Convention' to perform duties between the annual sessions of
the Convention shall be borne by the respective Boards and Inmstitutionz on a
basis pro rata to the receipts of the Boards and Institutions whenever the work
of sauch committees concerns their particular work.

(2) Whenever an expense account created by an ad interim commitiee or
is otherwise authorized by the Convention for service which does not direetly
concern any one of the Boards or Institutions of the Convention, that Board
or Institution shall not be required to bear any part of such expenses,

{2) In any case where guestion i3 raised as to legitimate participation in
such items of expense, the matter shall he referred to the Executive Committee.

(4) Expenses ineurred by special committees which do not directly eoncern
any of the Boards or Insztitutions, when such committees are directly ordered
to meet during the interim, shall be borne by the Sunday Sehool Board.

(5) Itemized accounts of expenszes of committeemen shall be required before
any =uch expenses are paid.

Memorial Service—The Committes on Order of Busineszs is instructed to ar-
range for any memorial service to be held during the Convention,

Presentation of Outside Causes—Causes other than those provided for in
the regular work of the Convention may be presented to the Convention upon
authority of officers of the Convention in econference with the Committee on
Order of Business in such ways and at such times as may be dictated by the
courtesies of the case and the necessities of our program.
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PROCEEDINGS |

BIRMINGHAM, ALABAMA, May 13, 1931

HE Southern Baptist Convention met in the Municipal Audi-
torium at 2 P.M., and was called to order hy the president of the
previous Convention, W. J. McGlothlin, South Carolina.

2, The serviee of song, led by Inman Johnson, Kentucky, director
of musie for the Convention, opened with “How Firm a Foundation.”
Prayer was led by W. W, Hamilton, Louisiana,

3. The President addreszsed the Convention.

4. The Secretaries made the following report on the enrollment of
messengers and it was adopted:

ENROLLMENT

We find that according to Article I11 of the Constitution a total of 7,571 mes-
sengers are entitled to seats in the Convention—&6,658 on the financial basis and
012 aszsociational representatives.

Complying with Section T of the By-Laws, we began enrolling members of
the Convention on Monday, May 11, At the hour for the opening of the Con-
vention the enrollment had reached 2207,

While thiz enrollment constitutes the Convention, we recommend that, pendin
their registration, messengers who arrive too late to be enrolled be recognize
as members of the Convention.

*5. With Vice-President John E. White, Georgia, in the chair,
M. E. Dodd, Louisiana, nominated W. J. McGlothlin, South Carolina,
for the presidency of the Convention. There being no other nomina-
tions, the Secretary, in accordance with unanimous standing vote, cast
the ballot of the Convention for W. J. McGlothlin for President.

6. For the Vice-Presidency of the Convention, W. D. Upshaw,
Georgia, nominated W. C. Boone, Oklahoma; J. E. Hampton, Okla-
homa, nominated George J. Burnett, Tennessee; R. C. Gresham,
Georgia, nominated Arch C. Cree, North Carolina; and W. E. Pettus,
Alabama, nominated John J. Milford, Alabama; whereupon nomina-
tions were on motion closed and the ballot of the Convention, on motion
of V. 1. Masters, Kentucky, was cast for these brethren for Vice-
Presidents.

7. For secretaries of the Convention, Norman W. Cox, Missis-
sippi, nominated Hight C. Moore, Tennessee, and J. Henry Burnett,
Georgia, and on motion of J. E. Hampton, Oklahoma, President Me-

Having carefully studied the question of co-operation and promotion and
recognizing the acute problems that have arisen from imadeguate support and
the conzequently inereasing indebtedness on all our agencies, and further, having
knowledge that various proposals affecting this general situation will be pre-
zented to this Convention;

The Executive Committee, at a special session held in Birmingham, May 12,
1931, recommends to the Convention that the proposed debl-paying campaign plan
as found on pages 2 and 3 of the committee’s published report, together with
all other resolutions, memorials and recommendations that may come before the
Convention, touching the question of our debts, promotion and co-operation, be
referred to a special eommittee appointed by the Convention to study all such
recommendations and report back to this Convention at the earliest possible hour.

C. P. Stealey, Oklahoma, moved that all resolutions be referred to
thiz committee after being presented to the Convention, and the motion
was adopted.

10. Resolutions and memorials concerning the co-operative pro-
gram were presented by M. E. Dodd, Louisiana; Austin Crouch, Ten-
neszee; £, T. Cody, South Carolina; and Charlezs W. Daniel, Virginia.

