CONSTITUTION 
The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and other religious 

bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States, met 
in Augusta, Georgia, May 8, 1845, for the purpose of carrying into effect the 
benevolent intention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, com­
bining, and directing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of the 
gospel, adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as amended from time 
to time, are as follows: 

Article I. This body shall be styled the "Southern Baptist Convention." 

Art. II. It shall be the design of the Convention to promote foreign and 
home missions, and other important objects connected with the" Redeemer's 
Kingdom, and to combine for this purpose such portions of the Baptist denomi­
nation in the United States as may desire a general organization for Christian 
benevolence, which shall fully respect the independence and equal rights of the 
churches. 

Art. III. The Convention shall consist of messengers who are members of 
missionary Baptist churches co-operating with the Southern Baptist Convention 
on the basis of one messenger for every church contributing to the work of 
the Convention and one additional messenger for every $250 actually paid to the 
work of the Convention during the calendar year preceding the annual meeting 
of the Convention, such messengers to be appointed to the Convention by the 
churches and certified by the churches to the Convention, provided no church 
shall be entitled to more than ten messengers. 
Art. IV. The officers of this Convention shall be a President, a First and 
Second Vice-President, and two Secretaries, who shall be elected at each annual 
meeting, and hold their offices until a new election; and the President of the 
Convention shall be, by virtue of his office, a member of the several Boards; and 
the Treasurer of the Executive Committee shall be, by virtue of his office, the 
Treasurer of this Convention. In case of the death or disability of the Presi­
dent the Vice-Presidents shall automatically succeed to the office of President in 
the order of their election. 
Art. V. The Convention shall have as many Boards as, in its judgment, may 
be necessary for carrying out the benevolent objects it may determine to pro­
mote. Each of these Boards shall consist of eighteen members residing at or 
near the locality of the Board, and, of one member for each co-operating State 
and the District of Columbia. The members of the Boards shall be divided into 
three groups as nearly equal as possible, one group to be elected each year and 
to serve three years. The President of the Board and the local members shall 
constitute the executive committee of the Board and fifteen members shall con­
stitute a quorum of the full Board for the transaction of business. Each Board 
shall elect a President, Recording Secretary, Treasurer, Auditor, Executive 
Secretary who may be named its Treasurer if deemed advisable, additional 
Secretaries and such other officers and employes as it may deem necessary for 
the efficient conduct of its work and business. The compensation of its officers 
and employes shall be fixed by each Board, but no salaried officer or employe 
of any Board may be a member thereof. To each Board shall be committed 
during the recess of the Convention, the entire management of all the affairs 
relative to the objects with whose interests it shall be charged; all -of which 
management shall be in strict accordance with the constitutional provisions 
adopted by this Convention, and such other instructions as may be given from 
time to time. Each Board shall be authorized to enact its own By-Laws. 
Art. VI. The duties of the Executive Secretary shall be in general terms 
such as recognized custom devolves upon executive officers of this kind, with 
such other duties as the Board may prescribe. The management of business shall 
be subject always to the authority and approval of the Board with ultimate 
reference to the Convention itself. 
Art. VII. The Treasurer of each Board shall faithfully account for all 
moneys received by him, keep a regular entry of all receipts and disbursements, 
and make report of them to the Convention whenever it shall be in session, and 
to his Board as often as required. He shall also, on entering upon the duties of 



his office, be adequately bonded by the Board. His books shall always be open 
to the inspection of members of the Board and of the Convention. He shall 
not pay out money from the Treasury except under such orders and safeguards 
as the Board may enact for the proper conduct of its financial affairs. 

Art. VIII. The Recording Secretaries of the Several Boards shall keep a 
fair record of their proceedings, and of such other documents as may be com­
mitted to them for the purpose. 

Art. IX. All the officers of the Convention, all members of the Boards 
missionaries and agents appointed by the Convention, or by any of its Boards' 
shall be members of regular churches co-operating with this Convention. 

Art. X. . Missionaries appointed by any of the Boards of this Convention 
must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of genuine piety, fervent 
zeal in their Master's cause, and talents which fit them for the service for which 
they offer themselves. 

Art. XL All who contribute to the work of this Convention havel the right 
to designate the object or objects to which their contributions shall be applied; 
but when no such designation is made, distribution shall be made as determined 
by the Convention. 

Art. XII. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually. The Executive 
Committee of the Convention may call extra meetings if necessary, or change 
the time and place of meeting of the Convention when the Committee may deem 
it inexpedient to convene at the time and place appointed. 

Art. XIII. No new enterprise involving expenditure of money shall be 
authorize by the Convention, except on the recommendation of the Board or 
Agency of the Convention which shall have the responsibility for raising or 
expending the necessary funds, or after action has been taken by the (Conven­
tion in two successive annual meetings. 

Art. XIV. Any alterations which experience shall dictate may be made in 
these Articles by a vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vote is 
taken without regard to total enrollment at any annual meeting of the Con­
vention, provided no amendment may be considered after the second day of 
the Convention. 

