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CHARTER

An Act to Incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the State of
Georgia, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, That from and after the passage of thiz Act, That William B. John-
son, Wilson Lumpkin, James B. Taylor, A. Docrey,* R. B. C. Howell, and
others, their associates and successors, be and they are hereby incorporated
and made a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTHERN BAPTIST
CONVENTION, with authority to receive, hold, possess, retain and dispose of
property, either real or personal, to sue and be sued, and to make all by-laws,
rules and regulations necessary to the transzaction of their business, not incon-
sistent with the laws of this State or of the United States; said corporation
being created for the purpose of eliciting, combining, and directing the energies
of the BAPTIST DENOMINATION OF CHRISTIANS, for the propagation of
the gospel, any law, usage or custom to the eontrary notwithstanding.

AN ENABLING ACT

To authorize any and all eleemosynary or religious corporations heretofore
created or hereafter chartered in Georgia, by virtue of their existence, for the
propagation of the Gospel to exercise and carry on certain powers.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF
GEORGIA AND IT IS HEREBY ENACTED BY AUTHORITY OF THE SAME:

Section 1

That any eleemosynary or religious corporation heretofore created in Georgia
or hereafter chartered is, by virtue of its existence, authorized, in addition to
the propagation of the Gospel, to conduct schools for the training of the youth;
to own and operate for itself or for others printing plants, publishing houses,
and any desired methods or means for the diszemination of news and informa-
tion: to own and operate hospitals, nurses’ homes and any and 2ll kinds of
institutions for the alleviation of pain and suffering; to own and operate for
itself or others orphan asylums, old peoples’ homes and any and all institu-
tions for the care of the needy and dependent; to conduct and carry into effect
any plan for the care, maintenance and support of itz workers and employees
who may have become disabled, been retired, or otherwise made eligible for the
benefits of =aid plan, and in connection therewith to conduct a plan for the es-
tablishment and payment of annuities in connection therewith; and further to
do any and evervthing necessary and proper for the accomplishment of the ob-
jects herein enumerated, and in general to carry on any lawful business neces-
sary or incident to the attainment of these objects.

Seetion 2

Be it further enacted that this Aet shall go into effect when approved by the
Governor.

Seection 3

Be it further enacted that all laws and parts of laws in conflict herewith
be repealed.

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CONSTITUTION

The messengers from missionary societies, churches and other religious
bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States, met
in Augusta, Georgia, May 8, 1845, for the purpose of carrying into effect the
benevolent intention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, com-
bining, and directing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of
the gospel, adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as amended from
time to time, are as follows:

Article |. The Nama: The name of this hody iz the “Southern Baptist
Convention.”

Article 1l. Purpose: It is the purpose of the Convention to provide a general
organization for Baptists in the United States and its territories for the pro-
motion of Christian missions at home and abroad, and any othex: objects suc]}
as Christian education, benevolent enterprises, and social services which it
may deem proper and advisable for the furtherance of the kingdom of God.

Article Ill. Membership: The Convention shall consist of messengers who are
members of missionary Baptist churches co-operating with the Convention
as follows:

1. One messenger for each regular Baptist church which is in friendly co-
operation with this Convention and sympathetic with its purposes and work
and has during the fiscal year preceding been a bona fide contributor to the
Convention's work.

2. One additional messenger from each such church for every 260 members;
or for each $250.00 paid to the work of the Convention during the fisecal
vear preceding the annual meeting,

3. The messengers shall be appointed and certified by the churches to the
Convention, but no church may appoint more than ten (10).

Article IV, Authority: While independent and sovereign in its own sphere, the
Convention does not elaim and will never attempt to exereise any authority
over any other Baptist body, whether church, auxiliary organizations, associa-
tion, or convention.

Article V. Officers:

1. The officers of the Convention shall be a president, a first and a second
vice-president, two recording seeretaries, and a treasurer.

2. The officers shall be elected annually and shall hold offiee until their
successors are elected and qualified, The term of office for the president is
limited to two (2) years and he shall not be eligible for re-election until
as much as one (1) year has elapsed from the time his sueccessor is named.
The first vice-president shall be voted upon and elected after the election
of the president has taken place; and the second vice-president shall be
voted upon and elected after the election of the first vice-president has
taken place. '

3. The president shall be a member of the several boards and of the
Executive Committee.

4. The treasurer of the Executive Committee shall be the treasurer of
the Convention.

6. In ecase of death or disability of the president, the wice-presidents shall
all.lt-:i:;{natically succeed to the office of prezident in the order of their
election.

Article VI. The Boards—Their Constitution and Pewers:

1. The general boards of the Convention shall be composed as follows:
(1) Eighteen (18) members to be chosen from the city or vicinity of
the state in which the board is located, but not more than five (§)
local members shall be appointed from the same church.
(2) One member chosen from each eco-operating state; and one addi-
tional member from each state having five hundred thousand (500,000)
members, and another additional member for each additional two hundred
and fifty thousand (250,000) members in such state.
