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CHARTER

An Act fo Incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the Btate of
Georgla, in Generalyﬁascmbly met, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, That from and after the passage of this Act, That William B. John-
som, Wilson Lumpkin, James B. Taglor, A. Docrey,* E. B. C. Howell, and
others, their associates and successors, be and they are hereby incorporated
and made a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTHEEN BAPTIST
CONVENTION, with authority to receive, hold, possess, retain and dispose of
property, either real or personal, to sue and be sued, and to make all by-lawe,
rules and regulations necessary to the transaction of their business, not incon-
sistent with the laws of this State or of the United States; said corporation
being created for the purpoze of elieiting, combining, and directing the energiea
of the BAPTISET DEP?CIM[.\CATIDN OF CHRISTIANS, f_ﬂI‘ the propagation of
the gospel, any law, usage or custom to the contrary notwithstanding.

AN ENABLING ACT

To authorize any and all eleemosynary or religious corporations heretofore
created or herealter chartered in Georgia, by virtue of their existence, for the
propagation of the Gospel to exercise and carry on certain powers,

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMEBLY OF THE STATE OF
GEORGIA ANDIT IS HEREBY ENACTED BY AUTHORITY OF THE SAME:

Section 1

That any eleemosynary or religious corporation heretofore created in Georgla
or hereafter chartered is, by virtue of its existence, authorized, in addition te
the propagation of the Gospel, to conduct schools for the training of the youth;
to own and operate for itself or for others printing plants, publishing howses,
a.]lli any desired methods or meanzs for the dissemination of newz and informa-
tion; to own and operate hospitals, nurses' homes and any and all kinds of
institutions for the alleviation of pain and suffering; to own and operate for
itself or others orphan asylums, old peoples’ homes and any and all institu-
tions for the care of the needy and dependent; to conduct and carry into effect
any plan for the care, maintenanee and =zupport of its workers and employees
who may have become disabled, been retired, or otherwise made eligible ?ﬂr the
benefits of said plan, and in connection therewith to conduet a plan for the es.
tablishment and payment of annuitiez in connection therewith; and further to
1?1':! any and everything necessary and proper for the accomplizhment of the ob-
jects herein enumerated, and in general to carry on any lawful businesa neces-
sary or incident to the attainment of these objects.

Section 2

Be it further enacted that this Act shall go into effect when approved by the
Governor,

Section 3

Be it further enacted that all laws and parts of laws in conflict herewith
be repealed.

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CONSTITUTION

The messengers from mizsionary societies, churches and other religious
bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United $tates, met
in Augusta, Georgia, May 8, 1845, for the purpose of carrying into effect the
benevolent intention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, com-
bining, and directing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of
the gospel, adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as amended from
time to time, are as follows:

Articls 1. The Nama: The name of this body iz the “Southern Baptist
Convention.”

Arficle Il. Purpose: Tt iz the purpose of the Convention to provide a general
organization for Paptists in the United States and its territories for the pro-
moetion of Chriatian misgions at home and abroad, and any other objects such
as Christian edueation, benevolent enterprises, and social services which it
may deem proper and advisable for the furtherance of the kingdem of God.

Article 1ll. Membership: The Convention shall consist of messengers who are
members of missionary Baptist churches co-operating with the Convention
as follows:

1. One messenger for each regular Baptist church which iz in friendly co-
operation with this Convention and sympathetic with its purposes and work
and has during the fiseal year preceding heen a bona fide contributor to the
Convention's work,

2. One additional messenger from each such choreh for every 250 members;
or for each $260.00 paid to the work of the Convention during the fiscal
yvear preceding the annual meeting.

#. The messengers shall be appointed and certified by the churches to the
Convention, but no ehurch wmay appoint more than ten (10).

Article IV, Authority: While independent and sovereign in itz own sphere, the
Convention does not claim and will never attempt to exercise any authority
over any other Baptist body, whether chureh, auxiliary organizations, associa-
tion, or convention.

Article V. Oficers:

1. The officers of the Convention shall be a president, a first and a second
viee-president, two recording secretaries, and a treasurer. . .

2, The officers shall be elected annually and shall hold office until their
successors are elected and qualified. The term of office for the pre_sident. is
limited to two (2) vearz and he shall not be eligible for re-election until
as mueh as one (1) vear haz elapsed from the time hiz successor is named.
The first viee-president shall be voted wpon and elected after the election
of the president has taken place; and the second vice-president shall he
voted upen and electad after the election of the first vice-president has
taken place.

3. The president shall be a member of the several boards and of the
Executive Committes.

4. The treasurer of the Executive Committee shall be the treasurer of
the Convention.

5. In case of death or dizsability of the president, the wvice-presidents shall
automatically succeed to the office of president in the order of their
election.

