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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS LBl

CHARTER
An Act to Incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention

BE‘ it Eenacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the State of
Georgia, in General Aszgembly met, and it is hereby enaected by the authority of
the same, That from and after the passage of this Act, That William B. John-
son, Wilson Lumpkin, James B. Taylor, A. Docrey,* R. B. C. Howell, and
others, their associates and successors, be =and they are hereby incorporated
and made a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTHERN BAPTIST
CONVENTION, with authority to receive, hold, possess, retain and dispose of
property, either real or personal, to sue and be sued, and to make all by-laws,
rules and regulations necessary to the transaction of their business, not incon-
sistent with the laws of this State or of the United States; gaid corporation
being ereated for the purpose of eliciting, combining, and directing the energies
of the BAFPTIST DENOMINATION OF CHRISTIANS, for the propagation of
the gospel, any law, usage or custom to the comtrary notwithstanding.

Approved December 27, 1845,

AN ENABLING ACT

To authorize any and all eleemosynary or religious corporations heretofore
created or hereafter chartered in Georgia, by virtue of their existence, for the
propagation of the Gospel to exercize and carry on certain powers.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMEBLY OF THE STATE OF
gEEIIEtGIA. AND IT IS HERERY ENACTED BY AUTHORITY OF THE
SA :

Section 1

That any eleemosynary or religious corporation heretofore created in Georgia
or hereafter chartered is, by virtue of itz existence, authorized, in addition to
the propagation of the Gospel, to conduct schools for the traiming of the youth;
to own and operate for itself or for others printing plants, publishing houses,
and any desired methods or means for the dissemination of news and informa-
tion; to own and operate hospitals, nurses’ homes and any and all kinds of
institations for the alleviation of pain and saffering; to own and operate for
itself or others orphan asylums, old peoples’ homes and any and all institu-
tions for the care of the needy and dependent; to eonduct and earry into effect
any plan for the care, maintenance and support of its workers and employees
who may have become disabled, been retired, or otherwise made eligible for the
benefits of =aid plan, and in connection therewith to conduet a plan for the es-
tablishment and payment of annuities in connection therewith; and further to
do any and everything mecessary and proper for the accomplishment of the ob-
jects herein enumerated, and in general to carry on any lawful business neces-
gary or ineident to the attainment of these objects.

Beetion 2
Be it further enacted that this Act shall go into effect when approved by the
Governor.

Be it further enacted that all laws and parts of laws in conflict herewith
be ropealed.

The messengers from missionary societies, churches and other religious
bodies of the Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States, met
in Augusta, Georgia, May 8, 1845, for the purpose of carrying into Effff'.l:t the
benevolent intention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, com-
bining, and directing the energies of the denomination for the prnpﬂgnhlm of
the gospel, adopted rules and fundamental principles which, as amended from
time to time, are as follows:

Article I. The Name: The name of this body is the “Southern Baptist
Convention.”

Article IT. Purpose: It is the purpose of the Convention to pfcnride a general
organization for Baptists in the United States and its territories for the pro-
motion of Christian missions at home and abroad, and any other object.g mm!:l
ag Christian education, benevolent enterprises, and social services which it
may deem proper and advisible for the furtherance of the kingdom of God.

Article ITII. Membership: The Convention shall consist of messengers who are
members of missionary Baptist churches co-operating with the Convention
as follows;

1. One messenger for each regular Baptist church which is in friendly co-
operation with this Convention and sympathetic with its purposes and work
and has during the fiseal year preceding been a bona fide contributor to the
Convention's work.

2, One additional messenger for each such church for every 250 members;
or for sach $260.00 paid to the work of the Convention during the fiscal
year preceding the annual meeting.

