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CHARTER

An Act to Incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention

Be it enacted by the Semate and House of Hepresentatives of the State of
Georgia, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted by the authority of
the same, That from and after the passage of this Act, That Willlam B. John-
son, Wilson Lumpkin, James B. Tayler, A. Docrey,® B, B. €. Howell, and
others, their associates and suceessors, be and they are here by incorporated
and made a body politic by the name and style of the SOUTHERN BAPTIST
CONVENTION, with authority te receive, hold, possess, retain and dispose of
property, either real or personal, to sue and he sued, and to make all by-laws,
rules and regulations necezzary to the transaction of their business, not incon-
sistent with the laws of this State or of the United States; said corporation
being created for the purpoze of eliciting, combining, and directing the energies
of the BAPTIST DENOMINATION OF CHRISTIANS, for the propagation of
the gospel, any law, usage or custom to the contrary notwithstanding.

AN ENABLING ACT

Te authorize any and all eleemosynary or religiouz corporations herctofore
created or hereafter chartered in Georgia, by virtue of their existence, for the
propagation of the Gospel to exercize and carry on certain powers.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF
gfﬁ%ﬁ[ﬁ AND IT I8 HEREEY ENACTED BY AUTHORITY OF THE
Section 1

That any eleemosynary or religious corperation heretofore ereated in Georgia
or hereafter chartered is, by virtue of its exiztence, anthorized, in addition to
the propagation of the Gospel, to eonduct schools for the training of the youth;
to own and operate for itself or for others printing plants, publishing houses,
and any desired methods or means for the dissemination of news and informa-
tion; to own and operate hospitals, norses' homes and any and all kinds of
institutionz for the alleviation of pain and suffering; to own and operate for
itzelf or others orphan asylums, old peoples’ homes and any and all institu-
tions for the care of the needy and dependent; to conduct and carry into effect
any plan for the care, maintenance and support of its workers and employees
who may have become disabled, been retired, or otherwise made eligible for the
benefits of said plan, and in connection therewith to conduet a plan for the es-
tablishment and payment of annuities in connection therewith; and further to
do any and evervthing necessary and proper for the accomplishment of the oh-
jects herein enumerated, and in general to carry on any lawful business neces-
sary or ineident to the attainment of these objects.

Be it further enacted that thizs Act shall go into effect when approved by the

Governor.

Be it further enacted that all laws and parts of laws in conflict herewith
he repealed.

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CONSTITUTION

The messengers Crom missionary societies, churches, and other religious
bodies of the Biptist denomination in various parts of the United States met
in Augusta, Georgia, May 8, 1845, for the purpese of carrying into qﬂ'eet the
benevolent intention of our constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, com-
bining, and directing the energies of the denomination for the propagation of
the gospel and adopted rules and fundamental prineiples which, as amended from
time to time, are as follows;

Article I. The Name: The name of this body is the “Soathern Baptist Con-
vention."”

Article II. Purpose; It iz the purpose of the Convention to provide a general
organization for Baptists in the United States and its territories for the pro-
motion of Christian missions at home and abroad and any other objects such
az Christinn edueation, benevolent enterprises, and social services which it
may deem proper and advisable for the furtherance of the kingdom of God.

Article IIL. Membership: The Convention shall conzist of messengers who are
members of missionary Baptist churches cooperating with the Convention as
follows:

1. One (1)} meszenger from each such church which iz in friendly cooperation
with this Convention and sympathetie with its purposes and work and has
during the fiaeal year preceding been a bona fide contributor to the Con-
vention’s work.

2, One (1) additional messenger Trom each such church for every two hundred
and fifty (2500 members: or for each 3250.00 paid to the work of the Con-
vention during the fizeal year preceding the annual meeting,

3. The messengers zhall be appointed and certified by the churches to the
Convention, but no church may appoint more than ten (10}.

