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1991 SOUTHERN BAPTIST CONVENTION

CHARTER

An ACT to incorporate the Southern Baptist Convention.

Be i enacted v the Senare and Howse of Representatives of the State of Georpia. in
Gieneral Assembly mer, and it is feveby enacied by the authority of the same. That from
and after the passing of this act. That William B. Johnson, Wilson Lumpkin, James B,
Taylor, A. Docrey, B, B. C. Howell and others, their associates and successors, be and
they are hereby incorporated and made a body politic by the name and style of the Southemn
Buptist Convention, with authority to receive, hold, possess, retain, and dispose of property,
either real or personal, to sue and be sued, and to make all bylaws, rules, and regulations
necessary 1o the transaction of their business, not inconsistent with the laws of this State
or of the United States—said corporation being created for the purpose of eliciting,
combining, and directing the energies of the Baptist denomination of Christians, for the
propagation of the gospel, any law, usage, or custom 1o the contrary not withstanding.

Approved, December 27th, 1845
(1845 Georgia Laws, Page 130, Paragraph 3)

CONSTITUTION

The messengers from missionary societies, churches, and other religious bodies of the
Baptist denomination in various parts of the United States met in Augusta, Georgia, May
#. 18435, for the purpose of carrving into effect the benevolent imtention of our constituents
by orzanizing a plan for elicinng. combining., and directing the energies of the denomination
for the propagation of the gospel and adopted rules and fundamental principles wiich, as
amended from time 10 time. are as follows:

Article I. The Name: The name of this body is the “Southern Baptist Convention,”

Article I1. Purpose: [t is the purpose of the Convention to provide a general organization
for Baptists in the United States and its termtories for the promotion of Christian missions
al home and abroad and any other objects such as Chnstian education, benevolent
enterprises, and social services which it may deem proper and advisable for the funtherance
of the Kingdom of God.

Article IT1. Membership: The Convention shall consist of messengers who are members
of missionary Baptist churches cooperating with the Convention as follows:

I. One (1) messenger from each church which is in friendly cooperation with this
Convention and sympathetic with its purposes and work and has during the fiscal
vear preceding been a bona Ade contributor 1o the Convention's work.

One (1) additional messenger from cach such church for every two hundred and
fifty (2500 members; or for cach 525000 paid 1o the work of the convention during
the fiscal year preceding the annual megting.

3. The messengers shall be appoimed and cerlified by the churches 1o the Convention,

but ne church may appoint more than wen {10
4, Each messenger shall be a member of the church by which he is appointed.

I

Article 1¥. Authority: While independent and a::wl:_reign i ity own sphere, the
Convention does not claim and will never atiempt o exercise any authorily over any other
Baptist body. whether church, auxiliary organizalions, associations. or convention.
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cle V. Oificers:

The officers of the Convention shall be a president, a fisst and a second
vice-president, a recording secretary, a registration secrelary, and treasurer.

The officers shall be elected annually and shall hold office until their successors
are clecied and gualified. The term of office for the president is limited 1w two (2)
years. and a president shall not be eligible for reelection until as much as one (1)
year has elapsed from the time a successor is named. The first vice-presidemt shall
be voted upon and elected after the election of the president has taken place: and
ll_hrl’.' second vice-president shall he voted upon and elected after the election of the
first vice-president has taken place.

The president shall be a member of the several boards and of the Executive
Committee.

The wreasurer of the Executive Commitice shall be the weasurer of the Convention,
In caze of death or dizability of the president, the vice-presidents shall automatically
succeed to the office of president in the order of their election.

Article VI. The Boards, Institutions, and Commissions—Their Constitution and
Powers:
l.

The general boards of the Convention shall be composed as follows, unless
otherwise provided in their chaners.

{1} Twelve (12} members chosen from the city or vicinity of the state in which
the board 1% located, but not more than three (3) local members elected from the
same church.

(27 One (1) member chosen from cach cooperating state; and one (1) additional
member from each state having two hundred and fifty thousand (250,000 members,
and another addiional member for cach additional two hundred and fifty thousand
{250,000) members in such state.

{3)  The members shall be divided into four (4) groups a5 nearly equal as possible,
and one {1} group shall be elected each vear o serve four (4) vears. Board members
having served two (2) full terms of four (4) years shall not be eligible for reelection
until as much as one (1) year has elapsed. This shall also apply to the Execunve
Committee,

The trustees of institutions and commissioners shall be composed as follows:

{1y The trustees o commissioners shall be elected in keeping with the requirements
of the charter of the agency as printed in the 1948 Boed of Kepavrs or subseguently
amended with the pnor approval of the Convention,

{2y If the composition of the trustees or commissioners is not determined by charter
requirements, the body of trustees or commissioners shall be composed of one (1)
member chosen from each cooperating state and eight (%) local members from the
city or vicinity in which the agency is located. but not more than two (2} local
members shall be chosen from the same church.

{31 Unless it is contrary to the charter requirements of the agency, the trustees or
commissioners shall be divided imto four (4) groups as nearly equal as possible and
one {1y group shall be clected cach vear to serve four (4) vears. Members having
served two (2) full terms of four (4) years shall not be eligible for reelection unul
as much as one (1) vear has elapsed afier one has served two (2) full terms.

i4) Regardless of charter provisions, no trustee or commissioner shall be eligible
for reelection uwntl as much as one (1) vear has elapsed afier the trusiee or
commissioner has served two (2) full terms.

Terms of Service: Mo trustee of a board, mstitetion, or commission, or a member
of the Executive Committee shall be eligible to serve for more than two consecutive
terms. A trustee or member of the Executive Committee who has served more than
half & term shall be considered to have served a full term,

The governing groups of the agencies may elect executive, administrative, finance,
investment. and other comminees if desired.

Each agency shall elect a president. a recording secretary. a treasurer, and such other
officers as may be required, The president may be namexd as treasurer.

The compensation of its officers and employees shall be fixed by cach agency. but
no salaried employee or officer shall be a member of the directors of the apency.
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7. Each agency is auwthorized to adopt its own bylaws,
& Fifly percent of the members of the governing group shall constitute a guorum of
the agency directors for iransaction of any business.

Article VIL Duties of Officers of Boards, Institutions, and Commissions: All officers
shall be subject 1o the control and direction of their dircciors in matters pertaining to the
work and obligations of the board. institution. or commission. They shall perform such
duties as commonly apperiain o such officers. .

I, The exceutive head of each board, instittion. and commission shall be responsible
o the directors for all the work of the agency and shall carry on the work as the
directors may direct,

The recording secretary of each agency shall keep a record of all meetings of

dircvtors, if nol otherwise provided for, and shall keep the records in fireproof safes,

vaulis, or files,

3 The weasurer of each agency shall follow approved methods of accounting, Keep
the books, receipt for all monies and securities, deposit all funds with a depository
or depositories approved by the direciors, and render full stalements as required o
the dircctors or to the Convention. The treasurer shall not pay oul money except as
the directors mav order and direct.

I

Article VIIL. Church Membership: Officers of the Convention, all officers and
members of all boarnds, rustees of institutions, commissioners, and all missionanes of the
Convention appeinted by its boards shall be members of Baptist churches cooperating with
this Convention.

Article X, Missionaries” Qualifications: All missionaries appointed by the Convention's
boards must, previous (o their appaintment, furnish evidence of piety, zeal for the Master's
kingdom, conviction of ruth as held by Baptists, and talenis for missionary service.

