In esteem for more than 30 years of service in Ohio convention, the con­
vention dedicates its 1986 annual to Arthur Landon Walker, who retires at 
the end of August as director of state missions.

Arthur L. Walker followed the path of many to establish Southern Baptist 
churches in Ohio; he came to the state from Kentucky.

A graduate of Carson-Newman, Baptist college in east Tennessee, and of 
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, Louisville, Walker came to Ohio in 
1954 after pastorates in Kentucky and Tennessee. This was the founding 
year of the state convention in Ohio.

While pastor at Miamisburg, 1954-58, Walker became the second presi­
dent of the state convention. In 1958, he was called as area missionary (now 
director of missions) in western New York and northwestern Pennsylvania, 
based in Buffalo. Church development in this region was at that time led by 
Ohio convention; later they formed conventions.

In 1961, Walker returned to Ohio proper as director of state missions of 
the state convention, and continues till retirement. He has coordinated the 
efforts of 19 associations in Ohio, and assisted them in planting new 
congregations around the state.

During his years and under his guidance, the number of churches in Ohio 
has increased to more than 500, with about 100 church-type missions, 
having a total membership above 140,000.

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SECTION II
CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS



CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I
Section 1. This body shall be known as the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio (affiliated 

with the Southern Baptist Convention).

ARTICLE II
ARTICLES OF FAITH

Section 1. We adopt as our statement of Faith, The Baptist Faith and Message, as 
adopted by the Southern Baptist Convention, May 9, 1963.

ARTICLE III
CONSTITUENCY

The Convention shall consist of Messengers elected by the Southern Baptist churches 
cooperating with and making financial contributions to the work of the Convention during the 
current year.

Section 1. Each church shall be entitled to three (3) messengers for the first 50 members 
or fractional part thereof, and one (1) additional messenger for each 50 members thereabove, or 
major part thereof, provided no church shall have more than ten (10) messengers.

Section 2. The churches represented by messengers shall be friendly to this Convention 
and in agreement with its purpose, work, and with the Statement of Faith in Article II.

Section 3. The messengers shall be elected and certified by the churches to the 
Convention.

ARTICLE IV
OBJECT

Section 1. The Convention shall have no ecclesiastical authority whatever over its 
separate churches or assume to write creeds or exercise control over its separate churches.

Section 2. This Convention is purely a co-operative body and its purpose shall be to fur­
nish a means by which its component churches in their sovereign capacity can work together in 
promoting all enterprises which they collectively deem necessary in carrying out Christ’s Great 
Commission.

ARTICLE V
OFFICERS

Section 1. The officers of this Convention shall be a president, two (2) vice-presidents, a 
recording secretary, an assistant recording secretary, an executive director-treasurer, and a 
historical secretary.

Section 2. These officers shall be elected annually by this convention and shall be duly in­
stalled at the closing session of this Convention, and shall hold their respective offices until their 
successors are elected and installed (except the executive director who shall be employed for an 
indefinite period by the Executive Board). When more than one person is nominated for an of­
fice, the election may be conducted by secret ballot when thought feasible. The one receiving the 
majority of all votes shall be declared elected.

Section 3. The president may be elected for only two one year terms in succession.

ARTICLE VI
BOARDS, TRUSTEES AND COMMITTEES

Section 1. This Convention shall have power to appoint such boards, trustees, and com­
mittees, standing or temporary, as shall be necessary for the handling of the affairs of the 
Convention.

Section 2. These boards, trustees, and committees shall make detailed reports to this Con­
vention of all transactions fully covering all work committed to them by this convention.

ARTICLE VII
EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section 1. There shall be an Executive Board elected by this Convention through which 
this Convention shall function in its cooperative work and handle its affairs between annual 
meetings.
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Section 2. This board shall consist of the president, first vice-president, second vice- 
president, recording secretary and assistant recording secretary of the Convention, with a max­
imum of sixty (60) members who shall be chosen by the Convention at the annual meeting.

Section 3. A member of this Board must have been a member for at least one year of any 
church qualified to seat messengers at the Convention. The term of office for members of the 
Board shall be three years. Any member who is elected to fill an unexpired term shall be eligible 
for re-election. After a member shall have served for a three (3) year term, one (1) full year must 
elapse before he is eligible for re-election.

Section 4. The executive director shall be the administrative officer of this board and shall 
make a full report of the work committed to it. The executive director-treasurer shall be bonded.

Section 5. This Board shall appoint all staff members, fix all salaries of all workers 
employed and determine the fields of work of each.

ARTICLE VIII
PROCEEDINGS

Section 1. The proceedings of this Convention, the report of the Executive Board, and 
such other useful information as the secretary may be able to obtain from the proceedings of the 
Convention, shall be published and distributed annually among the churches.

ARTICLE IX
ANNUAL MEETINGS

Section 1. The Convention shall hold its meetings annually at such time and place as it 
may determine. Special meetings may be called and time and place of meetings may be chang­
ed by the officers of the Convention with the consent of the Executive Board in case of an 
emergency deemed sufficient to justify.

ARTICLE X
SPECIAL FUNDS

Section 1. All designated funds paid into the Treasury of the Convention shall be applied 
as designated.

Section 2. All undesignated funds paid into the Treasury of the Convention shall be 
distributed among the agencies of the Southern Baptist Convention or otherwise, according to 
percentage agreement adopted by this Convention.

ARTICLE XI
STAFF QUALIFICATIONS

Section 1. All staff members employed by the Executive Board shall furnish evidence of 
piety and zeal for the Master’s work, agree with the Statement of Faith in Article 2 and have 
talent for Christian service.

ARTICLE XII
CONSTITUTIONAL CHANGES

Section 1. Any alterations may be made in these articles, except Article IV, Section 1, by a 
vote of two-thirds of the members present when the vote is taken, without regard to total enroll­
ment at any annual meeting of the Convention, provided, no amendment may be considered 
after the second day of the Convention and that the amendment shall have been presented at 
the previous annual meeting in writing.

*Note: The Constitution appears here as it was amended 1972 and again in 1974 and 
1984. The action of the Convention in amending the Constitution is found in the annual for 
those years.
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By-Laws
ARTICLE I

Section 1. No existing institution or agency of this Convention shall launch any move or 
enterprise calling for the expenditure of money apart from usual operating expenses until same 
has been presented to the Executive Board and proper publicity has been given and the churches 
fully informed as to the purpose of such move.

Section 2. No new enterprise shall be launched by any group or agency of the Convention 
without notice served as provided by Section 1 of this Article.

Section 3. In case any proposal not conforming with the above requirement shall come to 
the Convention, this proposal must be held in abeyance until the next meeting.

ARTICLE II
Section 1. The Sessions of the Convention shall be opened and closed with prayer.The 

President of the Convention shall appoint the committees related to the annual session over 
which the President presides. The basic committees are: (1) Credentials, (2) Tellers, (3) Resolu­
tions, (4) Time, Place and Preacher. These committees shall be appointed at the beginning of the 
Convention. The Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the President according to Article 
III, Section 7 of the by-laws one month prior to the Convention and announced at the beginning 
of the Convention. The Program Committee for the next year’s Convention shall be appointed 
by the President at any time during the Convention or within a month thereafter.

Section 2. Persons invited to seats in the Convention shall have the privilege of speaking in 
debate, but not voting.

Section 3. Each member when he speaks in debate, or has any communication to make to 
the Convention shall address the President and be recognized.

Section 4. No member shall speak more often than twice in any debate on the same day 
without unanimous permission from the Body.

Section 5. When a member shall be called to order he shall sit down until the President has 
determined whether he is in order. An appeal may be made from the decision of the President in 
this as in any other case.

Section 6. When the President shall desire to be heard in debate, or to be temporarily ab­
sent, the Chair can be taken by one of the Vice-Presidents, or by some member whom the Presi­
dent may select.

Section 7. Any question that is not provided for by the foregoing rules, shall be decided ac­
cording to Roberts Rules of Order.

Section 8. The foregoing rules may be altered or amended at any annual meeting by a vote 
of two-thirds of the members present.

ARTICLE III
Section 1. The Nominating Committee at the State Convention shall nominate all Board 

members as called for in Article VII, Sections 2 and 3 of our Constitution.
Section 2. A minimum of five (5) Executive Board Members shall be selected at large from 

over the State Convention territory.
Section 3. For the other members of the Board there shall be one (1) member from each 

associational area having 2,000 members of co-operating churches or a major fraction thereof, 
provided that no more than three (3) members shall be chosen from each associational area on 
this basis. Not more than one (1) member shall be elected from any one church.

Section 4. At least one-third of the Board members shall be required for a quorum.
Section 5. Members shall attend at least one out of two meetings unless providentially 

hindered, and in such cases notice shall be given to the Board. Two successive absences without 
notification shall give the Board the right to appoint a new member to replace the absent one. In 
the event a vacancy occurs in the Executive Board between annual Convention sessions, the said 
Board shall elect a replacement for the unexpired term. At the beginning of the year,the Presi­
dent shall appoint a representative committee of five persons from members of the Executive 
Board to make such nominations to the Board throughout the year.

In the event an Executive Board member moves from one association to another association 
in the state, his/her position as a board member will automatically be terminated.

The Executive Board will elect another person from that association to fill the unexpired 
term of the person who has moved.

