Not a Vanishing Race

JOHN COLLIER, commissioner of

22.3% per 1.000, which Is among the 
highest of any population group in 
this country. The death rate Is 13.7% 
Over 200.000 of these Indians live In 
tho territory of the Southern Baptist 
Convention and are our Home Mis­
sion responsibility.

Are Baptists 
Protestants?

First American Bible

THE first Bible printed In America, 
ptfange as it may seem, was In 

the Indian language. This was In 
1663. and it was not until 1782—119 
years later—that the first English 
Bible was printed In America. Up 
to that time all Bibles were Imported 
from England.
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EDITORIAL

I RAISE the question as to whether Baptists 
should be classed with Protestants. A Prot­
estant is one who protests. Baptists are not 

Protestants — they are proclamationists. Their 
task is not to tear something down but to build 

the Kingdom of God. They
are not fighting other reli­
gious organizations but are 
preaching the Gospel of the 
Lord Jesus Christ.
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There is another reason why Baptists should 
not be classed with Protestants: namely, the 
Protestant denominations have a recent origin— 
they all grew out of the reformation which was 
a movement of protest against the Catholic 
church and its methods. Baptists did not orig­
inate in this movement. Some may say that the 
term Baptist as applied to a religious group was 
not used until the first part of the sevententh cen­
tury, but I am not making any claim for the name 
Baptist. I am thinking about the principles for 
which Baptists stand. These principles date back 
to the New Testament and find their origin in the 
teaching of Jesus and the writings of the apostles.

The idea that a church has to have contactual 
succession from the apostles down in order to be 
called a New Testament church is foolish. It is 
not contactual succession through a line of eccles­
iastics that gives New Testament succession, but 
it is the existence of the teaching and practice of 
New Testament principles that establishes the 
identity of an existing religious organization with 
the New Testament organizations called churches. 
Baptist churches today in their church polity, 
their doctrines, and the observances of the ordi- 
ances are identical with New Testament churches 
and therefore have spiritual succession, no matter 
what one may say about the historical succession.

The reason why we ought to demand a separate 
classification for our Baptist churches is that we 
are grouped with a number of denominations 
wholly at variance with us in our beliefs and prac­
tices. We ought not to be so grouped. Baptise 
churches are as distinct in doctrine and practice 
from most of the Protestant churches as the Prot­
estant churches are distinct from the Catholic. In 
fact, Baptist churches are as distinct and separate 
in their organization, teaching, and practice from

all other religious organizations as Catholic 
churches are distinct, and if the Catholics are to 
be given a separate standing, then Baptist 
churches ought to have a separate standing and 
be classified as a distinct religious species.

We are suffering quite a bit in more ways than 
one in being classed as Protestants. One»of the 
ways in which we suffer is that we cannot get an 
hour over a national radio hook-up because Prot­
estants have already been given a national hook­
up ; therefore, since Baptists are regarded as Prot­
estants, they are said to have a period over the 
radio. This is absurd. The Catholics can have 
an hour, the Lutherans can have an hour, the 
Jews can have an hour, and Protestants can have 
an hour, but Baptists, not having individual stand­
ing as a distinct and definite religious group 
separate from Protestants, cannot have an hour 
over the radio. •

This matter is worth thinking about. The time 
has come when we should disassociate ourselves 
from Protestants altogether and demand a sep­
arate and independent standing in the religious 
world as a religious organization.

Changing Rural America

IN THE beginning America was all country and 
wide open spaces, but today it indifferent. 

As late as 1870 three-fourths of the Ahterican 
people lived in rural communities; the 266yities 
had a population of only 8,000,000. Fifty years 
later there were 924 cities and an urban popula­
tion of 46,000,000. Today seventy-five per cent of 
the population of the United States lives in the 
cities.

This drift to the city has had a^very destruc­
tive effect upon religious work in the country. 
The country churches today are suffering from 
depletion in leadership and from the lack of fi­
nancial support.

Baptists used to be a country people, and they 
are yet, but there is danger that they will lose 
their hold on the country if they do not launch 
a country church program. The Holy Rollers are 
taking the country. Our evangelistic program in 
1939 looks to the rehabilitation of the country 
churches. Let’s put our best into it 1

WHEN a Catholic lady asked per­
mission to attend B. Y. P. I’..

A Brief Country Trip In Cuba

T
O THOSE who live In Havana 
a trip to the country means a 
journey to any other part of the 
Island. Perhaps this Is not strange 

when we take into account the fact 
that about a fifth of the population 

"of the repSiilic is in greater Havana. 
Approximately a third of the pop­
ulation of our mission field is in that 
Immediate area.

It is not easy to take a trip to the 
country when seminary classes come 
every day except Monday, and one 
Is responsible for four services a week 
at the Havana church Hut we were 
long overdue for a visit to Caibarlen. 
Remedios and vicinity, and It was nec­
essary to go.

Caibarlen had sent an urgent In­
vitation by order of church confer­
ence We feared some problem might 
have come up. but were greatly re­
lieved on arrival to find that they 
simply wished a fraternal visit that 
we might see "how well they are 
getting along"

A good crowd was present at the 
Wednesday night service They showed 
us how they had had to move a par­
tition to enlarge their auditorium for 
the increased attendance

Auditorium Inadequate
The Home Mission Board has a cen­

trally located property at this place. 
The old store building on the cor­
ner. entirely inadequate. Ib used for 
services Wo had planned to build 
there last year, but our income from 
the Bottoms Fund was exhausted be­
fore we got to it. H l» next in line, 
and we hope to build by the end of 
the present year.

