The more com­
plicated mechanism used demands 
steady nerves, clear eyes and un­
clouded brains, and if we are to win 
this war we had better keep our sol­
diers sober.

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Conscientious Objectors

THE Religious Telescope tells us that 
more than 50% of the total num­

ber of conscientious objectors certified 
by Selective Service authorities belong 
to the Mennonite. Quaker and Breth­
ren denominations.

Up to date 3,286 have been listed 
as conscientious objectors. Jehovah's 
Witnesses claim 204. Among the ma­
jor denominations the Methodists far 
surpass others with a list of 246 The 
Baptists are not listed.

We respect and recognize the con­
scientious convictions of every indi­
vidual. but we rejoice that there are 
millions of men who are willing to 
fight In the defense of their country. 
Let us give to these men the Gospel 
through the chaplains that they may 
not bear the sword In vain.

White Lightening Still Running

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OUR spiritual fathers organized the South­
ern Baptist Convention at Augusta, Geor­
gia, May 8, 1845, for "the purpose of car­

rying into effect the benevolent intention of our 
constituents by organizing a plan for eliciting, 

combining and directing the ener- 
EllClt, gies of the denomination for the 
Combine, propagation of the Gospel.” 
p.- . The purpose of the Convention
1 has not changed, its work has
been vastly enlarged. Many things are included 
now in the program of the Convention which our 
forefathers could not anticipate. The kingdom 
of God is a growing, developing idea, and as our 
social order becomes more complex the kingdom 
interests and activities become more numerous. 
Many agencies have been created since the or­
ganization of our Convention, but the task now, 
as it was then, is to pull in, pull together and 
push out. The objective is the preaching of the 
Gospel of repentance and remission of sins in 
Christ's name to all nations beginning from the 
homeland.

in our kingdom work we are laborers together 
with God. Baptists should not forget this. The 
churches, the boards, the institutions, the con­
ventions -state and south wide—are tied up to­
gether in one great kingdom undertaking. It is 
this unity of interest and purpose and task that 
makes possible and necessary the Co-operative 
Program. Denominational co-operation roots 
here.

Because of Ulis unity of interest and purpose 
in kingdom work each denominational institu­
tion and agency should stand with and for every 
other agency: "One for all* and all for one.” 
There is no other basis upon which we can pro­
ceed with assurance of success. We must also 
renumber that to work together we must work 
for and with each other.

There are some things which, it seems to us. 
are fundamentally essential if we would as a 
denomination work together in eliciting, com- 
biniug and directing our forces in the evangeliza­
tion <>f the world.

1 There is the matter of objective. AH of our 
organizations, conventions, boards, agencies, in- 
sii"’ions and churches should learn what it is 
all bout. The task of one is the task of all.

2 There is the question of relation. We are all 
- ■ urehes, boards, institutions and agencies—

tied up together in one common kingdom enter­
prise. We are "laborers together with God.”

3. There is the problem of emphasis. All of the 
workers should recognize that our agencies are 
not ends in denominational activity, but only the 
means through which we co-operate in kingdom 
work.

4. There is the spirit of co-operation. Our 
agencies and institutions are not rivals or con­
flicting interests, but co-operating factors in 
kingdom undertakings.

5. There is the question of adequate informa­
tion. Our people must be informed about the 
whole work of the whole denomination. We 
go and grow as we know. The state papers and 
the two mission journals should be in the budget 
of every one of our churches.

Allow us to suggest, as a means to denomina­
tional co-operation, that the leaders in all the 
organizations, agencies, boards and institutions 
among Southern Baptists should come together 
for a week at Ridgecrest every year to study the 
whole denominational program. We have seg­
mental meetings and meetings of groups repre­
senting special interests. These are essential. 
There is danger, however, that these meetings 
if continued indefinitely without any sort of 
effort to think things together, may break us 
up into units which assume that what they are 
doing individually is a complete kingdon/piS.-, 
gram.

Baptists are one great, big brotherhood. Their 
interests are one. They have one Lord, one faith, 
one baptism, one Great Commission. The Holy 
Spirit has been given to them that they might 
have power. If there ever was a time in all their 
history when Baptists should move as one man 
toward the solution of the problems which this 
age is thrusting upon them, it is now. In the 
name of our Lord and for His glory let us walk 
and work together as we travel with Christ to­
wards tomorrow.

