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United States Liquor Bill

NEVER before, possibly, In the his­
tory of the world has there been 

such liquor drinkers as Americans of 
today. Drew Pearson, In. his Merry- 
go-round, tells us that Americans con­
sumed In 1942, 171,000,000 gallons of 
liquor. He also tells us that liquor 
consumption has increased steadily 
since the repeal of prohibition in 1933. 
In 1934, 58.000,000 gallons were con­
sumed. This has gone up to 171,000.- 
000 gallons, and yet we were told by 
the liquor forces that the repeal of 
the Eighteenth Amendment would stop 
drinking.

We sincerely hope that every Bap­
tist who voted for the repeal has be­
come disillusioned, for we are now 
face to face with a problem of de­
stroying the licensed liquor traffic, 
or having liquor destroy our people.

Spiritual Awakening Needed
Q OGER BABSON, in his syndicated 

newspaper column, says: “If this 
war is fought to a finish, it will end 
only when we repent of our sins, re­
adjust our wasteful standards of liv­
ing, and once more make God the rul­
er of our homes, schools, businesses 
and nation.”

There is in this statement the Im­
plication that the war now raging is 
a judgment upon the sin of the world, 
and that we have been drawn into it 
because of our sins as a people and a 
nation. There is food for thought 
here.

There is a dreaded implication as 
well. If the war will be brought to 
a satisfactory conclusion only when 
we repent of our sins and bring God 
back into our lives as a people, then 
from what we see going on the end 
is far off. It would be well to read 
and study Habakkuk.

Broadcasting Stations Grow
npHE annual report of the broadcast- 
* Ing industry shows that 817 sta­

tions are in operation as compared 
with 765 in 1940. The three national 
networks, the five regional chains and 
the 817 stations reported 23,666 em­
ployees, with a weekly payroll of $1.-

138,249. Radio is one business that 
has continued to grow in both size 
and activity in spite of the war.

We will be wise as Christians if we 
recognize this growing Industry and. 
while we can, secure time on the air 
so that we can broadcast our message 
to the world.

The returns, he tells 
us, indicate that it is one of the most 
profitable pieces of work they are 
doing.

Any man is blind religiously if 
he does not see the whole world as the 
object of Christ’s redeeming grace.

Is Science Sufficient?
IULIAN HUXLEY, grandson of Dar- 
" win's great Interpreter, Thomas 
Huxley, is reported In Time Magazine 
as saying, "When men assert that the 
scientific approach is Incomplete, it 
is because they have not been willing 
to follow it to its final conclusion, or 
because they are mistaking an early 
stage in Its growth for full develop­
ment."

Evidently Huxley assumes that sci­
ence has reached the ultimate, which 
it has not. What was accepted by 
scrientlsts a decade or two ago is now 
rejected. New theories are constant­
ly proposed and set out as if they were 
actual facts. Huxley had better wait 
until scientists agree on what Is truth 
before he exalts science above religion.

He assumes too much and he affirms 
too much. He declares that the "world, 
living and lifeless, mental and physi­
cal, is composed of one stuff. In repro­
duction there is no moment in which 
life enters. The offspring Is merely 
a detached portion of the parental liv­
ing substance."

We wonder how Mr. Huxley knows 
all this? Has he been able to pierce 

the veil that separates the physio*] 
from the spiritual? Has he looked 
Into the secret processes of birth and 
found that there Is no connection be­
tween God and the new-born babe?

The trouble with our scientists U 
that they assume what they do not 
know and proceed as if there Is noth­
ing beyond their ken.

Some of us know that there Is on 
the other side of the shores of the 
physical a spiritual world and through 
the experience that has come Into our 
hearts we know that God comes into 
human life.

Wonderful Progress In 
Inventions

AT a recent meeting of the American 
** Physical Society in Washington, 
a double crystal spectrometer was pre­
sented which operates on the principle 
of the X-ray and is so powerful that 
it makes visible the Inner structures 
of metals. With this Instrument one 
can look into all the structural in etale 
being used and be sure that there are 
no defects.

But this is not all. An American 
radio scientist also described a new 
microscope which magnifies an inch 
to half a mile. Another proposition 
was to cure disease by raising the 
temperature of the human body; that 
is. by simply burning out the dis­
ease germs.

