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Tremendous Demand for Bibles

SOUTHERN BAPTIST HOME MISSIONS

THE American Bible Society reports 
that it has published and distributed 

over a third of a billion copies of the 
Scriptures in over two hundred lan­
guages in more than fifty countries in 
the 127 years of its existence. It is 
publishing 11,000 copies of the New 
Testament a day for the Army and 
Navy. In 1942. the Society printed 
8,200,000 copies in the ,United States 
alone. But in spite of all this tre­
mendous output, the demand for Bibles 
Is greater than the Society can supply. 
Southern Baptists are tremendously 
indebted to the American Bible Soci­
ety for Bibles and New Testaments 
distributed to chaplains, to men in 
the Army and Navy, and to the mis­
sionaries.

Catholics and Religious 
Education

rls reported in the Catholic School 
Market letter that a total of 2,549.- 

919 students attended Catholic educa­
tional institutions in the United States 
in the past school year; that 2.015,333 
children attended parochial schools. 
The attendance in Catholic high 
schools was 372.339; in universities, 
colleges and normal schools, 143,279; 
and in seminaries, including major 
and preparatory, 18,968.

Catholics are wise. They know that 
if they do not educate and train the 
Catholic youth in the Catholic faith 
they will be led away from the Cath­
olic church.

Baptists should be as wise as Cath­
olics. We should put greater stress 
on the education of our children in 
the faith and when we say our faith, 
we mean our distinctive doctrines.

Shocking Increase in Crime
I EDGAR HOOVER, director of the 

Federal Bureau of Investigation, 
has estimated that 1,436,748 major 
crimes were committed in the United 
States in 1942. He says that crime 
against persons Increased 7.2% while 
crime against property Increased 5.8%. 
In 1942, murders increased 1.6%, man­
slaughter 1.3%, aggravated assault 
7.6%, and rape 11.2%. The arrest of
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minor girls during 1942 increased 
55.7% over the previous year, while 
the arrest of boys under twenty-one 
decreased 3.6%.

This is an alarming report and 
should give our people concern. If 
the rising generation is flung out on 
the lopse with no respect for law and 
order or the right of personal property 
and life, what will our nation be in 
the future!

Religious Complexion of 
Congress

IT is reported that In the House of 
1 Representatives of the United States 
Congress there are 86 Roman Cath­
olics. 72 Methodists. 58 Presbyterians, 
50 Baptists. 48 Episcopalians. 16 Luth­
erans. 15 Disciples. 14 Congregational 
Christians. Others belong to smaller 
groups, or are not related to the 
churches.

In the Senate there are 11 Roman 
Catholics. 21 Methodists, 11 Presby 
terians. 20 Baptists, and 7 Congrega 
(ional Christians It is said that there 
are 7 Jews listed in the House, but 
none In the Senate.

We do not give this information 
with the idea of carrying religious 
differences into the Congress of the 
United States, but we should not for­
get that Catholics are very loyal to 
their church and if any matter comes 
up in Congress which Involves in any 
way the Catholic Church, we may be 
sure that the Catholic members will 
act favorably to their church. Cath­
olics do not believe In religious free­
dom as held by Baptists.

Eternal vigilance Is the price of lib­
erty.

Churches Are Independent
DAPTIST churches are democratic 

bodies and the idea of democracy 
should extend Itself through all Bap­
tist organizations and gatherings of 
every sort.

It Is, however, a misapplication of 
the Idea of democracy to apply it to 
Inter-church organizations with the 
Idea of making each church In the 
organization a unit part of the organ­
ization.

The New Testament does not any­
where group churches of a given sec­

tion into an organic whole. Nowhere 
in the New Testament did church*, 
act collectively on any matter.

The Jerusalem counsel was not 
meeting of church delegates but 
conference of leaders, and the find 
Ings were not submitted to the church­
es for their approval or rejection, but 
were promulgated as the basis of mis­
sionary operation.

