Although
this in the first place that ths words *fiving soul” occar
in our common version. yet thy sams words in the He-
brew occur previously in relation 1 other animale, and
are in Genesia i. 24, rnslated “living croature.” In
roupect therefore 1o all uuimale it may be seid thet God
hax given them liviog sonls. But the manaer of com-
municating to man this living sool scems somewhat dif-
ferant to the course pursucd in relation & othor animals.
We have not been abl to find any thing in the Bibls of
God's breathing into b-asts, &e, the breath of life, though
be evidently gave them life; nor doss it intimate that
they huve been made in the image of God.  While there
fore the term soal is applied to beasts, &o. as well as to
man, yet whea attributed 10 the laser it has cntirely

ot only signifies the principle of life but that principle
which is the image of God. The origin of the soul of
the brute s in the command of God, “Let the earth bring
forth ths living creatare aflor his kind," bat the soul of
man originates in tha transfusion of God's breath into hix
carthly budy, “ih> breath of the Almighty hath given mo
life."
