As (o the Board of Missiors, it is virtually
charging them either with defective organizs.
tion, or with a presumed negligence. The lat-
ter it is believed is not meant, and if it were, it
would require immense power to gain confidence
andinsure success, for any new concern, that
should begin with refl«cting on our Missionary
Bosrd. If the former were intended, the alleg-
ed defect, if real, would be first detected in the
Board itself, which, in this instance, had not
complained—or if the defect were ever so gla-
ring, this is not the proper body to suggest and
apply the remedy,—it should be no less & body
than that which formed and organized the Board.

As to the Denomination, it would seem hasty.
although the subject had been agitated in Now.
York, and its vicinity for some time, information
circulates slowly to the extremitics of our union.
The Baptists, as a body, were not aware as yet,
what are the questions which would be raised
relative to a general Bible organization. M,
that arc awarc, and best informed on the sub-
Ject, are still iu doubt, and have expressed them-
scives unwilling now tosct.

Meanwhile, we shall reserve to
ourscives the privilege of using the authorized
channels, the trvasury of the Buard 1o Boston,
for our contributions to this object; and hope
that our brethren geaerally will have the wanli.

The leaves
of the elder iree are ofien put into the
subterranean jiths of moles, to drive
those noxious liitle anima!sfrom the gar-
den.
