Attention ought to be paid to the proper cover-
ing of ibe feet. It is scarccly necessary for
children to use shoes before they are a year old;
or if they do, the soles should be thin and soft.
The form of the bu man foot is such, that at the
toes it is broad, at the heel narrow, and the inside
of the foot is longer thau the outside—a form
which 1s cvidently intended by nature lo cosble
usto stand and walk with firmness sud casc.
