The linear often 
felt that he oculd not hope for Ao mer 
oy of God unfil he had in come manner 
expiated hb riw by prayeri and team, 
aad oftea peace wm fouad at lact 
through a drc»m, or tome emotion in- 
opliod by d hymn, by prayer, ct preach­
ing, or mediation, without an in Mil 
gent apprehenaiou of tha way of mIvO 
ties through bite b Ohrbt. They 
camo to Chriit at last, becauce they felt 
warranted in aauing to him by a Mate 
of peace diffuMd io Mme mana* 
through the tool, indeed of aiming to 
him burdened, and narrowing, and daw- 
late, to lud peace by trwtiog in him. 
Aad I have notiood that Chrbtbac 
thm converted are apt ever after*ard 
in their ipiritaal moodi to live a life of 
repentance initead of a life of faith, 
oonataatly bowed beneath a mom of 
unworthum—vary meek and humble 
—fail of reveiwoe for God ; but with­
out Ao pence aad joy and love whieh 
are only inspired by faith in Ohrid. 
They have a hope, a prcoioui hope; bet 
it b a trembling hope; they do not 
live rejoicing in hope, full of faith, and 
coni'an’iy able to wy wiA the apoitle, 
“ I know ib whom I have believed.''

if the pMt age hM errid in eauiing 
repeutares to over*hadow faith, wo are 
nowettsring upon a new age, whieh 
seemi in danger, perhapi through reac 
tion against former extreme., of diaoard- 
ing repentance altogether frem tbe plan 
of ealvation- Modern eviage'iita make 
faith b Chriit their exelnaive theme. 
They, or Mme of them at leant, do not 
require repentance m a part of Ohrio- 
tian experbnoe. Some hold with “ the 
Current Reformation " that repentance 
b not a ipiritual emotion of ioitow for 
•in and the humbling of the muI before 
God, but it a mere reformation of life 
lollowbg faith. They Aerefore invite 
•innora to *• awept Chriit" indifiirent 
m they ire, and perhupo wholly an 
awak.aed to Ae evil of toeir own heart! 
and Ao exceeding ebfatooM of ain.

The clear preoentation of tbe Savior 
and Ae freenem of ealvation ii a great 
advance in one regard upon Ae revival- 
urn of former timw. But the omiMion 
to enforce repentance for tin and to ex­
alt Ao majMty of God it a groat evil, 
which mud, mIom ar reeled, bad to de 
plorablo TMulta. 11 men do not learn 
humility before God and Ae einfalnoM 
of eb in the exorebo of a true repent 
anoe, can tb<re be the profound wal- 
■tirring eeaintial to a dwp work of 
grace in the heart T And ii there not 
dinger that men brought into Ae 
ehuroh without the faliowbg of Ao 
eoul, which b Ao Mpecial work of re 
ptniaaoe, will in after life allow Ae un­
tamed pride and paMiono of Ao eoul to 
•way them etill ? Mty not thb discard­
ing of cepontanoe uher in the poriloue 
timw of t>o iMt daye foretold by Ae 
apootle, when men obould bo lovoro of 
thou own mIvm, proud, beady, high- 
minded, having the form of godlboM 
but denying Ae power thereof ?

The duearding of faith aad Ao anb- 
mitution of peaanM for true repentance 
led to the darkneM of Popery. To 
what evile the diioarding of repentance 
■n our day will lead it b impoMible to 
forooM. Septula, who ia pMt agw 
maintained the truth agaiMt Ao error* 
of what wc may term the Ago of Poa- 
anoe, should fa our day lift up Ao 
■taadard againit MW meAodo of pre 
Mating Ao plan of wlvudoa, whieh ig- 
noro entirely Ao office of repentanoo. 
Ae God’i appobtod witBOMM wo have 
a teetimony to bear in our age to the 
fondamenUd truthi of Chrutiaaity m 
important m that wo boro fa Ae dark 
agM of the pact, whoa wo aloao upbore 
Ao etaadard of truA againit Aa erron 
of Popery.

Why to it that in 
many not one eoventh to one-feurth 
make any oontributiono at all for work

It to union with a personal Bavioar, aad 
that union should Acoae more perfect, 
bringing Saviour aad nvod more oloMly 
together, and aMimilating Ae Add ot 
God daily more end more unto hto 
elder broAer.

Ao Anovolenoe of each ohuroh msmAr 
io exeroieed to Ao full act extent pc*i- 
ble. He will naturally know the poeu- 
ninry ability of each one Md the extent 
of hto' oontributione, Mpeeially Aose 
connected with bis religious Ilfs. If 
Amo^A not in accordance with Aat 
ability, ii ie his duty to instruct aad 
urge, to warn aad exhort, aad to point 
out on Aa eno hand Ae ria of oovetous- 
neao, and oa tho ot Ar tho great bleemd- 
ness to A exporienoad in giving.

But in imiller 
churobei the young paitor who bM 
gained the true idea of what u needed 
esn put it in practice with comparative 
e&oiency. The work will not bo io 
large, nor io varioui. The ability de­
manded will not bo oo great. Tho pM- 
tor will have time to train himoolf for 
IL The experiment! which he man 
lomelimei make will bo on a imallor 
ecsle, and the miotakeo more Miily rec 
tilled. They will bo directly under hie 
eyeo and bo will not only be able to eeo 
more quickly, but alio more olearly 
when there ii danger of failure. And 
when time shall have proved to him and 
othero that ho hM either naturally or 
by aeqatoition tbe power neeweary for 
Ae more important field, it will then be 
soon enough for him to enter upon it. 
In wishing yen successful pastorates wo 
MTOMtly recommend that yon begin 
your work with sems ehuroh in the 
country or in acme small town and 
gradually fit yours.lv* for charge, 
which will make greeter demaads npon 
you if you should over be called to 
assume Aem.
