Yonng professional persons and 
students have frequently lost much 
valuable time in experimenting with , 
the art under this delusion, and in , 
the end have discovered that in this 
matter a little learning is a danger- , 
ous thing, and that the ordinary , 
long-hand is far better for their pur- ( 
poses, because they can at least read ( 
their notes. ,

Stenography, when only partially , 
mastered, is utterly worthless. As 
one of its leading expert* has said : । 
“There are two groat difficulties to । 
be encountered—one is to write it. , 
and the other is to read it after it is 
written." It takes at least two ( 
years’ hard work for anybody of or- , 
dinary ability to learn a good system.

It has often been predicted by , 
stenographic enthusiasts, that in this 
age of progress, steam, and the elec­
tric telegraph, the present style of 
writing will soon be almndoned and 
short-hand universally adopted—an ! 
idea that nobody but a fanatic would 
entertain for a moment.

It is an amusing fact that the very 
systems which arc claimed to lie the 
perfection of writing, so far from l»e- 
ing fitted for general use. are ex­
tremely poor material even for ordi­
nary note-taking. And singularly 
enough, the most earnest enthusiasts 
in stenography urc usually the most 
incompetent writers.