He iz thoroughly
familiar with every phase of denominational work, Mr. Gilmore has the heart
of a pastor and can, therefore, sympathize with pastors in their many problems,
egpecially those related to their efforts to promote denominational interests, He
also understands the many perplexing problems confronting both State and
Southwide Secretaries, Mr. Gilmore is & tirelese and efficient worker. His
sterling qualitiea and his gracious manner win the confidence and love of all
who come in contact with him. Your Committee heartily commends him te
the brotherhood of Southern Baptists,

Fublicity and Promotion

Publicity—Three issnes, 34,500 copies, of The Baptist Program have been
published at strategic times during the year and mailed to every pastor and
general denominational worker in the Southern Baptist Convention, These
Programs have carried messages from the President of the Convention, the
executives of the various Southwide agencies and institutions, the State See-
retaries and pastors, emphasizing the various phases of our denominational
Progranm.

We have continued the Bulletin Service, publishing, on an average, 42,000
copies weekly, and serving some 250 churches scattered throughout the South-
ern Baptist Convention.

. During the year we have published large editions of three new tracts and
distributed them, together with multiplied thousands of tracts we already had
on hand, through our State Secretaries,

Through the courtesy of our Southern Baptist papers and alse our seecular
Erem and news services we have published numerous articles pertsining to our
enominational activities. The Sunday School Board very generously gave us
the back cover of their warious monthlies for April, May and June, and the
cover of their various quarterlies for the fourth quarter in 1931, for adver-
tizing purposes. The cuts wsed for these ads have been used in variouz other
publications. Through this mediom we are reaching several million people
with our Baptist Program.

Promotion—At the June meeting of the Executive Committes a speesial
Promotion Committee was appointed consisting of three members from the
Executive Committee and the executive officers of each Board and institution
of the Convention. This committee at once outlined briefly some general lines
of promotion with reference to utilizing to best advantage the Associational
meetings and State Conventions, which were carried out,

At a joint meeting of the Executive Committee, Executive officers of each
Board and institotion, and alse the State Secretaries September 10, the follow-
ing lines of promotion were adopted and, as far as possible, have been carried
out: President MeGlothlin was to make immediate approach to all the churches
through their pastors by a perzomal letter, acquainting them with the serious
gituation confronting Southern Baptists, urging them to do their best in the
fall Campaign for the whole Co-operative Program. This was followed by a
seeond and third letter from President MeGlothlin to the pastors through the
Baptist Program. Executive Secretary Austin Crouch wrote to cach pastor con-
cerning the spring campaign. The State Secretaries were requested to follow
u'{; President MeGlothlin®s letter to the pastors with a special appeal to close
the year 1930 in a worthy way snd to make effective the Every Member Canvass
for the 1931 budget.

The denominational and secular press and Sunday school publications were
to b liberally used. Also all the pastors who have aceese to the uze of a radie
were Lo be asked to broadeast at least one special message on our denomina-
tional program. A score or more pastors did this effectively. Special groups
in each State were to be asked to co-operate in keeping the interests of the Co-
operative Program constantly before the people,

At this meeting, by request of the Chairman of the special Promotion Com-
mittee, all members of this committes not alse members of the Executive Com-
mittes were releazed, and a Promotion Committee was appointed from the Execn-
tive Committee.

Proposed Debt-Paying Campaign

Believing that some special effort should be made locking teward the pay-
ment of denominational debts, both State and Southwide, the Executive Com-
mittee requested the State Secretaries and the Executives of Southwide agencies
to join it in a conference to consider this matter. The conference was held
March 5, 1931. After a whole day's discussion, the conference adopted the
Tollowing:

“In the light of today's papers and discussions, your committee recom-
mends the following :

1. That the regular Co-operative Program be strengthened in every
way possible,

2. That special efforts be put forth to supplement the Co-operative
Program. .

4. That the objective of these special efforts be the raising of funds
to meet the emergency needs of the Southwide and State apencies, the
Exeeutive Committee determining, after consultation with the Southwide
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agencies, what shall be the Southwide objective, the states themselves
determining the State ohiectives,

4. That these special efforts be put on in all of our echurches, Sunday
schools, miszionary societies, and young people's crganizations wherever
and whenever pozgible in the fall and spring.

5. That the undesignated proceeds derived from these speeial efforts
be divided fifty-fifty between the Southwide and State agencies. The
p;isncipls of designations iz cheerfully recognized and will be sacredly
ohserved.

6, That the percentage of distribution for Southwide objects be
determined by the ratie of emergency needs.

7. That the Promotion Committee of the Executive Committee, to-
gether with the state secretaries, editors of the State papers, and the
executives of the genera] agencies, be charged with the duty of launching
and promoting such specizl efforts az referred to above, subject to the
approval of the Southern Baptist Conventien.”