BY-LAWS 
In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the following By-

Laws are adopted for the government of the Convention: 

1. It shall be the duty of the Secretaries of the Convention to be present 
at the place of meeting at least one day in advance of the annual sessions for 
the purpose of enrolling the members of the Convention who shall present them­
selves with proper evidence of their right to be enrolled; and this enrollment 
shall be recognized as constituting the Convention. The Secretaries are author­
ized to add the names of accredited messengers who arrive later than the open­
ing day. In case of any question arising as to the rights of messengers to seats, 
a Committee on Credentials shall be raised to which all pertinent matters shall 
be referred, and report be made to the Convention. It shall be the duty of the 
Secretaries within thirty days after the annual meeting of the Convention to 
notify all members of standing committees of their appointment, and to inform 
chairmen of such committees of their appointment as chairmen. 
2. The Rules of Order for the Convention shall be those laid down in Mell's 
"Manual of Parliamentary Practice," and Kerfoot's "Parliamentary Law," but 
in cases where these authorities differ, or for which they do not provide, the 
President shall exercise his discretion, subject to appeal to the Convention. 
3. The President, the First and Second Vice-President, and the Secretaries 
of the Convention shall be elected not later than the second day of the Con­
vention, their terms of office to begin at the final adjournment of the Convention. 
All elections of officers shall be by ballot; provided, however, that when there 
is only one nomination for any office, the Secretary or any one designated for 
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the purpose, if there be no objection, may be instructed to cast the ballot for 
the Convention. 

4. Speeches in support of any brother's nomination for an office of the Con­
vention shall be limited to one address of not more than five minutes in length. 

5. The Agencies of the Convention shall be as follows: (a) Boards—The 
Foreign Mission Board, located at Richmond, Va.; the Home Mission Board, at 
Atlanta, Ga.; the Sunday School Board, at Nashville, Tenn.; the Relief and An­
nuity Board, at Dallas, Texas, (b) Institutions—The Southern Baptist Theo­
logical Seminary, located at Louisville, Ky.; the Southwestern Baptist Theologi­
cal Seminary, at Fort Worth, Texas; the Baptist Bible Institute, at New Orleans, 
La.; the American Baptist Theological Seminary, at Nashville, Tenn. (c) Com­
missions—The Education Commission, the Hospital Commission, and the Social 
Service Commission. . 
6. The members of the Boards enumerated in Article 5 of the By-Laws and 
the Trustees of Boards of the Institutions enumerated in Article 5 of the By-
Laws shall be chosen in the following manner: The President of the Convention, 
before the final adjournment, shall appoint a Committee on Boards composed of 
one member from each state and the District of Columbia, which Committee shall 
nominate at the next ensuing Convention (1) the General Boards in accordance 
with Article V of the Constitution, (2) the Trustees, Directors or Boards of the 
Institutions in accordance with their respective charters, and (3) the members 
of the Executive Committee as provided for in Article 9 of the By-Laws. The 
report of the Committee may be amended on the floor of the Convention by 
majority vote. 
7. The Secretaries of the Boards of the Convention are instructed to secure 
frequent distribution of information relating to their work by means of news­
papers, tracts, leaflets and otherwise, as may be found expedient among our 
people. 
8. The Standing Committee of the Convention shall be the following: (1) 
the Executive Committee; (2) Promotion Committee; (3) on Baptist Brother­
hood of the South; (4) on Order of Business; (5) on W.M.U. Work Auxiliary 
to the Convention. 
9. The Executive Committee of the Convention (1) shall consist of the Presi­
dent and Senior Secretary of the Convention, one member from each co-operating 
State, one from the District of Columbia, and nine members at large. No sala­
ried official of the Southern Baptist Convention or of any of its agencies or a 
salaried official of any State Convention or agency, or any member of any board 
or board of trustees or commission of the Southern Baptist Convention may be a 
member of the Executive Committee; provided, however, that these restrictions 
shall not apply in the case of the President or Senior Secretary of the Con­
vention. 
(2) The members of the Committee shall be divided into three groups, as 
nearly equal as possible, and shall hold membership for three years, one-third 
going out of the office each year. 

(3) Nine members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. 

(4) The President and Senior Secretary of the Convention shall be elected 
President and Recording Secretary of the Executive Committee. The Committee 
shall elect an executive secretary who shall be the executive officer of the Com­
mittee, and a treasurer who shall be bonded, and such other officers and em­
ployes as it may deem necessary for the efficient conduct of its work and business. 
The compensation of its officers and employes shall be fixed by the Committee, 
but no salaried officer or employe of this Committee may be a member thereof. 
(5) The duties and functions of the Committee shall be as stated in the 
Charter. 

The duties of the Executive Committee shall be as follows: To take title 
to and hold all properties, real or personal, and to convey title to property 
under the authority of the Convention and all funds such as moneys and securi­
ties that are donated or transferred for the use of the Convention by gift or 
left by will for such purposes. The Committee shall be the custodian of all such 
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properties and funds, holding them in trust for the Convention to be managed 
controlled, and administered by the Committee in accordance with the direc­
tion, general or special, of the Convention. 

The Executive Committee is the proper body to be named in transfers of 
real or personal property for the use and benefit of the Convention, either by 
deed, conveyance, or will. 

The Executive Committee is authorized to receipt for all moneys or securi­
ties given to the Convention; to endorse all papers that need endorsment in 
the name of the Convention, and to execute all receipts and acknowledgments, 
and if necessary, to attach the seal of the Convention to these papers. 