Article ¥l, The Boards—Their Constitution and Powers:

1. The general boards of the Convention shall be composed az follows:
{1} Eighteen (18) members to be chozen from the eity or vicinity of
the state in which the board iz located, but not more than five {5}
loca]l members shall be appointed from the same church.
{2} One member chosen from each co-operating state; and one addi-
tional member from each state having five hundred thousand (500,000)
members, and anather additional member for each additional two hundred
and fifty thousand (260,000) members in such state.
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(%) The members shall be divided into three (3) groups as nearly equal
g3 possible, and one group shall be elected each year to serve three (3)
years. Board members having served two full terms of three years shall
not be eligible for re-eleetion until as muech as one (1) ¥year has elapsed
This shall also apply to the Executive Committee. Exception may be made
in the ease of any local member whose technical service to a given board
in such matters as medical, legal, and financial cperations seems to make
it advizable that he be continued as a board member.

2, The boards of institutions and commissions shall be composed as follows:
{1} The trustees or directors of the boards shall be elected in keeping
with the requmirements of the charter of the agency as printed in the
1948 BRook of Reporis or subsequently amended with the prior approval
of the Convention.

(2) If the composition of the board is not determined by charter re
quirements, it shall be composed of one member chosen from each co-operat-
ing state and ten (10) loeal members from the vicinity of the main office
of the board but not more than five (5) local members zhall be appointed
from the zame chureh.

{3) Unlesa it is contrary to the charter requirementz of the agency, the
membera of the boards shall be divided into three groups as nearly egual
as possible and one group shall be elected each year to serve three () years.
Board members having served two full terms of three years shall not be
eligible for re-election until as much as one (1) year has elapsed. Excep-
tion may be made in the case of any local member whose technical service
to & given board in such matters as medical, legal, and financial eperations
seems to make it advisable that he be continued as a board member.

(4} Regardless of charter provisions no member of a board shall be eligible
for re-election until as much as one (1) year has elapsed after he has
served two full terms.

3. The board may _e!ect executive, administrative, finance, and investment
committees if desired. MNine (%) members shall constitute a quorum of the
board for transaction of any business.

4. Each board shall elect a president, a recording secretary, a treasurer, an
exccutive secretary who may be named as treasurer, and such other officera
as may be required.

6. The eumpenslation of its officers and employecs shall be fixed by each hoard,
but no salaried employee or officer shall be a member of the board.

8. Each board is authorized to adopt its own By-Laws.

Article VIl Duties of Officars of Boards: All officers shall be subject to the control

and direction of their board in matters pertaining to the board’s work and obliga-
tions. They shall perform such duties as commonly appertain to such ulﬂcerﬂ.g

Article X. Distribution of Funds: The Convention shall have the right to desig-
nate only undesignated funds, the right of contributors te the work of the
Convention to designate the objeeta to which their contributions shall be applied
being fully recognized.

Articls XI. Mastings:

L. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually at such time and place
as it may choose.

2, The president may call special meetings with the concurrence of the other
officers of the Convention and of the Executive Committee.

3. The Executive Committee may change the time and place of meeting if
the entertaining city withdraws its invitation or changes the same to
ancther date.

4. The Convention officers, the Exeeutive Committee, and the executive
heada of the Convention’s boardz and institutions acting in a body may,
in case of grave emergency, cancel a regular meeting.

Article XIl. As to Conflict with State Laws: All incorporated agencies of the Con-
vention shall be required to comply with the letter and spirit of this Constitution
inzofar az it iz not in econfliet with the statute law of the state in which incorpor-
ated, and nothing herein eontained shall be eonstrued to require any such in-
eorporated agency to act and carry on its affairs in conilict with the law of the
state of its incorporation. In ease any action of any arency of the Convention s
found to be a viclation of the law of the state of its incorporation, said action

shall be reported by that agency to the Comvention for appropriate action.

Arficle XIll. Definition of a State: The District of Columbia shall be regarded as
a state for the purpose of this Constitution, the By-Laws, and all action of this
Convention,

Arficle XIV. Amendments: Any alterations may be made in these Articles by &
vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vate is taken without regard
to total enrolment at any annual meeting of the Convention, provided (1} no
amendment may be considered after the second day of the Convention and (2}
that an amendment shall have been presented to the Convention at the previous
annual meeting before action is taken upon it.

BY-LAWS -

In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the following By
Laws are adoepted for the gevernment of the Convention:

I. Enrolmant of Messengers: The seeretaries of the Convention shall be at the
place of meeting one day before each annual session convenes to enrol messen-
gers who present proper eredentials from the churches. These messengers with
others who may be enrolled upon presentation of approved credentials during
the session shall constitute the Convention. )

Any contention ahout seating messengers ghall be referred to a committee on
eredentialz appointed by the Convention which shall report hack to the Convention.

2. Mokification of Committess; Within thirty days after the Convention adjourns
the secretaries shall notify the members of all Committees of their appointment
and all chairmen of their chairmanship and furnizh each one a list of his com-
mittee, They shall alsoe notify &ll board members and trustees of institutions of
their appointment.

3. Parliamentary Authority: The parliamentary authority of the Convention
shall be Kerfoot's Parliamentaery Law.

4. Electi § Officers: The president, the first, and the second wvice-presidents,
and ﬂ\r;c;:::l,llr:tarin‘:a ghall be elected not later than the second day of the Conven-
tion, their terms of office to begin at the final adjournment.