3. The messengers ghall be appointed and certified by the churches to the
Convention, but no chureh may appoint more than ten (10),

Article IV. Authority: While independent and sovereign in its8 own sphere, the
Convention does not elaim and will never attempt to exercise any authority

over any other Baptist body, whether church, auxiliary organizations, associa-
tion, or convention,

Article V. Officers:

1. The officers of the Convention shall be a president, a first and a second
vice-president, two recording secretaries, and a treasurer,

2. The officers zhall be elected annually and shall hold office until their
suceessors are elected and qualified. The term of office for the president is
limited to two (2) years and he shall not be eligible for re-election until
as much as one (1) yvear haz elapsed from the time his successor is named,
The first vice-president shall be voted upon and elected after the election
of the president has taken place: and the second vice-president shall be
voted upon and elected after the election of the first vice-president has
taken place,

2. The president shall be a member of the several boards and of the
Executive Committes, He ghall appoint the director of musie for the
Convention.

4. The treasurer of the Executive Committee shall be the treasurer of the

Convention,
6. In case of death or dizability of the president, the vice-presidents sha]]

automatically succeed to the office of president in the order of thgj,
elaction.
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‘M'T-;'flﬂ VI The Boards, Institutions, and Commissions—Their Constitution and
OWErs:

1. The general boards of the Conwvention shall be composed as follows:

(1) Eighteen (18) members to be chosen from the city or wicinity of
the state in which the board is located, but not more than five (5)
local members shall be appointed from the same chureh.

(2) One member chosen from each co-operating state; and ome addi-
tional member from each state having five hundred thousand (500,000)
members, and another additional member for each additional two hundred
and fifty thousand (250,000) members in such state.

(3) The members shall be divided into thres (3) groups as nearly equal
as possible, and ome group shall be elected each wyear to serve thres (3)
years. Board members having served two full terms of three years shall
not be aligible for re-election until as muach as ome (1) vear has elapsed.
This shall alzo apply to the Executive Committee.

2. The trustees of institutions and commissioners shall be composad as follows:
{1} The trustees or commissioners shall be elected in keeping with the
reguirements of the charter of the agency as printed in the 1948 Book of
Reports or subsequently amended with the prior approval of the Convention.
(2} If the composition of the trustees or commissioners is not determined
by charter requirements, it shall be compozed by one member chozen
from each eo-operating state and ten (10) local members from the vieinity
of the main office of the agency but not more than five (5) local members
shall be appointed from the same chureh.

{8) Unless it is contrary to the charter requirements of the agency, the
trustess or commissioners shall be divided into three groups as nearly equal
as possible and one group shall be elected each year to serve three {3) years.
Board members having served two full teyms of three years shall not be
eligible for re-election until as much as one (1) year has elapsed. )
(4) Regardless of charter provisions no member of a board shall be eligible
for re-election until as much as ene (1) year has elapsed after he has
gerved two full terms.

4. Each agency shall elect a president, a recording secretary, a treasurer, an
executive secretary or director who may be named as treasurer, and such
other officers azs may be required.

Article VIIL Church Membership: Officers of the Convention, all officers and
members of all boards, trustees of institutions, and commissioners, and all
missionaries of the Convention appointed by its boards shall be members of regular
Baptist churches co-operating with this Convention,

Artiele 1X. Missionaries’ Qualifications: All missionaries apgointed by the
Fanvention's boards must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of piety,
zeal for their Master's kingdom, conviction of truth as held by Baptists, and tal-
entz for missionary service,

Article X. Distribution of Funds: The Convention shall have the right to desig-
nate only undesignated funds, the right of contributors to the work of the
Convention to designate the objects ta which their eontributions shall be applied
being fully recognized.

Article XL Mectings:

1. The Convention shall hold itz meetings annually at such time and place
as it may choose.

=

The president may eall special meetings with the coneurrence of the other
officers of the Convention and of the Executive Committee,

3. The Executive Committes may change the time and place of meetlng_if
the entertaining city withdraws its invitation or is unable to fulfill its
commitments.

4. The Convention officers, the Executive Committes, and the executive
heads of the Convention's boards and institutions acting in a body may,
in case of grave emergency, caneel a regular meeting or change the place
of meeting.