4. Each messenger shall be a member of the church by which he iz appointed.

Artiele IV. Authority: While independent and sovereign in its own sphere, the
Convention does not claim and wiIF never attempt to exercise any authority
over any other Baptizst body, whether church, auxiliary organizations, assoeia-
tion, or comvention.

Article V. Officers:

1. The officers of the Convention shall be a president, a first and a second vice-
president, a recording secretary, a registration secretary, and a treasurer.

2, The officers shall be elected annually and shall hold office until their
successors are elected and gualified, The term of office for the president is
limited to two (2) years, and he szhall not be eligible for reeleetion until
as much as ene (1) year has elapsed from the time his successor is named.
The first vice-president shall be voted upon and elected after the election
of the president has taken place; and the second vice-prezident shall be
voted upon and elected after the election of the first vice-president has
taken place.

3. The president =hall be a member of the several boardz and of the
Executive Committee. He shall appoint the director of music for the
Convention.

4. The treasurer of the Executive Committee shall be the treasurer of the
Convention.

5. In caze of death or disability of the president, the vice-presidents shall
automatically sueceed to the office of president in the order of their election,

AﬂE;:lt VI. The Boards, Institutions, and Commissions—Their Constitution and

OWErs:

1. The general boards of the Convention shall be composed as follows:
(1} Eighteen (18) members chosen from the ¢ity or vicinity of the state in
which the board is lecated, but not more than five (5) local members
appointed from the same church.
{2} One (1) member chosen from each cooperating state; and one (1) addi-
tional member from each state having five hundred thousand (500,000)
members, and another additional member for each additional two hundred
and fifty thousand (250,000) members in =uch state.
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(3) The members shall be divided into four (4} groups as nearly equal as
possible, and one (1)} group shall be elected each year to scrveyfu%r (4}
years. Board members having served two (2) full terms of four (4) years
shall not be eligible for reelection until as much az one (1) year has
elapsed. This shall also apply to the Executive Committes,

2, The trustees of institutions and commiszioners shall be composed as follows:
(1) :I‘he trustees or commissioners shall be elected in keeping with the
requirements of the charter of the agency as printed in the 1948 ook of
Reports or subsequently amended with the prior approval of the Convention,
(2) If the composition of the trustees or commissioners is not determined
by charter requirements, the body of trustees or commissioners shall be
composed of ene (1) member chogen from each cooperating state and ten
(10) local members from the vicinity of the main office of the agency, but
n}::t :ri::me than five (5) local members shall be appointed from the same
chureh.

{3) Unless it iz contrary to the charter requirements of the agency, the
trustees or commisgionerz shall be divided into four (4) groups az nearly
equal as possible and one (1) group shall be elected to serve four (4) years.
Members having served two (2) fuoll terms of four (4) years shall not be
eligible for reelection until az much as one (1) year has elapsed after one
has served two (2) full terms.

(4) Regardless of charter provisions, no trustee or commissioner shall be
eligible for reelection until az much as one (1) year has elapsed after he
has served two (2) full terms.

3. The governing group of the agencies may eleet executive, administrative,
finance, investment, and other committess if dezired, Mine (%) members
ghall constitute a gquorum of the agency directors for transaction of any
buziness,

4. Each ageney shall elect a president, a recording secretary, a treasurer, an
executive secretary or director who may be named as treasurer, and such
other officers as may be required.

5. The compensation of its officers and employees shall be fixed by each ageney,
but no zalaried. employee or officer shall be a member of the directors of
the agenry.

6. Each agency is authorized to adopt itz own Bylaws.

Article VII. Duties of OMlicers of Boards, Institutions, and Commissions: All
officers shall be subject to the control and direction of their directors in matters
pertaining to the work and obligations of the board, institution, or commission.
They shaﬁ perform such duties as commonly appertain to such officers.

1. The executive head of each board, institution, and commission shall be
reaponsible to his directors for all the work of the agency and shall carry
on the work as his direetors may direct.