Article X. Distribution of Funds: The Convention shall have the right o designate
only undesignated funds, the nght of contributors to the work of the Convention to
designate the objects o which their comtributions shall be applied being fully recognized.

Article X1, Meetings:

I. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually at such time and place as it may
choose.

2. The president may call special meetings with the concurrence of the other officers
of the Convention and of the Executive Committee.

3 The Executive Committee may change the time and place of meeting if the
entertaining city withdraws its invitation or s unable w fulfill its commitments.

4. The Convention officers, the Executive Committee, and the executive heads of the
Convention's boards and institutions scting in a body may, in case of grave
emergency, cancel a regular meeting or change the place of meeting.

Article XI1. As to Conflict with State Laws: All incorporated agencies of the Convention
shall be required 1w comply with the letter and spirit of this Constitution, the Bylaws, and
the Business and Financial Plan msofar as they are not in conflict with the statute law of
the state in which an agency is incorporated. and nothing herein contained shall be
construced 10 require any such incorporated agency o act and carry on its affairs in conflict
with the law of the state of s incorporation. In case any sclion of any agency of the
Convention is Tound 1o be a vielation of the law of the stae of s incorporation, said
action shall be reported by thal ageney o the Convention for appropriate action.

Article XL Definition of 3 State: The Disirict of Columbia shall be regarded as a
state Tor the purpose of this Constitution. the Bylaws, and all actions of the Convention.

Article XIV. Amendments: Any alierations may be made in these Articles by 4 vare
of two-thirds of the members present when the vole is aken without regard 10 1ol
enrollment ot any annual meeting of the Convention, provided (1) that no amendmeng Mmay
be considered after the second day of the Convention and (2) that an amendment shyl] pe
so approved by two (2} successive annual sessions of the Convention.
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In order 1o carry out the provisions of the Constitution., the following Bylaws are sdopted
for the government of the Convention:

Convention Session: (1) The Convention shall open with the Tuesday moming
session and continwe through Thursday, halding such sessions as the Committee on
Order of Business finds necessary for the conduet of business, except that Wednesday
alternoon shall be reserved for seminary luncheons and other necessary meetings,

(2} The Convention sermon and the president’s message shall be considered as
fixed orders at the time designated by the Committee on Order of Business.
Presentation of Ouiside Cawses: Causes other than those provided for in the regular
work of the Convention may be presented to the Convention wpon authority of
officers of the Convention in conference with the Committee on Order of Business
in such ways and at such times as may be dictated by the courtesies of the case
and the necessities of the program.

Convention Site: (1) No city shall be considered as u meeting place for the Southem
Baptist Convention in which there is a considerable distance between the available
hotels amd the Convention hall.

i2) No meetings other than the Convention services shall be held in the Convention
hall during the sessions of the Convention. Every service held in the Convention
auditorium shall be under the direction of the Committee on Order of Business.
Exhibits: All exhibits of every description shall be ngidly excluded from those
parts of the plece of meeting where the people visiting the exhibits will disturb the
proceedings of the Convention, their locations to be determined by the Exccutive
Committee or its agen. The Executive Committee of the Convention shall have
exclusive control of all exhibit space,

Beok of Reports: (1) Copy for reports and recommendations to the Convention
shall be submitted 1o the recording secretary by March |, unless circumstances
beyond the control of the reporting agency or committee make it impossible.

(2} Recommendations of agencies and committees of the Convention may not
be voted upon until the recommendations have been printed in the Book of Reports
or the Convention Bulledin. The recording secretary is autherized 1o provide the
Baptist Press and other imtercsted  partics, upon  their reguest, copies of
recommendations requiring Convention action.

Convention Anmeal: The Convention Annual containing reports and actions of the
Convention and oher pertinent material shall be published as soon as possible after
the meeting of the Convention and shall be made available without charge to all
active pastors and denominational agents.

Bulletin: (1) The Executive Commuittee of the Convention shall have printed each day
a sufficient number of bricf reports, or bulletins, of the Joumnal of Procecdings, reponting
specifically maners of business proposed and acted wpon, including the names of
commitiees appointed, reports of the commuiness, and such business as may be transacted
and carried over o the following day, also including a list of the titles or subjects of
the resolubons presented and the names of the persons presentimg them.

(2) Such report, or bulletin, shall not include speeches or addresses or any
comment thereon, a photograph, or any personal reference 1o any messenger of the
Convention, but shall be only a resume of the business transacted during that day.
Messenger Credentials and Registration:

i1} Each person elected by a church cooperating with the Southem Baptist
Convention as 4 messenger o the Southern Baptist Convention shall be registered
as a messenger 1o the Convention upon  presentation of  proper credentials,
Credentials shall be presented by ecach messenger, in person, al the Convention
registration desk and shall be in the following form:

a A completed and signed Southern Baptist Convention registration card,
certifying the messenger's election in accordance with Article 111,
Membership, of the Constitution of the Southern Baptist Convention; but
if the messenger does not have the messenger registration card,

b. A letter from the messenger's church, signed by the clerk or moderator
of the church. cenifying the messenger's clection in accordance with
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Article [, Membership, of the Constitution of the Southem Baptist
Convention; or ;
c. A telegram from the messenger’s church certifying the messenger s
election in accordance with Anticle L Membership, of the Constitution
of the Southern Baptist Convention,
Messengers registered in accordance with this section shall constinete the Convention.
i2) The president of the Convention, in consultation with the vice-presidents,
shall appoint. at lesst thirty (30) days before the annual session. a Credentials
Commiltee to serve at the forthcoming sessions of the Convention. This commitiee
shall review and rule upon any questions which may arise in registration Cconcerning
the credentials of messengers. Any such ruling may be appealed 10 the Convention
during business session. Any contention arising on the floor concerning seating of
messengers shall be referred o the committee for consideration and the commitice
shall report back o the Convention,

i3) The regisiration secretary shall be at the place of the annual meeting at least
one {1b day prior to the conveming of the first session of the Southern Baptist
Convention for the purpose of opening the registration desk and registermg
messengers. The registration secretary also shall convene the Credentials Commitiea
at least one day prior o the annual meeting and shall assist the committee in
reviewing queshions concerning messenger credentials, The registration secretary
shall report w the Convention the number of registered messengers.

Address of Welcome: There mav be one (1) address of welcome limited (o ten
(100 minues and one (1) response thereto limited 1o ten (10) minutes.

Election of (MTicers: (1) The president, the first and second vice-presidents, and
the secretanies shall be elected not later than the second full day of the Convention.
their terms of office to begin at the final adjournment.

(23 Election of officers shall be by ballot, provided however that if there is only
one {1 nomination, and no other person desires (o0 nominate, the secretary or anyone
designated for the purpose may cast the ballot of the Convention. If an officer does
nol receive 4 majority of votes cast on the first hallot, subsequent ballots shall carmy
the mames of those who are included in the top 50 percent of the wial votes cast
in the previous ballot,

(3} Mominating speeches for officers of the Convention shall be limited 0 one
(1} address of not more than three (3) minutes Tor each nominee.

{4y The president, in consultation with the registration secretary. shall appoint
the tellers. The tbulation of any vote by the tellers shall be under the supervision
of the registrabion secretary.

(33 Printed ballots shall be provided each messenger upon registering. The
chairperson of the tellers shall report the vote 1w the secretaries. The tabulation of
the vote on all issues and elections will be announced (o the Convention as soon
as possible by the secretaries.