This does not apply to Board members-at-large.
Section 6. The Board members shall take office on January 1, and serve until December 

31 of the year they are to rotate off.
Section 7. The President of the State Convention shall appoint the Nominating Commit­

tee, which shall include one representative from each associational area. These members of the 
Nominating Committee shall be appointed and notified one month prior to the annual meeting.

Nov. 4-6, 1986

TUESDAY EVENING SESSION, NOV. 4,1986
1. The choir and orchestra of Far Hills Church, Dayton, presented a 15-minute concert prior to 
opening the Convention. “King of Peace” and “There Is Power” were their selections.
2. President Kenneth Mahanes introduced William Reynolds, associate professor of church 
music, Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary in Ft. Worth, Texas, who served as music 
director for the convention. He led the congregation in singing “To God Be The Glory.”
3. Robert Hall, director of missions for Lakeland and Northern Ohio Associations, led in 
prayer.
4. George Ellis, pastor of host Mt. Healthy First Church, extended a welcome.
5. President Mahanes officially called to order the 33rd annual meeting of the State Conven­
tion of Baptists in Ohio.
6. Kenneth Faught, pastor of East Dayton Church, Dayton, and chairman of the program com­
mittee, presented the program as printed and moved for adoption. A second was given; the pro­
gram was adopted with one addition to the Thursday afternoon session—a concert by the 
Georgetown College Chorale.
7. All in attendance were urged to fill out registration cards.
8. Glen Stern, chairman of the credentials committee, had no report.
9. Dorothy Thorpe, recording secretary, recommended that elected messengers present from 
cooperating churches of the state convention comprise the 33rd annual session of the convention 
in accordance with Article III of the constitution; any additional messengers and churches 
represented in later sessions are included in the representation of this convention. A second was 
given and motion carried.
10. David Jones, manager of the Baptist Book Store, invited all to the store, where a display of 
books authored by program personalities—Landrum P. Leavell, Joel Gregory, William J. 
Reynolds, and Tai D. Bonham—was available.
11. Announcements were given regarding seminary luncheons and a luncheon prepared by 
the Disaster Relief Unit. Tapes of each session are available at $2.50 per tape or the entire con­
vention messages on 11 tapes for $24.
12. President Mahanes appointed the following committees:
Nominating: Metro Columbus—Dan Lambert, chm.; Buckeye Central—Dan Duffy; Cedar 
Valley—Elmo Testerman; Cincinnati—George Ellis; Erie—Bob Botts; Greater Cleveland—Bill 
Halliburton; Greater Dayton—Roger Dale Denton; Lakeland—Bill Owens; Maumee Valley- 
James Rich; Miami Valley—Dennis Back; Muskingum Valley—Marvin Robbins; Northern 
Ohio—Bill Boyd; Northwest Ohio—Ken Melton; Scioto Valley—Bill Wellman; Southern Hills- 
Bob Hatcher; Southwestern—Mike Holmes; Steel Valley—Gary Frost; Summit—David Hill; 
West Central—Tollie Cunningham.
Credentials: Glen Stern, chm.; Guy Morton, Lamar O’Bryant.
Tellers: Floyd Hammond, chm.; Resolutions: Darrel Gabbard, chm.; Pat Ingram, Dennis 
Holmes; Time, Place, and Preacher: Gerald W. Bontrager, chm.; William Chilton, Timothy

13. President Mahanes introduced Roger Freeman, pastor of First Church, Gahanna, who 
shared the first of the “Good News Testimonies.” These are success stories resulting from the 
“Good News! God Loves You” revivals held last spring. Freeman said, “A. We did not have poor 
preparation; B. We did not have poor planning; and C. We did not have poor preaching.” 
Powerful praying made the difference, and 26 people accepted Christ.
14. The congregation, led by Reynolds, sang “Victory in Jesus.”
15. Tai D. Bonham, executive director-treasurer of the convention, used Ephesians 5:18 as 
text for his message, “Be Filled with the Spirit.” Ohio is one of the great lost states—California, 
Texas, Florida, New York, Pennsylvania, Illinois, Ohio, and Michigan. By the year 2001, it is 
predicted that Ohio will have lost some population. Those coming into the state will be from 
Michigan, Florida, Texas, Indiana, Pennsylvania, Illinois, and New York. Since some of these 
states are not from the Bible belt, it is necessary to plant and to grow strong churches.
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Five steps to growth were cited: a commitment to grow; develop a warm friendly fellowship; 
place priority on effective Bible study; train Sunday school and church leaders to be soul winners; 
and be willing to work. Bonham said, “May we grow our churches not in our own strength but in 
His Spirit.”
16. Clifford Coleman, serving as master of ceremonies, led a special tribute to Arthur Walker, 
who will retire in August 1987 as director of the missions division of the convention. Walker; his 
wife, Mabel; and their children and families were asked to come to the platform.

Gerald Palmer, James Coldiron, and W. C. Dudley of the SBC Home Mission Board all spoke 
in behalf of Walker’s service, using such phrases as “a leader who made it happen,” “part of the 
national leadership team,” “profoundly Christian,” “did not ask others to do that which he would 
not do himself.” Bonham presented Walker with a book of letters expressing appreciation for his 
ministry. Coleman said, “He challenged us; he motivated us; we love him.” Walker expressed 
appreciation for all the words, cooperation, and fellowship he has enjoyed during his time in 
Ohio.
17. Keith Menshouse, first vice president, and pastor of Riverview Church in Franklin, presid­
ed over the remainder of the first session. Reynolds led the congregation in singing “Speak To 
My Heart, Lord Jesus,” written by B. B. McKinney. 1986 is the 100th anniversary of McKinney’s 
birth.
18. Vice President Menshouse introduced Kenneth Mahanes, president of SCBO and pastor 
of Far Hills Church in Dayton, and expressed personal thanks for his leadership the past two 
years. He also introduced Mrs. Evelyn Mahanes.
19. The choir and orchestra of Far Hills Church sang, “We Shall Behold Him.”
20. Before starting his president’s address, Mahanes expressed appreciation to the choir and 
orchestra, to the vice presidents, to Tai Bonham and other convention staff, to Esther Lafferty, 
and to Ohio Baptists.

Mahanes referred to “In His Steps” as the one book other than the Bible most influential in his 
life. “Our purpose as Christians is to be like Christ,” he said.

From the Gospels of Matthew and John, he cited five basic principles from the life of Jesus to 
help us live like Him: A. Jesus was willing to risk his reputation to reach sinners; B. Jesus was 
willing to break man-made rules to meet man’s needs; C. Jesus warned against placing oral tradi­
tions over the divine command of God; D. Jesus preferred inward righteousness to outward 
righteousness; and E. Jesus said the greatest commandment of all is to love others. Mahanes 
challenged all to take a spiritual inventory of their lives. Seek to help people know Jesus and seek 
to help people who know Jesus to be like Him.
21. Cary Harden, director of missions for Steel Valley Association, closed the first session with 
prayer.
22. A reception for Arthur and Mabel Walker was held in the church for their many relatives 
and friends.

WEDNESDAY MORNING NOV. 5,1986
23. Keith Menshouse, first vice president, presided at this session, William Reynolds led in the 
singing of “There Is A Name I Love To Hear.” Clifford Coleman, director of missions for Scioto 
Valley Association, led in prayer.
24. Joel Gregory, pastor of Travis Avenue Church in Ft. Worth, led in the first of six Bible 
studies. His theme was the greatness and majesty of God. “It is not how small we are; it is how 
great God is,” he said. “God gives strength to the weary; those who receive it are those who ad­
mit they are weary.” He quoted Matthew Henry: “I was never weary of the work but I was weary 
in the work.”
25. Carl Loughary, pastor of Chestnut Ridge Church, Elyria, shared his Good News 
testimony: 49 people accepted Christ during the revival in his church. He recommended follow­
ing the guidelines for planning and conducting revivals.
26. Tai D. Bonham invited people who are carrying burdens to bring them to the altar of the 
church and leave them. Arvel Hendrix, pastor, Tod Ave. Church, Warren, led in prayer.
27. The executive board report was given by Bonham. Dorothy Thorpe presented several ac­
tions of the board during the year; a motion was made for adoption of the board actions; the mo­
tion carried.
28. The 1987 budget was presented by Glenn Davidson. It represents a 7% increase, with a 
5% increase in salaries. A motion to adopt carried. Glenn Davidson introduced other members 
of the finance committee.
29. Ronald E. Stewart, chairman of the Seneca Lake development committee, conducted a 
question and answer period on Seneca Lake Assembly. After much discussion, the committee 
moved for adoption of its revised plan; motion approved. Stewart introduced other members of 
the committee. 15



30. Reynolds led in singing “On Christ the Solid Rock I Stand.”
31. Bonham recognized new pastors and staff members in Ohio.
32. Lengthy pastorates in Ohio were recognized by having individuals stand for serving 15 or 
more years. M. O. Earls and R. C. Dillard have served in Ohio over 40 years. Bonham con­
gratulated all these.
33. Outgoing board members were recognized for service: Bob Armstrong, Sonny Berry, 
Richard Boyd, Bobbie Byrd, George Ellis, Gene Fee, Dean Hudson, James Rich, David Shep­
pard, Joe Simmons, Robert Skirvin, Ronald E. Stewart, Ralph Williams, and Akiko Wolford.
34. Recognition was given to the two vice presidents: Guy Morton has served three terms and 
Keith Menshouse served two terms. Plaques were presented to all who have served as vice presi­
dent since 1980. They are as follows: 1980—First VP, Kenneth Mahanes; Second VP, Glen 
Stern; 1981—first, Arthur Patterson; second, Virgil Barnett; 1982—first, Guy Morton; second, 
Elroy Holt; 1983— first, Lamar O’Bryant; second, Ronald E. Stewart; 1984—first, Darrel Gab­
bard; second, Glenn Davidson.
35. Recognition was given and a plaque presented to President Mahanes.
36. There were no fraternal messengers.
37. Recognition was given to four directors of missions who have completed ten years’ service 
in Ohio: Donald Gillis, William Barner, Cary Harden, and Joe Baker.
38. “Great Is Thy Faithfulness” was sung by the congregation, led by William Reynolds.
39. President Mahanes introduced Kenneth Faught for the convention sermon. Faught sur­
rendered to preach under Mahanes’ ministry in Kentucky. Debbie Dyrlie of East Dayton Church 
presented special music prior to the sermon. Faught chose Mark 4:1-9 as text for his message en­
titled “A Theme of Evangelism and Encouragement.” He asked the question, “Do evangelists 
really flame?” and answered it by saying that all Christians should flame but sometimes we con­
fuse flaming evangelists with flashy evangelism.