This church has two young men 
studying for the ministry at Carson- 
Newman College, and one in a semi­
nary at San Jose. Costa Rica In Cai- 
barien we also have one of the strong­
est laymen on our field. Senor Luis 
Rasco He led the congregation in 
founding a mission at Dolores, where 
they have built a typical palm leaf 
< Impel for their weekly services.

The main objectives of this trip 
were to help organize a church at 
Taguayabon. and to sign deeds for 
two small lots that have been turned 
over to the Home Mission Board for 
church services. One lot was pur­
chased by the congregation at Buena 
Vista, another country town In that 
general vicinity, twenty miles away. 
They worship in a rented house, but 
hope that a chapel may be built for 
the use of the congregation D Is

Southern Baptists had on the island. 
The visitor is a Southern Baptist and 
thought he was fairly well Informed 
as to all our mission work. The small 
zone we have described in this article 
is 250 miles from Havana, and is 
just a little corner of what we have 
In Santa Clara province.

Caibarlen is an important town of 
16.000 on the north coast, a ship­
ping point for sugar and port of 
entry for much pine lumber from 
Gulf ports. Remedios is only a few 
miles away and has 12.000 inhabit­
ants. These numbers do not include 
the municipal territory, which lists a 
population of over fifty thousand.

Barely Touched by Gospel
It is an important section, barely 

touched as yet by the Gospel, and 
would respond to enlargement of ef­
fort. The two missionaries In the sec­
tion are young men, capable and 
faithfully working at their task.

The moral conditions surrounding 
them are appalling. At almost every 
station where the train stopped, the 
number of lottery ticket sellers was 
larger than the number of passengers 
In the coach which I occupied

The last census states that in Re­
medios one-third of the homes con­
stituted exist without legal sanction. 
When I mentioned the fact to one 
of the men he said the figures were 
loo low. that fifty per cent of chil­
dren born in country sections are 
born out of wedlock. These condi­
tions create many problems for the 
missionary as he strives to build up 
a church.

In Caibarlen and Remedios we vis­
ited a number of homes, and were 
glad to be told that tj)(f*y\ls.tened reg­
ularly to our radio servlb^ broad­
cast every Sunday mornirf^ from 
Havana.

badly needed and would cost only a 
few hundred dollars. The other lot 
was donated by Sr. Mario Jimenez, 
a member of the newly organized 
church.

Brother Jimenez Is mayor of the 
little town and an influential citizen 
locally. Cuba does not have the 
county form of organization. All 
country regions are annexed to ad­
jacent cities and form part of the 
municipality. There are ward mayors 
who serve without salary and render 
accounts to the city administration.

Taguayabon was begun as a mis­
sion of the Remedios church, under 
the direction of Rev. Norberto Rodri­
guez. a little over a year ago. Il is 
a substantial community in a cane 
growing section, at present suffer­
ing the h -d times incident to the 
sugar cane business in all parts of 
the island.

Twenty-five have been baptized 
since the work began, and all were 
present as charter members of the 
new organization. We were impressed 
by the number, relatively, of serious- 
minded men who form part of the con­
gregation.

The meeting house Is an unoccu-. 
pied store building belonging to Agus­
tin Delgado, who was made church 
clerk. The twenty-five members were 
only a small part of the congrega­
tion which packed the little store, 
filled up the porch and overflowed 
into the street. '

The lot donated faces the high­
way that runs through the town, 
and is ample for all needs. These 
brethren hope that they may be 
aided in getting a chape) for their 
services.

from Havana to Cumanayagua 
for special revival services.

When I arrived that night they had 
already had the sermon and were 
about to close the service.

,» *tute of Costa Rica, was the preacher. 
«, Brother Alejandro Pereira is pastor 

of the church at Cumanayagua.
The following morning I found that 

o Brother Pereira Is an early riser, 
for at six o’clock he came to my door 
and told me that we must be on our 
.way for a service in the country. 
He had already been up about an 
hour when he called me.

We walked out to the farm about 
6 a mile from town where Brother Pe­

reira keeps his horse. When we got 
there, though it was not quite day­
light yet, Don Gregorio Rosel already 

’ had the horses saddled and ready for 
us, and the coffee pot was cm to boil.

Don Gregorio Is a member of the 
, church and part of bis contribution 

to the work is to take care of bis 
pastor’s horse. On Saturdays they 
have services in his home.

Brother Pereira told me that his 
horse cost him six dollars ten years 

I ago and the saddle cost thirteen dol- 
' lars or a little over twice the cost 

of the horse.
The homes in the country are In­

teresting. Roofs are of palm branches, 
and practically all of the floors are 
dirt, except maybe in one or two 
rooms. The better houses have part 
of the floor of cement, occasionally of 
wood, and more rarely of tiles

Living at Home

practically all that I ate in these 
visits to*the country was produced on 
the farm. At one place we had 
guinea, at several places there was 
chicken (not fried Southern style, 
however), once we ate young turkey, 
and at others we had fresh pork. Rice, 
sweet potatoes, yucca, plantains, and 
corn meal were the principal dishes 
ahd of course we always had coffee.