The spiritual state of our churches is an index 
of the efficiency and wholesomeness of their mis­
sionary activities. There is an immediate con­
nection between the spiritual life of a church 
and its ministries. Hence, a need for a Home 
Mission passion, for we cannot carry abroad what 
we do not possess at home.
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How Do the Missionaries
Work With the Deaf? a.t.d.

A THERE are a hundred or more places throughout the 
• South where work la carried on regularly among the 

45,000 deaf. Obviously the Board’s staff of only two mis­
sionaries, one working east and the other west of the Miss­
issippi River, can visit this number of mlssons over such a 
large area only infrequently. The work must depend for its 
continuance, therefore, upon volunteer workers at these 
mission points, the missionaries meanwhile visiting the com­
munities as often as possible In an itinerant ministry. At the 
right E. D. Ward of Atlanta is commenting on a sermon 
preached recently to the deaf congregation of his city by 
Missionary J. W. Gardner. "Good.” he says in the sign lan­
guage. “Yes." agrees Mrs. Ward.

A. Tire constitution of the South­
ern- Baptist Convention provides that 
t4ie Board shall consist of eighteen 
members residing at or near the local-

are elected by the Convention upon 
recommendation of a committee, and 
are elected for terms of three years. 
The Board is divided Into three groups 
so that the term of one-third of the 
membership expires each year.

25.259.

A. The latest estimate gives a total 
of 5.104.327.

A. The Board has a number of 
missionaries among the Italians as 
well as other workers laboring among 
mixed" nationalities on various fields.

Q. Ho* much 
expense in the 
printing of South­
ern Baptist Home 
Missions is borne 
out of mission of­
ferings received by the Board? G. R. E.

A. In the Home Mission Board’s 
bookkeeping set-up, as shown In the 
audited financial statements, income 
and expenditures on the magazine and 
mission study books are kept in one 
joint account, since both the magazine 
and the books are printed and dis­
tributed to promote Home Missions 
In 1941 the Board expended on its mag­
azine and books a total of $13,130.85 
and received from subscriptions, ad­
vertising and book sales $14,216.25. 
which means that these promotional 
materials represented no expense at 
all to mission funds but that they ac­
tually brought in a net piofit of $1. 
085.40. This unusual record was pos­
sible because most of the magazine 
paper stock had been purchased in the 
previous year. However, over a three- 
year period. 1939 through 1941. all 
Issues of the magazine and mission 
study hooks were printed at a total 
net cost of $1,964.43. during which 
time the Board printed 1.532.630 copies 
of Southern Baptist Home Missions 
and approximately 225.000 copies of 
mission study books.

Q. Please give me information as 
to requirements for becoming a Home 
Missionary. C. O.

A. The requirements for work with 
the Home Mission Board are general 
rather than specific. As stated by 
Dr. J. B. Lawrence, these requirements 
are: (1) genuine experience of con­
version; (2) the ability to tell a lost 
person how to become a Christian; 
and (3) a divine call to a specific 
Home Mission task. Specific prep­
aration for the work to which one feels 
called is regarded as a valuable qual-

ificatlon and is given proper consid­
eration by the Board in making ap 
polntments.

Q. is there any difference in re­
quirements for missionaries for soar 
foreigh-speaking settlement, except 
for the language? C. O.

A. The nature of Home Mission 
tasks is such as to require a special­
ist In every field, so that for work 
among any group one Is needed who is 
qualified by background and experi­
ence in such a way as to make him 
able to render effective service with 
that group. Thus, he needs to under 
rtand the customs, habits, attitudes 
traditions, as well as the language 
of the people with whom he works 
The Board seeks missionaries who are 
superbly qualified through training 
and experience for work in the group? 
among whom they will serve

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Financial, Spiritual Progress
Revealed In Board’s Report

O
FFERINGS to Home Missions 
in 1941 broke an eighteen- 
year record, the Board's an­

nual report to be made at the meet­
ing of the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion in San Antonio will reveal.

Income to the Board from all sources 
last year reached a total of >782,251.82. 
which was more than reported In any 
year since 1924 when the amount was 
>1.004,747.

In climbing to more than three- 
quarters of a million dollars last year, 
receipts of the Board jumped >222.- 
083.73, or 40%. above the total of 
>560,168.09 for 1940.