But this Is only a small part of what 
will take place. The discoveries made 
during this world war period will 
practically revolutionize our whole 
social structure and change all Inter­
national relations. Television will 
come in and be perfected so that we 
can preach the Gospel to the entire 
world over a broadcasting station that 
will give the entire church set-up. The 
people in every land will be able not 
only to hear the preacher, but will 
also see him.

And. with everything else, there will 
come a universal language. This is in 
the offing. Our preachers then will 
lie able to speak to the entire world 
in a language that everyone can under­
stand. My. what a day we are living 
In for the spread of the Gospel!
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Christian 
Co-operation 
Instead of Organic 

Church Union

THE world is confronted today with destruc­
tive forces which are mighty, menacing and 
sinister. They must be overcome before we 
can have a better world. But the picture is not 

altogether dark. There are forces of righteous­
ness at work in the world. The Christian churches 

are mighty forces for right 
and righteousness. Here in 
our own country there are 
more than sixty million 
people affiliated with these 
churches.

It is true that the various
denominations to which these members belong 
do not agree on many points of doctrine and prac­
tice, but they do agree on the fact that righteous­
ness exalteth a nation and that sin is a reproach 
to any people. They do not agree on the advis­
ability or possibility of organic church union 
where principles of faith are involved, but they do 
agree that Christian co-operation in building a 
better world where matters of social policy are 
involved is not only possible but advisable and 
necessary.

Many of the members of the different churches 
are today impatient with those church leaders 
who are spending their time and energies in try­
ing to bring about organic church union, but 
many of them would rejoice if these same leaders 
would turn from their efforts to secure organic 
union and give themselves to the task of promot­
ing Christian co-operation in building a better 
world.

We are of the opinion that a majority of Bap­
tists would hail with delight such a change in 
front and would heartily enter into co-operation 
with Christians of all faiths in dealing with ques­
tions of social betterment if the question of the 
doctrines, practices, missionary and religious 
work of the churches were left altogether with 
the individual denominations.

Co-operation is a Baptist principle. It is the 
basis of procedure in their work. But there is a 
vast difference between Baptists co-operating 
with Baptists in preaching the Gospel of the king­
dom and Baptists co-operating with churches of 
other faiths. Baptist church polity makes the 
difference. With Baptists the churches are the 
units of co-operation in their denominational 
work. Individual Baptists do not co-operate with 
individuals in this work, they co-cperate through 
their churches. The church belongs to the de­
nomination. The individual belongs to the church

and the churches promote the denominational 
programs for the bringing in of the kingdom 
through the agencies established by the denomi­
nation for kingdom work. Baptist churches can­
not, if they remain true to their faith and prac­
tice, co-operate as churches with other denomi­
nations; an individual Baptist cannot, if he is 
true to his faith and practice, co-operate with 
churches of other faiths in their distinctively 
denominational work. Unless two are agreed 
they cannot walk together. He can, however, 
co-operate with individual Christians of other 
faiths in matters where the faith and the practice 
of the churches are not involved.

If this were made clear and a movement 
launched on this basis for the purpose of purify­
ing, rectifying and redeeming the social order, 
Baptists could and would, we are sure, and we 
believe all other Christians could and would, enter 
heartily into such a movement in the building of 
a new world For instance, if the Federal Council 
of Churches wgre a federal council of Christians 
all of us could come in and work together in 
building «a better world.

Baptists must carry on their own denomina­
tional work preaching the Gospel as they believe 
it, but there are great social tasks which do not 
involve the faith of any church—tasks which deal 
with social and moral Issues alone — in which 
Baptists could unite with all other Christians. 
The making of a better social order should be the 
concern of the members of all churches. For 
instance, there cannot be a Baptise solbNon of 
the liquor traffic and a Methodist solution apd a 
Presbyterian solution, and so on with each de­
nomination. There is only one solution and 
Christians of every faith are concerned in that 
solution. So is it with any other social problem. 
If we solve these problems we must work togeth­
er. And as Christians we can work together in 
all matters where the faith and practice of our 
churches are not involved. Let us quit talking 
about organic church union and give ourselves to 
promoting Christian co-operation.

We should guard against letting our devotion 
to a program take the place of love for a people. 
Programs are of time. Changing conditions may 
demand new means and methods and agencies; 
a lost world will never change in its need for the 
Gospel. Christ loved men of every race and 
nationality no matter where they were, and so 
must we.