New Testament churches were not 
parts of a democratic body, but inde­
pendent organisations.
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The Unseen Voice
pORTUNE, America's ten-dollar my- 
1 azine, has said some very pertinent 
things recently on the task of the 
churches. We quote the closing para­
graph of one of the articles: "The way 
out is the sound of a voice, not our 
voice, but a voice coming from some­
thing not ourselves, in the existence of 
which we cannot disbelieve it Is the 
earthly task of pastors to bear this 
voice, to cause us to hear it, and to 
tell us what it says. If they cannot 
hear it, or if they fall to tell us. we, 
as laymen, are utterly lost Without 
it we are no more capable of saving 
the world than we were capable of cre­

ating It In the first place."
This is a call by a secular magazine 

to the churches to return to their fun­
damental task of proclaiming abso­
lute spiritual values.

I AM deeply grateful for the many commenda­
tory expressions coming from every section 
of our Southern Zion over the payment of 

the Home Misison Board’s debt. To one and all 
who have written—and the number is so large 
that I can hardly write each one a personal letter 
—I say from the deep of my heart, I thank you.

Some may have thought that the task of pay­
ing the stupendous debt on the Home Mission 
Board was impossible. I never thought so. I 
knew Southern Baptists. I believed in them. 
They are a great people. Dr. Truett expressed my 
sentiment when, at the time the defalcation was 
discovered, he said: “Thieves may steal our mon­
ey, but they cannot filch from us our integrity.” 
1 never doubted, not even in the darkest days 
when we were in default and threatened with 
receivership, that Southern Baptists would main­
tain their credit integrity; and they did.

I want to thank Southern Baptists for this

achievement. I want to give credit where credit 
is due. Southern Baptists paid the Home Mission 
Board’s debt. Our pastors, churches and mem­
bers — our great household of faith — paid the 
debt.

Special mention should be made of Woman’s 
Missionary Union and a special word of apprecia­
tion given for the service rendered by this conse­
crated and devoted organization. Woman’s Mis­
sionary Union supported our work in the trying 
days of our struggle under the debt and made it 
possible by their gifts for us to keep our mission­
aries in the field when all of the money received 
from the Co-operative Program, except Just 
enough to cover overhead operating expenses, 
was used in the payment of principal and interest 
on the debt. To Woman’s Missionary Union I 
wish to pay a special tribute of praise, and to 
express deep and abiding thanks.

Some people are terribly afraid of 
being tied up, hampered, and limited 
by denominational programs; as If • 
wider horizon limited any one.
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What Is Stewardship?

STEWARDSHIP is the recognition and acknowl­
edgment of the lordship of Christ over the 

life and over everything controlled by the life 
clear on out to the end of one’s influence in every 
direction. It is you and yours, your personality 
and your possessions, what you have and what 
you are and what you control—every power that 
you possess and every influence that you exert 
dear out to the uttermost edge and end of the cir­
cumference touched in any way by your life—all 
brought under the sovereignty of Christ and made 
subject to His will and used in building the king­
dom of God.

This is a generalization sweeping the whole 
life and its possessions under the sovereignty of 
Christ, but there are particulars. All in the life 
belongs to God, but as a simple acknowledgment 
of that fact a first share of money, at least a 
tenth of what one makes is to be laid on the altar 
of God to be used in His kingdom enterprises. 
And this is to be done voluntarily. The good 
steward will not wait for someone to come to 
collect from him the first fruits that must be paid 
to God, but voluntarily, without any other solici­
tation than love's great dynamic, he will willingly 
give at least a tithe.

Tithing, however, is not stewardship. Tithing 
is the cotter-pin of stewardship. A cotter-pin

does not make a car, but you cannot have a car 
without a cotter-pin; it keeps the wheels on. 
Tithing is the shoestrings of stewardship. A shoe­
string does not keep your feet dry, but it keeps 
your shoes on. Tithing is the buttons of steward­
ship. A button will not keep you warm, but it 
will keep your coat on.