The Conference also adopted the following as an interpretation of its
action: .

*Resolved, that the intemt and purpose of the paper heretofore
adopted looking to emergency funds is that such funds shall apply enaly
to presently existing debts”

Matters Referred by the Convention

1. Revision of the Constitution and By-Laws of the Convention. The report
of the Constitutional Committee on the Memorial of the Columbia Association
was referred to the Executive Committes, At its meeting in June, the Execu-
tive Committee appointed a special committee on the Constitution of the Con-
vention. That committee will make itz report during this session of the Con-
vention.

2. The Ultimate Status of Arizona, The record in the minutes of the Con-
vention concerning this matter iz as follows:

“Upon request the President ruled that messengers from Arizona are
recognized as memhbers of this body and eligible for membership on its
committess and boards, the ultimate status to be referred to the Execu-
tive Committee; and the ruling wasz sustained by common consent.”

3. Restudy of the Wheole Mission Situation—The following resclution was
referred to the Executive Committee with power to act:

“Realizing that the Southern Baptist Convention was organized pri-
marily to promote and foster missions and realizing that we have been
losing ground for the last several years in spirit, interest, eontribution
and accomplishments in our program of world missions, therefore, be it

“RESOLVED (1}, That a committee be appointed from this Con-
vention, during thiz session, by its president, composzed of ten of itz
members, four of whom shall be laymen, four pastors, and two women,
and that we instruct thiz committee to make a thorough restudy of the
whole mission situation as it relates itzelf to Southern Baptists Hfl_d
world missions at home and abroad, giving special consideration to condi-
tions as they are on foreign fields at the present; to the conditions that
hamper work on each mission field; a careful study of the fields in the
light of moedern progrezs and invention; a careful study of the changed
attitudes in the minds of the people on our foreign fields; a careful study
of modern mission methods, motives, appeals, and approaches; andla
maost careful stady of the attitude of our people at home toward mis-
sions in general; and recommend to this Convention a program for future
activity such as they feel will remedy the present situation at home and
abroad and ereate a new interest on the part of ocur people, issue a new
challenge to our churches, and outline a program that they believe will
mean greater vietory for our workers on the field, and more support from
the churches,
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“RESOLVED (2), That the Committee shall advise as far as pos-
sible with missionaries, mizzion secretaries, Mission Board members, and
Mizsion Board employes, but that no miszsionary or mission seeretary or
Mission Board employe shall be a member of the commission.

SRESOLVED (8), That this committee be asked to report its find-
fnge at the next seseion of this Convention, and that they publizh in the
denominational press any portion of their report that they deem wise
ta give out before the next meeting of the Convention.

“RESOLVED FURTHER, That the expenses of the Commission be
provided for by the SBunday School Board of this Convention, and that
this qulmmit.t.ee meet as often and at whatever place they deem expedient
in order to earry out the wizhes of thiz Convention as expressed in this
resolution.”

Your Committee deemed it unnecessary Lo appoint a speecial committee to
study the whole mission situation in view of the fact that the accredited agencies
of the Convention are constantly working on this problem.

4, Launching a Southwide Enlistment Program—The reszolution offered by
E. P. Alldredge on this subject was referred to the Executive Committee. The
resolution iz found on pages 94 to 98 of the 1930 Convention Annual. In re-
gard to it the Executive Committee took the following action:

“Sinee the Convention by its action has entrusted to the Executive
Committes its promotional matters, and the Executive Committee has
outlined a program of promotion and enlistment, the committee reports:

“1, That the Convention has made the Executive Committee a respon-
sible agency for the work of promotion.

“2 That the committee recognizes the many wvaluable suggestions in
the paper submitted by Doctor Alldredge, and would weleome suggpestions
from any souree. :

“%, That in the prosecution of its work the Executive Committee will
gladly avail itself of any suggestions in Doctor Alldredge's resclation
that may be practicable.”

5. Emergency Appeal for Southwestern—The request that the same privi-
legn be granted to the Southwestern Theological Beminary as to the Baptist
Bible Institute for securing funds to cover an emergency deficit in running
expenses was referred to the Executive Committee. At the June meeting of
the Committee, President L. R. Scarborough withdrew the request, But at the
meeting of the Commitiee held on March 5, 1931, the following resclution was
adopted: “Resolved, That, owing to the acute emergency existing in Southwest-
ern Baptist Theological Seminary, this institution be allowed and instructed
to go before our people with 8 special appeal to meet this need, the
amount of this obhjective to be determined by the Executive Seeretary in con-
sultation with President Scarborough—the same not to exceed $100,000.00."
The amount agreed upon was $68,000.00.