In addition to these duties and functions, the Executive Committee shall 
also exercise the following duties and functions: (1) To act for the Convention 
ad interim in matters not otherwise provided for in it* plan of work. (2) To 
have oversight of arrangements for meetings of the Convention with authority 
to change, if necessary, the time and place of meeting. (3) To act in an ad­
visory way on matters of policy and co-operation arising between the agencies 
of the Convention, or between agencies of the Convention and co-operating 
state agencies. (4) To present to the Convention a consolidated financial state­
ment of all the agencies of the Convention. The statement shall show the 
Assets, Liabilities, and the Debts of the agencies. (5) To recommend to the 
Convention an Operating Budget for the Convention year, and to recommend 
the percentage of Southwide funds to be allocated to each cause or agency. The 
Operating Budget shall include all agencies of the Southern Baptist Convention. 
(6) The Executive Committee shall notify the agencies of the Convention of all 
actions or instructions of the Convention relating to the work or other matters 
of the agency or agencies involved, and shall report to the Convention whether 
such agency or agencies have carried out the wishes of the Convention. (7) To 
hold meetings at such times as may be necessary or advisable for the transaction 
of the business committed to it by the Convention. (8) To make reports of its 
proceedings to the Convention at each annual session, and to make any recom­
mendations it may desire concerning the affairs of the Convention, or concerning 
the affairs of the agencies of the Convention. 

The Executive Committee shall have no authority to control or direct any 
agency of the Convention. But the Executive Committee shall have full au­
thority to study the affairs of the agencies of the Convention, and to make 
suggestions, when deemed advisable, to the agencies, and to report its findings 
to the Convention, and to make recommendations to the Convention concerning 
any matter whatsoever. 
The expenses of the Executive Committee shall be borne by the Sunday 
School Board. The Sunday School Board shall advance to the Executive Com­
mittee, from time to time, funds sufficient for the Committee to discharge its 
duties without financial embarrassment. 

10. *The Promotion Committee of the Convention (1) shall consist of the 
President of the Convention, ex officio, one member from each co-operating 
state and the District of Columbia, the executive heads of the Foreign Mission 
Board, Home Mission Board, Sunday School Board, Relief and Annuity Board, 
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, Southwestern Baptist Theological Semi­
nary, Baptist Bible Institute, Woman's Missionary Union, and Baptist Brother­
hood, together with eleven pastors and ten laymen representing the Convention 
at large. 
(2) The twenty-one members at large shall be elected by the Convention 
for one, two and three years, no one of whom shall succeed himself immediately. 
(3) Pending their election by the states, the state secretaries shall be recog­
nized as members of the Committee. 
(4) The Committee shall determine its own instrumentalities and agencies 
for the conduct of its work. 
(5) The duties and functions of the Committee shall be as follows: (a) The 
establishing of the goal of the Co-operative Fund; (b) suggesting standards of 
co-operation; (c) recommending the ratio of division of the Co-operative funds 
as between Statewide and Southwide causes in each state, and in general pro-
*Ordered amended by the Convention in Washington. See page 43, item (4). 
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moting the Co-operative Program, (d) It shall also be charged with all nego­
tiations with State Conventions and State Boards and with other co-operating 
agencies in matters pertaining to the Co-operative Program, (e) It shall be the 
authorized agency for concluding all agreements with State Agencies for the 
conduct of the Program in the several states and for the method of handling 
the Southwide funds raised in the states, and for other related matters. 

(6) The Committee shall be financed out of funds appropriated by the Sun­
day School Board to the Executive Committee. The expenses of the President 
of the Convention, the representatives at large of the Convention, and other 
expenses necessary to the functioning of this Committee shall be paid as above 
outlined, while the expenses of the representatives of the Southwide Boards and 
Institutions and the representatives of. the State Conventions shall be borne by 
their respective organizations. 
11. A committee of seven members appointed by the President, of whom 
one shall be designated as chairman, shall act as a Committee on Committees. 
The said Committee on Committees shall name the several Standing" Committees 
enumerated in Article 8 of the By-Laws (except the Executive Committee 
which shall be nominated by the Committee on Boards) and all special com­
mittees authorized during the sessions of the Convention and not otherwise 
provided for, including place and preacher for next meeting. 
12. The President, on the first day of the Convention, shall appoint a Com­
mittee on Resolutions to consist of five members. To this Committee all reso­
lutions not connected with the reports of the Boards or Committees shall be 
automatically referred. This Committee is directed to report on all resolutions 
referred to it, either with or without recommendations and amendments. 

13. The Committee on Order of Business shall suggest an order of business 
for the next meeting of the Convention. In so providing, this Committee shall 
have due regard to the customary practices and precedents of the Convention 
in arranging for the orderly and efficient conduct of its business and discussion 
of its work. 

14. To facilitate consideration and discussion of the interests of the Conven­
tion the following method of procedure is hereby adopted: (a) Printed reports 
of the Boards and Institutions of the Convention shall be consolidated into one 
pamphlet for distribution to messengers on their enrollment, (b) Reports of all 
special commissions and standing committees containing recommendations for 
the Convention's action shall be included in the same pamphlet, (c) All recom­
mendations of each Board, Institution, Commissison, and Standing Committee 
shall be printed seriatim and together at the end of its report before they may 
be considered by the Convention. In case any Agency shall be unable to comply 
with this requirement its recommendation shall be printed in the Convention 
Bulletin before consideration and action by the Convention. 
15. The Boards, Institutions and special Committees dealing with matters 
of general importance and interest shall have in the hands of the Press Repre­
sentative of the Convention at least one week in advance, copies of digests of 
their reports to be submitted to the approaching Convention, to be used by him 
in preparing data for the news agencies in accordance with their requirements, 
in order that the work of the Convention may be given proper publicity. The 
Press Representative shall co-operate with the representatives of the secular 
press in furnishing intelligent, accurate and creditable reports of this Conven­
tion while it is in session. 
16. The Boards, Institutions, and Agencies of the Convention shall close 
their books and accounts and have them audited as of midnight on December 31, 
next preceding the meeting of the Convention. Supplemental reports for the 
period from January 1 to April 30 should be included in the reports to the 
Convention. 
17. Any state desiring representation on any Board or the Executive Com­
mittee of this Convention shall make formal application for the representation 
desired, stating the number of Baptists in the state who are co-operating with 
this Convention and the total amount of money given to the Convention objects 
the preceding year. The Convention shall then make such investigation as it 
may desire and shall upon the basis of the information obtained vote on the 
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question of representation on each Board and the Executive Committee upon 
which representation is sought and the question shall be decided by a majority 
vote. 