(5) The Executive Committee shall be the fiduciary, the fiscal, and the
executive agency of the Convention in all its affiairs not specifically committed
to zome other board or agency.

The Executive Committee is specifically authorized, instructed, and commis-
gloned to perform the following functions:
¢ {a) To act for the Convention ad interim in all matters not otherwize provided
or.
(b} To be named in transfers of real and personal property for the use and
benefit of the Convention either by deed, conveyance, will, or otherwise and to
affix the zeal of the Convention to all approved transactions, and

To take title to and hold, or to convey title to all properties, real or personal,
and all funds, monies and securities that are donated or transferved or left by
will to or for the use of the Convention., As to such properties, funds, monies
and gecurities as the Executive Committes shall hold and not convey title to, the
Executive Commitiee shall be eustodian of sueh, holding them in trust for the
Convention to be managed, controlled and administered by the Executive Com-
mittee in accordance with the direction, general or specific, of the Convention.

Rules governing the handling of securities set out in Article VII, Section 3,
of the Constitution shall be obhserved by the Execative Committee. i

() To receive and receipt for all eurrent funds of the Convention including
all undesignated eo-operative missionary, educational, and benevolent funds and
all cuprent special or designated funds for missionary, e¢ducational, and benevo-
lent purposes which may be contributed by individuals, churches, societies, cor-
g{:ratiuns, associations, or state eonventions; and to disburse all undesgznaléﬂ
unds aceording to the percentages fixed by the Convention and all the designated
fundz according to the stipulationz of the donors.

(d}) To have oversight of the arrangements for the meetings of the Con-
vention, with authority to change both the time and place of the meetings in
aceordance with the provisions of Article XI, SBection 3, of the Constitution.

{e) To act in an advisory capacity on all questions of co-operation between
the different agencies of the Convention, and between the agencies of the Con-
vention and those of other eonventions, whether state or national.

{f) To present to the Convention each year a consolidated and compre-
hensive financial statement of all agencies of the Convention, which statement
ghall show the assets and liabilities of all ageneies and institutions, and all the
cash receipts of the year. :

{g) To recommend to the Convention a comprehensive budget for the Con
vention and for all its agencies, which budget shall include the budgets of all the
agencies of the Convention as approved by the Executive Committee, together with
the percentage of Convention funds which may be allocated to em:!u cause. The
Executive Committee zhall not recommend any percentage allocation of funds
for any agency or institution for which the Convention does not elect trusteas

or directors, :

ik} To econduet the general work of promotion and the general work of
publicity for the Convention in co-operation with the other agencles and insti-
tutions of the Convention. ; ;

(i) The Executive Committee shall not have authority to contrel or direct
the several boards, agencies, and institutions of the Convention. But it is
instructed and commissioned to study the affairs of thﬂselhunrds, agencies, and
institutions of the Convention, and to make recommendations to them concern-
ing needed adjustments and alse to make whatever recommendations concerning
them to the Convention it deems advisahble. : : . :

{j} In carrying out these instructions the Executive Committee is authorized
te make its own by-laws in keeping with the Constitution and By-Laws of
the Convention: to hold meetings whenever deemed necessary; to make reports
of all meetings to the Convention: to notify all the boards, agencies, and insti-
tutions of the actions of the Convention, and to ad:nse with them as to the
best way of promoting all the interests of the Convention. :

Each agency of the Convention shall submit to the Executive Committee for
its approval (1) an itemized estimate of its receipts for the next fiseal year, and
{2} an itemized estimate of its expenditures for next fiscal year according to the
rule set forth below (See Section II-3) for making operating budgets, )

The Executive Committee zhall recommend to the Convention a budget, which
budget shall consist of all the budgets of all the agencies which have heen aubmitted
to the Executive Committee and approved by it and recommend the percentage of
Convention funds to be allocated to each eanze or agency.

V. The Disbursing Agency

By agreement all sums collected in the states for the causes fostered by this
Convention will be forwarded menthly by each state office to the Executivae Com-
mittee of this Convention, which shall act as the disbursing agent of this Conven-
tion. The Executive Committee shall remit weekly to each of the agencies of the
Convention the funds, distributable and designated, belonging to each agency.
The first distribution in each month shall be on the seventh day of the month, or
the nearest working day thereafter. The Executive Committee shall make monthly
reports of receipts by states, and of disbursements by agencies, and shall forward
each month copies of these reports to the executives of the agencies of the Con-
vention, to the state offices, and to the demominational papers.

¥. Distribution of Cooperative Program Receipts

In order that the financial plans and purposes of the Convention may operate
successfully, the Convention appeals to itz comstituents to give to the whole
C-LHJ!:_IEI‘H_H'-'E I'I"I'I:IE'I'!IJ.!'I'I.. and to 'I"E'("I!Igl'.li.ke the wisdom and rig-ht, of the G(;nll’el‘lﬂﬂ'ﬂ
to distribute its receipts from the Cooperative Program, thus aszsuring an equit-
able distribution among the agencies of the Convention.