Article XTI, As to Conflict with State Laws: All incorporated agencies of the
Convention shall be required to comply with the letter and spirit of this Constitu-
tior, the Bylaws, and Business and Financial Plan insofar as they are not in
conflict with the statute law of the state in which incorporated, and nothing herein
eontained shall be construed to require any such incorporated agency to act and
carry on its affairs in conflict with the law of the state of itz incorporation. In
ease any action of any ageney of the Convention is found to be a violation of the
law of the state of its incorporation, said action shall be reported by that ageney
to the Convention for appropriate aclion.

Article XIII. Definition of a State: The District of Columbia shall be regarded
a3 a state for the purpose of this Censtitution, the By-Laws, and all action of this
Convention.

Article XIV, Amendments: Any alterations may be made in these Articles by a
vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vote is taken without regurqd
to total enrolment at any annual meeting of the Convention, provided (1) g,
amendment may be conzidered after the second day of the Clnn‘l.rant.mn and (2)
than an amendment shall have been presenteld to the Convention at the previoys
anrugl meeting before action is taken upon it.
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BY-LAWS

In order tq carry out the isi ituti i
provisions of the Constitution, the following By-
Laws are adopted for the government of the Convention:

L. Enrolment of Messengers: The secretaries of the Convention shall be at the
place of meeting one day before each annual session convenes to enrol messen-
gers who present proper eredentials from the churches. These messengers with
others who may be enrolled upen presentation of approved ecredentials during
the session shall constitute the Convention.

An}: c:mtentipn about seating messengers shall be referrod to a committee on
eredentials appointed by the Convention which shall repart back to the Convention,

. 2. Naotification of Committees: Within thirty days after the Convention ad-
journs the secretaries shall notify the members of all Committess of their appoint-
ment :a.nd all chairmen of their chairmanship and furnish each one a list of his
committee. They shall also notify all board members and trustees of institutions
of their appointment,

3. Parliamentary Authority: The parliamentary authority of the Con i
zhall be Kerfoot’s Parliamentary Law. g prvention

4. Elecli?h of Officers: The president, the first and second vice-presidents, and
t!n: secretaries shall be elected mot later than the second full day of the Conven-
tion, their terms of office to begin at the final adjournment.

Eleetion of officers shall be by ballot, provided however that if there is only
one nomination, and no other person desires to nominate, the secretary or anyone
designated for the purpose may cast the ballot of the Convention,

5. Nomi:‘mf.ing Speeches: Nominating speeches for officers of the Convention
shall be limited to one address of not more than three minutes for each nominee.

6. Agencies and Auxiliary of the Convention:

(1) The agencies of the Convention are as follows:

(a) General Boards: Foreign Mission Board, Richmond, Virginia; Home Mis-
sion Board, Atlanta, Georgia; The Sunday School Board, Nashville, Tennesses;
Annuity Board of the Southern Baptist Convention, Dallas, Texas;

(B} Institutions: The Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, Louisville,
Kentucky; The Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, Fort Worth, Texas;
New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary, New Orleans, Lovisiana; Golden Gate
Baptist Theological Seminary, Berkeley, California; The Southeastern Baptist
Theological Seminary, Wake Forest, North Carolina; Midwestern Baptist Theo-
logical Seminary, Kansas City, Missouri; The Carver School of Missionz and
Social Work, Louisville, Kentucky; Southern Baptist Foundation, Nashville, Ten-
nezgsee; Southern Baptist Hospital, New Orleans, Louisiana. Institutions not
owned but fostered by the Convention: The American Baptist Theological Sem-
inary, Mashville, Tennessee;

{c) Commissions: The Education Commission; the Southern Baptist Commis-
gion on The American Baptist Theological Seminary, Nashville, Tenneszee; The
Christian Life Commission; The Radio and Television Commission, Forth Warth,
Texas; the Historical Commission, Mashville, Tennessee, the Brotherhood Com-
miszsion, Memphis, Tennessee; and the Stewardship Commizsion, Nashwille

Tennessec.
(2) Auxiliary: The Woman's Missionary Union, Birmingham, Alabama, iz an
auxiliary of the Convention.
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7. How Boards, Trustees, Commissioners, or members of Standing Committees,
are Elected:

(1) The Committee on Boards, Commissions, and Standing Committees
ghall be eomposed of two members from each state, who shall be nominated to
the Convention by the Committee on Committees. One person named to the com-
mittes from each state shall be a lay person.