2, The recording sceretary of each agency shall keep a record of all meetings
of directors, if not otherwise provided for, and shall keep the records in
fireproof safes, vaults, or files,

4. The treasurer of each ageney shall follow approved methods of accounting,
keep the books, receipt for all monies and securities, deposit all funds
with & depository or depositories approved by the directors, and render full
statements as required to the directors or to the Convention. The treasurer
shall not pay out money exeept as the directors may order and direct.

Article VIIL Church Membership: Officers of the Convention, all officers and
members of all boards, trustees of inatitutions, commissioners, and all mission-
aries of the Convention appointed by its beards shall be members of Baptist
shurches cooperating with this Convention,

Article TX. Missionaries’ Qualifications: All missionaries appointed by the
Convention's hoards must, previous to their appointment, furnish evidence of piety,
zeal for the Master’s kingdom, conviction of truth as held by Baptists, and tal-
ents for missionary SeCVICE.

. 1. %. Distribution of Fonds: The Convention shall have the right to desig-
tﬁr;::';: undesipnated funds, the right of contributers to the work of tEﬁ
Téani'ent!'”“ to designate the ohjecta to which their contributions shall be applied
baing fully recognized.
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Artiele XI. Meetings: )

1. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually at such time and place
as it may choose, )

2, The president may call special meetings with the concurrence of the other
officers of the Convention and of the Executive Committee. S

3, The Executive Committee may change the time and place of meeting if
the entertaining city withdraws its invitation or is unable to fulfill its
commitments. i ;

4. The Conventien officers, the Executive Committee, and the executive heads
of the Convention's boards and institutions acting in a bedy may, in case
of grave emergency, cancel a regular meeting or change the place of meet-
ing.

Article XIL As to Conflict with State Laws: All incorporated agencies of the
Convention shall be required to comply with the letter and spirit of this Constitu-
tion, the Bylaws, and the Business and Financial Plan insofar as they are not in
conflict with the statute law of the state in which an agency is mcurpurat&d, and
nothing herein contained shall be construed to require any such incorporated
agency to act and carry on its affaire in conflict with the law of the state of its
incorporation. In ease any action of any agency of the Convention iz found to he
a violation of the law of the state of its incorporation, said action shall be re-
ported by that agency to the Convention for appropriate aetion.

Article XIII. Definition of a State: The District of Columbia shall be regarded
as a state for the purpese of this Constitution, the Bylaws, and all actions of this
Convention.

Article XIV. Amendments: Any alterations may be made in these Articles by a
vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vote is taken without regard
to total enrolment at any annual meeting of the Convention, provided (1) that no
amendment may be considered after the second day of the Convention and (2)
that an amendment shall be a0 approved by two (2) successive annual seszions of
the Convention.

BYLAWS

In order to carry out the provisions of the Constitution, the following Bylaws
are adopted for the government of the Convention:

1. Enrolment of Messengers: The secretaries of the Convention shall be at the
place of meeting one (1) day before each annual session convenes to enrol mes-
sengers who prezent proper eredentialz from the churches. These messengora with
others who may be envolled upon preszentation of approved credentials during
the session shall constitute the Convention,

The president of the Convention, in consultation with the vice-presidents,
shall appoint, at least thirty (30) days before the annual session, a Cradentials
Committee of seven (7) messengers to serve at the forthcoming sessions. This
committee shall assist the registration secretary in problemsz regarding registra-
tion and seating of messengers. Any contention arising on the floor concernin
seating of mezsengers shall be referred to the committes for consideration anﬁ
the committee zhall report back to the Convention,

2. Notification of Committees: Within thirty (30) days after the Convention
adjourns the recording secretary shall notify the members of all committees of
their appointment and all chairmen of their chairmanzhip and furnish each one
a list of his committee. He shall also notify all board members, trustees of insti-
tutions, and commission members of their appointment.

3. Parliamentary Authority: The Parliamentary authority of the Convention
shall be Kobert's Rules of Order (latest revised edition).