Parliamentary Authority and Parliamentarians: The parhamentary authority of
the Southern Baptist Convention shall be Rebert's Rules of Order (latest revised
cdinony. The Convention president, i conference with the vice-presidents, shall
select a chiel parlismentarian and assistant parlizmentarians. as necessary, o advise
the presiding olTicers of the Convention O e of purli:an].:“l.-.r:,r procedure. The
chiel parliamentarian shall be o person of expenience and knowledge, sufficient o
qualily him or her (o serve as parliomentarian o the Southern Buptist Convention.
and he or she shall be centified by the American Institste of Parliamentarians and/or
the Matiomal Association of Parlismentarians. [t shall be the responsibility of the
president and treasurer of the Executive Commitlee of the Southern Baptist
Convenlion o sign, on behall of the Executive Commitiee, ANy contracts or letlers
ol agreement related 1o the services of the chiel parliamen i an.

Program Leaders: Program leaders of all Southem Baplist Convention programs
shall be admitied 1o the Convention sessions and shall be awthorized 1o serve g4
resource persons for discussion of those matters which affect their areas of program
responsibility

Memorial Services: The Commitice on Order of Business is instructed 1o arrange
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for any memorial service © be held during the Convention.

Denominational Press: The Denominational Press shall be Fiven 4 permanent place
on the annual program of the Southern Baptist Convention,

Agencies and Auxiliary of the Convention:

(1} The agencies of the Convention are as follows:

Committee on Mominations:

{1} The Committee on Nominations shall be composed of two (2) members from
each qualified siate, who shall be elected by the Convention. Nominations for each
position shall be made by the Committee on Committees. Further nominations may
be made from the floor. No messenger shall be allowed o nominate more than one
(1) person at s time for election to the Committee on Nominations, One (1) person
nominated (o the Commitiee on Mominations from each siate shall be a person not
employed full time by a church or denominational entity. Persons nominated 1o the
Committee on Nominations shall have been resident members for at least one (1)
year of Southem Baptist churches either geographically within the states or affiliated
with the Conventions of the states from which they are elected.

{2} The Commitice on Nominations thus elected shall prepare its repont through
the year, carefully following the provisions of the Constitution and Bylaws of the
Convention and the documents of the respective Convention entities, and shall
recommend 1o the next Convention the following:

a. Members of the Executive Commitiee of the Southern Bapiisi

Convention

Directors/irustees of the boards of the Convention

Trustees of the insiutions of the Convention

Trustees of the commissions of the Convention

Members of all standing commitiees

Representatives of the Southern Baptist Convention who relate 1o the
Buaptist World Alliance General Council and the North American Baptisi
Fellowship.

i3) Mo person shall be eligible to serve on more than one of the boards,
instituticns, commissions, or the Executive Commiltee, al a time. This. however,
shall not apply to the Southern Baptist Foundation; nor shall it apply 1o the president
of the Convention, the president of Woman's Missionary Union, and the recording

moan g
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secretary. as is provided in Bylaw 20 (1)

id) The committee shall not recommend a fellow committee member or The
member’s spouse or a member of the previous year’s Committee on Commitiees or
the members” spouse for a first term on an entity.

(3)  The committee shall recognize the principle that the persons it 1“:f-'ﬂl"'""-‘:"_‘"'1:i
shall represent the constituency of the Convention, rather than the staff of the entity.

(61 Mo person shall be eligible 1o serve on any one of the above entities from
which he/she receives any part of hisfher salary, directly or indirecily, or. which
provides funds for which hefshe has a duty of administration. When such conditions
become applicable, that person shall be considered as having n:xigl‘lcd and such
vacancy shall be filled in accordance with established Convention procedure.

(7) Al of the above entities shall include both church or denominational employees
and those whe are not church or denominational employees. Not more than two-thirds
of the members of any of these entities shall be drawn from either category. Where a
person wais serving as @ church or denominational employee al the time of retirement,
hefshe should be counted as a church or denominational employee alter retirement as
far as the work of the Committee on Nominations is concerned.

(%) Where representation is by qualifving states, any person elected 1o serve on
any of the boards, instilutions, commissions, or the Execulive Committee, shall, ar
the time of such election, have been a resident member for at least one (1) year of
a Southern Baptist church either geographically within the state or affiliated with
the convention of the state from which hefshe is elected, Any person who is a
member of one of these entities shall be considered as having resigned when the
person ceases 10 be a resident member of a church either geographically within the
state or affiliated with the convention of the state from which hefshe has been elecied
s d FE]'I-TIJ"iE'nliili\'E'.

(%) A person shall be ineligible for a term of service on any entity, other than
for an authonzed subsequent term of service, who has served any of these entities
since the last annual meeting of the Convention. except by virtue of a separate
offlice.

(10} The report of the Committes on Nommations shall be released o Baptist
Press no later than 45 days prior 1o the annual meeting of the Convention and shall
be published in the first day s Swlfetin, Persons desiring 1o amend the report of the
Committee on Mominations are encouraged to publicize the natre of ther
amendment sufficiently in advance of the annual meetng of the Convention o allow
information  concerning the amendment o be made available to Convention
I'Iil.'.‘ihrl.‘l'lgl_‘r!i.

{11y The Commitiee on Mominations shall make its recommendation 10 the
Convention in the form of a motion to elect those persons it recommends for specific
terms of office. The motion may be amended but no messenger shall be allowed o
propose mone than one (1) person al a lime for election. When adopted by the
Convention. the motion of the Committes on Mominations. as amended. shall
constitute the election of the persons named in the molion L their respective terms
of ollice.

Vacancies on Boards: All agencies shall report all vacancies on the agencies (o the
Commiltee on Mominations immediately on the occurrence of such vacancies. An
agcncy may make interim appeintments only when authorized by its charter,
Standing Commiltees: (1) Standing committees of the Convention shall bhe (a)
Order of Business, and (B Denominational Calendar,

(2 The Order of Business Commilice represcitation is outhned in Bylgw 23,

i3 The Denominational Calendar Commitiee shall consist of four (3) pastors
andior cdueational direciors and twa (23 persens not ecmployed full tme by 4 chureh
or denominational agency and shall work with the Calendar Commitiee of he
Inter-Apency Council in the preparation of the denominational calendar, The
members of the Denominational Calendar Commitiee shall be elected one-third oyl
year and shall not be cligible for more than one (1) three-year term.
Representation:

(1) Frateenal Messengers: 121 The Convention shall send a fraternal Messen per
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to the annual sessions of the American Baptist Churches and the National Baptist
conventions. The expenses of the fratermnal messengers imcurred while m attendance
upon the conventions herein named shall be included in the items of Convention
expenses, (b) The fraternal messenger to the American Baptist Churches shall be
the president of the Southern Baptist Convention ai the fime of the mecling of the
American Baptist Churches, and he shall also be the fratemal messenger o the other
Mational Baptist conventions named. 11 the president is unable 1o attend. he shall
be authorized to name another officer as a substtute, (c] The fratemal messengers
to other Baptist bodies or other religious bodies may be elected by the Convention
a5 CLCasion may require. The expenses of such messengers shall be borme by the
messengers themselves unless specifically provided for by the Convemtion.