He said the parable teaches that the task of evangelism is sowing the seed; that the task has 
been delegated; that there is a timing of evangelism—sowing, cultivating, harvesting; and that 
there is a test of evangelism—the size of the crop and acceptance.
40. James Pinkley, director of missions for Maumee Valley and Northwest Ohio Associations, 
closed the session with prayer.
41. Registration count was 412 messengers and 228 visitors for a total of 640.

WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON, NOV. 5,1986
42. William Reynolds led the congregation in singing “Blessed Assurance” to open the session. 
William Murray, director of missions for Muskingum Valley Association, led in prayer.
43. Joel Gregory’s theme for the second Bible study was “Measuring Your Ministry” and his 
text was I Thessalonians 2.
44. A Good News testimony was shared by Pastor Charles Lawless of Rolling Hills Church in 
Fairfield. “Southern Baptist programs work when people work,” Lawless said. Some results of 
the revival were: 10 professions of faith; people learned much about prayer; Sunday school at­
tendance increased each week; and a common bond between pastor and laymen is evident.
45. Danny Lambert presented the following report of the nominating committee and moved 
for adoption: executive board (name and association): John Kirby, Metro Columbus; Lee Stout, 
Metro Columbus; Kenneth Kephart, Metro Columbus; Gary Stringer, Cedar Valley; Alan 
Jenkins, Greater Cleveland; Ron Churchill, Greater Cleveland; William Owens, Lakeland; John 
LaPrarie, Maumee Valley; Ralph Williams, Maumee Valley; William Ramsay, Muskingum 
Valley; Ron Lightfoot, Northern Ohio; Don Betts, Northern Ohio; Don Piercy, Southern Hills; 
Roger Daniels, Southwestern; Lee Norton, Steel Valley; Kenneth Branham, Metro Columbus 
(member-at-large); Claude Stevens, Metro Columbus (member-at-large); Jerry Carringer, Metro 
Columbus (member-at-large); Daryl Gruver, Buckeye Central (member-at-large).
Trustees Of Baptist Foundation: Marlene Bush, Ronald E. Stewart, and Roy Sutherland. 
The motion carried.
46. There was no miscellaneous business.
47. Edward Copeland, chairman of the Long-range Planning Committee, reported the com­
mittee is at work to plan a ministry for Ohio through the year 2000. It is hoped this will be ready 
to present to the convention in 1987.
48. The Sunday school report was presented by Michael Collins. He recognized Will Pollard 
and Steve Huff, associates in the Sunday school division. Collins introduced Steve Lawrence, of 
the Sunday School Board. Glen Stern was recognized as Ohio’s representative to the Sunday 
School Board. The Challenge 10/90 program has been launched—a plan to enroll 10 million 
people in Sunday school by the year 1990.
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49. Don Davidson presented the report of Boyce Bible School. Over 20 people have gone 
through Boyce in Ohio. Seventy were enrolled during the past year at the three locations— 
Cincinnati, Cleveland, and Columbus. Those in attendance who have been students at Boyce, 
and those who have served on the faculty at Boyce, were recognized.
50. O. D. Riley gave the reports of the business office and Seneca Lake Assembly, then gave a 
slide presentation on the renovation of the Baptist Building in Columbus and at Seneca Lake 
Assembly.
51. The Woman’s Missionary Union report was given by Helen Allan. She recognized Akiko 
Wolford, first foreignborn Ohio WMU president, who is leaving office after four years. The new 
president, Betty Turnbull from Cleveland, was introduced. Ohio women have contributed ap­
proximately $1800 to the Disaster Relief Fund.
52. The Brotherhood report was given by Ron Martin. He reported that 33% of the boys atten­
ding camp made some kind of decision. Buckeye Baptist Builders built six buildings during the 
past year. Since 1978, they have built 300,000 square feet of buildings at a savings of $3 million 
to churches. Training has been given 58 people who will serve on the Disaster Relief Unit. Martin 
introduced Carl Bozeman from the Brotherhood Commission, SBC.
53. Theo Sommerkamp presented the report of the Ohio Baptist Messenger and the Historical 
Society. Sommerkamp introduced George Ellis, pastor of First, Mt. Healthy, who gave an in­
teresting history of the host church. L. H. Moore, editor emeritus, was also introduced.
54. William Reynolds led in congregational singing.
55. The evangelism report was given by Lonnie Riley, associate director.
56. Bob Norman, pastor of Clearview Baptist Church, Franklin, Tennessee, was introduced. 
He shared his excitement in beginning a new work in Tennessee after pastoring large churches in 
both Tennessee and Texas. His message shared five keys to make sure you are about the main 
business: (A) be People-ology experts, (B) be Opportunity oriented, (C) be Wise in the choice 
of words, (D) have holy Enthusiasm, and (E) Reproduce yourself. These represent the POWER 
to become.
57. The closing prayer was given by William Barner, director of missions for Greater Columbus 
Association.

WEDNESDAY EVENING, NOV. 5,1986
58. Guy Morton, second vice president and pastor of Westwood Church, Wooster, presided. 
He welcomed the choir from the host church, who sang two numbers: “Sing to the Lord on 
High” and “Bless the Lord, O My Soul.” The choir led in a responsive reading; “Amazing Grace” 
was played as a flute solo. “People Need the Lord” was the closing number of the choir.
59. William Reynolds led the congregation in singing “Come Ye Who Love The Lord.” Joe 
Baker, director of missions for Greater Dayton Association, led in prayer.
60. The third Bible study offered by Joel Gregory was entitled “The Meaning of the Message of 
the Cross”; his text was I Corinthians 1:18-25. The cross defines the message, divides the listen­
ing congregation, diagnoses one’s response, and demonstrates why people do not come by their 
responses. “The word of the cross is the power of God,” Gregory said.
61. The state missions report was given by Arthur Walker. Recognition was given to directors 
of missions and their wives and all other missions personnel serving in Ohio. A presentation of 
the “Basic Leadership Training Certificate” was made to Robert Hopkins, director of missions for 
Southern Hills and Cedar Valley Associations.

A “Genesis Award” and plaque was given by Westside Baptist Church, Omaha, Nebraska to 
John Hays, pastor of Jersey Church in the Columbus area, for leading and growing a young 
church. Hays was also presented a check for $1,000 for personal use. Arthur Walker recognized 
members of the state missions committee and associational missions committees.
62. Jeffrey and Cathy Pound, missionaries to the Philippines, and Gary and Linda Fisher, mis­
sionaries to Spain, were introduced.
63. William Reynolds sang “I Shall Know Him.”
64. Michael Norfleet, consultant for the missions enlistment department of the SBC Foreign 
Mission Board, shared personal experiences while serving as a missionary in Taiwan. He learned 
that “whatever God creates, He protects.” More than 500 requests for “preachers” on the mis­
sion field worldwide were made last year, yet only about 40 positions were filled.
65. The congregational hymm “How Great Thou Art” was led by William Reynolds.
66. “GROW OHIO”—a plan for Ohio Baptists to reach people through Sunday School and 
Evangelism—was reviewed by Michael Collins, director of the church development division. An 
interesting slide presentation was shown.
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67. The Crest of Christ Ensemble from Crestview Church in Dayton presented special music 
including “Trust in the Lord with All Your Heart” and “Alleluia, He is Lord and King.”
68. Landrum P. Leavell, president of New Orleans Baptist Theological Seminary, used I Cor­
inthians 1:17-24 as the text for his message entitled “The Proclamation of the Gospel.” “We must 
work if we must reap; we will not baptize a harvest of souls unless we make preparation for it,” he 
said. His three points were: prelude—what God has called you to do; passion—the high cost of 
loving; and persistence—build the Kingdom where you are.
69. Donald Gillis, director of missions for Miami Valley and Southwestern Associations, led in 
prayer to close the afternoon session.
70. Registration count was 451 messengers and 308 visitors for a total of 759.