The Pena family is interesting in 
the history of our work. In the three 
homes where we held services near 
Cumanayagua they were all Penas, 

, close relatives. One of our students 
th the Seminary is a relative, a mem­
ber of this family. Some of the mem- 

*bers of this family have been Bap­
tists for more than thirty years. When 
one enters such homes he has a feel­
ing that our ^Baptist work has taken 
root and is here to stay.

Jaunts on Horseback

After the service we rode back to 
the farm where the horses were kept 
and walked on in to town. At night 
we had a service in the church with 
a fair attendance.

Earlier Each Morning
Wednesday morning Brother Pe­

reira called me at five o’clock. He 
said that we had farther to go. Very 
good. I got out and found the early 
morning air very refreshing.

This time we went out in the oppo­
site direction about six or seven miles, 
the service being in the home of Don 
Ramon Pena. There were about 
twenty present, there being few Bap­
tist families in this section.

By the time we reached home 1 
was pretty sore. There is quite a 
difference between riding buses in 
Havana, and riding horseback in the 
country. We had a splendid service 
that night In the church.

Thursday morning Brother Pereira 
got me up earlier than ever. He said 
that we had five leagues to go, about 
fifteen miles. He said he had a 
better horse for me. The trip was 
interesting. However, when we fi­
nally arrived In Potrerillo, I was not 
quite sure that I would be able to 
stand after all that riding. Over

three hours in the saddle is a long 
time.

In Potrerillo they have an organ­
ized church but no regular pastor. 
Brother Pereira tries to visit them 
about once a month. Two of the men 
of the congregation do the preaching.

They had no church building, but 
meet in the home of Don Juan Abreu, 
who before his conversion some years 
ago was a man of the world and 
often had big social gatherings in 
his home. Now he invites his friends 
into his home to hear the Gospel

One of the members of the church 
has given a lot for the church build­
ing. and they have a small fund raised 
We hope that some day they will have 
a modest little chapel.

The people insisted that we remain 
In Potrerillo for a second service so 
that a larger number of people might 
have the opportunity to hear the Gos­
pel. They are really hungry to hear. 
The first service had been held In 
the country, but the second was in 
town with over a hundred people 
present. This work gives us encour­
agement. and we feel that the Gos­
pel is here to stay.

By this time I was getting accus­
tomed to riding horseback, and really 
enjoyed the return trip to Cumanaya­
gua. but then I found that Brother 
Pereira had no more country trips 
In mind.

There was a time when Brother Pe­
reira held services regularly at least 
once a month in ten or fifteen homes. 
In that way he reached a great num­
ber of people. He has had to dis­
continue some of that work because 
<>f his health. He is not a strong man 
physically.

told me that at one time he wrote 
for seventy-three publications In 
twenty-one countries. He has had to 
write less on account of ill health, 
so he now writes for only about forty 
five publications.

Wife and Neighbors 
Won by Witness of 
Lofte Convert

C
eiba Hueca Is a little village 
twelve miles off the main high­
way out In a cane section. To 

reach it we either go afoot, horse­
back. or on a little, narrow railroad 
which carries both passengers and 
freight and it requires two hours to 
make the trip

Five years ago one lone man was 
the only Christian In that whole sec­
tion. His wife was bitterly opposed 
to him being a Christian and so was 
the whole section, because they knew 
he would not partake in the cock 
fights, the dances, night feasts, lot­
tery. and. too. he would be opposed 
to witch doctors and their practices

So the whole little village was 
against him They called him the 
devil's angel. Satan In person His 
wife burnt his Christian literature, 
made fun of him every time she saw 
him reading the Bible, and he had to 
hide out in his cane field to lead the 
Bible. Persecution was so hard 
against him that he decided to leave 
his wife and seven children.

A Husband in Distress
One afternoon he came here and 

asked me what he must do. We 
prayed together and left on the little 
train at five o'clock, going there at 
night for a service, not knowing what 
the consequences would be. That was 
to lie the night of the decision as to 
whether Brother Martinez would con­
tinue with his family or not.

We arrived at the home about 
seven o'clock and announced the serv­
ice. and began to get the little palm- 
leaf thatched house with Its dirt floors 
ready for the people who would come 
to the services, not knowing what the 
outcome would be

Mrs Martinez came in with a lit lie 
cup of black coffee for both of us. 
and we supposed that would be 
our supper, but in a few minutes 
she sat us down to a good hot sup­
per She sal at the table, although 
she did not eat anything Her heart 
was full and liefore the supper was 
over she began to admit all she had 
done and Io admit that she. too.
wanted to know Chris'

She had helped to Invite the peo- 

pie for the service that night, and as 
an opportunity was given she and 
the witch doctor were the first ones 
to stand.

That was a wonderful service that 
night, but that was not the end of 
it. The next day was Sunday and
she and her husband came to Cruces, 
phe had come for baptism, but be­
fore she was admitted for baptism 
she stood and made a public confes­
sion of what she had been and told 
how she had made her husband suf­
fer. what she had done to make him 
leave Christianity, and how she had 
lieen a devil In the home. Now she 
wanted to be a Christian and lead 
others to know Christ.