Spiritual progress is also noted in 
the Board’s report. Dr. M. N. McCall, 
superintendent of Cuban missions, 
sounds the keynote in his statement 
that present conditions are "good for 
the missionary in the sense that peo­
ple are more willing to hear.’’

Places of worship, he adds, are full­
er than ever before. "Many seem to 
be thinking more seriously about God 
and the meaning of life," Dr. McCall 
comments.

"The report of the work for the 
year." he summarizes, "shows a 10%

increase in baptisms, an 8% increase 
in general offerings and Increase along 
the lines of general activities."

On the Cuban field the Board now 
has ninety-three workers, six more 
than reported a year ago. These con­
ducted 14,578 services last year in 162 
churches and missions; they made 
57.188 missionary visits and distrib­
uted 567.580 tracts and 10.597 Bibles 
and Scripture portions.

The report lists two needs in the 
Cuban work, one "which only God 
can give — development according to 
the measure of our faith"; and the 
other "which only our brethren can 
Kive—more liberal provision for our 
workers, more and better equipment, 
more workers and the prayers of 
Southern Baptists."

Baptists Witness Revival
“This big business of evangelism Is 

clamoring eternally for the primal 
place In every phase of Southern Bap­
tist endeavor." Dr. Roland Q. Leave! 1 
asserts in his final report as super­
intendent of evangelism before assum­
ing the pastorate of First Baptist 
Baptist Church. Tampa. Florida.

"Southern Baptists have been ex­

periencing the most remarkal.io 
vival in their history," the report 
states, and as evidence the record of 
1,168,029 baptisms in five years !■ 
cited.

The superintendent lists as the 
greatest needs in evangelism (1 > a co- 
ordinated. comprehensive program of 
evangelism in the 908 associations and 
(2) more personal soul-winners.

Workers in the department of mis­
sions in the homeland, of which Dr. 
J. W. Beagle Is field secretary, report 
5.560 professions and 2.574 baptisms.

The report further summarizes the 
activities of the 280 missionaries in 
this department: services conducted. 
27.242; religious visits, 74.329; 
churches and missions served, 631; 
membership, 16.530; Bibles and Gos­
pels distributed. 6.661; tracts dis­
tributed. 218.616; periods taught in 
day schools and kindergartens. 11.605.

Workers in this department "are 
contacting people that speak twenty- 
six different languages which does not 
include the tribal Indian dialects "

Jewish work, according to Rev Ja­
cob Gartenhaus. has been character­
ized "as a year of the greatest trag­
edy on one hand, and the greatest 
spiritual triumphs on the other." An 
excerpt from the annual report of 
the Jewish department is given on 
page 8.

The report of the new department

of education quotes the resolution 
adopted by the Board to establish the 
new department "to correlate our 
work in publicity and education."

The resolution, dated February 5. 
1942. provides “that we create a De­
partment of Education to Include pub­
licity'Knd misslofr study, and. second. 
Ihat Rev. Joe W. Burton be designated 
as the head of this department with 
the title of Secretary of Education and 
that Mrs. I’na Roberts Lawrence l>e 
designated as Mission Study Editor 
In this department."

The department’s report indicates 
that a two-fold task has been under­
taken. namely, ”(1> to produce the 
materials for study and -promotion, 
and <21 to give direction to the use 
of these materials." In the past year, 
the report reveals, the Board has print­
ed and distributed some 60.000 mis­
sion study books and 644.080 copies 
of twelve Issues of Southern Haptist 
Home Mixtions.

Spiritual Ministry to Armed Forces
"The youngest, yet probably the 

most far-reaching movement of our 
missionary enterprise." according to 
Dr Alfred Carpenter In the report of 
the department of camp work, has had 
as its purpose "to render a spiritual 
ministry to our armed forces through 
and with the chaplains and to the 
communities contiguous to the camps 
and in defense centers "

Requiring most of the superintend­

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Tragedy and Triumph Mark
Thrilling Year Among Jews

O
NE finds It most difficult to 
record all of a busy year's 
work when one day of experi­

ences alone would more than fill many 
pages. From month to month we have 
sought to acquaint our people with 
the work among Israel through South­
ern Baptist Home Missions. from plat­
form and pulpit; but even then we 
have only been able to touch on the 
marvelous works of grace.