T
HE most productive missionary 
program ever undertaken by 
Birmingham Baptists was the

For the second time Birmingham 

Baptists have entered into a co-opera 
live program of mission study which 
brought to the city representatives of 
each of the three mission agencies 
through which Southern Baptists 
work The enthusiastic participation 
of the Baptists of the city has made 
this effort even more successful than 
the first.

During one week twelve prominent, 
missionary-minded men and women, 
representing State. Home and Foreign 
Missions, spoke at strategic points 
throughout the city, and thousands of 
people had the opportunity of hearing 
first hand of the significant work 
being done by Baptists on mission 
fields.

Dr. F. M. Barnes, executive secre 
tary of the Alabama State Mission 
Board, Davis Woolley and Mrs. Davis 
Cooper, Jr., spoke of the mission work 

being done In Alabama. They chal­
lenged thc-ir listeners to see the mis 
sionary opportunity in the state.

Outstanding among the representa­
tives of the Home Mission Board was 
Dr. J. B. Lawrence, executive secre­
tary-treasurer of that agency, who 
according to his hearers was "never 
better in all of his life."

Dr. J. F. Plainfield presented Home 
Mission work among the Italians. Rev

ress of the Home Mission Board's re­
cently inaugurated program of city 
missions.

Needs on their respective fields 
were presented by Dr. B. T. Griffin 
from Africa.

Dr. W. W. Adams from 
North China and Mrs. Frank T. Wood 
ward from Central China.

The entire city of Birmingham was 
divided Into groups with about eight 
or twelve churches In each group. A 
centrally located church In each of 
these groups was selected as the meet­
ing place for all Baptists in the ad­
jacent section.

Each evening for a week a program 
was planned In these host churches 
which allowed for two periods when 
missionaries told of their work and 
one during which classes were formed 
for study of some specific mission 
field. Each of the visiting mission­
aries spoke twice each evening, but to 
a different group each time.

Birmingham pastor.

Reports from all of the forty-two 
churches which participated have been 
favorable. Each seemed to feel that 
his group had the best speaker.

They had each of 
the missionary speakers at some time 
during the week.

A total of 5,713 people were reached 
In the meetings and the missionaries 
and their messages were given public­
ity through the local newspapers and 
over the Birmingham radio stations.

Birmingham's gifts to missions have 
taken a remarkable jump upward. 
Budgets have been much easier to 
raise, and many people are now think­
ing of that hour when Southern Bap­
tists will be out of debt and ready to 
send 1.000 new missionaries to the 
field. One church in Birmingham has 
started to remove the Jaqt dime of 
debt against it and, lias decMed to 
send out four missionaries as Ikon as 
the war Is over.

Any city will greatly strengthen its 
work by fostering such a week of mis­
sion study.

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New Orleans Rescue Mission
Begins Seventeenth Year’s Work

N
OW in a few days the Baptist 
Rescue Mission, operated by 
the Home Mission Board and 

supported largely through the Annie 
Armstrong Offering, will begin its sev­
enteenth year of service to the many 
unhappy and unfortunate men and 
women who shall call upon us.

Prior to February, 1927. when the 
Mission was formally opened, many 
people had prayed and hoped for a 
work to be begun here tn this great 
southern city on the behalf of the 
transient man and woman that passed 
through New Orleans, many of whom 
needed material and spiritual help 
desperately.

With an inconspicuous beginning 
the Mission was opened in a room in 
a downtown hotel. The early days 
were difficult, the police looked with 
suspicion on the work, others doubted 
if it could be carried on successfully. 
The police have changed their attitude 
and friends have rallied behind the 
work. Policemen now often bring men 
to the Mission.

Judge Thanks Superintendent
One of the city judges told me the 

mther day. “Your institution has a 
n>eart. It reaches men without a lot 
of 'red tape' that definitely need spir­
itual help. Though I am of another 
religious faith. I believe that you are 
doing one of the greatest pieces of 
work being done in the city and that 
your institution Is worthy of greater 
support. . Call on me." he concluded, 
"and I shall be glad to do what I can 
t’6 help.”

During the sixteen years of its op­
eration more than 600.000 days of serv­
ice have been given nearly 200.000 dif­
ferent men and women—as many as 
54.000 In a year during the height of 
the depression. A cheerful word, a 
bit of counsel, and the Gospel of Jesus 
have helped many a man to begin
anew.