When Churches Are Alive\

AN unwholesome church life cannot prosecute 
wholesome missionary activity. The notion 

prevails that a dead church can galvanize itself 
into life by turning fussily missionary. And so it 
can—“galvanize” itself. But galvanism only sets 
the muscles to twitching. The appearances may 
easily delude the onlooker when there is in reality 
no life. A little poking and prodding may make 
the tail of a dead snake wiggle “till the sun goes 
down.” But the snake is dead all the time. So 
may poking and prodding get a little money for 
this or that missionary enterprise while the 
church is raissionariiy dead. Churches are not 
brought to life by the project method even 
though it be a missionary project; they are 
brought to life by the power of the Christ-life 
diffused throughout the body. When our church­
es realize the power of a living present personal 
Christ and are filled with His Spirit, then will 
they live. And when they live, then will they be 
missionary.
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Notable Christian Accomplishment 
Seen in Board’s Full Debt Payment

C
OMPLETE payment of the Home Mission Board's debts, effected by retir­

ing the final note of (55.000 on May 12, brought to a victorious climax a 
notable Christian accomplishment based on faith.

Thus the Board has fully discharged obligations which at the peak totaled 
nearly (2,500,000—a dynamic and conclusive demonstration of Southern Baptist 
responsibility in meeting debts, of which the Home Mission Board's were the
most crucial.

The denomination's response in 1928 
to an agency's plight was expressed 
by the Convention's president. Dr. 
George W. Truett, when he said to 
newspaper reporters in Atlanta: "Tell 
the people that Baptists are honest. 
Tell them that we will pay all."

Dr. Truett both expressed and helped 
to mold Baptist sentiment as from one 
end of the South to the other be called 
on Baptists to prove their integrity 
on Honor Day—which they did with 
an offering of close to (400,000.

$55,000 CHECK—The Board's final note was paid in full on May 12. Above. 
Dr. Lawrence has just signed the important and historic piece of paper 

to make the final payment.

Faith in the essential honesty of 
Baptists was reasserted by Dr. J. B. 
Lawrence a few months later. In Au­
gust, 1929. when he assumed the exec­
utive secretaryship of the Home Mis­
sion Board.

Dr. Lawrence at once entered upon 
a program of carrying on the mission 
work and paying the debts, for he re­
alized that both had to be done togeth­
er and neither could be eliminated

It was a psychology not of confi­
dence. but of faith. Doctor Lawrence

That faith of the Board's leader was 
not even shaken in the emergency, 
dramatic and tragic, which ensued in 
the years of the depression, to which 
emergency Southern Baptists replied

May 12. Colonel Bugg exclaimed. "No 
item of principal or interest of this 
debt has been repudiated or discounted 
by the Board!"

No Thought of Repudiation
Moral Integrity, he asserts, is the 

only explanation of what has been 
done. There was never a suggestion 
from anyone in the Board that the 
debts be repudiated.

The record of the Home Mission 
Board tn meeting its obligations is 
most remarkable, according to L. H 
Parris. Atlanta banker and trustee for 
the Board under Its agreement with 
its creditors. It Is the more unusual, 
he thinks, because accomplished in a 
period when the common practice of 
debtors was to force a compromise if 
they had a loop-hole, and the Board 
could offer no security except the In­

Baek In 1939 Dr. Ellis A. Fuller, 
then president of the Board, prophe­
sied that “the present schedule will 
put us out of debt by December 31, 
1946" a prophesy fulfilled over three 
years ahead of what he then thought 
was an optimistic time table.

"A few years ago,” he stated at that 
time, “many of us felt that we would 
never live to see the day when the 
debts of the Home Mission Board had 
been paid."

Even at that date, when the Board 
still owed more than a million dollars, 
Dr. Fuller asserted that “debt pay­
ment gave the Home Mission Board 
its greatest opportunity for mission 
service."

“The opportunity to discharge its 
obligations under the circumstances," 
he said, "was most significant. No

ERE they come—happy boys and girls, walking, 
skipping, running, laughing to Vacation Bible 
School. It looked like we were going to have a 

World Alliance, for they were Hungarian, Bulgarian, 
Armenian, Chechoslovakian, Slavish, Croatian, Swedish. 
Mexican, some part Indian, and American.

There was one Armenian boy enrolled from Canada 
who was visiting relatives In Granite City—Sam. Some
of our mission boys were on the look­
out for others (just as Jesus always 
was) and brought him to the V.B.S. 
In doing this they helped to win him 
for Christ, because he accepted Jesus 
as his Saviour one morning.