_ 6. The Commission on Social Service—The following request of the Com-
misgion on Social Service was adopted by the Convention:

“That your Commizsion be authorized to confer with the Executive
Committee of the Convention to see if some plan can be worked out b
which your Commissien can by guiet, personal approach call out funds
to enalfle the Commiszion to establish permanent headquarters and ems-
ploy a capable man to give all of his time to the task of representing
the Convention in the field of Social Service; and if such plan can be
worked out the Commission be autherized to proceed accordingly.”

The Executive Committee appointed a special committes to confer with Dr.
A, I, Barton, Chairman of the Commission on Social Service, The report of
that committee was adopted as follows: T

“1. We deeply appreciate the work of the Social Service Cominis-
sion and especially that of its chairman, Dr. A. J. Barton.
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“2. We recognize the fact that the Commizsion could render a larger
gorvice if more funds were at its disposal.

“%3. We doubt the wisdom at this time under existing conditions of
setting up any additional machinery, the opening of any additional head-
quarters, with salaried employes, or the making of additional appeals to
our constituency either in public or in private.

iy, Inasmuch az the Sunday School Board has in the past contributed
generously to the expenses of this Commission, we request from it a con-
tinuation and a larger amount if the Commission on Social Service shall
deem it necessary and the Sunday School Board shall find it possible,”

7. The MNational Baptist Memorial Church, Washington, D. C.—The report
of the Committes on the National Baptist Memorial was referred to the Execuo-
tive Committes. It iz as follows:

“0n aceount of the financial atress of the year, it has heen impossible
to make any payment on the $70,000.00 still due the Memorial on the
$175,000.00 promizsed by the Convention and we recommend that the
Memorial be assured of the Convention’s purpose to pay the balanee as
soon as possible,

“The Northern Baptist Convention paid their $§175,000.00 some time
ago and that should be an additional incentive for the speedy payment
of the balance due by us. This will help the Memorial to go forward
in the prosecution of their plans for additional facilities to mest the
growing demands of their great work.”

Your Committee submits the following facta and actions concerning the
National Baptist Memorial Church, Washington, D, C.:

1. The Convention, 1917, adopted the following resolutiom:

“WHEREAS, It is propoged to erect in Washington City, the national
capital, a great Baptist houde of worship, to be known as the RGEEI: ?irll'
liams Memorial Baptist Church, in honor of our great apostle of religious
liberty; therefore,

“RESOLVED, That we extend to the brethren who have this matter
in hand cur heartiest approval and sympathy in this noble undertaking.”

A committee was appointed to confer with like committees from Washing-
ten City and from the Northern Baptist Convention.

2. The committees referred to above met in Philadelphia and “organized as
one general committee and appointed the necessary sub-committees to enable it
to carry on itz work.” The committee decided that, *“In view of the unusual
calls for money growing out of the present war, it was thought better not to
press the gathering of funds for this enterprise, but to content ourselves for
the present with a campaipn of publicity through which to better prepare our
people for contributions to such a worthy object at a more opportune time”
{See page 82, 1918 Annual.)

4. In its report to the Convention in 1319, the committee stated that the
proposed building would cost $350,000.00. And reported further that, *Sug-
pested guotas have been apportioned to the states North and South, and your
Committee requests that our State Secretaries aid in forming co-operative com-
mittees to carry forward the enterprize.’

4. The minutes of the Convention of 1920, held in Washington, D, C., Ijeﬂﬁrd
the fact that “the site of the National Baptist Memorial to Religious LLbETtﬁ
(Zixteenth Street and Columbia Road, Washington) was dedieated at 5 o'clock.
In the report of the Executive Committee made at the same Convention, refer-
ring to the apportionments of the funds of the 75 Million Campaign, we find
the following: *Under thiz arrangement the Convention’s appropriation of $175-
000.00 to the National Memorial was, on recommendation of the State Secre-
tariez, included in the allotment to Home Missions.” The report of the Home
Mission Board, for the same vear, contains these words: “When our 75 Million
Campaign wasg launched last summer, the Executive Committee of the Conven-
tion . . . requested the Home Mission Board to take over the $175,000.00
anthorized by the Convention for the MWational Memorial and to accept it s 2
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part of igem“ﬂr““ﬂ-ﬂﬂﬂ.ﬂﬂ apportioned to Home Missions, . . . The Board
acced & request of the Executive Committee of the Convention and will

join in the erection of th; ites 1
B nital City.” is worthy memorial on one of the finest zites in our

5. The Home Mission Board has paid $105,000.00 on the $175,000.00 which
was appropriated, by action of the Convention, to the National Baptist Memo-
rial Church. This leaves $70,000,00 =till due that church.