18. The By-Laws may be altered by a majority vote at any time, except 
on the last day of the Convention. 

CONVENTION PROCEDURE 
Address of President—The President may, in his discretion, address the Con­
vention immediately before organization. 

Address of Welcome—There may be one address of welcome limited to ten 
minutes and one response thereto limited to ten minutes. 

Annual Meetings—The Convention shall begin its annual meetings on Fri­
day after the second Sunday in May, the hour to be determined by the Com­
mittee on order of Business. 

Auditorium Meetings—No other meetings than the Convention services shall 
be held in the Convention Hall during the sessions of the Convention. Every 
service held in the Convention Auditorium shall be under the direction of the 
Committee on Order of Business. 

Bulletin—The Press Representative of the Convention shall have printed 
each day a brief report, or bulletin of the business transacted during that day, 
including the names of the committees appointed, reports of the committees, 
and such business as may be transacted and carried over to the following day. 

Such report, or bulletin, shall not include speeches or addresses or any com­
ment thereon, the photograph or any personal reference to any messenger of 
the Convention, but shall be only a resume of the business transacted during 
that day. 

The Press Representative is directed to have a sufficient number of said 
bulletins printed and distributed to the messengers at the opening session on the 
following day. 

The expense of preparing and printing the said bulletin shall be included by 
the Secretaries in the expense of annual meetings. 

Denominational Press—The Denominational Press shall be given a perma­
nent place on the annual program of the Southern Baptist Convention. 

Distribution of Convention Annuals—The Secretaries are authorized to have 
the printers send out by parcel post the Convention Annual as soon as printed 
as follows: (1) Under labels furnished by the several State Secretaries, one 
copy each to all clerks of the District Associations in exchange for Associational 
Minutes and to heads of denominational institutions and agencies, and to all 
active pastors; (2) one copy to each of the Convention officers and members 
of the Executive Committee, general and State Secretaries, college and seminary 
libraries, and editors of denominational papers; (3) fifty to 200 copies by 
freight prepaid, to each of the general and State Boards for distribution upon 
request; (4) hold a sufficient number for the occasional distribution requested 
from Secretaries' offices during the year, and (5) reserve 50 to 100 copies for 
use at the following Convention. 
Entertainment—The entertainment of the Convention, to be arranged in 
detail by the entertaining city and the Executive Committee of the Convention, 
includes: (1) An adequate auditorium with seating capacity of 5,000 and up­
ward and other places of meeting, as for registration offices, committee rooms, 
exhibit space, and so forth, together with a suitable meeting place for the 
Woman's Missionary Union; (2) the concessions for entertainment of Conven­
tion officers, assistants, secretaries, editors and missionaries as may be agreed 
upon by the Executive Committee and local committee; (3) the guarantee of 
hotel accommodations at not more than the usual commercial rates (schedules 
of room prices to be filed confidentially with the Executive Committee for any 
adjustments that may be necessary) and that there shall be no raise in prices i i 



for food or service during the Convention; (4) furnishing the Secretaries the 
requisite number of badges for messengers and for the press, and (5) incidentals 
such as furniture for the Convention platform, registration office and press 
bureau, maintenance of Information Bureau, ushers and pages. 

Exhibits—All exhibits of every description shall be rigidly excluded from 
those parts of the place of meeting where the people visiting the exhibits will 
disturb the proceedings of the Convention, their locations to be determined by 
the Committee on Arrangements. 

Exhibit Space—The Executive Committee of the Convention shall have ex­
clusive control of all exhibit space. 

Expenses of Annual Meetings—The expenses of the Convention in connec­
tion with the publication and distribution of the Annuals shall be distributed 
by the Secretaries among the Boards and Institutions in a ratio corresponding 
to the length of their annual reports. All other expenses in connection with the 
annual meetings shall be borne by the several Boards and Institutions in pro­
portion to their annual receipts. 
Expenses of Special Committees—(1) The expense of all committees ap­
pointed by the Convention to perform duties between the annual sessions of 
the Convention shall be borne by the respective Boards and Institutions on a 
basis pro rata to the receipts of the Boards and Institutions whenever the work 
of such committees concerns their particular work. 
(2) Whenever an expense account created by an ad interim committee or 
is otherwise authorized by the Convention for service which does not directly 
concern any one of the Boards or Institutions of the Convention, that Board 
or Institution shall not be required to bear any part of such expenses. 

(3) In any case where question is raised as to legitimate participation in 
such items of expense, the matter shall be referred to the Executive Committee. 

(4) Expenses incurred by special committees which do not directly concern 
any of the Boards or Institutions, when such committees are directly ordered 
to meet during the interim, shall be borne by the Sunday School Board. 

(5) Itemized accounts of expenses of committeemen shall be required before 
any such expenses are paid. 

Memorial Service—The Committee on Order of Business is instructed to 
arrange for any memorial service to be held during the Convention. 