{2) The Committee on Boards, Commissions, and Standing Commiltees ";]"“5
chosen shall earefully prepare its report through the year, guarding the provisions
of the Constitution and By-Laws, and shall nominate to the next Convention the
following :

{a) Members of the general boards in accordance with Artiele VI of the
Constitution,

ib) The trustees, directors, or boards of the institutions of the Convention
in aceordance with Article VI, Section 2-(2) of the Constitution,

{e)  All standing committees.

{d} The members of The Christian Life Commission, the Edueation Commis-
sion, the Radio Commission, the Commission on the American Baptist Theological
Seminary, the Historieal Commission, the Brotherhood Commission, and the
Stewardship Commission.

(e} The Executive Committes,

In making the selections and nominating the members of the boards, com-
mizzions, and standing committees of the Convention, the Committee shall not
nominate any one person on more than one of the boards or commissions of the
Convention, This, however, shall not apply to the Southern Baptist Foundation.
The Committee shall recognize the principle that the boards, commissions, and
trustees named should represent the constituency of the Convention, rather than
the staff of the agency.

All Convention committees, boardz, amd commissions shall include both
ordained and lay persons as members, Not more than two-thirds of the members
of any group should be drawn from either category.

The report of the Committee shall be published in the first day's bulletin and
may be amended on the floor of the Convention by a majority vote of those voting.

8 Btanding Committees: The standing committees of the Convention ghall be
{1} Public Affairs, and (2) Order of Business, and Denominational Calendar.
The Public Affairs Committee shall have fifteen members, ineluding the president
of the Convention, the executive secretary-treasurer of the Executive Committes,
the executive secretaries of the Foreign Mizsion Board, Home Mizzion Board,
Christian Life Commission, and the executive secretaries or presidents of not
more than five of the other agencies or auxiliary of the Convention, The members
shall include at least five ordained and five lay persons, Insofar as possible the
members of the committes shall be selected on a basizs that will provide representa.-
tion of the various geographic areas of the United States.

9, The Exeeutive Committee:

(1) The Executive Committee shall consist of the president and the senjor
secretary of the Convention, the president of the Woman's Missionary Union, one
member from each co-operating state of the Convention subject to the provisiong
of Section 18 of the By-Laws. When the membership of Co-operating Baptist
churches in a given state shall have reached 250,000 there shall be elected g
additional member of the Executive Committee, one of whom shall be a lay pep.
son; and, further, there shall be an additional member for each 250,000 members

(6) The Executive Committee shall be the fiduciary, the fizeal, and the
executive agency of the Convention in all its affairs not specifically committed
to some other board or agency,

) The Executive Committes is specifically authorized, instructed, and commis-
sioned to perform the following funetions:

; {(a) To act for the Convention ad interim in all matters not otherwise provided
or,

{b) To be named in transfers of real and personal property for the use and
benefit of the Convention either by deed, conveyance, will, or otherwise and to
affix the seal of the Convention to all approved transactions, and

To take title to and hold, or to convey title to all properties, real or personal,
and all funds, monies and securities that are donated or transferred or left by
will to or for the use of the Convention. As to such properties, funds, monies
and securities as the Executive Committee shall hold and not convey titie to, the
Executive Committee shall be custodian of such, holding them in trust for the
Convention to be managed, controlled and administered by the Executive Com-
mittee in accordance with the direction, general or specifie, of the Convention,

Rules governing the handling of securities set out in Article VII, Section 3,
of the Constitution shall be observed by the Executive Committes,

(c) To receive and receipt for all current funds of the Convention ineluding
all undesignated co-operative missionary, edueational, and benevolent funds and
all current special or designated funds for missionary, educational, and benevo-
lent purpozes which may be contributed by individuals, churches, societies, cor-
porations, associations, or state conventions; and to disburse all undesignated
funds aceording to the percentages fixed by the Convention and all the designated
funds according to the stipulations of the donors. The Executive Committee shall
keep the accounts of all interagency groups and shall disburse their funds on
requigition of the properly eonstituted offieers of the interageney organization,

{d) To have oversight of the arrangements for the meetings of the Con-
vention, with authority to change both the time and place of the meetingsz in
accordance with the provisions of Article XI, Section 3, of the Constitution.