4. Election of Officers: The president, the first and second vice-presidents, and
the seerotaries shall be elected not later than the second full day of the Conven-
tion, their terms of office to begin at the final adjourrment.
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Election of officers shall be by ballot, provided however that if there is only
one (1) nomination, and no other person desirez to nominate, the secretary or
anyone designated for the purpose may cast the ballot of the Convention,

5. Nominating Speeches: Nominating speeches for officers of the Convention
shall be limited to one (1) addresz of not more than three (2) minutes for each
nominee.

G, Agencies and Auxiliary of the Convention:
{1} The agencies of the Convention are as follows:

(a) General Boards: Foreign Mizsgion Board of the Southern Baptizt Conven-
tion, Richmond, Virginia; Home Miszion Board of the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion, Atlanta, Georgia; The Sunday School Board of the Southern Baptist
Convention, Nashville, Tennesaee; Annuity Board of the Southern Baptizt Con-
vention, Dallas, Texas;

(b) Institutions: The Southern Baptist Theclogical Seminary, Louisville,
Kentucky; The Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, Fort Worth, Texas;
New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary, New Orleans, Louisiana; Golden Gate
Baptist Theological Seminary, Mill Valley, California; The Southeastern Baptist
Theological Seminary, Ine., Wake Forest, North Carolina; Midwezstern Baptist
Theological Seminary, Ine., Kansas City, Missouri; Southern Baptist Foundation,
Nashville, Tennessee; Southern Baptist Hospitals, Inc., New Orleans, Louisiana.
Institutions not owned but festered by the Convention: The American Baptist
Theological Seminary, Nazhville, Tennesaee;

(¢} Commissions: Education Commission of the Southern Baptist Convention,
Nashville, Tennezssee; The Southern Baptist Commission on the American Baptist
Theological Seminary, Nashville, Tennessee; The Christian Life Commission of
the Southern Baptist Convention, Nashville, Tennessea; The Radio and Television
Commizsion of the Southern Baptist Convention, Fort Worth, Texas; Historieal
Commiszion of the Southern Baptist Convention, Nashville, Tennessee; Brother-
hood Commizsion of the Southern Baptist Convention, Memphis, Tennezsee; and
The Stewardship Commission of the Southern Baptist Convention, Nashville,
Tennessee.

2} Auxiliary: Woman’s Missionary Union, Birmingham, Alabama, is an
auxiliary of the Convention.

7. How Board Members, Trustees, Commissioners, or Members of Standing
Committees Are Elected:

(1) The Committee on Boards, Commissions, and Standing Committees shall
be composed of two (2) members from each state, who shall be nominated to
the Convention by the Committee on Committess. One (1) person named to the
committee from each state shall be a lay person.

{2) The Committee on Boards, Commissions, and Standing Committees thus
chozen ghall carefully prepare its report through the year, puarding the provisions
of the Constitution and Bylaws, and shall nominate to the next Convention the
following:

{a) Members of the general boards in accordance with Article VI, Section 1,
of the Constitution.

(b) The trustees, directors, or boards of the institutions of the Convention
in accordance with Article VI, Section 2 of the Constitution.

{c) All standing committees. _ ; ;

{d} The members of the Christian Life Commission, the Education Commis-
sion, the Radie and Television Commission, the Commiszsion on the Awmerican
Baptiat Theological Seminary, the Historical Commission, the Brotherhood Com-
mizzion, and the Stewardship Commission.

{e) The Executive Committee,

In making the selections and nominating the members of the boards, com-
missions, and standing committees of the Convention, the committee shall not
nominate any one (1) person on more than one (1) of the boards or commis-
sions of the Convention. This, however, shall not apply to the Southern Haptist
Foundation. The committee shall recognize the principle that the boards, com-
misgions, and trustees named should represent the constituency of the Convention,
rather than the staff of the agency.