(21 Rapriss World Alfiance General Commeil: Representatives of the Southern
Baptist Convention on the General Council of the Baptist World Alliance shall include
the following: the president and treasurer of the Executive Committee of the Southern
Baptist Convention and the presidents of the Foreign Mission Board. the Home
Mission Board, and The Sunday School Board, and the incumbent president of the
Southern Baptist Convention. The remaining six (6) shall be nominated by the
Commintee on Mominations 1o serve for the Baptist World Alliance Congress period,
They may include persons employed full time by a church or denominational agency
or persons not employed full time by a church or denominational agency.

In the event the Southern Baptist Conveniion or the Executive Comminee does
not have the opportunity to approve proxies for those named by the Southern Baptist
Convention as members of the General Council of the Baptist World Alliance, the
members of the General Council of the Baptist World Allisnce representing the
Southern Baptist Convention, answering the roll call at the regular meeting of the
General Council of the Allance, shall be authorized to certify someone atiending
the meeting as a proxy. The expenses of proxies to the meeting shall not be paid
out of the Convention Operating Budget.

(31 North American Baprist Fellowship: Representatives of the Southern Baptist
Convention 1o the North Amencan Baptist Fellowship shall be the cumrent president
af the Southerm Baptist Convention and the presidents of the Foraign Mission Board.,
Home Mission Board, The Sunday School Board., Brotherhood Commission, the
president and treasurer of the Executive Commitiee, and the exccutive director of
the Woman's Missionary Union. The remaining eight (81 shall be named by the
Committee on Mominations and shall be evenly divided between persons employed
full time by a church or denominational agency and persons not employved full time
by a church or denominational agency.

The expenses of proxies to the meeting shall not be paid out of the Convention
Operating Budger
The Executive Committee:

(1) The Executive Committee shall consist of the president and the recording
secretary of the Convention, the president of the Woman's Missionary Union, and
one (1) member from each cooperating state of the Convention subject 1w the
provisions of Section 32 of the Bylaws. When the membership of cobperating
Baptist churches in a given state shall have reached two hundred and fifty thousand
(250,000, there shall be elected an additional member of the Executive Commillee,
one (1) of whom shall be a person not employed full tme by a church or
denominational agency; and. further, there shall be an additional member for each
two hundred and fifty thousand (250.000) members providing that the number of
members from cach cooperating state shall be limited to five (5); and, further, that
not more than two-thirds shall be drawn from either persons employed Cull time by
a church or denominational agency or persons not emploved full time by a church
or denominational agency, Mo salaried official of the Convention or of any of its
agencies of any member of any board or board of trustees or commission of the
Convention or any salaned official of any siate convention or of any agency of 2
state convention may be a member of the Executive Commutiee, but these restrictions
shall not apply in case of the president, the president of Woman's Missionary Union,
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and the recording secretary of the Convention, )

(2) Members shall be divided into four (4) groups as nearly equal as possible
and shall hold office for four (4) years, one-fourth poing out of office cach year.

(3 A majority of the Comminee shall constitule a quorum.

(41 The Executive Commitiee shall elect a president, who shall also be treasuret,
and other officers and staff who may be needed. All the main crecutive UFI—ICF-‘FH
and all the office employees who handle funds shall be bonded, and no salaried
officer or emplovee shall be a member of the Executive Commitiec. )

(5} The Executive Commitice shall be the fiduciary, the fiscal, and the executive
agency of the Convention in all its affairs not specifically committed to some other
board or agency.

The Exccutive Commitiee is specifically authorized. instructed, and commissioned
ey perform the following funciions:

ta) To act for the Comvention ad interim in all matters not otherwise
provided for.

(b} To be named m transfers of real and personal propeny for the use and
benefit of the Convention enther by deed, conveyance. will, or otherwise
and 1o affix the seal of the Convention 1o all approved transactions; and
to take title 10 and hold or to convey title to all properies. real or
personal, and all funds, monies, and securities that are donated or
transferred or left by will 10 or for the use of the Convention. As 10
such properties, funds, monies, and securities as the Execotive Com-
mittee shall hold and not convey title to, the Executive Committee shall
be custodian of such, holding them in trust for the Convention 1o be
managed, controlled. and administered by the Executive Committee in
accordance with the direction. general or specific. of the Convention
Rules governing the handling of securities set out in Article VII, Section
3, of the Constitution shall be observed by the Executive Committee.

(e To receive and receipt for all current funds of the Convention including
all undesignated cooperative missionary, educational, and benevolent
Tunds and all current special or designated funds for missionary, educa-
tional, and benevolent purposes which may be contnbuted by in-
dividuals, churches, societies, corporations, associalions, or stale con-
ventiens: and 1o disburse all undesignated funds according to the per-
centages fixed by the Convention and all the designated funds according
1o the stipulations of the donors. The Executive Comminee shall keep
the accounts of all interagency groups and shall disburse their funds on
requisition of the properly constituied officers of the interagency or-
ganization.

id)  To recommend to the Convention a time and place and 10 have over-
sight of the amangements for the meetings of the Convention, with
authority 1o change both the time and place of the meetings in accord-
ance with the provisions of Article X1 Section 3, of the Constitution.

{e) To act in an advisory capacity on all guestions of cooperalion among
the different agencies of the C:Jl'llr'l:n[iﬂn._ and among the agencies of
the Convention and those of other conventions, whether state or nation-
al.

(N To present 1o the Convention cach year a consolidated jnd comprehen-
sive financial statement of the Convention and all its agencies, which
stalement shall show the assets and liabilities of the Convention wnd all
its agencies, and all the cash and other receipts of the vear,

igh To present o the Convention a comprehensive budget for the Conven-
iion and for all its agencies, which budget shall include the budgets of
all the agencies of the Convention whether or not they receive Coopera-
tive Program funds, as reviewed by the Executive Commiiee, The
Excoutive Comminee shall recommend the amount of Convention funds
which may be allocated to each cause, It shall not recommend any direct
allocation of funds [or any agency or institution for which the '(':mwen-
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tion dees not elect trustees or directors.,

ih) To conduct the general work of promotion and the general work of
publicity for the Convention in cooperation with the agencies of the
Convention. The Executive Committee shall appomnt a small public
relations advisory committee comprised of representatives from the
principal Southern Baptist agencies. stale conventions, and state papers.
The public relations advisory committer shall advise the public relaions
committee of the Executive Committee and the vice-president for public
relations on all aspects of the public relations service provided by the
Executive Commitiee.

(11 To maintain open channels of communicanon between the Executive
Committee and the trustees of the agencies of the Convention, 1o study
and make recommendations 10 agencies concerning adjusimenis re-
quired by program assignments or by established Convention policies
and practices, and. whenever deemed advisable, 10 make recommenda-
tions 0 the Copvention. The Exccutive Committee shall not have
authority o control or direct the several boards, agencies, and institu-
tions of the Convention. This is the responsibility of trustees elected
by the Convention and accountable directly to the Convention.

ij) To make its own bylaws in keeping with the Constitution and Bylaws of
the Convention in carrying out these instructions 1o the Excoutive Com-
mittee; te hold meetings whenever deemed necessary: 10 make reports of
all meetings 1o the Convention; to notify all the boards, agencies. and
institutions of the actions of the Conventon and 1o advise with them as o
the best way of promoting all the interests of the Convention,

ik) To derive, in accordance with the action of the Convention in Atlanta
in 1944, the expenses of the Exccutive Committee from the Operating
Budget of the Convention specifically established for this purpose and
formally approved by the Convention.

i1l To utihze an appropriate report format which will enable the Executive

Committes to obtain from the agencies adeguate and comparable infor-

mation about program plans, accomplishments, and financial data,

To maintain an official organization manual defining the respon-

sihilities of each agency of the Convention for conducting specific

programs and for performing other functions. The manual shall cite the
actions of the Convention that assigned the programs and other func-
tons to the agency, The Executive Committee shall present 1o the

Convention recommendations required to clarify the responsibilities of

the agencies for programs and other functions, 1w eliminate overlapping

assignments of responsibility. and to authorize the assignment of new
responsibilities for programs or funclions 0 agencies.