THURSDAY MORNING, NOV. 6,1986
71. To open the session, William Reynolds led the congregation in singing “Morning Has 
Broken.” Prayer was given by Garland Wilkerson, director of missions for West Central 
Association.
72. Another Bible study was given by Joel Gregory. Gregory asked the question—“Is there a 
consistent, evangelistic strategy for urban areas in the past, the present, and the future?” Taking 
his thoughts from Acts 19:8, he gave the following points: (A) witness where the response is 
most likely to be found; (B) speak with habitual boldness; (C) speak with clarity; (D) continue 
until all have a chance to respond; (E) change strategy decisively; and (F) change strategy cre­
atively. “We should never change our message, but we should change our methods,” he said. 
The result will be that everyone will hear the gospel of Christ.
73. A Good News testimony was shared by Junior Kerns, pastor of First Church, Wakeman. 
Depression during the winter of 1985 led to a concerted prayer effort prior to the revival in April 
1986. God gave a vision; members became excited; 21 people made professions of faith and 19 
made rededications.
74. “Share His Love” was sung by William Reynolds and the congregation.
75. Don Mathis, president of Kentucky Baptist Convention and pastor of Central Church in 
Corbin, Kentucky, was introduced. His message “Redreaming the Dream” was based on Psalm 
126. There are five things we must do if we are to redream the dream: (A) visualize, (B) 
agonize (sow in tears), (C) organize (go forth bearing seed), (D) personalize (He goes forth), and 
(E) evangelize (go bringing sheaves).
76. The following nominations for president were made: Glenn Davidson, pastor, Pisgah 
Heights, Cincinnati, nominated by Johnny Tallent; Keith Menshouse, pastor, Riverview Church, 
Franklin, nominated by John Withers; Nolan Phillips, pastor, University Church, Middletown, 
nominated by Tom Hancock; and Darrel Gabbard, pastor, First Church, Perrysburg, nominated 
by Dennis McKenzie. Glenn Davidson was elected president of the convention.
77. Recognition was given to the following representatives from Baptist colleges: Kenneth 
Pope—Campbellsville; Steve Cook—Georgetown; David Smith—Belmont; and Brian 
Shoemaker—Cumberland.
78. An announcement was made concerning the death of Rheubin South, executive director, 
Missouri Baptist Convention. Mahanes led in prayer for Mrs. South and the family. Condolences 
were sent to the family.
79. The congregation joined William Reynolds in singing “Lord, Send A Revival.”
80. “The Authentic Word” was the title of Landrum Leavell’s message based on Jeremiah 
23:18-31. “If you are discouraged,” he said, “you need a new, fresh anointing from God and He 
will give it to you.”
81. Robert Dunn, director of missions, Cincinnati Association, closed the session with prayer.

THURSDAY AFTERNOON, NOV. 6,1986
82. The Georgetown College Chorale presented a concert prior to the session.
83. William Reynolds led in singing “Redeemed, How I Love to Proclaim It.” The opening 
prayer was given by Dennis Betts, director of missions, Greater Cleveland Association.
84. Joel Gregory referred to Matthew 20:1-16 as the parable of the “outrageously generous 
landlord” in his fifth Bible study. God calls us and we respond to Him at different times of life. 
Everyone will receive 100% of God’s grace as promised. “This is why we call it amazing grace,” 
Gregory said.
85. A Good News testimony was shared by Kenneth Kephart, pastor, Broadman Church, Co­
lumbus. Kephart said he was disappointed and frustrated in August 1985 when he came to 
Broadman Church. He spent the month of September discovering the status of the church; the

people were not aware of the Good News Revival emphasis. “Trust me, try me, prove me,” were 
God’s words to Kephart. “We followed the plan book and made preparation for revival. There 
were 23 decisions. God’s people were faithful and God received the victory,” Kephart said.
86. Gilbert Wilder presented the church training and music report. He also promoted the Musi­
cians on Mission Workshop to be held at Far Hills Church, Dayton, April 23-25, 1987.
87. The student ministries report was given by Grady Evans. Evans recognized metro student 
directors: Van Simmons—Akron; Art Hardin—Ohio University; LaNelle Gilbert—Cincinnati; 
Bill Reid—Ohio State; and Clyde Kimble—Wright State in Dayton.
88. The SBC Annuity Board report was given by Orville Grifffin. Griffin introduced Stan Long 
of the Annuity Board, Dallas.
89. The resolutions were presented individually for adoption by Darrel Gabbard, chairman of 
the resolutions committee. (See end of minutes for content.)
90. Gerald Bontrager, chairman of the time, place, and preacher committee, gave the follow­
ing report: The 1988 convention will be held at Crestview Church, Dayton, on Nov. 8, 9, and 
10. Gary Frost, pastor, Rising Star Church, Youngstown, will deliver the annual sermon in 1987. 
Gary Pack, pastor, Mt. Lebanon Church, Portsmouth, is 1987 alternate preacher.
91. The following nominations for first vice president were made: George Ellis, nominated by 
Joseph Crumpler, and Darrel Gabbard, nominated by Deimos DeFriece. Gabbard was elected.
92. The following nominations for second vice president were made: Nolan Phillips, 
nominated by Tom Walters, and Darrell Copeland, nominated by Guy Morton. Phillips was 
elected.
93. Joseph Crumpler placed the names of Dorothy Thorpe, Pat Ingram, and Theo Som- 
merkamp in nomination for reelection to their respective offices. The motion was seconded and 
approved.
94. Jerry Lovell, pastor, Crystal Avenue Church, Findlay, expressed appreciation for the love 
and support given him after the death of his wife.
95. Gilbert Wilder led the congregation in singing “Love Is The Theme.”
96. Special music was provided by a group of men—music ministers and other church staff 
members from the Dayton area: Eddie Harris, Ray Owens, Waverly Wilkerson, James Sides, 
Chip Tudor, Haskell Dunn, and Barry Burris. They sang “Like A River Glorious,” “Bringing in 
the Sheaves,” and “Jesus Is The Cornerstone.”
97. Dale Holloway, national consultant for bi-vocational ministries with the SBC Home Mission 
Board, shared information regarding bi-vocational. There are 10,000 bi-vocational pastors in 
the Southern Baptist Convention. He views his role as an encourager and a connecting link bet­
ween the person needing ministry and the one who could care for that need. The greatest assets 
of the bi-vocational ministry are the launching of many churches and the development of a mis­
sion strategy for whatever it takes to do God’s work.
98. The closing prayer was given by Fred Hill, director of missions, Buckeye Central and Erie 
Associations.

THURSDAY EVENING, NOV. 6,1986
99. A choir made up of people from the surrounding area provided special music for the open­
ing of the final session. They sang a “Grace” medley, “Oh What A Moment,” and “I’ve Got A 
Feeling.” Charles Whitlock, director of missions, Summit Association, led in prayer.
100. Joel Gregory’s final Bible study was taken from Matthew 13:44-50 and titled “Hidden 
Treasures—Surprised Finder or Serious Seeker.” He said some people are suddenly surprised by 
hidden treasures: the birth of Jesus, the Samaritan woman, and the Philippian jailer. Other peo­
ple seek something of great value in many areas: Simeon and Anna, Philip and the Ethiopian 
eunuch, and Lydia. If you want to be part of Christ’s kingdom, you must be willing to put 
everything on the altar to serve Jesus. Knowing the will of God for your life is like finding hidden 
treasure. God may take grains of rice from you, but He will give back grains of gold.
101. A media presentation “The Work of the Baptist Foundation in Ohio” was presented by 
Orville Griffin. The total corpus of the foundation four years ago was $95,000; today it stands at 
$300,000. The goal for 2001 A.D. is $2,000,000.
102. Robert L. Ross, president, Baptist Foundation of Oklahoma, delivered a message based 
on I Timothy 6:6-10, 17-19. “The danger of this world’s worth,” he said, “is not that we possess 
it but rather that it possesses us.” He emphasized the eternal values of life, and made the follow­
ing statements: (A) you can take it with you if you accumulate the right kinds of assets, (B) you 
can take it with you if you invest your material resources in spiritual things, and (C) you can take 
it with you if you leave a portion of it here to do His work—including the Lord’s work in your will. 
“God expects us to do the best we can with what we have,” Ross said.



103. Gilbert Wilder led the group in singing “Why Do I Sing About Jesus?”
104. Tai Bonham installed new officers: president—Glenn Davidson; first vice president— 
Darrel Gabbard; second vice president—Nolan Phillips; recording secretary—Dorothy Thorpe; 
assistant recording secretary—Pat Ingram; and historical secretary—Theo Sommerkamp.
105. Special music was provided by Pam Howard and Robin Herrod, members of Mt. Carmel 
Church, Cincinnati. They sang “Somebody Believed” and “There Is Strength in the Name of the 
Lord.”
106. Bob Norman entitled this message “The Emotions of Jesus In His Spirit” and based it on 
four scripture passages: Matthew 23:37, “Jerusalem, O Jerusalem,”—disappointed purpose and 
frustrated love; Luke 10:41, “Martha, Martha”—misplaced emphasis; Luke 22:31, “Simon, 
Simon”—mistaken confidence; and Acts 9:6, “Saul, Saul”—misused motive. “It is all right to be 
emotionally involved because God was emotionally involved,” Norman said.
107. Robert Hopkins, director of missions for Southern Hills and Cedar Valley Associations, 
offered the final prayer for the 33rd annual meeting of the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio.
108. Total final registration count was 502 messengers and 443 visitors for a total of 945.

The following members were also appointed: Darrel 
Gabbard-Vice Chariman, Joe Baker, Ron Stewart, Akiko Wolford, Virgil Barnett, 
Hugh Brooks, Joe Crumpler, Phil Jones. Phil Jones moved from the state and 
resigned. Two others were added: Cliff Coleman and Joe Simmons.