There also was a man who had been 
lhe doctor of the village for years— 
not h learned man. for he did not 
even know how to read and write and 
had cured with herbs and with super­
stition. He. too. confessed Christ and 
both were baptized that night.

Today, five years later, there is a 
fine station with twenty-three mem­
bers. and no more wltch-craftery. no 
lottery tickets sold, and the Catholics 
have dosed their little mission and 
moved away. The power of the Gospel

Growth in missions, attendance at services 
in homes, and' testimony of new believers 

bring joy to missionary

Eager Attendants at Colon Sunday School

HE blessings In the work have 
been so many that we are sur­
prised how the interest grows 

Cor the Lord’s things. Eight months 
ago we had in our Sunday school an 
attendance of about fifty and now we 
have 200. Now we have two great 
problems—room and teachers, though 
we have started a class for new teach­
ars. We have four other Sunday 
schools in the homes of believers, 
where we meet at 12:30 p. m.. and 
then the four groups come to our 
temple, where we have the Sunday 
^school at 1:30 p. m.

To evangelize the people in this 
tpwn. besides the personal visits, we 
have what we call "servlcios de bar 
rios” (meetings in the homes of be­
lievers). We are having about seven 
services of this kind during the week, 
having two or three in one night in 
different places; some times we have 
In the homes from sixty to a hundred 
persons.

Some Saturdays at 7:30 p. m. we 
meet with the believers In our home, 
pray, and then go out with our little 
organ, to play and sing on the street 
corners where we give a short mes­
sage and invite the people to the 
services on Sunday. In that way we 
have seven or more services in one 
night.

One day we were visiting a lady 
who is going to be baptized, as well 

as her husband She decided for 
Christ a few months ago after she lost 
a two-months-old boy. We went to 
het home to bring some consolation 
and to preach Christ It she wanted 

we said, she must go to Christ 
for forgiveness and He would give 
her peace. So she did and immedi­
ately she found peace and salvation 
Though she has little knowledge of 
the Bible. God is using her now in 
the salvation of others

Her husband works selling vegeta­
bles on the streets in our town. She 
says that before he was converted he 
was all the lime fighting and blas­
pheming in the home, and the moment 
she saw him coming she would ffel 
sick and afraid, but now. since Christ 
changed him. the moment he is at 
home he Is asking her to read the 
Bible for him. I know of two or three 
who have already accepted Christ be­
cause of his testimony

Soul-Winning Converts
Sr. Julio Lezcano is owner of a 

small store. His testimony of con­
version is so good that many persons 
in the neighborhood are now Inter­
ested in the Gospel. Like almost 
everybody in town, he was a Catho­
lic. and his wife and daughters also 
were very fanatic, but his testimony 
and words already have won the good 
battle. Now they are praying at the 

table because of his insistency, and 
we hope that his wife and daughters 
will be converted very soon.

We like to hear his personal testi­
mony at church and his prayer In 
public As a new believer he men­
tions often the joy and peace he has 
since Christ caine Into his heart.

Pedro Boveda. a Spaniard and 
drunkard, was found by Christ. Now 
he is helping some young men in our 
church, giving them free lessons In 
mathematics.

One day. as we went to a country 
town to do personal work and have 
ti service, we visited a house and the 
old lady told us. “I belong to the 
Episcopalian religion. The other day 
we baptized seven children"

When she showed us an Episcopa­
lian tract about baptism (child sprin­
kling) we realized what had hap­
pened The Episcopalian minister hud 
been there and baptized the children, 
without saying a word about the Gos­
pel. charging them fifty cents for 
each. It made us almost sick to 
know that the preacher, who has a 
good salary, does such a thing

We tried to sell the people a New 
Testament for ten cents, and as they 
could not buy It we gave It to them

Competition that Hurts
One day in Colon we went In to 

meet the Episcopalian minister. He 
told us very proudly that in thirteen 
months In Colon and another town 
he had ’baptized" nearly nine hun­
dred babies. Then he said that he 
asks for an "offering’’ of fifty cents 
for each baptism

"I suppose the Roman priest is 
asking God to give you a good place 
in hell." said one of the believers 
who was with me. ’’because you are 
taking their money away " Our be­
liever said to him that the nine hun­
dred baptisms represented not less 
than $1,800 to the priest since the 
Catholic charge Is $2 Instead of fifty 
cents

On another day as we were on a 
corner having a service the Roman 
priest passed with a man who asked 
him if we did him harm.

No. not so much." the priest said 
Th- other group is the one that does 

us harm, because he baptizes (he 
children so cheap "

The priest knows well that when we 
win one it is after he has been bap 
tized In the Roman church.