The past year may be summed up 
as a year of the greatest tragedy on 
one hand, and the greatest spiritual 
triumphs on the other. Satanic fury 
has burst forth in all its intensity 
seeking to wipe the Jews from the face 
of the earth. One calamity after an­
other has befallen them. They have 
fled from one pursuing enemy, only 
to fall Into the clutches of a more ruth­
less one. Cold, hunger and murder 
have been their lot, children dying in 
the arms of their mothers. One shud­
ders at the reports from all parts of 
the world.

Endure Ghastly Tortures
“Never before in all their unhappy 

history," declares the London Jewish 
Chronicle, "has the savage hate of 
which they are victims sunk to such 
depths. Jews have been forced to dig 
their own graves and then have been 
buried in them alive. Whole Jewries 
have been uprooted and despoiled, or 
thrown into slavery, or locked up in 
ghettos. * or cast adrift on the open 
seas in hell ships, drifting amid hor­
rors from one inhospitable land to 
another, or at the end finding in the 
waves oblivion of their ghastly tor­
tures.”

But amidst this tragic condition of 
the Jew, he has taken time for an In-

ventory in regard to hls spiritual wel­
fare. . He is crying out for a faith 
strong enough to carry him through 
the valley of the shadow of death. Hls 
heart and ears are inclined to the mes­
sage of hope.

In a letter from a cultured young 
Jew now in the service, he expresses 

appreciation of the literature I sent 
him which, he says, "was most wel­
come. as army life offers very little 
in the way of spiritual matter. As 
Kipling once wrote, ‘Army barracks 
aren't conducive to spiritual develop­
ment!’

"In quiet moments, while relaxing 
on our bunks, we try to find a solu­
tion to our difficulties, but all we do 
is rehash intellectual platitudes voiced 
by international experts, and then find 
ourselves against a stone wall, no 
nearer the answer than before. PER­
HAPS YOUR GROUP HAS THE SO­
LUTION."

Reaching Jews In Camps
Some months ago I was introduced 

to this young intellectual by a Chris­
tian friend, his fellow teacher. The 
two came to Washington from a neigh­
boring city with the sole purpose of 
meeting me and we spent several hours 
together during which time some of 
the most heart-searching questions 
were raised, and 1 sought to convince 
him that in Christ alone is the only 
solution to Individual, national and 
international problems.

Later In the evening they both accom­
panied me to the church where I 
spoke Again I sought to impress 
upon this young man and the others 
present that only in Christ tnay we 
ever hope for a universal brotherhood, 
that whenever He enters the front 
door of the heart, prejudice, hatred and 
misunderstanding flee out the back 
door; that this middle wall of parti 
tlon which has divided individuals and 
races crumbles to the ground when 
Christ is permitted to reign in the 
hearts of the people.

I did not hear from this young man 
for many months until Uncle Sam 
called him to the service and sent him 
to a Georgia camp from which he 
wrote me that it might be the hand 
of fate that brought him so near to 
me. as later developments clearly In 
dicated it to be.

From the Bible Institute Colportage 
Association of Chicago comes a let­
ter stating. "You will be Interested in 
the enclosed letter, which Is a copy 
of one that reached us. It is from a 
Jewish soldier at Fort Knox."

I quote the' following from that let­
ter: "I am a Jewish soldier of the 
mechanized force. I am not saved. I 
hjeard Dr. Gartenhaus on the radio.'

He spoke In Yiddish. We have 500 
Jewish boys here on the post.”

Immediately upon receipt of this 
letter I contacted this young man and 
within less than a month he was not 
only gloriously saved himself, but was 
busy trying to win the other 500 of 
hls own race to a knowledge of the 
Saviour. I sent him one hundred 
tracts and In less than a week he 
wrote for more.

Packages of tracts and Testaments 
have been sent to other camps. One 
of the chaplains reported. "Those Jew­
ish boys are eating up everything we 
have given them and are asking for 
more."

Spiritual Hunger Prevalent

Whenever I hear of such a hunger 
I wish I had been twins so that I 
could redouble my efforts. These are 
just a few echoes which describe the 
spiritual hunger of the Jewish youth 
in the camps.

Through our literature, and I say 
it humbly, we have almost encircled 
the globe. Jews In hundreds of com­
munities whose names have been fur­
nished by Christian friends, are reg­
ularly receiving the Mediator which 
has literally revolutionised Jewish 
thinking. It has opened doors long 
shut, softened hearts (hat were once

like stone, and It has been the means 
of winning many of my people to their 
long looked-for Messiah

In one city it has aroused suffi­
cient interest to bring the Jewish 
people together for a study of the 
New Testament.