All have gladly been received and 
whatever service could be rendered 
has been given. Clothes, food, clean 
beds, hot baths, and assistance In find­
ing employment have saved many a 
man from a life worse than death.

One said recently, "You are the 
only friends I have in the world."

Results of a work like this cannot 
readily be placed,In figures. Statistics 
cannot contain its value.

Sixteen years of consecutive nightly 
services is a great record. That means 

that services have been held for more 
than 5.840 nights with no night pass­
ing without a service.

Of the nearly 200.000 different men 
and women that have been served, 
beyond 9,000 have made public profes­
sion of having been saved.

Nearly 600 unlawful babies have 
been born to girls in our Woman's 
Emergency Home. These unfortunate 
girls would have had little chance had 
we not taken them In. They have 
been helped in their hour of disgrace 
and many of them are now living 
pure lives and are happy. Surely such 
a work Is loved by our Saviour.

Fairfield and Tarrant has a popula 
tlon of 412.429 -an Increase of 33.000 
over 1940. and Jefferson County, as a 
whole, has a population of 510.000, an 
increase of 51.000 since 1940.

This information is indicated In the 
new 1942 Birmingham City Directory, 
largest one since the first census in

1880. when Birmingham had a pop­
ulation of only 3.1)86. Birmingham’s 
increased population reflects in a 
graphic way the rush of population to 
this great industrial center.

While the growth of Birmingham 
has been as if by magic, the spiritual 
and moral development and progress 
of its people have likewise been rapid. 
Birmingham has within its present 
corporate limits forty-one Baptist 
churches. In the Birmingham Baptist 
Association there is a total of 105 
Baptist churches, many of which are 
small churches in the mining areas 
where there is very little prospect for 
growth.

In Birmingham proper, however, 
some of the largest churches in the 
Southern Baptist Convention are lo­
cated. Southside Baptist Church with 
a membership of 4.500 Is Alabama's 
largest church. The First Baptist 
Church has a membership of more 
than 3.000, while Woodlawn, Hunter 
Street and Ruhama have more than 
2.500 each

Fifty Missions Needed
A recent survey shows that more 

than fifty mission stations and at 
least ten new churches should be or­
ganized so as to take care of this ever 
increasing population.

In and around Birmingham there 
are many real estate developments 
and subdivisions in which new church­
es and mission stations must be plant­
ed This work, under the direction 
of the superintendent of city missions, 
is going forward In a very satisfac­
tory manner.

Seven mission stations have been 
opened since October 15 with four ad­
ditional stations in process of being 
opened, and still mor&/io ne »added.

Birmingham has a very stroflk city 
missions committee which has clrarge 
of this enlarged Baptist program of 
service. It is to be hoped that by 
combining the work of the Home Mis­
sion Board and the Birmingham As­
sociation this great city may become 
one of the great Baptist centers of the 
country.

She had not been in the South long 
before she felt the influence of the 
beautiful Christian lives of her fellow 
students who won her confidence and 
love. At their invitation she accom­
panied them to some of the young 
people's meetings and to church serv 
ices. Happily she found the pastor 
of the church most sympathetic and 
understanding.

Furlough From Camp

AN active member of the Indian 
w Baptist^iurch at Red Rock, Okla­

homa. and a product of Home Mis­
sions, was the subject of a feature 
story recently in The Ponca City News. 
Rev. and Mrs. G. K. Cobb are mis 
sionaries on this field. The story 
follows:

"The scouting blood of his fore­
bears. some of whom were sentinels 
at lookout posts around the Otoe In­
dian tribal grounds in the early days, 
has found its place In Radio Operator 
George Littlecrow. 24-year-old Otoe In­
dian. who Is on duty at North Camp 
Polk. Louisiana Littlecrow was or 
dered to the Louisiana station after a 
two-week furlough In the county re­
cently.

"The son of Mr and Mrs. James 
Littlecrow of Red Rock, he was hon­
ored at a traditional Indian feast giv- 
en by tribal members for warriors 
going out to battle, before he left fnr 
his post.

"Littlecrow completed a radio oper 
ator course at the armored force school 
at Fort Knox. Kentucky, last August 
From September 14 through November 
15. he was on army maneuvers In the 
South.