Six boys and girls were saved dur­
ing that school (Mexican, Armenian, 
and American). You people of the 
Southland helped to win all of them, 
because you pray for this work and 
because you give to the Annie Arm­
strong offering in March for Home 
Missions. Thank you. Please contin­
ue to pray for us.

We sent Sam to R. A. Camp after 
V.B.S., for we wanted him to have 
those wonderful experiences before re­
turning home. He is back In Canada 
now. You have gone into Canada and 
are witnessing for Jesus there through 
this fine boy that you helped to lead to 
Christ.

In the V.B.S. In the Mission in East 
St. Louis there were Spanish, Chinese, 
Greek, Armenian, Lithuanian, Jewish, 
German, and American, and you 
helped to win nineteen of these boys 
and girls for Jesus.

In our V.B.S. in Granite City we had 
a Christian Hungarian lady, a Chris­
tian Slavish lady, and two older Chris­
tian Armenian girls as teachers. See­
ing the happiness they had in serving 
the Lord was worth having the School.

The Hungarian lady helped the 
girls with their handwork and taught 
them other lessons. The girls were 
embroidering towels and learned they 
would get to make aprons when they 
finished the towels.

A Lesson From Sewing
One girl who is part Indian was 

hurrying with her towel and spoiling 
it. The Hungarian lady drew her 
aside and said In her gentle, sweet 
way. "Juanita, you are not taking time 
to make your towel pretty. You are 
hurrying and making It ugly. That 
is the way with a Christian. When 
she doesn't take time to pray and read 
the Bible and work for Jesus and 
make her life beautiful as Jesus wants 
it. she spoils It and makes It ugly."

We had other volunteer teachers 
from the various churches who did 

glorious missionary work. They were 
foreign missionaries right here in 
Illinois. You are, also, because yon 
pray and give for work among foreign 
people tn Illinois and other states.

Many of the people of many nation­
alities in our midst have relatives in 
their native lands from whom they 
have not heard for months. Maybe 
after this war they will return to those 
countries, searching for their rela­
tives. Let us win them for Christ for 
their own sake and so they will have 
the Gospel to take to their loved ones.

Pressing Need for Scriptures 
s Expressed by Chaplain

TIAPPILY located in what was once 
** a seaside resort in Africa—where 
the climate Is "Ideal for such a hos­
pital as this”—Chaplain William F. 
Shearin, formerly pastor at Piggott. 
Arkansas, states that his greatest need 
Is for a supply of New Testaments and 
other religious literature.

“I could not bring these along be­
cause of lack of shipping space." he 
explained. “Two chaplains were al­
lowed only one small locker for office 
material and religious supplies."

Chaplain Shearing appeals to Dr. 
Alfred Carpenter, superintendent of 
camp work, and Southern Baptists to 
supply, if possible, ”300 New Testa­
ments. an equal number of devotional 
booklets, and a modest number of 
tracts each quarter."

Chaplain Shearin was appointed 
transport chaplain on his boat going 
across.

"Our trip over was very pleasant." 
he writes. “Few of us felt the serious­
ness of our situation, nor was there, 
so far as we know, any cause for ap­
prehension. Many were seasick for 
a few days, but I rode like an ‘old 
salt'."

NORTH AFRICA—

B
EING a chaplain in a heavy 
anti-aircraft unit is a unique 
experience. Our gun batteries 

are scattered over considerable terri­
tory and, as a result, in order to serve 
them all, it is necessary to hold five 
or six services each Sunday.

This we do, and sometimes travel 
100 miles on Sunday to hold them, 
driving our little "peep,” with our 
folding organ and hymnal chest, with 
one eye peeled on the skies for ene­
my planes, which are apt to appear 
suddenly out of the sun. to strafe the 
roads.

Our services are held in the open. 
We've had them on the ship’s rolling 
deck coming over, on the sea shore, 
on the windswept plateaus, on the 
mountain sides, in the desert sand, 
beneath waving palms, and in the olive 
groves.