6. The Executive Committee, at its meeting September 10, 1920, took the
following action: “The above fact (that the Convention had included the $175,-
000.00 in the allotment to Home Missions) reveals that the $70,000.00 due the
Mational Baptist Church of Washington, D. C., is a Home Board obligation.
Therefore, we recommend that this matter be referred to the Home Mizsion
Board.” Im reply to this action, the Home Mission Board expressed, through
its Executive Seeretary, the opinion that it would be unable to pay any part of
this obligation inside of five years.

7. The Executive Committes of Columhbia Association of Baptist Churches
held a conference with a Committee from the National Baptist Memorial Church
on December 12, 1830, After full dizscuszion the following action was voted:
"We authorize the Executive Secretary to take up the matter of the National
Baptizt Memorial Church with the Executive Committee of the Southern Bap-
tist Convention, and to suggest that 54,200,000 per year be withheld from the
eontributions to the Southern Baptist Convention with which to pay the interest
on the Convention's obligation to the Church, and that a certain amount alse
be withheld as a payment on the principal.”

To thiz action, the Administrative Committee of the Executive Commitiee,
replied, January 22, 1931, as follows: “That if the Home Mission Board agrees,
the Executive Committee will approve the dezignation to the National Baptist
Memorial Church of that part of the funds contributed by the churches of the
Columbia Association to the Southern Baptist Convention which iz allocated to
the Home Mission Board—231% per cent. The Executive Committese cannot
congent, but on the contrary, must respectfully protest against any suggestion
of diverting funds from other causes any amount to provide for an obligation
of the Southern Baptist Convention through the Home Mission Board.”

The reply to this proposal by the Home Mizsion Board, through its Executive
Zeeretary, is as follows: *Thiz matter waz brought to the attention of our
Board at its meeting February 5th and the Board voted that it could not agree
to the designation of funds allocated to the Home Mission Board in the Co-
operative Program, to the National Memorial Chureh by the Columbia Associa-
tion, for the reason that it would be setting a precedent which might become.
rather annoying since the state convention might claim the same privilege.”

B. The whole matter of the National Baptist Memorial Church was dizcuszed
at the meeting of the Executive Committee held March 5, 1831, After a spe-
cial eommittee had conferred with the Executive Secretary of the Columbia
Asgoeiation, the following was adopted: 1. That the obligation of the Southern
Baptist Convention to the National Memorial Church, Washington, D, C., be
included in the first campaign for outstanding obligations of the Southern Bap-
tist Convention. 2. That meanwhile should the Columbia Association of Bap-
tist Churches, Washington, I, C., make payment on interest and principal as
supgested in their resolution to the Execcutive Committee, that they handle the
matter as they think best.”

9. The Executive Committee has received notice of an action taken by the
Exeeutive Committee of the Columbia Aszociation of Baptist Churches on March
18, 1931, Tt iz as follows: “At a mecling of the Executive Committee of our
Association held last night, it was voted to recommend to the National Baptist
Memorial Church, that they allow the Association to deduct from that portion
of it funds usun.ily gent South, the amount of $4,200.00 per year to cover the
interest on the £70,000.00 Southern Baptist Convention indebtedness, and at
least, for the next year an amount of $1,000.00 to apply on the principal.”
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OTHER MATTERS REFERRED TO THE COMMITTEE

I. Memorial from Maryland

The following communieation, adopted by the Maryland State Mission Board
was received by the Executive Committee: :

“Executive Committee, Southern Baptist Convention,
161 &th Awve., North, Nashville, Tenn.

Dear Brethren: Because of our deep and abiding interest in the
Southern Baptist Convention, and believing that some wisely directed
course must bhe followed if its missionary causes are to be relieved of
their present embarrassments, we are taking the liberty of calling your
attention to one of the factors which, in our judgment, is having much
to do with decreased receipts by the Boards through the Co-operative
Program.

The attention of this Board was recently called to the attached
statement showing large deductiona being made from undesignated funds,
before allocation to the several causes, aggregating more than 500,000,
An analysis of the reports in the Minutes of the several State Con-
ventions has convinced us that the amount as stated was much too low
and that really more than a million dollars is being deducted for
Adminiztration expenses and other purposzes.

On the baziz of State goals, agegregating $6,500,000, and considering
the avernge percentage of funds going to Southwide causes, it does
not appear that Convention causes could receive more than $2,450,000
after the heavy deductions referred to, and as there is no prospect of
reaching the goals it seems to us that our Convention work must be
greatly reduced next year unless relief from excessive overhead charges
and deductions for preferred debts can be secured.