Presentation ot Outside Causes—Causes other than those provided for in 
the regular work of the Convention may be presented to the Convention upon 
authority of officers of the Convention in conference with the Committee on 
Order of Business in such ways and at such times as may be dictated by the 
courtesies of the case and the necessities of our program.

13. The report of the Committee on National Baptist Memorial 
was presented and discussed by Joseph T. Watts, Maryland, and 
adopted, being referred to the Executive Committee as instructions: 

NATIONAL BAPTIST MEMORIAL 

The dedication of the National Baptist Memorial will occur Tuesday, May 
23, at 7:30 a.m., the joint day of the Southern and Northern Baptist Conven­
tions. Your Committee expresses the earnest hope that a large number of our 
messengers will make their plans to be present. 

Since 1931, when the Executive Committee of the Convention reported on 
the obligation of the Southern Baptist Convention to this enterprise, the in­
debtedness has been reduced from $70,000 to $68,000—see pages 24 and 25 
of the 1931 Annual. 

Under the agreement entered into as between our Executive Committee and 
the Executive Committee of the Columbia Association, the latter is continuing 
to pay the interest of the indebtedness and $1,000 on the principal, each year, 
out of funds raised by the churches of the Columbia Association accruing to 
objects of the Southern Baptist Convention. This, however, should not go on 
longer than is absolutely necessary. As soon as it is within our power to do 
so, the Convention should arrange to pay off this obligation, thus keeping faith 
with our brethren of the Northern Baptist Convention, who long ago completed 
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the payment of their quota. Attention is called to the large amount of interest 
which will be paid over a long period of years, unless a plan can be devised for 
liquidating our obligation. Under the present plan the Boards and enterprises 
of the Convention are deprived of a considerable sum of money from the 
Columbia Association churches, each year, and at the present rate of decrease 
the Convention in the end will have paid more in interest than our original 
appropriation. 

Attention is called to an action of the Executive Committee held March 5, 
1931, as follows: 

"That the obligation of the Southern Baptist Convention to the Na­
tional Memorial Church, Washington, D. C, be included in the first 
campaign for outstanding obligations of the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion." 

As this recommendation of the Executive Committee was adopted by the 
Convention, it would appear that we are obligated to include this indebtedness 
in any plans which may be worked out, looking toward the payment of Conven­
tion debts.

Truett, Texas, spoke on "Thy will be done in earth as it is in heaven," 
and led the closing prayer.

18. Fred E. Smith, Georgia, read and commented on selections 
from Hebrews 5 and 6 and prayer was led by Henry T. Brookshire, 
Georgia.

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24. The report of the Committee on the Celebration of the Two 
Hundred Fiftieth Anniversary of the First Baptist Church, Charles­
ton, South Carolina, was presented as follows and discussed by W. W. 
Barnes, Texas, on whose motion the Convention voted to appoint a 
representative to attend and participate in the celebration next 
autumn. Remarks were made by a former pastor of the church, R. H. 
White, Maryland, and prayer was led by the present pastor, C. A. 
Westbrook, South Carolina. 

THE REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE CELEBRATION OF THE TWO 
HUNDRED AND FIFTIETH ANNIVERSARY OF THE FIRST BAPTIST 

CHURCH OF CHARLESTON, SOUTH CAROLINA. 
The First Baptist Church of Charleston, S. C, which is this year celebrating 
the 250th anniversary of its founding, is the oldest Baptist church in the 
South and one of the oldest in America. It has had a noble history. Not only 
has it served the needs of the city in which it is located, but it has been a source 
of inspiration, leadership, and power for the work of the Baptist denomination 
in the State of South Carolina and throughout the nation. Through its pastors, 
Oliver Hart and Richard Furman, it led in the establishment of the educational 
work of the Baptists in South Carolina. This work, which started as early as 
1755, eventuated in the establishment of an educational institution in 1825, 
which is now more than 100 years old and which has educated a great number 
of pastors, missionaries, educators, and influential laymen throughout all the 
years. The institution was named Furman Theological Institute for Dr. Richard 
Furman, the pastor of this church, and continues as Furman University. Dr. 
Richard Furman was also the chief agent in the organization in 1821 of the 
State Baptist Convention of South Carolina, one of the earliest, if not the 
earliest, state convention in the South. Perhaps no other movement in the 
history of the Baptists of America has been more significant than the organiza­
tion of state conventions. 

When Luther Rice returned to America to organize the Baptist people for 
the support of foreign missions he found in the pastor and membership of the 
First Baptist Church of Charleston not only a sympathetic hearing but active and 
efficient support. The pastor of this church was president of the triennial con­
vention at its organization in 1814 and again in 1817, and no church in America 
has been more faithful to the great cause of missions throughout the years 
since that date. This church has been the promoter of every good cause and 
progressive movement in the denomination. 

Basil Manly, Sr., was for many years pastor of this church, and Basil Manly, 
Jr., was born during this pastorate. James P. Boyce was converted in this church 
and spent his early Christian life under the inspiration of its great pastor and 
aggressive Christian life. Dr. Boyce and Dr. Basil Manly, Sr., were the principal 
advocates of the establishment of a central theological institution, which is now 
known as the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary at Louisville, and Dr. 
Basil Manly, Jr., was one of the immortal quartet which constituted its first 
faculty. No church in our Convention has had a more distinguished and noble 
part in the life of the denomination than the First Baptist Church of Charles­
ton, and it is well that we celebrate this 250th anniversary. 

Social changes in the city of Charleston have weakened the body in recent 
years, but it still continues faithful to the whole program of our Lord and Saviour 
Jesus Christ.