(e) To act in an advisory capaeity on all questions of co-operation between
the different agencies of the Conwvention, and between the agencies of the Con-
vention and those of other conventions, whether state or national.

{(f) To present to the Convention each year a consolidated and compre-
hengive financial statement of all agencies of the Convention, which statement
shall show the assets and liabilities of all agencies and institutions, and all the
eash and other receipts of the year.
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g} To present to the Convention a comprehensive budget for the Conventlol
and for all its agenecies, which budget shall inelude the budgets of all the agencied
of the Convention whether or not they receive Co-operative Program funds, as
reviewed by the Executive Committee, The Executive Committes shall recommend
the amount of Convention funds which may be allocated to each eause. I_t- shall
not recommend any direct allocation of funds for any agency or institution for
which the Convention does not eleet trustees or directors,

{h) To conduet the general work of promotion and the general work ef
publicity for the Convention in co-operation with the other agencies and insti-
tutionz of the Conwvention.

The Executive Committee shall appoint a2 small public relations advisory
committee comprised of representatives from the principal Southern Baptist
agencies, state conventions, and state papers. The public relatlmns advisory
committee shall advise the public relations committes of the Executive Commit'gﬂe
and the public relations secretary on all aspeets of the public relations service
provided by the Executive Committee,

{i} The Executive Committee ghall not have authority to control or direct
the several boards, agencies, and institutions of the Convention. Bt:‘lt it i=
instrueted and commissioned to study the affairs of those boards, agencies, and
institutions of the Convention, and to make recommendations to them COTICETT-
ing needed adjustments and also to make whatever recommendations concerning
them to the Convention it deems advisable,

{j} Ir earrying out these instruetions the Executive Committee is anthorized
to make its own by-laws in keeping with the Constitution and By-Laws of
the Convention: to hold meetings whenever deemed necessary; to make reports
of all meetings to the Convention; to notify all the boards, agencies, and insti-
tutions of the actions of the Convention, and to advize with them as to the
best way of promoting all the interests of the Conwvention.

(k} In accordance with the action of the Convention in Atlanta in 1944,
the expenses of the Executive Committee shall be derived from the Operating
Budget of the Convention specifically established for this purpose and formally
approved by the Convention.

(1) The Executive Committee shall develop an appropriate report format
which will help agencies of the Convention present their reports on a more ap-
propriate and comparable basis and to provide more information about program
plans, accomplizhmentz, and costs,

{m) To maintain an official organization manual defining the responsibilities
of each agency of the Convention for conducting specific programs and for
performing other functions, The manual ghall cite the actions of the Convention
that assigned the programs and other functions te the apency, The Executive
Committee shall present to the Convention recommendations required to clarify
the responsibilities of the agencies for programs and other functions, to eliminate
overlapping assignments of respongibility, and to authorize the assipnment of
new responsibilities for programs or functions to agencies.

(n) Copies of the minutes of the Executive Committee shall be sent to the
heads of all Southern Baptist Convention agencies, and copies of the minutes of
all agencies shall be sent to the office of the Executive Committee,

10. Committee on Committees: A Committee on Committess, composed of twa
members from each state and the District of Columbia, shall be appointed by the
president, in conference with the vice-presidents, of whom one shall be designated
as chairman, Members so named shall be notified in writing, at least one month
before the meeting of the Convention, and their names shall be published in the
first issue of the Convention Bullefin. The president may fill vacaneies an the
committee when those originally named do not attend the Convention. Thiz enm.
mittee shall nominate all special committees authorized during the sessions of the
Convention not otherwize provided for, including Time, Place and Preacher fop