The eommittee ghall not nominate a person to serve as a trustee or director
who receives any part of his salary, either directly or indil‘l':lx.‘tl]f, from the agency
he would serve, or who would be responsible for the administration of funds re-
ceived from the agency he would serve. When such conditions become applicable
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to a board member, he shall tender his resignation and such vacancy shall be
filled in accordance with established Convention procedure. .

All Convention committees, boards, and commissions shall include both
ordained and lay persons as members. Not more than two-thirds of the members
of any group should be drawn from either category.

The committee shall not name a person to serve on an aAgency as a trustee
or director who has resigned from service as a trustee or director of any other
apency during the current Convention year, unless the person shall have resigned
because of moving to another state. i i . .

The report of the committee shall be published in the first day’s Bulletin and
may be amended on the floor of the Convention by a majority vote of thoze voting.

8. Standing Committees: The standing committees of the Convention shall be
{1) Public Affairs, (2) Order of Business, and (3) Denominational Calendar.

The Public Affairs Committee shall have fifteen (15) members, including l}he
president of the Convention, the executive secretary-treasurer of the Executive
Committee, the executive secretaries or stafl representatives of the Foreign Mis-
gion Board, Home Mission Board, Christian Life Commission, Sunday Scheol
Board, and Brotherhood Commission, and the exceutive secretaries or presidents
of not more than three (3) of the other agencies or auxiliaries of the Conven-
tion. The membership shall include at least five (5) ordained and five (5) lay
persons. The five (5) at-large-members and the three (3) general agency repre-
sentatives shall be elected ome-fourth each year for a term of four (4) years and
shall not be eligible for reelection until one (1) year has elapsed. Inzofar as pos-
sible, the members of the Committee shall be selected on a basis that will provide
representation of the various peographic areaz of the United States.

The OQrder of Business Committes representation 1s oitlined in Bylaw 12.

The Denominational Calendar Committee shall consist of four (4) pastors
and/or educational directors and two (2) laymen and shall work with the
Calendar Committee of the Inter-Agency Counecil in the preparation of the
denominational calendar. The members of the Denominational Calendar Com-
mittee shall be elected one-third each year and shall not be eligible for more than
one (1} three-year term.

9. The Executive Commitiee:

(1) The Executive Committes shall consist of the president and the recordin
secretary of the Convention, the president of the Woman’s Missionary Union, an
one (1} member from each cooperating state of the Convention subject to the
provisions of Section 19 of the Bylaws. When the membership of cooperating Bap-
tist churches in & given state shall have reached two hundred and fifty thousand
(250,000}, there shall be elected an additional member of the Executive Com-
mittee, one (1)} of whom shall be a lay sers-:m; and, further, there shall be an ad-
ditional member for each two hundred and fifty thousand (250,000) members
providing that the number of members from each eooperating state shall be
limited to five (5); and, further, that not more than two-thirds shall be drawn
from either ordained or lay persons. No salaried official of the Convention or of
any of its agencies or any memhber of any board or board of trustess or commis-
gion of the Convention or any salaried official of any state convention or of any
agency of a state convention may be a member of the Executive Committee, but
these restrictions shall not apply in case of the president, the president of
Woman's Missionary Union, and the recording secretary of the Convention,

(2] The members shall he divided into three (3) groups as nearly equal as
posgible and shall hold office for three (3) years, one-third going out of office each
year.

(3) A majority of the Committee shall constitute a quorum.

(4) The Executive Committes shall elect an executive secretary (who may
alse be treasurer), and other officers and helpers who may be necded. All the
main executive nHii:El_'E and all the office employees who handle fundz shall be
bonded, and no salaried officer or emplovee shall be a2 member of the Executive
Committee. )

{F) The Executive Enmmittlee _shall I:H! thé_ fiduciary, the fiscal, and the
executive agency of the Convention in all its affairs not specifically committed to
some other board or agency.

The Exceutive Committee is speeifieally authorized, inztrueted, and commis-
sioned to perform the following functions:

{a) To act for the Convention ad interim in all matters not otherwise provided
for.
i{b} To be named in transfers of real and personal property for the use and