(n}  To send copies of the minutes of the Executive Committee to the heads
of all Southern Baptist Convention agencies, and copies of the minules
of all agencies shall be sent to the office of the Executive Committee.

Committee on Committees: A Committee on Committees, composed of twio (2}

members from cach qualified state and the District of Columbia, shall be appointed

by the president. in conference with the vice-presidents, of whom one (1) shall be
designated as chairperson. Persons named 1o the Commitiee on Commitiees shall
have been resident members Tor an least one (1) year of Southern Baptist churches
aither E_:ngraphirull}' within the states or affiliated with the conventions of the stales
from which they are appointed. Members so named shall be notified by the president
in writing. at least 45 days before the meeting of the Convention. Their names shall
be released by the president to Baptist Press no later than 45 days prior to the annuwal
meeting of the Convention, and their names shall be published in the first issue of
the Convention Balletin. The president may fill any vacancies on the commiiiee
when those originally named do not attend the Convention, This commitiee shall
pnominate all special commitlees awthorized during the sessions of the Convention
not otherwise provided for. All special Convention committees shall transfer, upon

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their discharge, all official files 1w the Executive Committee of the Southern Baptist
Convention, )
Committee on Resolutions: At least forty-five {45) days in advance of
Convention. the president. in conference with the vice-presidents, shall appoint a
Committee on Resolutions 1o consist of ten {10) members, thres (3) of whom shall
be members of the Executive Commitiee. One of the Commitiee members shall |§"¢
designated as chairperson. Members so named shall be notified by the president in
writing at least 45 days before the annual meeting of the Convention. The names
of the members of the Commiltee on Resolutions shall be released by the president
w0 Baplist Press no later than 45 days prior to the annual meeting of the Convention,
and their names shall be published in the first issue of the Convention Bulletin.

It shall be the duty of the Commiitee on Resolutions at each annual mesting of
the Convention to prepare and submit o the Convention resolutions which the
Committes deems appropriate for adoption, and to report on all matters Smej[[Efd
o it by the Convention. with or without recommendation or amendments, Tt is
requested that copies of proposed resolutions be sent 1o the Committea thirty {(30)
days before the annual meeting of the Convention in order 10 make possible more
thorough consideration and w expedite the Committee's work. Proposed resolutions,
including those previowsly semt 1w the Comminee, shall be submitted 1o the
Convention by registered messengers not later than the beginning of the evening
session of the first day of the Convention, Titles of proposed resolutions shall be
read into the Convention record by an officer of the Convention and referred to the
Committee on Resolutions.

Resolutioms should be typewritten. if practicable. titled and dated, with the names
and addresses of persons offering resolutions, Only registered messengers to the
Convention are eligible 10 submit resolutions,

Committee on Order of Business: The Comminee on Order of Business shall
consist of seven (7) members—the president of the Convention and six (6) other
members, two (2) of whom shall be elected each year for a term of three (3) years
and one-third of whom shall be persons not emploved full time by a church or
denominational agency. No member of the commuttee can succeed himself or herself.
The commitiee shall suggest an order of business for the next meeting of the
Convention. It shall provide periods of time during the Convention for the
introduction of all matters requiring a vote not scheduled on the agenda, and. when
introduced {unless the Convention then gives its unanimous consent for s
immediate consideration) shall fix times for the consideration of the same. All such
muatters of busimess shall be introduced to the Convention by the end of the morning
session of the second day of the annual meeting of the Convention. When practicable
it shall give natice in the Convention Bulferrn ol the substance of the motion or
resolution and the time for its consideranion. If unable o give notice in the Sulletin,
it shall couse announcement o be made from the foor of the Convention of the
same, achion thercon 10 be taken at the subsequent session of that Convention, The
commitlee shall recommend w the Convention a preacher for the succeeding
Convention sermon and the director of music. The director of music shall be elected
anmually and the weerm of office is limited 10 two (23 vears, The director of music
shall mod be eligible for reelection until as much as one (L1 year has elapsed from
the tme a successor s named.

Motification of Committees: Within thirty (300 days aﬂr_r the Convention adjourns,
the recording secretary shall notity  the members of all comminees of their
apprintment and all chairpersons of their position and fumish each one a list of that
commitiee. The recording secrctary shall also notify all board members, rusiees of
institutions, and commission members of their appoiniment,

The Inter-Agency Council: The Iner-Agency Council shall serve ag (he
organization through which the variows agencies of the Convention will correlate
their work.

(1 The work of the Council shall be in keeping with its prescriibed functions,
It will neither launch nor execute programs; it will formulate no policies, except
those which povern ns own aclivitics. s chiel’ purpose is that of consultation,

the
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communication, and cooperation. The scope of its work will be that of (a) finding
ways of mutual reenforcement in assigned responsibilities and Lil!iltl:l(.'l.ll'f'E Minisiries;
{b) considering and seeking 1o resolve tensions resulting from overlapping cn{li:avm:ﬁ
and (‘ompe["il,.-f- PrOZrams; {c) g;uns:iderll‘lg the means for ht]]‘l‘ll‘lg the churches 'rl.llltll
their divine mission in Bible teaching, evangelism, world missions. stewardship,
Christian training. education, and Christian social service: (d) finding ways for
effective coaperation  in meming the total work of the Southern Baptist
Convention: (e) considering the significant factors affecting the work and witness
of the denomination and secking to find the means through which the power of the
Chnistian gospel may be brought w bear on the iotal life of our time,

{2 In the matter of relationships., (a) the Council 15 not, itself, an agency of the
Convention: (b} it has no authority over the several agencies: (c) ils decisions are
not hinding on the agencies, since the boards and commissions must retain the
authority to reach the decisions required o carry out their own responsibilities: (d)
its relationship to the agencies is purely advisory: (e) the Council does nol report
formally either to the Convention or the Exccutive Committee, nor does the
Convention refer matters directly to the Imer-Agency Council; (Fy it may neceive
from and refer to the Executive Committee problems for consideration; {(g) il is not
required to take formal action with regard 10 matters referred to it by the Executive
Committee in serving as a channel of cooperation and comelation relative 1o the
work of the Convention: (h) the Council sustains no direct relationship with state
comventions or local churches, but it will strive o be mindful of the needs of the
churches as well as the functions and ministries of the several conventions,
Program Statements: The program statements of the agencies as approved by the
Southern Baptist Convention and published in the 1967 Annual and subsequently
amended or rewritten, and approved by the Convention, express the policy of the
Convention with respect to the programs of the agencics of the Convention.