4. Voted that the 1986 State Missions Offering Goal of $122,000 be divided as follows: 
50 % $61,000 for Church Pastoral Aid
40% $48,800 for the development of the Darty F. Stowe Lake at Seneca Lake 

Baptist Assembly
10% $12,200 Special Projects—inner city work with Blacks and Ethnics, Scholar­

ships, etc.
5. Recommended the suggested Grow Ohio dates as follows:

V. Disaster Relief Plans And Guidelines_______________________________________
The following Disaster Relief Plans and Guidelines were approved by the Ex­
ecutive Board:
DEFINITION of a Disaster Relief Unit in the State Convention of Baptists in 
Ohio:

Jesus’ admonition, example and teachings sets the pattern for Christians. 
Jesus said, “For I was hungry and you fed me; I was thirsty and you gave 
me water; I was a stranger and you invited me into your homes; naked and 
you clothed me. . .Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of 
these my brethern, ye have done it unto me” (Matthew 24:35,36,40). The 
Disaster Relief Program of the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio will be 
coordinated by the Brotherhood Department Director of the SCBO or 
someone trained and enlisted by him. The program will have a close tie 
with the Buckeye Baptist Builders also coordinated by the Brotherhood 
Department of the SCBO. The State Missions Department of the SCBO 
will work with the Home Mission Board in securing funds for Disaster 
Relief.

PURPOSE: We will provide/distribute meals for anybody who comes to our 
unit (this is in agreement with the established policy of the American Red 
Cross). We will give assistance in rescue efforts. We will give assistance in 
clean-up efforts. We will give assistance in reconstruction of Southern Baptist 
churches. We will give a witness of Jesus Christ wherever we are and whatever 
activity we are engaged in.

UTILIZATION: Anywhere in the state of Ohio (our major primary area). Pennsylvania, 
Michigan, New York, New England, Indiana and West Virginia are secondary areas. Other 
out-of-state disasters as requested by a State Convention representative and/or Southern 
Baptist Convention Brotherhood Commission representative.
When not servicing a disaster the unit may be utilized by the Buckeye Baptist Builders to 
feed volunteers at construction sites. It is understood that if a disaster occurs while a unit is 
at a construction site it will be pulled off and sent to the disaster area.
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TO ACTIVATE UNIT: Make a request to the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio 
Disaster coordinator.
TRAINING: No emergency service will be rendered without trained certified supervision. 
Regional training will be provided throughout the state. We will attend National 
Brotherhood Relief Training as it is offered. Attend local secular disaster seminars, (ie: Red 
Cross, etc.). Associational Relief Clinics.
PUBLIC RELATIONS: We could provide quick meals at the State Convention and state 
sponsored Brotherhood programs. We could participate in some major city events.
FINANCING: The budget of the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio; State Missions Of­
fering of the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio; Home Mission Board.
CHARGES: In Ohio there will be no charge for assistance. If a request comes from 
another state they can request the Home Mission Board for assistance for fuel, lodging and 
food.

VI. Suggestions For Future Sites Of State Convention Meetings
The following suggestions were approved by the Executive Board for future meetings of 
the State Convention:

1. The facility should have a seating for 1,000 with 750 permanent seats for a worship 
service setting.

2. Parking should have access to 350 spaces.
3. 125 motel rooms within 6 miles of the meeting.
4. Adequate restaurant facilities within 6 miles of meeting site providing for a variety of 

both fast foods and dining room eating. Banquet facilities for a number of larger 
group meetings must be considered.

5. Adequate facilities for Bookstore, Exhibits and Preschool care for at least Pre­
schoolers outside the association.

6. Exhibitors will be those who are supported by or related to the State Convention of 
Baptists in Ohio or Southern Baptist Convention agencies and ministries.

VIII.Seneca Lake Committee Recommendation
The Seneca Lake Committee met to consider some immediate needs at Seneca Lake. The 
following recommendation was brought to the Executive Board by the Seneca Lake Com­
mittee joined by the Executive Committee of the Executive Board:

1. That the conversion of the chapel at Seneca Lake to an activities building be moved 
from Phase IV to Phase II in the Long Range Development Plan.

2. That the conversion of the chapel to an activities building be done in such a way as to 
retain the building as a worship center with conference rooms until the construction 
of a new worship center.

3. That, in conjunction with the previously approved lake and roads along with 
necessary facilities and equipment, the Seneca Lake Committee be authorized to 
work with an architect to formulate and present to the Executive Board the plans and 
estimated costs for the following:
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(1) The conversion of the chapel into activities building
(2) The construction of an adequate sewage system
(3) Additional recreational facilities and the improvement of present recreational 

facilities.
4. That the Seneca Lake Committee and the Finance Committee bring recommenda­

tions for these developments along with estimated costs and financing to the January 
16, 1987 meeting of the Executive Board.

The objective of the Associate Executive Director-Treasurer is to 
assist the Executive Director-Treasurer in coordinating the programs 
of the State Convention while acting as Director of Annuity, 
Stewardship, Cooperative Program and Baptist Foundation as well 
as administering church loans, bonds, scholarships and pastors’ 
concerns.

ANNUITY AND SUPPORT
The past year has been a year of preparation for the Expanded Annuity Plan which goes into 

effect January 1, 1988. During the past year I will have been in every association to share infor­
mation on the Expanded Annuity Plan. In 1986, 36 pastors and church staff have enrolled in the 
Annuity Program offered by the Annuity Board of the Southern Baptist Convention. Along with 
this number of new enrollees, a considerable number have upgraded their annuity protection. In 
1986 the following retirement applications were processed: Rodney DeLoach, Edward Johnson, 
Thelmer Harper, John Keith and Terry Hignite (disability retirement).

STEWARDSHIP AND THE COOPERATIVE PROGRAM
This has been a busy year in the work of promoting stewardship in our churches and associa­

tions across the state. The big emphasis has been on Planned Growth in Giving. Six state 
seminars were conducted across Ohio: Bay Village, Cincinnati, Perrysburg, Columbus, Dayton 
and Akron. The attendance for these six seminars was approximately 242. Some of our churches 
will be conducting the Church Event during the fall while others will be conducting the Church 
Event as part of Planned Growth in Giving in the Spring of 1987. Planned Growth in Giving is a 
plan that will call for Ohio Southern Baptists to increase their giving to their local church for a 15- 
year period. I am grateful and thankful for Ohio Baptists and the manner in which they support 
our mission programs in Ohio and around the world. Our Convention is 32 years old but is rapid­
ly moving each year toward a 50/50 division of Cooperative Program funds. We now rank 6th 
among 38 state conventions in percentage of giving to mission causes. Increasing at a rate of 
¥2% each year, we will reach our 50/50 goal by the year 2004. The year 1986 could be the best 
year ever in mission giving for Ohio Southern Baptists.

BAPTIST FOUNDATION
The corpus of the Baptist Foundation continues to show steady growth. As of September 1, 

1986, the corpus was $276,783.04. New funds established this year were the Oscar and Pauline 
Downey Memorial Fund, the Sarah Inlow Memorial Fund and the Pearl E. Brooks Memorial 
Fund. There are 34 different funds from which earnings are given to various causes of Southern 
Baptist Convention Life.

The Baptist Foundation Board of Directors are men of business ability, moral responsibility and 
integrity and they serve without compensation. The following are now serving as Trustees of the 
Baptist Foundation: John Boggs, Hugh Brooks, Joe Crumpler, James Dobbs, Merle Maddock, 
James Rich, Roy Sutherland and Jack Tichenor. The Baptist Foundation has established some 
challenging goals to be reached by the year 2000:

1. The goal for the Baptist Foundation corpus by the year 2001 is $1,000,000.
2. Within 3 or 4 years have one or more field workers or retired pastor as part-time workers, 

eventually within ten years as full-time workers.
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SCHOLARSHIPS AND LOANS
Cooperative Program gifts from our churches made it possible to grant 61 scholarships to 

students in universities, seminaries and Boyce Bible School. The scholarships represent 
$12,200.00

The Loans and Projects Fund is made available to the churches and missions affiliated with the 
State Convention of Baptists in Ohio for the purpose of acquiring property for new churches and 
missions, and for emergency needs. During the past year, 7 loans were granted totaling 
$28,300. We now have 30 loans in force. During the past year, 10 loans have been paid in full.

PASTORS’ CONCERNS
During the past year, the counseling ministry provided by the State Convention of Baptists in 

Ohio has been a blessing to a number of people who have taken advantage of this special 
ministry. During the past year, 5 individuals have been assisted by this ministry.

The Church Development Division objective is to help churches 
strengthen their ministry and to assist them in growth. The Division 
office helps plan, promote, and evaluate through the work of its 
departments as they work with the associations and churches.

In addition to its Departments, the Division also relates to the 
following departments of the Baptist Sunday School Board: Church 
Administration Department, Church Recreation and Family 
Ministries.

BTN
This year, the number of churches participating in BTN has greatly increased. Due to the fact 

the Sunday School Board is offering a free dish with a five-year subscription, many of our 
churches are taking advantage of this. We now have twenty churches and four associations on 
BTN. Many of our churches are beginning to see the value of the resource of BTN. Churches not 
on BTN can now order certain tapes from BTN at $25.00 per tape. Many of the churches may 
want to take advantage of this ordering rather than being a member of the BTN.

ADMINISTRATION AND TRAINING
Church administration conferences were conducted in several associations related to Deacon 

Training and Day Care Ministry.
In August, our organizational meeting of the Ohio Southern Baptist Secretaries was held with 

forty people attending. These included Secretaries from our churches, associations and the State 
Convention Office. Five different seminars were conducted during the year relating to leadership 
styles and time management for associations to provide for pastors and staff members.