T HAS la-en unusually hard to 

get any kind of work done today 
Tomorrow is the great feast day 

of the patron saint, and this town is 
a veritable cyclone

I went to a store to get some card­
board. but after a few minutes I saw 
that the people would have no time 
for anything but for dresses and 
shoes for the procession tomorrow 
Every kind of factory in town and 
near town opened Its dAors for a few 
days’ work so that all the women 
could have money for their new 
clot hes

I live on the main street of lIn­
town. and they have come by the hun­
dreds from far and near My house 
and five others where there are more 
Baptists than Catholics are the only 
ones that are not decorated with 
palms and bamboo for the occasion 
The streets look like a freshly grown 
up highway of palms Every woman 
and child as far as 1 can see from 
my door is on the porch or the side­
walk taking in everything that passes

Where Gambling; Prevails
The park is a sight to behold, sim­

ply lined with booths for every kind 
<>f gambling one could Imagine. One 
old countryman said he took a chance 
at forty-five dollars, spending two 
five-dollar bills, all he had, and was 
going hack home with not one cent 
of what he had received from, the 
chickens and eggs he brought in to 
sell

Busy Worker Reaches Hospital Too
WHEN Mrs H R. Moseley arrives 
’’ with her wares (tracts and gos­
pels) for distribution In one of the 
hospitals in Havana, it is ’ just like 
Santa Claus but without the whis­
kers."

"Tlie faces light up with a smile, 
she says. In describing one of these 
Visits.

" Did you bring a Bible for me? 
many ask as their faces light up with 
a smile.

The sidewalks for two blocks around 
the park, and in the park are turned 
into market places, and everything 
from roast pig to peanuts is there. 
You can not hear yourself talk for 
the screaming of the gamblers and 
the sellers.

This morning we were awakened 
all over town with bugle calls and 
bombs al four o'clock, and they tell 
me tomorrow it will be at Iwo.

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Physical Plagues Indicate Spiritual Needs
Medical missionary claims scriptural authority in free clinic 
work for suffering Cubans; says'increased equipment would 

make possible effective ministry

One Mexican Worth

T
HERE are three plagues in 
Cuba—of course there are 
more—which indicate the

physical conditions of the Cuban peo­
ple and their need of medical help.

The first, intestinal parasitism, is 
found among the rural inhabitants of 
Cuba, and in the small towns and 
villages. Most of the country people 
here have some form of intestinal 
parasites.

Though the majority of these para­
sites are extinguishable, yet they do 
not die of themselves, but, on the 
contrary. Increase In these uncared- 
for districts. This is du/ not only 
to the misery and extreme poverty 
but also to the mode of life found in 
these living quarters.

In the large cities like Havana this 
affliction of parasitism is scarcely 
seen, owing to the care and intelli­
gence afforded by the medical cen­
ters sustained by the government and 
other institutions in the capital. But 
the little towns near here need to 
have this plague combated with edu 
cative vigilance, and sanlthry and 
medical care.

Filth and Parasites
I have seen children playing with 

bits of food on the mud floor, and 
then return them to their mouths for 
final consummation after the grime 
from years of dirty deposits on the 
floor has been acccumulated. Some­
times the stream or well from which 
they get their water is far. and so 
their bodies and hands lack that 
cleansing which helps them to keep 
well and healthy. The pigs, chickens 
and dogs wander about and sometimes 
in and out of the house with liberty, 
planting germs of contamination 
where the young children and fam­
ily are.

The animal parasites seen with the 
most frequency are the tenia sagl- 

*nata—the tapeworm; and the tri 
chocephaius dispar—the whipworm, 
which inhabit the cecum and the ap­
pendix usually. We see the ancy- 
lostoma duodenale here, the hook­
worm. and the ascaris lumhricoldes.

A second plague is tuberculosis, which 
germ is $een In such abundance in 
these regions that it fills us with 
astonishment. Recently there were

about four hundred cases from my 
city of Cardenas on the waiting list 
for treatment at the government dis­
pensary at Matanzas. Children, young 
and old. are victims of this disease 
I am thinking at this moment of some 
cases of our church. They present 
pictures of infectious intestinal dis­
eases; gradually growing more seri­
ous and delicate without appetite . 
with high fever and intestinal pain 
which made us suspect tuberculosis 
miliar or granulla, which Indeed it was 
—from which they succumbed, one 
following another. What are we go­
ing to do? Is there no remedy’

Thirdly. I would mention poverty 
and Its attendant misery, for It may 
be counted as a veritable plague 
Owing to the great depression for 
years in Cuba, our workmen have 
very little work, and less still to 
eat!

For example, the father works about 
two months during the sugar season 
and is idle for the rest of the year— 
"Dead time.” it is called In Cuba 
Naturally, this condition only paves 
the way for the spread of these dis­
eases I mention.

What is to be done, then? The 
people today hear the message of sal­
vation. and sometimes do not un

derstand its meaning, for to these 
simple folk, something practical is 
needed to help relieve their suf­
ferings.

Many times it seems to me that I 
read this thought in their faces: 
"Before telling me of your religion 
and the help Christ gives, please do 
something to help me with my se­
vere bodily suffering."

Pitiful, isn't it? But these people 
have so long heard of the Catholic 
■Religion.” with nothing helpful or 
soothing in it for the poor needy ones, 
that a really practical way to win 
them to Christ himself and to His 
beautiful Word. Is to give them a 
real exhibition of aiding them In their 
need.

Following Christ’s Example
You remember that Christ often did 

this way—healed their physical needs 
and then they joyfully and gladly fol­
lowed Him. Note his practice in Mat­
thew 14:14. 15:30. 32. 37

So we sec that Christ's method was 
a practical one. What does this med­
ical missionary need to give them • 
practical interpretation of the Ideals 
of Christ?