In another city where it preceded 
me. it was not only the means of 
bringing the leading Jewish citizens 
to the church, but brought us together 
for a conference in one of their homes 
after the evening service, which last­
ed until the early hours of the morn­
ing. during which time heart-search­
ing questions were asked. I was as­
sured that this would not be the last 
of it. but that this meeting would be 
followed by similar meetings for fur­
ther study

During the past year the demands 
for my services have been too numer­
ous to fill. I have been on a constant 
“go" with little time to rest If is 
difficult to say "no” when the oppor­
tunities for service are so great

The other day I met a man who 
seemed to have a cultured mind. As 
1 began to talk with him about his 
salvation he appeared to be Interested 
I discovered, however, that he had 
very little knowledge of the Bible, 
and that in many things he Is in doubt 
whether it Is truth or not. He told 
me that he thinks the Bible contains 
many errors, and I asked him to show 
me even one error.

He called attention to Gen. 1:11.16. 
In the eleventh verse Moses describes 
the creation of grass and herbs yield­
ing fruit after its kind, and in the 
sixteenth verse he describes when God 
made two great lights, the greater 
light to rule the day. and the lesser 
light to rule the night.

So my friend upon these verses 
brings an argument, saying that 
Moses makes a very great mistake, 
because science has proved that grass 
and herbs could not exist without the 
sun. whereas Moses had the grass 
and herbs created first on the third 
day. and the sun and moon on the 
fourth day.

"So Moses is entirely opposed to sci 
ence.” he concluded

After my friend finished his argu­
ment. I said to him: "I am not sur­
prised that so many men speak of 
science as a supreme authority, and 
I believe science Is right when it is 
understood rightly, because when sci­
ence is well understood It Is found to 
back the teachings of the Bible from 
•Genesis to Revelation. So science is 
not responsible for so many absurd­
ities which the scientists are trying to 
explain from their own Inclinatons

"Look here.” I said, "remember that 
Moses was educated in the best col­
leges of his time, that ho spent forty 
years practicing the affairs of re­
sponsibility at the royal court of 
Pharaoh in Egypt, and that his mind 
was developed in a peculiar way more 
than the scientists of his day. So

Moses, in giving us the description of 
the creation of this world. Is using 
both sciences, the natural and the spir­
itual."

1 then called attention to Gen 1:3. 
"And God said, let there be light, and 
there was light." Light was made by 
God on the first day (verse 5i. I 
asked my friend to explain to me If 
(his light was the same light of the 
sun as In the fourth day, and I tell you 
that he was embarrassed from hit 
head to his feet! His reply was that 
he did not know.

I said to my friend. "Moses knew 
more science than any of the scien­
tists of all ages and of today Moses 
says that God made the light on the 
first day. and that means the light 
with al) its powers and functions over 
all the things created by God

I advised my friend that it Is bet­
ter for him to study his Bible to 
know the purpose for which God cre­
ated man. the fall, and also about the 
love and compassion which God has 
toward al) men. He promised that 
hereafter he will take my advice.—

117HEN a young Frenchman 
’’ who had been converted at 

a mission operated by our church 
was killed in an accident at a 
defense plant here I was asked 
to conduct the funeral service.

Rev. Maurice Aguillard. Home 
Board missionary, assisted by 
bringing a message in the 
French language, for many of 
the members at the mission are 
French

As Brother Aguillard spoke. I 
noticed many of the older people 
listened intently, for some could 
scarcely speak the English lan 
guage Some were Catholics and 
perhaps had never heard a Gos 
pel message.

They did not miss a word, as 
ihe missionary poured out his 
heart to them In their own 
tongue, as he held up Jesus as 
the only hope of salvation and 
asserted that His blood alone 
cleanses from all sin. It seemed 
that God took complete charge 
of the service and the message 
was delivered with a gripping 
power.

Brother Aguillard has been 
able to get Into many French 
Catholic homes, but there were 
still many homes where he want­
ed to go. but the doors would 
not be opened. Now. since the 
funeral, there are more doors 
opening to him than he has 
time to enter.