"In 1940. the Otoe Indian volun 
teered for a year’s training and was 
stationed with the 45th division—eight 
months at Fort Sill, two months at 
Camp Berkeley, Texas, and two 
months on the Louisiana maneuvers 
He was honorably discharged in Sep­
tember. 1941. and was Inducted back 
into the service in February of this 
year His unit is the service company 
of the 48th armored infantry regiment

"Littlecrow, who is a 1937 honor 
graduate of the Chllocco Indian Agri 
culture School, was prominent in the 
school's athletic activities while en 
rolled there. He was for two years a 
member of the football and boxing 
teams. He was In the heavyweight 
class in boxing."

THOUGH he Is crippled and is lack 
Ing in material wealth, an elderly 

man in a New Orleans mission has 
found a spirit of Christian service 
which admits no racial barriers.

When he heard the story of the 
little Negro children who wandered 
ragged and dirty about the streets 
In a Negro community In New Orleans 
while their mothers "worked out", he 
immediately wanted to do something 
about it.

versities It is a high tribute to the 
efficiency and effectiveness of the 
teaching and training given in rell 
glous institutions.

We need more and not less of this 
sort of training Our Baptist people 
who are amply able should richly en 
dow our Baptist schools.

They are necessary not only to the 
progress of our denomination, but to 
the preservation of our social and 
political order Let us endow them 
and then see to it that they remain 
Christian and Baptist.

Challenged by his willingness to do 
nate his service, interested friends 
began a search which yielded discard­
ed orange crates and broom handles 
from the local broom factory. Seventy- 
five cents provided nails and paint.

A short time later, little red chairs 
were set about a low table and the 
happy faces of the children looked up 
at their kindergarten teacher.

Now a well established kindergarten 
provides care for the little Negro chil-

Significant Service Rendered By 
Army War Show Chaplain

THE chaplain’s prayer service before zero hour, witnessed by 
over four million people in eighteen cities, was according to 
tKe testimony of thousands the most impressive part of the 
whole War Show which toured the country recently.

Through the efforts of Chaplain Roy Reynolds, Southern Baptist 
minister who was assigned to be the chaplain of the War Show, this 
devotional service was included in the nightly program just before 
the final battle action.

Indicative of the spiritual value of 
this service is the following descrip­
tion and comment by Dr. Ellis A. Ful­
ler. who saw the show in Louisville, 
from a letter to the Chief of Chaplains, 
William R. Arnold:

Worship in Midst of the Masses
“The one thing about the show 

which impressed me most was the 
prayer scene put on by Chaplain Roy 
Reynolds and his assistants. I think 
I have never experienced a more pro­
found spiritual moment in all my life, 
one that stirred the depths of my grat­
itude and moved me to tears, than the 
one I experienced when these chap­
lains came onto the field, silently pre­
sented their equipment for service on 
the battlefields and elsewhere, and 
then knelt in silent prayer in the 
midst of 16.000 spectators, who stood 
to their feet, bowed their heads rev­
erently in recognition of our eternal 
debt of gratitude to God and also of 
our absolute dependence upon Him.

"Tijere is no way of appraising the 
value of this ministry to our Ameri­
can people. When I realize that this 
experience will come to hundreds of 
thousands of the people of our several 
great cities, It gives me new courage

and new hope. I am absolutely sin­
cere in saying that Major Reynolds 
has rendered the service of many life­
times by this one act of devotion and 
worship In the midst of the masses.”

Chaplain Explains Work

At each nightly appearance where 
the show was given, just before the 
final battle action. Chaplain Reynolds 
and his assistants came to the center 
of the stadium to explain the work 
of the chaplains and to lead the audl 
ence in the prayer service.

"Among the units of the Army is 
the chaplains corps, composed of men 
who in civil life follow the call of 
the ministry," Chaplain Reynolds ex­
plained each night. “Theirs is the 
spiritual responsibility of the Army- 
soldiers, while at the same time serv­
ants of God. They follow their call­
ing in the armed service — Catholic. 
Protestant and Jewish chaplains alike. 
Many and varied are their duties, vis­
iting the sick, consoling the sorrow­
ful. admonishing the wayward, and 
burying the dead.