We’ve had them with the hot sun 
beating down on us, with the African 
sirOcco screaming in our ears and driv­
ing the sand everywhere. We’ve had 
them in mud and rain, sleet and snow, 
when our fingers were almost too 
stiff with cold to open a hymnal. But 
we have them.

When Faith Is Tested
And the men come. They sing and 

pray and listen. Sometimes our serv­
ices are interrupted by enemy planes, 
and the men leap to their guns. If 
things work out well they come back 
and we take up where we left off.

Some of our men are hearing the 
Gospel for the first time. Some have 
heard it, but are being impressed for 
the first time. Others are not inter­
ested at all. Many men are finding a 
new and closer relationship to the 
Saviour that Is becoming the most 
real experience of their lives.

Soldiers have told me again and 
again how, when facing great peril, 
they have called upon God and He has 
delivered them. A few have gone be­
yond the stage of walking in the "val­
ley of the shadow" with Him. and 
have said earnestly, quietly, in the 
words of Job, "Though He slay me. 
yet will I trust Him.”

My men and I have crouched In fox­
holes, with death lurking so close one 
could almost feel his cold breath (and.

indeed, some did). There, in those 
foxholes, with the earth shaking, one’s 
faith is taken out and examined in a 
cold, critical, calculating light. Vows 
are made. Whether or not these vows 
will be remembered two or five or terf 
years hence, I cannot say.

Our men are reading the Bible. One 
hundred and eighty-one men have 
come to me and requested New Testa­
ments in the past five months. One of 
these young men said: "I’ve lost my 
Testament. Please give me another. 
I never read it at home, but out here 
it's impossible to live without It.

The men are constantly coming to 
the chaplain with personal problems. 
My records show nearly 150 personal 
conferences here in Africa, and 32 wel­
fare cases investigated. There are 
countless letters from anxious parents 
about their boys to be answered. 
Homesick boys have to be cheered up. 
The chaplain must explain everything 
from why they do not get letters every 
few days, to the condition of the 
weather.

Melting Pot at Work

All sorts of men constitute my par­
ish: Baptists (only a few In our unit). 
Lutherans, Evangelicals, Methodists. 
Presbyterians. Episcopalians, Catho­
lics. Jews, United Brethren. Christian 
Scientists, and men of denominations 
I never heard of before.

There are boys from Texas, farm­
ers from Indlant., clerks from Geor­
gia; coal miners from Pennsylvania; 
Italians from Brooklyn; Greeks from

New Englanders;the Bronx; sturdy

Soldiers Ready for Action.

One of our district conferences was 
held recently at Howard Payne Col­
lege. With all the seriousness of sol­
diers at the front thirty of these stu­
dents studied the problems and plan 
of work on this mission field.

Dr. W. W. Melton, state secretary 
of missions in Texas, gave the closing 
message which brought us face to 
face with our responsibility to God.

S
EVERAL girls knocked at the doors of our seminary tor young men when It 

was reopened in 1936. One young lady, Josefina Silva, who lives in Havana, 
took all of the work and graduated with the class of men. Other girls who

lived in Havana came in for some of the 
training school for young women was 
which we had prayed for many years.

It was not until 1941 that we began 
to have any real hopes of having a 
training school. That year the South­
ern , W. M. U. set aside a certain 
amount of the "over and above" fund 
of the Annie Armstrong offering and 
dedicated it for a training school in 
Cuba. The following year a similar 
amount was set aside. With that gift 
we saw our dreams fulfilled and our 
prayers answered and we were ready 
to begin.

Many questions came to our minds 
as we planned for the school. It re­
quired much planning and the matter 
was carried to the throne of God 
many, many times before decisions 
were made.

But it was finally decided that the 
best place would be here at the Tem­
ple. But where in the Temple? The 
place which was finally decided on 
was an apartment on the third floor 
where the missionaries live.

Finally after much shifting about, 
the apartment was ready for the girls. 
Two columbinas (very comfortable 
cots) were put in each room, the same

classes during the day. But a separate 
a dream unrealized and something for

lockers that the seminary boys had 
used were placed two in each room. 
A large table was placed in their 
living room to be used as a study table. 
Comfortable chairs were put In their 
bedrooms and living room.