There was also hrought to our attention the attached resolution adopted
by the State Mission Secretaries at a meeting held in Washington, Febru-
ary 6-8, giving the opinion of the Seeretaries, adopted by a large majority,
as to what items are properly chargeable to the Co-operative Progrom.
Subsequent to that meeting and on the recommendation of our Advisory
Committee, which already had instruetions to give consideration to this
general subject, we erected a budget showing the following items which
we congidered would be a fair propertion of the expenses to be taken out
of Co-operative Program receipis:

These items were submitted to the Boards of the Convention for their
consideration and approval, Each of the Boards replied in the affirmative
and the plan was made retro-active to January 1, 1930.

While we believe the guestion of administration expenses needs
eareful consideration and revision in practically every State, we also
feel that the nuestion of Preferred Items, amounting to hundreds of
thousands of dollars, should be adjusted in a way that would be fair
to Convention causes, and if this is not done, that it would be practically
impoessible to arrest the tendency downward of receipts through the
Co-operative Program.

This matter, as well as other great problems which our Convention
faces, was dizecussed informally at a recent meeting of Baltimore lay
men, upon whose motion this letter has been prepared, All of these
brethren are the loyal friends and supporters of our Convention work and
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they are distressed over the present outlock for Convention activities.
They, and our people generally, are anxious to see the work of the Con-
vention placed upon a safe basis and stand ready to do anything in
their power to bring this about.

In our o iniom, the Executive Committes would do well to take these
matters in hand and seek to bring about such changes of poliey in the
several states as will guarantee to the Convention causes a fair pro-
partion of all the money to be contributed by our constituency.

Adopted by the State Mission Board, Monday, May 5, 1930."
For information, we guote the resolution referred to; namely, the one
adopted by the State Secretaries at their meeting held in Washington, D. C.,
February 6-8, 1030, It is as follows:

“Your Committee i of the opinion that the question of admimis-
tration expenses and ‘fixed charges’ should be carefully reviewed by the
Btste Boards to determine upon a policy which will protect the Co-
operative Program and the Budget Plan,

In the judgment of vour Committee, so far as concerns the items
properly chargeable to the Co-operative Program before distribution,
these should be limited to the salaries, office expenses, and traveling
expenses of those specially charged with the promotion of the Co-opera-
tive Program and the essential publicity of the causes embraced therein.

We alse think the guestion of expense of the W.M.U, needs careful
study by the State Boards with a view of charging to the Co-operative
Program only that part of such expenses as are incurred in the promo-
tion of the unified budget.

We further suggest that the expenses and ‘fixed charges’ which the
respective States decide should be taken out of the Co-operative Fund
before distribution, should be submitted to the Executive Committee of
the Southern Baptist Convention for conference and agresment.’

The Executive Seeretary was present at the meeting held in Washington,
and it was at his request that the committee was appointed whose rezolution is
quoted above, ;

_ The Executive Committee held on September 11, 1930, a joint conference
with State Secretaries and Southwide Executives. This conference fully dis-
cusged all matters involved in the division of funds, in the expenses chargeable

inst eo-operative funds, and in the guestion of preferred items.  After the
disenzgion, the following action was taken:

“The following paper adopted as the recommendation of a joint
conference between the Executive Committee and the several State
and General Secretaries was adopted by the Executive Committee with
the understanding that the division of funds between State and Southern
pr:iat Convention sheuld be a matter of agreement between the parties
at interest:

1. Expenses Chargeable to the Whole Program

For clearness and better understanding among our people we sug-
gest that these expenses be cared for as follows:

{1} Administrative Expenses shall consist of office rent, stationery
and postage, the salary and expenses of the ‘General Secretary, salaries
of bookkeeper and stenographer, telegrams, elc., in so far as these are
uzed for the whole Program.

{2) Promotional Expenses shall consist of the galary and expenses
of field men employed to work exclusively for the whole Program, ad-
vertising and literature used to promote the whole Program {which in
in our judgment would net include the salaries of editors or subsidies to
the State papers,), expenses of the W.M.U., and any other expenses 1n-
eurred in the promoting of the whele Program, such as special rallies, ete.
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(3} That these expenses be taken out before the funds are divided,
which automatically prorates the expense on the basis of percentage as
adopted by the states,

(4) While we recognize the items as listed above as the maximum
legitimate expenses chargeable to the Co-operative Program receipts,
we heartily commend those states which give even more liberal con-
sideration to Southwide causes included in the Co-operative Program,

2. As to Division of Funds

We recognize the 50-50 division as between State and Southwide
causes as in general an ideal. However, there may be some states
which can give more than the 50% to Southwide objects, and we urge
that thiz be dene wherever and whenever possible. On the other hand,
there may be other states where local conditions make this impracticable
at present. Where this iz the case, we urge these states to make as libera|
provizion for Southwide causes as their circumstances will permit and
to keep constantly before them the aim to increase their percentages to
Southwide causes as =zoon as this is practicable.