Resolved, That the Committee appointed to convey the greetings of the 
Southern Baptist Convention to the honored President of the United States be 
directed to assure the President of the support of our Baptist people in his 
earnest efforts to relieve the distress of millions of men now without employ­
ment by which they can earn an honest living for their families. The Commit­
tee is also requested to express to President Roosevelt our cordial support of his 
noble appeal to the rulers of all nations to maintain peace and to frown upon 
aggression on the part of any nation against another nation. 
The Committee is instructed to inform our President that we deplore the 
return of the legalized sale of beer and wine and that we would regard the 
repeal of the Eighteenth Amendment as a calamity to our nation. W e believe 
that Prohibition at its1 worst is better than the legalized sale of intoxicating 
liquor for beverage purposes at its best. W e earnestly request President Roose­
velt to refrain from active participation in the movement to repeal the Eight­
eenth Amendment. The Committee is further authorized to assure our noble 
President of our most earnest prayer to Almighty God for his blessing upon 
the Chief Executive and his advisers and upon the Congress. 
27. V. I. Masters, Kentucky, offered a resolution in regard to the 
week day for opening the Convention and it was referred to the Com­
mittee on Resolutions. 
28. H. L. Winburn, Arkansas, offered a resolution which on mo­
tion of L. E. Barton, Alabama, that the rules be suspended, was re­
ferred to a Committee of one from each state to report tomorrow at 
3 P.M. on a plan to merge the Executive and Promotion Committees 
and their work. 
29. To the same Committee was referred a resolution offered by 
B. P. Robertson, District of Columbia, with reference to economy and 
efficiency of Convention Agencies and activities. 

30. On motion of A. J. Barton, North Carolina, all resolutions 
concerning any proposed changes looking to efficiency be referred 
without reading to this special Committee with instructions to give 

them careful consideration. 

31. After announcements the Convention adjourned with prayer 

led by Charles C. Clark, Louisiana. 

FRIDAY—Evening Session 

32. The Convention was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by President 
Dodd and prayer was led by Eric Wiley, Ohio. 

33. Walter P. Binns, Virginia, read and commented on the Great 

Commission and led in prayer. 
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34. The oldest and the youngest members registered at this ses­
sion were introduced to the Convention: J. M. Hilliard, High Point, 
North Carolina, eighty-six 'years of age; James Loman Frazier, Fort 
Worth, Texas, eight years of age. 

35. The twenty-sixth annual report of the Baptist Brotherhood of 
the South was presented by General Secretary J. T. Henderson, Ten­
nessee, and adopted after remarks by Secretary Henderson and C. C. 
Warren, Kentucky : 

TWENTY-SIXTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE BAPTIST BROTHERHOOD 
OF T H E SOUTH, M A Y 19, 1933, W A S H I N G T O N , D. C. 

Your Committee would record our deep sense of loss in the death of Associate 
Secretary T. J. York, which occurred at his home in Little Rock, May 30, 1932, 
just two weeks after he read and discussed the Brotherhood Report at the Con­
vention in St. Petersburg. Those of us who knew him most intimately thought 
of him as measuring up to the Saviour's estimate of Nathanael, "An Israelite 
indeed in whom was no guile." Like Zacharias and Elizabeth, "he was righteous 
before God and walked in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord 
blameless." 
The value of his service is attested by some authentic figures recorded in 
the Brotherhood reports of 1931 and 1932. Of fourteen churches in which he 
conducted schools of Stewardship and Missions last year, twelve showed a quick­
ening of interest and a large advance in gifts. 

No successor has been elected and hence there has been only one Southwide 
worker on the field the past year. 

State Secretaries 

The following workers are employed, directed and supported by State Boards: 
W. D. Hudgins, Superintendent of Educational Work with the Young People 
and Laymen of Tennessee; M. M. McFarland, Promotion and Brotherhood Sec­
retary for Kentucky; Courts Redford, Brotherhood and Stewardship Secretary 
for part of his time in Missouri; W. S. Brooke, Field Man and Organizer for 
South Carolina; D. R. Isom, Brotherhood Secretary in Louisiana for part of his 
time; E. A. Herron, Enlistment Secretary for the Young People and Laymen 
of New Mexico. While these Secretaries in some cases do not bear our name, 
they are in accord with the policies of the Baptist Brotherhood and are render­
ing a valuable enlistment service among the men of their states. Your Commit­
tee's ideal, however, is a strong Secretary on full time in every state, and com­
plete uniformity in policy and terminology. 

Emergency and Self-Denial Offerings 

In accord with the Brotherhood's policy of giving absolute loyalty and support, 
not only to the church and pastor, but also to the policies of the Convention, the 
General Secretary devoted much effort to creating sentiment for these two special 
efforts authorized by this Convention a year ago. In behalf of the former, the 
records show that he conducted a large correspondence and delivered thirty ad­
dresses in churches, Associations, and special meetings. 
In the interest of the second, the General Secretary made an address on the 
"Sacrificial Spirit" in virtually every church he visited, claiming that we re­
ceive greatest spiritual enrichment from offerings that involve self-denial. 

Pre-Convention Conference 

The Committee was very much encouraged by the spirit and attendance at 
this meeting in St. Petersburg, especially did we note with much gratification 
the large attendance of pastors; manv of these nastnrs nnd tho denominational 
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press have given most favorable comments on the value of the Conference. 
There was an aggregate attendance of at least seven hundred fifty men; the 
interest of these men was greatly quickened and the importance of giving major 
attention to the enlistment and development of the man-power of our churches 
was given a fresh impetus. 