New Enterprises and Abolishing of Agencies: No new enterprise, involving
expenditure of money. shall be authorized by the Convention except upon favorable
action by the Convention in two (2) succeeding annual meetings: provided, however,
that this restriction shall not apply w a recommendation of an agency of the
Convention concemning its own work. Mo agency shall be discontinued without a
majority vote at two 12} successive annual sessions of the Convention.
Procedures:

(1) Method of Pracedwre for Agencies: To facilitate consideration and discussion
of the imterests of the Convention, the following method of procedure is hereby
adopted: (a) Printed reports of the boards, institutions, commissions, and standing
committees shall be consolidated into the Book of Reparrs for distribution o
messengers on their cnroliment. (b) Reports of all special commissions and standing
committees, conlaining recommendations for the Convention’s action, shall be
included in the Book of Repores.

{3y Limitarions: One-third of the time for consideration of all reports before the

Convention shall be reserved for discussion from the Ploor.
Publicity and Press Representative: (1) Boards, institutions, and special commuiices
dealing with matters of general importance and interest shall have in the hands of
the press representative of the Convention, al least one (1) week in advance, copies
of digests of their report to be submitted to the approaching Convention. ;

{2} The press representative shall cooperate with the representatives of 1II_I:
secular press in furnishing intelligent, accurate. and creditable reports of this
Convention while m session.

Closing of Books: Agencics of the Convention shall close their books and accounts
and have them audited as of midnight September 30, or in the case of the seminaries,
July 31, or in the case of the mission boards, December 31. Supplemental reports
for the period between the closing of the books of the agencies and the Convention
session should be included i the reports 1o the Convention,

Participation in Convention Affairs: To allow participation i the affairs of the
Convention, any member of a church whe is eligible 10 be a messenger Lo the
Convention may be appointed teller. a member of the Credentials Committee, a
member of the Commitiee on Resolutions, andfor 3 member of the Convention’s
special committees.

Representation From Qualified States and Territories:

{1} When the cooperating Baptist churches in a state or defined (erritory have
fifteen thousand (15.000) members, an initial application may be filed for
representation on the Executive Committee, the Comminee on Committees. and the
Committee on Nominations.

{2} When the cooperating Baptist churches have twenty thousand (20,0000
members, an updated application may be filed for representation on the Foreign
Mission Board. Home Mission Board, and The Sunday School Board of the
Convention, unless otherwise provided in the Board's charer.

{3} When the cooperating Baptist churches have twenty-five thousand (25.000)
members, an updated application may be filed for representation on the Annuity
Board, the commissions, and mstitutions, unless  otherwise provided in the
commission’s or institution’s chanter, and on the standing committees of the
Convention, all as provided by the Bylaws of the Convention.

4y The application in each instance shall be filed with the Executive Committee.
through its president, prior to its February mecting, The application shall contain
information as specified by the Executive Commitlee.

(53 Upon receiving the initial application. the Executive Commitlee shall
mvestigate all matiers pertaiming o the request and make a recommendation o the
Southermn Baptist Convention at its next annual meeting. If the recommendation of
the Executive Comminee is favorable w the applicavon, a copy of the
recommendation shall be forwarded 1w the president of the Southern Baptist
Convention and the chairman of the Committee on Committees prior to the next
annual meeting of the Convention.

(61 Upon receipt of the favorable recommendation of the Executive Committes
on the initial application in (1) above, the president of the Conveniion, in conference
with the vice-presidents, shall appoint two (23 persens Trom the siate or lemitory 1o
serve as members of the Comminee on Commitices, and the Committee on
Commitlees shall nomimate two (2) persons from the stale or lemilory © serve on
the Comminee on Nominations, all conditional upon the approval of the application
by the Southem Baptist Convention,

(71 Those elected by the Convention shall be immediately eligible 10 begin thejr
appropriate temms of service.

Adoption of Reports: The adoption of recommendations contained in reports o 1he
Convention shall not bind the Convention on any other matters i the body of (pe
reports; but the Convention reserves the right o consider and amend 1he body of
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all reports.

M Asto Violation of State Laws: All incorporated agencies of the Convention shall
be required to comply with the letter and spirit of the Constitution insofar as it is
not in conflict with the staute law of the state in which an agency is incorporated,
and nothing herein contained shall be construed to require any such incorporated
4gency to act and carcy on its affairs in conflict with the law of the state of its
incorporation. In case any action of any agency of the Convention is found to be
a violation of the law of the state of its incorporation, said action shall be reporied
by that agency (0 the Convention for appropriate action.

35, Charters of Agencies: The charmers of all agencies shall provide that the rustees
or directors of such agencies be elected by the Convention, and that their charters
may not be further amended without the prior consent of the Convention. Any
subsidiary corporation established by any agency of the Convention shall first be
authorized by the Convention or its Executive Committee and its proposed charter
approved by the same. All such corporations are subject 10 the Business and
Financial Plan of the Convention,

36, Voting: (1) All propositions, decisions, and choices shall be by a majority vote of
the registered messengers present and voting, except where provisions have been
made for a greater than majority vote. The vote shall be taken by ballon, by voice,
by rising, by show of hands, by common consent, or by some other acceptable
method.

{2} In order o cast a vote, a messenger must be present af the time the vole is
taken. Voring by proxy is not permitted.

37, Quorum: The quorum for conducting business during the snnual meeting of the
Southern Baptist Convention shall be a minimum of 25 percent of those duly
registered and seated messengers.

38, Amendments: The Bylaws may be altered pursuant o Bylaw 23 by a two-thirds
majority vole at any time excepl on the last day of the Convention. Bylaw 13, which
lists the agencies and auxiliary of the Convention, may be amended by a majority
vole of two (2) successive annual sessions.

BUSINESS AND FINANCIAL PLAN

I. Convention Budget

Each agency of the Convention shall submit to the Exccutive Commitiee for its review
(1) an itemized estimate of its receipts for the next fiscal vear and (2) an ilemized estimate
of its expenditures for the next fiscal vear according to the mile set forth below (See Section
[1-3) for makimg operatng budgets.

The Executive Committee shall present to the Convention a budget, which budget shall
consist of all the budgets of all the agencies which have been submited 1o the Executive
Commuttee and reviewed by it, and recommend the amount of Convention funds 1o be

allocated 1o cach cause or agency.
Il. Operating Budgets

1. Convention Operating Swdees

The Executive Committee shall recommend to the Convention an operating budget which
shall include all expenses of the Convention, commitiees, and other tems included in the
Convention Operating Budget, The Executive Committee shall also recommend 1o the
Convention the source of these funds,

2. Apencies New Shaving in Table of Percentages
The agencies of the Convention not sharing in the 1able of percentages for distribution
of funds shall be provided for as follows:
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(11 Expenses of Standing Committees.—The Executive Commines shall approve of
recommend o the Convention, after a personal conference or correspondence with
chairpersons of standing commitiees. a sum of money 1o be appropriated to each of them
for the Convention year.

(21 Expenses of Special Commitiees —a) The expenses incurred by special committees
appointed by the Convention to perform dutics connected with one or more agencies of
the Convention shall be borme by the agency or agencies concerned on a basis pro rata (o
receipts unless the expenses are otherwise specifically provided. (b) The expenses incurred
by special commitiees which do not directly concern any of the agencies of the {‘:111'-'¢nliU_ﬂ
shall be paid out of the Convention Operating Budget, Unless the amount of expenses 15
fixed by the Convention, the Executive Committee must agree 1o the amount to be expended
before such expenditure is incurred. (¢} ltemized accounts of expenses of members of such
committees shall be required and approved by the chairperson before the same shall be
paid.