The second week in August was the date for Ohio Centrifuge. One hundred persons partici­
pated in the event.

ASSISTING CHURCHES
This is the fourth year we have provided the Church Planning Guide. The Guide is a popular 

planning tool for our churches. The request for the Guides continues to grow from year to year. 
In addition to the guide, the Convention Diary was prepared by the Division Office for pastors 
and staff.

The Division Office provides assistance to the video taping service for all Churches and 
Associations. Over two-hundred seventy-five tapes are available from the office for Churches 
and Associations reaching every facet of Church and Associational life. The only charge is return 
postage to the Church Development Office for the tapes.
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Brotherhood Department

Rondel T. Martin
Director

The objective of the Brotherhood Department is to help churches 
involve men and boys in missions. Its specific purpose is to provide 
churches with assistance in missionary education, training and 
special projects.

During 1986, 35 new Brotherhood Units have been started. With 
an enrollment of 5,331 in 1985, Brotherhood still continues to strive 
toward its goal of 10,000 men and boys enrolled by 1990. A further goal is to see many men 
volunteering their talents and skills and praying for 100 Ohio boys to be on foreign mission fields 
of the world by 2000. These goals and visions will be accomplished and achieved through active 
involvement in:

BAPTIST MEN
A total of 905 Baptist men registered for all the 1986 retreats. The largest, by far, was the Baptist 

Men’s Old Fashioned Camp Meeting where we had 525 men in attendance. A total of 250 at­
tended the Baptist Men’s Dinner at the State Evangelism Conference.

ROYAL AMBASSADORS
A total of 600 boys and their counselors attended the three regional Royal Ambassador Con­

gresses, at Wilmington, Sharon Woods and Clyde Baptist. Five young men and two counselors 
(Roy Sweatman and Steve Huff) participated in the second Royal Ambassador Backpackers 
Hike of 75 kilometers up the Buckeye Trail. One week of RA Camp resulted in 129 enrolled with 
eight professions, seven for full-time Christian service and 24 rededications. There were 47 
registered for the Lad-Dad Camp. Thirty Ohio Pioneers attended the seventh National Royal 
Ambassador Pioneer Congress, August 4-7.

TRAINING
Volunteers continue to be helpful in leading the many conferences around the state, also, 

assisted Michigan.

WORLD MISSIONS CONFERENCES
Maumee Valley Association and Steel Valley Association conducted World Missions Con­

ferences.

BUCKEYE BAPTIST BUILDERS
A record 70 people attended the Buckeye Baptist Builders Banquet at Brookside Baptist 

Church in March. A total of 103 volunteers helped in the construction at Haven Heights, Jersey, 
Barnett Road (Columbus), Edgewood (Trenton), Lakota Hills, Westside (Columbus), Stowe 
Center (Columbus), Good Shepherd (Amherst), Northside (Newark), and Amanda (Mid­
dletown). 43,500 square feet of building saved the local churches $435,000.00. This brings the 
total savings to churches since Buckeye Baptist Builders began in 1978 to $3,000,000.00. 
Eleven Ohio men assisted in reciprocating the Kentucky-Ohio Partnership by going to the Blood 
River Baptist Association to construct the interior of their 4,000 foot associational building.

DISASTER RELIEF
A 21-foot trailer with awning was given to the State Convention by Tom Raper of Richmond, 

Indiana. The State Convention purchased a 1979 Ford Lariat to pull the trailer. All will be used 
“giving a cup of cold water in Jesus’ name”. Cameron Byler helped train 58 volunteers. Offerings 
totaling almost $4,000.00 were taken at RA and GA camps and Baptist Men’s and Women’s 
retreats for the disaster unit.
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Church Training-Music Department

“Musicians on Mission. . . That All May Hear” is the theme of 
Church Music, 1986-90. The basic objective of the Church Music 
Department is to assist churches in the development of their music 
programs.

“Bringing Together Sovereignty and Stewardship” is the theme for 1986-87 in Church Train­
ing. This is a part of the overall emphasis of Developing Believers, 1986-90. Our objective is to 
assist churches to start, develop, and report Church Training activities.

MUSIC MEETINGS
Twenty-one different Church Music meetings were held throughout the state this year. Over 

2,000 people were involved. These meetings were directed toward members as well as music 
leaders. In addition to the group meetings, there were fifteen (15) personal conferences held.

CHURCH TRAINING MEETINGS
Associational “M” Night, State Bible Drill/Speakers’ Tournament, Training Schools and Doc­

trinal Previews are some of the meetings used to emphasize Developing Believers. 2,100 persons 
were involved.

SPECIAL WORKERS
A team of state approved workers was trained to lead General and age-group conferences in 

Church Training. There were 19 personal consultations held for the purpose of starting new 
Church Training programs.

BIBLE DRILL/SPEAKERS’ TOURNAMENT
These events continue to have a great deal of interest and participation. In 1986 there were 62 

participants. Susie Walker, Southside Baptist Church, Columbus, was declared the Youth Bible 
Drill winner. Mark McMeans, First Baptist Church, Fairborn, was declared winner in the Youth 
Speakers’ Tournament.

SCHOLARSHIPS GRANTED
Each year the winner of the State Youth Speakers’ Tournament and the first runner-up are 

granted scholarships from Campbellsville College, Campbellsville, KY. The scholarships amount 
to $800 per year for four years. In order to receive benefit of the scholarship, the recipient must 
attend Campbellsville College and maintain a grade average established by the college. The reci­
pients for 1986 are Mark McMeans, First Baptist Church, Fairborn, and Ron Moore, Highland 
Avenue Baptist Church, Cincinnati.

MASTERLIFE
MasterLife alumni now number approximately 500 in our state. Our largest MasterLife 

Workshop was held November, 1985 at Seneca Lake. There was a total of 59 present for the 
workshop.

LOOKING TO THE FUTURE
Musicians on Mission (M.O.M.) Workshop, April 23-25, 1987, Far Hills Baptist Church, 

Dayton, Ohio. This will be an excellent training for pastors, Church Music leaders/members, and 
church members in general.

By implementing the Metro Strategy with a full-time staff of five 
full-time Metro Directors, we are providing a more indepth ministry 
to students on 5 major state universities as indicated:

Van Simmons, Akron University
Art Hardin, Ohio University, Athens
LaNelle Gilbert, University of Cincinnati
Bill Reid, Ohio State University, Columbus
Clyde Kimble, Wright State University, Dayton

Additional campuses are served by volunteer directors making a total of 29 campuses with an 
active Baptist student ministry.

COMMUTER STUDENTS A CHALLENGE
Thousands of Ohio commuter students who live in our church communities need to be enlisted 

in each local church. Therefore, our department assists churches with a direct ministry through its 
program organization to provide a minimum of a Bible Study for college students, often known 
as “College and Career” class.

MINISTRY TO INTERNATIONALS
We ministered to sixty-eight international students from approximately thirty countries speak­

ing more than thirty different languages at the Thanksgiving International Student Conference.
We promoted and participated in the Friendship International House (FIH) sponsored by 

Capital City Association in cooperation with churches of Greater Columbus Association during 
twelve days of the Christmas through New Years season. Students from twelve different 
American universities and nine nations lived in our Christian homes, hearing the gospel many 
times.

A few trust our Lord as Savior, but almost all of them leave knowing of our Christian love for 
them and their people. These will become leaders in their countries opening many doors of op­
portunity for our missionaries.

REACHING OUT FOR CHRIST
Many students are involved in local churches as pastors, youth leaders, music directors, Sun­

day School teachers and Church Training and mission organization leaders.
During the summer and spring breaks, 73 students served as summer and short term student 

missionaries. Ten students served as summer missionaries through the Home Mission Board and 
Foreign Mission Board, SBC. 63 students served short term assignments in New Orleans, New 
York, Boston and elsewhere. Students provided financial support for eight of these missionaries 
through special student mission gifts of $5,364.46 to our state BSU budget.

In addition, 106 students were involved in witness training, such as Share Seminar and Con­
tinued Witness Training (CWT).

OUR GOAL
As adopted in 1983, our goal of the Metro Concept is to double Student Ministry involvement 

within five years (1984-88). The number of students involved (enrolled) are as indicated:

Pray with us that the 1987 goal of 1,031 students involved in student ministry programs will be

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Sunday School And Church Architecture Departments

The general objective of the Sunday School and Church Architecture Departments is to pro­
vide a program of Sunday School work to assist Ohio churches in establishing, improving, con­
ducting and enlarging Bible teaching outreach ministries.

Objectives include: (1) assist church leaders in locating, reaching, teaching, winning and 
developing persons and to lead them to church membership; (2) work with associational leaders 
in conducting associational Sunday School programs in the churches; (3) utilize Sunday School 
organizations and leadership in advancing the total cause of Christ; (4) provide assistance to 
strengthen churches preparing to build, remodel, find additional space; (5) provide assistance to 
strengthen church library work, day care and kindergarten and single adult ministries.

VBS PROMOTION
In the State VBS Clinic, 152 associational workers were trained. This number was up. We did 

undertake Mission VBS training this year, as well as Backyard Bible Club training.

TRAINING EVENTS
The department assisted 12 Associations in their training events. In addition to Associational 

Training Schools, department personnel participated in 19 local church events related to training 
Sunday School workers. A total of 49 special workers were trained during the Special Workers 
Institute to assist the state staff in carrying out the work of Sunday School in local churches and 
associations.