First. I need a modest laboratory, 
with such things as an electric cen­
trifuge. centrifuge tubes (plain and 
graduated), stains and reagents, and 
a modest equipment of fluroscope and 
X-ray. I have a microscope and some 
other material.

A modest allowance would be needed 
to sustain the medical worker and the 
helpers here who would assist at tny 
side Also the rent for a suitable 
building for this clinic would be 
needed I believe that if $1.0<« only 
could be raised, this plan so near to 
my heart would be solved The clinic 
could probably be partly self-support­
ing by those who could pay for their 
treatment Dr M. N McCall Ik in 
sympathy with this type of work, and 
who could predict the great good 
which could be done with such an 
institution? Would not this be show­
ing these dear people something very 
tangible and real In our Christian re­
ligion’ Would they not learn to give 
their hearts to Christ. In gratitude 
and loving service for His help 1° 
them ?

T
HEO OLVERA moved to Se­
bastian. Texas, about a year 
and a half ago because he 

could get more regular work In the 
lower valley than where he was liv­
ing.

He bought a small plot of land on 
which was located a very dilapidated 
l wo-room house, but It was to serve 
as home for his family only until 
the rush of the fruit-gathering season 
was over, he thought, then he would 
build a more comfortable home.

In the meantime, however, the 
death angel visited the home twice.
On each occasion Rev. Benito Villar­
real, missionary of the Home Mis­
sion Board, wac called to preach the 
funeral. Each time he preached all 
night to the large groups of friends 
and neighbors as they came to sit 
up with the corpse

So much interest was manifested 
that a two-weeks' revival meeting was 
held In Olvera's yard—there was no 
house large enough to hold the crowd. 
Rev. E. L. Kelly, another missionary 
In the Lower Rio Grande Valley, did 
the preaching.

Twenty-nine people were baptized 
at the close of the meeting and a 
church organized Many more made 
professions of faith but were not ready

to go all the way 
and break with the 
Catholic church. 
However, they are 
gradually taking 
their stand for 
Christ.

Theo Olvera said 
the Lord must 
have a house of 
worship. He gave 
up the plans for 
building his own 
home, even though 
the one in which 
he lived was so 
poor and uncom­
fortable. The only 
way he has to heat 
the home is to build fire in a big 
zinc tub and take it in to the room, 
after the wood has burned down to 
coals.

"The Bible says to seek first the • 
kingdom of God and his righteous­
ness,” he said, and even though he 
didn't have anything to build a church 
with he did not let that deter him.

The other members of the church 
were poorer than Olvera and could not 
help, so he got the discarded railroad 
ties and started a church building.

Dr. J W. Beagle. Rev. J. L. Moye

It now has a roof, 
wooden shutters, 
and doors which

front yard. Theo said he hoped later 
to stucco the outside walls and cell 
it inside and put in a wooden floor. He 
knows that some day they will have 
a nice comfortable church. He has 
that kind of faith in God.

And this man has won already 
twenty-five people to Christ THIS 
YEAR. It takes twenty-three South­
ern Baptists to win one to Christ in a 
whole year Therefore, this one Mex­
ican is worth 575 of us Southern Bap­
tists.

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Calling All Associations! Leaders
' By Roland Q. Leavell

I
F THE Southwide Baptist Revival 
of 1939 attains its mighty pur­
poses, it will be done largely 

through the earnest spiritual efforts 
of the associations! leaders. The rep­
resentatives of evangelism, the mod­
erator, the associations! superintend­
ents of the various departmental 
works, and other leaders must plan, 
prepare, and promote associations! 
programs of evangelism.

Making an Evangelistic 
Survey

Making an evangelistic survey is a 
thrilling experience. Try It. There 
are several pieces of equipment which 
will be helpful, (a) Get a jipncil and 
paper and write down every possi­
bility and every need which occurs 
to you.* (b) Get a map of the associ- 
ational area. (c) Get copies of the 
associations! minutes for the past 
five or ten years. (d) Get a good 
place to pray and to think about 
evangelism in the association.

Write down on the paper several 
things: (a) the average nuin!>er of 
baptisms in the association during 
the past five or ten years, and the 
number you feel your association 
should win to Christ and baptize 
during 1939; (b) churches which have 
not been winning and baptizing any 
new converts for several years; (c) 
pastorless churches; (d) the streets 
in towns or cities where the people 
live who will not go into the promi­
nent churches, but require a mission 
Sunday school and a revival meeting 
of their own because, even though they 
may be geographically close to the 
church, they are socially and educa­
tionally and financially many, many 
miles away; (e) the places where 
schoolhouse meetings, brush arbor 
meetings tent meetings, and street 
meetings are needed; (f) just when 
and where a spring evangelistic rally 
should be held in the association

Setting Up Evangelistic 
Objectives

If 1939 is to be a year of perennial 
evangelism, it must be a year of long- 
range planning, energetic promotion, 
and fervent praying. Therefore, the 
leaders should set up some objectives 
for the year, pray for the attainment 
of these objectives, work for the at­
tainment of those objectives, and lead 

others in the attainment of those ob­
jectives.