His type of work is of such 
a nature that it cannot be ad­

ing their tithes with them.
The superintendent and his wife, 

who. according to the missionary,

vertised. His plans must be 
made quietly. He makes his con­
tacts with Catholic homes, 
through Baptist friends or rel­
atives, then goes in and brings 
the Gospel message.

"Brother Aguillard." said the 
French wife, "my father and 
mother, aged sixty-five and 
fifty-five respectively, are Cath­
olics and have never heard the 
kind of a Gospel you preach.

It was a drive of twenty-seven 
miles to the home. At first 
there was little concern as the 
missionary preached Jesus to 
them. Practically all the sup­
port he received was from the 
two new converts and some of 
our church people who work at 
the mission.

After the second trip, there was 
some conqern. and finally the 
Holy Spirit’s convicting power 
was felt and both were won to 
Christ, and then they were 
brought to our church and bap­
tized.

Brother Aguillard’s work reads 
like the second chapter of the 
Acts of the Apostles. Thank 
God for sending him and his 
wife our way.

We thank God. too. thrfi Hb. 
can turn a funeral into an occa­
sion where the lost can come 
and hear the Gospel for the first 
time in their own language.

MISSION which I once served 

on the French field grew so 
rapidly in numbers and in 

stewardship that it soon surpassed the 
church which had sponsored the mis­
sion.

This happy experience was mine in 
a mission known as Grosse Tete, in 
the French country of Louisiana, some 
eleven miles from the church location. 
The work at Grosse Tete was so suc­
cessful that In a short time after it 
was started the mission had outgrown 
the mother church in membership.

It was evident that stewardship 
must be taught these incoming con­
verts, who numbered about seventy- 
five in that one community In the 
period of four years. The only way 
I knew to teach these new Chris­
tians was to bring them to the knowl­
edge of God's command about the 
tithe. I preached sermons on tithing 
and giving for the ongoing of God's 
kingdom work.

Some Baptists who lived in the com­
munity previous to the mission work 
had takfen their places in the leader­
ship in the Sunday school of the mis­
sion. Some of these objected severe­
ly to my preaching on the tithe to 
these poqr people because they said 
the folks were too poor but I went 

■on preaching God's word on giving.

Leaders Learn Lesson

Remarks were made that Brother 
Thibodeaux was trying to abuse the 
poor converts, but very soon some of 
the poorest of these converts were 
bringing tn the tithe and gifts to God. 
In a short time the folks were co- 
-operating sb well In their giving that 
the leaders themselves received a stew­
ardship lesson from the poor Chris­
tians who were doing their best.

The mission soon built a church 
building which had been needed. Many 
said it could not be done as the^people

were unable, but through the consist­
ent giving of a group of the people, 
very soon the beautiful little chapel 
was dedicated free of debt, having 
been constructed through local funds 
altogether. Stewardship was evident.

Later on. the church was organized 
with fifty-seven charter members and 
has been a growing church ever since 
It has been the most promising mis­
sion church 1 have ever served. 1 be­
lieve the success was largely due to the 
teaching and co-operation In steward 
ship by the people.

It is to be remembered that most of 
the converted Catholics are hard to 
be approached on the money question, 
as they have been under the Influence 
of the force-pay system that makes It 
hard to present stewardship In such

a way that they do not feel they are 
being pushed.

Two French couples moved to the 
community, and I visited In their 
home to read my French Bible to 
them. Within one year they were bap­
tized converts.

The first time 1 preached on tithing 
following their conversion they be­
came faithful tithing stewards of God 
and have been ever since, even though 
they have moved to another com­
munity. Once a French convert un­
derstands the plan of giving of the 
Bible, he becomes a faithful steward.

l*oor Convert Makes Offering
A dear French mother In the French 

quarters in New Orleans was a con­
vert in one of the street corner meet­
ings which I had been holding. She 
and her husband both made profes­
sions on that street corner. I visited 
them In their third-story apartment, 
and had services there

I was leaving the city of New Or­
leans and tills wife and mother came 
to me with two dollars. I refused to 
lake the money at first, but then I 
saw she was hurt. She said that she 
wanted to help me tell the saving 
news to someone like she had been. 
It made her so happy when I took the 
money. Iiecause she felt sure that 
someliody else would be led to Christ. 
A convert with such a desire can eas­
ily lie led to tithe or give to the 
Lord's work and so become a good 
steward.