"In the far-flung Islands of the Pa­

ciflc, in remote Australia, in Ireland, 
Africa and England, wherever Amer 
lean troops are stationed, we find the 
chaplain with his men conducting re­
ligious services. Worshiping God. by 
word and example, he seeks to lead 
his men to know, love and serve our 
Creator. Using whatever is at hand, 
the chaplain in unison with his men 
prays for God’s strength and grace for 
himself and those at home. When the 
zero hour of battle comes, the chaplain 

is there encouraging, helping and with 
God's grace preparing men for the 
crisis they must face.

"Ladies and gentlemen, the chap­
lains ask you to stand and pray with 
them for the men in the service that 
God will bless our boys and when the 
zero hour comes that He will help 
them and bring them back to us vic­
torious.”

Sunday Services for Personnel
In his tour with the War Show, 

Chaplain Reynolds conducted Sunday 
services each week. He baptized three 
of the War Show personnel who had 
been converted In these services. He 
also performed the wedding ceremony 
for two officers In the show.

Chaplain Reynolds Is a native of 
Missouri and is a graduate of Burton 
College and Pike's Peak Seminary nt 
Manitou Springs, Colorado, holding 
the degrees A.B., Th.M. and Th.D. He 
was pastor In Missouri prior to his 
appointment as chaplain. Because of 
his distinguished services he was ap­
pointed to the rank of major July 17. 
1941.

The missionary feels that it is nec­
essary for her to gain the confidence 
of those she works with before she 
can help them to understand the plan 
of salvation, and shared Interests in 
their men in service make her wel­
comed in the homes.

An effort is being made to send 
tracts and New Testaments to the 
boys away from home.

Southern Baptists Face Freedom

pOR the first time in almost a gen- 
1 eration Southern Baptists are fac­
ing debt-freedom.

For years we have been wrestling 
with this debt. It came as a result of 
circumstances over which we had no 
control. At one time It amounted to 
approximately $6,500,000 and cost Us 

$1,000 a day in 
Interest, not to 
mention the hu­
miliation and hin­
drances incident 
thereto. *

But now things 
are better. For 
example: the debt 
upon our Home 
Mission Board 
was once $2,500.-

Dr. Dillard 000; now 11 ,s 
only $165,000. The 

debt upon our Foreign Mission Board 
was once more than $1,110,000; now 
it is only $35,000.

The debt upon our three great semi­
naries has been reduced to $425,000. 
Our great hospital in New Orleans 
owes only $150,000. and all our other 
debts combined amount to only $335.- 
000. In other words our Southern 
Baptist agencies with more than $26.- 
000,000 in assets owe only $1,200,000. 
We have twenty-two dollars in as-

ble for many Negro pastors, whose 
local duties are not as heavy in the 
winter as In the summer, to take ad­
vantage of the special theological 
training made possible by the co-oper- 
atlon of the Home Mission Board with 
the Negro Baptists In the program of 
ministerial training.

A. In recent weeks the,Board has 
published two new books. Home Mu­
rtons tn the New World by J. B. Law­
rence and They Need Not Go Away 
edited by Miss Louise. Smith. The 
first discusses conditions of today and 
the relation thereto of our Home Mis­
sion task, while the second outlines 
the Home Mission program now In 
operation. A long list of other titles 
are also available, including texts on 
the various Home Mission fields and 
an entire graded series for every age 
on Cuba.

Q. Are city-wide schools of mis­
sions found to be effective? E. H.

A. Pastors In such cities as Birm­
ingham, Montgomery, and Chattanoo­
ga. where recent city-wide schools of 
missions have been conducted, report 
that this plan 1b very effective as a 
means of promoting the missionary 
cause and developing people in spir 
Itjial directions.

Q. How many cities are now in­
cluded in the Home Mission Board’s 
program of city mission work? E. S.

A. The program Is now in opera 
lion in aix cities, superintendents have 
been elected In three others but have 
not yet begun their work, and a co­
operative program has been jointly 
adopted by the Home Mission Board 
and local organltations In still four 
more cities, thus giving a total of 
thirteen cities where the work Is now 
either underway or will be begun with 
In a few weeks.

Q. How can a continuation of in­
terest in Home Missions be secured? 
V. G.

A. A practical and effective means 
Is to secure subscriptions to Southern 
Raptist Home Missions at twenty-five 
cents a year, or five years for one dol­
lar.