There are also two chests of draw­
ers in their apartment, each chest hav­
ing four drawers and so the girls 
would have plenty of space to keep 
their things. A little kitchen is a 
useful part of the apartment.

We felt that there should be cer­
tain requirements which would mean 
that the girls had enough secular prep­
aration to dedicate all of their time to 
the studies in the training school.

So we agreed on several require­
ments. One was that no girl under 
twenty years of age would be admit­
ted. Girls grow up in a hurry in Cuba. 
When a girl is fourteen she is consid­
ered grown, and when she is fifteen 
she '-‘comes out" In society and con­
siders herself very much grown up. 
But fifteen was too young for the 
responsibilities tn the training school.

Another requirement was that each

girj must have passed her entrance 
examinations to the Institute or the 
equivalent. The Institute here Is com­
pared to our high schools, though the 
scholastic rating Is much higher.

Other requirements included a health 
certificate and recommendations from 
their churches and their pastors.

Many girls made application for en­
trance. The committee selected seven 
who met all of the requirements

Ready for School to Open
It is November 3. 1942. The rooms 

are ready for their arrival. The tile 
floors have been scrubbed, furniture 
dusted and polished, the bed spreads 
have been put on the beds in each 
room. Brooms, dust pans, waste paper 
baskets and other useful articles have 
been put In the little kitchen It 
looks like a real home.

The first two to arrive are the two 
from Havana, Estela Perez and Alelda 
Brown. They have been waiting anxi­
ously for the day to arrive when they 
could pack up their few clothes in a 
suit-box or bundle and move from their 
poor, humble homes to the Temple 
which looked to them like a palace.

Estela is twenty-five years old and 
was baptized when she was twenty- 
one. She was not raised In a Chrls- 
tion home. She was first a Catholic, 
then a spiritualist, tried adventlsm. 
but when the truth reached her heart 
a few years ago, she accepted Christ 
so wholeheartedly that from the day 

of her conversion she wanted to give 
her all to Him.

Alelda Brown is the granddaughter 
of a pioneer Scotch missionary, who 
married a Cuban and worked as a 
missionary in the Canary Islands. Her 
father Iwur Baptist printer. She 
grew up In a Christian home, and was 
educated in our Baptist school. She 
is the youngest of the group, just 
twenty, and was baptized when she 
was fifteen. Bhe has always been 
active In Sunday School. Training 
Union and the W. M. U. organizations.

In the afternoon three others arrive. 
Elva Chavez and Juana Luz Garcia 
are from Placctas. Elva, twenty-four, 
was baptized when she was sixteen 
She has been secretary of the Y. W. A., 
church clerk for two years, church 
treasurer, and church visitor.

Juana Luz Garcia, now twenty-one. 
was baptized when she was eleven. 
She has a Christian mother, though 
her father Is not a Christian. Her 
pastor says this about her: "She has 
distinguished herself In our church 
as a Sunday School teacher, president 
of the Y. W. A., church clerk, and has 
always been active In every phase of 
our church work."

Esther Becerra, twenty-one, Is the 
one Margaret Fund student of the 
group. Her father, pastor at Sancti 
Spiritus. baptized her when she was 
eleven. Her church activities are al­
most too numerous to enumerate, she

they began to help make their uni­
forms. As all Cuban girls know how 
to sew they could do most of the sew­
ing themselves.

The girls are studying English 
with Miss Ruth Goodin as teacher. 
There Is much material for reading 
and study in English which we do 
not have In Spanish and so It Is a 
great advantage to at least be able 
to read English. They are already 
struggling through the Sunday School 
and W. M. U. literature in English.

Spanish grammar and dictation are 
offered by Miss Alicia Torres who is a 
teacher in Colegio Bautista. Dr. Mar­
tin Vivanco teaches sociology and Rev. 
Herbert Caudill teaches Bible and Sun­
day School and Training Union meth­
ods. We expect to give a course in 
W. M. U. methods next year. I am 
trying to teach them Biblical introduc­
tion.