3. As to Preferred ltems

It iz our conviction that it is not a wise poliey for any state to put any
State cause in the general Program as a preferred item for any amount
taken out of the funds of the whole Program. It would be wiser, in
our judgment, for each state to face its loeal burdens framkly and in
the light of its obligations to Southwide causes, and to provide for
State emergencies out of State funds, Further, we give it as our
econviction, that after the State has fixed its ratio of division as hetween
State and Southwide ohjects every dollar of divisible funds should be
divided on this ratio and that there should be ne deviation from this
principle. This will insure a finer spirit of co-operation among our
people and will inspire greater confidence in our Program."”

A copy of this action was sent to each and every State Secretary, with this
comment: “You will note that all of this, except the preamble, was endorsed
by the State Secretaries who were present, by representatives of Southwide
agencies and by the Executive Committee. If your State Board or State Con-
vention will adopt the prineiple set forth inm this agreement, it will greatly
help in promoting harmony throughout the Southern Baptist Convention.”

The Executive Secretary had a conferenee with some of the State Secretaries
on the matters involved, and in one case with the Executive Board of the State.
There are four states against which most criticiam has been made concerning
divizsion of funds and concerning preferred items; namely, Arkansas, Georgia,
Lounigiana and Texas. A word seems to be in order concerning the present atti-
tude of these states to these matters:

The Arkansas Baptist State Convention took the following action: “We
leave the support of the Orphans’ Home and all Southwide Causez to be pro-
vided for by the local ehurches and individuals, and recognize the right of these
apencies to approach the local churches and individuals for support” (Page
41 Arkansas Baptist Annual, 1930). Thus Arkansas leaves the colleetion of
Southwide funds to the Southern Baptist Convention.

The (Georgia Baptist Convention adopted the following: “We recommend
that the Executive Committee be authorized by the Convention, in eo-pperation
with the Southern Baptist Convention Executive Committee, to set up ﬂ'l-e
Unified Co-operative Program and Budget for 19327 (Page 32 Georgia Baptist
Convention Annual, 1930).

The Louisiana Eaptist Convention adopted a budget for 1231 totaling
$162,645.00. Of this amount $22,000.00 was appropriated to Southwide ob-
jec]ta, Three amendments to the report on the 1931 Budget were adopted a2
followsa:

“Amendment No. 1—That budget be guaranteed to the various canses for
twelve months, subjeet to revision by the Executive Board at the end of
four months, if neceszary,

The Baptist Gepernl Convention of Texas adopted the following on “Future
Planz and Policies": “It is the convietion of the board that preferred items
should not for any reason be increased, but decreased as rapidly as possible,
and that as debis are reduced and preferred items are decreased, there should
be a corresponding increase of allocation to missionzs and Southwide eauszes,
A study of our budget will show that a net inereaze next year will mean more
distributable money for Southwide missionz, In fact, these causes should
ghare the majurTEart of any material inereaze™ (Texas Baptist Annual, 1930,

95, 96). e Report of Finance Committee of Texas states: “Total pre-
%err\ed items $267,839,.60. This is a reduction over last year’s preferred items of
$16,610.40" (Page 102, Texas Baptist Annual).

While the Executive Committes haz not accomplished all that it has
desired in the matters referred to, yet it believes that it has made econsiderable
progress in face of the diffieulties which have confronted it. It is the purpose
of your Committee to continue its efforts to bring about as nearly as possible
a uniform agreement with the various Siate Conventions om- the matters re-
ferred to in £ iafpm‘t of itz report, the matter of the State Conventions leaving
the allocation of Southwide fundz to the Southern Baptist Convention, and
the further matter of the relation existing between this Convention and the
various State Conventions,

It is no simple matter, as some might suppose, to secore at this time a
uniform agreement with all of the State Conventions eoncerning a division
of funds approaching a 50-60 baszis and a satisfactory agreement concerning
present preferred items. The item of expenses is not so difienlt,