A Few of the Echoes 

"I attended these meetings with great profit. The discussions were timely 
and helpful."—W. D. Powell in Florida Baptist Witness. 

"Decided advance over the previous year in contributions to denominational 
causes was noted in a number of groups of churches where the two Secretaries 
ministered, running up into thousands of dollars, showing that if a similar 
work could be put on in all of our churches, our financial problems would be 
solved."—Alabama Baptist.

This is more 
evident than in any previous conference. Give the men a chance and they will 
prove that no group among us is more self-sacrificing or loyal."—J. C. Owen in 
Baptist New Mexican. 

Agencies 

Address—Among the agencies employed by the Brotherhood in the enlistment 
of men, attention is first called to the public address on Evangelism, Missions, 
Stewardship, Men and the Kingdom, Qualifications and Duties of the Deacon, 
Loyalty to Church and Pastor, Scriptural Support of the Kingdom, Sacrificial 
Spirit, and all the enterprises of our program. 

At the two regular worship hours on Sunday, when the people assemble in 
largest numbers, we have the best opportunity for the inspirational appeal. The 
Brotherhood has also made large use of a period during the Sunday school, when 
the members of the adult classes assemble in joint session; they are fresh at 
this early hour, this company represents a large share of the intelligence, money, 
and influence of the church, and besides a number of them do not remain for 
the regular worship. W e first devote a few minutes to the salient points of the 
lesson and then follow for twenty minutes with a stirring appeal on Seward-
ship or Missions. 
The Associational rally, a banquet for men, Conventions, and the inspira­
tional hour in a School of Missions have been utilized with good results. 

The address, rather than the sermon, is mentioned because reference is pri­
marily to the service of laymen. 

Schools—Schools in which the men are expected to study the doctrines and 
enterprises of our denomination in connection with Stewardship and Missions 
are growing in favor all the while. It is gratifying to report that men are 
showing a decided interest in this class study. While the women generally have 
the lead in attendance, when separate classes are provided for the men and 
women, quite often the reverse is true. In one of two schools recently, the attend­
ance stood 53 women and 84 men, in the other, 31 women and 69 men. 

There is, nothing among us more encouraging than the revival among deacons 
in this study, including the duties and qualifications of their high office. While 
classes for deacons should have been in continuous existence since the days of 
the Apostles, such classes are a more recent invention than the radio. 

The Brotherhood has decided that no pastor and church can have great suc­
cess without the loyal support of an intelligent and consecrated company of 
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deacons. It is our policy therefore to give a place in every school for this vital 
instruction. 

Special attention is called to a school of Stewardship and Missions conducted 
in the Tabernacle Baptist Church of Raleigh, North Carolina. It was intended 
to prepare teachers to conduct a similar work a little later in every church in 
the Raleigh Association. On Sunday afternoon, October 16, the time set for the 
opening session, the rain was descending and the country roads were muddy 
and yet there were one hundred seventeen leaders present, among whom were 
twenty-eight deacons, representing twenty-four churches. There were at least 
two hundred different leaders in attendance during the school of five days, the 
interest grew from day to day, and the school closed with an impressive conse­
cration service. R. N. Simms, Esq., Dr. Freezor, and Perry Morgan—church, 
association, and state Promotion Chairmen respectively—co-operated most heart­
ily in promoting this school. Your Committee thinks this is a sample of what 
should be undertaken in every Association as preparation for thorough work in 
every church. 
Brotherhoods 

While all these organizations do not report to Headquarters, your Committee 
knows that a larger number has been organized this year than in any previous 
year. 

Recently the General Secretary visited five churches in Southwest Texas; he 
found active Brotherhoods in four of these, also an Associational Brotherhood, 
and has had notice of the organization of a Brotherhood in the fifth church 
since his visit. Prior to his visit he had known of only one of these Brotherhoods. 
He had the privilege of speaking at three banquets of these Brotherhoods, in­
cluding the Associational. 
Two things have stimulated Brotherhoods this year: 

First, our revised literature outlines definite plans for promoting spirituality 
and information through carefully prepared programs for the regular meetings 
and by class study. 

The manual of programs is proving quite popular and helpful. 

The Committee is also stressing a definite program of service both in the 
church and association. 

Layman's Day 

While Layman's Day did not receive adequate publicity, because of the lack of 
state Brotherhood Secretaries and the necessary funds, some very cheering re­
ports have reached the office. 

In the Haywood Association in North Carolina every one of twenty-two church­
es observed this day through the services of nineteen laymen, who were enriched 
spiritually both by the preparation and the service. These laymen report an 
attentive and sympathetic hearing. 

Similar reports come from other Associations. 

The pastors and State Secretaries as a rule endorse this movement very 
heartily. 

It should have a much larger observance and value the second year. 

Unique Occasion 

This was a joint meeting of the Woman's Missionary Union and the Brother­
hood of the Campbell County Association, Tennessee. 

For the morning session the men and women assembled together and had two 
hours of most delightful fellowship and inspiration. Following the luncheon, 
which was also co-operative, they held separate sessions to consider their own 
practical problems. 
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Stewardship Recognized 

At Americus, Georgia, the General Secretary was invited to address the week­
ly meeting of the Kiwanis Club, and the invitation carried the request that he 
speak on Stewardship. 

He has never had a more attentive and responsive hearing in a Baptist 
church or District Association than was accorded by these fifty-three men. 