3. Agencies Sharing in the Eivect Allocation

The agencies of the Convention sharing in the direct allocation for the distribution of
funds shall make their operating budgets in the following manner:

{11 The current operating budget of the agencies of the Convention shall be made on
the basis of the current distributable operating allocation, plus any other anticipated receipts
which can be substantiated by previous experience, not including wills, bequests. and
special gifts Tor special purposes: and any debt incurred within the current year shall become
a preferred item in the budget of the Convention year immediately following.

(21 In making the annual appropriations on the basis set forth, a contingent item shall
be set up in the budget sccording to the needs of the agency.

(31 It is understood that an agency may borrow moeney For seasonable needs, provided,
however, that such borrowing shall not exceed the amount of its bedget allowance
remaining at the time of borrowing, and provided further that if an emergency should arise,
additional money may be borrowed on the approval of the Executive Committee of the
Convention,

I Convention Year

The financial affairs of the Convention and all its agencies, except those of the
theological seminarics, the Annuity Board, and the mission boards, shall be operated on
the fiscal yvear beginning October | and closing September 3. The seminanes owned and
operated under the authority of the Convention shall use the fiscal vear beginning August
I and closing July 31. The Annuity Board and the mission boards shall use the fiscal year
beginming January | and closing December 31,

IV, The Disbursing Agency

By agreement, all sums collected in the states for the canses fostered by this Convention
will be forwarded at least monthly by cach state office 1o the Executive Commiltes of this
Convention, which shall act as the disbursing agent of this Convention. The Execufive
Committee shall remit at least weekly 1o cach of the agencies of the Convention the funds,
distributable and designated, belonging o each agency. The first distribution in each month
shall be on the sevemth day of the month, or the nearest working day thereafier. The
Execotive Committee shall make monthly reports of receipts by states, and of disbursements
by agencies, and shall forward each month copies of these repons o the executives of the
agencies of the Convention, 1o the state offices, and 1o the denomimational papers.

V. Distribution of Cooperative Program Receipts

I order that the financial plans and purposes of the Convention may operate successfully,
the Convention appeals 1o its constiluents 1o give (o the whole Cooperative Program and
to recognize the wisdom and right of the Convention o distribute its receipts from (he
Cooperative Program, thus assunng an equitable distribution among the agencies of the
Caonvention,

V1. Fung Raising Activities

k: FilL'l'[ entity of the Southern Baptist Convention shall report annually to the Executive
Commiee of the Southern Baptist Convention on any (vpe of fund raising activities
conducted by the entity. The report shall include the financial goals, structure, cost, and
results of such fund raising during the past year. This docs not apply o the Lottic Moon
and Annie Armstrong offerings.

VIL Designated Gifts

Th'f Convention binds itself and its agencies faithfully o apply and use such gifts as
designated by the donor.

VIIL. Trust Funds

Each agency of the Convention is hereby instructed and ordered 10 keep all trust funds
and designated gifts (for they are rust funds) sacred to the trust and designation: that they
be kept separate from all other funds of such agency: that they are not to be used even
temporarily for any other purpose than the purpose specified: and that such funds shall not
hereafter be invested in the securities of any denomimational body or agency.

IX. Gift Annuity Agreements

All agencies of this Convention writing gift annuity agreements in the future, and also
the Convention itself through its Executive Committee, shall enter into contractual
agreement with the Southern Baptist Foundation or the Annuity Board of the Southem
Baptist Convention to fund by pooling the annuity porion of all such gift annwity
agreements provided, however, that this requirement shall not apply to gifts of propeny,
real or personal, the income of which is to go to the donor without further or additional
obligation on the part of the agency accepting the gift. The mortality, interest, and expense
rates used as the basis of determining the amounts required 1o fund the annuity portion of
such gift annuity agreements and the maximum gift annuity rates of the Southem Baptist
Foundation and the Annuity Board of the Southern Baptist Convention shall be those
deterrnined by the Mational Committee on Gift Annuities,

X, Capital Investments

An agency o institution shall not create any liability or indebiedness. except such as
can and will be repaid out of its anticipated receipts for current operations within a period
of theee (3) years, without the consent of the Convention or the Executive Committee. In
order o obtain such approval, the agency must file a statement showing the source of such
anticipated receipts.

Such consent must be likewise obtzined for a purchase of properties (directly or indirectly
or through ownership of controlling stock in other corporations or otherwise) subject 1o
liens or incumbrances which cannot be repaid out of s anticipated receipts for current
operations within a pered of three (3) years.

In making allocations for capital needs, prionty shall be given o those projects which
make the greatest contribution 1o advancing the overall objectives of the Southem Baptise
Convention in bringing men to God through Jesus Christ.

Capital needs shall be considered as those projects which add to the long-range capital
assets of the agency.

For the purpose of defining these items. they shall be considered as single projects
costing more than $5.000 and having a life span of more than five (5) years,

Office equipment and Furniture replacement shall not be considered as capital needs, For
the purpose of allocations, baoks shall not be considered as capital needs. Loan funds for
church extension shall be considered as capital funds,

For q;al:it:il neseds i_iﬁ er 1968, agencics shall be expected o provide all repairs,
maintenance. ctc.. of income-producing property out of the income. Major repairs io
nonincome-producing propeny may be considered as being eligible for capital funds.

XL Contingent Reserves

Each agency of this Convention shall set up as soon as possible a reserve for

contingencies o provide for deficits that may occur either through decreased receipts oF
lhmut.h emergencies or both, The maximum amount of contingent reserve of any agency
shall be determined by the agency, subject to the approval of the Convention. Agencies
shall state on the balance sheets of the annual audits the amounts in Contingent Reserve
Funds.

XIL Financial Reports

1. Audit Reports—The agencies of the Convention shall close their books and accounts
and have them awdited by a cerified public accountant as of the close of business on
September 30 of each year, or July 31 in the case of the seminaries or December 31 in
the case of the mission boards and Annuity Board,

Each agency of the Convention shall forward a copy of its audit 1o the Executive
Committee as soon as possible, certainly within three (3) months afier the close of the
fiscal year, and cach agency shall appoint a comminttee of the trustees o recommend the
appaintment of an independent auditor and 0 swudy the awdin.

As part of the audit, the auditor shall prepare for the agency’s audil committee a lener
in which the auditor makes any recommendations for changes in the procedures followed
by the agency with regards 1o internal financial controls, If the awditor has no
recommendations, he should so state in writing to the agency’s audit commitiee. After the
agency’s audil committee has reviewed any recommendations made by the auditor, the
agency shall forward a copy of the auditor’s letter along with any comments that the
administration might deem desirable o the Executive Committee, These letters from all
the agencies shall be available o the Executive Committee for the sole purpose of
recommending any changes deemed necessary to the Business and Financial Plan

Each annual audit shall include a statement from the certified public accountant certifying
that the accountant has handled and counted all securities held by the agency in the presence
of two (2) bonded representatives of the agency. If the securities are placed for handling
with a trustee {i.c. bank, trust company, foundation, etc), a certified stagement from such
trustee should be made o the accountant and be made a pant of the annual audit report or
submitted as a supplement 1o the report.

2. Semigenuwal Reporis —Each agency shall submit a semiannual report containing the
following:

(1} Tontal receipts under the following headings: (a) undesignated receipts. (b designated
receipls for current and capital needs respectively, and () income from other sources.

(2} Towal expenditures under the following headings: (a) current operating budget, (h)
capital expenditures, and {c) reserve fund.