BUILDING
The church building conference had an attendance of 99 people. These included architects, 

suppliers and church building committee members, as well as a pastor.
Forty-six individual church building conferences were conducted in addition to the State con­

ference. These were first time conferences. There were several of the churches in which two con­
ferences were held as follow-up to plans being mailed to churches by the Architecture 
department.

8.5 x 85 TO “GROW OHIO”
This year concluded 8.5 x ‘85 emphasis in Sunday School. Even though we didn’t reach 8.5 

million people, we now have the largest enrollment in SBC history. The 1986-87, 1987-88 em­
phasis in Ohio will be “Grow Ohio.” We encourage all churches to set enrollment goals and at­
tendance goals. Participation in the “Grow Ohio” Growth Campaign is expected to be high dur­
ing these years.
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Woman’s Missionary Union

Recognizing our mission mandate to go into all the world and 
preach the gospel, Woman’s Missionary Union seeks to make 
women, girls and youth and the entire church aware of the respon­
sibility. Ours is a prayer task following an education task and com­
mitment to train, act and inform Southern Baptists in Ohio of the 
work of the Church.

TRAINING
Training in running WMU organizations has been done from the state office, using calendared 

events of training and seizing opportunities as they come in other meetings geared to spiritual 
growth. Recognizing that the key WMU leaders are associational officers, working with them has 
been a priority this 1985-86 church year. Two training sessions for associational WMU directors 
were conducted. One of these sessions included all WMU officers. Involvement in these training 
sessions has increased yearly. All except Southern Hills, Maumee Valley, Southwestern and 
Lakeland associations had leaders at the fall training held at Seneca Lake Baptist Assembly. 
Teams of leaders were sent upon request to associations who needed specific leader training.

SUMMERCAMPS
The Mission Action emphasis was begun at GA Camps. Activities were built on specialized 

learning which could be used as outreach tools in a local church. Those activities included: 
clowning and miming to be used in nursing homes and homes of home-bound adults and 
children. Puppet groups wrote and performed; signing groups learned to present the plan of 
salvation; and, music groups learned and performed a musical. All groups used Scripture as the 
base of the activity.

Attendance increased over 1985. Mother-Daughter camp attendance increased 100%. 
Altogether the camp attendance almost reached attendance goals.

ENLISTMENT
Gifted to Serve — Called to Act emphasis is building upon “Multiplying the Vision” theme. All 

enlistment is moving toward a climactic 100 year Centennial Celebration of Woman’s Missionary 
Union in 1988.

RECOGNITIONS
Several WMU leaders in Ohio have written and been involved in national publications. WMU 

will graciously say “Thank You” to Mrs. Akiko Wolford who completes her four years as presi­
dent of WMU in Ohio.

EVENTS
Statewide meetings of Baptist Women, Baptist Young Women and Girls in Action engaged the 

attention of a little over 1,500 women and girls.

WEEKS OF PRAYER EMPHASIS
Ohio churches, prompted by much of the WMU leadership, continued to strongly support the 

specific weeks and offerings. See the recap of income for statistical facts.

Evangelism is an ongoing emphasis of each organization of the church. The purpose of the 
Evangelism Department is to assist the churches and associations of Ohio in making evangelism 
the priority by motivating and training in techniques and strategies of evangelism.

1986 has been a good year for evangelism. Preliminary indicators give evidence of an increase 
in baptisms for this year. Many things contributed to this.

GOOD NEWS AMERICA
The nationwide Simultaneous Revivals have had a positive impact upon the churches of Ohio. 

Within the first quarter of 1986, over 10,000 people were involved in the Good News America 
Rallies, State Evangelism Conference and the Youth Evangelism Celebration.

A record 473 churches and missions participated in the Good News America Simultaneous 
Revivals in April. Literally hundreds were saved and baptized as a result of this emphasis.

EVANGELISM CONFERENCES
Our State Evangelism Conference attendance was up significantly from last year with 1100 

people participating. In 1987, we anticipate 1500-2000 attendants.
The Youth Evangelism Celebration continued to gain momentum with a record attendance of 

4800 and decisions totaling over 400.

EVANGELISM TRAINING
Witness training processes are gaining new excitement. Over 300 were trained in Lay 

Evangelism Schools, while over 500 participated in the Youth “Win Our World” witness training 
seminar. Our seventh state “Continuing Witness Training” seminar was held at University Baptist 
Church in Middletown, Ohio with 15 participants. In 1987, a new approach to C.W.T. will be 
implemented.

YOUTH CAMPS, RETREATS
Existing attendance records for the three weeks of Youth Camp were broken when 1050 

youth and adults showed up this year. This reflects an 8% increase, with over 225 decisions 
made during the camps.

Winter Retreats at Seneca Lake Baptist Assembly were attended by 729, which is also a record 
for this event.

CONCLUSION
Evangelism is exciting! Southern Baptists of Ohio no longer need to follow the set patterns of 

evangelism but should, instead, become pacesetters with the millions of lost in Ohio!
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Ohio Baptist Messenger &

The Ohio Baptist Messenger is the only source of news, activities, 
programs, conferences, and the like occurring in Ohio. It is the 
primary news source for many, and the only news source for most, 
about Baptist news, conferences, and other activities nationwide 
and worldwide.

The Ohio Baptist Messenger is a general practitioner in the publications field. Its scope is 
widespread and its circulation substantial. Mission board magazines concentrate, as they should, 
on their respective mission fields and missionary personnel. Sunday School Board periodicals 
focus on lessons, subject matter, and opportunities of a specialized nature which the board pro­
vides and promotes. So it is with other organizations, such as Woman’s Missionary Union and 
Brotherhood. Yet all of their activities are covered in some degree through the Messenger, along 
with Ohio state events!

CIRCULATION
The circulation of the paper appears to have regained much of the ground “lost” in changing 

over to the computer mailing. It stands at just over 32,000 at present. This is about 1,000 less 
than its peak before the computer, but the difference can be attributed to the computer’s efficien­
cy in eliminating duplications and in the recent updating of membership lists from churches all 
across Ohio.

CHURCH MAILING LISTS
Churches are encouraged to keep their membership lists up-to-date. Those which have 

overlooked returning their original computer-printed list, as used by the Messenger, are en­
couraged to update it with new members and address changes or drops and return it for process­
ing as soon as possible.

CONTENT
The Messenger is happy to have several doctrinal articles and a missionary feature (with photo) 

from L. H. Moore, editor emeritus, who held the editorship for more than nine years. A con­
scious effort is made to have doctrinal material and articles about noteworthy local and worldwide 
evangelism results on a regular basis in the paper. At the same time, the Messenger strives to 
keep abreast of Baptist news in the state, nation, and world. The Messenger has no “program” of 
its own to promote (other than its circulation); it helps promote the programs of state convention 
departments and SBC agencies.

HISTORY
By reporting 20th, 25th. . .50th anniversaries of churches, the Messenger plays a significant 

role in the current history-keeping of Baptists in Ohio. Some pastors also recently marked 20th or 
25th anniversaries with one church.
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The future for bold new church starting in Ohio is bright and exciting, despite the fact that we 
have just experienced the lowest new start count in many years. Coming off of five years of inten­
sive activity that produced 162 new congregations (32 per year), just 14 new congregations were 
reported this year.

NEW MISSIONS
Eleven new mission congregations and three affiliations have been reported through Septem­

ber—a total of 14. The new congregations are as follows: Bethany Christian Center, Dayton; 
Greater Galilee Missionary BC,Dayton; Marengo Fellowship, Marengo; Cambodian, Cincinnati; 
Gospel Light, Toledo; Victory, Jefferson; Genoa, Westerville; Good Samaritan, Dayton; First, 
Holgate; Hartville Fellowship, Hartville; and Bramblewood Heights, Marietta. The three church­
es which affiliated with associations this year are as follows: Salvation BC, Toledo; Grace Mis­
sionary BC, Dayton; and Solid Rock BC, Dayton.

THIRTEEN CHURCHES CONSTITUTED
New churches constituting and/or affiliating with our convention this year number thirteen: 

Western Hills, Middletown; Salvation, Toledo; Bluffton; Grace Missionary, Dayton; Bethany 
Christian Center, Dayton; Greater Galilee, Dayton; Mt. Sterling; Germantown; Lighthouse, Vin­
cent; Unity, New Vienna; Solid Rock, Dayton; New Liberty BC, Ashland (reconstituted after 
having reverted to mission status three years before); and Blackhawk, Blanchester.

DIRECTORS OF MISSIONS
Fifteen area Directors of Missions have given leadership in 20 associations under the general 

supervision of the State Missions Director. As this report is written, plans are moving ahead for 
the churches of Capital City Association and Greater Columbus Association to form a new 
association on October 20 —to be known as Metro Columbus Baptist Association. It will be 
Ohio’s second largest association.

The directors of missions are Joe Baker, Greater Dayton; William Barner, Greater Columbus; 
Dennis Betts, Greater Cleveland; Clifford Coleman, Scioto Valley; Robert Dunn, Cincinnati; 
Don W. Gillis, Southwestern and Miami Valley; Robert E. Hall, Lakeland and Northern Ohio; 
Cary Harden, Steel Valley; Fred B. Hill, Buckeye Central and Erie; Robert D. Hopkins, 
Southern Hills and Cedar Valley; William L. Murray, Muskingum Valley; James R. Pinkley, 
Maumee Valley and Northwest Ohio; Harry Stallings, Interim, Capital City; Charles Whitlock, 
Summit and Garland Wilkerson, West Central.