Some objectives might be suggested: 
(a) a worthy increase in baptisms; 
(b) at least one baptism in every 
church; (c) an average of one bap­
tism for every twelve members in 
the association; (d) a study course 
in soul-winning taught in every 
church; (e) a revival meeting in 
every church; (f) a religious census 
in every community; (g> a tent meet, 
ing. arbor meeting, school house meet­
ing. or a street meeting in every place 
where such are needed; (h) estab­
lishment of family altars in a large 
number of homes; (1) something def­
inite to be' done to conserve the re­
sults of this evangelistic advance

Promoting Evangelistic 
Publicity

The • objectives for the association 
should l»e given wide publicity. They 
make up-to-date, fresh and interest­
ing copy for the county newspapers 
published in the associatlonal area 
Our associatlonal leaders should util­
ize this means of telling the people 
about the mighty advance In evangel­
ism which Southern Baptists are mak. 
ing this year

I^el every moderator and every as­
sociations! leader of evangelism write 
an article now about the plans, and 
be sure to write another as soon as 
the objectives for the association 
have been formulated

The objectives might be mimeo­
graphed and distributed to all the 
families in all the churches of the 
association. Every pastor would glad­
ly distribute mimeographed copies of 
the objectives.

Planning an Evangelistic 
Rally

Every one of our more than nine 
hundred district associations should 
have a one-day evangelistic rally be­
tween March 1 and May 15. 1939

These rallies should have devo- 
tionals related to soul-winning activ­
ities of the pastors, the church mem­
bers, and the organized groups in the 
churches. They should have round­
table discussions of the associatlonal 
survey and the needs revealed

Other round-table discussions should 
center ubout how to wit souls, how 
to prepare a church for a revival 
meeting, and how to use the church

organizations for soul-winning
The evening of such a rally should 

l»e devoted to trying to bring the un­
saved people of the community to the 
church to hear an evangelistic ser­
mon by one of the pastors.

Conducting Evangelistic 
Conferences

Just before the time for the re­
vival meetings In the rural churches 
there should be some evangelistic 
conferences held in the various sec­
tions of the associatlonal area.

Classes or round-table discussions 
concerning personal soul-winning 
should be held The religious cen­
suses should be taken Evangelistic 
tracts should be distributed Cam­
paigns should be organized Reports 
should be given Souls should be 
won

Remembering Evangelistic 
Truths

Great evangelistic programs and 
revival meetings do not just happen 
They must be prayed down from 
heaven and must be promoted on 
earth.

There is no Instance among the 
ninV hundred Southern Baptist dis­
trict associations where a good show­
ing in evangelism Is recorded except 
where there has been careful organ­
ization and energetic promotion of 
the program

The associatlonal leaders are the

Honestly Facing the Interracial Mission Task

I
N THE light of the present trend 

in race relations and the con­
cern for interracial justice, it is 

well forSis to stop and ask, "What 
does the Negro want?”

This problem is much more serious 
than we have tpken time to consider 
The Negroes are not Inanimate 
things without emotions; they are 
human beings, personalities, with 
unlimited powers for good or bad. 
Although. In many places in the 
South, they dare not raise their voices 
al>ove a whisper nbr make legitimate 
demands upon the public — a con­
dition which proves the point — they 
do have emotions and they do have 
their just causes. They do have ideas 
and ambitions and desires which 
must !>e taken into account.

Usually when the interracial ques­
tion comes up. there Ib a great deal 
of opposition, or passive negligence. 
As one pastor said recently, “when 
the interracial question Is raised. 1 
take a mental vacation, and let the 
others discuss it." Quite so. and his 
kind Is legion

No Desire to Rub Elbows

THE fact that a number of Negroes 
"pass" Is due not so much to their 

desire for rubbing elbows with the
while people as to their desire for a 
better position, or an unquenchable
thirst for certain cultural privileges
which are denied them as Negroes,
and in order to escape certain social 
and economic penalties superimposed 
upon them for no reason on earth 
bin because they are Negroes

No one familiar with the farts can 
dispute that theatres, concert halls, 
churches, conventions and many of the 
vitally cultural institutions open to 
white people are closed to Negroes, 
thereby denying them the privileges 
of cultural improvement. These con­
ditions along with many other simi­
lar handicaps Imposed upon them, 
make them desire a way of escape 
from such Injustices, and thus it 
would seem that they desire inter­
mingling with the white people But 
as a matter of fact, it is the re­
verse.

The Negro race, as a whole, even 
the highly educated class, does not 
have confidence in the white group, 
not even In the ones who are con­
scientiously and sincerely try'ng to 
alleviate their conditions

The white race has been very

By Noble Y. Beall
shortsighted In not recognizing this 
fact. They talk a great deal about 
how to help the colored man without 
realizing that because of a wide­
spread and deep-rooted lack of Con­
fidence. and frequently a thorough 
dislike of the white man. the Negro 
might resent that help.