HERE there Is no vision of

It was only about six years ago that 
the backward and benighted people 
on our mission field seemed to gel 
their first glimpse of the true vision 

( stewardship, in giving money t > 
the Lord's work.

For many years even the Christian 
people seemed to have had only th" 
idea that they were to just sit n-d 
get or recelv • The light of steward 
-hip had never pierced through dark 
loads of their personal vision of self 

i-hness.
Six years ago I presented and tried 

■o make clear the fact that every 
' hristlan could have and should have 

। part in obeying the command of 
tosus to take or send the Gospel to 
<11 the world.

The Holy Spirit soon caused the 
--rales of darkness to fall from the 
yes of the people and they began to 

ire, and blessings of joy came as they 
-aw that It was not so much the 
imount of the gift that Jesus looked 
ipon. hut the giver as to ability and 
purpose of heart.

They expressed praise to God at the 
thought of the widow's mite. They 
'hanked God for the joy which filled 

their hearts. They rejoice now that 
they can have a part in helping send 
the Gospel to al) the world.

We have no definite record of how 
long this particular mixed race has 
existed In this part of the world But 
we do have the record that there have 
been Christians and even some form 
<>f church life for half a century

Still to the date of this new light 
of stewardship they had never given 
a dime, according to records, outside 
ihe upkeep of their own little local 
church

Calling Ip The Collection
since that date our people have giv­

en their mite. They are systematic 
givers to the Co-operative Program. 
I have In hand receipts for $164.74 
which they have given for same

Our people give liberally according 
to their abilities and. too. they are 
joyful givers. May 1 illustrate by giv­
ing the exact words of one of our men 
nt the close of a preaching service one 
night.

After having many disturbances dur­
ing the service and feeling discouraged 
over the conditions. I asked that the 
people stand for the benediction. I 
had forgotten to call for the collec­
tion for the Co-operative Program. 
May the Lord forgive me.

As the people stood to their feet, 
this man said. "Let me say a few 

words." All remained standing as 
we heard what he said.

"We are about to make the same 
mistake we made one time before," 
he continued, "and I do not want us 
to do it. We failed one time before to 
call up the money for the Co-operative 
Program and I just did not feel right 
about It for several days. I missed 
the joy in my heart. Now, cold or 
no cold, I want us to take time to call 
for that money if wo do not get but 
one red penny."

Then he added, "The Lord said It 
is a better blessing to give than to 
receive. He will give a happy bless­
ing in our hearts when we give to 
Him. And If we really need It He 
will give us a blessing in our pocket­
books."

Joy Comes From Giving
Then he told thia about himself. 

"One time I was a long ways from 
home in the big city of New. Orleans. 
I was dressed up, but I had only one 
nickel in my pocket, and I did not 
know how I would get home or get 
my next meal.

“As I had my head dropped a per­
son called to me. I looked up and 
there stood a pitiful looking person.
“ He said. ‘Mister, give me a nickel.'

"He did not ask me to give him 
what I did not have, but exactly what 
I had in my pocket. I forgot myself 
and pulled out the nickel and gave it 
to him without saying a word.

"After I had walked two blocks and 
‘till thinking of the beggar I saw and 
picked up a fivedollar bill."

Our people say they want their 
children to know how to live and 
also how to give. They wlJXTnk^even 
babies in their arms up Io the m«ey 
table and place a nickel or dlme^n 
their hands and then have the baby 
put the money on the table.

A few days ago a man said, "My 
little three-year-old likes to go to 
Sunday school and church better than 
anything. She talks during the week 
about putting money on the table for 
the Lord.”

Underfed Infant Has New Chance
Worker Finds Food and Loving Care for Babe; 
Parents Given Sorely Needed Spiritual Ministry

THE little nine-month-old bun­
dle I rushed to Harriet Lane 

Dispensary three weeks ago was 
skin and bones, a pitiful sight to 
behold.

Weak and hungry from lack 
of food and care, she tried re­
peatedly to put a dirty little fist 
to her mouth. Her cry was 
faint! I wondered whether I 
would get her there alive!

The news of her arrival spread 
and soon six doctors had looked 
her over.

"Get a bed for a constant drip 
ready immediately." was the or­
der, and within an hour Marie 
was in the arms of a kind nurse 
and on her way upstairs to a 
new chance in life.