Three of the girls had already stud­
ied music. Mrs. H. R/Mbbelev is teach­
ing them, giving special attention to 
hymn playing. The other Nur are 
being given piano lessons by Mrs.
Caudill.

Missionaries While in School
On Saturday afternoons two of the 

girls hold services in the women's 
jail at Guanabacoa. One girl leads a 
G. A. at the mission in Luyano. Anoth­
er leads a G. A. at Los Pinos, a nearby 
church. Two go to the Masonic Home 
for children and old people and hold 
services.

On Sundays they work In different 
departments of the Sunday School. 
Some of them go to mission Sunday 
Schools. All are ready to act as sub­
stitute teachers wherever there Is a 
vacancy in any of the mission Sunday 
Schools of which there are eighteen 
in and near Havana.

Idol wor­
ship appears foolish, mother and dad 
are old-fashioned and definitely not a 
part of the new life, because they, the 
children, are American-born citizens 
and are educated in "American cul­
ture.”

Having discarded the faith of their 
fathers, they are ripe to any Bugges' 
tlon that appeals to them in the light 
of their new-found position, Ameri­
can! To them it is a glorious experi­
ence, this experience of being an 

- American; so they dress like Amer­
icans, eat ice cream, drink sodas, 
speak slang, are interested in the lat­
est movies, styles, and what-nots.

With such an attitude the person 
who has the greatest Influence upon 
them is the one who is the most pop­
ular with the American public; there­
fore they have absorbed the cynicism 
of the spiritually blind pedagogue and 
the loose morals of the movie idol. 
Swept by the winds of popular opin­
ion, they are wandering unmoored 
and pilotless in regard to spiritual 
matters.

Godless Philosophy Fails
But they are being awakened in 

these days of conflict, for from lips 
unaccustomed to praying they are 
hearing prayers, from those who once 
had only contempt for God they are 
hearing such unaccustomed phrases 
as "There are no atheists In fox holes."

T the earnest request of some serious-minded Christians upon whom the 

Lord has laid the burden of Israel’s salvation, I went to a certain city to 
counsel with them in regard to some definite steps for reaching their

Jewish friends.
We immediately decided to arrange 

tor a meeting, inviting all Christian 
friends Interested in this phase of 
work, and notwithstanding the unus­
ually cold weather a larger group than
any of us anticipated gathered on Sun­
day afternoon.

When the question of a Friends of 
Israel chapter came up, it seemed that 
everyone present felt that the time had 
never been more opportune for some 
definite witness among these people 
and immediately we proceeded with 
the organisation of this chapter.

Prior to this I had the privilege of 
addressing a city-wide W. M. U. meet­
ing at which time a lady asked if I 
had time to visit a Jewess In one of 
the hospitals.

I told her that every minute of my 
day was taken, but to phone me that 
night and tell me a little more about 
this Jewish friend, suggesting that 
she In the meantime see her and in­
quire whether she desired to meet me.

That night when the lady called, she 
Informed me that the Jewess was very 
anxious to see me, that when she 
learned my name she was very pleas­
antly surprised, the Jewess exclaim­
ing, "I know Mr. Gartenhaus; please 
bring him to see me."

An Eager Welcome

The following day I went to the hos­
pital, and as I walked into her room, 
her face lighted up radiantly, as 
though she were welcoming a long- 
lost friend. She reminded me that 
we had met in another city when we 
were guests for dinner in the home 
of a Jewish Christian family.

She recalled the heated discussion 
which took place there when I tried 
to press home to her the claims of 
Christ as Israel’s long looked-for Mes­
siah, and as she herself expressed, 
“It didn’t all fall like water on a 
duck’s back."

Often since then, she said, the 
thought came to her: “Isn’t it possible 
that he was right?”

“I never thought 1 would ever meet 
you again, Mr. Gartenhaus," she now 
said, “but now that we have met I 
wonder if God didn't have a hand in 
it all and wanted our paths to cross 
f gain so thpt' I should give the things 
you said more serious thought."