What difficulties are in the way of an agreement on division of funds?
All of the states do mot include the same items for State Causes. Az an
illustration, take Orphans’ Homea: One state includes its Orphans’ Home in
the Co-operative Program, ancther state does not. Thiz makes a vast difference,
In the 19256 Annual of this Convention, listing the divizion of fundz as between
State and Southwide, one state iz ‘F.lt down as making a 50-60 division with
this word of explanation: “This division appliez if Orphanage goes alone;
otherwise, 60% for State and 40% for Southwide,” As a further illustration
of this point, take debts on State Institutions. Omne state includes theee in the
Co-operative Program, another does not,

What difficulties are in the way of a satisfactory agreement on preferred
items? Some states have hypothecated all Co-operative Program funds, if
necessary, to the payment of ?unr]ed debts, We are not here expreszing any
opinion either on the wisdom or the legality of such action, but simply record-
mg the fact,

. In justice and in fairness to all coneerned, your Committes gives expros-
#on to the opinion that all the State Secretaries, all the Btate Boards, and all
the State Conventions are deeply interested in the work of the Southern
Baptist Convention, and that the states which are so heavily invelved regret
heyond words that they are not deoing more for Southwide causes,

What can be done to solve these perplexing and difficult problems? There
arg several possible adjustments, any one of which might relieve somewhat
the present dissatisfaction, but, doubtless, would not give entire satisfactiom.
tI_t- Bheems that for some time to come it may be necessary for all to hear and
orbear.

II. Greater Use of the Radio by Southern Baptists
At the sugpestion of the Commission on Social Service, your Committee
has made some investigation, looking toward a greater use of the radio by
Southern Baptists,

To establish a large broadeasting station, such as we would need, would
t0st perhaps $260,000.000. It might be possible to erect three stations, one
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in the eastern, one in the central, and one in the western part of the Southern
Baptist Convention territory, at a cozt of $100,000.00 each. We have not made
inquiry of the Federal Radic Commission as to. whether permizsion would he
granted to the Convention to establish either one or more stations. This we
will do if the Convention so instructs.

It would be less expensive, and perhaps just as effective, for the Conven-
tion to make contracts with several stations nmow in existence for certain
hours. The cost runs, so we learn, from $10.00 for very small stations up to
$200.00 per hour. The messages might be delivered in person by specially
selected speakers, or by electrical transeription, or by good readers from espe-
cially prepared manuscripts. The cost for the use of the station would be the
game in any case. Any number of electrieal transeriptions for one message
or program would cost, we are told, about $1,000.00. There would be prae-
tically no cost to having manuscripts prepared for readers,

Many pastors who broadeast their services would gladly, we are sure,
either deliver special messages on subjects seleeted by the Agency on Prome-
tion, or permit representatives of the Convention to do =0, Thizs spring a num-
ber of pastors di.é" that at the request of the Executive Committee. For this
service there would be little or no cost to the denomination.

It has been suggested to your committee, by a man connected with one of the
largest stations in the South, that local committees might get much free gervies
over loeal stations.  Thiz is worth trying,

Your Committee ealls the attention of the Convention to the fact that Dr.
Hight C. Moore, of the Sunday Sehool Board, broadeasts the Sunday School
Lessons every Saturday at 6:30 P.M. This is dene without any cost to the
denomination, over W3M, the station of the National Life and Accident Imsur-
ance Company, Nashville, Tenneszee. It will be well for all who c¢an tune in
on this station to lizsten to these helpful talks by Doctor Moore.

Recognizing in radio one of the mightiest promotional agencies in modern
times, grateful to the stations which have been generously tendered our pastors
and other workers for broadeasting their regular services of teaching and preach-
ing, and believing in the wider use of radio,

We recommend,
1. That az our Convention agencies are effectively using the printed page

and sending out representatives to the churches, they be authorized to make
such use of available radio stations as they may find practicable,

2, That the Convention instruct the Executive Committee to appoint a
radin Committee which shall be charged:

(1) To ascertain and report the use of broadeasting stations by Southern
Baptists in the promotion of their local or general work,

{2} To arrange for the complimentary use of other stations and addi-
tional hours by a still larger number of our denominational workers engaged
in missionary, educational, and benevolent work.

{2} To co-ordinate the use of these broadeasting hours for better presenta-
tion and support of our demominational causes, State and Southwide,

{4) To suggest that notices of these radio programs be announced or
posted in churches and published in denominstional journals and also in the
seeular press.

{5) To sponzor no Southwide programs put om at the regular hours for
church services.

3. That the Executive Committee report to the Convention next year its
progress and findings with further recommendations,
[1I. Chaplains in Army and Mavy

The matter of the appointment of chaplains in the Army and in the Navy
was called to the attention of the Executive Committee by a pastor. Your
Committee considers this matter of importance to this Conventien.