From the Field 

A leading Kentucky pastor writes: 
"Just thought you would be interested to know that our Brother­

hood is moving along in a glorious way. We've had only four meet­
ings, but our men are delighted with this type of organization and 
the opportunity it affords for information, inspiration and service. 
We have established two missions and our men are seeing things 
they have never seen before. More and more I am convinced that 
our greatest need is for our men to catch a vision of Kingdom build­
ing. I spoke to a fine body of sixty-five men at Brodhead, Kentucky, 
a few nights ago. Lancaster has also organized a Brotherhood, and 
Junction City will soon. I just thought you would be pleased to 
know that your visit here was being felt more and more." 

From the Chairman of the Board of Deacons in a South Carolina church: 
"You will be interested to know that although all the banks in 

our city except a small one have been closed for several weeks, and 
although a considerable number of our people are out of employ­
ment, the contributions in our church through the regular envelopes 
gained the first Sunday after your school more than $75.00 above 
the previous Sunday, and this gain has continued until the present. 
The average gain on the three Sundays since you were here shows 
an increase of approximately 20% over the average for the year 
prior to the School." 

From a successful North Carolina pastor: 
"Under the leadership of Dr. J. T. Henderson, our church held a 

School of Missions in January, 1933. The most gratifying response 
we had came from our men, with a maximum attendance of sixty-
one, and an average attendance of forty-five, not counting the much 
larger attendance at the Sunday services. The response of the men 
proved their interest in Missions, and their desire to be used in 
Kingdom service. A Brotherhood was organized. It has been grow­
ing. The attendance of our men at all services has improved and 
the offerings have increased. Dr. Henderson's ministry here was of 
the higher character. The foundation is stronger, the vision 
larger, and the outlook brighter because of his coming." 

Summary of Activities 
The General Secretary during the past year delivered 2b9 addresses, attend­
ed and conducted US Conferences, spoke at 18 banquets, conducted lb Schools 
of Stewardship and Missions, attended 18 Associational meetings, spoke in 87 
different churches in 13 states and District of Columbia, wrote b new tracts and 
sent out an aggregate of b36,000 copies of our various tracts, attended Pastors' 
and Laymen's Conference in Texas, Inter-denominational Council on Men's 
Work in Louisville and State Brotherhood Convention in Louisiana and traveled 
30,912 miles at a net expense of $ZU45. 
Recommendations 

First, that Sunday, April 15, be designated as Layman's Day, when effort 
will be made to have all our pulpits, either at the morning or evening hour, 
occupied by laymen, who shall speak on some phase of Stewardship or Missions. 

Second, that the several states be requested to consider seriously the wisdom 
of putting on a Brotherhood Secretary at as early date as practicable, both as 
a matter of fair play to the men of good policy from a financial standpoint. 
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Third, that at least a month prior to the date for the annual Every Member 
Canvass, every District Association conduct a central school of Stewardship 
and Missions with the view of training teachers who will do similar work in 
every church in the Association.

S E C O N D A N N U A L R E P O R T OF T H E P R O M O T I O N COMMITTEE OF 
S O U T H E R N BAPTISTS 

Walter M. Gilmore, Publicity Director 

In seeking to carry out the instructions of the last Convention the Promo­
tion Committee has centered its efforts on four major lines of endeavor during 
the year—promoting the Emergency Relief Campaign for Home and Foreign 
Missions last June and July, the Every Member Canvass throughout the fall 
months, the Debt-Raising Campaign in January and February, followed by 
the Old Gold or Crucible Campaign. This report, therefore, will deal very 
largely with these four movements. 
At a meeting of the Central Committee in Atlanta May 24, 1932, immediately 
following a meeting of the special committee appointed by the _ Convention to 
launch the special Emergency Offering for Home and Foreign Missions, Charles 
E. Maddry, General Secretary of the Baptist State Convention of North Caro­
lina, was elected Executive Secretary of the Promotion Committee and Walter 
M. Gilmore was re-elected Publicity Director, with headquarters in Nashville, 
Tennessee. 
Special Emergency Mission Relief Campaign 

In collaboration with the special committee appointed by the Convention 
consisting of J. B. Lawrence, T. B. Ray and Miss Kathleen Mallory, the Com­
mittee promoted to the limit of its ability the movement authorized by the Con­
vention to make an appeal to every church and individual in the Convention for 
a special self-denial emergency offering, over and above the regular contribu­
tions, to the $300,000.00 Relief Fund of which $190,000.00 was to go to For­
eign Missions and $110,00.0.00 to Home Missions. 
In addition to the general publicity work through our ordinary channels, 
"The Baptist Program," "Baptist Bulletin Service," our Baptist papers in each 
of the states, and the "Daily Press," the chairman of the Promotion Committee 
assumed the leadership of this movement in Tennessee, with the assistance of 
the Publicity Director. W e secured also the services of a score or more brethren 
throughout the South, who had access to a radio, to broadcast one or more mes­
sages concerning the movement. 
While our people did not reach the goal set, $300,000.00, yet we considered 
the amount raised, $203,908.51, $73,311.07 for Home Missions and $130,508.51 
for Foreign Missions well worth while. It saved the day for these two agencies, 
according to their Secretaries. 

Organization 

At the meeting of the Committee in Nashville June 16, 1932, Charles E. 
Maddry formally accepted the position as Executive Secretary of the Committee 
and began his duties as such July 15. The same set-up of Committees as used 
last year was continued as follows: Survey and Information, Formation of Pro­
gram, Division of Funds between State and Convention Objects, Every Member 
Canvass, Literature, Publicity, Training and Recruiting Workers. The personnel 
of these Committees remained the same with the exception of the new members