3. Printing of Repovts—The financial report of each agency shall be printed in the
Convention Book of Reports or the Convention Annnal, and shall contain the following
from its latest annual audit repor:

(1} Balance sheet

12} Analysis of surplus accounts

{31 Income and expense

(41 Classified list of investments by fund and type of investmeni

(3} Receipts by states of contributions. These should show:

a. Cooperative Program receipts received through the Executive Committee
b. Designated receipts received through the Executive Commitiee
€. Gifts not received through the Executive Commitice

The Sunday School Board shall include in its annual feport to the Convention
information on the amount of (onds ransferred 0 each state convention during the
preceding year.

XII1. Handling of Funds

All persons who handle Tunds or securities of the Convenlion or any agency of the
Convention shall be adequately bonded, such bond to be determined by the amount of
lunds or securities involved and approved by the Convention or its Executive Comminee,

The books of all Convention agencies shall be open for inspection by Convention
officers, members of boards. and other cooperating Baptists.

The securitics of all Convention agencies shall be placed in a safety deposit vault or a
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bank or trust company for safe keeping, such securities o be deposited and withdrawn by
two (2} honded rErI‘TC.‘;Q‘n[EI.[.I\-'E'.‘i of the ageney in the manner prescribed by the bank oF trist
company. In lieu of this plan, the agencies may deposit all securities wiith the Southem
Baptist Foundation or a trusi company which will receipt for and handle them and be
respansible for the same.

XIV. New Enterprises

Mo new enterprise involving expendire of money shall be authorized by the Convention
except upon favorable action by the Convention in two (2} succeeding annual meetings;
provided, however, that this restriction shall not apply o a recommendation of any agency
of the Convention conceming its own work. [n the event any new hospital propositons
are made. they must be considered as new enterprises of the Convention. whether money
15 involved at the time of the acquiring of such property or not. and must be presented o
twa (2} succeeding annual sessions of the Convention.

XV, Appropriations by the Agencies

Mo agency shall make any appropriation to any cause or for any purpose other than for
the promation of its own work except by the approval or upon the instruction of the
Convention or of the Exccutive Commitnee.

The Sunday School Board shall be required to transfer Tunds o the Southern Baptist
Convention each vear o be used as the Convention determines. The Sunday School Board
shall not be perminted or required 1o transfer funds 10 other Southern Baptist Convention
agencies or commitless,

X VL Business Procedure

As a normal operating policy, cach agency of the Southern Baptist Convention shall
refrain from entenng any business transaction with a trustee or employee, or a business
enterprise in which a trustee or employee has an interest. An exception 1o this policy may
be made, at the discretion of the board of trustees, in any case wherein it appears that a
commodity or service is unavailable on a more favorable basis from any other source. of
@ commodity or service, at the discretion of the board, i found to be in the best interest
of the agency. Competitive bids should be taken if possible. In any case being considered
for exception, the extent of the trustees” or employees” intercst shall be disclosed 10 the
entire board.

XVIL Professional Services

The Executive Commuttee at its discretion may employ an auditor 1o study the audied
report with the auditors of the agencies in the light of Convention instructions.

The Executive Committee at its discretion may employ an engineer or architect to study
proposed capital projects or maintenance of present capital assets.

XVIIL. Film. Publication, and Merchandising Policy

All agencies of the Convention should utilize the services of The Sunday School Board
to the maximum feasible extent for editing. publishing. and distributing printed matenials,
films, filmsirips, recordings, and other materials that are 10 be sold,

The Sunday School Board should continue 1o pay royaliies to agencies that oniginate
materials, as 0 other publishers. Apencies that originate materials should have the option
of having them published by The Sunday School Board or by other publishers. Agencies
should be authonsed o publish in their own names periodicals that promote their own
work, books and manuals dealing with principles and methods of programs for which they
are responsible, materials subject to early obsolescence, and materials Tor free distribution.
Agencies other than The Sunday School Board that find it necessary 1o establish editing
services and o conmiract for printing services should do so only to meet their own
requirements unless specifically authorized by the Convention 1o provide such services to
other agencics s

(11 All agencies should disiribute through the book sores of The Sunday School Board

the maerials that arc o be sold. with the exception thai periodicals and other materials
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subject 10 early andfor frequent obsolescence may be distributed from their own principal
offices. Mo agency other than The Sunday School Board should be authorized to operate
book stores or other retail or wholesale outlets at any location other than its principal pffice.

The Executive Committee of the Southem Baptist Convention should review periodically
the financial agreements entered into by The Sunday School Board and other Convention
agencics and should, whenever appropriate, recommend changes in Convention policies
and revisions of existing policies related 10 such agreements. At the request of any
Convention agency, this commillee should also suggest 1o The Sunday School Board and
other Convention agencies steps that they should take 10 resolve any disagreements ihat
arise conceming financial agreements.

12} The Radio and Television Commission should be designated and recognized as the
sole producer and distributor of films for television consistent with is statemment of Program
Relationships. Tt is understossd that The Radio and Television Commission may use for
television other Dilms, at s own discretion, produced by other agencies,

(3) The Sunday School Board should make available any films which it produces for
use by the churches 1o The Radio and Television Commission for use i television without
charge, except primt cost, and The Radio and Television Commission should provide for
distribution by The Sunday School Board to the churches any films which it produces for
radio and television without charge, except print cost. The Radio and Television
Commission may also use film produced by other agencies of the Convention for
distribution 1o the churches without charge, except print cost, if such film is to be used in
television.

(4} Any agency producing films of any type should netify other agencies regularly
producing films of the content and purpose of the film while in the planning stages in
order that duplication may be avoided.

(5} Mo agency shall launch a mew periodical for general distribution to the churches or
to members of the churches without first outlining the purpose of the periodical and
obtaining the approval of the Convention or its Executive Commitice, This shall not apply
to curriculum materials published for use by church program organizations.

(6} The Radio and Television Commission shall offer records or tapes it has produced
for radio and television use 1w The Sunday School Board on consignment. or some other
basis mutually agrecable 1o both parties. for sale in the book stores or through record clubs.
The Radio and Television Commission shall be authorized to offer 1o listeners through
direct mail, for sale or by gl in iis program of audience building. recordings it has
produced Tor radio and television use and which are not selected by The Sunday School
Board. The Radio and Television Commission shall be authorized 1o make use of records
and tapes returned by The Sunday School Board for s program of audience building.

XIX. Publication

The plans and methods herein set forth shall be published each vear in the Convention
Annnal, following the Bylaws of the Convention.

XX Amendments

This Business and Financial Plan may be alered by two-thirds of the messengers present
and voting at any time except on the last day of the Convention.

The twelve (12) at-large members shall be elected
one-fourth each year for a four (4) year term, and may be elected 1o serve an
additional four {4) vear term. The chairman of the commitee shall be an
at-large member. The twelve (12) at-large members shall be selecied as far as
possible on a basis that will provide representation from the various geographic
argas of the United States. The 18 voling members of the committee shall also
be the representatives of the Southern Baptist Convention who serve on the
Baptist Joint Committee on Public Affairs, The committee shall work with the
Baptist Joint Committee on Public Affairs, but shall alse function as a separate
commitlee serving the Southern Baptist Convention.

(3 The Denominational Calendar Commiltee shall consist of four (4) pastors

andfor cducational directors and two (2) persons not employed full time by a
church or denominational agency and shall work with the Calendar Commitiee
of the Inter-Agency Council in the preparation of the denominational calendar.