ASSOCIATIONAL STRATEGY PLANNING
Seventeen associations are in various stages of Associational Strategy Planning. Four large 

metropolitan areas are scheduled as Mega Focus Cities, two of which (Cleveland and Cincinnati) 
are well along in the process. Focus years for Columbus and Dayton are 1989 and 1991 respec­
tively. Greater Dayton will do coordinated annual planning 1987-1989, and most of the remain­
ing associations will do Metro Thrust planning in 1987.

MISSION FUNDS
From October 1, 1985 to September 30, 1986, Church Pastoral Aid (CPA) funds provided to 

76 pastors totaled $216,087.50. Of this amount, the Home Mission Board provided $115,162. 
The balance of $100,925.50 was provided from Cooperative Program funds and the CPA por­
tion of the 1985 State Missions Offering.

Also, a total of $15,023.95 was spent from the New Work Fund in initiating new work and 
meeting emergencies in young missions and churches. This included initial rent for new missions, 
moving assistance for new pastors, assistance for Praxis students and other expenses incurred in 
beginning new churches.

CHURCH-MINISTER RELATIONS AND TRACTS
The division provides a service to pastorless churches by maintaining current profiles on 

qualified pastors. During the past twelve months, 41 churches and missions have secured pastors 
through this process. Many more have been provided information.

During the past year, 137,464 free tracts were provided to convention churches. How-to 
materials on mission work is provided for conferences and to missions committees. Some 16mm 
films, video cassettes and filmstrips are available from the division office.
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KENTUCKY-OHIO PARTNERSHIP

We are concluding the 5th year of our Kentucky-Ohio Partnership. Churches and associations 
in Kentucky and Ohio have continued to share in common endeavors to preach the Gospel and 
strengthen churches. One Ohio association shared in helping to build an office building for a Ken­
tucky association. Plans are underway to make 1987, the final year of our official partnership, the 
best of a six year experience.

OTHER DIVISION PERSONNEL
Several programs under the direction of Associate Director Don Davidson are: Language Mis­

sions, Christian Social Ministries, Black Church Relations, Boyce Bible School, Student Summer 
Missions and Praxis Students.

Christian Social Ministries workers include Ed and Elsie Armitage, Cincinnati; David and Tena 
Walker, Cleveland; Art and Charlene Bingham, Columbus; Larry and Marge Gardner, Cincin­
nati; Delano and Carol Humphreys, Dayton; and David and Nancy Harbeson, Akron.

Dennis Kaz joined the staff on September 26 as a Catalytic Missionary under the HMB’s Kairos 
program. He will help to locate language groups, start new missions and help develop leadership 
in existing ethnic congregations.

STUDENT SUMMER MISSIONS
We had 24 Student Summer Missionaries serving in 11 associations and working in 84 church­

es. They surveyed 5,952 homes finding 571 prospects, with 1,763 enrolled in Vacation Bible 
Schools and 1,335 enrolled in Backyard Bible Clubs. The most exciting statistic is that 116 souls 
received Christ as Saviour.

PRAXIS STUDENTS
We had 4 Praxis students serving in 2 associations. They surveyed 2,978 homes, held 37 

Vacation Bible Schools, and started the Good Samaritan Baptist Chapel in the Greater Dayton 
Baptist Association. They delivered 75 sermons and witnessed 117 professions of faith as a result 
of their work.

BOYCE BIBLE SCHOOL
The 1985-86 school year continued the trend of increased enrollment and attendance at the 

Columbus Center and the Cincinnati and Cleveland Branches, with an average attendance of 
67 per quarter, for a total enrollment of 149 Boyce and 125 Seminary Evening School students.

A branch was opened in Cincinnati this year at Mt. Healthy Baptist Church. It moved in 
August to the new facility of the Cincinnati Baptist Association. Average enrollment was 20.

The Cleveland branch grew to an average of 34 students over the five years of its existence and 
had its first graduate, Mrs. Frances K. Lyerly, who received a Lay Ministry Certificate. She has 
the distinction of being the first woman to graduate from Ohio Boyce.

For the 1985-86 school year, we were able to award $3,055.00 to twenty-six students through 
the State Convention Scholarship Fund and $450.00 through Home Mission Board funds. In ad­
dition, Boyce Columbus Center students award scholarships quarterly to their fellow students at 
the Center.
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Salary Arrangements for Joint Support 
of Missionaries for 1987

For the first twelve area directors listed below, the State Convention provides the following 
Personal Benefits: (1) Retirement benefits equal to 5% of salary and housing after 5 years 
employment; (2) a $100,000 accident insurance policy; and (3) workman’s compensation. Most 
associations match the retirement benefits provided by the state convention under (1) above.

With one exception, travel expenses are paid by the State Convention from a fund based on 
$6,700 for each area director. A leased car is provided for each director, plus other business 
related expenses. Most of the associations provide some extra funds for convention expenses. 
For Don Gillis, the associations provide travel expenses ($6,700).

The Home Mission Board pays more than 80% of the premium costs of an Insurance Plan 
(including Hospitalization, Major Medical and Term Insurance) for each man. The associations 
are asked to provide the balance (near 20% of the total cost).

For these men, travel expenses and most personal benefits are paid entirely by the associa-
tions. The HMB does provide 80% of the insurance package, and the State Convention pays the
basic funding on the annuity ($200 per annum) and the accident insurance policy premium.

For these CSM men, other provisions include the same personal benefits outlined in 
paragraphs 1 and 3 above.

Armitage and 
Gardner each receive $4,777 and Walker receives $5,080.
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SECTION V
1986 FINANCIAL REPORT

Each year, the books of the State Convention of Baptists in Ohio are audited by a capable 
auditor. The auditor’s letter is presented to the Finance Committee and, if needed, 
improvements are made on our bookkeeping procedures. The Finance Committee and the 
Executive Committee receive the audit each year and make it available to each member or the 
Executive Board.

A full audit of each year’s financial transactions is available to any member of our churches 
who wishes to see a copy. Our books are open to any contributing church at any time. At the 
same time, a quarterly report of all receipts and expenditures is given to the Executive Board 
and, in summary fashion, at each year’s annual convention meeting. What you see on the next 
page is merely a summary of this audit.

The 1987 Cooperative Program Budget represents a challenging goal 

for our churches. How can this goal of increased giving be reached? 
How can we continue our increased out-of-state mission giving? Only if 
our churches increase the percentage of their giving through the 
Cooperative Program.

Our churches are challenged to give to missions through the 
Cooperative Program on a percentage basis and to increase the 
percentage each year. Our goal is, “1 to 10 — Vi to 20.” Churches now 
giving less than 10% are encouraged to increase their giving each year 
by 1% or more until the 10% goal is reached. Churches now giving at 
least 10% are encouraged to increase their giving each year by 1/2% 
or more until the 20% goal is reached.

MOVING TOWARD 50/50
The Ohio Convention, though only thirty-two years old, is one of 

several state conventions rapidly moving each year toward a 50/50 
division of Cooperative Program funds. We now rate 6th among 38 
state conventions in percentage of giving to mission causes outside the 
states. At the rate of 1/2 percent each year, we will reach our 50/50 
goal by 2004.

For twelve years, Ohio Baptists have increased mission giving 
through the Cooperative Program beyond the state by 1/2 percent 
each year. In 1987, 4172% of all Cooperative Program funds received 
from our churches will be sent each week to do mission work around 
the world. This compares to 35% twelve years ago.

But how does that 1/2 percent yearly increase translate into money 
sent to mission causes outside of Ohio? Here is a six year picture:

Associational work in Ohio would never have become a reality without the 
Cooperative Program. The principle of “The stronger helping the weaker” is 
graphically illustrated in the relationship of the Cooperative Program to 
associational work in Ohio. As our churches across the state have become 
stronger in giving through the Cooperative Program, we have been able to 
join hands with the Home Mission Board to provide salary, housing and 
travel for our Directors of Missions as well as some of the operating expenses 
for the associational offices.

Last year, for every $1.00 to the Cooperative Program from the churches 
in Ohio associations, 62C found its way back into the local associations. The 
range of Cooperative Program dollars going back into the associations was 
from 5V2 cents to a $1.50. In other words, in one association, only 5V2 cents 
returned to that association for every $1.00 given through the Cooperative 
Program by the churches. However, in another association, for every $1.00 
given through the Cooperative Program, $1.50 was sent back to that 
association to do mission work.

Local churches are encouraged to remember the work of associational 
missions at a ratio of 1 to 4 as compared to the Cooperative Program. In 
other words, for every 4% being given to world missions through the Coop­
erative Program, 1% would be given to associational missions. A worthy 
long-range goal toward which many of our churches are moving is 20% 
through the Cooperative Program and 5% through the association. In Ohio, 
our churches are encouraged to give a worthy percentage to mission causes 
through the association. However, the Cooperative Program in Ohio con­
tinues to be the life line of associational mission support.
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AROUND THE WORLD IN NINE DAYS

Many Ohio churches have learned how to go “around the world in nine 
days.” Tithes and offerings are dropped in offering plates and envelopes all 
across our state on Sunday. Church treasurers send their Cooperative Pro­
gram check on Monday and by the following Tuesday, mission dollars are at 
work to the furthest corner of the earth.