Every picture has two sides. On 
the Negro's side of the picture there 
Is to be found the same degree of 
distrust, dislike, and contempt that 
many white men have for the Negro

Many intelligent Negroes say. ”1 
only trust a white man so far. no 
matter what he says, for after all he 
Is white "

Simple Bill of Rights

NOW that we have considered the, 
things which the Negro does not 

desire or even look for. suppose we 
try to find just what he does ex­
pect of the white race

1 The Negro wants, not an eatfy 
path, but his just reward after he 
has fought a good fight and traveled 
the hard way of life. He asks no 
favor, but only that he lie given what 
he has earned

2 He wants for his children equal 
educational opportunity. He wants 
them to be able to enter any college 
in the country and take any course 
of study for which they believe 
themselves to have special aptitudes 
He wants them to make their way 
solely on the basis of their merit, 
and not to be retarded because of 
their color

3. When they graduate, he wants 
them to be considered fairly for any 
position for which their special apti­
tudes and qualifications fit them.

4 He wants to know beauty; to be 
aide to respond to the grandeur of 
opera, symphonies and musical con­
certs. to sit in any theatre he wishes 
and see real art enacted before his 
eyes Instead of the second-rate pic­
tures which comes to his local movie 
houses He wants to be allowed to 
make his own place tn the field of 
art and literature and music. He 
wants to seep his soul in the beauty 
of life and find It good. He wants 
just as much of the culture of the 
world as he is capable of appreci­
ating

5. He wants all the economic, 
litical, and civic privileges which 
the right of any law-abiding citizen 
of this country. Should he break any 
of its laws, he asks only for justice 
without discrimination.

6. He wants to be able to worship 
God whenever and wherever he likes 
instead of being restricted to some 
poor little out of the way church 
specially set aside for him. He wants 
if he passes by a beautiful edifice 
and the spirit moves him, to go in 
and find God — not hatred and dis­
crimination and a pulling aside of 
skirts. In other words he wants to 
practice and live his religion as out­
lined by our Lord.

W
HEN illness in his family 
prevented the executive 
secretary of the Home Mis­
sion Board, Dr. J. B. Lawrence, from 

attending the meeting of the Florida 
Baptist Convention, he asked me to 
take his place on the program.

A prominent judge attending that 
meeting, upon hearing my name 
mentioned, remarked to a friend. 
“That is the very man I have been 
wanting to contact, but I did not 
think that he was anywhere within a 
thousand miles of here."

In a little while we we rer  ̂together 
and he was telling me that only a 
day or two before. In discussing the 
Christian religion with a Jewish citi­
zen in his community, he told him 
about me. and that Jewish friend 
had expressed the wish that he might 
meet me. Neither of them expected 
that such meeting could take place 
within several months.

h My schedule had already been 
^napped out, leaving no time between 
engagements, but considering this a 
God-led opportunity which 1 dared 
not postpone, I immediately re-ar- 
ranged my schedule to leave after that 
evening session, spending the night 
in the city where these friends re­
sided, with the hope that I could see 
the man the first thing in the morn­
ing before having to leave again.

Called From Bed
Early the next morning, after much 

prayer, we went to the Jewish home 
and called the man out of bed so that 
I could talk with him before leaving.

No sooner did we get together than 
he remarked, "Strange, only last 
evening I thought of you."

Thus three men desiring to have a 
conference were brought together 
under unusual circumstances: the 
judge, little dreaming that he would 
see me so soon; the Jew. glad to 
see face to face the man about 
whom he had thought a few hours 
earlier; and I, with them, realizing 
the marvelous working of God.

In his dealings with this Jewish 
friend the Christian judge had given 
him convincing and unanswerable 
arguments about the messlahsblp of

Jesus. But the strongest argument 
was the judge's own life.

The present Jewish situation had 
stirred this Jew as It has countless

numbers of others, causing them to 
wonder as to the source of these 
troubles, some even daring to admit 
that it maj all be traced to the crime 
which was committed at Golgotha and 
their refusal to receive the Messiah 
He reasoned along these lines, tak 
Ing the very words out of my mouth

"Had our people,” he said, "accepted 
the offer of mercy, we would have 
been the head of the nations instead

of at the foot; or we might have be- 
come assimilated, and I do not see 
how that would have caused any loss 
to humanity as a whole. It certainly 
would have saved our people a great 
deal of suffering."

Here I Interrupted the man to say 
that personally I do not believe that 
It is God's will for Israel to be as* 
simllated and that they have a great 
and glorious future yet In store for 
them; that this is made very clear 
in the numerous prophecies, as well 
as proven by the fact of the Jews' 
survival throughout the millenniums.

The man had Iteen reading the New 
Testament and bad come to the con­
clusion that it is part and parcel of 
the Old Testament, only a step fur­
ther.

A Difficult Decision
When I asked him to make a public 

profession of Christ and unite with 
the church, he replied: "The import­
ant thing to do is to accept Christ 
in your heart This I am prepared to 
do now; but as to a public profes­
sion. I must give some more thought 
to It before taking that step."

It was not difficult for me to un­
derstand the man's reasoning Be­
fore taking such a stand, a Jew must 
consider many things: the reaction 
of the community and. not the least, 
of his family and friends

We must be patient with these 
young believers and be willing to 
accept them in Christian love, taking 
the place of the old friends and asso­
ciates. Such a manifestation of the 
Christian spirit will do much to give 
them the courage of their convlc- 
t ions.

This experience and numerous oth­
ers similar to It. as well as the word 
from Christian workers both on this 
shore and lands beyond, bear testi­
mony to the fact that this is the 
greatest opportunity the Christian 
church has ever had to win the Lord's 
own people to a knowledge of their 
and our Messiah.