She had a good start at birth, 
weighing eight pounds, but had 
never been fed cereal, vegetables, 
orange juice or given rod liver 
oil. and milk and tea only helped 
her to tip the scales at ten 
pounds.

Her parents were "share­
croppers” as the welfare called 
them. After they returned Iasi 
fall there was no steady Income 
Their three rooms contained a 
stove and baby's carriage — no 
other furniture

A dissipated young father re 
garded liquor and cigarettes 
more essential than food and 
milk for his four little ones and 
the few cents received in pay 
for cardboard and rags had to 
supply his wants first of all.

I saw little Marie the next 
day. A thrush mouth was 
treated with gentian and the 
purple lips against the smooth

Already one-third of 
the funds\for this shipment are 
in There are sweaters, pajamas, 
dresses, kimonos perhaps the 
last I will be able to buy for 
the "duration" as the Red Cross 
Is in need of them.

Little Marie will come back 
home In nice new little warm 
garments — but I hope not for 
a long time to come.

We must find a place to take 
her until she regains her 
strength and Is normal for her 
age.

When we do take her home 
she will t>e welcomed by a moth 
er who already has l>een won to 
Christ By that time we hope 
io have touched the father's 
heart, too, although drink is his 
curse

Espinosa of our Spanish-American

among the first to become identified 
with the work.

tian living and service."

"There was a time when my hus­
band was making almost twice as 
much as he Is making now." Mrs. Es­
pinosa told my wife, "and yet we were 
always having a hard time financially 
Shu-e we have begun to honor the 
L'id with our money, It seems that 
th< Lord has blessed us in everything 
th,' we have undertaken."

After wandering around for years 
he finally drifted into the Kickapoo 
mission and was converted. Here he 
became not only a living example of 
the saving grace of God but an in­
spiration to the Kickapoo members in 
the stewardship of his talents and 
substance.

He has used his time for thjkJ^ord 
by keeping the mission building arxA 
grounds clean and beautifying the 
yards with shrubbery and flowers.

Until Missionary DeVille 
Brought Her Out

FAR down the bayou from the mis­
sionary’s home on Point au Chien 

Rev. Berkman DeVille. Home Board 
worker among the French Indians in 
lower Louisiana, found an eighty-six- 
yea r-old grandmother living in a crude 
hut over the mud.

After trudging over four miles 
through the marsh — through which 
one could go only by walking — the 
missionary found the old woman sit­
ting forlornly on the floor of her sim­

ple shack.

place and had kept warm by it all 
winter. Each night, she said, she 
climbed up to her son’s house to sleep 
on the floor.

Back at his home the missionary 
made a pack of quilts, blankets, sheets, 
towels and soap, and again he plodded 
through the mud to carry these neces­
sities to the forsaken and probably 
unwanted grandmother.

Later Mrs. DeVille joined her hus­
band in securing a bed for the woman 
some distance away in a daughter’s 
camp boat. Brother DeVille took her 
tn his arms and carried her there.

“She has sat so long flat on the 
floor until she cannot sit in a chair," 
says Mrs. DeVille. “I have walked 
there every othe? day for the last two 
weeks. As we minister to her phys­
ical needs we are trying to show her 
the w*ay to that better home.”

Just such ministries require much 
of the missionary's time. Brother De-

Ten or eleven children live in this 
one-room hut. All of them could not 

get in the doorway.

This eighty-six year old grandmother lived in this hut in the Louisiana marshes
until Missionary DeVille found her more comfortable quarters.

Ville reports. “Much of our lime I* 
spent. ’ he explains, "in taking people 
to the doctor, reading and writing let­
ters for them, and giving them advice 
as they come for counsel

1 told a lawyer the other.day that J 
I was going to have to study law and I 
medicine^”

One morning to the Home Board !

elbow down in one solid blister.

"The skin was all off." says Mrs. 
De Ville "I nearly fainted as I looked 
at it I dressed it twice a day until 
it was well We have much of this 
to do.”

Out of an enrollment of thirty-two 
< hlldren Brother DeVille says that 
only four were Baptists and three oth- 
• is were from Baptist homes

So twenty-five out of the thirty- 
iwo were Catholics and came out of 
Catholic families,” he states. "The 
priest worked hard to make these 
families take their children out of our 
school, but they all refused and said 
they were satisfied."