I had no doubt in my mind that 
what she said was true, for this time 
I found her a much changed person. 
Instead of her putting up some sophis­
ticated argument as she had previous­
ly done, she manifested an earnest de­
sire to learn more.

She not only gratefully accepted 
some of the pamphlets I gave her but 
asked for a copy of the New Testa­
ment, and wanted to know what min­
ister she could contact upon her dis­
missal from the hospital.

What softened her to the message 
was the keen Interest the Christian 
lady took in her, a complete stranger 
of another race. Over and over again 
she expressed appreciation of my own 
visit, especially when she learned that 
despite the many engagements during 
my brief stay in the city 1 took the 
time to visit her.

An Additional Opportunity

It was through this woman that I 
learned that the Jewish Christian in 
whose home we both had been guests, 
had a son in this same city. I could 
not afford to miss this additional op­
portunity of contacting him, for he 
was not a Christian.

When I visited him at his place of 
business and told him that I had had 
the pleasure of being a guest in his 
mother’s home, that I knew his broth­
er and sister-in-law, he was delighted 
to make my acquaintance.

And as a result I was able to get 
considerable information from him 
concerning the Jews of that city, the 
very data that I needed In connection 
with the organization of the Friends 
of Israel chapter. Not having been in 
the city in several years except for a 
few hours at a time, I had lost contact 
with Jewish conditions there.

And what a change I found. I re­
called that some ten years previous 
during a meeting there, a Jewish man 
publicly acknowledged Christ with the 
result that he was bitterly persecuted, 
ridiculed by his friends and relatives, 
beaten and finally made to leave the 
city. Then, during our recent meeting 
for Christians, one of the Baptist lead­
ers present recalled the abuse which 
I received in one of the stores I vis­
ited.

In contrast In that same city no* i 
was privileged to have the rabbi in 
my congregation whom 1 later met 
and found most cordial, which may be 
said of other Jewish friends as well.

What greater encouragement does 
one need to organize a Friends of 
Israel chapter! It is my earnest wish 
and prayer that other Christians will 
not be satisfied with just a passive in­
terest in the Lord’s people but will 
follow the example of friends in this 
city.

The time has never been more aus­
picious for proclaiming the Good News 
to suffering and bewildered Israel. 
Here Is a ministry within reach of all.

For several years we have been pub­
lishing Ths Mediator, a quarterly pa­
per in English and Jewish, which is 
rapidly revolutionising Jewish think­
ing and has gained for our work the 
respect of their leaders. Only recent­
ly a Jewish editor asked for permis­
sion to reproduce one of its articles, 
an unheard of thing.

This silent witness has softened 
hearts that were once like steel and in 
not a few cases has been the means 
of winning many of my people to their 
long hoped-for Messiah. It has pre 
pared the way for a greater and more 
effective ministry.

Every Jewish home in your com­
munity can have this publication for 
only 25c per year. This is the least 
we can do for these whom the Saviour 
called, "My brethren.”

As powerful as Is the printed page, 
it cannot take the place of the person­
al touch. A kind word and a neigh­
borly deed will go a long way to help 
start your Jewish friend on the road 
which leads to everlasting life.

Dr. McCall states that there is 
a fine spirit of evangelistic fervor and that the mission enterprise has been 
blessed in Cuba with steady growth. He adds that the war has created a few 
difficulties in transportation and brought on the scarcity of some materials but 
that "there has been no hindering circumstances" In the mission work. The 
above picture shows a market scene in the city of Havana.

A. The work is chiefly evangelistic, 
with the instructional phases which 
would characterize mission work on 
any field. ,

T. G.

A. Any version of the Christian 
Bible with emphasis on the Old Testa­
ment prophecies and Christian teach­
ings will be acceptable.

Q. What type of work will the stu­
dents do who are listed in June South­
ern Baptist Home Missions as em­
ployed for summer work? D. T.

A. These students will work on 

needy mission fields in Louisiana and 
Kentucky. They will hold evangelistic 
meetings, preach in churches, conduct 
Vacation Bible Schools, do house-to- 
house visitation and otherwise occupy 
themselves in the type of work such 
as would be needed in any spiritually 
needy community.
